At Allen where Beaver Creek,
the Levisa Fork of the Big Sandy

Yesterday, all that remained of
Porter Industries were smoldering
embers, which are expected to siz-
zle through the rest of the week.

Report of the fire was called in to
Allen Volunteer Fire Department at
about 1:17 p.m., according to assis-
tant fire chief Larry Castle. Local
volunteers rushed to the site and
were reportedly close to controlling
the blaze when the water pressure
gave out,

“The hydrants just weren't push-
ing enough pressure,” Castle said.

The Allen volunteers, who were
joined by several other departments,
had to resort to hauling water from
New Allen. “We had three tank
trucks going as fast as they could go
to haul water,” Castle said.

The effort was inadequate. The
firefighters gave up around 5 p.m.
after the building walls had fallen in
and danger to the surrounding area
was contained.

The loss is estimated at between
one-half to three-fourths of a mil-
lion dollars, according to James
Lacey Porter, whose family owned
and operated the business. He said
the wooden building was between

The Allen water system was
taken over by Prestonsburg City
Utilities Commission (PCUC) about
a year ago.

Moviegoers have their favorite movies
and sports fans have their memorable mo-
ments. Writers have their favorite words.
As Vanna White and | like 1o say, “Words
are our lives.”

Some words sound like what they mean.
Take the word serendipity. Tt means the
faculty of making fortunate discoveries by
accident. If you are prone 10 finding money
or other valuable things, you are serendipi-
tous. The sound of that word suggests its
meaning to me. I'm surprised advertisers
don’'t make use of this word more.

Melancholy, on the other hand, has a
happy. zippy sound. but it means sadness
or depression of the spirits; gloom. These
meanings certainly don’t suggest happy or
Zippy.

If you use the word gurgle, yvou
are using onomatopoeia. When kids use
animal sounds like quack, bowwow, and
meow, they are using onomatopoeia. For
us grown ups, Alfred Lord Tennyson gives
good examples in these two lines: The
moan of doves in immemorial elms./And
murmuring of innumerable bees.

Two terms that | heard many times 1n
education were paradigm and algorithm.
Speakers were always telling us in meet-
ings that there had been a paradigm shift
which meant they were using a new sét of
examples to serve as a pattern or model or
something like that. Paradigm always
sounded like a good word, but I could
never work it into a conversation.

After they tired of the paradigm shift,
they went to algorithm which means a
step-by-step problem-solving procedure,
especially “an established, recursive com-
putational procedure for solving a problem
in a finite number of steps.” Sounds like a
math term to me, but educational speakers
use it as if it were the rage,

The word rendezvous (one in 10 people
can’t spell the word correctly) has a secre-
tive sound to it. Of course, it means a pre-
arranged meeting place, especially an as-
sembly point for troops or ships. I'like the
sound of this word. We will rendezvous at
the lake.

Synunetrical is a word that sounds us if
it means everything i1s OK. The adjective
comes from the word symmetry which
means beauty as a result of balance or har-
monious arrangement, So symmetrical ob-
jects look good. You could tell a lady with
a nice figure that she is symmetrical; you
could also get slapped.

Antediluvian is a good word to describe
anything occurring or belonging to the era
before the Flood written about in the Bible.
Now, isn’t that a nice word 1o have in your
vocabulary.

Here's another case. Winburn
Middle School, also in Lexington,
has a large population of African-
American students, about 40 per-
cent of its total student body. It has
also made important changes in the
way it does business. Students at

level. The idea is that schools get
information through the Kentucky
testing system about how their stu-
dents are doing. They analyze that
information. They figure out what
the numbers tell them about how
they are teaching. They devise
approaches to increase student
achievement. It isn't happening this
well in all schools, but there are
many examples of where it does,

Years ago, before Kentucky
started to measure how much stu-
dents were achieving academically,
we never really knew how well
African-American students or other
groups of students were doing.
There wasn’t any measure across
Kentucky that told us whether or
not these students were learning.

school-based decision making
councils which enables them to
adjust their teaching so they meet
that expectation. Schools are start-
ing to use that power by making the
kind of changes we see at Johnson
and Winburn,

No one knows for sure what
approach—the old top-down model
where decisions came from
Frankfort or the school district
office, or the new model where
decisions rest with teachers, admin-
istrators, and parents—will produce
the best results for children.

