In addition, every county would 
be required to set up at least one 
redemption center with a regional 
redemption center created for one 
or more counties. Any local gov­
ernment, person or retailer would 
be able to establish a redemption 
center under Stumbo's proposal.

Any money received from the 
sale of the recyclable material by 
the centers would be deposited in a 
"Kentuckians Against Trash" fund.

Citizens should be prepared for emergencies 
Editor: 
Much government and private sector effort has 

been devoted to identifying what. if any. computer­
related emergencies might occur when the clock 
strikes midnight on New Year's Eve. 

Many experts believe Y2K rollover problems will 
be minimal, recognizing the exceptional level of 
attention. money and time that has been committed 
to preparing key automated systems m emergency 
services, health care, social services, public utilities, 
telecommunications, banking and other areas. 
Others, however, antictpate that significant prob­
lems wiH occur. 

Known for certain is that emergencies of various 
types can occur at any time. Some of these emer­
gencies are caused by natural events, such as floods, 
tornadoes, snow and ice storms and others. Some 
result from accidents in transportation. in business 
and industry, and in homes. 

Government has responsibilities to prepare citi­
zens for these events and to protect them when they 
occur. However, citizens are also responsible for 
preparing and for protecting themselves and their 
families. Severe winter storms, tornadoes and floods 
in Kentucky are recent reminders that we all need to 
be prepared for emergencies that can occur at any 
time. 

The best advice for Kentuckians is to be prepared 
to meet your own needs for at least 72 hours follow­
ing a widespread emergency such as a winter storm. 
In some cases it could take emergency personnel 
even longer to put key systems such as roadways 

and utilities back into service. 
Information on basic family preparedness as well 

as Y2K home computer protection is available on 
Kentucky's Emergency Management webpage 
(http://webserve. dma. state.ky.us) or as near as your 
local emergency management agency. 

One example of good family preparedness is for 
each fami ly vehicle to have a winter emergency kit. 
Each vehicle as well as each }\orne should keep as a 
minimum, a flashlight and a battery operated radio 
(with fresh batteries) along with some nonperishable 
food items and several bottles of drinking water. 

The car should also carry rain gear and extra 
clothing (socks, boots, wool cap. mittens), a blanket 
or sleeping bag, a shovel, ice scraper, sand or non­
clumping kitty litter, roadway reflectors, a first aid 
kit with necessary medications, jumper cables, plas­
tic garbage bags for insulation or sanitation, a candle 
with matches and a metal can for storing items and 
melting snow for drinking, and a brightly colored 
cloth which can be attached to the antenna. 

Kentucky has worked hard to prepare for Y2K. 
Now is the time for citizens and families to finalize 
their preparations, and I hope, to check on their 
neighbors, particularly the elderly and those with 
special needs, who may need your help in time of 
emergency. If we work together, Kentuckians will 
once again demonstrate their concern for each other 
and their ability to pull together through any emer­
gency.

Writer shares spiritual experience

My name is Barbara Walker. I have shared my 

story with family and friends, and I would like to 
share it with you. writing from my heart to your 
heart.

Until the end of her life, she was bringing the 
Lord to the people in the home, hoping they would 
come to the Lord. She could read people, and when 
she was asked to pray for someone, that would come 
first. 

The first time I met Barbara. I told her of Tony, 
my son who had been taken from me through an acci­
dent at work in 1995 I shared with her my memory 
of kissing him on the forehead and telling him it 
should have been me. When I showed her a picture of 
Tony, she said she would keep him right up at the top 
of her prayer list, along with her son, when she would 
pray. 

Barbara would share things that happened to her. I 
told her that. at first, l did not believe all she told me. 
Once when l dropped in unexpectedly on her, we 
were talking and she got real serious. She said to me, 

"Give me your hands." 
I moved my chair out, away from the table and put 

my hands into hers. An electrical feeling came from 
her into me. She just shook. She told me that I was 
anointed by the Holy Spirit. She said the Lord told 
her to take my hands in hers. She did not do it at first, 
and then she said the Lord commanded her to take 
my hands in hers, now! We both could not get over it. 

At that time, I questioned how she could be so cer­
tain. I did not know many prayers; I did not know the 
words to beautiful hymns; I did not even know my 
Bible. But later, when spiriLUal things started to hap­
pen to me, I said, "I believe! I believe!" 

