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Greens cause city council to see red

It was a not-up-to-par meeting
Monday for the typically serene
Prestonsburg City Council as
members debated how the planned
golf course in the Mountaintop
Project will be run.

Control of the course, which is
now under construction by Ranger
Golf, and the extent of the coun-
cil’s oversight appear to be key
contentions.

The controversy started after
Robert Allen 11 reported a recom-
mendation from the
Administration and Personnel
Committee that the council set up
a Golf Advisory Board to oversee
the 18-hole, state-of-the-art golf
course when it is completed.

The board would be made up of
three community members, three
council members and the mayor,
according to the committee’s rec-
ommendation.

Estill Carter contended that
guidelines for operation of the
facility need to be in place before
a board 1s appointed. "I think we
will have a difficult time getting
citizens to serve when they don’t

know what they're expected to
do,” he said.

A motion fo direct the city’s
Ordinance Committée to develop
the guidelines, as well as to
address the makeup of the adviso-
ry board, was made by Allen, but it
got lost in the ensuing discussion,

“I am uncomfortable with the
political overtones (of the board)
— not now, but maybe later,” said
Carter. 1 have a problem when
four members of the council con-
trol a multi-million dollar project.
It should be as free of politics as
possible.”

Carter stressed several times
that his concern is not with the
current council members. *1 can’t
foretell the future, but we base our
idea of the future on what we
know of the past,” he said, indicat-
ing his opinion that some past
councils were more interested in
personal gain than in the city’'s
welfare.

“If the administration controls
(the advisory board), we might as
well not have other members on it.
There’s no problem today, but
there can be down the road,” he
said.

Gormon Collins Jr. told his fel-

low council members that in any
organization .where people are
involved, the potential for manipu-
lation is there. “We (the council)
are volunteers. We have a vested

interest in things going well.” he
said. “If we're doing something
wrong. the people ought nol o
vote for us. Right now, I feel this is
what we need to do.”

The council is ultimately
responsible for the workings of
any ol its committees or boards,

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Court OKs lawyer
for ethics issue

The Floyd County Fiscal Court
last Friday gave the go-ahead for
the county’s Ethics Commission 10
hire an attorney to represent it in a
legal complaint from Pam
Blackburn, wife of Sheriff John K.
Blackburn.

Pam Blackburn has challenged
the Ethics Commission’s ruling
that her employment by her hus-
band is a violation of the nepotism
clause in the county’s Ethics
Code.

John Rosenberg, director of the
Appalachian  Research  and
Defense Fund and chairman of the
Ethics Commission, told the court
that the Ethics Code provides that
the commission can receive legal
assistance from the county,

Judge-Executive Paul Hunt
Thompson asked Rosenberg to

keep expenses at a minimum and
try to find an attorney who will
charge no more than $50 an hour
to represent the commission.

Rosenberg said he welcomes
the Fiscal Court’s interest in revis-
ing the current Ethics Code. “We
would all like to have a statewide
ethics code,” said Rosenberg, to
which Thompson indicated agree-
ment.

The Fiscal Court heard from
Cathy Hall, field representative
for the PRIDE program, who said
she is trying to set up PRIDE com-
mittees in each county. She said
she wants the committee to be
made up of a broad ¢ross section
of the community with people
from churches, civic groups,
schools, and the like, all interested
in maintaining a clean environ-
ment.

Martin marathon laps sewer, police, insurance

Apparently in an attempt to
make up for the fact that only one
member showed up for last
month’s regularly-scheduled
meeting, the Martin City Council
discussed, debated and argued a
number of issues for almost three

hours Monday night.

In the middle of a motion o
increase the pay of police officers
Estill Newsome and William
Howell from $7 an hour to $8 an
hour, Councilman Jody Howard
moved to reduce the police force

by three officers. “*We're a laugh-

ingstock,” Howard said.
Mahendra Varia compared the

Martin. force with that of
Prestonsburg. He said
Prestonsburg has one police offi-
cer for every 260 citizens, while
Martin has one for every 90 citi-
zens.

A federal COPS grant covers
the cost of two-and-a-half officers,
City Clerk Pam Justice pointed
out, She said the city would lose

the grant if the police force were to
be reduced.

“There’s no need to go back-
wards,” Councilman Eugene
Hutchinson said.

Police Chief Jeffery Powell
said officers “get tired” of rumors
and threats of layoffs.

“There’s nothing personal,”
Howard said. “It's merely eco-

nomics,”

Reminding the council of its
expensive obligation to repair its
sewer system, City Attorney Tim
Parker said, “You're going to have
{o save money somewhere.”

Stating that the prospect of per-
sonnel cuts could be taken up as

That was the reaction of most Floyd Countians
in regard to yesterday's primary election. With one
precinct — Antioch — remaining to be counted at
about 8 p.m.,, fewer than seven percent of the regis-
tered voters in the county had bothered going to the

polls.

In 42 precincts and counting nine absentee bal-
lots, only 1,654 persons cast a ballot in Floyd
County. Statewide results were not available at
presstime, but voter turnout was considered
extremely low throughout the state.

Native son Jimmy “Gabe” Turner of Drift won
big in his home county in his quest to be the
Democratic candidate for railroad commissioner
for the Third Railroad District. He captured 73 per-
cent of the local votes in a field of six candidates,

Dennis Norton.

Former state legislator Susan Johns took 55 per-
cent of the votes in Floyd County in her Democratic
race to become state treasurer. Her opponent
Jonathan Miller garnered 45 percenl.
Republicans were running for that office.

In the Republican primary for governor, Peppy
Martin earned 73 percent of the local vote, to 27
percent for David L. Williams.
Republican votes counted at presstime, 92 were for
Martin, who will face incumbent Gov, Paul Patton
in November — if the local vote is any indicator,

Despitg passing all 14 consent
items without discussion, the
Floyd County Board of Education
was in open and execulive session
until almost midnight Monday
during its regularty scheduled
meeting at South Floyd High
School.

