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Hurricane Floyd victims 
to get more local help

Members of the Floyd County 
Rescue Squad are organizing 
another local aid effort for victims 
of Hurricane Floyd in North 
Carolina. 

"It's worse than people can 
imagine," s.aid squad member 
Richie Schoolcraft, who has been 
to the coastal area since the cata­
strophe. "One town has 10,000 
people living in a gym." 

The rescue squad is accepting 
donations of cleaning supplies 
(especially with disinfectant), 
water in gallon jugs, baby supplies 
(particularly food and diapers), 
brooms, mops and shovels. 

"Anyone who's been through a 

flood knows what is needed." 
Schoolcraft said. 

He added that supplies are 
needed because stores along the 
coast have been flooded, as well, 
and materials simply cannot be 
bought there. Heavy rains earlier 
this week compounded the water 
problem. 

Schoolcraft said the garage door 
on the Central Avenue side of the 
rescue squad's building in 
Prestonsburg will be open and a 
tent will be put up in the county 
parking lot on the Court Street side 
of the building for donors to drop 
off supplies through next Thursday. 

Squad members request that, if 
possible, the donations be put in 
boxes and labeled to make loading 

easier and more organized. 
Rescue squad members also 

will pick up supplies donated by 
businesses or by individuals. 
Donors ma)T"e811 606/886-8114 or 
886-7053 ·to arrange for pick up. 
Schoolcraft said members arc at 
the building "most of the time" and 
certainly in the evenings. 

If the response is good, the 
group plans to get a tractor-trailer 
to transport the donations. 
Otherwise, members will take the 
supplies down in their own vehi­
cles. 

Schoolcraft said he expects four 
to six members to make the trip to 
North Carolina on Thursday and 
"to help in any way we can when 
we get there."

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One school impresses,

There is no reason for joy, nor 
for abject sorrow for Floyd 
Countians in the results of the 
Commonwealth Accountability 
Testing System (CATS) which 
school students participated in last 
spring and which were released 
Wednesday by the state 
Department of Education. 

One local school was, however, 
among the bottom 10 elementary 
schools in the state. W.D. Osborne 
Elementary School ranked 1Oth 
from the bottom with an overall 
score of 40.1 on a 140-point scale. 

Allen Central Middle School 
had an overall score of 39.6, but 
apparently at least 10 ~er middle 
schools in the state had lower 
scores, some dipping into the 20s. 

Clark Elementary School had 
the highest score - 60.1 -of any 
Floyd County school. South Floyd 
High School had the top score -
54.7 - among county high 
schools. 

Of 19 schools in the county, 
1 00 achieved oyecall scores 50 
above 50, around 35 percent of the 
goal score. 

The tests measured achieve­
ments of students at three levels: 
fourth and fifth grades, sevc;:nth 
and eighth grades and I 0-12 
grades. Testing was done in seven 
categories: reading, math, science, 
social studies, arts and humanities. 
practical living and vocational 
skills, and writing.

A ruling from the court on the 
defendants' appeals of their sen­
tences -- three terms each of life in 
prison without the possibility of 
parole, plus 25 years - isn't 
expected for at least several months 
after oral arguments are heard. 

All six defendants are challeng­
ing the consecutive life-without 
parole sentences imposed by Judge 
James E. Beckner on March 13, 
1998, at the conclusion of a four­
day sentencing hearing at the 

,Greene County Courthouse. 
~Beckner is Criminal Court judge of 
-the Third Judicial District, of which 
Greene County is a part. 

' Because they pleaded guilty, the 
defendants cannot win their free­
dom on appeal, but at least some 
could win lesser sentences, should 
the appeals court find in t.heir favor. 

The defendants all pleaded 
guilty in February 1998, two days 
before jury selection for their trial 
had been scheduled to begin in 
Cleveland, Tennessee. 

Judge Beckner had moved jury 
selection to the Bradley County 
town, in Middle Tennessee, in 
response to defense motions for a 
change of venue. 

Once a jury had been selected in 
Bradley County, the proceeding 
would have been moved back to 
Greeneville, where the trial would 
have been conducted. It had been 
expected to take several weeks to 
complete. 

But the defendants entered guilty 
pleas after accepting a plea agree­
ment offered by Thirt;l Judicial 
District Attorney Generaf Berkeley 
Bell that allowed them to avoid the 
death penalty. 

Bell said after the guilty pleas 
were entered that all six defendants 
had to accept the plea agreement or 

Vehicles involved in Lillelid 
case sold at auction Saturday

Greeneville, Tennessee - The 
two vehicles involved in the 1997 
Lillelid murder case here were sold 
at auction Saturday. 

