ABC agents find 
more than alcohol

Sometimes, it just doesn't pay 
to go out for a drink. Turns out, 
last week's alcohol checks at area 
liquor stores netted more than 
alcohol. 

Agents with the state's Alcohol 
Beverage Control (ABC) conduct­
ed their periodic ··cops in Shops'' 
operation Thursday to nab under­
aged drinkers. adults buying for 
under-aged drinkers, and over­
drinkers buying more to drink. 
among other violators. 

Despite warnings in the media 
and on posters at liquor stores, 
four persons in one car pulled up 
to the window of a store in south­
em Floyd County with an open 
container of an alcoholic beverage 
visible. 

The "cashier" was working 
with the ABC program and, upon 
closer inspection of the car. found 

an undisclosed amount of cocaine, 
a felony. The four persons in the 
car were cited not just for violat­
ing the state's open container law, 
but also for possession of cocaine. 

Another apparently unsuspect­
ing potential alcohol purchaser 
was cited for driving with a stolen 
license plate. also a felony. 

The five persons cited for 
felony violations during last 
Thursda) 's sting were among IS 
alleged lawbreakers cited. as ABC 
agents '·worked" at three Floyd 
County stores that sell liquor.

Kentucky receives 
$7.5 million reading grant ~) 

Kentucky is one of 17 states to 
share in funds under the new fed­
eral Reading Excellence Act 
(REA) to help improve the read­
ing skills of pre-kindergarten 
through 3rd-grade children, the 
Department of Education has 
announced. 

Kentucky will receive $7.5 
million for a three-year period 
from 1999 to 2002. The money 
will be used to fund two-year 
competitive grants to school dis­
tricts. 

"These grants will support ele­
mentary schools that have high 
percentages of low-income stu­
dents and whose achievement 
indicators arc low," said Debbie 
Schumacher, director of the 
department's Division of 
Extended Learning. "The grants 
are designed to foster partner­
ships across many agencies to 
ensure that children read well by 
4th grade." 

The funds will be coordinated 
with the state's ·Early Reading 
Incentive Grant program and the 
Collaborative Center on Literacy 
Development. These initiatives 
were established by the 1998 
General Assembly. The funds 
also will be reviewed by the new 
Kentucky Literacy Partnership, 
which was recently established 
by Gov. Paul Patton. 

Members of the partnership 
include legislators, parents, 
teachers, educators, professionals 
and business and civic represen­
tatives. 

" We appreciate the recogni­
tion and opportunity to continue 
doing everything possible to 
offer new educational opportuni­
ties to our children," said Patton. 

Districts may use the grants 
for the following acti\ ities:

The 
grants will enable states to create 
programs that use scientifically­
based reading research to 
improve the reading skills of up 
to 500,000 elementary school 
students, particularly at-risk stu­
dents who need additional help ~ 
during the critical grades of K-3. 

Forty-nine states applied for 
nearly $232 million in funding. 
Those receiving funds are 
Alabama, Florida, Iowa, Kansas, 
Kentucky. Louisiana, Maine, 
Maryland, Massachusetts, Ohio, 
Oregon, Pennsylvania, Rhode 
Island, Texas, Utah, Vermont and 
West Virginia. 

States submitted grant appli­
cations that described their goals 
for improving reading in the pri­
mar) grades. A panel of 25 
nationally-known experts in 
reading, research and school ~ 
reform evaluated the applica­
tions. 

The reading and literacy 
grants of the REA are authorized 
under an amendment to Title II of 
the Elementary and Secondary 
Education Act of 1965

This leaves a mere 97 counties with­
out door-to-door garbage collection. 

The trend is encouraging. But at this rate it could 
still be the middle of the next century before the 
milk jugs. dia­
pers and obso­
lete appliances 
that feed 
Kentucky's 
notorious ille­
gal dumps 
finally find 
their way to 
landfills and 
recyclers. 

House Majority Leader Greg Stumbo wants to 
hasten the day Kentuckians no longer pitch their 
trash over a hillside or into the nearest creek. 

Stumbo. D-Prestonsburg. says he will push for 
state\\ ide mandatory garbage collection when the 
legislature convenes in January. He plans to roll the 
measure into an anti-litter bill that also would 
require deposits on disposable containers. 

It's great that Stumbo. a lawmaker of no small 
clout. is putting hts influence behind this reform. 

As an elected official from eastern Kentucky, 
Stumbo is all too aware of the blight of illegal 
dumps and their depressing effects (economic and 
psychological) on the region. 

