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Grand jury indicts 12

For allegedly shooting a gun into the
Prestonsburg Holiday Inn on July 10, Timothy
Shepherd, 28, of Vest, merited a seven-count
indictment from the Floyd County Grand Jury,

‘which indicted 12 persons on Monday.

Shepherd is charged with six counts of
wanton endangerment in the first-degree, a
Class D felony, and one count of criminal
attempt to commit murder, a Class B felony.

The criminal attempt charge contends that
Shepherd shot into the motel with the
intent of killing Michael King.
The wanton endangerment counts
relate 1o the alleged danger to the lives
of others, specifically Holiday Inn
employees Geraldine Lafferty, Phillip
Candill, Paul Spencer and Kenneth Smiley
and customers Gregory D. Johnson and
King.

Two indictments involve allegations of
unemployment insurance fraud.

Brian K. Samons, 29, of Harold, is
alleged to have made a false statement or
misrepresentation related to his qualifica-
tions to receive benefits, totaling $3,912,

between July 18 and December 19 of
1998. A similar charge is made
against Jackie L. Harmon, 48, of

Emily Creek at Pilgrim, in the amount of
$618, between July 4 and July 18 of 1998,

William Dayid Burchett, 26, of Dwale, was
indicted on one count of burglary in the first-
degree, a Class B felony, and one count of
theft by unlawful taking, a Class D felony. He
is alleged to have burglarized the home of
Virginia and Avery Lowe on July 11, while
armed with a shotgun, and to have taken a
Winchester shotgun, valued at $300.

Charles S. Hill, AKA Stoney Hill, 56, of
Regina, was indicted on two counts of fraud or
false statement in obtaining controlled sub-
stances or regarding prescriptions, a Class D
felony. The indictment indicates he obtained
Lorcet, a controlled substance, on fraudulent
prescriptions, presented to Cooley Apathecary
on Januvary 13 and March 11.

One count of wrafficking in a controlled
substance in the first-degree, a Class C felony,
was listed on the indictment for George
Adkins, 51, of 1207 KY 3379, Grethel, He is
accused of selling cocaine on June 7.

Joan B. Tumer, 47, of 3971 W. Mountain
Parkway, Prestonsburg, was indicted on a
count of operating a motor vehicle while
under the influence, a misdemeanor, and two
counts of wanton endangerment in the first-
degree, a Class D felony.

Turner is alleged to have operated a vehicle
in such a way as to create “substantial danger

of death or serious physical injury” to
Sheriff’s Lt. Ricky Thornsberry and Jonathan
Thornsberry in a June 16 incident.

Pikeville resident, Drexel E. Collins, 34, is
under indictment on four counts: operating a
motor vehicle while under the influence, hav-
ing had three prior convictions in the past five
years, a Class D felony; operating a motor
vehicle while license was revoked or suspend-
ed for driving under the influence, a Class D
felony; fleeing or evading a police officer in
the first-degree, a Class D felony; and being a
persistent felony offender in the second-
degree, a Class C felony.

Collins is alleged to have disobeyed a
direction to stop, given by Patrolman Thomas
Gearheart on July 29, and in doing so, to have
created a risk of injury to the officer.

Leo Thacker, 42, of 35 Queen Ave.,
Lexington, was indicted on one count of oper-
ating a motor vehicle while license was
revoked or suspended for driving under the
influence, relating to an incident on June 12.

Three persons were indicted on charges of
flagrant non-support of their children: Paul D,
Robinson, 53, of Wayland, two children;
Danny Ray Spurlock, 37, of 120 Claylick Rd.,
Salvisa, one child; and Randy Hamilton, 40,
of McDowell, one child. Each is alleged to be
behind in support payments for more than six
months and/or more than $1,000.

“The depreciation in sewer
funds.

A highly respected teacher and
principal in the Floyd County
School System died Thursday.

According to his family, for-
mer students and colleagues came

We don’t have enough in our
reserve accounts,” Lewandowski
added.

He proposed a $1 increase in the
water bill, bringing the first 2,000
gallons to $12.71 and every, addi-
tional 1,000 gallons to $7.10 a
month.

“We have two choices, raise
income or reduce expenses. All
areas working, I see no way to
reduce expenses,” said
Lewandowski.

Dr. Mahendra Varia’s concern in
the rise in rates was that the mon-
eys would be used elsewhere. “We
will pay much more in sewer
repairs than the shown amount (in
the budget). Taxes raised will be
used for the sewer. I have spoken
on both sides of the table to raise
rates, now someone speaks.”

