Billy Ray Thacker, 19, of 
Hindman. was arrested on multiple 
charges following a call that he was 
allegedly traveling east in the west­
bound lane of RT. 80 last week. 

Three of those charges were 
addrcc;sed in a preliminary hearing 
on Monday: first··degree wanton 
endangerment. first-degree criminal 
mischief and third-degree criminal 

mischief. 
Lt. Ricky Thornsberry and sher­

iff"s department dispatcher 
Shannon Hall were exiting the 
Martin BP when Hall pointed out 
the vehtcle. The vehtclc was lea\­
ing the gas station also. 

Thornsberry said he rushed to 
his vchtcle to give pur:suit and was 
met by a Martin police officer and 
the two officers began the pursuit. 
As the two cars approached the 
vehicle. allegedly driven by Billy

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Time running out for legislators to agree on high-profile bills

Only t\\O days are left in this legislative 
ses ion, but disagreement<: on some notcwor-

• th> bills have yet to be worked out. For other 
pteces of legislation, the \\ake is already 
being held. 

Members of the General Assembly have 
gone home for a hreak and arc expected to 
reconvene on r\pril II . 

In the meantime, conference committees 
ma<ie up of members bf the House and Senate 
\\Ill discu!>~ ways to resolve their differences 

on the tobacco settlement and the budget. 
The committee on House Btll 611, which 

deals with the dtslribution of the $180-million 
Master Tobacco Settlement, is expected to 
meet this week 

The House approved a plan that would let 
local communities decide how to spend one­
third of the money. The Senate. on the other 
hand, passed a 'erst on of the bill that would 
keep the funds under state control. 

Legislators seem confident that a compro­
mise will be reached. 

House Speaker Jody Richards and Senate 
President Da' id Williams arc negotiating an 
agreement on the budget. Members of the

budget conference committee left Frankfort 
last week and are expected to vote on a bud­
get agreement sometime before April II. 

The budget stalemate arose from the fact 
that the Senate did not pass a tax increase that 
the House approved. Therefore. over 400 
community development projects and numer­
ous other expenditures were cut from the 
Senate budget. 

If a spending plan is not in place by July I, 
state government would have to shut down. 

Aside from those bills that have yet to be 
ironed out. a number of imtiatives already 
appear doomed. 

Discussions on a major plan to improve 

the quality of the state's middle schoolteach­
ers have ended. 

The original bill. House Bill 437. "a~ 
sponsored by Rep. Harry Moberly. D· 
Richmond. and would have sought to change 
the way the stat~· trains and recruits lis teach­
ers. lt passed the House 88-9. 

When the Senate did not gi\ e the bill a 
hearing on the floor. House members added 
parts of it to Senate Rill 77, which would 
have provided money for teacher improve­
ment and established a training center for 
middle ~chool math teachers.

House and Senate - is the way 
black lung cases arc e\ aluated. 
Under Patton's plan. it would be eas­
ier for coal miners to qualif) for 
black lung benefits. Miners "ith 15 
years on the job would have a "rebut­
table presumption'' that their lung 

~ problems were the result of coal dust. 
Since the 1996 rcfonn. onl) a 

small number of miners have quali 
fied for black lung benefits. 
According to Walt Turner, commis­
sioner of the Department of Labor, 
$900.000 has been paid out in bene­
fits to coal miners since 1996. 

"We used to pay out more than 
tilat in a week." said Turner. 

Over $13 m1llion is currently in 
an account to pay the black lung ben­
efit<>. The mone} b collected from an 
assessment on coal companies. 

"That's \\hat the money 1s there 
• for ... it doesn't make any sense not 

to give it to the coal miners who truly 
deserve 1t:· said Rep. Johnnie Turner. 
D-Harlan. Turner was a member of 
the House conference committee 
which voted against acceptmg the 
Senate proposal. 

Another eastern Kentucky law­
maker, Ira Branham. D· Pike\ille. 
also opposed the Senate version and 
had to be replaced on the commillee 
in order to get it out of committee. 
Brent Yonts. D-Urecnvllle, also 
voted against it. 

