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Protecting yourself from predators

Do you often find yourself walk-
ing alone at night? Do you know
what you would do if confronted by
an assailant? Many situations can
be frightening if you have not
thought about how 1o protect your-
self from predators.

Radford University physical and
health education professor Jerry
Beasley, an expert in violence pre-
vention and martial arts, says two
questions are important in factoring
whether you are a possible victim:
“Are vou vulperable?” and “Are
you accessible?”

A good example of becoming
vulnerable is going out to a bar and
getting drunk. Being intoxicated
means losing control and making
yourself more vulnerable to an
attack.

However, you may still be safe if
you buddy up with a friend—you'll
be less accessible. On the other
hand, a seven foot-tall body builder
walking alone is accessible, but
because of his size he is unlikely to
be seen as vulnerable.

Human predators can be just like
those found in the wild, says
Beasley, They search for the weak,

“You do not want to look like
you are a victim,” says Beasley. To

prevent yoursell from becoming a
target: he recommends always
walking in groups at night. "If you
must walk alone, let someone know
when to expect you.”

Carrying a flashlight can be a
good  preventative  measure.
According 1o Beasley, criminals
usually stay away from lighted
ar¢as at night.

Being alert and prepared is yvour
best protection. says Beasley. If you
have to walk alone at night, do not
daydream or keep your head down.
Predators can wait all evening for
what they think is the right vicum.

Be aware of those around you
and use common sense. Try lo stay
in lighted areas where there are sev-
eral people around you.

Another important up is to com-
municate when confronted by a
threatening situation. Make sure
you let the person know that you are
upset. Beasley recommends yelling,
“Stop!"” or “No!" This gets atiention
and is a clear message to the
assailant,

Weapens should be a last resort,
says Beasley. "First we want o
negotiate or defuse a sitwation.”

I recommend that people try to
deescalate a sitvation by speaking
calmly. appearing to be confident
and not giving In 10 aggressive
behavior that would cause the situa-

tion 1o become more volatile. As a
last resort, weapons can be an
equalizer.”

A weapon can be useful against
an attack only if you know the right
way 1o use i, he says. If vou cannot
use it properly, you are giving the
predator a chance o use it against
you,

The objective of a weapon, he
says, is to get the assailant’s mind
off you and on the pain you are
causing long enough for youto get
away.

Here are some of Beasley's lips
on what he refers to as potential
Weapons:

* Darts: They don’Lappear to be
& weapon bul can cause a lot of pain
if thrown in the attacker’s direction
or used to rake or penetrate the
attacker as he grabs you.

» Rocks and Dirt: If you feel
threatened by someone, gather
some rocks and dirt off the ground
and hold them in the palm of your
hand. If the person accosts vou
these can be thrown in his face.
Hopefully, this will distract him
enough so thal you can gel away.

» Sand and Pepper: This is 4
homemade recipe for pepper spray.
Place the sand and pepper in a ts-
sue or something that can easily be
opened and thrown into an attack-
er's face. This will cause his eyes 1o

burn and close, giving you a chance
Lo escape.

» Mage or Pepper Spray: Both of
thes¢ items will irritate an
assailant’s eyes. Beasléy recom-
mends pepper spray over mace
because it will burn more and actu-
ally cause the attacker to close his
eyes,

* Rock 1n a Sock: You can swing
the sock, and upon impact the rock
will cause pain.

* Knife: Only use a knife if you
are forced to. If you hurt someone
with a knife you will probably be
placed in jail first and asked ques-
tions later, Also, using a knife
requires a lot of practice; otherwise
it may be taken away by the
assailant and used against him.

* Gun: A weapon of this magni-
tude should only be used in extreme
circumstances. If you shoot a per-
son' with a gun, you will probably
be placed in jail and forced to prove
your innocence from there,

Furthermore. you must have reg-
ular practice with a gun for it to be
useful. Beasley does not recom-
mend using a gun unless you are
properly trained.

