No-show attorney

A Pikeville man who was a “no show™ in district court on
November 21 was found to be held in contempt by Judge James
R. Allen on November 27.

John D. Friend, who was arrested on a DUI, showing at the
time, a bload-alcohol level of 0.234, was tried in his absence
November 21. On that date, Judge Allen fined Friend $500, plus
court costs, and sentenced him to six months in jail. He also
issued an order that Friend attend an alcohol driver education
program and suspended his license for one year.

In addressing the problem,
Maynard said teachers will be
reviewing student portfolios after
the holiday break and offering
more tutoring for students.

She added that, in response to
criticisms in the recent scholastic
audit, the staff is looking at sched-
uling alternatives, more timeliness
in teaching the core content, and
the standards level.

Asked to enumerate what her
staff perceives o be the school's
needs, Maynard listed an additional
teacher, upgraded science and
library materials, furniture, text-
books, computer printers, ¢lerical
help, more transportation funding,
and more professional developmen
days.

District 4 board member Carol
Stumbo asked Maynard how many
of the "things you need 10 be doing
involve the expenditure of money."”

“Most involve time," Maynard
admitted,

“Right now, the thing that Allen
Central needs to look at,” said
Carol Stumbo, “is what teachers
are teaching.”

Board chainnan Terry Dotson
suggested Maynard approach the
school system's technology office
about additional printers, and
District 3 board member Jeff
Stumbo encouraged the ACHS staff
[0 get more parenis involved in
helping the school,

lesls.

Allen Central
Middle School

Liz Allen made her second
appearance for board reports. She
was there a few weeks ago to report
on Duff Elementary, where she is
principal. Monday night, she repre-
sented Allen Central Mddle
School, which shares the Duff
facility and of which she was
recently made responsible.

She emphasized concern over
three critical staff vacancies —
sixth and seventh grade scienceand
seventh grade language arts. “We
are in dire need, we are in critical
need,” she said, referring particu-
larly to the shortage of certified sci-
ence teachers throughout the state.

“1 have read and heard about the
teacher shortage to come, bul in
Floyd County, it's here ‘now," the
principal said.

She suggested that superintens
dents and board members address
the state leachers standards board

about the shortage.

Allen reported that standardized
test scores were up for ACMS, “but
not nearly enough.”

Although the school has not
received the formal report of the
recent scholastic audit. Allen said
the auditors told staff they “need to
focus on a shared vision." She said
the comment is explainable, in light
of the school's recent (ransition
from being a separate entity 10
sharing administration with DulfT.

Allen also said that in the exit
interview, the auditors recommend-
ed that the school amend its consol-
idated plan, because the audit team
“didn't think it was doable.”

The principal disagreed. "I think
we can do it, with minor adjust-
ments,” she said. Carol Stumbo
commended Allen for her positive
attitude,

South Floyd

Middle School

Principal Zenith Hall brought
the report from South Floyd Middle
School. He also expressed concern
over the difficulty in getting certi-
fied science teachers at the middle
school level. Students’ low
achievement in science on the stan-
dardized tests last year, he said, had
to do with their having three differ-
ent teachers in one year.

Teachers at SEMS, he said, are
working on umproving student
scores, particularly in science,
practical living and writing. “The
staff has high expectations and they
are positive thinkers," he said. “The
staff all know what needs to be
done, but not always how to do it."

Hall said efforts are being made
to increase parent involvement,
including the installation of a
phone program wheré parents and
stadents can call for information.

Carol Stumbo suggested that
parent involvement should focus on
academics. “You can bring all
Kinds of parents in for all kinds of
dinners,” she said, but the aim
should be their support of acade-
mics,

“A common thread among all
the s¢hools,” said Dotson, “is how
ta get parents involved. It's a
nationwide problem. We seem to be
in a rut, which someone described
as a grave with the ends kicked out.
It's apparent we're failing miser-
ably  with' geuing  pdrents
involved."

the audit report,” said Roy Johnson,
principal of Stumbo Elementary, as
soon as he sat down to give his
school’s report.

