County truck collapses bridge

For the past couple of years, 
the antique bridge crossing 
Middle Creek at Granny Fitz 
Branch has been slated to be 
replaced. 

As of Friday morning, it will 
have to be. 

That's when a 1 O-w heel 
county dump truck returning 
from performing asphalt patch 
work attempted to cross the 
span, collapsing it instead. 

All that remains of the bridge 
now is a heap of twisted metal. 

County worker Charles 
Lewis was driving the truck 
around 10 a.m. Friday when the 
bridge collapsed. Lewis said the 
incident did not happen with a 
thunderous crash, but that the 
bridge and truck "just sort of sat 

down" in the creek below. 
"We were up there [Granny 

Fitz Branch] patching roads and 
we broke our own bridge," 
Lewis commented. 

Despite a posted weight limit 
of three tons, the truck was car­
rying ll tons of asphalt when it 
attempted to cross the bridge. 

The collapse of the bridge 
temporarily cut off the only 
access into and out of Granny 
Fitz Branch, trapping the 25 to 
35 people who live in 15 homes 
along the road. 

But county workers immedi­
ately began working to construct 
a low-water bridge across the 
creek as a temporary fix to the 
problem. 

County Judge-Executive Paul 
Hunt Thompson was out of town 
Friday and could not be reached 
for comment.

Water 
shortage 
threatens 

Times Staff Report 

The drought of 1999 continues to 
have an impact locally as Floyd 
County has been placed on a list of 
88 Kentucky counties currently fac­
ing a water shortage. 

Floyd County was one of 55 
counties issued a water shortage 
watch by the state Division of 
Water, meaning the county is in 
danger of experiencing a water 
shortage. Thirty-three other coun­
ties were issued water shortage 
warnings, meaning they are current­
ly experiencing shortages. 

The Division of Water released a 
statement Friday concerning the 
shortages. Citing low water supplies 
and a lack of rain, the division dou­
bled the number of counties facing 
shortages. Previously, 44 counties 
had been under a watch. 

Overall. the division reports that 
90 percent of the state's streams are 
experiencing flow rates at or below 
20 percent of normal, with 70 per­
cent at or below I 0 percent.

successfully on October 15. 1999.

Masons hope to make help only a phone call away

Women who find themselves entangled 
in abusive relationships live their daily 
lives surrounded by a veil of fear. It is as if 
danger lurks in every comer. But perhaps 
the worst feeling of all is the feeling that 
they are alone in their stntggle to protect 
themselves and their children. 

The Grand Lodge of Kentucky Masons 
has implemented a program that it feels 
will send a message of hope and unity to 
such women. The program bears the name, 
"Call to Protect", and it involves the use of 
cellular telephones. . 

The program works in the following 

manner: When a woman seeks help in dis­
trict court by applying for an emergency 
protective order, she is directed to the 
oftice of the Domestic Violence Advocate. 
The advocate. Margaret Rice. will review 
her situation. Based upon information that 
Rice receives from the woman, such as 
whether or not the woman has access to 
telephone service. and whether or not her 
partner is stalking her and/or making 
threats against her personal safety, Rice 
may refer her casework directly to Judge 
Julie Paxton. 

If Judge Paxton feels that the woman is 
at risk of further acts of violence and sees 
that she does not have access to telephone 
service, then she may sign an order 

requesting that the victim be assigned the 
use of a cellular telephone and battery 
charger. In this way, the victim can be 
afforded greater peace of mind knowing 
that help is only a phone call away. 

The telephones that are being used in 
the program are donated by BeliSouth 
Mobility to the Grand Lodge of Kentuck' 
which in turn donates them to thl: 
Domestic Violence office. 

The telephones are wired only for direct 
calls to 911 services. The phones will not 
be able to receive calls or dial any other 
number. When the need for the phone no 
longer exists, the woman will return the 
phone and the battery charger to the 
Domestic Violence Advocate. 

