departments, Kentucky ACTION,
régional prevention centers, local
organizations and many other coali-
tions and agencies have made this
6.4 percent reduction possible.”
said Jimmy Helton, Secretary of the
Cabinget for Health Services.

Federal law authorizes the
Substance Abuse Prevention and
Treatment (SAPT) Block Grant and
requires states to enact and enforce
laws designed to reduce the avail-
ability of tobacco products to per-
sons under the age of 18,

The states are required to con-
duct random, unannounced inspec-
tions of tobacco vendors to demon-
strate compliance with the law. The
state must conduct the annual buy-
ing survey using a scientific ran-
dom sample study protocol
approved by the federal Center for
Substance Abuse Prevention and
must demonstrate that its non-com-
pliance rate does not exceed the tar-
get of 20 percent for illegal tobacco
sales to minors,

Failure to meet the 20 percent
target would resalt in forfeiture of
about $7.5 million of the more than
$19 million block grant. The SAPT
block grant, administered by the
Cabinet for Health Services,
Division of Substance Abuse, is the
single largest funding stream sup-
porting prevention and treatment in
Kentucky.

The 2000 survey, administered
cooperatively by the Division of

Substance Abuse, Department of
Alcoholic Beverage Control and
Kentucky Research Services, was
designed differently this year to
give a scientifically sound non-
compliance rate for each of the 14
Mental Health/Mental Retardation
service areas. This approach allows
the Division of Substance Abuse to
better target prevention efforts and
resources.

Rising heating prices are

reminders to

We may not be returning to the
long gasoline lines of the 1970s, but
rapidly rising natural gas and heat-
ing oil prices are causing home and
business owners to revisil energy
savings ideas.

William E. Murphy, a mechani-
cal engineer who has studied and
wrilten extensively about energy
needs and costs as a University of
Kentucky cooperative extension
specialist, says this year may attract
more attention to energy, since nat-

ural gas and propane prices have
nearly doubled in some places over
the past year.

“In the early 1990s, nobody
thought about energy when prices
were declining,” said Murphy, who
now directs UK's Engineering
Extended Campus Program in
Paducah. “Some things do change."

Murphy, who has written exten-
sively about heating costs and sav-
ings and increasing the safety of
heating systems, offered some help-
ful hints to home and business own-
ers:

W Insulation: The attic of a
home usually is the place to start
with at least R-30 on the floor of the
attic, which is about 10 inches of
blanket or blown-in insulation.

B Windows. It is difficult to
recover the replacement cost of
windows from energy savings.
Murphy notes, but if windows need

winterize

homeowners should get al least
double-pane windows wilth coat-
ings.

M Furnace filters. Furnace fil-
ters will not keep dust from settling
on furniture and plants, Murphy
said, but are designed to keep the
furnace system's heat exchanger
clean so the proper amount of air
flows through it for maximum effi-
ciency. You should replace or clean
filters monthly.

B Weather-stripping. Cold out-
door air leaking into houses
accounts for 25 to 50 percent of our
heating expenses in winter,
Weather-stripping on doors and
windows should be checked, as
should insulation around electrical
outlets in outside walls.

B Heat pumps. A common rea-
son for an auxiliary heater light
coming on when the outside tem-
perature is 40 degrees Fahrenheit or
warmer is that a cartridge fuse in the
outdoor disconnect box has failed.
If the thermostat is set to “auto fan”
and the fan on the outdoor unit does
not run when the indoor fan is oper-
ating, the fuses are the first things to
check. You should keep spare fuses
on hand, particularly in the event
this breakdown occurs on weekends
or holidays.

After many Americans had grown weary of the
seemingly endless election saga gripping our nation,
the controversy came to a screeching halt Wednesday
night with two speeches which proved the be the finest
moment of a campaign which began more than a year
ago,

In his concession speech, Vice President Al Gore
shrugged away the “sore loser” criticism he has with-
stood the past five weeks and proved himself before
the nation to be a statesman. While his ego must obvi-
ously still sting from his defeat at the hands of the U.S.
Supreme Court, he used his last moment in the lime-
light not for partisan bickering, but to promote healing
His calls for the nation to close rank behind his former
opponent — and his vow to do the same — were a voice
of calm and reason following a period which has seen
little of either.

