The earliest stage of hreast can­
cer 1s ductal can:momn an situ 
(DCIS). This noninvasive breast 
~ancer accounts for 20 percent to 
30 percent of all breast cancer 
cases occurring each year in the 
Unated States. 

DC IS acts differently than inva­
stve brl'ast cancer because it 
grows and spreads within the 
breast's duc ts and milk passages. 
lf caught early, DClS is highly 
curable. Treatment can elimtnatc 
DCIS and reduce the chance that 
the pauent will develop a life 
threatcnang ial\'asivc breast cancer 

Until the mid-1980s, DCIS \\as 
treated by removing the breast. orJ 
mastectomy. But DCIS expert Dr. 
Marilyn Leitch, of the Uni,crsity 
of Texas Southwestern Medical 
Center at Dallas and a darcctor of 
the Amencan Cancer Society, says 
that researchers have found new 
hrcast conserving treatment strate­
gies. 

"Women have several choices 
that arc dependent on the patient's 
age, medical hist >f) and the type 
and stzc of DCIS the) have been 
diagnosed wllh." Leitch says. "But 
the good news is that women don't 
need lo necessarily opt for 
removal of the breast " 

Rather, they can choose to have 
a lumpcctom), an operation that 
removes the cancer without 
removing the breast. But the pro­
cedure only works for a select 
group of patients with early, small 
DCIS lesions. 

For more aggressive types of 
DCIS, lumpcctomy 1s combtned 
with radiation therapy instead of 
mastectomy. However, for women 
who require mastectomy because 
of a large tumor or several abnor­
mal areas, immediate hrcast recon­
struction surgery is an opuon .

• BUYING BRICKS 

When considenng the purchase of 
bricks for a b1g job, bear in mind that 
bricks are generally priced by the 
thousand. They may also be pur­
chased in prepackaged lots called 
"straps• (containing about 100 stan­
dard bncks) or "cubes" (containing 
about 500 standard bricks). A cube 
measures four feet per side and is 
secured to a pallet w1th steel bands. 
Make your decision to have the 
bricks deltvered on the basis that a 
solid standard brick weighs about 
five pounds. Before the delivery 
arrives, prepare a storage platform 
on the street or driveway, as close as 
posstble to the work site. Lay down 
planks covered with plastic sheeting, 
and stack the bricks on the platform.

The common black and yellow-
~ striped "potato hug," n \Cry famil­

iar insect to home gnn.k•ncrs, i~ the 
most serious in sed pest of potatoes. 
Both the striped bl·etle and the 
black-spotted. red larva fl•c<.l on 
potato leaves. Their damagl' can 
greatly rL·duce yield and even kill 
plants. 

In addition to potatoes, Colorado 
potato beetle can be a serious pest 
of tomato. eggplant, and pepper. 

The Colorado potato beetle is 
notorious for its abilit} to rapid!} 
develop resistance to insecticides 
that are used repeatedly for control. 

• This has been a serious problem on 
the east coast for some time. and is 
becoming more of a problem in 
Kentucky. 

With a limited number of insec­
ticides available. some: homeown­
ers feel the) have exhau,tcd their 
control options ''hen it becomes 
resistant to one or more insecti­
cides. 

BIOLOGY 
Colorado potato bcctks over­

winter in the soil "' adults. They 
"' become active in thl' spring as tem­

peratures rise and begin to Iced on 
weeds and volunteers or early 
planted potatoes. C\ en entering th~.: 

soil to attack emerging foliage. 
Pemalc hectles Ia) orangc-ycl­

IO\\ eggs in oatche' of about l\\ o 
dozen or so on the undcrstidc of the 
lea\ es. r .. 11ch fcmalC' can lay 500 or 
more egg ... O\Cr a four to-fi\c-weck 
period. 

Eggs hatch in four to nine days 
and the larvae begm to fc.cd on 
potato foliage. The lan ae arc 
humpbacked with two ro\\ s of 

• black spots on each silk. They usu­
ally feed in groups and damage can 
be severe. The Ian al stage lasts two 
to three weeks. 

