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Overdose leads 
to investigation 
of child's life

An overdose of prescription medicine sent 
a young East Point boy to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center':. trauma team 
Sunday. 

According to Kentucky State Police 
Trooper John Hunt a 7-year-old boy appar­
ently gained access to a prescription sleeping 
pill and took about 15 tablets. 

That overdose sent the child to Highlands, 
where Hunt said the entire emergency room 
spent between 90 minutes and rwo hours giv­
ing him I 00 percent of their attention in order 
to stabilize him. 

From Highlands the boy. who attends

Officials with the Floyd 
County Health Department have 
reported finding another poten­
tial case of neisseria meningitis 
in the county. 

Carol Holbrook, director of 
the health department. satd 
Monday that apparently a tod­
dler had been taken to the 
McDowell Appalachian 
Regional Hospital last

Thursday, June 22. after he had 
developed a rash and fever. 

Suspected of having Rocky 
Mountain spotted fever, the 
child was transported to the 
University of Kentucky 
Chandler Medical Center in 
Lexington for treatment that 
afternoon. The 2 1/2 year-old 
was released on Saturday. 

Nursing director Thursa 
Slone received a call from the 
hospital about 3:30 p.m. 
Monday afternoon saying the 

bacteria neisseria meningitidis 
had been discovered in the little 
boy's blood cultures. The bacte­
ria causes the neisseria meningi­
tis. 

Called to immediate action, 
officials at the health depart­
ment began tracking down the 
child and the eight family mem­
bers who had been in immediate 
contact with him. Part of the 
child's procession was discov-

"We lost a building. but we still 
have a church.'' Lafferty told the 
crowd of 74 which attended the 
service. 

Lafferty went on to say that 
while the church lost many things 
in the fjre, its members sti II had the 
basics to continue. He noted that 
the church had lost a baptistery and 
state-of-the-art sound system, but 
that they still had lakes and streams 
for baptisms and their voices to 
speak. 

"We lost some real nice padded 
pews," Lafferty said. "We were 
comfortable. We lost padded pews. 
But praise the Lord, we still have .a 
place to worship, even if it is in 
folding chairs." 

And Lafferty said church mem­
bers still had one thing left which

could not be taken away from 
them. 

"We lost every temporal thing in 
our building," the pastor said. "We 
didn't even save a song book. We 
lost everything we've accumulated 
since 1933 ... But thanks to the 
Lord, we still have memories." 

Lafferty also spoke of the need 
to redouble the church's efforts 
during its time of tragedy. 

"We're going through this trou­
bling time for some reason, but the 
Lord knows there will be joy in the 
morning ... " Lafferty said. "You 
know how we can give the devil a 
black eye this morning? Keep on 
working." 

Lafferty also took time out to 
thank those who have made dona­
tions to the church in the wake of 
the fire. In particular, he singled 
om a woman in Lexington who 
donated an organ so that the church 
would have music, and another 
lady in Johnson County who

said she was shocked to see a man 
wearing a Vietnam veteran's ball 
cap walk in and ask for a bed. When 
the man said he had been homeless 
for 20 years, French saw her calling. 

Using the backdrop of her Miss 
America crown French has taken 
her efforts nationwide. French said 
veterans need more than physical 
memorials. Instead they need 
friends. 

"Someone to hug them and say I 
am here for you,'' French said. She 
said the veterans need "not just a 
hand out but a hand up." 

These men and women were the 
most skilled people in tbe nation, 
she said 

Her speaking tour has taken her 
through lobbying with various 
groups and organizations, speaking 
to many VAs, and to Congress. 
''This 25-year-old little girl has 
moved to the capital," she said. "I 
wouldn't have won Miss America if 
not for my platform, which is for 
those thousands of lives. Make 
everyday Veteran's Day. every 
weekend Memorial Day. Stones are 
powerful messages, but memorials 
in the heart are the most powerful." 

Many bad worried about the 
coming of the year 2000. she said, 
but now the nation as a whole has 
become excited by the new millen­
nium.

promised 60 folding chairs for 
church members to sit in. 

"Maybe this happened to show 
we need to depend on the Lord," 
Lafferty said. 

The pastor also tried to place the 
fire in perspective, especially given 
another tragic event which 
occurred on church property just 
hours before the fire. 

On the afternoon of June 19, 
less than 12 hours before the 
church fire began, a woman parked 
between the church and annex 
committed suicide by shooting her­
self. 