Court of Appeals renders opinions

The Kentucky Court of
Appeals rendered 1,943 opinions
during calendar year 1998.

This figure represents the high-
est number of opinions rendered
by the Court during a single year
in its 22-year history, and five
percent more than the 1,840 opin-
ions rendered in 1997,

Moreover, this is the second
year in a row in which the Court

has increased the total number of

rendered opinions over the previ-
ous year,

The significant increase in
opinions is atiributable to the
adoption of sophisticated automa-
tion techniques, better utilization
of central staff resources and hard
work by the judges and their indi-
vidual staffs. Overall, rendered
opinions have increased 36 per-
cent since 1994.

The Court disposed of a total of

2,169 appeals by opinion in 1998
When added to the 1,345 cases the
Court disposed of by order, the
case dispositions in 1998 totaled
3,514 cases, a number well in
excess of the 3,186 cases docket-
ed during the year.

Because of the 110 percent
clearance rate achieved in 1998,
the Court has managed to reduce
the time litigants must wait for an
appellate decision by about two
months.

The Court of Appeals consists
of 14 judges and sits statewide in
panels of three judges. The Court
hears matter of right appeals in all

U.S. Senator Jim Bumning has
introduced The Social Security for
the 21st Century Act. a bill that
would allow all working Americans
the opportunity to inyest a4 portion of
their retirement savings in a personal
Retirement Security Account (RSA),

The taxpayer-investor would then
be able w manage an investment
much like a federal employee man-
ages his/her Thrift Savings Plan. In
return for being able (o invest in an
RSA.an investor would agree to.a 50
percent reducton in Social Security
benefits,

"My bill gives taxpayers a one-

time, voluntary option to sel aside a
stall portion of their income and to
invest that money in their own
Retirement Security Account,” said
Bunning. “The most important part
of my bill is that it is voluntary, not
mandatory. It gives people a choice.
If they are satisfied with what they
have now, they can keep their bene-
fits by simply doing nothing.”

The bill would allow taxpayers to
set aside 2.3 percent of their FICA
tax and create an RSA. The amount
they can invest would increase 2.5
percent each year, for up to 20 years,
when it would equal 1/2 of their total

urges flood safety

There was only one flooding-
related death'recorded in Kentucky
last year, and Kentucky's emer-
gency preparedness community
says that was one fatality too many.
Representatives from several agen-
cies and organizations have joined
to sponsor the state's fifth annual
“Severe Storms Preparedness
Month™ which began March 1.

Already this year, a Breathitt
County man drowned when he
attempted to drive his vehicle
across a partially submerged, low
water bridge.

“Our training films say people
should avoid even six inches or
more of swift water,” said Shawn
Harley., meteorologist in charge of
the National Weather Service's
Jackson office.

“Six inches of water can make
vou lose control of your vehicle,
and two feet of water will cause
most vehicles to float. Being in a
flooding vehicle in a violently rag-
ing stream is a terrifying situation,”
said Harley.

Roy Benge, area manager of the
state’s Division of Emergency
Management Hazard office, says
people too often take unreasonable
chances when they encounter swift
water. “Even if you think the water
is less than two feet, for example,”
said Benge, “you don’t know what
that power (of the fast water) has

done to the road beneath. It could
have washed away what you can’t
see underneath.”

Both Harley and Benge urge
families to purchase a tone-activat-
ed weather radio to learn of danger-
ous flooding conditions. Each listed
the March 9 statewide severe
weather drill as a good deadline for
families who have yet to develop
severe weather plans and disaster
kits.

“Families who aren't prepared
should contact the nearest Red
Cross chapter or the local emer-
gency management agency for
information on severe weather pre-
paredness,” said Benge. Twenty-
one Kentuckians died in the March,
1997 flooding which resulted in
presidential disaster declarations in
100 counties.