The first time the Lord spoke to me wa~ in 
January of 1997. During the night while I was sleep­
ing, 1 felt as though all my emotions were being 
stripped from me. I was very frightened. and then I 
heard a voice which said, "Let no one keep you from 
Me." I told my mentor about this the next day, and 
she said, "That was a very powerful message from 
the Lord." And I thought, "Me?" 

Our Lord has appeared to me several times since 
then. One other apparition l'd like to relate involved 
a charcoal sketch of J~sus Christ which my son, 
Tony, drew. He won an award for it. I had placed a 
black and silver cross on the picture. I was sleeping 
with my back toward the drawing. I woke up because 
I was wondering where a bright light was coming 
from. I thought I had left the bathroom light on.

You can say one thing for Greg 

Stumbo - he is apparently not one to 
run away from a fight, no matter how 
noteworthy the opposition. 

On Friday, the 95th district state leg­
islator and House majority floor leader 
did as promised and unveiled his plans 
for a bottle bill and statewide mandato­
ry garbage collection. 

What may have been surprising to 
some is that Stumbo chose to include the 
prop<?sals in one comprehensive pack­
age, rather than addressing each issue in 
separate bills. 

Despite widespread popularity for 
environmental proposals such as the 
ones Stumbo is offering, the issues have 
met with little support in the General 
Assembly in the past. 

Stumbo attempted to hammer a bottle 
bill through the House during the last 
legislative session, but had to settle for 
giving the state two years to study the 
issue. 

Mandatory trash pick-up, on the 
other hand, has met with limited suc­
cess. Currently, the state only requires 
counties to have a solid waste plan, 
though they're not required to actually 
enforce them. 

Why have these proposals, which 
would significantly clean up our road­
ways, met with such lukewann support? 
The answer to that question is the same 
answer to every question in Frankfort -
money and politics. 

Soft drink bottlers. fast food restau­
rants and grocery chains - a triad 
which has been accordingly dubbed the 
"litter lobby" - believe they have a lot 
to lose should the state enact a bottle 
bill, arguing that any additional fee 
would raise prices and hurt their bottom 
lines. And they have spent tons of 
money to make sure their lobbyists carry 
that message to the Capitol. 

As for garbage collection, the politi­
cians in Frankfort have had little stom­
ach to confront a vocal minority which 
believes it has the God-given right to 
dump their trash on their land, oblivious 
to the public health hazard their rotting 
waste creates or the contamination it 
causes to our groundwater. 

It would seem, then, that tacking the 
two issues together would jeopardize 
the bill, creating an opportunity for the 
litter lobby and the dumpers to join 
forces for a common cause. 

But Stumbo could be hoping that a 
marriage of the bottle bill and mandato­
ry trash collection - and the attendant 
media support which will undoubtedly 
come with it - will have a synergetic 
effect which could push the bill over the 
top. 

From his position in the House, 
Stumbo wields enormous power to 
shape the legislature's agenda, and that 
may explain his choice to pursue an 
anti-litter omnibus act. 

By joining the two issues together, 
Stumbo is very likely trying to set the 
tone of the upcoming session of the 
General Assembly in favor of his pro­
posal. 

It 's even been given the designation 
"House Bill I" - that magic bill num­
ber generally reserved for high-profile, 
"must-pass" issues.

W.hcn all the heads are cou¢ed 
in next year's census. Kentucky 
could very likely see the return of a 
seventh congressional district and 
the mountain political rumor mills 
have Stumbo as being the person to 
fill that seat in Congress. 

If so, he would be following the 
footsteps of Hal Rogers, who has 
been able to maintain astronomical 
popularity in a Democratic majori­
ty district largely on his ability to 
redefine himself. Remember, 
Rogers, through his PRIDE pro· 
gram. has recreated h1s image from 
one of being a Republican dema­
gogue who brings home the bacon, 
to one of being an earth-friendly 
Congressman who wants to clean 
illegal dumps and provide clean 
drinking water to everyone. 

But for now, Stumbo is still m 
the state House of Representatives 
and he still faces a battle in getting 
h1s proposal through the General 
Assembly. 

It will be intcrcstin¥ to see how 
the bill fares in the upcoming ses­
sion, as well as where the roads 
will lead from there.

KY rivers rise with days of rain

For the tir"t time in months, 
Kcntuck) has expenenced steady 
r.unfall over a period of several 
da) '· During the past week. all the 
"tate's river basins ha'e received 
from 1.5 to 4 inches of rain. The 
lowc-.t amounts were recorded in 
the Upper Cumberland. \\hile the 
Green River basin received from 
3.5 lCl 4 inches. 