Board members dealt with a
variety of topics, including
updates on the football complex-
es, 4 report on school uniforms,
and insurance for the school sys-
tem.

Joe Jones, from Johnson
Romanowitz Architects, gave the
board an update on the planned
football complexes. Both Janes
and Beard Chairman Terry
Dotson reminded everyone that
these are just conceptual plans.

A South Floyd High School
plan calls for a football and track
to be built at the Brackeut Field
site on KY 122, The site would
have seating for 1,200 fans and
parking spaces for 300 cars. Jones
said this site would require buy-
ing more land and dealing with
several landowners.

He said the Newsome proper-
ty, al the lower end of Meade
Bottom, is probably a better site
because it has more land area and
only one landowner.

He also said some improve-
ment would have to be made on

Bill Collins said. “Everything done
in this city’s name comes back to
this volunteer eight,” he said. “If
anything goes wrong, we're the ones
responsible. If it goes in the red,
we're responsible.

“That’s true of any project,” Bill
Collins added. “I can't see into the
future, but you have to trust in some-
thing.”

Saying he thinks the present
council is one of the best councils
the city has ever had, Hansel Cooley
suggested that there are apparently
some city-related organizations that
are trying to operate independently
of the council, but he did not indicate
what they are.

“I don’t want to put something in
place that would cause a problem,
but we have commitiees that seem to
think they are apart from the coun-
cil,” Cooley said. “and that’s not
right either.”

Mayor Jerry Fannin said his pri-
mary concern is for the city's finan-
cial responsibility, “1 just want to
make sure that financially we don’t
do something that would get out of
control,” Fannin said.

Carter said he wants to see more
citizens on the proposed Golf
Course Advisory Board so that it is
nol “weighted” in favor of any city
administration,

“If you want to put 10 people
from the community and two from
the council on the board, that’s fine,”
the mayor said, “*but the council still
has to have the financial responsibil-
ity.”

All of the council members pre-
sent did agree that the board should
have on it people knowledgeable of
golf — indeed, who have a “pas-
sion” for golf, according to Bill
Collins.

“People who run the golf course

should be very knowledgeable about

golf.” said Trent Naim. “They need
to be people who spend time at other
(golf) places.” He emphasized that
they need to know what it takes to
attract people to a course and to get
them to return.

After the extended discussion, the
matter was shifted to the Ordinance
Committee, which is to draft guide-
lines for the operation of the golf
course and present a proposal at the
next council meeting.

The council also agreed to place
an advertisement for a golf
groundskeeper in newspapers and
golfing magazines. Carter said that
officials with Ranger Golf recom-
mended that the city have a
groundskeeper “in place” within 45
days. "Once they (the contractor)
sow grass, within a week we have to
take charge of it.” he said.

The council approved recom-
mendations from the Administration
and Personnel Commitiee concern-
ing employment. Heather Conley
was hired as a full-time dispatcher
and Kerri Johnson as a part-time
employee with the fire/ambulance
operation. Mark Miller was
approved as a volunteer firefighter.

Three persons were hired as tem-
porary summer employees: John
Wesley Collins, Nathan Hackworth
and Johnna Lawson.

Since the Fourth of July falls on a
Sunday this year, the council direct-
ed Archer Park Manager Ralph
Little to have the annual fireworks
display on Saturday night, July 3. In
case of bad weather; the exhibition
will be rescheduled during the Jenny
Wiley Festival in the fall.

Absent from Monday’s meeting
were Ralph Davis and Danny
Hamilton.

The next regularly-scheduled
meeting of the council is set for June
14 at 6 p.m.

Superintendent.  Woody  Carter
answered, adding that some students
dress as “freaks, preppies,” or other
Zroups.

Even though the board runs the
risk of higher premiums, the mem-
bers voted to look at the bids and
make a decision at the next board
meeting. To keep last year's policy
the board would have had to make
that decision on Monday night.

The South Floyd faculty and stu-
dents briefed the board on the state
of the school. Both students and
teachers related how the hardships of
consolidation tended to bond the
school together as a family.

The teachers reported how their
decisions about professional devel-
opment, curriculum and parental
involvement were based on practices
sugbested ' by ' the Kentucky
Department of Education.

The board agreed to the transition
of the adult education program from
the Floyd County School district to
The David School.

Special reports were given on
special education, food services,
financial services and personnel to
address deficiencies noted in the
state audit.

remaining child, Nathan, Draper
traveled to Missourt in 851 to
interview Nathan and his wife,
Olive.

Missouri. after he had ceased to
clash with Native Americans.
*More than any other source,”
Hammon says. “from 1785 1o
Boone's death, the interviews with
Nathan give a much better picture
of Boone than any other accounts
we have. Nathan goes into a great
deal of detail on Boone’s Missouiri
years.”

Nathan Boone was obviously
aware that he had the opportunity
to correct the historical record con-
cerning the activities of his father.
Numerous times in the interviews,
Nathan refutes statements that had
been published in other accounts
of Boone's life. He corrects dates
and the circumstances of various

hunting trips, as well as some of

his father’s personal habits,

“He never used tobacco in any
form.” Nathan said of his father.
“My mother never used nor raised
tobacco, and for this reason 1
would discredit the tobacco story
related by Peck [an historian].”

The volume also offers insight
into Nathan Boone's life, especial;
ly through some of Olive’s com-

ments; “She added a lot to the
book, and I wish she’d said a little
more,” Hammon notes. Nathan
recounts a long hunting trip he had
undertaken, during which he had
visited several tribes of Indians.
He states that he returned home on
December 24, to which Olive
replies, “It was the first Christmas
he had spent at home since our
marriage, and I had the Indians to
thank for that.”

Neal O. Hammon earned an
undergraduate degree at the
University of Illinois and has been
an architect for more than 50 years.
Hammon, who lives outside of
Louisville, has had a lifelong inter-
est in pioneer history. He has pub-
lished numerous articles in period-
icals such as the Filson Club
History Quarterly and the Register
of the Kentucky Historical Society;
and is the author of Early Kentucky:
Land Records, 1773-1780.