According to the Greene County 
Sheriff's Department, the Dodge 
van owned by murder victims Vidar 
and Delfina Lillelid and a Chevrolet 
Citation driven to Greene County 
by the six young Kentuckians who 
later pleaded guilty to three counts 
of murder in the case were among 
vehicles sold Saturday morning at a 
sheriff's auction. 

The Lillelid family's van 
brought $1,650, while the 
Chevrolet Citation fetched only 
$100, a sheriff's department 
spokesperson said. Both vehicles 
had been in storage since 1997 at a 
sheriff's department storage lot. 

Sheriff's Department Chief 
Deputy John Jones said he under­
stood that the proceeds from the 
sale of the two vehicles would go to 
a fund set up for Peter Lillelid, the 
only surviving member of the 
Lillelid family. Peter now lives with 
his paternal aunt and her family in 
Sweden and is still recuperating 
from injuries suffered in his 1997 

shooting. 
According to testimony present­

ed during the defendants' March 
1998 sentencing hearing, the 
Chevrolet was owned by defendant 
Joseph Lane Risner's mother and 
had been driven by Risner from 
Kentucky to an Interstate 81 rest 
area near Baileyton. 

At the rest area, according to tes­
timony, the six Kentuckians kid­
napped the Lillelid family and 
drove them to isolated Payne 
Hollow Lane off Van Hill Road, 
north of Baileyton. 

There, in a hail of gunfire, Vidar 
and Delfina Lillelid were shot to 
death; their daughter, Tabitha, 6, 
was fatally wounded; and their son, 
Peter, 2, was seriously wounded. 
Only Peter survived. 

The Kentuckians allegedly fled 
the murder scene in the Lillelid 
family's van, running over Vidar 
and Delfina's bodies with the vehi­
cle in the process. The Chevrolet 
was found abandoned at the murder 
scene. 

The Kentuckians were captured 
tw.o days later in Arizona at a U.S. 
Mexican border crossing point as 
the stolen Lillelid van attempted to 
re-enter the U.S. from Mexico. 
Mexican authorities had refused to 
allow the van to enter Mexico 
because two of the Kentuckians 
were juveniles and didn't have 
adult relatives with them. 

All six now are serving three 
terms each of life without parole, 
plus 25 years, in various state pris­
ons. They are appealing their sen­
tences, however. The Tennessee 
Court of Criminal Appeals is sched­
uled to hear oral arguments on 
those appeals on Oct. 26 in 
Knoxville. 

In addition to Risner, those who 
pleaded guilty in the case were 
Jason Blake Bryant, Natasha 
Cornett, Karen Howell, Edward 
Dean Mullins and Crystal Sturgill.

One of life's ironies is the fact that youngsters start back 

to school at roughly the same time that television networks 
begin a new season of programming. 

Generally speaking, no two activities could be more 
directly opposite from one another than learning meaningful 
lessons and watching television shows. 

Despite study after study revealing that children watch an 
enormous amount of television - and that they suffer ill 
effects from doing so - research continues to indicate that 
the amount of TV watched by children is increasing. 

Shows targeted to America's youngest viewers tend to be 
solid performers in terms of ratings. 

A report by BJK&E Media Group of Manhattan, a New 
York media-buying firm, found that children aged 2-11 
watched an average of 312 hours of youth-oriented TV pro­
grams last year. (The report focused only on youngsters' 
viewing of children's programming; the amount of adult pro­
gramming watched by kids in that age group was not stud-
ied.) 

In 1997, by comparison, the research showed children 
watching an average of 295 hours of children's shows. 

Again, this figure does not even include the hours of 
adult-oriented TV that may have been watched by those 
same children. 

Interestingly, the "regular" TV networks - NBC, ABC, 
CBS and Fox - appear to be drawing a smaller percentage 
of young viewers for their children's programming. That 
fact, combined with an overall increase in the viewership of 
children's shows, reveals that more youngsters are switching 
from regular network TV to cable programs. 

Boys, incidentally, watch an average of 53 more hours per 
year than girls. 

The big winners in vying for children's attention are the 
Nickelodeon network and Cartoon network. 

Other new outlets that appeal to youngsters include the 
Fox Family Network and Toon Disney, which will show 
Disney-produced cartoons. 

The big losers, though, are the children themselves. 
There is a direct correlation - an inverse connection -

between the amount of time a child spends watching televi­
sion and his or her physical fitness, academic achievement 
and attention span. 

Few experts ass,-t that children never should watch tele­
vision. 

The prospects, however, for the future of American chil­
dren - and hence the future of America itself- would be 
much brighter, though, if the average American child were 
not glued to the tube and watched, say, just a few hours of TV 
per week. 

Such a statistic likely would mean more reading, more 
time outdoors, more social interaction, more physical activi­
ty, better grades and more time with the family. 

Speaking of family, it remains the parents' responsibility 
to monitor- and regulate- their children's TV habits. One 
must hope that parents will exercise that responsibility wise-
ly.