Stumbo is also aware of the depressing dynamic 
that turns so many county judge-executives and fis­
cal courts into political chickens on this tssue. 
The) 're afraid of imposing a fee or tax to make sure 
trash ends up where it should. They would rather 
pa) more later to clean it up. 

The legislature can - and should -provide the 
backbone that too many local officials lack. 

US Rep. Hal Rogers has crusaded for mandatory 
garbage service as part of his PRIDE cleanup pro­
gram in eastern Kentucky. Now Rogers should urge 
his fellow Republicans in the legislature to back 
Stumbo's initiative. 

Gov. Paul Patton, father of mandatory garbage 
collection in Pike County, should nudge the 
Democrats. 

If Rogers and Patton join Stumbo in making 
mandatory garbage collection a priority for the 2000 
General Assembly. we will all be able to look for­
ward to a cleaner Kentucky- sooner rather than 
later.

"Every seven hours in our commonwealth, another rape is reported to 
the police," Mrs. Patton said. ··we will not end our efforts until the num­
ber of victims is too small to be measured by the hands on a clock." 

Gov. Patton will make an announcement regarding a significant initia­
tive to address the crime of sexual assault on September 21st at 2 p.m. in 
the Capitol Rotunda, in Frankfort. 

In recognition of Sexual Assault Awareness Month, the Kentucky 
Association of Sexual Assault Programs (KASAP) has distributed posters 
and printed materials about sexual assault to agencies and individuals 
around the state.

Just another week in the series?

The close of the Labor Day 
weekend also ended one of the 
strangest weeks so far this season in 
Winston Cup. Of course, the week 
got off to a good start w1th the talk 
of Earnhardt's "Bristol Bump" and 
ended with Jeff Burton trymg to fig­
ure out how to spend the million 
dollar bonus he received by win­
ning the Southern 500 at 
Darlington. 

Th1s is the time of year that you 
expect to hear about sponsors leav­
ing one ride for what they feel to be 
greener pastures on the hood of 
another ride. One of the biggest 
bombshells yet to hit the series this 
year was STP's announcement that 
it was going to reduce its mvolve­
ment with Petty Enterprises from 
primary sponsor to the role of asso­
ciate sponsor. 

Petty and STP have the longest 
sponsorship agreement in the sport 
and to be honest I don't know how 
well we will ever be able to separate 
the two from each other. Ths sight 
of the 43 car without a color scheme 
that features STP red and the 
famous Petty blue will be some­
thing that will take some time to get 
used to. 

What we will have to get used to 
will be seeing Petty's Pontiac with 
some yellow paint in the scheme. It 
was also announced last week that 
Cheerio's would be leaving Roush 
Racmg and become an associate 

sponsor with Petty. 
Petty left it to the racing world to 

speculate if he was in the hunt for a 
primary sponsor or if he would just 
half the season with both STP and 
Checrio 's splitting time on the 
hood. Although his team isn't con­
sidered one of the top teams on the 
circuit, Petty's name recognition in 
the sport should be more than 
enough to attract any sponsorship 
dollars that he should need. 

Ernie lrvan also addressed the 
racmg community with a press con­
ference at Darlington to announce 
his retirement. Ernie suffered 
another head injury at Michigan, 
five years to the day that he suffered 
life threatening injuries in a practice 
crash at the same speedway. 

Irvan beat all odds after doctors 
only gave him a 10 percent chance 
of survival immediately after that 
first crash at Michigan. It took him 
14 months, but he returned at North 
Wilkesboro, where he finished sixth 
and led 31 laps. 

He won 15 Winston Cup races in 
his career, but maybe more than 
anything it was his early style of 
driving that made Irvan somewhat 
of a household name. He was 
known as "Swervin' Irvan" because 
of his reckless style that alienated 
him. from his fellow competitors. 
He became an outcast in the series 
and on national TV publicly apolo­
gized to his fellow drivers, asking 
that they give him one more chance 
to prove that he belonged in the 
series. 

Although we won't see him 
behind the wheel any longer, look 
for Ernie to still be highly visible in 
the sport. He has a very successful 
Craftsman truck team and a Busch 
series team. He retires as a very 
popular driver with a large fan base 
that should be a good selling point 
as he approaches would be spon­
sors. 

The week started with a dark 
cloud over the series at Bristol, so it 
was only appropriate that it end 
with a black cloud over it at 
Darlington. It did, but the dark 
cloud brought rain and for the sec­
ond time this season Jeff Burton 
won a rain-shortened ra((e at the 
South Carolina track. 