According to Lewandowski, the
increase in rates will only cover
current expenses and the Army
Corps of Engineers wants up to
$30,000 put in reserve.

“We haven't paid the bond pay-
ments and we are $37,000 behind.
In the third quarter we owe
$18,000, so we are behind $55,000.
We don’t have the money because
we are not putting it there.

According to Recktenwald, the
rise in water rates would still bring
in only $12,000. Martin’s current
bond reserve account is at $24,000,
leaving the city enough to make a
bond payment, but disallowing
payment on the KIA bond because
that fund is at zero.

Recktenwald added to
Varia’s comments that without an
increase in revenues the city is just
buying time.

With the motion passed it was
agreed to amend the budgets in
order “to show a paper trail,” as
Recktenwald put it, “to show you
are making an effort to deal with it

~= structurally.

The money will be put into bond
accounts starting yesterday. It will
pay $808 to Firstar Bank, $2,093 to
USDA, $300 to USDA Reserve and
the remaining $799 to the KIA
each month.

With many questions still on the
minds of the members, the ‘council
adjourned. All council members
were present at the meeting and all
voted for setting aside the funds for
bond payments. The next regularly
scheduled meeting for the Martin
City Council is Monday, September
27, at 6 p.m.

Yet another study draws attention to the huge disparity
between what large American corporations pay their chief
executives and their front line workers — the average CEO’s
pay of $10.6 million being 419 times what the average work-
er makes.

In 1980, the multiplier was 45 times, according to the study
by United for a Fair Economy and the Institute for Policy
Studies, two think tanks that research pay equity issues.

The study vses Business Week magazine's annual survey of
CEO pay as its bench mark.

Even CEOs of medium-size companies, with an average
pay of $1.07 million. make twice the money paid their coun-
terparts in Canada, Germany and Japan,

A principal driver of CEO compensation, beyond base
salary and annual bonus, is the stock option, A stock option
lets executives buy stock at a predetermined price after a fixed
point in the futre, when the stock’s value presumably has
increased well above the option price. The executives can buy
and sell the stock in the same day, making a profit.

I appeal to reason and common
sense on both sides. A hospital exists
for the performance of deeds of lov-
ing kindness. When it is closed, a
spiritual darkness encompasses us
all.

My eastern Kentucky kinfolk
deserve inspired leadership and a
functioning unified hospital. If you
are concerned speak with the union
leaders and the hospital board of
trustees.

New standards add
protections for miners
exposed to noise

The federal Mine Safety and
Health Administration is issuing
new health standards to protect min-
ers from hearing loss associated
with prolonged exposure to damag-
ing levels of noise. Hearing loss is
one of the major health problems
miners face.

“We saw that some 36,000 min-
ers now on the job were at risk of
hearing loss if they were not pro-
tected,” Secretary of Labor Alexis
M. Herman said. “With the new
rules, as many as two-thirds of new
cases can be prevented.” The Mine
Safety and Health Administration is
part of the Labor Department.

The new MSHA noise rules for
the first time require mine operators
to enroll miners in a hearing protec-
tion program if they are exposed to
an average sound level of 85 deci-
bels (85 dBA) or more over an
eight-hour peuod The program will
include training, hearing -tests” and
providing protectors such as ear
plugs.

Training will cover the dangers
of noise exposure, the benefits of
using protectors and how to use
them. Use of hearing protectors at
that noise level will be voluntary, as
will the hearing tests. But mine
operators must offer miners the pro-
tectors and the testing.

The exposure limit allowed in
the work environment remains
unchanged at 90 dBA over an eight-
hour period. Where feasible engi-
neering and adminstrative controls
cannot reduce the noise in the work-
ing environment to the exposure
limmit, the rule requires hearing
protection.

The new standards provide uni-
form requirements to protect coal
miners as well as metal and non-
metal miners.

"Physicians and hearing special-
ists recognize that workers' hearing
is adversely affected by noise expo-
sures at or over 85 dBA,” said
Davitt McAteer, assistant secretary
of labor for mine safety and health.

“We recognize that this rule will
not prevent all cases of hearing loss,
We also understand that, in some
circumstances, it is not technologi-
cally or economically feasible to
reduce levels o 90 dBA. But we
plan to work with the mining com-
munity in the years ahead to devel-
op new technologies for lowering
miners’ exposure to hazardous
noise.”