._ The Senate proposal doubles the 
benefits paid in cases where the 
worker is killed. In addition. it revis­
es tile adjudicatton process to autho­
rize the commissioner to assign 
administrative law judges to conduct 
benefit rc\'iew conferences; decreas­
es from 90 to 60 da) s for a final deci­
sion of an administrative law judge; 
increases tile benefits to workers 
who have permanent but partial dis­
abilities; and incrca~es the penalty 
payments from 15 percent to 30 per­
cent where safety standards arc 

~ intentionally violated. 
Since the passage of the worker's 

comp reform in 1996. the system has 
seen a total decrease of 41 percent. 
The changes proposed in House Bill 
992 would have caused a 7.8 percent 
increase in the cost of worker's com­
pensation, according to Patton. 
Senate leaders said their proposed 
compromise would cause a rate 
increase of 7 .I percent.

A similar bill failed two 
years ago. 

"It's just one of those issues that 
you have to run a couple of times to 
get through.'' he said. 

One incentive for approving the 
bill was the fact that tile state would 
ha'e had millions of dollars in feder­
al road fund money redirected to 
other areas if it had not passed it. But 
several senators. including Sen 
Yemie McGaha. R-Russell Springs. 
noted that that shouldn't be the legis­
lature's only motivation. 

"I hope we're not just doing this 
for the money," he said. "If we're 
just passing this to receive money. 
we're missing the whole point." 

However, Sen. Dan Seum. R­
Louisville, called the bill ''federal 
blackmail," and was the only senator 
with harsh words for the measure. 

"This is criminaliz.ing a whole 
new segment of our society," he said 

The Senate adopted amendments 
offered b} Sen. Jack Westwood. R­
Erlanger. that will allow alcohol 
abuse programs for DUI offenders to 
last longer and prohibit those who 
are ordered to complete such a pro­
gram from getting their licenses back 
before the course is fmished. 

Stivers argued against the 
changes. saying that they might pre­
sent a hardship in rural areas. where 
substance abuse programs are not as 
easily accessible, but both were 
adopted in the end. 

"We are doing the right thing," 
Sen. Elizabeth Tori, R-Radcliff. said 
of the bill. "Anyone who drinks and 
drives is a potential killer."

Shock Probation/ 
Megan's Law 

Shock probation for violent 
offenders will be a thing of the past 
under a bill passed by both cham­
bers. In addition. amendments added 
to Senate Bill 263 strengthen fourth­
degree assault and stalking laws. 
Efforts to toughen tile state's existing 
Megan's Law were also revived and 
added to the bill. 

Under the approved changes, 
photos of convicted sex offenders 
will now be placed on a website 
maintained by the Kentucky State 
Police. The bill is headed to the gov­
ernor for his signature. 

Ten Commandments 
A resolution urging the posting 

and teaching of the Ten 
Commandments as a historical docu­
ment has been approved in both 
chambers. 

The legislation was sponsored by 
Sen. Albert Robinson. R-London. It

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·New survey finds child abuse, neglect at 
top of Americans' public health concerns 

A new survey shows that one­
half of all Americans believe child 

• abuse and neglect is the most 
important public health issue facing 
this country, compared to other pub­
lic health issues like drug and alco­
hol abuse, heart disease, cancer and 
HIV/AIDS. 

Released on the eve of April's 
annual observance of Child Abuse 
Prevention Month, the survey was 
hailed as evidence that the general 
public views child abuse and 
neglect as a significant public 
health issue and not simply a series 
of dramatic but isolated incidents. 

More than three million children 
• were reported to child protective 

service agencies as alleged victims 
of child abuse or neglect in I 998, 
and about one million of these 
reports were confirmed. 