You can decrease your potential
of being targeted by a predator by
not being vulnerable or accessible.
If you do 1ake risks, make sure you
remain alert and use common sense.

Changes announced for Medicaid managed care

Kentucky's managed care sys-
tem for the Medicaid program will
be seeing some changes, Health
Services Secretary Jimmy Helton
announced.

Under the new plan, managed
care organizations will be able to
provide health coverage to
Medicaid recipients., who will
have more choices than before.

There will be no further devel-
opment of the Medicaid managed
care partnerships in the state. The
Cabinet for Health Services is
working with the federal Health
Care Financing Administration to
continue the two existing regional
partnerships based in Louisville
and Lexington.

Helton 1old lawmakers on
December 15 that he had conduct-
ed an extensive review of the part-
aership program, which began in
1997 with a goal of having eight
regional partnerships providing

care to Medicaid recipients.
Helton cited several problem.
including start up difficulties and
complaints about rates.

The new managed care plan
will continue striving toward pro-
viding quality care and better
health status for recipients, while
at the same time providing some
flexibility for the state, Helton
said,

“We remain committed (o man-
aged care because we believe it
can help contain costs and con-
tribute to the improving health sta-
tus and quality of care.” Helton
said.

Under the federal Balanced
Budget Act of 1997, states can use
managed care plans for Medicaid
recipients as long as they allow for
a choice of providers. This act was
approved after Kentucky launched
the partnership effort. Certain pop-
ulations would be excluded from

managed care such as children
with special needs. These changes
can be carried out by changing the
state Medicaid plan.

The changes mean. that health
maintenance organizations may
seek a contract through competi-
tive bidding to cover Medicaid
recipients in a single county or
across the siate. Another option,
known as a Primary Care Case
Manager, will also be offered to
recipients. The Primary Care Case
Manager could be a physician or
other provider who contracts with
the state to provide coverage to
Medicaid recipients. This care
could be handled through an exist-
ing Medicaid program—the
Kentucky Patient Access and Care
System (KenPAC).

“This strategy gives us the flex-
ibility to.work with:whatever the
health care marketplace has to
offer,” Helton said. He noted it

Water shortage warnings and
watches lifted for all but 23 counties

The Kentucky Division of Water
is lifting its water shortage warn-
ings for all counties and its water
shortage watches in all but 23 coun-
ties.

The first Water Shortage Watch
of the 1999-2000 drought was
announced at the end of June for the
Bluegrass and Eastern Kentucky
regions of the state, and was fol-
lowed by more watches and warn-
ings as conditions worsened
throughout the summer and fall.
Rainfall has improved condi-
tions across the state during the last
few weeks. However, the eastern
area of the state, where the Water
Shortage Watch is stll in effect. is
the farthest behind in stream flows.
All systems 'in this area should

watch their supplies carefully as
drier summer weather approaches.

Except for the Salt River basin,
most major river basins have at
least some streams above the long-
term average for this date. Five of
six streams in the Salt River basin
are below 50 percent of the average.
The Palmer Drought Severity Index
indicates that the West and Central
regions of the state are in moderate
drought and the Bluegrass and
Eastern regions are in a mild
drought. Above average rainfall is
still needed to bring the state back
1o normal water levels.

Saturday's pre-dawn raid by armed federal agents to
seize Elidn Gonzdlez is already being cited by right-wing
extremists to bolster their paranoid view that the U.S,
government employs brutal, police-state tactics to tram-
ple the rights of innocent citizens,

Unfortunately, Louisville’s Rep. Anne Northup, who
usually chooses her words carefully, and Kentucky Sen.
Jim Bunning, who often does not, aided that ignoble
argument by chiming in that the federal operation
reminded them of Nazi tactics.

That is utter nonsense. The Miami raid led to no
injuries, gunfire or arrests. It was over in about three min-
utes. Its purpose was to reunite a 6-year-old boy with his
father, whose fitness to raise his son has not been seri-
ously challenged. Preparations had been made to offer
immediate comfort and reassurance to Elidn.