Relating to the board’'s recent
decigion to have the school build-
ing enlarged and renovated, District
| board member Johnnie Ross
commented, “(The audit team) said
nothing about the facility. What
does that say about our focus? ...
Did we look at the physical and
neglect the intellectual?"”

Carol Stumbo insisted the con-
dition of the facilities does affect
learning. "I don’t think we can ask
children to learn in those condi-
tions,” she said,

Ross indicated that the auditors
were critical of the SBDM, Johnson
said the council has new members
and they are receiving training.

“I am concerned about this
audit,” said Jefl Stumbo, speaking
to the principal. “What do you
expect to happen?"

“First of all, we have hope and
concern that test scores increase,”
Johnson said. “We're looking at the
primary on up. We're going to have
to change the atmosphere, the
whole culture of the school.”

*You have a lot of work ahead of
you and the whole staff,” Carol
Stumbo said.

Expressing concern over the
SBDM council, Ross introduced a
motion that the board have Iohnson
report back in January on “how it is
handling” academic challenges and
the recommendations of the audit
report,

Carol Stumbo objected, saying
the board should wait and “formu-
late a policy that affects all schools
that were audited.” The board,
however, approved Ross’ motion.

KDA chemical collections protect environment

More than 25,000 pounds of
unwanted pesticides were collecied
by the Kentucky Department of
Agriculture’s Division of Pesticides
this week. KDA representatives and
employees of LWD, Inc. of Calvert
City worked together to load the
pesticide waste from two permanent
facilities, one at the Bluegrass
Army Depot near Lexington and the
other at the Department's new
Environmental Resources Center in
Marshall County.

LWD, Inc. is a waste disposal
contractor that incinerates unwant-
ed chemicals at ils western
Kentucky facility. That facility is
approved by the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA).

“This is another example of how
the Department of Agriculture is
working with farmers, agri-busi-
ness, and others to ensure a safe
environment,” said Billy Ray
Smith, Kentucky's Commissioner
of Agriculture. “Through our edu-
cation programs over the last sever-
al years, Kentucky farmers have
learned that there is only one safe,
proper way to dispose of unwanted,
outdated. banned, and unusable pes-
ticides, and that's through our
chemical collection program.”

"Our chemical collection pro-
gram keeps pesticides from being
disposed of improperly and possi-
bly ending up in a stream or conta-
minating a well," said John
McCauley, director of the Division
of Pesticides.

The two collection facilities,
located in opposite ends of the state,
are utilized throughout the year by
the Department of Agriculture to
store unwanted pesticides as they

Rather than
cause division in the church, Chad is said to have told
the Archbishop of Canterbury: “If you decide that 1

have not rightly received the Episcopal character, |
willingly lay down this office; for I have never
thought myself worthy of it, but under the discipline
of obedience, 1 consented to undertake it.”

The Archbishop of Canterbury was so impressed
with Chad’s humility, that he ordained Chad Bishop
of Lichfield instead. Chad died on March 2, 672, and
he was venerated as a saint soon afterwards.

What did the
voters intend?

by ROBERT LINNELL

Everyone agrees that in our democra-
cy every vote should count. The dis-
agreement is on how to collect and count
these votes. Political emotions seem
dominant in Florida. Each side cites out-
of-context bits of information for sup-
port. What are the relevant facts?

Punch cards are 1960 technology.
William Rouverol, a designer of the
Votomatic punch card voting machine,
states that rubber strips wear out, These
strips, essential for a clean punch, sit
below the voting card; when worn they
create “hanging” or “dimpled (preg-
nant)” chads. In Palm Beach, the prob-
lem with dimpled chads “could be
worse” because of newer plastic strips.

In swom testimony Rouverol said, “I
do not believe that a voter’s inability to
punch out chads in one column should
have any bearing on their inability to do
50 in another column, In my opinion,
dimpled or pregnant chads, if the only
discernible mark for a given race in a
given column, should qualify as a vote.”
His design rejected the controversial
butterfly layout because it “complicates
the act of voting” because of potential
chad buildup.