According to Chuck Gibson, district 
deputy grand master of the lodge. the lodge 
is now conducting a campaign in which 
they are asking individuals who are in pos­
session of a cellular telephone that they no 
longer use, to donate the telephone to the 
program. 

Gibson, a part-time 911 employee, is a 
~trong supporter of the program. He said 
that he feels that battered women will be 
able to derive a great sense of relief from 
knowing that they have ready access to 
assistance from law enforcement agencies. 
He also said that he feels that it will a great 
deterrent to the perpetrators of domestic

Saunders of Louisville and Walter Blevins of West Liberty. 

As a result, both Democrat~; and Republicans held key com­
mittee positions duling the 1998 General Assembly. and it may 
have been U1e mo~t democr.ttic session ever. For the first time, 
bills that previously had been single-handedly killed by com­
mittee chairmen were brought up for a vote and passed.

An early test of this promised coopemtion, and whether 
power can be tn1ly );hare<~ will be whether, if Bush wins, the 
Democrats usc the lnme-duck vice president. AI Gore. to take 
over the Senate from Jan 3. when the Senate is sworn in. until 
Jan. 20. when the new president and vice president are sworn 
in. Daschle ma) only want the brief honor of being majority 
leader, but in that time the Democrats could theoretically oust 
the Republicans from their spacious majority office and replace 
1,000 Republican patronage workers with Democrats.

'Troubled' over actions of Prestonsburg City Council

Dear Mayor Fannin: 

I am writing this letter to you and the members of 
the Prestonsburg City Council to express my serious 
concerns about the regrettable decision to terminate 
the employment of three members of our labor orga­
niLation. 

As you and the cunent representati\fesofthe coun­
cil arc aware, tlie firefighters exercl!;ed their con~titu­
tional right to speak out and support certain candi­
dates in the recent elections to the cit) council. On 
November 7. 2000. four new persons were elected to 
lhe council, and they will assume office m January. 
The very next day November 8, 2000 - you 
issued a short letter to the three firefighters informing 
them that they were tem1mated, effect1ve immediate­
ly. This timing, together with other Circumstances, 
indicate that the unilateral decision to end their 
employml·nt was tied to the firefighters' exercise of 
their First Amendment rights to free association and 
free spet:ch. 

In addition, we arc also troubled over the related 
actions involving the change in firelighters' shift 
schedule and the movement to eliminate fire-based 
emergency medical services and possibly combine 

fire and police operations. 
The International Association of Fire Fighters 

(IAFF) stanus squarely behind our members. and we 
have instructed our attorneys to review this matter. 
We seriously hope that you and the present members 
of the city council will promptly take corrective 
action, including restoring the jobs of the three termi­
nated firefighters. We trust you will agree that it 
makes sense for lhe city to defer action regarding ter­
minations and restructuring of operations and shift 
schedules until the new members of the city council 
can give thoughtful consideration to such important 
que:.1ions. The ciri~ens of Prestonsburg have made 
their feelings known at the ballot box, and they have 
elected new members of the city council to assume 
leadership roles for the future. In these circumstances, 
fairness and equity dictate that the recent unilateral 
action~ be rescinded and that the nev. council mem­
bers be afforded the chance to examine these signifi­
cant issues. 

I ~uggc~t that you agree to meet with IAFF locaJ 
president Tim Johnson to discuss the corrective mea­
sures that need to be tnken. It is our sincere hope that 
these questions can be quickly rl!solved on an amica­
ble basis without the necessity for the lAFF to cake 
further action.

I moved up here and took a pro­
motion in my federal job back in earl) 1988. My dad 
is from east Kentucky. but I ''as born and raised in 
South Florida. 

The Florida paradise of my childhood years was 
fast disappearing, being replaced by crowds. traffic 
jams, pushy Yankees, crime and drugs. I longed for a 
safer. simpler life for myself and family. 

Well, for most of these ensuing years we had just 
that; even now we can be thankful we're not too 
crowded, have rare traffic jams and no Yankees to 
speak of. 