Likewise, Texas Gov, George W, Bush. in his first
speech to the nation as president-elect, successfully
embodied the image of a president. His message to the
nation with its calls for unity reminded us that America
remains strong, that the storm we've weathered since
Election Day has not undermined our system of gov-
ernment.

Just rhetoric? Perhaps. But for at least one evening,
America was given the opportunity to see these two
men at their very best, Taken together, their addresses
did much to close the gap the campaigns created and to
renew a sense of national pride.

And that is something which truly needed to hap-
pen. The U.S. has been a bit roughed up in the 36 days
it took to declare a winner.

v Our detractors overseas took particular delight in

~  ridiculing us. Suddenly, we were declared the “banana
republic.” Mighty America, the most powerful democ-
racy in the world, couldn’t even elect its own leader,
they said

And they were wrong. It's been awhile since we've
had to wait more than a day for a presidential election
to be decided. but we made it through just fine.

There was no crisis. We were not accustomed to
uncertainty, but we had confidence in our system that
everything would work out in the end.

For the average joe, filling the space under the
Christmas tree has been a higher priority than filling
the Oval Office. The financial markets have been all
over the charts, but that has become a matter of routine
this year. And there were people in the streets, but
instead of hurling rocks or Molotov cocktails, they
mostly tossed insults and corny slogans.

In short, America is fine. And if there was any
uncertainty on that point, Bush and Gore proved it
Wednesday night.

Holiday season calls for putting

work, life in

Ah, the holidays: A wondrous time filled with
great food, gifts, and thoughts of good will toward
men. It's also the season when vou have Lo dig like
a gopher to find those decorations stored back
behind all that other stuff. And, it’s the season that
makes you feel ke an aging salmon as you fight
your way through the river of shoppers at the local
mall.

Yes, the holidays certainly fill the heart with
joy, the wallet with receipts, and the soul with
stress. We are, at times, left wondering what it’s all
about: We know we're supposed to be as jolly as
old St. Nick and as loving as Tiny Tim, but we find
ourselves identifying more with Ebenezer
Scrooge. Getting into the holiday spirit can seem
like one big hassle.

Al such times, putting our work, and our lives,
in perspective can help. Try walking outside some
evening and looking up at the night sky. Centuries
ago the Psalmist did this and was moved to ask,
“What is man, that thou art mindful of him?"

That brilliant strip of stars. spread across the
heavens is the Milky Way galaxy. Our home. And,
it's big, Real big. So big, in fact, that light-travel-
ing at a speed of 186,000 miles per second—takes
100,000 years to cross from one side of the galaxy
to the other.

Meanwhile, here on planet Earth, we are
hurtling around the sun at a speed of about 67,000
mph, while at the same time the planet is spinning
like a top on its axis at a speed of 1,000 mph at the
equator, Feeling dizzy?

The sun and our solar system are halfway 1o the
edge of the Milky Way, out along a spiral arm
called Orion. The sun revolyes around the centerof
the galaxy at an impressive speed of—fasten your
seal belts, please—half a million miles an hour.
Even so, one revolution of the sun around the
galaxy takes 220 million years.

Because the sun is five billion years old we can
estimate that it has revolved around the galaxy
about 23 umes during its relatively young life. The
Milky Way itself is about 10 billion years old in a
universe estimated to be around 14 billion years

old.

The Milky Way is not the only galaxy, of
course. Some 100 billion galaxies exist in the vis-
ible universe. Each galaxy has a couple of billion
stars and, probably, planets. Scientists say that if
the universe is infinite, there could be an infinite
number of galaxies. If it is not infinite, there could
be a few trillion galaxies, give or take a billion
here and there.

All these galaxies are moving away from each
other through space at incredible speeds. How
incredible? Well, astronomers measure these
velocities in kilometers per second per mega-
parsec, where a megaparsec is equivalent to 3.26
million light years. Go figure.

Astronomers also believe the universe’s expan-
sion is actually accelerating. They base this theory
on the observance of supernovae, or exploding
stars, that are about five billion light years from
Earth. Which means, I believe, that their theory is
based on information that's five billion years old,
but, hey, who’s counting?