Full grown lan ae hurro\\ in the 
ground to pupate. In five to 10 days, 
the adult beetle emerges. This 
insect can go from egg to adult in as 
little as 21 days. The newly 
emerged adult female feeds for a 
few days before egg laying begins. 

There are t\\o full and occasion-

ally n partial third generation each 
year. If foliar sprays arc used. an 
effort should he made to treat just 
after most eggs have hatched hut 
before serious plant damage occurs. 

R F..SISTANCE \1 ·\ NAGE\IE!'JT 
Insecticides in the same chemi­

cal class usually have the same 
mode of action, the same method ol 
killing the tnsect. Resistance devel­
ops more rapidly to an insecticide 
when chat insecticide is used 
repeatedly as the only control mea­
sure. 

Repeated use of one class kills 
susceptible beetles. leaving those 
that are resistant. Overuse of one 
insecticide may favor the develop· 
ment of resistance to other insecti­
cides in the same chemical class. 

Consequently. to delay or pre­
vent resistance, it is important to 
avoid repeated usage of one partic­
ular insecticide by rotating the 
in-;ecticides used. 

Rotation needs to be among dif­
ferent classes of insecticides (see 
table below). For example. rotation 
among Diazinon. Guthion, and 
lmidan would not be as effective as 
a Sevin, Diazinon, Thiodan rota­
tion. Because Diazinon. Guthion, 
and lmidan are in the same class of 
chemicals and have Lhe same mode 
of action. lillie IS gained with this 
type of rotation.

Colorado potato beetle are due to 
other factors besides just insecti­
cide rc~istance alone. Timing of 
sprays arc critical for control. 
Overwintering beetles are attracted 
to fields over a period of several 
weeks, spraying an insecticide too 
early may only control a portion of 
those beetles. 

However. waiting until larvae 
arc nt•arly fu ll grown also increases 
the chances of control fail ure. 

Small larvae are much easier to 
control with an in~cct icide than 
large ones. Using the correct 
amount of insecticide as well as 
obtaining coverage of the plants is 
important. 

lnsecticidcs should only be used 

wben needed. Potato plants can 
withstand considerable defoliation 
without yield loss. Plants can lose 
up to 30 percent ot their toli,tge 
without y 1cld los~. Generally, lll'>ec 
ticidcs do not need to be .1pplinl 
unless there is more than avc1 age of 
one beetle or larva Pl'r r lant. 
Additionally, some bcncfici<d 
insects such as hi rds, prl·datoi y 
stink bugl>, and parasitic lliL·s will 
help to reduce Colorado potato bee­
tle numbers somewhat.

T ONY STEWART might not be a fast 
starter. 
But one thing's for sure: He's fast 

right now. Really fast. 
Stewart, who has slogged through a sea­

son full of bad luck, poor finishes and a 
bad rap for speaking his mind, turned the 
tide on Sunday at Michigan Speedway and 
became just the second driver this year to 
win a second race. 

What's more impressive about his win in 
the MBNA 400 is that in a year where par­
ity has reigned supreme, when a rookie 
isn't taking all the headlines. Stewart has 
now won two straight. Is it time for a 
dominant driver to end the weekly parade 
of first-time finishers? 

Joe Gibbs, owner of Stewart's No. 20 
Home Depot Pontiac, thinks Stewart can 
win in bunches. 

"I think Tony's team 1s the one you pic­
ture right now winning a championship," 
said Gibbs, whose other driver, Bobby 
Labonte. is leading the points right now. 
'·You picture them as being an exciting 
team that can win almost any race at any 
time. 

"Bobby has kind of proven himself at 
the top. But I think Tony's is the kind of 
team that definitely can win races. There's 
not a racetrAck I go to where I feel that he 
is going to run poorly I feel like he is 
going to have a cham:e to win every 
week." 

Stewart's year didn't start that way. It 
began with a 22nd-place finish in Daytona. 
That wa~n't the way last year's rookie 
phenom planned swrting the 2000 season. 