Lafferty asked his congregation 
to remember the woman and her 
family in their prayers, saying the 
family's loss was far greater than 
the church's. 

"Our building wasn't worth that 
one life, that one soul," Lafferty 
said. 

To punctuate his message of 
hope in the face of adversity, 

for them mentally and spiritually. 
"Sure, they have had a past but 

we need to bring them to the pre­
sent," she said. "Every vet we step 
over we leave behind." 

Miss French displayed a purple 
heart to the audience. Given to her 
on her tour by a veteran, she said, 
"It is why we have the our bountiful 
lives. It is the reason why you 

. fight." 
The medal accompanies her 

everywhere she goes, said French. It 
represents the inner barriers and, 
too often, the realities of coming 
home or not, she said. 

"Just because we pass a law 
doesn't make it enough," she said. 

"The 25 million veterans that 
live in this country represent the 
stones in this crown," French said 
as she displayed her sparkling tiara. 
All the veterans pick a stone that 
represents them, she said. 

One particular vet approached 
her to pick a stone and said if he 
could be even the smallest one it

Bending, hfting 
and kneehng can be tough on joints 
and may prevent some people with 
joint st1ffness from being active 
More than 30 m1llion people in the 
United States arc estimated to expe­

Good gum care important for good health

LEXINGTON - Healthy gums 
are an important pan of having a 
healthy body. But for more than half 
of the adult population, periodontal 
disease causes mild to severe prob­
lems. even tooth losc:. 

Penodontal d1sease, also referred 
to as gingivitis or periodontitis, IS a 
bacterial infection of the structures 
that surround and support the teeth. 
The bacteria produces toxms that are 
attacked by the immune system. 

If this response is not properly 
controlled, damage to the bone, liga­
ments, and gums that support the 
teeth can occur. In advanced stages, 
the teeth lose their supporting struc­
tures and may be lost. 

Recent advances m periodontol­
ogy makes much of this tooth loss a 
preventable tragedy, said Mark 
Thomas. D.M.D .• professor in the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Dentistry. 

"New interventions and therapies 
are very effective and predictable in 
treating periodontal disease," 
'TI10mas said. 

When the disease already has 
occurred techniques exist that help 
rebuild the lost tissue. he said. These 
include procedures such as bone 
grafting and bone regeneration. 
Therapies also are available to slow 
the disease using medications such 
as antibiotics. 

The impact of periodontal disea.~e 
to one's overall health is an area con· 
tinuing to be stud1ed. 

"There is mcreasmg evidence that 
periodontal mfections have a role in 
our general health and certain sys­
temic diseases," Thomas said. 

Research has shown a link 
between periodontal disease and an 
increased risk of heart disease. 
stroke and low birth-weight infants, 
Thomas said. Studies also have 
reported that poorly controlled dia­
betes may be a risk factor for pen· 
odontal disease. 

Additional reports have suggest­
ed a relationship between ostcoporo· 
sis and periodontal disease, both 
characterized by bone loss. 

Even those patients \\ ith a good 
gum care regimen of brushmg and 
flossmg aren't immune from dis­
ease. Thomas said. "There is a 

genetic component. making some 
people predisposed to periodontal 
disca~e."• 

Because penodontal disease 1S 
painless until the tina! stages. It often 
goes unnoticed. However, there arc 
many md1cations of potenllal pcn­
odontal disease. Here arc s1gns to 
watch lor: 

• Gums that bleed when you 
brush your teeth; 

• Red, swollen or tender gums; 
• Gums that have pulled away 

from your teeth: 
• A metallic taste or persistent bad 

breath; 
• Pus or discharge between your 

teeth and gums; 
• Loose or separating teeth; 
• A change in the way your teeth 

fit together when you bite; 
• A change in the fit of a partial. 
If patients have these signs they 

should be evaluated by a dentist or 
pcnodonllst and have a technique 
called periodontal probing done to 
measure the pocket depth around the 
tooth, 'J110mas said. Depending on 
the seventy of the disease, a plan can 
be designed to correct and slow the 
progress of the disease.

Impoverished 

beginnings 
Kentucky edged up a notch in the rankings by an annu­

al assessment of how children fare in our nation. But it has 
far, far to go. 

The commonwealth still falls into the bouom 10 of 
states in annual Kids Count report on the well-being of the 
nation's children, produced by the Annie E. Casey 
Foundation, a private charitable organization focused on 
disadvantaged children and families. 