The statewide storms prepared-
ness team is sponsored by the
American Red Cross, Kentucky
Broadcasters Association,
Kentucky  Cable  Television
Association, Kentucky Department
of Education, Kentucky
Educational Television, and the
Kentucky State Police, in addition
to the state's Division of
Emergency Management and the
National Weather Service. The
statewide drill has been set for
10:07 a.m. (EST) on Tuesday,
March 9.

Big Apple readies for NASCAR

Last Sunday, Atlanta once again
served op its usual weekend of rac-
ing. You had the usual top five of
Gordon, Labonte, Martin, Burton
and Jarrett fighting it out for the
win, and you had the early March
weather that the track has become
known for. Winston Cup’s spring
stop at Atlanta has become known
for its cold weather and anything
from thunderstorms to snow_storms.

Officials at the track could take a
sigh of relief knowing that the only
thunder being made this past week-
end wasn't in Atlanta, but instead
took place at Trump Tower in the
heart of the Big Apple. NASCAR's
own Bill France was responsible for
stealing Atlanta's thunder by
announcing plans to build a super-
speedway somewhere in the New
York City area.

It seems the “trump” card in this
deal is entrepreneur Donald Trump,
who would help France's
International Speedway
Corporation build a $200 to $250
million superspeedway track in the
number one sports market in the
country. In fact, the key to the deal,
according to Trump, “Is to build the
track as close o Fifth Avenue and
57th street as possible.”

The name of the new speedway
will be Trump Superspeedway, but
ISC will hold future naming rights
to the track. Just exactly where all
of the construction money will
come from isn't clear, but France
was quick to say that ISC would
own 100 percent of the track once it
was completed.

This wasn't the first time that
talk of a track in the New York City
area has come up. Trump consid-
ered plans for a track in the area
before and talked with Burton
Smith's Speedway Motorsports
about the possibility,. Some
observers feel the France-Trump
alliance is a move by France to keep
Trump from building on his own or
with Smith,

Even though New York City
doesn’t have what you would call a
track of its own, it is located in
close proximity to a couple of
tracks that host Winston Cup events
each year. Pocono International
Raceway is just 90 minutes west of
the city and Watkins Glen is located
in upstate New York.

This announcement comes at a
time when many involved in the,
sport on a day-to-day basis think
that the schedule may have reached

its saturation point. Even France, on
more than one occasion, has said
that any addition of races on future
schedules would require the sanc-
tioning body to take a hard look at
some of the facilities that presently
host Winston Cup races.

One interesting note on this
expansion of the schedule issue was
recently given by the newly-named
NASCAR president, Mike Helton.
Helton, in one of his early press
conferences, said he saw room in
the calendar for the addition of up
to three more racing weekends.

Wheo do you think would end up
with those three precious Winston
Cup dates? Let me give you a little
more information beéfore you try to
come up with an answer. Besides
ISC’s New York City track, it has
already broken ground on a super-
speedway in Kansas City. By the
way, ISC also has announced plans
to construct a track at Joliet, IL,
which is only 25-miles from the
huge Chicago market. All three of
these tracks plan (o open with a
capacity of 75,000, but will quickly
see that figure ride to 150,000 with-
in‘a couple of years.

One thing lacking from the press
conference announcing the new

track was the promise of a race date,
the head of
NASCAR. he has the power to
announce a date for the track at any
time, but that wasn't the way
NASCAR handled Roger Penske's
proposed new track in Los Angeles.
France awarded Penske a Winston
Cup date before the first shovel of
dirt was ever turned.

Of course, France could always
take away a date from one of the
speedways that now hosts a race.
The first one to come to mind
would be the ISC owned road
course, Watkins Glen. The Glen
draws relatively small crowds and
has one of the worst traffic flow
problems of any track.

The only loser in this deal may
just be that ol' headline grabber,
Burton Smith. Burton has been
pushing hard for a second Winston
Cup date for both his Texas and Las
Vegas tracks. At the present time it
secems like any new dates will be
kept in France's family. Smith may
have to resort to buying another
track like he did with North
Wilkesboro and move one of the
dates to ever see a second race at
Texas or Las Vegas.