The rain significantly enhanced 
stream flows across the state. On 
December I 5: 

• ln the Licking River basin, the 
north and south forks were finally 
l'llntrihuting significam flow into 
the main~tream for the first time in 
months. Flow at Catawba on the 
I kki ng ''as up 823 percent over 
last \\Cck but was still only 36 per­
cent of normal. 

• The Salt Rhcr at Glensboro 
"as up 2575 percent. 117 percent 

of normal for this date. Flows in 
Beech Fork at Maud were up 
54,900 percent. still just 50 percent 
of normal but vastly improved 
from it!'! mere trickle for the past 
few months. 

• Flows in the Kentucky River 
increased from 749 percent to 1073 
percent along the river and ranged 
from about 50 percent of normal in 
the upper and lower reaches of the 
river to ncar nom1al along the inte­
rior of the mainstream. 

The increased stream flows do 
not end concerns about water sup­
plies in the state, however. Most 
streams and rivers arc still well 
below average tlow for this time of 
year. Flows from the rain have 
peaked in most streams. and levels 
are heading down again. 
Meanwhile 102 water systems are 
still operating under some level of 

their water shonage response plans. 
Five systems are in the critical 
phase. under which all non-essen­
tial water use is banned and social­
ly and economically important 
'hater uses are also restricted. They 
are: Olive Hill Municipal Water 
Works (Carter Co.) and the Beech 
Fork Water Commission. Clay City 
Distribution System, Powell Valley 
Distributiuon System and Stanton 
Distribution System in Powell 
County. The rains have greatly ben­
efitted the Beech Fork reservoir 
which has gained more than a foot 
since the rains began. The Beech 
Fork Water Commission. which 
was running out of water, because 
the reservoir was so low, has placed 
a temporary intake in the Red 
River. The Red River at the spot at 
which the intake is located is flow­
ing well above normal.

Computer network will 
benefit court system and 
law enforcement agencies 

U.S. Representative Harold 
"llal" Rogers (KY-5) and 
Kentucky Supreme Court Chief 
Justkc Joseph E. Lamh~rt recent­
ly announced that the state has 
won a significant federal law 
cnforcemt•nt grant to create a 
computer network that will pro­
vide information on criminal 
cases to local and state criminal 
justice agencies. 

Congressman Rogers secured 
$1.45 million to ·create the 
statewide. lnLcrnet-based network 
in the annual spending bill for the 
U.S. Justkc Department. The ini­
tial phase of the project will be 
funded through a Justice 
Department program that supports 
the usc of modern technology in 
state and local criminal justice 
efforts and law enforcement. 

'There is no doubt in m) mind 
that a well-equipped state and 
local justice c;ystcm also helps the 
federal system work faMer and 
smarter," Rogers said. "As a for­
mer commonwealth's attorney. 1 
can tell you that this will be an 
amating resource for Kentucky's 
prosecutors. We're putting the 
power of the information age to 
work for our criminal justice sys­
tem and Kentuck} 's law enforce­
ment community." 

Chief Justice Lambert has 
spearheaded the effort to create 
the network. which \\ill provide 

c 

current information on all crimi­
nal cases in Kentucky to local and 
state authoritic,. 

The currem information 'Y" 
tern, known as "Courtnct," is 
updated dally with access limited 
to specific computer terminals. 
The new system will pnn ide 
updates every half hour und will 
be available to any :-;tate or local 
official with lntemet access. The 
project will also widely expand 
the information available on the 
system tc> include data regarding 
charges. convictions, bench war­
rants. bail. pretrial release condi­
tions. and semcnces. Chief Justice 
Lambert says the system "'ill 
aiiO\\ Ia\\ officers and court ofli· 
cials to track the schedule of 
pending court cases and reduce 
wasteful delay. 

"With this grant. Kentucky will 
continue its leadership among the 
states in =oun technology. 
Without Congressman Rogers. 
this grant would not have hcen 
possible.'' said Chief Justi~c 

Lambert. 
Rogers, who ~ucccssfult) 

fought to provide the federal fund­
ing. is the chairman of the I louse 
Appropriations Subcommittee on 
Commerce, Justice. State and the 
Judiciary. He has tukcn an active 
role in developing federal support

Neighboring prope1ty to be 
purchased and the football field to be 
turned with a regulation track to be 
build and a field house added along 
with additional rest rooms and conces­
sions. 