REMEMBERING THE REASON FOR MEMORIAL DAY

Editor;

Memorial Day is the day we remember and honor
those who lost their lives fighting for our nation. The
men and women we remember on Memorial Day
demonstrated the highest form of faith in the triumph
of good over evil. Just as they had a mission, we,
too, have a mission: To teach the young people of
today to respect America's values.

History teaches us that our faith in freedom—
readily backed up by our resolve to defend free-
dom—has made America—and the world—a better
place. Today, 179 of the world’s 193 sovereign slates
elect their lawmakers. That means the earth is coy-
ered by democracy in greater proportion than water;
it's covered by 93 percent democracy. Clearly, those
who made the Supreme Sacrifice for freedom did so
for a victorious cause.

History teaches us that the world will never run
out of threats to freedom. Hitler is no more. We won
the Cold War. But our world must contend with
Milosevic in Kosovo and Hussein in Iraq. China has
an up side and down side—a growing appreciation
for the free market, but a disturbing aspiration for
nuclear and strategic supremacy. Clearly, future gen-
erations may be called upon again to sacrifice for
freedom.

If we teach young people correctly, they will will-
ingly serve in the U.S. armed forces, the defense of
freedom will continue and democracy will flourish
worldwide.

I often tell others about Danny Flynn, a young
Marine. His story helps me reaffirm a young per-
son's faith in the perseverance of a free people.

Private First Class Flynn drove a personnel carri-
er during the war in Vietnam. He had been in Viet-
nam for 19 days when he volunteered to take a sick
buddy’s tour of duty. On that fateful night, May 25,

1968, a Cambodian rocket killed Flynn. He was 20
years old.

Flynn was a native of Kings Park, New York. He
was buried with full military honors at Pinelawn
Cemetery there. He was awarded the Purple Heart
posthumously. A Kings Park baseball field was
named in his honor. But the most important tribute to
Flynn is carried out by a local middle school. They
keep hope alive by teaching young people how im-
portant Memorial Day is.

Every year, 5th and 6th graders write letters to
Flynn's mother. Through the battlefield death of
Danny Flynn new generations are learning about pa-
triotic. values, Their notes to Flynn's mother are
short, but poignant. “When I say the Pledge of Alle-
giance, I will remember Danny Flynn,” writes one
student. “Bringing books to the Kings Park Library
will help me focus on the sacrifice Danny Flynn
made for me,” reflects another.

The children of that middle school wouldn’t un-
derstand Memorial Day if someone hadn’t taught
them that freedom isn't free. They continue to learn
that America’s fallen heroes expressed their faith in
democracy by committing the most selfless act of
all.

Each of us must instill in young people the im-
portance of Memorial Day. We should also ask
God—in our daily prayers—1o continue to bless
America. If we do these things, America’s faith in
freedom, justice and democracy will remain intact.
So, 10, will the blanket of freedom that our honored
dead bequeathed to us.

TEENS BEGINNING TO GET MESSAGE

Editor:

May is a month of great changes
for teens. School is almost over,
proms and graduations are sched-
uled, summer nearly here. But May
also is Teen Pregnancy Prevention

Month, and a time when parents,
" health care professionals, educators
and teens themselves focus attention
on a critical choice to be made by
teens: the decision of whether or not
to have sex.

Adults know that sexual activity
means the possibility of pregnancy
and sexually transmitted disease.
They know that teen pregnanc is the
major cause of school dropouts
among girls, that babies born to teen
mothers are more likely 10 be low

birth weight, and that 60 percent of

all women receiving welfare benefits
do so as a result of a teenage preg-
nancy.

But teens too are thinking careful-
ly about the decision. Many know
that, at a mimimum, sexual activity
can mean dramatic changes in their
lives, often before they have figured
out what life could be.

As a result, more and more
leenagers seem (o be choosing sexu-
al abstinence, They have started to
respond to the admonition to “Get a
Life First. Wait to Have Sex,” a
statewide campaign sponsored by the
Kentucky Cabinets for Health
Services and Families and Children
that has entered its second year.

Nationally, teens are getting the
message. The U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services has just
released a repon stating the national
birth rate dropped to a record low in
1997, due in part to the continuing
decline in the teen birth rale across
the country, According to the report,
the teen birth rate declined by 16 per-
cent from 1991 1o 1997.

DHHS Secretary Donna Shalala
attributes the decline to innovative
programs designed to reach
teenagers with information and sup-
port to make responsible choices.
She also cites the dedication of com-
munities, parents, and teens who
have spread the message that young
people should delay parenthood until
they are truly ready to nurture and
support a child of their own.

Other reports indicate that, in
many instances, teen girls are making
other plans, plans that don’t include
sex.

For example, a nationwide study
conducted last year, called The
Women's Sports Foundation Report:
o Sport and Teen Pregnancy, found
" those teen girls who play sports are
less active sexually, are more likely
to be virgins, and had lower pregnan-

MecCoy said

Attorney Parker said he thought
the progress being made on the sewer
systemn would stand the city in good
stead with the EPA. *I have confi-
dence that when we advise the EPA
we've made this much progress, we
probably won't have to be in court.”
Parker said.

McCoy and Clerk Regina Fraley
also informed the council that they
are sending letters 1o all residents
concerning the need to re-route down
spouts that go into the city's storm
sewers. The correspondence asks
homeowners (0 disconnect the down
spouts which go into the ground
within 30 days.

McCoy said the rain runoff adds
to the city's sewer problem, some-
times forcing sewer waste up and sig-
nificantly increasing the burden on
pump stations and treatment. “If it's
going underground, it’s going into a
sewer,” he said

McCoy said workers will conduct
and videotape smoke (ests to show
residents where walter is going into
the $8wers. “We will give them a
chance to correct the situation.” he
said. “If not. we will pull the water.”

He added that correcting this.

problem would cut the system’s
expenses for electricity and for pump
mainienance,

The council approved a contract
with the Henry P. Thompson Co. of
Frankfort for work on a sewer lift sta-
tion. The estimate for the job is
$60,000, which can be paid in
$20,000 increments.