As a man raised in a nonviolent family, I have 
always been appalled to meet so many girls and 
women who had been abused in some way in their 
lives. 

Husbands, fathers, step-fathers, uncles, and 
brothers all have encroached upon the innocence 
of our many, many Appalachian mothers, sisters 
and friends . 

After learning of such violence in my circle of 
friends, my eyes were opened to see the ones we 
should be cherishing, instead being destroyed. 

September was Sexual Assault Awareness 
month, but despite the efforts of all who want the 
madness to end, new cases of abuse have been 
reported this month to the state police, have 
entered the courts and, in many cases, have been 
kept silent. 

To the abused, irreparable damage has been 
inflicted upon the souls that deserved their offend­
ers' love and respect. In trade, the piece of trash 

dominated and tore down a little more of the spir­
it of that someone who cared for them and., against 
all understanding, probably always will. 

October is Domestic Violence Awareness 
month. Purple ribbons will be worn in recognition 
of the violence that is all too often kept behind 
closed doors. 

Child abuse and spouse abuse are not always 
hitting. I have a dear friend who, for many years, 
has taken verbal and emotional abuse, as well as 
assault, from her loser husband. She has stayed 
with this lowlife for more than 17 years now. But 
all she can say is, "My life is terrible." 

Another former acquaintance was regularly 
beaten by a drunkard husband who was himself a 
victim of abuse. 

I can go on forever about friends and acquain­
tances who have taken the manure from men in 
their lives for far too long. What we don't see in 
these wonderful women and children is that they 
are literally afraid for their lives sometimes,

What is heartening is that reading 
scores look halfway decent. I've always 
believed that if people can read, given the 
right motivation, they can teach them­
selves anything. (Although, I have had 
my doubts occasionally as T've tried to 
decipher the instructions that come with 
"some assembly required" items.) 

Every school in the county garnered 
more than 50 points in the reading cate­
gory, and four scored more than 70 
points. 

Math, science, and social studies 
scores turned out better than I expected 
they would, although we still have a long 
way to go before we can puff out our

chests with pride. 
The same goes for writing. Yet, 

here, four schools did not rise out of 
the 30s, and only one mustered a 
score above 60. 

Abysmal can best describe local 
scores in the categories of 
arts/humanities and practical liv­
ing/vocational. Two schools regis­
tered scores in the teens in arts and 
humanities; no school in the county 
scored as much as 40. Are we 
teaching nothing in this area? 
Students should have been able to 
make those scores just by watching 

• TV. 
One school scored in the teens in 

practical living and vocational 
skills. Here, at least, three schools 
scored above 40, but none hit 50. 

Of course, these tests don't mea­
sure every aspect of the school day 
or of a child's life. And, as with 

anything of this nature, there 's 
always a fluke factor. 

But, the results should make us 
all sit up and take notice- parents, 
teachers, school administrators , 
businesspersons, taxpayers, and 
certainly, economic developers. 

The state expects every school to 
attain a score of at least 100 by the 
year 2014. That means pretty much 
doubling present scores - and then 
some. Floyd County schools have a 
long, long, long way to go. Frankly, 
there's not much reason for opti­
mism unless we start to experience 
some sort of revival-type of com­
mitment to having better schools. 

And the most vital role is for 
parents, individually at home and in 
organizations at school, and not for 
superficial frenzies, but for nuts­
and-bolts, basic education.

What we must do is convince 
these women that the men couldn't 
make it without their 
victims/wives. Because, without 

., this person that they have cruelly 
forced into slavery, these slugs 
would have to work when they got 
home, instead of kicking up their 
heels and demanding servitude. 

Many times these women have 
married young and know this sad 
relationship as the only love they 

have ever experienced. 
The worst thing I have ever wit­

nessed in my life was when a free­
spirited young friend of mine mar­
ried one of these asses. She now 
walks with her head bowed and 
shoulders stooped, with all her 
dreams squashed in order that he 
may have his. The spark of life that 
was once in her appears only when 
she can escape his company. 

Domestic violence is hidden, 
but it is not a stranger to 
Appalachia. In truth, it is an old 
family fri end. Please support those 
you know in a bad situation like 
this .. Lend an ear. 

It may take months or even 
years, but if you encourage them 
long enough to leave, maybe they 
will. You will get frustrated, and 
you will want to give up, but you 
may be the ir only friend. Please 
don' t tum your back on these souls 
who need that light your encour­
agement provides.

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Fire Prevention Week declared in Floyd

Yesterday officials from the 
Kentucky Division of Forestry met 
with the county judge-executive to 
make a declaration of Fire 
Prevention Week in Floyd County. 