The only difference was that 
back in the spring Burton's car 
crashed as it was crossing the finish 
line taking the red flag for the rain 
delay. If the race had been restarted 
the only way that Burton's Exide 
Ford was going to move was from 
being pulled by a wrecker. This 
time he clearly had the car to beat 
and you had to really like his 
chances if the race had been resta*­
ed. 

All of this just adds up to anoth­
er week in Winston Cup. With all of 
this going on this past week, it 
might have been easy to overlook 
Mark Martin chipping away at what 
everyone thought was Dale Jarrett's 
invincible points lead. There may 
only be two drivers in the race, but 
we once again have us a battle 
going on for the championship.

OPEN LETTER 
TO THE COMMUNITY ~ 

On Thursday, September 2, 1999, the Service Employees International Union, upon the,, 
advice of their President, Dave Regan, of Columbus, Ohio, called a strike against Highlands 
Regional Medical Center. This, after Highlands Regional Medical Center made a fair con­
tract proposal. As the result of Mr. Regan's leadership, over 425 dedicated employees may 
lose wages, and the community loses access to important healthcare services. 

The Union is playing fast and loose with your health. The Union called the strike and the 
Union is responsible for limiting your access to healthcare services. The Medical Center 
firmly believes the vast majority of the employees on strike would rather be working under 
the terms of the old contract rather than putting their family's future at risk. This strike is 
unfortunate and it was avoidable. 

• The Union is claiming the Medical Center is offering an unreasonable health benefit 
plan. The union wants free healthcare for the employees, because they work at the· 
Medical Center. Do you get free healthcare? If you work at a supermarket, do you 
get free groceries. 

• The employees at Highlands Medical Center receive a 60% discount on hospital 
charges. This will not change. 

• Employees will pay $7.76 biweekly for individual coverage. They will pay $19.69 
biweekly for family coverage. 

• Employee "out of pocket" expenses are limited to $500 per family member for ser­
vices rendered at Highlands Regional Medical Center or any network provider. 
Employee "out of pocket" expenses would be limited to $1000 for individual cover­
age or $3000 for family coverage for services rendered outside of the Medical Center 
and out of the Medical Center's Network. 

• Inpatient care would be free for employees using Highlands Regional Medical Center. 
Do you get free inpatient care from your employer? 

The Medical Center has offered a responsible contract proposal to the Service, Technical 
and Clerical Unit of the Medical Center. Issues with the registered nurse unit contract can 
be worked out. The Medical Center is ready to negotiate. 

Mr. Regan will return to Columbus, Ohio. The employees and management who are dedi­
cated to living their lives in eastern Kentucky will remain. The Union should return to the 
bargaining table and quit holding them hostage so they can get more Union dues from the ' 
registered nurses who do not want to be part of his Union's strong-arm tactics.

Me and my group won't be going 
back to any NASCAR race until they 
change the way they issue penalties." 

Lori of Ash, N.C. said, "1 think he 
should have been penalized. I am a 
Rusty Wallace fan and even if he had 
done it I still wouldn't have approved 
of it." 

But not all shared that view, Debbie 
of Lowville, N.Y. says, "He (Terry 
Labonte) tapped him first before he 
passed, so Dale just did the same 
thing." 

Some fans expressed the opinion 
that NASCAR does not always enforce 
the rules equally. 

''I'm a NASCAR fan," says John of 
Mt. Vernon, Indiana. '11ike all the dri­
vers, but I do not like the stuff Dale did 
to Terry. I am a businessman and it 
makes me realize that NASCAR is 
looking at the almighty dollar and not 
the rules. I've always respected 
NASCAR because you don't see the 
drugs, rapes or preferential treatment. 

163 respondents said Earnhardt 
should have been penalized, while 182 
said no. The remaining 71 callers and 
most of the others said they were dis­
satisfied about the way NASCAR and 
race tracks are diverting more and more 
attention to big dollar corporate spon­
sors and not paying enough attention to 
individual fans and driver complaints. 

Surprisingly, no one complained 
about Bristol Motor Speedway where 
the incident occurred. There were no 
complaints regarding Martinsville 
Speedway, either. 

NASCAR has done a fabulous job 
of marketing the Wmston Cup Series to 
Corporate America. But according to 
our callers it's time NASCAR and the 
tracks reevaluated their attitude to the 
fans.

Fading with time 

S ometimc:. I think the 
world would be better 
off if TV had never been 

invented, if radio, as r remem­
bered it as a kid. was still the 
main source of entertainment and 
information. 