Mine operators are asked to
request an MSHA noise evaluation
of their operations before the effec-
tive date of the new noise rules,
McAteer said.

The National Institute for
Occupational Safety and Health has
identified noise-induced hearing
loss as one of the 10 leading work-
related diseases and injuries in min-
ing.

Hearing loss can cause safety
problems in the workplace as well
as diminish the quality of life. The
loudness and the duration of noise
exposure are both factors in causing
hearing loss.

MSHA’s new noise standards
require mine operators to monitor
workplace noise exposure and pro-
vide for miners and their representa-
tives to observe the monitoring. The
standards establish ‘several levels
requiring mine operators (o lake
action:

» Miners exposed to an average
sound level of 85 decibels (85 dBA)
or more over an eight-hour period
must be enrolled in a hearing pro-
tection program, which will include
special training, hearing fests and

hearing protection.

« If workplace noise levels reach
90 dBA or more over un eight-hour
period, mine operators must use fea-
sible engineering and administrative
controls to reduce noise levels.
Hearing protectors are required 1o
be provided and worn if the per-
mmissible exposure level cannot be
achieved using feasible engineering
and administrative controls.

* Al workplace noise levels of
105 dBA or more over an eight-hour
period, mine operators must ensure
the use of both ear plug and earmuff
type hearing protectors.

* At no time during the work shift

ay noise levels exceed 115 dBA,

Before issuing new noise stan-

girds, MSHA requested comments
fiom the public. The agency
reviewed their 82 written and elec-
tronic comments received and the
comments of 57 speakers at puh}u
hearings on its proposed noise itle.

MSHA's new noise standards
were (o appear in the Federal
Register on Monday, and will take
effect on September 13, 2000.

[t seems as if | have practiced writ-
ing this column for a long time,
because Tony Stewart has been flirting
with winning throughout the first 24
races of his rookie season in Winston
Cup. Even though this is his first year

in the series, the win was somewhat of

a redemption for a couple of races that
he was in control of before falling to
poor fuel mileage

Al both New Hampshire and
Dover, the 28-year-old Home Depot
driver had the races won, but his Joe
Gibbs' Pontiac just didn't have enough
fuel 10 make 1t (o the finish line, At
New Humpshire, his crew chief, Greg
Zipadelli, decided to roll the dice and
gamble that there was enough fuel in
the car to make it to the checkered flag.
The gamble failed and the race ended
with Stewart coasting to the finish line
as he ran out of gas on the final lap,
robbing him of his first ever win.

Saturday night at Richmond,
Stewart domunated the Exide 400 by
leading 333 of the 400 laps, The only
time that a driver was able to pass
Stewart was on pit road during one of
the six caution flags that was thrown

on the night.

With each wave of the caution flag,
the scenario of Stewart entening the
pits in the lead and coming out fourth
or worse repeated itself, Even though
it took a few laps for him to regain the
lead, after one slow pit stop he radioed
that he was scared to come in for any
more stops.

Slow pit stops: aside, the night
belonged to Gibbs’ rookie team, as the
orange and white Pontiac was able 1o
dominate the race from start to finish
to become the first rookie to win a
Winston Cup race since Davey Allison
in 1987,

With his extensive racing back-
ground, Stewart’s appearance in victo-
ry lane was one that had been expect-
ed since the late Harry Ranier brought
Tony inte the Busch Series with an eye
on moving him up to the Cup ranks.

Even though this trip was expected,
the reaction from Stewart, Gibbs and
the rest of the team sure brought a
fresh breath to victory lane.

Stewart pleased the crowd after the
race by deing some smoke-producing
doughnuts, then ran a Polish victory
lap before pulling his Pontiac into yic-
tory lane.

You couldn’t blame Stewart for his
emotions leaving hirn at a loss for
words to describe what just took place.
but Gibbs had won the Daytona 500
and accepted Super Bowl trophies in
the past.

If 1 could
go out and do it again, 1 don’t
know what I would do different-
ly. The car was terribly loose get-
ting into the corner. It was tight
in the center of the corner. Then
the car would push when I picked
up the throttle, and then it would
snap itself back loose through the
push. It didn’t matter how many
adjustments we made. We went
up and dewn on the air pressure,
took a round of bite out and put it
back in. Nothing seemed to make
the car much better or much
worse. I don’t know if the race
car changed or if the track
changed, but we weren't very
good. We thought we had a pret-
ty good car going into the race.
We sat on the pole with it. If we
could have rdaced in the daytime,
we might have been OK.”