Commissioned by Prevent Child 
Abuse America, a non-profit orga­
nization with chapters in 39 states 
and the District of Columbia. 
including Prevent Child Abuse 
Kentucky, the survey of 1,251 adult 
Americans was conducted in 
February by Schulman.

look at child abuse and neglect as a 
social welfare or JUVenile justice 
issue.·· said Jill Seyfred, executive 
director of Prevent Child Abuse 
Kentucky. "It's only recently that 
the field has begun to approach the 
issue from a public health perspec­
tive. Clearly. the American public is 
way ahead of us, since child abuse 
and neglect has risen to the top of 
the public health agenda." 

One possible explanation, 
according to Seyfred. is the growing 
body of evidence linking child 
abuse and neglect with a host of 

other issues facing our country. 
including drug and alcohol abuse, 
juvenile and adult crime. and chron­
ic health problems. 

''I'm hopeful that people are 
beginning to understand that the 
effects of child abl!se and neglect 
can be Jong-tenn. and that these 
effects can have a profound impact 
on our lives. our communities and 
our country." said Seyfred. "That's 
why prevention of child abuse and 
neglect is so critical." 

The survey commissioned by 
Prevent Child Abuse America also 

showed that a vast majority of 
Americans-83 percent-believe 
that child abuse prevention efforts 
can be most successful before such 
behavior has begun. as opposed to 
intervening later. 

"The public seem!-i to recogntze 
that if you wait to identify and stop 
abusive or neglectful behavior. 
you're already too late. The child 
has already become a vicum and 
significant damage may have been 
done,'' said Seyfred. "The only way 
to stop the cycle of abuse once and 
for all. is to prevent it from occur-

Pruett is having one roller coaster of a rookie season

0 NE moment. Scott Pruett '"as 
leading the race at Texas Motor 
Speedway. ln an instant, he \\as 

in the \\all. 
And that's just one moment in 

Pruett's topsy-turvy first year on 
NASCAR's Winston Cup circuit. 

Earlier in the season, Pruett. the dri­
ver of the No. 32 Tide Ford owned by 
Cal Wells, found himself on the outo;ide 
of row one in Vegas. He finished 42nd. 

It seems like for every ''high" the for­
mer open-wheel d rh•er reaches, there's a 
lower "low" just around the corner • if 
he makes it to the corner. 

In between his oul<>ide pole at Vegas 
and a 15th-place starting spot in the sea­
son-opening Daytona 500. Pruett failed 
to qualify for Rockingham. On two 
other occasions this year • at Darlington 
and the following week at Bristol - the 
40-year-old rookie failed to make the 

field. 
Pruett is hoping to find some consi.;­

tency, starting this "eekend in 
Martins\ ille for the Good"t 's 500. He's 
nlreadv tested there and steadih• 
impro\·ed during those tests on 'the .526-
mile short track. 

"A lot of these tracks we've been test· 
ing at, I've ncnr been to before. 
Rockingham. Darlington, Bristol and 
here, ifls my first adventure to these 
places, and I ha\·e a lot to learn not only 
\\ith the track, but with the car," Pruett 
said. ''There i~n 't, there wasn 't, there 
hasn't been, and I doubt I will ever see 
anything like [Martinsville] again." 

Right now, Pruett's j ust hoping to see 
the track on the next race day, and he 
hopes to sec it for the duration of the 
event. And, if it's not too much to ask, 
he'd he especially appreciative to finish 
on the lead lap. something he's only 
done once so far, at Daytona. 

"We've been joking with the team 

that we 'rc gonna start sellin~ tickets to 
this roller-coaster ride - up and down, 
up and do\\ n,'' Pruett said. "\Ve',·e cer­
tain I) had our ups and downs. We seem 
to struggle more on the short tracks. My 
histor) is not in short-track racing at all, 
so I do ha,·e a lot to learn. and we've all 
kept our focus on the next test, next 
race, next test, next race." 

Pruett said the roller-coaster ride is 
draining mentally -especially when the 
team has to pack up and head home 
early after fai ling to qualify for not j ust 
one race, but for three of the first seven 
this vear. 