Furthermore, the Justice Department, which had a
wirrant, was acting legally under American law and in
- accordance with international norms on child custody.

Attorney General Janet Reno, who clearly had hoped to

avoid using force, ordered the raid only after months of

defiant refusal by Elian’s Miami relatives to obey lawful
directives to surrender custody of the boy.

None of these factors were hallmarks of “Gestapo-
type actions,” the Northup-Bunning claims notwithstand-
ing.

Two points are especially important. One is that the
raid ends the Miami standoff, in which the exploitation of
Elidn by some Miami Cubans was rapidly escalating and
which posed a growing threat of community violence.
The other is that whatever one thinks of the decision to
use force, the blame lies with Elidn’s Miami relatives and
supporters. Inflamed by Cuban political passions, these
groups apparently felt free to follow the rule of law only
when convenient.

That said, Ms, Reno’s decision to use force was a risky
gamble. Law-enforcement raids, like military operations,
do not go precisely according to plan. In Saturday's case,
the unpleasant surprise for the federal agents was a pho-
tographer in the house, and not a gunman. But the danger
of a bloody shootout was inherent in the situation.

In the weeks ahead, Ms. Reno will be pressed to elab-
orate on why she felt courting that peril was preferable to
ratcheting up the legal pressure on Elidn’s relatives to
surrender the boy. That is appropriate — part of the vital

' process of holding public officials accountable for their
decisions.

Is is also, as Kentucky's congressional delegation
should note, a democratic safeguard that was not visited
upon the Gestapo.

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Still seeking answers

Editor:

Mr. Randell Reno’s front page story, “E-911 near-
ly complete, judge says,” in the April 16 Floyd
County Times, was not complete, even if the county
judge says the E-911 system is. Very conspicuous by
its absence was the number of telephone lines (sub-
scribers) in Floyd County who paid the tax in the
past and who will pay the 99-cent tax in the future.
Johnson, Knott, Pike and Letcher counties reported
the number of subscribers in their counties who pay
the tax, but not Floyd County!

Listing the number of subscribers would of
course indicate how much money was collected in
the past and how much will be collected in the
future.

I tried to obtain this number for Floyd County
over a two-to-three year period. Each time, | was
told I had to get a court order. I also tried to obtain
the number of subscribers and/or the total amount of
taxes collected by the Harold Telephone Company
and BellSouth (Louisville). Each company refused
and told me I had 1o get a court order. Both compa-
nies quoted an agreement with Floyd County offi-
cials not to release the number of subscribers or their
own company figures of the taxes they collected and
sent to the fiscal court,

You can imagine my chances of obtaining a court
order in Floyd County — then or now. And espe-
cially a court order to obtain records pertaining to
the E-911 bank account. It was a Kind of classical

Catch-22 situation.

Why can’t we learn of the true number of sub-
scribers or telephone lines covered by Floyd
County's E-911 system? Why can't the telephone
companies tell us exactly how much tax money their
records show that they collected and returned to
Floyd County’s fiscal court? Is there some connec-
tion here to the national defense or national security
that 1 don’t understand? No; folks; beyond a doubt
there was some security involved here, but it sure
wasn’t national security. It was the security of some
homegrown good-ol’-boys.

If the E-911 system is “nearly complete™ and they
want to start collecting the tax again, let them do it
the right way this time. The fiscal court did not
legally pass the E-911 resolution until April 1995,
and they backdated it (made it retroactive) in an
attempt to cover the period from 1990 to 1995 when
the telephone tax was collected illegally. This was
probably illegal anywhere else in the state or nation,
but was perfectly legal here in Floyd County.
Indeed, there seems to be a symbiotic relationship
between our fiscal court and the individuals and
courts responsible for our state laws and our consti-
tution. But that is another story for another day.

Do it right this time. Pass the resolution legally
this time, tell us how many telephone lines will be
taxed, and put the money in a designated account.