Former Palm Beach County supervi-
sor of elections Jackie Winchester says
that several years ago “inferior” plastic
strips replaced the rubber; although
replaced, new units also used plastic.

“It is also my considered opinion that
this harder plastic material could cause
difficulties for voters in punching clean
holes, especially in the first column of
the punch card. This could easily result
in difficulty in punching chads. For this
reason, in municipal elections, with
fewer offices on the ballot, I did not use
the first punch-card column when lay-
ing out the ballot,” Winchester stated.

Wall Street Journal reporter Lee
Gomes tested the claim that chads could
be pushed out inadvertently as ballots
are repeatedly handled. He secured a
typical voting punch card and did the
following tests: dropping it 10 times
from a height of 7 feet; attaching the
ballot to the blade of a room fan and
running it 2 minutes; whacking the bal-
lot sharply against the edge of a table
10 times; running it in a clothes drier 10
minutes; placing it in a microwave run-
ning for 10 minutes at full power;
rolling into a cigar held for one minute,
repeating in the opposite direction; like-
wise rolling lengthwise and finally
smoothing it out and driving over it 10
times with an auto. In all these tests the
chads remained intact.

He concludes, “An intact chad seems
highly unlikely to have come loose
unless a voter, or someone else, deliber-
ately poked it out.”

Statistics professor Nicholas
Hengartner (Yale) analyzed the “under-
votes” in 48 Florida counties. Those
using optical seans had undervotes of 3
per 1,000, whereas those using punch
cards had 15 per 1,000. Hengartner says
attributing this five-fold increase to
chance alone is less likely than being
hit by lightning five times. In Palm
Beach County the rate was even higher
at 22 per 1,000, essentially a zero
chance event,

Another statistics professor
{(Carnegie Mellon) analyzed Buchanan
voting patterns throughout Florida, con-
cluding that in Palm Beach County
there were from 2,600 to 2,800 votes
for Buthanan that were intended for
Gore.

Why were no-votes for president
much lower in counties carried by Bush
than in those carried by Gore? The
answer is that Gore votes came largely
from punch card counties whereas more
Bush votes came from counties using
more accurate voting machines. If
undervotes in Gore chunties were as
low as in Bush counties, Gore would
have a clear Florida victory.

In Miami-Dade precincts, where
blacks predominate, ballots were
thrown out at four times that of white
precincts: 90 per 1,000 votes were
thrown out in black precincts, a total of
9,904. In exit polls over 93 percent of
black votes went for Gore. If these
black votes had been counted the same
as others in Miami-Dade, & gain of
about 7,000 votes for Gore would
result.

There are troubling racial issues here.

KCTCS Regents
accept financial audit,
approve programs

The Board of Regents of the
Kentucky Community and
Technical College System on
Friday accepted the second consec-
utive “clean” financial audit of
KCTCS,

The regents, meeting at Northern
Kentucky Technical College-
Edgewood Campus, heard a report
from Deloitte & Touche, which
conducted the audit of the system’s
financial processes for the 1999-
2000 fiscal year,

“It's a clean, unqualified audi-
tor’s report,” said Jim Carpenter, a
partner in Deloitte & Touche.

The auditor issued a similar
report after the 1998-99 fiscal year,
the first year that KCTCS was
audited. Deloitte & Touche praised
the cooperation it received from the
KCTCS financial staff.

“We are tickled that we got a
clean report, and 1 am very happy
that vou found Dr. McCall (KCTCS
President Michael B. McCall) and
his staff to be so responsive,” said
Richard Bean, of Louisville, chair-
man of the Board of Regents'
Finance, Administration and
Technology Committee.

Also, at the board’s regular
meeting, the regents-approved new
associate degree programs that will
be offered at four colleges, and cer-
tificate progrrms for five colleges:

B Associate degrees in applied
technology (AAT) in automotive
technology and radiography at
Bowling Green Technical College.