Unfortunately, the crime and drug problem has 
finally come calling to Appalachia. Sure we've had 
some problems in the past but nothing like the disco 
era cocaine and crack epidemic that I saw tirsthand in 
South Florida. However in the past couple of years. it 
seems like we hear or more drug related crime that 
ever in east Kentucky. 

They had a rally in Hazard this past week attended 
by more than 400 in reference to the drug problem in 
Perry County. These folks were not meet111g to discuss 
the recreational use of pot; they were distraught over 
the growing use of prescription drugs. cocaine and 
crystal mcth. Five people have died in Perry County 
overdosing on oxychodone "oxycottons'' this year. 
Tho~e are Sheriff Maggard's stats not mine. 

We have a very serious problem all over 
Appalachian in regards to the overuse and over pre~ 
scribing of pain, muscle relaxer, and nerve pills. In 
today's socil.!t)', the1e is a pill for everything. It seems 
you can cure C\Crything from toe jam to armpit 
strcnch just hy taking a pill. Jt's n huge business on 
hoth the legal and illegal side of the In'>'. 

Look around you. How many people do you kno'>' 
live near or work with t•very day who nrcn't poppmg 

some ~ort of pill? What a fine example we set for our 
young people. Everyone has stress. headaches. they 
are nervous, they can't sleep, their back or their legs 
or their neck hurts-seems like most of the population 
is on some son of dope. Yes. I call it dope because just 
like heroin, cocaine, alcohol and meth. it's addictive, 
and hnrmfullO use these drugs long term. 

Nearly every bubby on the draw gets some sort of 
pain pill. Sissy gets her nerve pills. so bubby don't 
bother her too much sitting at home. When the leech 
check~ don't go far enough, bubb) and sissy sell half 
their pills to our young people who crush them up and 
... nort them like cocaine. 

In order to get money to get more pills that they are 
now hooked on. the folks turn to crime. How many 
burglaries and robberies have we had in this area this 
year. More than I ever recall. It's the same with coke 
and crystal meth. 

Good news- Ecstasy, called "beans" on the street. 
is now making its way up from Florida to our area. 
The $5 bean in Florida can be sold for $20 up here. 
Pure coke that sells for $50 a grnm in Florida. Can be 
cut and sold for $100 here. There's big money to be 
made just by taking a weekend trip to Appalachia. 

1 don't speak from ignorance. I worked in law 
enforcement in South Florida. I also worked as a field 
inve ... tigator for the health department I ~a\\ what 
went on. I will not be n hypocrite. either. I drank too 
much and did many drugs when I was younger. so I 
have been on both sides of this issue. 

What can be done? For one thing. we don't need a~ 
many ptlls prescribed as arc. We need to tighten con­
trols and cut down on the usage of so many narcotic. 
nddkuve substances. I have migr.me headaches. a bad 
b.tck nnd leg soreness. What do !take? BC powders or

Courtroom is 
no place to 
honor heroes

Even as we commemorate the 1941 
entrance of America into World War II 
this month. a few malcontents arc keeping 
this country from saying a long-overdue 
thank-you to the World War IJ Generation.

They 
sued to delay construction well after 
seven years of thought and planning for 
the memorial, 

The decision-making process encom­
passed 18 public hearings over the last 
fi\e years-more than enough time for a 
good decision on the design and location. 
Opponents of the site and design were 
heard at every step. The process was fair. 
It's ungrateful to a-;k the courts to undo 
what a fair. open and lengthy process has 
determined-that there is no better place 
than the Mall to honor the generation that 
preserved our freedom. 

When completed. the memorial will be 
a lasting tribute to an entire generation, 
which drew strength from the very same 
values that inspired the colonial citizen­
soldiers. The cause of democracy pre­
vailed as a result of the unflinching 
courage of 16 million World War II Gls-
400,000 of whom gave their lives in mili­
tary service. 

The American Legion and its affiliated 
organizations-The American Legion · 1 

Auxiliary and The Sons of The American 
Legion-donated about $4 million for the 
National World War II Memorial. The 
American people exceeded the fund-rais­
ing goal by a long shot, which demon­
strates the people support the design as 
well a~ the Rainbow Pool :.ite on The 
Mall. 