The closest galaxy to the Milky Way is
Andromeda, which is 2.5 million light years away.
Just one light year equals six trillion miles. and
here's some big news: Astronomers say the Milky
Way and Andromeda galaxies are going to slam
into each other about three billion years from now.
When they collide, the galaxies could tear each
other apart and throw millions of stars, not to men-
tion the Earth, into space, so be prepared.

When we stop to consider the grand scheme of
the universe—with its trillions of stars, billions of
galaxies, light-year distances and megaparsec
speeds, which our human minds can calculate but
cannot truly comprehend—our daily concerns at
work and at home absolutely pale by comparison.
It may help to keep that in mind when all those
holiday bills come due in January.

The
Kentucky Transportation Cabinet's
DRIVE SMART program has put
together winter driving tips to help
keep you safe during this unpre-
dictable season.

Always be prepared

* Have your car serviced before
you start out on the road. The heater
must work and the car needs
antifreeze, wiper fluid, oil, gas, etc,

* Assemble a disaster supply kit
that includes a first-aid kit, shovel,
ice scraper, {lashlight and batteries,
blankets, candles and matches, bot-
tled water and snacks.

* A bag of sand or cat litter
stored in the trunk will add extra
weight to minimize sliding and may
be used for traction on icy road-
ways, sidewalks, steps, etc.

* Dress warmly and in layers,

* Watch for any weather advi-
sories, and do not dnye during haz-
ardous conditions,

Should you lose control

* Steer inlo the direction of the
skid,

+ Drive slowly and carefully.

Rotate steering wheel gently going
into a turn.

« To apply brakes, repeatedly tap
the pedal gently, so you don’t lose
traction between the wheels and
surface.

* Reémember, always leave
enough room between you and the
car in front of you. Stopping in
snow may take up to four times
your norimal stopping distance.

Should you become stranded or
your vehicle disabled

= Stay with the car. Do nol walk
in freezing femperatures to get help.

* Tie a bright-colored piece of
cloth to the antenna, so rescuers
may see you are stranded.

New equipnﬁléht_ helps
consumers at the pump

As gasoline prices continug to
rise, the Kentucky Department of
Agriculture is using the latest tech-
nology for testing gas pump accura-
¢y, increasing efficiency and ensur-
ing consumers are getting what they
pay for.

The department recently pur-
chased two “provers” for testing gas
pump calibrations. Each prover sits
in the back of a pickup truck, allow-
ing state inspectors to check the
accuracy of fuel pumps for all three
grades of gasoline in a very short
time.

“In the past, our inspectors had to
fill a five-gallon can, one grade at a
time,” said Kentucky Agriculture
Commissioner Billy Ray Smith,
“Now we can inspect all three
grades at once before moving on to
another set of pumps.”

The two provers each contain
three calibration testers, one for
each grade of gasoline, “Each cali-
brator is attached to a 60-gallon
tank,” said Lamy Hatfield, director
of the Division of Regulation and
Inspection. *“This allows our inspec-
tors to check all pumps at a retail
outlet before returning the gasoline

samples back to the seller’s under-
ground storage tanks, and that saves
time and labor.”

Currently, Louisiana is the only
other southern state utilizing this
new technology. “We're constantly
looking for ways to improve the
efficiency of our department and
upgrade the many services that we

provide the citizens of the
Commonwealth,” Smith said.
By statute, the Kentucky

Department of Agriculture s
required 1o check every gas pump in
the state for accuracy at least once a
year. KDA inspectors also check the
octane levels of gasoline to ensure
that buyers receive good gasolne,

In addition, state inspectors
check all scales for accuracy,
including scales used by pharma-
¢ists to weigh medicines. All scan-
ners used by grocery stores and
other outlets are checked by KDA
inspectors for accuracy at least once
a year.

NASCAR took a long overdue
step forward Dec, 7 when new pres-
ident Mike Helton announced there
would be only one round of time tri-
als in 2001.

The entire 43-car field will be set
following one round, with the first
36 positions determined on the basis
of speeds and seven provisionals
added based on car-owner points.
The lone exception, as in the past,
will be the Daytona 500, where a
pair of 125-mile qualifying races are
used to partly determine the starting
order.