Stewart won a rookie-record three times 
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illitGJI 
e r is only 
tile second driver 

last year. selting the standard for newcom­
ers. This year many had Stewart pegged as 
a contender for the championship. But 
Stewart's performance hasn't put htm 111 
that position, and he isn't quite sure that 
back-to-back wins means a total resur­
gence for him and his team. 

"Do I think this is the automatic cure?'' 
Stewart asked. "No. We've got to keep 
racing hard like this every week. I think 
I'm probably just encouraged about the 
rest of the season. I feel like this has 
turned a lot of things around for us. 

'Tve raced 21 . I've worked with a

lot of people and I know what momentum 
does. Joe [Gibbs] can testify to that. He's 
been part of winning teams. You win a 
couple games or you win a couple race~. 
and it can change things. But do I expect it 
to. or do I think it's going to happen'! I 
hope so." 

Stewart will now head to Pennsylvania 
for the Pocono 500. Last year the 29-year­
old Indiana native finished sixth at the 
event and followed that with a fourth-place 

at the same 1 rack in the Pennsylvania 500 
just four races later. In fact, those two race 
on Pocono's 2.5-mile superspeedway were 
111 the midst of a streak when Stewart had 
16 top-10 finishes in a 19-race span. Ten 
of those finishes were in the top five, one 
being his first Winston Cup win in 
Richmond. followed by back-to-back sec­
ond places. So there's no doubt Stewart 
knows a lot about momentum. 

Stewart's climb back into the ranks of 
contender is also a good thing for Labonte, 
who finished a career-best second in the 
points race last year while Stewart finished 
fourth. 

"1 think it's no accident that the best two 
years for the 18 car have been with the 20 
car being there,'' Gibbs said. "That's a big 
deal for us. Ninety pen:ent of our people 
work on both cars. We look at it as a total 
team effort." 

While Gibbs praises the team effort. 
Stewart is applauding the leadershjp pro­
" idcd by Gibbs. a former Super Bowl 
coach of the Washington Redskins. 

·'Even though we were having some 
tough times this year. he says. 'I know you 
guy:-. can bounce back and can bounce out 
of this.' •· Stewart said. "He knows about 
all this. A lot of it wa~ racing luck. He 
knows the races that v.·c should have won 
or that we should have run better at, and 
just had something happen. 

·'But he's always been behind us. and 
he's the guy who is always smiling at the 
end of the da} ... 

And right now. with one driver shooting 
for three wins in a row and another fight­
ing for the Winston Cup championship, 
Gibbs has a lot to be smiUng about.

'Tm so tired of having 
excuses,'' Spencer said in a 
story by the Associated Press.

Why is 
Jack Roush so successful? 
Leadership.'' 

Here's a guy who.has won a 
few times on the Winston Cup 
circuit- albeit both wins came 
in 1994 on restrictor-plate 
tracks - and is talented enough 
to win again. But, because he's 
not the marketable, sexy, suave 
good-looking guy a Ia Jeff 
Gordon or Tony Stewart, he 
gets stuck with a second-rate 
team with second-rate equip­
ment. 

Maybe NASCAR needs to 
take a closer look at imposing 
spending limits on teams. 
Maybe teams that have limitless 
amounts of cash shouldn't be 
allowed to spend limitless 
amounts of cash. 

Jf NASCAR wants parity, it 
should make sure that every car 
is the same and that money 
doesn't·buy championships. 

Of course. drivers will start 
complaining that all their hard 
work is going to waste. Hey, 
how tough is it to get all the big 
bucks from the biggest sponsors 
and, if you're not doing too 
well, hire some key "hit men" 
to solve the problem? When 
money isn't an issue for some 
teams as it is for others, how 
can Spencer. Robert Pressley, 
Johnny Benson or any of the 
other guys who aren't in the top 
15 in points and pocket change 
really compete?