Moving up a notch in the rankings to 40th among the 
states and District of Columbia- up from 41st a year ago 
-is a move in the right direction. But it's no cause for cel­
ebration. 

Among the pluses. the infant mortality rate declined in 
Kentucky. as it did in every state. There were 14 percent 
fewer deaths at birth in Kentucky in 1997 compared with 
1990. 

Teen-age deaths - by accident, murder or suicide -
were down slightly in Kentucky, as well, with 73 deaths 
recorded in 1997, down slightly from 75 teen deaths in 
1990. 

But in one key area in which the well-being of children 
is assessed Kentucky continues to Jag. That area is children 
living in poverty. 

To IJe sure poverty plagues far too many children 
nationwide. While the nation's overall poverty rates 
declined slightly during the 1990s. the percentage of chil­
dren living in poverty still encompasses about one-fifth of 
all kids. 

Kentucky's poverty rate for children was even worse. 
Moreover, it grew from 25 percent in 1990 to 26 percent of 
children in 1997. Admittedly that's not much, but still one­
fourth of all children live in poverty. 

How can that many children live in poverty in a nation 
that has been blessed with such abundance and that has 
enjoyed so robust an economy'? 

What can we as a society expect for the future, when the 
beginnings for so many children are impoverished? 

Those are questions that need to be asked and, more 
importantly, answered, said Debra Miller, executive direc­
tor of Kentucky Youth Advocates. 

"The most concerning thing is the continuing and con­
sistent child poverty given the good economic times." Ms. 
Miller ~aid. "Poor kids haven't made any gains and per­
haps ha~c lost a little ground in that there are 1 percent 
more kids." 

Focal points of the state's efforts. M". Miller said, 
should be the early childhood years and addressing needs 
like day-care and health care for families and jobs. job 
trammg and education for parents, whose poverty makes 
their children poor. 

Only by addressing the underlying causes and seeing to 
it that there is some basic level of support for children will 
poor kids be rescued from poverty. 

lt won't happen overnight, but it \Von't happen at all 
without commitment.

"Most 
burglars don't break glass when 
people nrc home and usuall) won't 
choose the front door. If you' rc at 
home, keep the key to the deadbolt 
ncar the door region hut out of 
ann's reach." he added. 

A single cylinder deadbolt is 
best when there i~ no glass ncar 
the doorknob. The dcadbolt should 
have at least a one inch throw bolt

CUTTING METAL 
AND MASONRY 

When looking for a cutoff wheel for 
your circular saw that will cut either 
metal or masonry, there may be some 
confusion as to which is the best to 
use. Wheels intended for cutting 
masonry are made with a silicon·car· 
bide abrasive, while those intended 
for metal contain either ztrconia or 
aluminum oxide. Since silteon carbtde 

· s the hardest of the three, why not 
use tt for all cutting chores? When the 
abrastve IS too hard for the material 
betng cu~ there is a large amount of 
heat produclton. Th1s. 1n turn, leads to 
gumming up. Thus. a cutoff wheel that 
uses aluminum oxide (the softest of 
the three named abrasives) as an 
abrasive will work best on metal. 
Choostng the right saw blade for a 

particular job is important. Our staff 
ts very knowledgeable about all 
kinds of do-it-yourself jobs and are 
always available to discuss your next 
project.

that goes into the frame of the 
door-any shorter and the thief 
could push the frame away from 
the lock. 

All deadbolts should be case 
hardened steel, and make sure 
your door and frame is sturdy. 
according to Burke 

A sliding glass door is the most 
vulnerable and can easily be lifted 
off the track. ''Homeowners can 
install a security bar for those 
doors and drill in screws in the 
upper track area which will allow 
the door to slide but not be lifled 
out," Burke says. 

Windows are also vulnerable. 
"The clam shell locks on most 
wmdows are easy to jimmy open," 
says Burke, "and are very vulnera­
ble." 

He suggests carefully drilling 
holes in the window frame at an 
angle and inserting roofing na1ls in 
those holes so people can't open 
the windows past a certain potnt 
This still allows homeowners to 
open the window at will, but keeps 
burglars at bay. 

It ~~ also a good idea to keep 
shrubs along the home below win­
dow level so there is no place for a 
criminal to hide. Burglars want to 
get the easiest target. says Burke, 
and if they can't get into the home 
in a couple of seconds, they move 
on. 