Deer seasons set, tele-check system approved

The Kentucky Fish and Wildlife
Commission set deer hunting sea-
sons and zones for 1999 at their
meeting February 26 in Frankfort.
With the exception of the calendar
shift, deer hunting seasons will be
the same as last year. Archery deer
season opens Seplember 18 and
runs through January 17, 2000,
Youth deer hunt weekend is
October 16 and 17, Muzzletloader
season is open the following week-
end, October 23 and 24, Modern
gun season opens November 23
and runs through December 17.

In addition to other deer hunting
seasons, a two-day firearm season
for antlerless deer will be open in
zone one counties December 18
and 19 with a bag limit of one
antlerless deer. Statewide or zone
ong bonus permits must be used. A
hunter who has filled statewide
and bonus zone one permits in an
earlier season will not be able o
participate,

The Fish and Wildlife
Commission approved zones for
the upcoming deer seasons. Sixty-
four counties were liberalized
while three were restricted. Zone
one counties are: Allen, Anderson,
Ballard, Boone, Butler, Caldwell,
Calloway, Campbell, Carlisle,
Carroll, Christian, Crittenden,
Franklin, Fulton, Gallatin, Graves,
Grayson, Hancock, Hardin, Henry,
Hickman, Hopkins, Jefferson,
Kenton, Livingston, Logan, Lyon,
Marshall, McCracken, McLean,
Muhlenberg, Ohio, Oldham,
Owen, Shelby, Spencer, Todd,
Trigg, Trimble, Washington,
Webster and Woodford: Zone one
means a |10-day either sex modern
gun season and either sex muzzle-
loader and archery seasons. An
additional two-day antlerless only
weekend is held in zone one only.

Zone two counties are: Adair,
Barren, Boyd, Breckinridge,
Bullitt, Carter, Daviess, Elliolt,
Grant, Green, Greenup, Harrison,
Henderson, Larue, Marion, Meade,

Mercer, Monroe, Nelson,
Pendleton, Robertson, Scott,
Simpson, Taylor, Union, and

Wamen. Zone two means a 10-day
modern gun season. Either sex
deer may be taken the first five
days. Bucks only may be taken the
last five days. Muzzle-loader and
archery seasons are either sex.

Zone three counties are: Bath,
Boyle, Bracken, Casey, Clinton,
Cumberland, Edmonson, Fleming,
Hart, Jessamine, Lawrence, Lewis,
Mason, Menifee, Metcalfe,
Morgan, Rowan and Russell. Zone
three means a 10-day modern gun
season. Either sex deer may be
taken the first two days. Bucks
only may be taken the last eight
days, Muzzle-loader and archery
seasons are either sex.

Zone four counties are: Clark,
Fayette, Garrard,  Jackson,
Johnson, Laurel, Lincoln,
Madison, Martin, Montgomery,
Nicholas, Pulaski, Wayne,
Whitley, and Wolfe. Note that the
commission eliminated last year's
zone four hunting criteria. This
year, zone four means a 10-day
buck only firearms season and
either sex muzzle-loader and
archery season.

Zone five counties are: Bell,
Bourbon, Breathitt, Clay, Estill,
Floyd, Harlan, Knott, Knox, Lee,
Magoffin, Owsley, Powell and
Rockeastle. Zone five means a 10-
day buck only modern gun season,
buck only muzzle-loader season
and either sex archery season.

Zone six counties are! Leslie,
Letcher, McCreary, Perry and Pike.
Zone six means a five-day buck

only modern gun season and buck

]

only muzzle-loader and archery
seasons,

Beginning this year, all deer
must be checked in using the tele-
check phone system. A presenta-
tion given by Wildlife Division
Director Roy Grimes on the accu-
racy and convenience of the tele-
check system convinced the com-
mission Lo approve it as the only
check-in method for 1999. The
phone numberfor using the elec-
tronic deer check system is 1-877-
CHK GAME. Hunters may check
in deer from any phone, but walk-
in check stations offering phone
service will be listed in the hunting
guide.

Beginning this year, hunters are
required 1o notch or cut out the
information on their deer tags,
instead of marking it with pen or
pencil, before moving their deer,
The new procedure will keep dis-
honest hunters from attempting to
reuse a tag by erasing the informa-
tion.