• Option #2 - Location at 
Prestonsburg's mountain top project 
(site of the new golf course). The City 
of Prestonsburg will donate land for 
500 parking spaces along with all the 
items listed in option number one. The 
land would be provided by the city at

"There is just no room for thc.sc 
ktds to practice.'' said the 
Prestonsburg coach. 

The track team at Prestonsburg has 
to do their running on Arnold Avenue 
and jump milk crates to simulate hur­
dles. That is a shame and our admin· 
istrators <>hould take into con~idcra· 
tion the safety a<,pect of all this and 
not just look at it from a football-only 
standpoint. 

Coach Derossett told me the felt 
that the City of Prestomburg and 
Mayor Jerry Fannin ha\e been more 
than fair in the .;iruatton of the football 
field. 

''They ha\e been mo~ than £ener­
ous,'' he said. "Donating the land. 
pa' ing a 500 space parking lot and 
upkeep of the facility.'' 

Coach Derossett said two of the 
three options call for a track and field 
facility.

The City of Prestonsburg has 
offered not only to donate the land but 
to upkeep the facility as well if it i-. 
located on the mountain top. 

In my conversation with Mayor 
Jerry Fannin, th~ City of Prestonsburg 
is committed to the facility. 

"We are committed to help in any 
way we can," said Mayor Fannm. 'At 
the council meeting we agreed to give 
them the land, build the parking lot. 
We also agreed in council that if they 
fell short some money, we would help 
them try to raise that money. r have 
been told by the representative he 
would do what he could to get addi­
tional money for the project if needed. 

"Right now our practice field is 
our playing field. You can go out 
there right now. at the end of the year 
and when you are practicing, playing 
on it and the middle school is practic­
ing and pia) ing on it. it is like con· 
crete. 

'This y,ay we could have a good 
practice facility to be utilized by the 
foothall teams and games could actu· 
ally be played by middle schools and 
grade schools at the present field and 
we could limit the amount of games 
upon the hill and have a good playing 
field, something everybody could be 
proud of." 

Mayor Fannin said his concern is 
not political but out of a concern for 
the kids who have to be asked to play 
on the present facility. 

"You go to other places and see 
how nice their stadiums are and you 
ask how they get these type of facili· 
ties. I am sure it is because of people 
like Coach Derossett and the commit· 
tee who are willing to stand up and 
fight for it."' 

Coach Derossett told me he "ould 
like to <;ee the field at the school but to 
do that. additional land needed to be 
purchased. 

"We need to buy the land next to 
the field to have a complete facility 
and that looks like it's not going to 
happen." he said. "Plan number two 
would give us a place to practice and 
the field construction could start 
immediately." 

According to ~layor Fannin, the 
hoard has estimated the w~t of such a 
facilit) at $8.2 million dollars. 

"Go mer and look at what a nice 
facility they ha .. e at Breathitt County 
and they did all that for only S 1.2 mil­
lion. I don't know how they figure it 
would co. t $8.2 million." 

Coach ~ro:-.sctt say., if the facility 
is not built no\\, he fear' it will never 
happen and that would short change tfl 
the kids in the future He al~o said he, 
i-; not agatn~t the prqjcct at South 
!·loyd llirh School. 

"I would be the li!"'tt to stnnd up 
and say. yes, give them their facili ty. 
They need it," he ... aid. " But at the 
same time kt's do sornething." 

Coach Derossett is sa)' ing it is time 
to quit all the talking and start con­
struction.

If the gift you receive this year is a 

~shing rod, you should accept it grace­
lllfully but be aware that it should be rea-
8Qnably matched with a reel and line to 
¢achieve the maximum perfom1ance 
· ''from it. Now I know !bat most anglers 

don't practice this careful selection. 
I'm not suggesting that everyone 
should be this picky. You may catch as 
many fish as the next one. on a string 
tied to a pole. 

These, of course, are suggestions tO 

those who may want to fine tune !heir 
fishing equipment. This information 
may be already known to most avid 
experienced anglers. However, l know 
by experience that you never stop 
learning. 

When I'm not fishing I like to read 
about fishing. When I'm not fishing or 
reading, I Like to talk about it. Over a 
period of time you will develop your 
own preference, along with your own 
style of fishing. Some make up special 

outfits to suit !he type of fishing they 
prefer. 