Fraley requested approval 1o
switch money from other utility
accounts to cover a $16,000 loan
payment to Kentucky Infrastructure
Authority before the first of June.
Council agreed.

Questions of insurance were left
pending. Representatives of Man,
Sutton and McGee in Lexington
were present (o support their propos-
al for continuing the city’s property
and casualty coverage. Clerk Justice
recommended staying with the com-
pany and adding coverage against
equipment breakdowns, which the
company offered for a small added
COSIL.

said she had the materials ready Jast
month when the meeting had to be
canceled because of a lack of a quo-
rum.

The council indicated they wanted
to combine the city coverage with
that for the water and sewer depart-
ment and would consider the total
package next month.

Action on renewing current health
insurance coverage was also put off
until more cost guotes can be
abtained.

Despite comments throughout the
meeting concerning the need to cul
expenses, council members voted to
lower the insurance tax from 11 per-
cent to nine percent. Varia pointed
out the move would decrease the
city’'s income by about $3,000.
Voting in favor of the measure were
Caudill, Howard, Varia and
Thomasine Robinson.

At the request of Police Chief
Powell, the council approved pur-
chasing two police cruisers for
$3,900 each, Powell said the vehi-
cles, a 1994 and a 1995 model, would
be covered by a grant. Howard voted
against the purchase.

Council approved a proposal by
Solomon Kilburn and Sr. Judy
Younker to set up a farmer's markel
in the city during August and
September,

The two, who have completed the
Master Gardener's Class sponsored
by the Extension Service, said they
would affiliate with the cooperative.
Kentucky Homegrown, and would
encourage local gardeners to sell
their produce at the market.

They said they would train people
involved with the market, which is to
be located on Back Street at the old
IGA building. All produce sold, they
said, must be locally grown.

*We don’t want somebody run-
ning to Florida and getting oranges,”
said Kilburn, a teacher at
Opportunities Unlimited in Martin.
“l don’t think there are any orange
trees in Floyd County.”

Parker reminded council that the
city has an ordinance requiring 4 fee
of several hundred dollars a week for
temporary sellers of merchandise,
which was passed to discourage “fly-
by-night” flea markets;

New book
spotlights
Flying Tigers

In July of 1941, a group of
American and British flyers began
one of the most remarkable air?®
campaigns of World War 1.

June 18 is the publication date
for a new book about those flyers,
“With the Tigers over China, 1941-
42, published by the University
Press of Kentucky and written by
Jerome Klinkowitz. professor of
English at the University of
Northern lowa.

The author writes that while
leaders in Washington believed that
the Far East was a lost cause, this
group of rogue pilots began opera-
tions in Burma, China and@
Singapore that bought precious
time for an Allied regrouping in the
face of Japan’s relentless assault.

Klinkowitz describes the region
as -an adventurer’s paradise since
the early 1930s. Gen. Claire
Chennault set about rebuilding the
Chinese Air Force while the RAF
worked from their bases in India.

The author shows that the Far
East was absolutely central to air
adventuring and that the Flying
Tigers were at the heart of opera-
tions in this region in the early
years of the war. Y

“With the Tigers over China”
draws upon over a half-century of
memoirs and informal histories,
which reveal the colorful and dar-
ing exploits of men who became

New money is now available for rehabilitation
of adults through Acquired Brain Injury Waiver

There is a new Cabinet for
Health Services program that pays
for short-term, intensive rehabilita-
tive services aimed at helping
adults with acquired brain injuries
get back into community life.

The Acquired Brain Injury
Waiver Program went inta effect
earlier this year and participants are
now being enrolled.

An acquired brain injury is a
condition that is not present al
birth, is not hereditary or congeni-
tal, and is not degenerative. A per-
son can “acquire” a brain injury
through a blow to the head, oxygen
deprivation, allergic conditions,
esposure to toxic substances, and
other acute medical or clinical inci-
dents,

“A funding source of this type
for people with acquired brain
injuries has long been a goal of
advocates including the Brain
[njury Association of Kentucky,”
said Colleen Ryall, director of the
cabinet's Brain Injury Service Unit.

The program was authorized by
a waiver obtained from the U.S.
Department of Health and Human
Services. Medicaid waivers are
required if funds are being spent on
a specific target group.

To qualify for the Acquired
Brain Injury Waiver Program, a
person must be between 21 and 65
years old and meet certain medical
and income guidelines.

Participants must have a primary
diagnosis of an acquired brain

injury, require a nursing facility
level of care, and have the potential
for rehabilitation and reintegration
into the community. They must be
Medicaid eligible or have an
income that doesn’t exceed 300
percent of the SSI (Supplemental
Security  Income)  standard.
Medicaid financial resource limits
for the participant and his or her
spouse are the same as those for
nursing facility residents.

The goal of the Acquired Brain
Injury Waiver Program is to retrain
people so they can function in their
communities. It is not a life-long
service. The average length of reha-
bilitation time is expected to be six
to eight months. Any continued
assistance needed after “gradua-
tion” from the program should
come from other services and the
person’s social network of family
and friends.

The acquired brain injury cate-
gory does' not include conditions
relating to mental retardation and
other birth defect related disorders,
strokes treatable in nursing facili-
lies providing routine rehabilitation
services, progressive dementia,
spinal cord injuries in which there
are no known or obvious injuries to
the brain, depression and psychi-
atric disorders, and conditions that
cause the individual to pose an
unmanageable level of danger to
the community.

A referral to the program can be
made by anyone. The first step is to

contact a case manager who does
the preliminary assessment and, if
the person meets the medical and
financial requirements, helps devel-
op a comprehensive plan of care.
Covered services under the
Brain Injury Waiver Program
including case management; per-
sonal care and companion services;
respite care; environmental modifi-
cations; behavior programming,
counseling and training; structured
day programs; specialized medical

equipment and supplies; pre-voca-
tion services, supported employ-
ment service, and occupational
therapy; speech, hearing and lan-
guage services; and community res-
idential services (not including
room and board).