Floyd County Forest Rangers 
Roy Boggs and Jane Quillen 
brought before Judge Paul Hunt 
Thompson a proclamation designat­
ing the week of October 3-9 as Fire 
Prevention Week In the county. 

According to Boggs, the purpose 
of the declaration is to raise the level 
of awareness of the fire seasons, 
which occur in the spnng and the 
fall every year. 

From October I to December 15, 
the Division of Forestry will be on 

an added alert to any fires that may 
be in the six-county area of Floyd, 
Pike, Knott, Johnson, Lawrence, 
and Martin. 

There have already been several 
recorded fires across the area 
throughout the summer, which, 
according to Boggs, is not a com­
mon occurrence. 

"To have any fires in the summer 
is unusual," said Boggs, "most of 
them have been from arson or from 
debns burning."' 

What makes a summer forest fire 
unusual is the lack of fuel content 
for a tire, said Boggs. Leaves and

pine needles have fallen to the 
ground to dry out. 

There have been 531 fires burn­
ing more than 13,000 acres of wood­
lands and grass fields in Kentucky 
since July I, as opposed to an aver­
age of 50 that occur In a normal year 
of precipitation. 

All of Kentucky's 120 counties 
have anti-burn laws in effect, but 
there have been many red flag days 
already when the potential for forest 
fires are at highest risk, the forestry 
offical said. 

On the days when the conditions 
of high temperatures, low humidity, 
and wind are present, the KDOF 
will have firefighters put on alert 
just in case a fire does break out. 

The rangers confirmed what 
most Floyd Countians already 

know, that the area is grossly under 
the normal amount of rainfall for the 
year. The last few days of rain, they 
said, will be dned from the forest 
floors in the next couple of days and 
only sustained rains will make a dif­
ference. 

Boggs said one of the biggest 
mistakes that people make concern­
ing forest fires is believing that trees 
are not damaged in a tire, that only 
the leaves and underbrush are lost. 
When people walk through a forest 
years after the fire occurred no dam­
age can be seen on the surface of the 
trees, but inside the tree may be a 
different story. 

Boggs said a tree's bark is like 
skin and when it is burned the tree 
becomes susceptible to different dis­
eases and insects because the tree's

According to the 911 media log at 
the Kentucky State Police Post in 
Pikeville, three students were caught 
in possession of alcohol on the cam­
pus of Allen Central High School on 
Monday. 

be put into judicial placement. 
Two of the students were cited for 

possession of alcohol and ~en were 
released to their parents, according 
to the log. 

Possession of alcohol by a minor 
is a misdemeanor offense and if pur­
sued those involved in the case can 
suffer a stiff penalty. 

Principal Patty Maynard would 
not comment, stating that the inci­
dent was a school-related matter. 
Instead she said that the students 
were to be punished as outlined in 
the .Iilqyd County Schools Code of 
Conduct. 

The Code of Conduct states that 
"no student shall possess, use, be 
under the influence of, sell, or trans­
fer alcoholic beverages. The viola­
tion of this policy shall constitute 
reason for disciplinary action includ­
ing suspension or expulsion from 
school and suspension or dismissal 
from athletic teams and/or other 
school-sponsored activities. A ftrst 
offense shall result in a ten-day sus­
pension. Five of the days may be 
waived if the family decides to seek 
an evaluation of the student's alco­
hol/drug use from a qualified chem­
ical dependency counselor and com­
pletes any and all appointments with 
the coordinator." 

According to Commonwealth's 
Attorney John Earl Hunt, a person 
under 21 . in possession of an ale~ 
holic beverage can be charged with a 
class B misdemeanor for a first 
offense which carries 0-90 days jail 
time, or, for a second or greater 
offense, they can be charged with a 
class A misdemeanor which can 
carry a penalty of up to 12 months of 
jai l time. 

A second offen~e should result in 
the equivalent of a semester suspen­
sion. A third offense should result in 
immediate suspension and a recom­
mendation for expulsion. 

Under the guidelines for posses­
sion of alcohol, school authorities 
are to report the incident to law 
enforcement and the student should 

Hunt said how the students got 
the alcohol will determine if any 
other charges could be flied. If an 
18-year-old student or older sold, 
gave, bought, or procured it for the 
students in any way, that person 
could be facing an Unlawful ~~ 
Transaction with a Minor charge 
which would be a Class A misde­
meanor with a potential penalty of 
12 months jail time or a $500 fine. 

Hunt said he travels to area high 
schools explaining to teenagers that 
once they have turned 18 it's a 
"whole new world out there." For 
instance, if charged with Unlawful 
Transaction with a Minor and con­
victed, Hunt said it "is death to you 
on a job application, especially if 
you are going to deal with kids."

Prosecutor wins, sets

Betsy Layne could find no 
running room against the front 
line of the Raiders and faced a 
three and out.