In the 1940s. radio was magic. 
My imagination painted bright 

pictures of those far away places 
with strange sounding names as I 
spent night after night (Radio 
then was primarily a nocturnal 
activity.) putting faces on Fibber 
McGee and Molly and Lum 
Edwards. 

It was from radio, too, that I 
learned to "love a mystery" and 
tagged along behind Jack. Doc 
and Reggie as they solved crime 
after crime. I was a regular lis­
tener of "Beulah" and waited for 
her boyfriend to come calling 
and tap out "shave and a haircut, 
two bits" on her door, followed 
by a deep voice saying, "It's Bill, 
baby, your great big bundle of 
love." 

As the live radio audience 
broke into uncontrollable laugh­
ter. so would I. And r didn't even 
need for someone to hold up a 
poster telling me to laugh. 

I can remember listening 
when champ Joe Louis fought 
and defeated Jersey Joe Walcott 
Gust like I kne\\ he would) in a 
place called Madison Square 
Garden, and I sat right there in 
President Roosevelt's White 
House as he chatted before his 
fire and told me I had "nothing 
to fear but fear itself." Of course, 
I had no earthly idea what all 
that meant. 

I still remember the voice of 
Randy Blake of WJJD in 
Chicago as he played records 
like Tex Ritter's "Jack-0-
Diamonds," and even after this 
long. sometimes when I use 
shampoo. I think of the little jin­
gle, "Halo. everybody. halo ... " 

But when TV came along, as 
exciting as it was. it kind of 
spoiled some of those images 
that had been slowly burned into 
my mind as I sat staring at the 
soft yellow light behind the dial 
on the hig, taller-than-me Philco 
radio, which also had a record 
player that played 78s ... one at a 
time. 

Some of my early radio mem­
orie:. take on a somber tone. too, 
because during World War II. the 
late afternoon editions of Gabriel 
Heatter and the news always 
brought a hush around the Pack 
house. This was important stuff, 
because older brothers Ulysses 
and Hubert were in the war. 

Of course, Mom and Dad 
knew the names of the ships they 
were on. and I can remember 
Dad - straight from the mines 
and still wearing his dirty bank 
clothes - sitting motionless with 
his head in his hands for the full 
15-minute broadcast as the 
names of American ships sunk 
by the Japanese were listed. 

Fortunate!), the) never heard 
the names of\\ hich they hstened, 
because my brothers got home 
OK. 

As is the nature of things, 
though. the older I got, the more 
faded those radio ~ignals 
hccome. But even though times 
were hard for everybody, 
although I dido 't know it at the 
time. my boyhood memories are 
happy ones. thanks largely to the 
sounds of radio, which - fueled 
hy an over-active imagination -
carried me beyond the hills and 
hollows of eastern Kentucky to 
far a\\ a) lands filled with music. 
laughter and adventure. 

Yet, in the name of progress. 
TV came along and spoiled all 
that. 
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"Tu~h Push," "Cripple Creek,'' 
"Hard Wood Popular," "Eivi~ 
Rocks" and ''Got To Be Funky." 
Allen said "Got To Be Funky" is a 
really "hot" dance right now. 

When ) ou are prepared to strut 
your stuff and have some good 
wholesome fun, A Little Bit of 

Country opens its door~ on Frida)~ 
and Saturdays at 8 p.m. and stay:-. 
open until midnight. if the crowd is 
still around. There is u cost of $5 
for admtssiOn. This is used to buy 
CO's and keep the club main­
tained. 

The name of the club may make 

rock and roll fans of the neighbor­
hood avoid it. but Allen says the 
music used for the dances includes 
country, oldies, rock and roll, and 
sometimes bluegrass. 

Those who attend the club dress 
in different ways. "Most wear 
boots, some dress in Western, some 

casual," said Allen. 
The line dance craze has been 

around for many years and line 
dancing at A Little Bit of Country 
involves a full mnge of ages. Allen 
says teen-ager~ to people in their 
mid-eighties come out and enjoy 
themselves. 

Line dancing, like anything 
new, is not ea~y to pick up on for 
everybody, according to Allen. 

"People think they are going to 
come out and get it on the first 
time. So a lot don·t come hack, 
because they didn't," she ~aid. 
''But the best thing is not to get 
scared off. It does take time to 
learn it. This does take time. And 
normally the faster the music the 
better they like it." 

Allen. who works with special 
education at Duff Elementary 
School. has a background in danc­
ing. "I've danced all my life," she 
said. '"l've been into country and 
western for about eight or nine 
years. I clogged and square danced 
before that. 

"I taught the children at the