\Vhilt.• Pruett can be happy about his 
outside pole and one top:2o finish so far 
this season, not making races has been 
tou~h. He says his low was ut Bristol. 
where he hit the wall during his qualify­
ing run, sending the tenm home early 
for a srcond straight week.

Small book with a 
powerful message

Revolution takes a nation 
by storm. Its effects are felt 
well beyond the actual time 
of the fighting. Both sides of 
the conflict are forever 
changed by war. A revolu­
tion is more than just a shift 
in lines on the map or lan­
guages spoken. It is also the 
precursor of new attitudes 
and new ways of think..jng. 

Revolution changes lives 
politically, economically 
and legislatively. It also 
changes lives socially, cul­
turally and even spiritually. 
The Cane Ridge Revival of 
180 I is an excellent exam­
ple of how the American 
Revolution changed lives on 

the western frontier. 
rn 180 I, the American 

Revolution had been 0\ er 
for about 20 years. Think 
about where you were in the 
early 1980s and that gives 
you some perspccti ve on 
how fresh the battles of 
Lexington. Concord and 
Yorktown were to the peo­
ple of these new United 
States. 

Patriotism was running 
high, and especially so in 
this very new state of the 
Union whose largest (at that 
time) commercial center 
was named Lexington 
Kentucky had only been a 
state for nine years. 

When I put myself in the 
shoes of the people who 
lived in that time. I think

that it must have seemed 
that all things were possible. 
America had won its free­
dom from the behemoth that 
was England; Kentucky had 
procla1med its indepen­
dence from old line 
Virginia; and the people that 
met under the trees in 
Bourbon County to listen to 
men proclaim the word of 
God must have felt that the 
reins of traditional religion 
had been stretched to the 
breaking point. 

In our current temporary 
exhibit, ''Saving Kentucky's 
Treasures," is the diary of 
John Lyle. Rev. Lyle 
preached at the Cane Ridge 
revival and was an eye-wit­
ness to the shaking, fainting 
and overpowering spirit that 
was rampant in the presence 
of the believers during that 
supernatural time. 

Rev. Lyle was a 
Presbyterian minister who 
reminded the believers 
again and again that such 
strong emotions were not 
part of traditional worship 

but his diary is full of the 
names of those who suc­
cumbed to the overwhelm· 
ing conviction of sin. some 
with revelation1> of heaven 
to the point that they could­
n't speak, or spoke of mag­
nilicient visions. 

Re ... L)'le"s diary is writ­
ten in crabbed long-ham! 
style of days past. The bind­
ing is dark with age and it is 
a fragile yet powerful 
reminder of those days 
when the trees and mead­
ows of central Kentucky 
were visited by forces that 
to this day have not been 
adequately explained. 

·•saving Kentucky's 
Treasures" will be on dis­
play at the Kentucky 
History Center through June

··otd Yeller" marked a milestone for me 
v.hen it v.as r~leased by Disney in 1957. It 
was the fi.-. .. t and only time I've seen that 
many people in a movie theater cry at the 
same time. 

Perhaps because of that, along with the 
fact that I think it was the greatest dog 
movie ever made, I have always had a 
weakness for big yellow dogs. So, it was no 
surprise \\hen "Crosby'' came into our lives 
nearly two years ago that my family and I 
quick!) took to him. 

First off. Crosb) i~ not his real name. My 
husband, Ronnie. named him for his 
favorite rock band, "Crosb), Stills, Nash 
and Young" thus. "Crosby" for short; hut 
this dog was so friendly I believe he would 
have answered to anything. 

Cro!)by showed up at our door one night 
literally from out of nowhere and acting as 
if he belonged here. And even though we 
had never seen him before. Ronnie. out of 
curio!)it), opened the door and invited him 
in. This from a man whose father raised 
hunting dogs that were never ever allowed 
in the house. 

At first Crosby was hesistant to come 
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inside. but within minutes, he was as much 
a part of the household as "Dais) .. in the 
comic strip "Biondie." 