He was unwanted by his siblings but
the man lived his life working constant-
ly for his father. Ever busy in his labor,
he never married nor did he take time to
entertain the thought of the graceful
company of a woman.

His watching eye looked out for his
family and never strayed. At middle age
he must have seemed so much older,
bearing the trials of being the eldest.

His stepfather was already a man of
age when he was born and had died in
his youth. When his siblings had grown,
they left home, leaving him, the first-
born, with his mother’s care.

Should he have been born today he
may have been paid millions as a per-
former and could have been a television
star. And he would have qualified for
government assistance as a troubled
youth.

He had moved so often as a child his
friends and playmates were consistently
temporary. And after he was grown his
very own brothers and sister spread
rumors through the community that he
was insane.

Rumors that he was a bastard fol-
lowed him everywhere. Inasmuch, he
never used his surname.

Despite his seemingly disparaging
situation he carried on his work,
Though considered an outcast, the
strong and sinewy man built the family
business until now it dominates the
world. Like most who love their work,
he gave his heart to every effort.

His disposition left him with few
friends and maybe just one he was real-
ly close to, But he was a man of faith.

He was bruised beyond recogni-
tion, and the city officials appealed
the occupational leader's decision
and returned him to the court beg-
ging for justice.

Despite their public outcries for
his punishment, the judge found
nothing beyond circumstantial evi-
dence to prove he had done any-
thing wrong.

Under pressure by his president
and in dire need of keeping the
occupied territory in peace, the
provincial leadership bent«to the
ever increasing throng of natives,
Through a prisoner exchange, the
judge released a known dissident
for one who must have been much
worse.

Remanded to the custody of the
military police, the poor man suf-
fered through yet another battering
and was then marched out for all 1o
see,

A bloodthirsty crowd screamed
for his public execution. So, the
soldiers forced him to parade
through the city for all to see.
Onward they pushed him until they
reached a place for his execution,
It was a place where all could see.

Desperately following him was
a confused and bewildered mother
who was dying inside to help her
son. She was permitted to come to
the front of the crowd, to see the
execution up close. And there she
stayed, within eyesight of her son.

I've never met Kathleen Parker
and likely never will. Stll, I think
of her as a buddy.

Parker writes a syndicated
newspaper column that originates
from Florida. She's one of the few
pundits I read regularly, because
she's one of the few anymore who
seem to possess a lick of common
sense.

To me, many of America’s cur-
rent opinion leaders — politicians,
social scientists, celebrities, educa-
tors and journalists — collectively
have lost their ever-loving minds.

Then I'll pick up a newspaper
and there's Parker and, oh, my
faith in humanity is restored. It's
so gratifying to find someone who
has a brain and isn’t scared to use
1L

For example, one of Parker's
columns begins like this:

“By today's zero-tolerance stan-
dards of child’s play, my brother
and | should have been sent to the
electric chair years ago. In fact,
every child in our neighborhood
and at school would qualify at least
as a juvenile delinquent, potential-
ly as a homicidal maniac.

“We played war; we dug trench-
es and foxholes; we screamed and
cried, raided and rioted, bombed
each other with rotten grapefruit,
torpedoed with oranges, fake-
killed and fake-died, fell from
trees, crashed bikes and wiped out
on gravelly roads.

“We pillaged and plundered
until the sun set and a dozen
fathers whistled time for supper.

“We didn't die from these activ-
ities, nor did we kill anyone else.

Parker then contrasts her child-
hood play with the plight of four
kindergartners at a New Jersey ele-
mentary school, who recently were
suspended for pointing fingers and
shouting “bang” at playmates in a
schoolyard game of cops and rob-
bers.

“The lunatics don’t have to take
over the asylum anymore,” Parker
writes, “‘because apparently every-
one else has lost their minds.”

Of course, there is a difference
between her childhood games in
the 1950s and the travails of

today’s kids, Parker acknowledges:
Today a few “children bring real
guns to school; children Kill and
wound other children in what used
to be a safe environment.”