W Associate degree in applied
science (AAS) in diesel technology
at Cumberland Valley Technical
College.

Systems Inc. basic computer net-
working, Ashland  Technical
College.

M Certificate in Cisco basic net-
working at Northern Kentucky
Technical College.

B Six certificate programs in
computer studies at Elizabethtown
Community College.

B Six certificates in computer
studies at Hazard Community
College.

B Certificate in culinary arts at
Jefferson Community College.

“This action means that our
Board of Regents has approved
more than 250 certificate, diploma
and degree programs since KCTCS
was created three years ago,"
President McCall said. “The pace at
which the system has created new
programs is a credit to the efforts of
our colleges to serve the needs of
their communities.”

In other action Friday, the
regents:

M Endorsed the creation of 16
districts to improve the operations
of the 28 colleges in KCTCS.

MW Authorized McCall to develop
a proposal for submission to the
Council on Postsecondary
Education to extend local board
governance to the three college dis-
tricts that include technical col'eges
but no community colleges —
Northern  Kentucky, Central
Kentucky and Bowling Green.

The other 13 KCTCS districts
include community colleges, which
already have such boards of direc-
tors.

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Pravers answered: Inmates get chapel

Inmates acquire new skills while building their place of worship

“Feed a man a fish and he will
eat for a day. Teach the man to fish
and he will eat for a lifetime.”

This old Chinese proverb beauti-
fully sums up the theme for a new
chapel which will be constructed
for inmates and by inmates who
reside at the Frankfort Career
Development Center (FCDC), a
state-run minimum-security prison,

A groundbreaking ceremony
marking the beginning of construc-
tion for the new chapel was held on
Sunday a1 FCDC, located at 380
Coffee Tree Road in Frankfort,

FCDC inmates will be trained
with new skills while constructing
their place of worship. These mar-
ketable skills will assist them in

finding gainful employment once
they are released from the
Department of Corrections’ (DOC)
custody.

A recent study conducted by
Eastern Kentucky University shows
that the current rate of recidivism
for inmates who participate in insti-
tutional work programs such as this
one is 13,5 percent. The average
recidivism rate is 33 percent.

The idea for the new chapel
began in 1997 when inmates at
FCDC expressed a need and began
praying for an adequate place to
hold their worship services. The
current place of worship, a multi-
purpose building, was thought to be
too distracting due to inmate traffic

flow.

Fundraising began when FCDC
Chaplain Earl Bell contacted area
churches and individuals to con-
tribute. The FCDC inmate chapel
choir sang in the area churches and
then afterwards Chaplain Bell
would present the need for the
chapel and the people responded.

Twenty-seven area churches and
private individuals are providing
the financial assistance for the new
chapel at the Frankfort minimum-
security prison for men, A total of
$73,680 was raised between
November 9, 1999, through July 15,
2000.

Two DOC staff members drew
the plans and prepared the list of

malerials with anticipated costs for
the chapel construction.

DOC East Regional Director
Carol Williams, FCDC Warden
John Sowders, Deputy Warden
Wayne Dunn and Chaplain Bell will
participate in Sunday's ground-
breaking ceremony,
Representatives  from the 27
churches in the surrounding coun-
ties will be honored guests. The
public is invited to attend.

The plan is to complete the con-
struction for the new chapel in late
spring 2001, The Worship Center
will have a seating capacity of 83
and the facility will be used exclu-
sively as a worship and education
center.

should expect 1o see continued sup-
port from the nation's policy mak-
ers.

Seniors favor
measures to
control drug
prices

Prescription drugs are a growing
expense for many seniors, who
want Congress to control the ris-
ing costs,

(NAPSA)-According to a new
survey conducted by TREA Senior
Citizens League (TSCL), an over-
whelming majority of seniors favor
measures that would control pre-
scription drug prices, in addition to
adding prescription drug coverage
to Medicare.