The memorial's design and location 
are appropriately first-rate. Not only "ill 
it permanently recogni1c the entire World 
War 11 generation thnt saved the world 
from tyranny, but it will also be a 
reminder of one generation's exemplary 
devotion to principles of freedom, justice 
and equality. 

By its completion date, this memorial 
will have taken more than twice as long to 
create as it took U.S. and allied forceo; to 
win the Second World War. It will have 
taken from 1993 to 2003. That is. of 
course. if the project i~ not mired in court­
room battles. 

We have taken too long to memorialize 
our fallen World War II heroes and we 
have certainly waited far too long to say 
''thank you" to the men and women of 
"Our Greatest Generation.'' 

Millions of our World War 11 heroes 
have already passed on. and we lose more 
each day. It's time for protestors to leave 
the courtroom and to join hands and 
hearts with the millions of their fellow 
Americans to pay homage while we still 
can. Let's emblazon our gratitude with a 
thank-you note in stone. -Ray Smith is the National Commander

Differences in perceptions pop into 
mind. 

My only experience witJt the state 
of Florida is a few trips to Panacc.:'l and 
Panama City when J was married to a 
man whose family lived just a couple 
of miles across the Georgm line. and 
I've never had any real desire to visit 
Aorida, not even Disneyland. (I could­
n't deal with the crowds.) As for the 
ocean, I'm partial to North Carolina 
and Georgia on this side of the country. 

I have, howe'ier, always thought of 
Aorida as progressive and modern. 
with a well·hcelcd, fairly well-educated 
populace. 111e University of Florida, 
Florida State and University of Miami, 
though sometimes billed as party 
schools owing to location, acrually 
have decent academic reputations. 

We know the state is a good place 
for immigranL-;, particuhu·Jy Cubans. 
Thousands of tJ1em have ~ucccedoo 
beyond their wildest <.!reams. 

We know that retirees flock to 
Florida, most of them after significant 
success in colder climes, more than a 
few from this area. in fact. 

How. then. do you explain the state 
not u:.ing voting machines like we do? 

Here in the hinterlands, in so-called 
backward Appalachian Kentucky. we 
don't have to use any implement other 
than our finger. If we can read and tap 
a finger, we can vote. If we vote for a 
candidate or issue m enur, then we 
have a chance to review and make a 
change before we punch the final tabu· 
lator that records our vote. 

I never really tJ10ught of that 
method being so terrihly ad\'anccd until 
recently. 

A y~r or so ago, some folks here 
were railing that our voting machines 
could be pre-programmed to throw an 
election. and we were assured that was 
not so. 'n10se folks could have a field 
day in Florida now. • 

In what I have seen of tlte reports 
from Florida, it seems to me that 
reporters and analysts have been a lot 
more kind to the Florida "Ystem than 
I'm inclined to lx!. 

I guess I can't help but thmk what 
would be made of all th1s had the same 
thing occurred in Kentucky We would 
be the butt of incessant, insuOcrnble 
jokes. "Ille mere word "hillbilly" would 
be done to death. Having a voting sys­
tem so capable of being rn:Uteuvercd 
would cause us to he labeled ignomnt, 
backward, malemlent. unsciUpulous, 
probably even incestuous. 

I sympathin! wnh the Floridians 
who had to cast their ballots under this 
out-dated, not to mention undemocratic 
system. Whoever eventually is dcclarccJ 
the winnl.!r will remain under a cloud, 
never really confident or the mandate 
to lead- and nghtfull}' so. 

But at the same time, I'm so glad it 
didn't happen here. -Greeting.\ to subscriber LLJ!a Corm 
of Martin.

Thh may mean that younger children are given more 
advanced p!ivilegcs, ~~~ponsibiliue<>. and/or treats after the older one is 
gone. '!1ten, hopefully, the student returning for a brief1ime will not t{)' 
to anive back at the family hearth nnd dethrone the younger children, 
who have finally adJUSted to lum being gone. 