Sadler started his sea~on 111 a 
nightmarish wa) . c rashing in 
each of the ltrst tv, o races and 
dropping to 43nJ in the poinl 
standings. By the end of the 
year, however Sadler had lin 
ished ever) remaining race and 
climbed to 24th in the final 
standings.

The case is an interesting one. 
not only becaus~ it opens a win­
dO\\ on the land disputes that fol­
lowed the Floyd Count) 
Courthouse Fire of 1808. hut 
because it present~ evidence that 
John Graham \\as not as honest as 
we haH~ hitherto as~umcd him to 
be. 

John Spurlock cnjo) ed the dis­
tinction of being the tm\n·~ origi­
nal seuler, ha\ ing come to the Big 
Sandy in 1791 \\ith his wife. 
Fanny, and several of their chil­
dren. Tradition says that he built 
his cabin on a site direct!) east of 
the recently-vacated Prestonsburg 
Post Office. Whether Spurlock 
originally owned or claimed all of 
the bottom land where 

Prestonsburg now stands. or if he 
held a deed to it, cannot be deter­
mined from the surviving records. 

During the early period. John 
Spurlock may have been an agent 
for Colonel John Preston or a part­
ncr of John Graham. the c;urveyor 
and original proprietor of the 
tm\ n. Records kept in Frankfort 
show that on May 3. I 797. 
Graham surveyed the site on 
which the Town of Prcc;tonsburg 
now stands. As we all know. the 
town was part of Colonel John 
Pn.:ston'-. 100.000-acre land grant, 
entered at the Land Office in 
Richmond. Virgirua. on March 9, 
1787. 

Was Spurlock Graham·~ part­
ncr'? There is some evidence that 
he was. Some years ago Henry 
Scalf discovered John Graham's 
Bond to John Spurlock, dated 
September 27. 1814, which shows 
that on that dare Graham sold to 
Spurlock "all the Jots in the Town 
of Prestonsburg" for $10,000. As 
we have seen. this transaction is 
mentioned m Samuel May's 1816 
Bill of Complaint 

Graham's 1814 Bond is a

Patients 
agree: 
Do knee 

surgery now, 
not later 

Question: I've had knee problems 
for some years now. I had arthro· 
scopic surgery on my right knee three 
years ago to repair a torn cartilage. 
That helped for a while. hut now my 
orthopedic doctor i~ recommending I 
have a total knee replacement 
because of extensive anhritis. 

He was very helpful in explaining 
the surgery he proposes, but I'm still 
uncomfortable. Qb, iously, his viev. 
of total knee replacement surgery is 
biased - he make~ his livmg do 
them. 

What do you think of total knee 
surgery? 

Answer: The knee is like most 
parts of the body in that it is hard to 
imagine the consequences of ha.,ing 
that part no longer work properly -
until it happens to you, that is. Then 
you realize how important that 
weight-bearing joint between the 
tibia (lower leg bone) and femur 
(upper leg bone) really is. 

Arthritic degeneration, such as 
you have, usually limits the nonnal 
movement of the knee. In addition to 
the decreased mobility of the joint. 
the arthritis also makes it hu11. 
Typically, these problems are mild at 
first but become progressively worse 
as the joint deteriorates. 

The initial treatment for this is 
aspirin - or another medicine that 
fits into the category doctor-, call 
"non-steroidal anti- inflammatory 
drugs" (NSAJDs} - and physical 
therapy. 

Many patients also try non-tradi­
tional treatments such as magnets. 
copper br..tcelcts, chondroitin sulfate, 
glucosamine and similar "wonder 
cures." Ob\'iOusly. none of these 
treatments provide a cure for arthri­
tis, although all may provide )tOme 
relief for some individuals. 

Knee pain or stiffness that inter­
feres with work, play or rest may be 
caused by several different condi­
tions. including arthritis. Some of 
these disorders are amenable to surgi­
cal remedies. 

Many problems of the knee's sup­
porting ligaments or cartilage can be

operated upon. as yours were, with 
arthroscopic techniques. This 
invohcs using a telescope-like 
device to look inside the knee while 
the surgeon simultaneously guides 
other operating instruments to actual­
ly ~rfom1 the surgery. 