A fence will also help keep 
intruders out. This is a psycholog , 
ical barrier rather than a physical. 
one, since it eliminates what the 
thief sees as a clear route. 

Criminals also do not l1ke to be 
seen, so motion detector lights are 
also recommended. 

Alarms are another way to pro· 
teet your home. If you live tn a 
remote area, Burke advises an 
audible alarm with flashing lights. 

There are also motion alarms 
and alarms that have a floor mat 
you can place under the carpet in 
front of your valuables. When the 
thief steps on it. the alarm goes 
off. 

If a thief gets into the home, 
they have a pretty good idea where 
the valuables are. They head to the 
master bedroom for the jewelry 
and the family room for the stereo 
and television. 

Burke advises homeowners to 
be creative and "spread the risk." 
For example, change around the 
location of jewelry, silver or 
antiques. The longer the burglar is 
in the home looking for valuables, 
the more likely they will get 
caught. 

It is also important to mark 
your valuables with a dnvers 
license number, which is called 
"operation identification" by law 
enforcement In case your valu­
ables are stolen. this engra\ ed 
information will help police lo~atc 
them. 

Taking Polaroid p1ctures and 
making a list of the approximate 
value of your precious items are 
cntical for insurance purposes and 
the ttems' recovery. However. it is 
not a good idea to take regular pic­
tures and send them to the photo 
lab. 

"Those who work at the lab w1ll 
have your name, address, phnne 
number and a catalogue of what's 
1n your house," cautions Burke. 

A video tape of your valuables 
placed in a safe deposH box 1s also 
a good 1dea. 

Key control is also very impor 
tant. How many keys arc out there 
and who has them? And putting 
key~ under flower pots. Ia\\ n orn.l· 
mcnts or welcome mats is nut a 
very good 1dea. 

But most importantly, always 

make sure your house looks lived 
1n. Ask your neighbor to pick up 
your mail and newspapers. If you 
cancel your newspapers and mail. 
the mail carriers and newspaper 
delivery service would know you 
are not at home. 

Also, have a neighbor park 
their car in your driveway and pur 
trash m your trash bins on garbage 
pick-up day. 

FIRE SAFElY 
"Have a fire safety checklist 

and practice an escape route," says 
Burke. Place smoke detector~ and 
fire extinguishers on each floor 
and keep a rope ladder tn the chil­
dren's room for use in case of a 
fire emergency. 

The materials tn your home 
could make a difference on the 
seventy of fire damage. Radford 
University interior design instruc­
tor Teresa Edwards says as far as 
building codes are concerned there 
are no stipulations on fire resistant 
finishes for private residences. 

Edwards suggests commercial 
grade carpets instead of residential 
because they are more fire resis­
tant as well as anti-microbial, 
which inhibits bacterial growth in 
the product. 

"Many people think of com­
mercial grade products as corpo­
rate. sterile looking or perhaps too 
contemporary. A certified interior 
designer can point you to beautiful 
commercial materials with vibrant 
colors," she says. 

"There is a wonderful variety of 
products out there, but people 
aren't aware that interior designers 
have access to that." 

SAFE LlVJNG 

Many other hazards in the 
home aren't related to cnme or 
fire. The kitchen and bathroom are 
the most likely places for people 
to get hurt and there arc basic 
ways to safeguard against inJuries. 

"The most important deta1ls to 
keep in mind in these areas," says 
Edwards, "are lighting. flooring. 
and work surface materials." 
Make sure every area of a kitchen 
countertop is illuminated. iRclud­
ing the area underneath the cabi­
nets. 

"Thts IS very important, since 
usually people use their counters 
for cutt1ng and preparing food. If 
you are unable to sec what you're 
doing, you arc more ltkely to hurt 
yourself," says Edwards. 

Also make sure that adjacent 
surfaces. such as between counter 
and backsplash or between cabi­
nets and floors have cuntrastmg 
color!> to help define the edges. 

That logic can also be applied 
to stairs. If the nscrs and stair 
treads arc the same color. many

FRANKFORT - The Cabinet 
for Health Services has taken anoth­
er step toward implementing man­
aged care for the Medicaid program 
and the Kentucky Children's Health 
Insurance Program (KCHIP) on a 
stateY. ide basis. 