Other changes that affect deer
hunters concern quota hunts, or
managed draw hunts. The commis-
sion voted to repeal all 1998 hunts
but make changes to individual
hunts on some wildlife manage-
ment areas and state parks. This
year, quota hunt applicants can
apply in parties of up to five indi-
viduals. Last year the limit was
four. Where check-out is required,
any hunter who fails to check out
will be disqualified from applying
for the next year's quota hunt.

The Fish and Wildlife
Commission voted to change
grouse season on six wildlife man-
agement areas. Yatesville Lake
Wildlife Management Area will be
closed to grouse hunting for the
next three years to accommodate a
multi-state grouse research project
in that area. In return, grouse hunt-
ing will be open on Grayson,
Faintsville, Fishtrap Dewey Lakes
and Redbird wildlife management
areas for the next three years.
Grouse season opens the day after
a county's modern gun deer season
closes.

In other business, the Fisheries
Division of the fish and wildlife
department recommended several
regulation changes that will be
voted on at the commission meet-
ing, in June, They recommended
four brook trout streams for catch
and release only. Those streams
under consideration are: Dog Fork
in Wolfe County, Poor Fork in
Letcher County, and Shililah Creek
in Bell County.

The Fisheries Division also rec-
ommended a 12-inch size limit on
brown trout in eleven streams.
Those streams under consideration
are: Bark Camp Creek in Whitley
County, Big Caney Creek in Elliott
County, Chimney Top Creek in
Wolfe County, Caney Creek in
Rowan County, East Fork Indian
Creek in Menifee County, Indian
Creek in Menifee County, Laurel
Creek in Elliott County, Laurel
River Lake tailwaters in Laurel
and Whitley counties, Minor Creek
in Morgan and Rowan counties,

"Rock Creek in McCreary County,

and Slab Camp Creek, including
Stonecoal Branch in Rowan
County.

The Fisheries Division recom-
mended two other items. They rec-
ommended a [5-inch limit on
largemouth bass in Beaver Lake.
They also recommended changing
the daily creel on rainbow trout
from eight to five in Hatchery
Creek at Wolf Creek National Fish
Hatchery. to comment on these
recommendations call the

Skills for solo parents focus on
your child’s well-being in shared
parenting.

The majority of children in sin-
gle parent homes have two living
parents who are involved in their
lives to one degree or another.
Relating well to our former part-
ners and in-laws can be a major
challenge, but it's yitally impor-
tant to the well-being of our chil-
dren.

Youngsters thrive when both
parents are involved in their
upbringing. Regardless of what
reasons you might have for not
wanting to communicate with
your former partner, you owe your
son or daughter a chance to have
the best relationship possible with
the other parent.

Use the following suggestions
as guidelines for relating to your
child’s other parent:

= Keep your children out of
adult arguments, Children can suf-
fer emotional damage when
pushed into the center of your con-
flicts, They can become insecure,
bitter and fearful.

Tom is a tall, clean-cut, middle-
age man who showed up on a hot
July day and really looked uptight.

She had made numer-
ous threats over the decades, but this
time it did not seem worth it to gam-
ble on whether or not she would keep
her word. I just can’t take your gam-
bling anymore. Just can’t live with
it Tom was determined to do what
he could to stop the horrible negative
impact of his gambling on him, his
wife, their two daughters, and their
relationships. Buying lottery tickets
whenever and whereever was his
passion. As a result, his family had
lost several homes over the years.

w Their utilites had been turmed off

many times. He had paid extreme
financial charges to borrow money at
“quick-loan places to fix the prob-

lem.” They had even declared bank-
ruptcies at times. A “bet” is that Tom
has many comrades in eastern
Kentucky who are addicted to seek-
ing money by chance.

Suppose, like anything else, tak-
ing a chance is OK when it is in mod-
eration and does not interfere with
anyone's life. However, “problem
gambling™ means a pattern of gam-
bling behavior. which may compro-
mise, disrupt or damage family, per-
sonal or vocational pursuits. Problem
gambling includes, but is not limited
to, compulsive or pathological gam-
bling. In turn, “pathological or com-
pulsive gambling” is a continuous or
periodic loss of control over gam-
bling: a progression in gambling fre-
quency and amounts wagered, in the
preoceupation with gambling and in
obtaining monies with which to gam-
ble; and a continuation of gambling
involvement despite adverse conse-
quences.