When outfitting yourself with fish­
ing equipment. you may want to check 
the particular instructions and recom­
mendations for the rod and reel that 
you have. ff you rry to pair a rod that is 
recommended for lower pound test 
line. with a reel that is rated for heavy 
duty line, !hen you may be dissatisfied 
with its service. It is best to match rod. 
reel and line ~lection to a particular 
outfit. 

Most bass anglers like to outfit 
themselves wilh several rods of differ­
ent lengths and varying tlex.ibility. 
Some are relatively heavy duty and 
stiffer than most commonly used rods. 
This especially is very important if you 
are going to be horsing the fish out of 
the water and into the boat. This is a 
common practice for profe~sional 

anglers. 
A fully outfitted ba.<>s angler may 

use several differem type rods in a 
day's fishing trip. When bait casting, 
they may choose a rod of 60 tO 72 
inches. When using a spinning rig. they 
select a longer rod. while a fly fishing 
rod may be as long as 120 inches. 

Bass are found in weed beds and 
stickup areas. Anglers fishing these 
areas, may choose a rod of more 
resilience. The line should also be in 
the I 0-15 pound range. When fishing 
these areas, after ca'iting hold the rod 
tip high, keep enough slack out of the 
line so that you may feel the stake. 
Immediately set the hook and keep a 
Uttle additional pressure on the line.

This pressure will help to prevent the 
1hh from wrapping the hne around 
grass or brush. l:.xamine your line guides carefully. 

Anglers fishing clo:.e to trees that 
hang over the ~ater or in shallow lakt. 
areas wilh cattails may use a ca~ting 
method called flippin'. Rippin' is 
accomplished when you flip the lure 
upward and out with a short upv. anl 
snap of the rod tip. releasing the line at 
the same time. then allowing !he lure to 
sink. Rods that lend lhemselves well to 
this technique are in the medium 
power, 84-inch range. 

72 inches will perform well for this 
type casting. 1l1is is accomplished 
using a horizontal pitching action with 
the rod. 

A short sti IT ro<.l will not hold a 
jumping ba.~s as well as a longer and 
mote flexible one. The rod that most 
ba-;s <mglcrs prefer is in the 84-inch 
range and with medium power. The 
rod will bend and keep an even pres­
sure on the hook. It will also cushion 
the pressure on the hool.. so that it does­
n't tear out of !he fish ·s mouth. This is 
especiall) important when fishing for 
crappie They have a very soft mouth. 
With a stitf rod it is easy lo tear the 
hook out of their lip. 

\\-'hen selecting a rod for trolling, 
you want ir to be extra stiff. If you don't 
want to cany an extra md for this pur­
pose. a pitchin' rod of about 72 inches 
in length will do a good job. T have 
made !he mistake of trolling without 
checking for the proper amount of drag 
~et oil my reel. In this case. if !he lure 
hang~. you may either lose your lure or 
damage your rod. SET THE DRAG. 

Some guides are constructed from 
materials that may cause line damage. 
l RUrcha\ed a rod that would wear a 1 

line out almost every fishing trip. I 
noticed the guides were made of a very 
soft alloy that was rusted in the areas 
where the line pa<>sed lhrough the eye. 
This caused excessive abrasion on !be 
line. Guides consnucted from silicone 
carbide or aluminum oxide will not 
n.1sl and will cause less dan1age than 
some other materials. When casting underneath boat 

docks or low bridges. it is important to 
keep the lure in a lower trajectory. trav­
eling parallel to the surface or the 
water.

(quarterback) John Unitas Oil the field. You·re to pro­
tect him at all costs. If' something happened to Jolm. 
I don't know if I could lorgetthal." 

Should Norm Van Brocklin (Los Angeles Rams. 
Philadelphia Eagles) he sacked duling the conduct of 
his quruterback.ing chores. he didn't hesitate to exco­
riate the person responsible for missing his blocking 
assigmncnt. 

"Look pal." he would say, "if you didn ·t (;t>me to 
work today then get the (bleep) out of here. 1 don't 
want my bmins scrambled.'' 

On one such occas10n. as Quo Gral1an1, Sid 
Luckman and Bobby Lane got rushed off their feet, 
the guilty members of the offensive line were severe­
ly disciplined and even fined.