McCall already has conducted
campus visits to Somerset Technical
College, Somerset Community
College, the Danville campus of
Central Kentucky Technical College,
West Kentucky Technical College,
Paducah Community College,
Madisonville Technical College,
Madisonville Community College,
Maysville Community College,
Northern  Kentucky Technical
College, Laurel Technical College
and Henderson Community College.
Along the way, he has gained valu-
able insight into issues that the col-
leges face.

“The only way to understand the
colleges, their culture and their peo-
ple is to go to them,” McCall said.
*“We learn so much on every visit.”

With information gleaned from
the visits, McCall is supplementing

KCTCS’ strategic planning process,,
which will result in a common set of
goals by next academic year.

“Once everyone knows where we
are going, it makes it much easier to
serve our students,” McCall said.

As president of KCTCS, McCall
oversees a system that has an annual
budget of nearly $300 million, He
reports to the 14-member Board of
Regents.

KCTCS was created by the
Kentucky Postsecondary Education
Improvement Act of 1997, which
Goy. Paul Patton proposed and the
General Assembly approved.

Besides its for-credit academic
and technical programs, KCTCS
offers programs in continuing educa-
tion, adult education, community
service and customized training for
business and industry.

Each year Hall of Fame selec-
tion committees representing the
major professional sports deter-
mine what former players and
management personnel merit
enshrinement in their respective
temples of athletic immortality.

The election process is Sup-
posed to focus on the attainments
of the candidates and be devoid
of any bias interjected by the
electors.

Yeah, right.

In the case of Leo Durocher,
he definitely suffered from some
less than fond memories on
behalf of several old baseball
writers who were members of the
Hall of Fame $election commit-
tee.

During his tenure as manager
of the Brooklyn Dodgers. New
York Giants, Chicago Cubs and
Houston Astros, “The Lip” was
the proprietor of a profane
mouth, an abrasive ego, a hus-
tler's heart and an unveiled aver-
sion for the players' union. But as
a field boss he had few equals
and ~ deserved an invite to
Cooperstown, N.Y. at first eligi-
bility.

Yel certain aging denizens of
the press row were determined
that their self-appointed nemesis
would never receive the honor of
induction within his lifetime. And
they succeeded in this quest. Not
until Durocher had died did his
plaque finally adorn a wall in the

Baseball Hall of Fame.

Pete Rose should be so fortu-
nate. Here's a guy who retired
from an illustrious major-league
career with a record 4,256 hits to
his credit and a 44-game hiking
streak which tied a National
League mark. Known for his
head-long dives on the base
paths, he played with a relentless
passion that defied comparison,

Off the field, he liked to gam-
ble, He bet all sports heavily,
including baseball. But he stead-
fastly denied ever wagering on a
game in which his team was
involved. And there is no evi-
dence that he had done so. Then
the IRS charged him with failing
to report all his earnings and he
did a brief stint in jail.

Since then Rose has conducted

himself in an exemplary manner.

Now will the Lords of Baseball
make good on his pass to
Cooperstown? The prospects
don’t seem promising. Needless
to say, not a few Hall of Fame
members freely exhibited a
strong penchant for booze, broads
and bigotry in their public lives
and some were even known to lay
a bet on occasion. So inducting
Rose into their midst will hardly
sully the reputation of this august
body.

No, the problem i1s certain of
baseball’s hierarchy don’t think
Rose has shown sufficient
remorse and penitence for his
deeds. To date he's failed to bend
the knee and beg forgiveness. But

“String-along time" was the
theme of a column in this space in
1982. A Kentucky all-state high
school basketball player, Brett
Burrow at North Hardin High was
.jéltcrcslcd in  signing with

entucky, but those running
Wildcat basketball at the time
were under the spell of
McDonald's All-Americanism.

Burrow was 6-9 with excellent
potential and came from good
stock, his father Bob having been
an All-American at UK in 1956. In
1982 UK coach Joe B. Hall need-
ed a big man and would eventual-
ly choose a McDonald's All-
American from New York, Bret
Bearup. But not before stringing
Burrow along, telling the young-
ster to wait until spring before

signing. When spring came,
Burrow was asked to “walk on" at
UK.

Hurt and insulted, much the
way Rick Jones has been this year,
Burrow signed with Vanderbilt
coach C.M. Newton and went on
to become an SEC standout player.

The string-along column in ‘82
came to mind last week when it
became clear Scott County’s Jones
had trayelled the same path as
Burrow. Only some of the faces
have changed. Tubby Smith con-
ducted the string-along, eventually
telling Kentucky Mr. Basketball
there would be no scholarship but

sked him to walk on.

Trouble | have with this scene,
beyond allowing a young person to
believe his dream school was gen-
uinely interested in signing him, is
that Newton knows the string-
along strategy and participated in
it to a point when the parents of a
dreamy-eyed kid were left (o
indulge in a sob story played out in
daily newspapers that demeans
everyone involved. In a broad-
brush generalization to obscure the
point, UK director of athletics told
a reporter last week, “we can’l

®take every Kentucky kid." In fact,
UK's staff, still bedazzled by
McDonald All-Americanism,
seems unable to correctly analyze
and project skills for even one or
two Kentucky-breds in spans of 2-
3-4-5 years. Perhaps Jamaal
Magloire babysitter Simon Mars’
unsalaried place on the staff could
be better put to use by an in-state
recruit observer.

®ollege players elsewhere. Most

Of course,
UK cannot take “every” Kentucky
kid, as Newton likes to say, but it
is reasonable and right to believe
Wildcat basketball would be a bet-
ter fit for an in-state prospect here
or there rather than Myron
Anthony, Ryan Hogan or Michael

Bradley
Moreover, if college coaches

are indeed most interested in the .

welfare of impressionable [8-
year-olds, then string-along tactics
should be eliminated from the
recruiting strategy book. Student-
athletes will be made cynical soon
enough after they become part of
major college -athletic programs
today.