Now. don't get the idea that we just 
invite every stray dog in the neighborhood 
to stroll into our home and avail themselves 
to the couch (or in Crosby's case to the bed 
in my son J .R. 's room). But Crosby was dif­
ferent. 

First. he was one of the most handsome 
dogs you would ever want to see. He was 
mid-size and obviously had some Husky in 
him. Along with Old Yeller's coloring. he 
sported a friendly white face that always 
seemed to be smiling. 

But that face conveyed something else 
-intelligence. Ronn1e claimed Crosby was 
the smartest dog he had ever seen. One 
morning as he was leaving for work, Ronnie 
watched Crosby at the mouth of Lucy Lane 
here at Turner Branch as he navigated his 
way across the busy highway. 

For most animals. crossing this murder­
ous stretch of road at that time of day would 
be suicide. But Crosby sat there for more 
than five minutes, his head turning left and 
right as if v.atching a tennis match, until 
both lanes were clear. (No risk-taker, he.) 

After a -while Crosby had his own water 
and food bowl, along with a steady supply 
of treats and Gaincsburgers. And though he 
seemed to live the life of a stray, he always 
appeared to be well-fed. 

And no wonder! One afternoon a neigh­
bor happened to spot us petting this beauti­
ful intruder. and, after a short conversation, 
we found that Crosby not only visited our 
house on a routine basis. but also he had a 

regular route that included many of our 
neighbors in the hoJJow behind us; and they 
all feg him too! 

Crosby never wore a collar so no one 
knew his real name. his owner. or where he 
came from or disappeared to, but he was a 
welcome guest, it seems, at several homes 
around Turner Branch. 

Crosby would show up at all hours of the 
day but mostly late at night. We would Jet 
him in and he'd sleep beside our bed for 
three or four hours (never the whole night) 
and then wake us up to let him out around 4 
a.m. when he would take off into the night. 

No matter how cold or miserable it might 
be outs1de. he would never try to come back 
in but rather would take off as if on a mis­
sion. 

We might not see him again for a week, 
and then he would show up to much fanfare 
and welcomes as if he were a family mem­
ber. In fact, it was not uncommon to walk 
into Mother's bedroom and find Crosby 
curled up with her on the bed watching TV. 

Then. about two and a half months ago 
Crosby stopping coming around. It was 8 
a.m. and Ronnie was on his way to work in 
Martin County when he encountered 
Crosby at the front door, as happy and 
perky as ever. When the door was opened 
Crosby trotted right in, still limping from a 
bad cut he had acquired on one of h1s front 
pads a few nights earlier. 

Ronnie had cleaned the cut initially (but 
not before Crosby had tracked blood all 
over the house). and one of our neighbors 
had doctored it the next night. But aside 
from the limp there was no indication that 

anything was wrong. or that this would be 
the last time we would see our old friend 

We left his water bowl outside as we 
always did in case he showed up while we 
were gone, but within a few days it became 
apparent that Crosby hadn't been around. 
Once he had stayed away for nearly two 
weeks so we didn't become apprehensive 
until that time frame had rolled by.

And as I 
lie in bed wondering about Crosby, I feel 
Ronnie stirring beside me. He quietly gets 
up and pulls the shade back from the win 
dow and stares into the darkness beyond the 
streetlight.

The good news is 

that this disease is 
very preventable if a 

good vaccination sched­
ule is carried out. The 
newer vaccines are much 

more effective, but they 
must be given properly. 

Again. the precise schedule 
will vary from vet to vet. depending 
on their personal experience and the 
vaccine they are using. 

Most older dogs have some 
degree of immunity, either from 
vaccination or exposure to the dis­
ease. When puppies are born, the 
mother passes along her immunity 
to her litter. The pups' bodies are not 
yet able to manufacture their own. 

As the pup gets older, his moth­
er's immunity gradually wears off. 
It is during this time that we need to 
tum on his own antibody factory 
through vaccination. Basically, vac­
cination exposes the body to a non­
disease producing form of the virus 
so the body recognizes the enemy 
and makes the weapons it needs to 
fight it. 