For that, the majority are stifled
by paranoid administrators and
even parents.

But it's not playing cops and
robbers that has led to real-life
massacres, Parker argues. It's not
even the availability of guns: many
Baby Boomers such as she grew up
in homes stocked with small arse-
nals,

“What's different.” she contin-
ues, “is that our parents and teach-
ers worked together without undue
interference from bureaucrats,
social workers and lawyers, A kid
who misbehaved in school was
dealt with promptly, first by the
teacher and then by the dads who
whistled at dinner time. A bad kid
wasn't bad for long,"”

You go, girl.

Understand, my readers, that
I'm not a gun nut. 1 don’t hunt. |
don’t belong to the NRA.

Yet I, like Parker, am dumb-
founded by the common assump-
ton that kids are blowing each
other away because they play
aggressively or because real guns
are easily available.

Blooey. When I was growing up
in small-town Kentucky most kids,
boys particularly. played cowboys
and Indians daily. And most guys
had within easy reach enough real
guns to hold off the Russian army.

Yet we never murdered any-
body.

Why?

For one thing schoolteachers
back then could (and would),
smack a knot on your head if you
carried a firearm to school.

A more important reason was
that nearly every boy lived under
the same roof as his dad. And those
fathers kept an eye on their kids”
business.

1 knew a rowdy fellow who did-
n't blink an eye at an approaching
cop., but would burst into tears if
the officer said, “I'll just call your
dad.”

There’s something special about
boys and their dads — that is,
when the dads assume an active
role in their sons’ lives.

Sons by nature behold their$¥
fathers with an indescribable com-
bination of love, awe and fear. No
one else has such control over a
boy’s behavior,

Today, as Parker aptly con-
cludes, “we've emasculated teach-
ers and evicted fathers. ... Our con-
fusion might be lessened if we put
real discipline back in the schools
and fathers back in the homes.
Only then might we relax and let
the good boys play.”

God bless you, Ms, Parker.

dence shines through. The 20-year-old
eastern Kentuckian has plenty to be
confident about. She's not only a gutsy,
powerhouse singer, but several gold and
platinum stars, such as Reba McEntire,
John Michael Montgomery, Patty
Loveless and Lila McCann, have
already recorded her songs.

“I didn’t just come out of high school
and land a record deal,” Howard says.
“I've been working in this business
since I was 10 years old. I've really
worked hard over the past decade.”

Howard started singing as a toddler.
By the time she was in grade school, she
had taught herself piano and wis begin-
ning to writé her own songs. Throughout
the years, she sang in school and church,
and even directed the church choir.

“I was really wrapped up in music all
the time," she admits.

For three years, she toured with the
Kentucky Opry. As a solo artist, she
opened shows for Martina McBride,
John Michael Montgomery, Ricky Van
Shelton and Sammy Kershaw.

During that time, she made frequent
trips to Nashville, developing her song-
writing skills and making contacts.

“I've always known this is what |
wanted to do,” she says. “l finally 1alked
my mom into bringing me 1o Nashville
when I was 10."

She recorded a demo that eventually
helped secure a recording contract with
Rising Tide Records. She recorded
“Softly and Tenderly" for “The Apostle”
soundtrack, which won a Grammy. She
was snapped up by MCA Nashville when
Rising Tide closed its doors in 1998,

“I've been through a lot in the past
couple of vears,” Howard says. “Bul
I"ve got a lot of discipline, My manager
and I used to run eight, 10, and as much

as 12 miles a day for about six to eight
months. Tharkind of physical challenge
helped me develop the proper mental
endurance to handle the hardships that
arise in this business,”

Those hardships are finally paying off
and Howard is excited about her new
record. “Musically, the songs 1 write®are
so different. 1 don't think you can peg
my music to any other artist. I'd say it’s
kind of rock ‘n roll meets bluegrass
meets R&B meets country.

“Growing up | listened to Reba, Pauy
Loveless, Michael Bolton, Celine Dion,
Whitney Houston and Mariah Carey —
all the big power singers,” she says. “1
think you can hear a lot of their influ-
ence in my music."