The survey also found that the
number of seniors without prescrip-
tion drug insurance might be much
higher than the government esti-
maltes-nearly 44 percent instead of
33 percent. Meanwhile, 56 percent
of all seniors considered a $24 per
month premium and 50 percent
copayment too high, even with full
government assistance.

“A prescription drug benefit tar-
geted only to low-income seniors
would not help many seniors who
are still in need,” says Michael
Zabko, Executive Director of
TSCL. “We urge seniors 1o contact
their members of Congress and ask
them to add prescription drug cov-
erage o Medicare that would be
available to all Medicare-eligible
seniors.”

If you're going to use a real
Christmas tree this year, pay atten-
tion to s freshness to increase your
family’s enjovment and decrease
the time spent cleaning up a mess of
needles,

Time the purchase so you will be
able to set the Christmas tree up in
your home almost immediately.
Don't keep a balled and burlapped
tree in your home any longer than
one week, You can keep a cut tree
inside longer, so long as it's taking
up water from the stand reservoir.

For the freshest tree, your best
choice is to cut one from a local
Christmas tree farm.

If you buy one from a tree lot be
sure to check the tree for freshness.
One way is to bend a green needle
between your thumb and forefinger.

Another way is to bump the
stump firmly on the ground once or
twice., If green needles drop, the
tree probably is too dry. It’s ok if
brown needles fall when you thump
the tree because they drop off every
year anyway.

Observe how trees are stored and
displayed on the tree lot. Are they

stored in full sun or exposed to
wind? Are the stems not in water?
These conditions contribute 1o dry-
ing the trees and making them more
likely to drop their needles.

Also ask the vendor where the
tree came from, and how long ago it
was cul, General, the further the
distance a tree traveled, the earlier it
was cut. A tree cut before it entered
winter dormancy is more suscepti-
ble to drying out.

You also can use many of these

points to determine the freshness of

4 balled and burlapped tree. In addi-
tion, check the size of the root ball
and whether it’s damp to the touch.
If the ball is dry, the tree likely i
suffering from drought conditions.

Again, ask where the tree origi-
nated. Local sources are better for
freshness and compatible soil types
when you replant the tree after the
holidays.

Whether you choose a fresh tree

‘or one balled and burlapped. the
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species you pick is a matter of per
sonal preference. :

Most Christmas trees grown in
Kentucky are white pine and Scots
pine. The Scots pine has short, stub-
by branches that will support all
kinds of ornaments well. The white
pine has fragrant foliage, but its
flexible branches will not support
heavy ornaments well. Other
Christmas trees grown in Kentucky
are the Douglas-fir, Colorado blue
spruce and Norway spruce.

From a cost standpoint, pine

species are less expensive than the!

firs and spruces. This is because firs
and spruces require more time 1o
grow Lo the same heights as pines.

One consideration is whether
you want a cul trec or one that’s
balled and burlapped. White pines
and spruees are your best choices of
balled and burlapped trees. You'll
have more success planting them
outside. Plus, they add more beauty
to the home landscape.

Another factor to consider is
where you're going to put the tree.

Then measure, don't estimate,
the size of the wree you're planning
to buy. This will keep you from dis-
covering that you need to reduce the
width or height of the tree when you
get it home. Drastic trimming often
reduces the beauty of the tree,

On election day, prior to the con-
tested Florida results, there were
hundreds of complaints from
blacks who tried but were unable
to vote, as well as from voters in
Palm Beach who voled incorrectly
because of the butterfly ballot.

In Seminole County,
Democrats joined Republicans
hand counting “uncounted bal-
lots,” which gave Bush 98 addi-
tional votes, almost on¢ quarter of
the final certified Bush lead of 537
votes for the entire state. But
Republicans have fought violently
to stop hand recounts in Palm
Beach and Miami-Dade counties.

The reason is apparent. If all
chads are counted, and most
experts agree pregnant chads
should be included, the intent of
Florida voters would probably
favor Gore by 10,000 or more.
This is a slim margin but nearly 20
times the current Bush 537,

We need to complete the more
accurate hand recounts to deter-
ming the voters’ real intent. The

courts must then decide if this _

intent will be honored.