It is important that adults be aware and recognize what is happening. 
E'ien if he has not been home for more than three or four nights for sev­
eral months, he need not vtew himself or be viewed by other family 
members as an 'honored guest" his entire break. Even though he might 
not do as many of the chore., that he did pnor to leavmg for college, the 
"vis1tmg" family member also needs to be willing to help out. 

All this discu-.sion ol going away and coming back reminds me of 
LouiseJ. Kaplan's book, "Onen~ and Separarenes:.," based on the work 
of Margaret Mahler. K plan de~tribcs the toddler who dart:. away and 
then returns, gomg farther each time. If tlte mother or other careg1\er is 
calm and reassuring.ly there when he/she retum<;, the child learn:. one of 
the lessons m bcconung a health), happy individual.

Surgery to cure reflux disease 
has high success rate 

The surgery for GERD is now 
commonly performed by using 
high tech ''laparoscopic methods." 
This means that the surgeon uses 
special instruments inserted 
through several small cuts into the 
abdomen. This is substantially eas 
ier on the patient than the previous 
surgery that required an incision 
large enough for the surgeon to get 
both of his or her hands into the 
abdomen. 

Question: r ve had heartburn 
trouble for years. I've taken sever­
al d1fferent medicines, and currcnt-
1) I'm comfortable with Prilosec 
that I've used for the last two 
year:;. I saw my doctor last week, 
and he wants me to go to a 'urgeon. 
He thinks an operntion would be 
better than continuing to take med­
icme. I havl'n · t made the appoint. 
ment yet. What do you think about 
having surgery for heartburn'? 

usc. alcohol, anatomical defect 
such as hiatal hemia, or obesity can 
all make this scenario more likely. 

Answer: The label "'heartburn" 
covers a wide range of symptoms. 
Mo<>t of us have occasional 
cpisod~s of heartburn after we 
overeat or consume foods that 
don't agree with us. This uncom­
fortable sensation is actually the 
result of stomach add leaking out 
of the stomach and into the esoph­
agus . 

The consequence of chronic 
reflux, regardless of the underlying 
cause, can be significant. The 
strong stomach acid that causes the 
heartburn sensation over a period 
of time damages the lining of the 
esophagus. This damage can range 
from mild inflammation to scarring 
that blocks the esophagus. In some 
ca~cs it can lead to the develop­
ment of a precancerous condition 
that. if left untreated. will lead to 
esophageal cancer. 

The fundoplication surgery is 95 
to 97 percent effective at eliminat­
ing GERD with a similar percent of 
patient satisfaction at one year. At 
10 years, the success rate remains 
an amazingly high 90 percent. 

So, I,d suggest you talk to the 
surgeon. He or she will probably 
want to do some additional tests 
such as looking into your esopha­
gus, a procedure called EGO, and 
also do 24 hour pH monitoring. 
These tests will determine the 
effectiveness of your current treat­
ment as well as help predict your 
risk of future problems. If we experience this frequently, 

we rna) han· what is called reflux 
C!>ophagitis or gastroesophageal 
.reflux disease (GERD). 

Medicines called proton pump 
inhibitors. including the Prilosec 
you take, are effective at reducing 
stomach acid levels and, thereby, 
reducing the damage it can cause 
when it "backs-up" into the esoph­
agus. Treatment with one of these 
medicines is usually sufficiently 
effective that the esophagus heals. 

You, your doctors and your fam­
ily can then talk about the benefits 
and risks of having surgery to cor­
rect your chronic GERD. 
Eventually YOU will decide if 
YOU want to proceed with surgery. 
Remember, it is always your 
choice, not your doctor's. 

An episode of heartburn is the 
re.;ult the lower esophageal sphinc­
ter fLES) - a muscular band 
around the esophagus just above 
the 'tomach -· opening at a time 
other than when you arc sy, allow­
ing food or drink. This can happen 
when the LES relaxes at an inap­
propriate t1me or because the pres­
sure within the stomach simply 
overpowers it. 