Knee replacement surgery is 
much more involved than arthro­
scopic surgery. It entails removing 
the damaged surfaces of the tibia and 
femur, ;Uld in many situations, the 
under-surface of the kneecap as well. 

In other words. some or all of the 
bony knee surfaces. New artificial 
metal or plastic parts are then fitted 
into po~ition. The supporting muscles 
and ligaments are left intact. 

Total knee replacement surgery 
has been done for about l 00 years. 
but the techniques and materials used 
today ha' e made this a common and 
effective treatment for those who 
have seriously damaged joints. 

Don't misinterpret this, though. 
Total knee surgery is serious busi­
ness. There are risks - even life 
threatening ones - to consider 
before consenting to the surgery. 
Hemorrhage, infection, blood clots 
and unsuccessful improvement in 
knee pain or stiffness are among 
these. 

Fortunately, most individuals 

have the expected outcome from total 
knee replacement. They have 
improved mobility and much Jess 
pain after the anticipated period of 
post-surgical recovery. 

This benefit typically lasts for 10 
years or more. after which time the 
surgery may need to be repeated 
because of wear on the artificial parts 
or loosening of the connections 
between them and the bones. 

The best guide I can offer about 
whether you should consider total 
knee surgery is the amount of pain 
and disability you experience 
because of it. 

In tenns of my own practice, my 
patients have delivered a unanimous 
verdict. Bvery one who has had this 
surgery has told me later that they 
wish they wouldn't have waited so 
long. Talk to your surgeon and your 
family. 

Ultimately, however. it is your 
knee, and therefore, your choice.

To achieve your financial goals, 
it' tmportantto allocate your assets 
m 11 wny that creates a diversified 
portfolio.

BACK TO BASICS: 

"'HAT 1~ A BoND? 
In its simplest tcnns, a bond is an 

IOU. It represents a loan by you (as 
one of the bondholders) to an issurer 
(n corporation. municipality or gov­
ernment agency). Bondholders lend 
money to the issuer in return for the 
promise of lixed periodic payments 
of interest and the repayment of the 
loan·, principal amount at maturity . 

BOND PRICES 

ANU bTERES'I' RATES 
The market price of a bond has an 

mverse rclauonshtp to the move­
ment of interest mtcs. When interest 
rates go up. bond pnccs go down 
.md vice Yersn. Just as interest rates 
fluctuate dmly. so do the prices of 
bonds prior to maturit). 

When ) ou huy a bond and hold it 
until its maturity, )OU don't have to 
\\Orr) about rts price changing 
because )Ou'll receive the full face 
value ol the bond at maturity. 
Howe\er, if you need to sell a bond 
before its maturity date. the price 
you n..:cei ve may be less than your 
original pncc or the bond's maturity 
value. 

Since a bond's interest rate is 
lixed \\ hl'n you buy it, a change in 
interest rates will affect the value of 
your hontll r you were to sell it prior 
to its maturity. for example, if you 
bought a $1 O,O<Xl bond with an 8 
percent coupon and interest rates 
droppctl from 8 percent to 4 percent. 
your bond would become more 
'aluablc than those ~ubsequently 
i sued at lm\er interest rates. 
Therefore. prrnr to maturity you 
could ;.ell your bon<.l at a premium to 
its face value. 

On the other hand. if rates rose to 
12 percent, im cstors would want to 
own nc\\ 1s;.ues that pay more Inter­
est, and your bond would lose some 
nf its rc'>ale value.

E VALUATING B OND RISKS 

AND RETURNS 
In assessing the level of risk and 

return of any fixed income invest­
ment, the following two factors are 
important. 

Maturity. Your bond's maturity is 
the date on which the principal 
amount becomes due and payable to 
you.

"investment grade." Lower-quality 
bonds generally have higher yields 
but also have a greater potential for 
default. 

Ratings are constantly revised, 
based on related industry or compa­
ny changes. and can have a distinct 
effect on a bond's market price.