The Department for Medicaid 
Services has issued a request for 
proposals (RFP) seeking managed 
care organizations to provide cov­
ered benefits for Medicaid and 
KCHIP eligible low-income resi­
dents of the Commonwealth. 

Proposals may be submitted for 
geographic areas as small as a coun­
ty or as large as the entire state. with 
the exception of the Passp011 Region 
3 service area. Passport is a man­
aged care partnership that serves 
Jefferson and I 5 surrounding coun­
ties. 

The goal of the Kentucky 
Medicaid program is to improve the 
quality of services and offer choice 
to Medicaid recipients. KenPAC. an 

existing primary care ca~e manage­
ment program. will continue to oper­
ate with enhanced managed care 
incentives. 

"The ideal situation would be 
that every Medicaid and KCHIP 
recipient in the state would have a 
choice between a managed care 
organitation (MCO) and a KenPAC 
provider,'' said Health Sen ices 
Secretaf) Jimmy D. Helton. "If we 
are unnble to contract with an MCO 
in some counties, those recipients 
will have a choice of KenPAC 
providers.'' 

"This approach to managed care 
builds on the health care delivery 
!>)Stem in place and is not a 'one size 
fits all' approach." said Helton.

ARCA DRIVER SCOTT 
BAKER DIES 

Scott Baker, of Holland. 
Michigan. d1ed Friday, June 23, from 
head injuries sustained at Toledo 
Speedway in the ARCA Bondo/Mar· 
Hyde Series I 50. He was 43. 

Baker, running eighth in the 30-
car field, made contact with an inner 
tire barrier JUSt past the start-tinish 
line on the !47th lap of the 150-lap 
race and wa~ transported by ambu­
lance to St Vincent Mercy Medical 
Center tn Toledo where he was pro­
nounced dead at I 0:56 PM local 
time. 

Baker. a second-generation driver 
whose father Ralph raced throughout 
the MidwesL including the ARCA 
circuit, raced on the ARCA tour ~ince 
1997 and was making his 12th career 
start at the lime of the accident. 

Highlights of his ARCA career 
included a pole qualifying run at 
Berlin Raceway in 1999. where he 
led SO laps. as well ac; a pair of top­
five finishes at Winchester 
Speedv.ay in '97 and '98 among his 
three top- I 0 finishes. 

Baker, an established late model 
veteran. had made an impression on 
the local circuits of Michigan racing 
in dirt and pavement late models, 
sportsman. modi tied and road course 
divisions. Baker had five feature 
wins at Berlin in the late model divi· 
sion in 1995. 

Baker, who owned and opernted 
Baker Metal Products in Holland, 
was not only a successful busines!\ 
owner but was widely respected 
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within the racing industry for his ~kill 
as a metal fabricator. 

SHAWNA ROB(NSON IS 
RACING TO WIN 

MOORESVILLE. N.C. - Taped 
and ready. Shawna Robinson 
remains in rhe hunt to become the 
first female to win a national motor­
sports oval-track championship by 
going where even the bravest of dri· 
vers often fear to tread. 

Still recovering from two broken 
ribs and a broken scapula, Robinson 
ran a rough-and-tumble short track 
race this weekend as she chases the 
ARCA national stock car racing 
championship. Friday night, she 
wheeled her Kmart Kids Race 
Against Drugs Ford at the half-mile 
Toledo (Ohio) Speedway. where she 
finished seventh Saturday she was 
scheduled to run at the Shady Bowl 
Speedway in DeGraff, Ohio, but the 
race wac; postponed due to rain. 

''I'm not particularly v.orricd 
about these rnces because they're 
c;hort tracks or becauc;e I'm still sore 
or whatever," sa1d Robinson. whose 
injuries came from a hard first-tum 
crash at the 

two-mile Michigan Speedway 
near Detroit less than two weeks ago 
after a cut right front tire sent her 
sailing into the wall. 

"I' m more concerned with how 
these races are going to play out in 
the points and what we can do to win 
rhem,'' she said. ''We've just come 
off two big races at big speedways 
(Michigan and this past Saturday at 
Pocono, Pa.) but rhese two short 
trncks races are just as important in 
rhe poims standings as any of them. I 
want to get over the distractions of 
what happened at Michigan and con­
centrnte on how we can win the 
championship." 

Robinson is currently fifth. 20 
points out of fourth in the ARCA 
Bondo '\far-Hyde national standings. 
in a sport which has never seen a 
female finish in the top I 0 of any 
major oval-trnck touring series. 