Some people can stop eating and
drinking without indulging, and

some people can make a couple of
bets and quit, especially when they
are losing. In contrast, that is not
always the case, and society’s prob-
lems with gambling are becoming
more obvious, Seventy years ago it
was illegal to gamble anywhere in

their children have significant behav-
ior-adjustment problems; 47 percent
abuse alcohol with a similar number
being depressed, having stomach
problems, and other health problems;
and 65 percent commit cnmes to
finance gambling habits.

As with all other habits, excessive
gambling begins “somewhere,”
According to research, some children
are developing gambling problems as
early as 11 years of age, such as 84
percent of about 12,000 students in
the sixth to twelfth grades in
Louisiana had gambled. A compul-
sive gambling counselor was upset
that “parents buy a ticket and let their
kid scratch it off. That's just setting
them up to planting the seed early.”
How many different messages* are
being given to our children by those
who grow “fighting roosters?”

Gamblers are not “bad” people.
But pathological gamblers do mnot
have the choice to gamble, they are
addicted. When they gamble, they
are in a chemical psychoactive
high—like having a couple of beers
or a piece of great double chocolate
cake, The moment the gambling is
over, they slip into a chemical psy-
choactive low, an irritable depression
they cannot tolerate. In time their
pleasure hormones become used up
and problem gamblers must gamble

to feel normal, as the sex addict
needs the challenge of obtaining
another partner. Pathological gam-
blers are not gambling for the money,
they are gambling to feel normal.

Gambling is not always a decision of

will. It is a brain disease that 15 chem-
ically and genetically driven, just as
addictive as crack cocaine in certain
individuals.

Could you or someone you know
have a gambling problem?

Remember that gambling becomes a
problem when a person does any of
these in order to gamble: loses time
for work, school or family life; thinks
continually of ways to gamble; gam-
bles until all the money is gone; relies
on others to get out of debt; and fails
time after time to reduce or stop gam-
bling. Stop and get help if you repeat-
edly promise yourself “just one more
time."”

Consol names Jones Fork complex
“safest underground mine” in 1998

CONSOL Coal Group has
awarded its 1998 Liv Ireland
Safety Trophy to CONSOL of
Kentucky's Jones Fork Complex,
the second time in four years that
the mine has set the standard for
excellence in safery for CONSOL's
underground coal mines,

Each year, CONSOL sets a
company-wide goal for safety. The
mine with the best safety record
receives the Liv Ireland trophy, It
is named for the legendary R.
Livingston Ireland, a former vice
chairman of the CONSOL Board
of Directors, wha championed coal
mine safety.

Jones Fork had only two
reportable accidents in 1998, and
no lost-time accidents. That trans-
lates to an incidence rate of only
0.69 per 200,000 man-hours of
exposure. The Jones Fork inci-
dence rate for 1998 compares with
a national average of about 8.0 or
24 recordable accidents for an
average U.S, coal mine,

“Jones Fork is not only the
safest underground mine in CON-
SOL, perhaps even in the entire
country, but they also produced
more than 2.5 million tons of coal
last year," said J. Brett Harvey,
president and chief executive offi-
cer of CONSOL Energy Inc.

Harvey presented the (trophy
during an awards banquet on
February 20. 1999, He told
employees, “You deserve this
recognition. More importantly, you

deserve admiration and
respect.”

“It has long been our company’s
goal to reach zero accidents in our
coal mines and operations,”
Harvey said, “We mean it, and
work very hard to achieve it. We
need not look much further than
CONSOL of Kentucky to get a
good example of such effort.”

Jones Fork last won the Liv
Ireland Safety Trophy in 1994. The
mine last had a lost-time accident
in December 1997, and since then
has worked more than 700,000
man-hours without a lost-time
accident.

Preheat the oven to 325
degrees F. Line a baking sheet
with parchment paper or foil.

In a large bowl, mix together
the flour, cocoa, baking powder,
cinnamon and salt. Stir in the
sugar and brown sugar. Mix in the
cherries and almonds.

Use your
hands to work the last bits of dry
ingredients into the dough.