Much of !he blame can be laillto the pru li:>othall 
rules makers. tJ1e guys in buttondown suits \\llll peo­
ple the NFL headquarters office in Ne\\ York City. In 
order to earn their considerable keep they must ever 
conuin: new ways to make pro football more excit-

ing and more marketable. 
Onl) problem is they are not football folks. 
Sam Huff. a Hall-of-Fame linebacker with the 

New York Gtants of yore. observed "The ne\\ n.iles 
changes have altered the fabric of the game. and not 
for !he benefit of t11e quarterback." 

In !he late 1970s the NFL powers !hat be made it 
legal tor offensive linemen to use their hands while 
pa-.s blocking. This broke with trndition of more thm1 
half a century. during which time defending the pass­
er was restricted to contact wilh the head. shoulders, 
forearms and body. 

Unites recalled ··offensive lineman fired out on 
every snap. getting a piece of the defender and con­
trolling him at !he scrimmage line. 1l1is caused the 
defense to hesitate slightly because tlle) had to rc.ad 
n.m first before rushmg the passer. Back then, !he 
pocket formed more quidJy and the quarterbad' 
could get a throw off m two to three seconds. Sacks 
were much harder tO genemte.'' 

Under the new 1u les. blockers retreat in "chicken­
fight" postions and wrestle \vtth the incoming 
defenders. 1l1is requires the quarterback to drop 
deeper which allows the pass rushers more opportu­
nity to converge. As a result of the QB ends up 
scrdlllbling away from his protection and becomes 
"white meat" for blitzing linebackers and safeties. 
The Ukes of such defensive stars as Lawrence Taylor 
and Reggie White made their much-publicized repu­
tations under lhese favorable circumst<mces. 

Noted Huff, "When Steve Young gets hit 21 
times during a gan1e. something is drasticauy wrong. 
Toda). quarterbacks fall like flies." 

With more t11an half of the 1999 NFL season yet 
to be played the starting quarterbacks of six tean1s 
have already been sidelined with injUJies. It can only 
gel worse if offensive linemen aren't allowed to 
attack. instead of be passive in their responsibilities.

A: Brevity thy initials are B.L. I'm not l'Ure 
if you mean ''mark" your ball's position, or make 
a "mark" on the ball for identification. Either 
way it's a good question, so I'll answer it both 
ways. 

Marking for Position: Rule 20- I says you 
must mark your hall's position any time it's in 
play and lifted. If you don't, there's a penalty. 
You can use a ball marker such as a coin or a 
similar object. 

Marking for ID: Rule 27 says your ball is lost 
if you can't prove it's yours, so you need to mark 
lhe ball before you put it in play. Most players 
usc a felt tip pen the} carry in their bag.

Momentum Is the 
Power Behind a Perfect 

s kids. the closest most 
of us ever got to "perfect 
Mo" was the Three 
Stooges (Larry, Curly 
and Moe. the brains of 
the outfit). But there is 

another perfect Mo u force called 
momentum, and it can he the hrains of the 
outfit for you when it comes 

1. Set up correctly, and that involves grip. 
stance, posture, ball position. aim and 
alignment. This may sound like a lot, but it 
involves relatively easy skills that anyone 
can learn. Your movements can't be right if 
you start wrong. 

2. Use the correct grip pressure. This is a 
little harder to do hccause the tendency is to 
squeeze the handle so tightly that Mo can't 

to your golf swing.

Ducks Together

I 
twas during the oil crisis of the 1970s that Marvin 
Belton discovered it 

It was after being forced to sdl his boat after a 
divorce that Michael Walker discovered it. 

It was during a record drought that Ernie 
Glover discovered it. 

And all have been very glad that they did. 
All are avid waterfowl hunters. and Glover is 

considered Lake Okeechobe£''s finest duck guide. 'They 
share a common bond in that each man, in his own way, 
discovered the value of using a belly boat to hunt ducks. 
And all are hooked on it. 

Belly boats- basically, rubber innl•r tubes equipped 
with sling-type seats- have been usl·d by fishermen for 
more than 25 years. Anglers have long known of the 
benefits of tube fishing: principally, access to waters that 
a boat can't reach and an ultra-quiet approach to fish. 

But it has been only in the past fc" years that 
waterfowlers have discovered that belly boats have a 
practical application for their sport in a variety of 
circumstances. 

Glover switched to belly boats during a drought and 
has used them regularly since then. 

"Actually. belly boats are very compatible with duck 
hunting,'' Glover said. "A big advantage is that the tube 
gives you a low profile on the water, so it's easier to hide. 