Harry E. Altman did an emergency
cesarean on her because the baby
could have drowned in the blood.

Joseph Tyler Layne entered the
world six weeks early. He weighed
only 3 Ibs. 15 ozs. and was 17 122
inches long. His lungs had not had
time to fully develop, but his mother
was given a small glimmer of hope
for her son’s life. Just a few weeks
before, on March 1, Pikeville
Methodist Hospital opened its
Neonatal Intensive Care Unit.

“If it (the unit) had not been here
and they would bave had to fly him
to the nearest unit (in Huntington,
West Virginia), he would not have
made it.

Although all Memorial Day cer-
emonies are important and
deceased ones may be remembered
in different ways, “Decoration
Day” is an extremely valuable holi-
day in our culture. Probably similar
to many in our region, I have child-
hood memories of walking up a
long hill to an isolated family ceme-
tery.

At about seven years of age, I
went with my maternal grandpar-
ents upon Tick Ridge, a very rural
area of Wayne County, West
Virginia. There was a small, white,
frame church house with benches
for services and a site nearby for the
women to lay out a dinner. Then, as
I visited those same grandparents
during adulthood, my grandmoth-
er’s main request was to visit the
same cemetery. Nearing her mid-
90’s, she enjoyed so much walking
through the primitive grave markers
and recalling family members who
had died over the years.

A sense is that death in a rural
community seems more profound
because the population is smaller
and the individuals® lives are more
intertwined. Thus, many people—
adults and children—are affected
significantly by one loss. Another
issue seems to be that most folks
tend to avoid thinking about dying,
death, and grieving due to painful

emotional reactions related to loss.

My wise Grandpa Kirk: who
died at 97, often stressed our need
to prepare for death. as we do for
birth. He was right. By grieving
others’ deaths, we are probably bet-
ter able to deal with our own
impending deaths. Like so many
processes of life. children need fo
be appropriately helped to deal with
the death of a loved one. How com-
fortable do you feel about helping a
child cope with a death and the need
to grieve?

No matter what the age, grieving
is a natural process that impacts sig-
nificantly upon all family members,
If grief is not addressed, it can con-
tribute to chronic problems or
become repressed, and eventually
be destructive. The first step in
helping children grieve is to realize
that children’s understanding of
death varies with age and experi-
ence.

Typically, children 3-to-5 years
old, deny that death is final and may
see death as temporary, They are
prone to see death like sleep or like
a parent going to work. Children 6-
to-10 years old become aware of the
reality and finality of death. About
the age of 10, they understand they
themselves will die and may
become curious about death and
burial rituals. By 11, children are
more likely to perceive death on an
adult level. Most likely, children
react differently to death; it depends
upon who died and how close he
was to the person who died.
Reportedly, any child old enough to
form a relationship will experience
some form of grief when a relation-
ship is severed.

All children react differently
from each other and adults when
grieving. Some possible physical
signs and symptoms include: numb,
headaches,  fatigue, appetite
changes, and excessive crying. A
few indicators of the mental impact
may be: easily distracted, forgetful,
short attention span, fearful, diffi-
culty organizing, and “if only”
regrets. Of the many emotional
indicators of grief, there are feel-
ings of guilt, loneliness, shameful-
ness, hopelessness, anger, sadness,
and irritability.

Needless to say, you are more
likely to be aware of the child's
behavioral reaction to grief:
increased aggression, withdraws,
defiance, increased risk taking,
drug/alcohol use and/or abuse, and
spends more time with peers.
Children may display their feelings
of sadness on and off over time, and
at unexpected moments,

Professional help may be needed

when these appear: extended
depression, loss of interest in daily
activities, inability to sleep or eat,
extended regression, and sharp drop
in school performance.

In the first step to assisting a
child cope as effectively as possible
with death and grieving, the child
needs to be told the truth, based on
what he can understand, but make
sure not 1o frighten him with painful
details; i.e., “Grandpa was getting
so old that he wasn't able to do all
the things he wanted to do." When
he has questions and unhappy feel-
ings, answer him honestly; “No one
knows why someone we love has to
die and go away. I hate too that
Granny had to go. But we can
remember all we can about her so
we can keep her with us that way.”

These explanations may not
help: (1) “Grandma will sleep in
peace forever."” The child may fear
going to bed or to sleep; and (2) “It
is God's will.” The child will not
understand a God who takes a loved
one because He needs that person
Himself. Sometimes children will
have fears that other family mem-
bers will leave them. Young chil-
dren, having “magical thinking”
and thinking their thoughts or wish-
es affect outcomes, are likely to feel
that they are to blame.

Another approach is to share
your religious beliefs with your

child and explain you own ways of
dealing with grief. Also share old
family stories and make your life as
a child come alive for your child.
Hopefully, your child will under-
stand that happy times with family

members stay on, and our memories

never léave us.

In regard to the actual time of the
death, children can best be helped
by a common sense approach of the
following the child’s level of under-
standing, emotional stability, and
displayed needs. Grief is not a sign
of weakness, so support the child
while he grieves. Your presence is
enough, and just listen.

Include children in the rituals of
death to the point they can tolerate,
i.e., ask them if they want to view
the body. Do not expect children to
be able to attend to services as
adults do. It is helpful for the chil-
dren and the adults to have a non-

family person to care for the chil-

dren at such times. Keep to usual
routines as much as possible. Show
your own grief and talk about the
departed person,

The adults in the child's life—
parents, extended family members,
and teachers—need to respect a
child’s need to grieve. They need to
help the child realize that grief is a
natural and normal reaction to loss
and a necessary happening at the
time of loss.

And while safety is the number
one reason 1o have utility lines
located before digging, line breaks
are costly too. According o Webb,
excavators who don’t request utili-
ties be marked and then break nat-
ural gas lines are financially
responsible for repairs. When those
repair costs are combined with the

time delay on the project, the finan-
cial impact of a line break on a busi-
ness or individual property owner
can be significant.