Periodic booster shots raise the 
level of the body's defenses to a 
level where it can fight effectively. 
General1y, this involves a shot given 
every 2-3 weeks from about 6 weeks 
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of age to 4-In months or older. 
Even then, there may be a window 
of time when the pup is not well pro­
tected - the mother's immunity is 
declining and the active immunity" is 
not yet strong enough. so remain 
observant of your pup's health. 

I cannot stress enough how con­
tagious this virus is to other dogs. It 
is present virtually everywhere and 
can be carried on your shoes. cloth­
ing, even the tires of your car. So no 
dog is immune to exposure. 

One part household bleach to 30 
parts water is still one of the best 
disinfecting solutions for surfaces 
(floors, food bowls, etc.) Let it sit on 
the surface for 5-10 minutes and 
always rinse well. 

There is no way to disinfect soil, 
which may harbor infective viruses 
for long periods. 

My final point is to address the 
concern of parents for their chil­
dren's health. I know there have 
been some recent fears about 
whether Parvo is contagious to 
humans. 

The experts agree that there is 
absolutely no evidence of this. 
Humans are affected by a difference 
species of Parvovirus, which like­
wise is not contagious to animals. 

Remember that even as closely 
related as the dog and cat versions 
are, they are not contagious between 
the two. The standard recommenda­
tion with any disease is to always 
observe good hygiene and keep chil­
dren away from sick animals.

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"Green Blood Red Tears" explores high suicide rates among farmers 
In March 1995, Jame:, Gray 

Goodman, a 42-year-old farmer 
from Warren County, wrote his 
family a brief note telling them he 
would "be over in the field with 
cows." Goodman then drove his 
pick-up truck to the backside of 
their farm and bit down on the 
working end of the shotgun that had 
been given to him as a Christmas 
present. 

Goodman's suicide shocked the 
community where he had been an 
elected farm leader. Baptist deacon 
and award-winning "young 
farmer." 

But his demise was far from 
unique. Studies of farmer suicides 
in Kentucky and five Midwestern 
states reveal that farn1ers are three 
to four times more likely to kill 
themselves than the average 
Amencan. 

Jn ''Green Blood Red Tears,"

Joe Terrence Gray probes the caus­
es underlying the high rate of 
fanner suicides in this country and 
abroad. The documentary ftlm airs 
Saturday, April 15, at 7 p.m., on

The film begins with an intimate 
portrait of James Gray Goodman, 
the filmmaker's nephew. as told 
through interviews with relatives. 
friends and James' widow. 

Through interviews with these 
and other farm families across the 
nation that have experienced the 
pain of suicide. the film presents 
many of the psychological and 
socioeconomic factors that may 
affect the high rate of farmer sui­
cides. 

The film also investigates the 
possibility of a physiotO!ical expla­
nation for the suicide rate. namely 
the effect that certain agricultural 
chemicals may have on brain func­
tions. 

Among those interviewed are 
suicide scholar Ronald Maris, agri­
cuture historian David Danbom and 
economic historian John Kenneth 
Galbraith.

Native North 
Americans viewed them as kin­
dred spirits in the natural world. 
and believed they had supernatur­
al strength. 

By the 19th century, the status 
of the wolf changed drastically. 
European American settlers 
depleted wild populations of 
deer. moose. elk and bison. 
Because wolves relied on these 
animals as a primary food source. 
they turned to sheep and cattle in 

the absence of natural prey. 
To protect livestock. govern­

ment agencies and ranch settlers 
launched a massive campaign to 
abolish wolves from the land. 
They almost succeeded. By 1965. 
wolves were nearly extinct in 48 
states. 

Since 'that time, environmen­
talists and scientists have devel­
oped a better understanding of 
these predators and their complex 
role in society, as well as their 
effect on the ecosystem. 

"Wolves" illustrates the mysti­
fication of the wolf by allowing 
viewers to join naturalists who 
are reintroducing these predators 
in Yellowstone National Park.