In the debut album, Howard and pro-
ducer Mark Wright have forged an
intriguing sound, combining the heart of
country music with the soul of contem-
porary pop. She wrote much of the
album with some of her favorite co-writ-
ers.

Howard wrote the single “Out Here in
the Water” with Robin and Trey Bruce.

“When we met for a songwriling ses-
sion, none of us had any ideas, So we
started playing this funky, greasy
melody. and all of a sudden Trey says,
*You hold the pole and I'll try to net
him.”

“l totally freaked out and the song
snowballed from there. It was one of
those times when we dido’t let the right
side of the brain overtake the left side,”
she says.

“I Don’t Paint Myself into Corners”
is another stand-out track that seems to
be getting a lot of atention. Howard
received a standing ovation after singing
this ballad a1 Fan Fair ‘99, even though
the crowd was not yet familiar with the

new artist.

She remembers, “I was so surprised
when everyone stood up in their seats.
They were whistling and clapping... 1
couldn’t stop smiling.™

Howard wrote “Believe It Or Not”
with Marty Dotson and Ron Hardin.
“You can definitely hear the influence of
Michael Bolton and Celine.,” she says.
“The verses are tender and the choruses
just blast your head off. The strings and
piano arrangements are really cool.”

She wrote “Was It Hard To Be
Together” with Carl Jackson. “It’s a very
powerful song. and it’s really, really
country.” she says. “"Everyone who hears
this song will know they just listened to

Kentucky Chautauqua characters
will be chosen in July 2000.
Dramatic expenience is desirable but
not required.

Proposed Chautauqua characters
do not have to be famous. but their
lives should illuminate some part of
Kentucky's history, and their stories
should be compelling enough to
appeal to audiences in every part of
the state,

Often the |
parentage of a litter of kittens
is unknown, and it cap be hard
to judge potential body type of a
young kitten.

In most cases, the body type of
the mother is one of those middle-

of-the road kinds anyway. If you
are interested in purebred, talking
tn several breeders or contacting
a breed club will give you much
more specific answers.

Color by itself is not much of
an indicator of a cat's personality,
except that a couple of the colors
are sex-linked and that may play a
role, I think I may save a discus-
sion of cat color for a separate
article.

For right now, I'll just provide
you with the tidbit of (rivia that
almost all Calico and
Tortoiseshell cats are female, and
that red cats are somewhat more
likely to be male.

It's probably more useful to
know the mother cat's back-

ground. her personalily, and how
the

kittens were raised, in
making a pguess about
what sort of tempera-
ment they are likely
to have.

If the mother is
very used to peo-
ple and very gen-
tle. and the Kit-
tens have
been exposed
to  handling

| since they
were  very
young, the
kittens  are

much more

likely to be gentle them-
selves. Kittens who
were bom more or
less wild, or feral,
are unlikely to ever
become comfortable
with people; they
have a very narrow
window of time
to become used
to humans, and
once that window
closes, they really can’t
be gentled.

Of course, I know one cat who
totally refuses this statement. Our
friend Shawn. who seems to be
some sort of Svengali for cats,
rescued a kitten who was so wild
he named her Lucifer (spelled
Lucy-fur).

She is now a fat, conlent house
cal whose wildest escapades these
days are stealing Shawn’s posses-
stons like his keys and pock-
etknife, and burying them in her
litter box. Lucy-fur the terrorist is
now just plain Lucy the Klepto-
maniac.

If you can't make it through
the wild-and-crazy stage all kit-
tens seem lo experience, moslt
will eventually calm down and
stop dangling from the curtains.

And don't forget, gats can be
trained. They require a lot of
patience, but the basic game plan
is similar to puppies. Interrupt

whatever they are doing that
you don’t like, offer an
acceptable alterna-
tive, and reward
them for this.