BORING SUBJECT

When remodeling, it is often nec-
gssary to notch or drill holes
through studs for the purpose of
running pipes, ducts, or wires hor-
izontally. When doing so through
studs in bearing walls (which bear
the weight of the roof and/or other
stories above), it is important not
to drill so large a hole that it com-
promises the integrity of the stud.
With this in mind, never drill a hole
in a stud in a bearing wall that
exceeds 40% of the width of the
stud. Notches in bearing wall studs
may not exceed 25% of the stud's
width. Holes in non-bearing walls
should not exceed 60% of their
width, while notches in non-bear-
ing walls should not exceed 40%
of their width.

temperance in 19th
century Prestonsburg

Part Twe of a two-part series

by ROBERT PERRY

Public drunkenness and rowdy behavior continued to
be a problem in Prestonsburg for the rest of the 19th
century and well into the 20th century. Newspaper clip-
pings from the 1880s show that the problem was in full
flower during that decade.

On August 3, 1882, the Ashland Independent pub-
lishied this report fram its Prestonsburg correspondent:

“Oceasionally a spirit of pure rascality manifests
itself in certain individuals, as was the case recently
with a young man by the name of Brown, who went
into the meeting grounds on Abbott Creek a fow days
ago, with pistol in hand, and disturbed and partially
brake up the meeting. Such chaps need heroic treat-
ment,”

In 1885, a
Prestonsburg mer-
chant by the name of
Morgan Lackey,
appalled by the
drunkenness that was
puisoning the town'’s
moral atmosphere,
led & temperance cru-
sade to stop the sale
of dlcohol and drive
the saloon-keepers
out of town.

William Ely says that
by marshaling the
forces of temperance,
law and order, every
grog shop was driven from the town, where the poiso-
nous fluid had forsixty-five years held one continvous
carmival of death.”

By 1887, av a result of Lackey’s efforts. “not a drop
of liguor was sold in the county.”™

On June |4, 1883, the Ashland Independent ran this
news report from ity Prestonsburg correspondent:

“The Messrs, Greer, assistants of Marshall Heflin,
are again installed at the Bonanza Hotel. We say-
Godspeed you in your good work. Leave not an illicit
stifl in the bounds of your work or anyone contemptible
enough 10 use one, and we do hope that those having
charge of Licensed Stills may become o disgusted with
the fruits of their labor that they will abandon the work,
It has been arranged to take a vote on the local option in
ten of the thirteen precinets in this county.”

In the spring of 1880, Dr. W.C. Condit, pastor of 4
Preshiyterian church in Ashiand. toured the Sandy Valley

A modest brick building with a
steeple, it stood on Court Street in
downtown Prestonsburg on the lot
later occupied by the B.F. Casuals
Store,

The May Memorial United
Methodist Church at Langley was
estublished in 1868 by three broth-
ers, George A, May, John May and
Juck May., They named the new
church Reuben May Chapel. in
memory of their father, Reuben
May, brother of Samuel May, the
builder of the Samuel May House in
Prestonsburg,

On June 7, 1883, the Ashland
Independent  reported in its
Prestonsburg column that  “Mr.
James M. Lackey is getting the tem-
perance movement under good
headway (Praise the Lord!).”

James Morgan Lackey (1812-
I889) is buried in the May
Cemetery above Mays Branch. His
grave is located several hundred feet
above the old Bascom May House,
now occupied by Hager White,
widow of Rainley “Snow™ White.

Lackey settled in Prestonsburg in
the spring of 1839 and engaged in
stock driving and selling goods in
partnership with John Preston

Martin, He was the son of Floyd
County Pioneer Alexander Lackey,
who owned a farm at the forks of
Beaver Creek.