Diet, weight reduction, elevat­
ing the head of the bed and other 
lifestyle changes are then usually 
all that is necessary to continue liv­
ing without the discomfort of fre­
quent heartburn. 

Dietary indiscretions. medicine 

Surgery for heartburn typically 
involves narrowing the opening of 
the diaphragm through which the 
esophagus passes. In addition. the 
junction of the esophagus and 
stomach is narrowed while simul­
taneously changing the angle of it.

Hospital offers tips on giving toys 
This holiday season, before you give a toy to a 

child. you may want w make sure it is appropriate. 
Toys and games prm ide many opportunities for chil­
dren to learn and grow- physically, mentally and 
socially. However. to} s and games that are not age­
appropriate can cause serious injury or even death. 

" Younger children can get frustrated by playing 
"1th toys and games that are not suited to their phys­
ical or mental capabilitie~: · ~aid Erika Kravic. R.N., 
of Kosair Children'" Ho,pital. "Those age guidelines 
found on packages really arc helpful." 

When purchasing toys and games for your child, 
remember they should be: 

• appealing and mtercsting to the child, 
• suited to the child's physical abilities, 
• suited to the child's mental and social 
development. and 
• well-constructed. durable and safe for the 
child's age. 

In general, mo~t toys and games on the market 
today are safe. However, manufacturer safety stan­
dards arc voluntary and you can never be completely 
sure they are being followed . Injuries can still occur 
despite government regulations and toy makers' best 
efTort~ to test products. 

The following is a li•a of toys recommended for 
<opecific age group~ by the Children's Hospital 
Foundation Office of Child Advocacy of Kosair 
Children's Hospital. the American Academy of 
Pediatrics and the Consumer Product Safety 
Commission. Remember, however, that these are 
merely guidelines and parents should watch for mis­
labeled toys and always provide supervision for 
younger children. 

For All Ages-

• Look for and read age and safety labels on toys. 
• Explain and/or show children how to usc toys 
properly and safely. · 
• Keep toys intended for older children away from 
younger children. 
• Check all toys periodically for breakage and 
potent1al hazards. 
• Store toys safely- teach children to put toys 
away, -;o they are not tripping hatards, and check 
toy hoxcs and shelves for .,afcty. 

Newborn to 1-Vear-Oid- Choose "eye-catc hing" 
toys that appeal to a baby's sight, hearing and 

touch, such as: 

ed 

• Large plastic blocks and soft cloth blocks. 
• Pots and pans, 
• Rattles and teethers, 
• Soft, washable animals. doll~ or balls with 
pamted- or stitched-on eye-.. nose. etc., and mold-

(not loose) hair 
• Bright, movable ohjccts suspended out 
of haby's reach, 
• Busy hoards, activtty boxes and cubes. 
• Floating bath toys. 
• Squeeze toys. 
• Roly-poly toys. 

1-to 2-Vear-Oids-Toys for this age group need to 
withstand a toddler's curious nature, such as: 

• Cloth. plastic or board books with large pictures, 
• Sturdy dolls, 
• Wooden or large hollow plastic blocks. 
• Ride-on toys propelled by pushing with feet 

(no pedals or steering), 
• Musical tops 
• Nesting blocks 
• Push and pull toys (remember-no long strings), 
• Stacking toys, 
• Toy telephones. 
• Soft, lightweight balls, 
• Toys with noise and action effects, 
• Large crayons and sturdy, large-size paper. 

2- to 5-Vear-Oids-Toys fo r this age group are 
us ually expe rimental and s hould Imitate activities 

of parents and older childre n, such as: 

• Books (short or stories), 
• Blackboard and chalk, 
• Building blocks, 
• Crayons, non toxic finger paints, 
markers and clay, 
• Large tools and fix-it-play sets, 
• Realistic dolls with accessories, 
• Music box toys, 
• Housekeeping toys, 
• Realistic stuffed toys, replicas of 
famous characters, 
• Outdoor toys, sandbox, slide, swing, playhouse, 
• Realistic ride-on toys 
(tricycle, cars. wagons, tractors).