"That's what we're here for." 
Robinson said. "Not just me but the 
gu)'s on this race team, Michael 
(Kranefuss, owner) and the people at 
K.mart are looking for success. I've 
been around long enough to know 
that you can find female drivers but I 
don't want to be a 'female driver.' I 
want to be a driver who wins races 
and who wins championships. 

"I've c;een a lot of acceptance that 
has come my way this season. and I 
think that's because this team is not 
just running all rhe races. but is mak­
ing a viable run for the champi­
onship.'' she continued. "I can see 
changes on the track. In the past. if l 
y.,as coming up on somebody. their 
spotter would be telling them. 'That 
girl is behind you· NOY., if I' m com­
ing up on somebody. they are saying. 
'Hey, that Kmart car is behind you."' 

Robinson is seeking to become 
the first female to ever run a full sea­
son 111 a national stock car racing 
series. She run 18 laps last week at 
Pocono before giving up her seat to a 
relief driver for the remainder of the 
event That had been planned m 
advance.

Here. sitting in a rocking chair on one of the wide 
' porches at the Wayland Community Center, reminisc­

ing about the old days when the coal town bustled just 
comes naturally. 

On the porch of the old hotel that was once on this 
spot. visitors would typically hear the clatter of the 
coal as it went through the tipple, the heavy chugging 
of the incessant trains, the screeches of children rid­
ing bikes and dribbling balls in the streets, the shouts 
of fans of the company-sponsored baseball team. 

Today. the sounds of activity have all but stopped. 
The porches on this new structure are best suited for 
remembering. 

~ That's what Jerry Fultz and Phyllis Honshell like 
to do. Both grew up in Wayland when the population 
was many times greater and when coal was still being 
mlned or, at least, processed. 

"This was a wonderful place to grow up." said 
Honshell, a relired Prestonsburg Community College 
professor. "It was such a close-knlt community, and 
there was a bond among people. Today, when we get 
back together, there's no gulf. We just pick up and go 
on with the conversation.'' 

But Fultz, Honshell and their colleagues in the 
Wayland Historical Society want the new community 
center to be not just a memorial to the past, but also a 
place where the present is alive and well. 

When the historical association was formed in 
1989. members hoped the complex of old school 

~ buildings would be available for use as a museum to 
preserve the town's heritage and as a center for com­
munity activities, as the school had been in the past. 

But the Floyd County Board of Education sold the 
buildings to a private bidder. One of the buildings has 
been tom down and little has been done to preserve 
the others. 

With needs and desires great and resources low, 
the historical group decided to find the money to 
build a structure that would serve their purposes. 

Assistance from elected oft1cials and the Big 
Sandy Area Development District garnered the group 
a Community Development Block grant of $456,000. 

~ Completed last year, the 9,000-square foot build-
ing is still a work in progress. 

A community museum is evolving. Present and 
former residents have donated such items as a miner's 
dinner bucket. old instruments used by Wayland High

School band members, athletic team trop!Ues, pho­
tographs and other memorabilia. 

Members of the historical society are talking with 
officials of Elk Hom Coal. the company that owned 
the town for years, about donating other items relat­
ing to Wayland's mining days. 

The artifacts are on view in a spacious room on the 
second floor of the center. 

Sure to elicit comments from former residents 
who return for a visit is a miniature rendering of the 
coal camp that saw its heyday in the 1920s, '30s and 
'40s. 

With fingers on the Plexiglas cover, visitors trace 
the rows of houses, naming who lived where and

When I was in my twenties, I 
actually thought that anyone in 
their forties, and certainly their 
fifties, had one foot in the grave 
and the other on a banana peel.

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WCYB-TV officials examine new digital equipment. 

WCYB-TV goes digital; offers 
multicast programming 

The d1gnal telev1sion age bas officially 
begun in the region. 

WCYB-TV Vice Prest dent and General 
Manager Joe Macione Jr. has announced the 
Bristol-based station-which ser\les thou­
sands of viewers in a five-state region-is 
now transmiuing its signal through digital 
equipment after months of installation. test­
ing and FCC in:;pccttons. 

Macione said the new technology will 
1mprove present ptcture quality, allow the 
station mult1casting options and position 
WCYB-TV for full transmission of high def­
inition (HD) televiswn as soon as that 
process becomes available. The cost of the 
new digital eqUipment was over $1 million. 