"You can hide in the thinnest wgctalion and places 
where il would be hard to hide a john boat. Since you are 
standing and not sitting, you are always in good position 
for shooting at birds coming from any direction. 'llle 
better belly boats are much more stable than most 
people realize. And the average hunter doesn't have to

Group Aims to Increase 
Women's Participation 
In Shooting Sports

A
ost 15 years ago, a bored 31-year-old went 
hannel surfing one Saturday afternoon. 
What she saw on television got her off the 
SQfa and changed her life forever. 

Shari LeGate discovered a sport that 
ended up laking her around the world. 

giving her a new occupation, and even introducing 
her to her future husband. 

What did she see on 1V that day? A shooting com­
petition. 

"I saw it and thought, 'Hey this looks interesting,'" 
she said. ~Before that. nobody in my family had ever 
hunted or even owned a gun.'' 

She would go on to shoot competitively, and is now 
a driving force in the Women's Shooting Sports Foun­
dation, a group formed in 1993 to encourage and sup­
port women's shooting with both guns and bows. 
Based in Colorado Springs, the organization now has 
about 5,000 members. LeGate said. 

LeGate's shooting career started at a gun range in 
Phoenix. Most of the older men on the range weren't 
accustomed to seeing a woman shoot, she recalls. But 
with an old shotgun and cotton in her 

LeGate continued to hone her shooting skills and 
moved into international trap. She made the U.S. 
shooting team in 1993 and won a gold medal in 
women's double trap at the 1993 U.S. Olympic Festi­
val. International competition took her around the 
world. 

"I've been to so many parts of the world that l never 
thought I'd see,'' she said. "Even in the places where 
people don't speak the same language, the shooters 
!mow how to communicate." 

It's that camaraderie and friendship that led her to 
become the director of the WSSF. Her extensive trav­
els continue as she makes speeches and attends com­
petitions. 

A typical event was held in October in Guthrie, 
Okla., where shooters from age 16 to 60 showed up 
for the Oklahoma Ladies Shotgun Classic and Cou­
ples Cup Classic. There were trophies and prizes in 
excess of $3.000. 

But it is mainly the competition that LeGate enjoys. 
"Shooting is like any other sport," she said. "People 

ask me, '1\'hy do you shoot?' But why do people play 
basketball or golf? We shoot because it's competition 
and it's fun." 

Unlike some sporting activities, shooting is an 
endeavor that includes older par ticipants and men as 
well as women, LeGate said. There are other differ­
ences, too. 

"In shooting you might actually find yourself com­
peting against greats in the sport like Matt Dryke," 
she said. "It's not likely you're going to be playiJtg 
basketball against Michael Jordan."

New Tank Keeps Bait Alive, and L. 

For decades. fishermen have 
been searching for a fairly 
compact and reliable way to 

transport and keep live bait alive 
(and lively). Bait Solutions' Bait

Floyd County do - and it's also 
t!!ill!* ·~hat they need. 

People who assist the poor 
say the need is greater this year 
and the resources fewer. 

"They say the economy is 
good, but not for everybody,'' 
says Danny Caudill, coordinator 
of the Bread of Life Food Pantry 
at Boldman on the Floyd-Pike 
County line. 

"A lot of what we see is the 
'working poor.' A lot of people 
are working, but they don't have 
enough to cover expenses." 

On the other side of the coun­
ty. Sister Kathleen Weigand 
agrees the need for food bank 

--~ervices is "greater this year." 
The number of people served by 
the food bank at St. Vincent's 
Mission at David, which she 
runs, has doubled. 

Joe Hornbaker of the Fishes 
and Loaves Food Pantry at St. 
James Episcopal Church in 
Prestonsburg estimates requests 
for help have increased by 1 00 
percent. 

Although more food is avail­
able for Christmas giveaways, 
most food banks were hurting 
during the fall. Government 
commodities and corporate 

.. donations were diverted to an 
even greater need - the hurricane 
victims in North Carolina. 

The commodities typically 
come to God's Pantry, located at 
Resource Court at Cliff. in north­
ern Prestonsburg. They include 
canned meat, vegetables and 
fruit, dried beans. pastas, mstant 
milk product and other staples 
that will store for a long time. 

Primarily through Chicago­
based Second Harvest, God's 
Pantry also gets products donat-

~ed by large food corporations. 
Companies typically give away 
the products that have near expi­
ration dates or that did not sell 
during mass marketing efforts, 
according to God's Pantry-East 
coordinator Debbie Amburgey. 