Avoid these common mistakes

By anyone's standards, paying
for college is expensive, That's why
it's so important that parents and
students avoid costly mistakes
along the way. Here are some com-
mon errors the Kentucky Society of
CPAs says you should avoid,

Letting the numbers scare you

In order 1o develop a savings
plan, you’ll need to determine how
much college is likely (o cost and
what you can afford to save. There
are many online savings calculators
that can help you figure out the
amount you need to put away
monthly or annually to meet your
goal. But don't let the numbers
intimidiate you, If you can’t save as
much as you need, save as much as
you can,

Not starting early enough

The most common mistake peo-
ple make is waiting too long to
begin saving. When it comes to sav-
ing for college, time is your best
ally. If you start saving when your
children are very voung, the amount
you have to set aside each month
will be smaller. and the power of
compounding will make your sav-
ings grow more quickly.

Investing too conservatively

Saving for college is no different
from investing for any other long-
term goal. You have to weigh the
benefits and risks of the invest-
ments you're considering against
what you want to have in hand
when it's time to use the mopey. To
keep up with rising costs, you'll
need a diversified portfolio, with a
sizable portion allocated to equities
and/or equity mutual funds. While
stocks carry some investment risk,
they offer greater opportunity for
growth of assets. The safest and
easiest way to invest in stocks is
through mutual funds which pro-
vide diversification and profession-
al money management, and make it
easy for you (o invest using auto-
matic deposit.

While equity investing is a good
idea over the long term, you'll need
lower volatility once your child
enters high school. As college

approaches, you should begin to
Move your assets into more conser-
vative investments such as short-
term bond funds, U.S. Treasury
Bills, money funds, and Certificates
of Deposits.

Saving money in your child’s
name

Saving money in a child’s name
can result in lowering parents” tax
liability. However, if you plan to
apply for financial aid. it may be
unwise for your child to have con-
siderable assets. That's because, in
determining how much a family
should be able to contribute toward
college expenses, college aid for-
mulas typically weigh student
assets more heavily than those of
their parents.

Thinking college saving might
be counterproductive

If you've heard that the money
you have saved toward your child’s
education might end up hurting
your chances for financial aid, don’t
believe it. Your expected family
contribution (EFC), the amount a
student and his or her family are
expected to contribute toward-the
cost of attending college, is based
more on your income than your
assets. If your income is relatively
high, your expected contribution
will be, too. So it’s prudent to set
aside enough to meet your obliga-
tion.

Not learning all you can about
financial aid

Be sure to get educated on the
types of financial aid available,
Some financial aid comes in the
form of grants or scholarships that
don’t have to be repaid, but the
greater percentage of the aid dis-
bursed is in the form of loans and
work-study programs. For federal
aid and private aid from most col-
leges, you'll need to complete the
Free Application for Federal
Student Aid, or FAFSA. Some of
the more expensive private colleges
require thal you complete the CSS
Financial Aid Profile as well. The
financial information you submit on
these forms is used to establish your
student’s eligibility for federal

assistance.

Pay close attention to deadlines
for submitting financial aid forms.
Schools generally process financial
aid forms that arrive by the priority
filing date (usually February 1) sep-
arately from the ones filed later.
Applications that come after the
priority date may not receive the
same level of aid.

Ignoring private scholarships

Private scholarships and grants
from a wide range of private, state
and federal sources are awarded on
a range of qualifications, including
ethnic background, work experi-
ence, community involvement, and
extracurricular interests. The prob-
lem is finding them. The best place
to start is with your child's high
school guidance counselor. You
alse can check into college scholar-
ship guides at libraries and book-
stores. On the Internet, www.fast-
web.com or www.finaid.org pro-

vide information on thousands of &

scholarship sources. Steer clear of
computerized Search services that
charge a fee to match your student
up with scholarships. You can find
most of the same scholarships your-
self by using the resources men-
tioned above,

Neglecting to save for retire-
ment

Don't let the need to save for
your child’s education sidetrack
you from savings for your retire-
ment. The tax-deferred gains avail-
able when you contribute to a
401(k), or Keogh account are too
good fo pass up. And since the
FAFSA doesn’t consider retirement
assets when computing your EFC,
your retirement nest egg won't
affect your eligibility for college
aid,

Paying for college isn’t easy, but
planning and investing wisely will
go a long way toward making col-
lege more affordable.

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If you're one of the millions of
college graduates leaving college
with a degree in one hand and a
stack of student loans in the other,
you will want to read what the
Kentucky Society of CPAs has to
say about the importance of plan-
ning for the repayment of your stu-
dent loan.

= Step 1—Understanding your
loan

To fulfill your repayment obliga-
tion and build a strong credit histo-
ry, you need to understand the terms
of your student loan, develop a real-
istic budget, choose the right repay-
ment option, and make timely pay-
ments. Colleges generally conduct
exit interviews with seniors during
which a financial aid counselor
reviews the student’s total indebted-
ness, the repayment options avail-
able, and when repayment begins,
Most loans give you six months of
breathing room. but some require
that you begin repayment immedi-
ately.

* Step 2—Budget, budget, bud-
gel

Good financial planning starts

how much you can afford to pay
toward your debt each month, you
will need to compute your income
and expenses. In terms of estimat-
ing your income. be sure to take
into account that the pay you are
guoted is not what you will be tak-
ing home.
other payroll deductions, such as
medical insurance, are going o
result in a paycheck that may be
considerably less than you expect-
ed.

Once you have determined your
take-home income, you can realisti-
cally predict your monthly pay-
ments. Add up your living expenses
such as rent, utilities, food, car and
transportation expenses, and recre-
ation. If you're not sure where you
spend your money, you might want
to keep a written record of your
expenses over a few months.
Student loan borrowers are typical-
ly advised to keep their monthly
student loan payments within 8 to
10 percent of their monthly
incomes. This guideline ensures
that borrowers have enough discre-
tionary income to cover other living

In addition to paying off your
debt, CPAs emphasize the impor-
tance of saving some portion of
your pay each month. It doesn_fl
have to be a lot, but it should be
ular. Your first savings goal should
be to build up an emergency cash
reserve equal to three to six months
of after-tax pay, Once you've done
that, it’s not too early to start think-
ing about saving for retirement.