Example: Tiger
is attacking your
feet as you watch tele-
vision. You distract
him—with a noise like a
loud handclap, or a
spritz of water from a
spray bottle.

You then immediately
give him a toy that he can attack.
(Be fair: this needs to be some-
thing interesting—no Kitten will
choose a stuffed mouse that just
lies there over a pair of live. mov-
ing feet).

When he turps his energy on
the Loy, praise him or even offer a
small bite of something he really
likes. Obviously, you have to be
prepared with cat (reats, Spray
bottle, or anything else you need.

I suppose the bottom line is
that you have to look at Kittens,
like babies, as a sort of surprise
package. You can make some
educated guesses about their
adult temperaments, and you can
shape their personalities to some
extent. through training and guid-
ance.

In the end, though. you just
have to appreciate them for the
individuals they are.

Jubilee Singers’ brave tour
at a hostile time in history

On November 16, 1871, a group of
unknown singers — all but two of them
former slaves, many of them still in their
teens — arrived at Oberlin College in Ohio
to perform before a national convention of
influential ministers.

After a few standard ballads, the chorus
began to sing spirituals. 1L was one of the
first public performances of the secret
music African Americans had sung in the
fields and behind closed doors.

“All of a sudden, there was no talking,”
says musicologist Horace Boyer. “They
said you could hear the soft weeping .
and 1'm sure that the Jubilee Singers were
joining them in tears, because sometimes
when you think about what you are
singing, particularly if you believe it, you
can’t help but be moved.”

Airing Monday, May | at 10 p.m. on
KET. The American Experience “Jubilee
Singers: Sacrifice and Glory™ looks at this
brave group of artists who forged ahead in
the face of extreme adversity.

As the program recounts, the concert at
QOberlin was the turping point in a daring
fundraising experiment for impoverished
Fisk University in Nashville, Tennessee,
where the singers were students.

Wilhelm Krumwiede asked the
Nebraska Supreme Court in December to
rule that his estranged (and possibly dead)
wife is also liable for the $120,000 in legal
fees he has amassed defending the charge
that he murdered her. (She has been miss-
ing since 1995, but in two trials,
Krumwiede has not been convicted.) And
in December, after estranged wife Cora
Caro was arrested in Ventura County.
California, and charged with murdering
three of her four children, she demanded
$550,000 from her husband (the kids'
father) as a “loan" from the future division
of the community property in order to
fund her expectedly elaborate defense.

In November, lestifying before the
state gaming commission in Indianapolis,
principals of Caesars Indiana apologized
for falling far short of the commission rule
requiring that 10 percent of casino con-
tracts go to minonty businesses.

2000 Ford Excursion Limited 4WD

By Zane Binder

This is it, folks: The largest sport-
utility vehicle you can buy. It's Ford's
gigantic Excursion, a behemoth 7.5
inches longer than the former record
holder, Chevrolet's Suburban. It can
seat nine in relative comfort, tow
10,000 pounds, tote tremendous
amounts of cargo ... and do it all simul-
taneously!

Inside the 7,190-pound Excursion
Limited you'll find acres of room in the
twin leather-covered Captain’s Chairs
(bench seating is available). In fact,
there's more than adequate legroom for
even the tallest driver. The rear seat is
spacious, though not as well padded,
and the back bench is equally pleasant.
Even with these seats, upright cargo
volume is enormous; a full-size spare is
standard, too.

In front of the driver sits an instru-
ment panel chock-full of analog gauges:
overhead there's a storage console that
complements the huge one between the
seats. Cupholders abound throughout

this $40.900 base price vehicle, as do
power points. Safety wasn’t neglected
either. You'll find driver and passenger
airbags, four-wheel antilock power disc
brakes and Stability Control standard.
Under the hood of this veritable giant
that's based on Ford's F250 pickup,
you'll discover an excellent 310-horse-
power, 6.8-liter (410 cubic inch) V-10
engine. It produces enormous low-end
pulling power; the torque curve is flat.
Though desirable in a vehicle that casts
a shadow the size of an eclipsed moon it
also means you may yearn for enhanced
highway passing ability. Remember,
though, the Excursion isn't made for
aggressive or high-speed driving: even
a short trip will convince you this
extremely tall vehicle possesses a high
center of gravity and simply won’t tol-
erate being tossed about. Zero to 60
acceleration was measured at 10.5 sec-
onds, with fuel economy on regular
unleaded observed at 10 city and 14
highway (EPA 12 city/16 highway).
Surprisingly, the ride and handling
on the Excursion need a lot of work.