Up 1o this point, 1 haven't said
anything about the Baptists,
However, 1 want to make it clear
that they, too, were actively prosely-
tizing during the county’s early peri-
od. The man who spearheaded this
work was William “Elder Bill”
Salisbury (1793-1871), who owned
a furm on Left Beaver, near Drifl.
He is buried on a point near the old
Salisbury homeplace at Hunter,

In 1812, the Baptists established
the New Salem Old Regular Baptist
Churchat Harold. This church orga-
nization, which is still in existence
today, served as the mother church
for all the Old Regular Baptist
churches in Floyd and surrounding
counties.

Another Old Regular Baptist
Church is the Stone Coal Baptist
Church at Garrett, which was also
founded in the early 1800s,

The First Baptist Church of
Prestopsburg was organized in
1907, under the leadership of Rev.
Charles Martin  of Paintsville.
Founding members included
Surilda Hughes, Emery Hale, Eliza
Hale, David Perry, Alice Perry, Saul
Perry, Tenn Sammons, and William
Dingus.

The group was held together by
Rev. Martin and William Dingus
until 1908, when Rev. W.H. Sledge
held a three-week revival in
Prestonsburg. This formed the foun-
dation on which the church was
built.

The First Presbyterian Church of
Prestonsburg was organized on
December 31, 1899, in the home of
John Witten Layne, owner of the
Bonanza Hotel in downtown
Prestonsburg,

Earliest members included John
Witten Layne and his wife,
Angeline Auxier Layne; William H.

Layne and wife, Elizabeth Hopkins
Layne: John E. Layne and wife,
Emily Bolling Layne, and their
daughter, Annie, who married Joe
M. Davidson, John and Angeline
Layne were the parents of William
H. Layne and the grandparents of
Frank Layne, founder of the
Prestonsburg Chapter of Alcoholics
Anonymous.

Frank Layne (1907-1983) was
educated at Prestonsburg
Elementary and Prestonsburg High
School. During his senior year. he
was elected captain of the school's
first football team. In the 1930s and
1940s, during the period when the
town was legally wet, he owned and
operated the Club Rustique, a night-
club in north Prestonsburg. In later
years, he owned and operated the
Layne and Layne Insurance Agency.

In 1949, Frank founded the
Prestonsburg Chapter of Alcoholics
Anonymous. Early members were
Wesley Howard, Ray Howard, and
Clayborne Stephens, Through the
missionary work of these men, the
Prestonsburg chapter became the
founding chapter of all the AA chap-
ters in the Big Sandy Valley.

On November 11, 1977, Frank
was honored by the Kentucky
Alcohol Forum with the Minette
Cup Award, the highest honor given
by that organization. A recovering
alcoholic himself, Frank devoted 34
years of his life to helping men
afflicted with the disease.

*To achieve the ability to live a
life of total abstinence is not easy,”
Layne told a reporter in 1977, “but it
can be done, and the difference it
makes in a person's life and the
lives of those who are close to him
is well worth the effort.”

Anonymous meets weekly in the
Fellowship Hall of the First

Tobacco Trust announces
payment rates for fund

Kentucky Tobacco
Settiement Trust  Corporation,
chaired by Gov. Paul Patton, has
announced ( the payment rates for
the 2000 distribution of the National
Tobacco Growers Settlement Trust,
Otherwise known us Phase [1 of the
tobacco settlement, the Trust com-
pensates tobaceco guota owners,
growers and tenants for income
losses they mcur as the tobaceo
mdustry changes.

The total distribution this vear
represents the second-lowest pro-
jected payment to Kentucky tobacco
producers over the 12-year life of
the Trust Fund.

The

Patton and the General Assembly
agreed during the 2000 regular leg-
islative session to supplement this
year's Trust fund payment with up
to $40 million of Kentucky's larger
tobacco settlement revénue.

In addition, producers will
receive their share of funds left
unclaimed in last year’s Trust Fund
distribution and  funds  left
unclaimed in the federal Tobacco
Loss Assistance Program. This sup-
plement will mean that tobacco Farm
families in Kentucky will recerve
about the same level of financial
assistance as they did last year from
the Trust fund.