"The holidays have a potential for fom1ly conllict, because peo­
ple go into them with great cxpcctotlons that they c<m't always 
define or meet," said Gladys Hildreth, profcc;~or and chairperson of 
The University of Kcntueky Department ot Famil)' Stud1es. 
''Society tclb us the holidays nrc fun, food ami enjoyment. That's 
not always true for everyone.'" 

There can be many impediments to enjoying the holidays-lack 
of financial resources and time. relationlihlp problems or jobs. Those 
can cause tension that explodes under till.' add1t1onal weight of holi­
day expectations. 

"When we can't handle ~trc.ss and conflict Ill our lives, we end 
up blamjng each oth~r," Hildr~..·th said. 

Families can keep stress and family disruption out of the holi­
days with careful and thoughtful pre-planning, she '>aid. AttentiOn 
should be given to everything from who will prepare what food to 
who may be having personal problems that will impact the day~. 
Paying attention to details <;uch as removing photos of recently 
deceased family members if seeing them could upset <>omcone­
will account for a Jot. 

Hildreth also ~aid it is important to Ia} some bas1c ground rules 
for the holidays-the first being that there will be no conflict or 
fighting. 

''Let everyone participate in setting down the mles before the 
holidays come," she said. "Someone y,iJI have to be In charge over­
nil, but everyone should have the chance to participate." 

That someone usually tu1 ns out to be the senior female ot the 
family. Hildreth said. and is a role not to be taken lightly. A firm but 
loving touch will be needed to ovoid any holidays to forget. 

Some other ground rules Hildreth 
s uggests for the list are: 

• respect each other and each other\ v1cws. 
• don't say anything to ... nmeone if you wouldn't appreciate them 
saying the same to you 
• recognize the true meaning of the holiday l'>eao;nn. 
• give of your~clf without expecting something m return, and 
• keep the conversation going idle tongues and minds can be 
dangerous. 

To reduce stress caused by finance.;, Hildreth sugge~;ted tactics 
such as drawing names for gifl-gh mg. m~tcad of everyone trying to 
buy everyone '.>Omethmg. Also be careful to usk people if they 
would like to help with food and dccornt1ons. not \\hat the) can 
help with. It's the difference betY. ecn impl) inr ) ou have to do 
something to take part in the family event and letting people take 
part, Hildreth said. 

"One of the bigge)>t issue~ during the holidn) s is misunderstand­
ing how resources are to be used,'' she said. "Be sure to present an 
opportunity and let people d(l what thl'Y enjoy and arc capable of." 

Including the famil) children 111 planning ami events can be a 
source of joy. not insanity, llildreth said. Family members \)ften are 
interested in children'<> growth und d~velop111cnt. ,md children can 
be entertaining. 

''Let them put on a skit ur rccitl' Mlmcthing nhout the holiday,"' 
she said. "It will involve them in the family tradition and give 
everyone something to enjoy.'' 

Should you anticipate tl1at people at the holiday event may not 
get along, make 'ure there's room for all- a place where talkers can 
talk. television viewer.s can \Hitch a program and carolers can sing. 
for example. Also :;uggcst that no one come. alone. With friends or 
family preoccup1ed. di,agrct>ments are less likely to occur. But she 
cautioned. ''More people could mean mon: potential trouble," so be 
careful. 

If all else fails and a dismption,occuro;, Hildreth warned against 
tossing any trouble makers out the door 

.. Everybody needs a family and a home, r<>pcciall) during the 
holidays," she sa1d. "'All you will do hy <;cndinr, omeone home j.,. 
escalate the eont1ict which 1s already he1ghtened by the season." 

She suggested that a close family member tnlk with the person 
privately and give them a chance to vent thcJr fruo;trnuons. That may 
be all they need, so togeth~r. you could lind a solution . 

"We don't know what baggage people bdng with them.'" she 
said," but that doesn't have to ruin our holiday. The holidays are a 
time of food. fun and joy. with undt·rstunding and planning.'"