With the move, WCYB becomes the first 
regional station to adopt digital, putting it 
among a handful of pioncenng broadcasters 
throughout the country. 

"And \\e bcheve we're the first in the 
nation to ofler multicasting," Macione added. 

The multicast capability-which allows 
transmission of signals on separate digital 

channels-means all regional cable viewers 
will have access to four channels nO\\ being 
offered by the statiOn. 

Macione said the stat1on wtll use those 
channels to offer NBC, the WB Network and 
PaxTV. The fourth available channel will 
provide local news and weather updates. 

Cable viewers will not need a digital TV 
or tuner to receive the l>ignal. Equ1pment at 
each cable system convert'> the digital signal 
to analog. Antenna \'iewers w1ll continue to 
receive the analog signal on Channel 5 but 
will need to buy a home converter if they 
wish to receive the digital signal. 

That signal is avaHablc to 293,150 house­
holds in the Tri-Cities Market wh1ch includes 
parts of Virginia, Tennessee. North Carolina 
and Kentucky. 

When network digital programming 
become" routine in the next fey, years, 
WCYB-TV viewers wnh the ne" sets "ill be 
able to immediate)} receive the htgh defini-
tion picture and CO-quality sound. • 

"That change will become as important for 

our viewers as was the conversion from black 
and white to color," Macione satd. 

"While those sets are now available, I only 
know of fewer than I 0 in our area right now. 
Sets are very expensive now, but prices will 
drop and when high definition becomes com­
monplace we will already be on the air.'' 

The switchover makes WCYB the first 
station 10 a Tennessee market and one of the 
first in the Southeast to make the digital 
move. But the station is no stranger to digital. 
It was among the first several years ago to 
adopt digital cameras and digital editing 
equipment. 

WCYB's dig1tal planning efforts, coordi­
nated by Chief Engineer Tom Cupp, won 
notice recently in the nationally-circulated 
magazine Electronic Media which acknowl­
edged in a lead article the station has jumped 
ahead of larger-market stations in offering 
the newest technology. 

WCYB's studios are located in Bristol, 
Virginia, with the transmitter atop Holston 
Mountain in Sullivan County. Tennessee.

INSPECTION PERIOD 
FOR THE PROPERTY TAX ASSESSMENT ROLL 

The Floyd County Real Property Tax Roll will be opened for inspection from 
July 3 through July 18, 2000. Under the supervision of the Property Valuation 
Administrator or one of the Deputies, any person may inspect the tax roll. 
This is the January 1, 2000, assessment on which state, county and school taxes 
for 2000 will be due about September 15, 2000. 

The tax roll is in the office of the Property Valuation Administrator in the coun­
ty courthouse and may be inspected between the hours of 8 a.m. and 4 p.m. 
Any taxpayer desiring to appeal an assessment on real property made by the 
PVA must first request a conference with the PVA or a designated deputy. The 
conference may be held prior to or during the inspection period. 

Any taxpayer still aggrieved by an assessment on real property, after the con­
ference with the PVA or designated deputy, may appeal to the County Board of 
Assessment Appeals. 

The taxpayer can appeal hjs assessment by filing in person or sending a letter 
or other written petition stating the reasons for appeal, identifying the property 
and stating the taxpayer's opinion of the fair cash value of the property. 
The appeal must be filed with the county clerk's office no later than one work 
day following the conclusion of the inspection period. 

Any taxpayer failing to appeal to the County Board of Assessment Appeals, or 
failing to appear before the board, either in person or by designated represen­
tative, will not be eligible to appeal directly to the Kentucky Board of Tax 
Appeals. 

Appeals of personal property assessments shall not be made to the County 
Board of Assessment Appeals. Personal property taxpayers shall be served 
notice under the provisions of KRS 132.405 (4) and shall have the protest and 
appeals rights granted under the provisions of KRS 131.110. 

The following steps should be taken when a taxpayer does not agree with the 
assessed value of personal property as detennined by the Office of the Property 
ValuatiOn Administrator. 

(1) He must list under protest (for certification) what he believes to be the fair 
cash value of his property. 

(2) He must file a written protest directly with the Department of Property 
Valuation within 30 days from the date of the notice of assessment 

(3) This protest must be in accordance with KRS 132.110. 

( 4) The final decision of the Revenue Cabinet may be appealed to the Kentucky 
Board of Tax Appeals