The donations allow food 
banks to stretch scarce dollars. 
For instance, this week, 
Amburgey had double boxes of 
Frosted Flakes for 70 cents, 
compared to many times that 
amount retail. A food bank could 
buy 56 boxes for $20 and get 

_... back change, providing breakfast 
for 30 or so families for several 
days. 

Amburgey also had a good 
supply of candy that will make a 
hit in Christmas baskets that 
many food banks are putting 
together for families with chil­
dren who may not otherwise 
have many frivolous things in 
their stockings. 

The larders of God's Pantry, 
which serves 168 agencies in 12 
counties, are pretty full right 
now, but the bank accounts of the 

~agencies are nigh on to empty -
depending on how successful 
they've been in raising money.

"We arc very proud of thi1.

All the football "moms" 

and "dad-.'' ha\e worked so 
han! in the concession stands.

They have had \Cvernl 
fundraiscrs to help raise 
money and donated many 
long hours and ~rviccs. 

"I applaud everything that 
has been done by the teaching 
force, by Coach Gt..'Orge C.\pe­
cially. Ms. Vaughn for making 
this energy available, but the 
real applause ha~ to go to the 
boosters," added Mr. Carter. 
"Without their dedicated 
effort-; and their vision of what 
they wdllted thetr kids to have, 
this would not have occurred.''

1944." 

Layne said he was draft­
ed into the Arm) in 1944 but 
was classified 4F. 

"I \\as turned down." he 
said. "The) said I had lung 
problems." 

Layne moved to the 
Phoenix area where he again

turned down for the military. 

He contributes his 
longevity to keeping himself 
from the world's vices. 

"I think it is because I 
never did drink liquor," he 
said. 

Layne worked for 

Reynolds Metal in Phoenix 
for 30 years before retiring. 
He was nicknamed 
"Blackey" Layne. 

Layne said while at 
Garrett he remembered 
three thmgs. 

··1 was tn the third gmde 
and M1ss Conley was my 
teacher." he recalled. "She 
said to me one day, ·come 
up to my desk.' She said. 
'Go oms1de and get me a 
switch.' 1 got one and gave it 
to her and she whipped me. 
I still don't know what for. 

''When I was 111 the 
fourth grade. Mrs. Con ley 
whipped me for fighting 

Fred Goodman. Also. the 
principal came into Miss 
Conley's room and asked if 
anybody had been out to that 
toilet. She said. 'Charles 
was out there. He came back 
to where I \\as sitting and he 
asked me to stand up. He 
asked me if [ was smoking 
out there. I told him, no. He 
said, 'If you lie to me I will 
whip you. So he asked me 
the second time and the third 
time he whipped me. So I 
got a whipping for telling 
the truth. 1 don't smoke. If I 
lied to him, then I would be 
a liar."

The Kentucky High 
School Athletic Association 
has mandated that in post 
season play. three-man offi­
ciating crews will be part of 
the basketball season this 
year. 

Like it or not, the format 
is here and likely to stay. 
The added official from the 
two-man setup will require 
each school to come up with 
the extra cash in order to 
pay the third official. 

Ancie Casey, 15th 
Region assigning secretary, 
said so far this season the 
three-man crew has worked 
successfully. 

"It is going rather good 
so far." he said. "Of course. 
this is the first time this year 
we are doing it." 

Casey said the growth of 
high school basketball dic­
Lated the need for three-men 
crews. 

"The game itself has 
pretty much highlighted the 
need for the third man." he 

said. "We have rwo quality 
teams playing here and we 
have a three-man crew.·· 
Casey was referring to the 
girls game between 
Prestonsburg and Betsy 
Layne. 

Casey said the need for 
the three-man crews was 
mandated by the state, "for 
post season games and all 
the regions across the com­
monwealth." 

"The game of basketball 
has changed tremendous." 
said Casey. "From your 
days and my days in the late 
'60s and early '70s. Time 
has come for three-man offi­
ciating crews." 

With the quickness of the 
players. the three-point shot 
and the uptempo style of the 
game. the game has become 
more than two officials can 
watch. With the three-man 
crews. the need is giving 
officials more games to call. 

"It adds more people 

when you use the three-man 
crew," said Casey. ''As you 
go toward March, we are 
going to add eight more 
officials for post season 
play.