* Step 3—Choose a repayment
option

Your loan balance and interest
rate determine your monthly pay-
ment amount. As a general rule, you
can plan on.paying about $125 per
month for every $10,000 you bor-
row. The repayment options avail-
able to you depend on the type of
loan you have.

Most borrowers choose the stan-
dard 10-year equal-installment plan
that requires you to make payments
of equal amounts over a maximum
of ten years. This plan carries the
highest monthly payment, but costs
less over the long term because you
pay less interest. Students who can-

The Perfect Graduation szt

(NAPSA)—As millions of high
school and college students pre-
pare to walk down the aisle to
receive their diplomas, friends
and relatives are busy running
down the aisles of malls and
shops in search of the perfect
graduation gift.

According to etiquette expert
Hilka Klinkenberg, one of the
most common mistakes gift givers
make is to buy the graduate some-
thing trendy. What’s “in” one day
may be “out” the next, she says.

“Instead, consider a gift that is
always appreciated like a univer-
sal gift certificate, which lets the
recipient do the choosing. I sug-
gest the American Express Gift
Cheque,” says Klinkenberg. “It’s
warmer than a personal check,
shows more thoughtfulness than
cash and comes in a celebratory
gold envelope.”

Tips for graduation gift givers:

* Focus on the graduate, not on
yourself. Don’t let your emotions
lead you into giving a gift that will
probably never be used or dis-
played, like a commemorative
plaque or time capsule.

* Base your decision on what
you can afford and your relation-
ship to the graduate. There is no
“right” amount, but as a guide
Klinkenberg recommends that
friends of high school graduates
spend around $25 per gift and rel-
atives start their gift giving at
$50. Double these amounts of col-
lege grads—but only if it's within
your budget.

* Think high-tech. How about
paying for a year of Internet service

or buying the graduate a personal
digital assistant? Consider sharing
the expense of a more costly item,
like a laptop computer, with other
friends or relatives.

* Creative packaging scores
high marks. For example, pre-
sent a future stock broker with a
gift cheque in a box that’s
wrapped with the stock pages of
the newspaper.

* One of Klinkenberg’s favorite
ideas is to pair a gift cheque with
something that relates to the
graduate’s college or career choice
and interest. “A bulletin board
plus a gift cheque are ideal for
graduates who are moving away
from home for the first time. A
future executive will surely appre-
ciate a beautiful portfolio with a
contribution to their business
wardrobe.”

required by the standard repayment
plan may choose the graduated pay-
ment or income-sensitive plan.
With a graduated payment plan,
your payments start out low and rise
every few years, on a fixed sched-
ule. This option makes sense if you
are just starting out in a career and
expect your income o increase
steadily. Another option, the income
sensitive plan, adjusts annually to
reflect changes in your income,
CPAs recommend that you avoid
stretching out the term of your loan
unless it is absolutely necessary that
you do so. While flexible payment
options reduce your monthly pay-
ment, adding extra years to your
loan means you will pay more inter-
est over the life of the loan.

+ Step 4—Make timely pay-
ments

Once your repayment period
begins, it is important that you
make regular payments. Failure to

do so may result in a ruined credit
rating, substantial collection costs,
and lost opportunities in employ-
ment and in purchasing a car or a
home. If you are having trouble
making your payments, it is impor-
lant to contact your lender. Most
lenders are willing to work with you
10 make repayment easier. You may
be eligible for a deferment, which
allows you to put off payment for a
while if you are unemployed,
returning to school, or on parental
leave, If you don't qualify for a
deferment, you may be able to post-
pone payment through a forbear-
ance. Under a forbearance, the
lender allows you to stop making
payments for a short period of time
(though the interest on your loans
will continue to accrue). Another
option, consolidation, affords you
the opportunity to lower your
monthly payment by consolidating
your loans and extending the term

of your loan up to 30 years.

CPAs point out that as a result of
a recent change in the fax law,
there’s one more step you'll need to
take and this one will save you
money. Student loan borrowers
with qualifying income may be able
to deduct all or part of the interesi
paid on gualified student loans. If
you qualify, you may deduct $1,500
in student loan interest for 1999,
That amount will rise in $500 incre-
ments until it reaches $2,500 in
2001. This deduction is available
whether or not you itemize. Only
interest paid during the first 60
months.in which interest payments
are required is deductible.

Senator
McConnell’s

proposal is one
step closer

U.S. Senator Mitch McConnell
announced recently that his pro-
posal to provide tax-free college
savings plans is one step closer to
becoming a reality for American
families trying to plan ahead for
their child's education.

The announcement came as
McConnell's proposal overwhelm-
ingly passed the Senate Finance
Committee.

Under this legislation, parents
who have established a pre-paid
public or private college tuition
savings plan for their child won't
have to worry about the IRS taxing
them when the money is with-
drawn.

The legislation calls for making
college savings accounts 100 per-
cent tax-free from start to finish—
meaning if a student withdraws
funds from their education savings
account and uses it for tuition,
books, equipment, and room and
board, they will not be taxed.
Current law required that students
pay tax on the earnings at the time
of distribution.

Senator McConnell has been a
leader in the fight to make college
more affordable for American
families:

* In 1996, McConnell was able
to eliminate the tax burden on the
states that administer these pro-
grams. He was also able to shift
the tax burden from the parent to
the student, who is generally taxed
at a lower rate.

«In 1997, McConnell expanded
the tax-deferred (reatment to
include room and board costs,
which typically constitutes 50 per-
cent of total college costs.

* In 1999, McConnell re-intro-
duced his proposal to make col-
lege savings plans 100 percent tax-
free.

“Today we are one step closer
to making college educations more
affordable,” said McConnell.

“It has been my long-held
belief that everyone deserves the
opportunity to get an education,
and I'm pleased that we've found
a way, through these 100 percent
tax-free savings plans, 1o help
American families send their chil-
dren to college.”