While Ford has endeavored 1o make the
Excursion car-like, its ride is still
extremely jouncey and archaic,
Handling can’t realistically be expected
to shine, but this vehicle employs radi-
als that are much too skinny for its size
and a suspension that's not as state-of-
the-art as it could be. Even on smooth
roads and going at slow speeds. the
Excursion bounces much more than
you'll like. Moreover. freeway speeds
actually take some lime to grow accus-
tomed to. And don't even think about
parallel parking. Owners will need to
plan well in advance where they’'ll park
this beast. [ts 54-foot turning circle isn't
conducive to small spaces!

Overall, unless you absolutely must
have the Excursion’s few extra inches
of length, Chevrolet’s Suburban is
much more sophisticated. Remember:
Besides pas mileage, there are a lot of
downsides to owning any vehicle this
large.

BLACK AND WHITE

Filmmaker James Tobak believes that hip-hop is the engine dri-
ving our coumiry to a racially level playing field. Tobak also believes
that the hip-hop culture, combined with interracial relationships,
will pave the road that'll get us there.

His film “Black and White™ is a collage of loosely strung togeth-
er, mostly improvised vigneties that supposedly illustrate his phi-
losophy.

But, | think, the film ulumately disproves his premise that the
more blacks and whites date, the more the barriers of race will be
torn down. Instead, if the movie's ending is any indication, what
will happen is that blacks will ultimately congregate with other
blacks, whites with whites, and gays with gays.

This is not o say that “Black and White™ is a bad movie,
On the contrary. “Black and Whate™ is a sometimes chilling, always
brutally honest portrait of a major aspect of race relations in
America.

The cast is comprised of seasoned actors like Robert
Downey Jr. and Ben Stiller thrown together with Bijou Phillips,
members of the Wu-Tang Clan, N.Y. Knicks star Allan Houston.
rapper Method Man, supermodel Claudia Schiffer; and boxer-felon
Mike Tyson, who dominates every scene he's in and gives a sur-
prisingly good performance.

Brooke Shields, playing a dreadlocked yuppie-documen-
tary filmmaker, asks some prep-school kids who've embraced the
thug life, “Why do so many white people want to be black?”

The kids give her plenty of lame responses, but the answer
*“Black and White™ gives us is this: Upper-middle-class white peo-
ple are dissatisfied with their safe, bland existence. so they gravitate
towards the ghetto for a taste of danger. In other words. “for kicks.”
Not out of respect for the people in the ghetto or their plight, but for
what the whites can take from the blacks,

None of the white characters seems 10 acknowledge the
humanity of his black associates. Claudia Schiffer’s character — a
cold, manipulative grad student of cultural anthropology — sees the
ghetto not as a real-life hellhole that real people are dying (o escape,
but as a life-sized Skinner Box: and she regards her black boyfriend
Allan Houston as just another laboratory animal she can intellectu-
ally and emotionally dissect.

The black characters know they're being used by the
white characters, but they don't care, because they are using the
whites for their own purposes. In fact, everyone in this film is dri-
ven by his or her own self-interest, not the altruistic or noble cause
of improving race relations, as Tobak would like us to believe,

‘There is nothing in the film that suggests that these people
— and by extension we as 4 country — are getting any: closer to
realizing Dr. King's dream of a colorless society.

But then, perbaps “Black and White™ isn't a primer on
how we can make things better, but how we will make things worse
if we don’t stop looking out for Number One and start caring about
each other.