“This help comes at a critical
time for our tobacco farm families,”
said Gov. Patton. “I'm pleased that
we were able to negotiate this trust
fund on behalf of our tobacco grow-
ers.”

Kentucky's tobacco farm fami-
lies will share a total of $114 mil-
lion. The Trust will distribute
$79,703,462,63, a total that includes
the 2000 Trust payment and the
residual funds from the 1999 Trust
distribution and the May 2000
Tobacco Loss Assistance Program
payment. The Phase I supplement
will total $34,296,537.37.

The Commonwealth has to date
this year incurred $738,727.01 in
administrative expenses related to
processing applications for compen-
sation and providing toll-free help
line assistance for applicants,
Administrative costs are also offset
by the Trust Fund.

Compensation is provided equal-
ly for three factors of tobacco pro-
duction: quota, land and labor,
Quota compensation is based on
crop year 1999 basic quota, Land
and labor compensation is based on
an average of crop year 1999 effec-
tive quota and 1999 actual market-
ings. This average is referred to as
payment pounds.

The payment rate from the
National Trust is 8.59 cents per
basic quota pound and 6.76 cents
per payment pound for both the land
and labor categories. The payment
rate for the Phase I supplemental
payment is 3,70 cents per basic
quota pound and 2.91 cents per pay-
ment pound. The total rate of com-
pensation will be 12.29 cents per
basic quota pound and 9.67 cents
per payment pound for growing
farms and tenants,

The latter rate is a combined total

that includes funds from the
National Trustee and the Phase 1
supplement,

Trust fund beneficiaries should
note that payment will be made in
Iwo separate checks coming from
two different banks. The National
Trustee, the Chase Manhattan Bank,
will issue checks from the National
Trust on December 29. The Phase |
supplemental checks will be issued
on January 2, by First Union
National Bank of Charloue, Nonth
Carolina, and Farmers National
Bank in Kentucky.

Smith has been with UK since
1978, the year he received his doctor-
ate from Michigan State University.
He is associate dean for research, asso-
ciate director of the Agriculture
Experiment Station, and professor of
agronomy.

Smith, 51, started his carcer s pro-
fessor of soil microbiology. His
research on nitrogen fertilizer in soil
and water has had agricultural .and
environmental significance, In 1989
he became charman of the
Department of Agronomy, a large and
diverse area.

“The UK College of Agnculture
has a tradition of excellence in teach-
ing, research and cooperative exten-
sion,” Smith said. “Now we musl
build upon that strength while
responding to the pressing needs of
farm families and communities
throughout Kentucky. This decade
will bring daunting challenges as well
as greal opportunities in agriculture
and natural resources, We will fully
commit our energy and abilities to
addressing these issues.”

The UK Board of Trustees is
expected to approve Smith's appoint-
ment at its December |2 meeting.

Ag board announces application process, farmland preservation effort

The Kentucky Agricultural Development
Board recently took significant steps toward the
development of a new farm economy for the
Commonwealth.

The board has approved the initial version of
its Near-Term Plan for Kentucky Agricultural
Development. The board also voted to utilize the
Rural Development Bond Fund to support farm-
land  preservation efforts across  the
Commonwealth.

The board was created during the 2000 leg-
islative session to oversee the use of half of
Kentucky's receipts from the tobacco settlement
for the purpose of agricultural development.

designed to further diversify and develop
Kentucky's tobacco-dependent farm economy.

More than $50 mithon is earmarked (o indi-
vidual counties on the basis of their tobaceo
dependence. The state board will have diseretion
on the use of about $70 million over the course of
the biennium

In recent action, the board approved the initial
version of its plan for using these resources. The
plan included the board’s initial priority areas for
investment and a request for proposals to address
those priority areas.

The application packet was also approved and
will be made available through the Governor's

Councils who are charged with overseeing the
use of funds set aside for counties.

I'he board’s other significant action was. its
approval of a plan 1o invest $25 million from the
Rural Development Bond Fund in statewide and
local farmland preservation eiforts.
