Volunteers team up 
to save fawn's life 
Group says incident shows need for animal recovery center

Members of the medtcal commu­
nity worked a tag team ctTort in av­
ing a life last week. A locnl resident. 
a pet store O\\ ncr. an amhulance 
crew, and t\\O area doctors \\Orked 
together in an cmcrgenc) to save a 
young victim from sure death. 

The story has all the ingredients 
of a true human drama. Only the 
victim wasn't human. 

About I p.m. Saturday, Randy 
Allen of Huey~\ille called Penelope 
Roberts, owner of Penelope's Pets. 
asking if she could take a deer off 
his hands. Allen transported a seri­
ously injured deer to the pet store. 
where Robert-. Immediately took 
action to save lhe fawn's hk 

Roberts called neighboring bu~i­
ness Trans Star Ambulance for help. 
Jason Stapleton and Steve t:'rasure 
of Tr-dns Suu un 1\'ed at the store and 

provided immediate trauma care. 
The two established an IV. and 
along with Roberts began to clean 
the baby animal's wounds. 

About three and one-half hours 
later, Dr. Debra Hall stopped by to 
check on the deer's condition. This 
in tum led to the transfer of the 
fawn to the care of local veterinari­
an. Rudy Ousley. 

From about 6:30 Saturday 
evening to Tuesday afternoon, the 
young deer was under the veterinar­
ian's care. Ousley stabilized the 
patient and then amputated its dis­
figured back leg. 

The fawn also had a deep cut in 
one front leg and smaller scratches 
O\'er it~ back and sides leading its 
rescuers to believe a hay bailer had 
run over it. 

After the immediate trauma was 
over, Dr. Ousley released the animal 
back into Roberts' care for rehabili­
tation. Roberts said she and Dr. Hall

The Floyd County Grand Jury handed down several 
indictments Wednesda). Included in those \\as a charge of 
reckless homicide agamst a Grethel teen. 

Jacob EIIis Carroll. 19. was indicted on a reckless homi­
cide charge for the death of Edgar Dewayne Hughes. 

Carroll "as allegedly under the influence of alcohol 
while he \\as dri\ing along Route 979 with Hughes as his 
passenger in June 1999. A fatal traftic accident resulted in 
the loss of Hughes' life. 

Reckless homicide is a Class D felon). If convicted. 
Carroll could face up to live years in prison. 

Other indictments issued Wednesday include: 
• Silas Slone. 72. of Hueys\ ille \\as indicted on a 

charge of first-degree sexual abuse. Slone alleged!) sub­
jected a minor under 12 years old to sexual contact.

Study shows ARC 
investments creating jobs

Pennsyhania. and the Economic 
Development Research Group of 
Boston. found that about 80 percent 
of ARC infrastructure projects 
designed to create a ~pccific number 
of jobs either met or excecd~d for­
mal projections. 

Ea<;tcm Kentucky accounted for 
13 of the 99 total projects looked at 
in the repo~ with three industrial 
park projects and I 0 water and 

sewer projects. Six of the water and 
sewer projects were directly focused 
on economic development. 

The total ARC investment in 
these projects was $3.835,265.

When Gov Paul Patton wants to push a part1cular 
cause or charge off in a particular direction, he's not at all 
hesitant. 

It was Paul Patton who put workers' compensation 
reform on the: state's agenda in 1996, and the reform that 
was adopted was the handiwork of the governor 

Three years ago with higher education reform. Patton 
took an enormous political risk in taking on the 
University of Kentucky. 

And it \\as the governor who earned the banner for 
casino-style gambling last year- at least high enough to 
get a sounding on the issue. Nobody else would touch it. 

More recently, Patton propo ... ed increasing the state 
gasoline tax as part of what he called tax reform. But it 
wasn't reall) a comprehensive O\erhaul and it stalled 
when prices at the pump began to soar. 

This j., a governor\\ ho is contidcnt and who figures he 
has enough political capital to ... tick out his neck. When 
he wants to. Patron will jump in to provide leader ... hip. to 
rally the troops, to push an issue. 

But on the issue of reforming Kentucky's tax code. it 
:>eems the g<nernor has been willing to take a backseat. 

That was made cll!ar again last week. 
In a meeting last week with the Lexington Herald­

Leaders editorial board. Patton said he'll wait until the 
legislature elects it!. leadership next year before deciding 
anything. 

Patton explained, " ... \H: will find out what is the lead­
ership and then find out if there is an) will to address the 
subject.'' 

Of course, therl.''s an clement of pragmatic politics in 
such an approach. Any tax O\erhaul - and that'., what 
Kentucky needs- will require hnmg up as much support 
among legislative leaders as po~~iblc. And the election in 
November could bnng changes not only in the political 
makeup of the lcgislawre but abo its leadership. 

We would prefer that the governor be more forceful on 
the topic. pledge his commitment to doing something 
about the antiquated and regressive tax sy~tem and iden­
tify it a ... an issue Kentuck) can no longer afford to 
ignore. 

We imagine low- and middle-income taxpayers in 
Kentucky, "ho pay a larger :-.han! of their income in taxes 
than do the nch. would prefer that as well. particularly 
after reading la!-.t week that the taxe~ the state has col­
lected thi:-o year will result in yet another budget surplus 
for the state.

complex equation. It depends on children prepared to 
lcam. supporlive parents and role models. qualified 
teachers and visionary local and state education lead­
ership.

Over the ~ears, there hme been 
se\ era I attempts to amend the 
Con,titution, and even a few 
attempts to replace it "ith an 
enttrel) new version more suited to 
modem time... Kentuckian are. on 
the whole. a traditional group, but 
although \'Oter ha' c ncvct been 
con\'inccd to adopt H new 
Constitution, an occasional am~·nd­
ment has been appr 0\ cd tu addrl!ss 
some specific need. 

The proce..,, for mncnding the 
Constitution hegms '' ith the intro­
duction of a bill propo,ing the 
amendment during a "cssion of the 
General Asc;embl) . Both the Hou ... e 
of Reprc~entatlves and the Senate 
then must approve the bill. lt docs 
not require the governor's ignn­
ture, and the go,emor cannot veto 
a bill propo ing a ConsUtutionnl 

amendment 
Once the measure has been 

pa<;sed b~ both chambers, it goe to 
the Secretary of Stall!, who places 
the question on the ballot for the 
next general election. If a majority 
of' oters approve, the Constitution 
j.., amended. 

This fall, Kentucky voters will 
consider two proposed amend­
menh that were passed during the 
2000 SCS'\iOn. 

The fir:.t one is an attempt to 
streamline state government by 
abolishing the state's Ratlroad 
Cnmmission, including the elected 
office of Railroad Commis~ioner. 
Thi~ lcgt:.lation .,.;as sponsored by 
Sen. Ed Miller of C) nthiana and 13 
co· 'pon~or ..... 

When Kentucky's present 
Com.titution was enacted an 1891, 
rmlroads \\ere a much more preva­
lent form of transportation than 
they are today. There were no 
planes, cars or interstate highwa) s. 
so rail was the most efficient wa) 
to mo\ e people and goods. 

Times have changed, and while 
rail is still a viable form of trans­
portation, its importance has 
decreased considerabl). ror that 
reason, many people feel that the 
state Railroad Commission no 
longer fills a need. and that 
Kentucky would be well sened to 
tum its fe\\ remaming functions 
mer to another state agency, saving 
money and eliminating a layer of 
go' emment that man) feel has out· 
lhed its u,efulnes'\, 

Divorce and childJ~en: 

A econd amendment 'oters \\ill 
be asked to con ider would enable 
the General Assembly to meet 
annuall) rather than every two 
year-. as it now docs. House Bill 
936 was sponsored by House 
Spcaket Jody Richards and several 
other House leaders, hut the origi­
nal vcr:-.ion underwent several 
changes before "inning appro\'al. 

The General Assembly now 
meets for 60 legislative days, or 
working days, C\ ery t\\ o year-.. 
always in even-numbered years, 
unless it is called into special ses­
sion by the go,emor. If \Oters 
approve, the Constitution will be 
amended to enable the legi.,lature 
to meet for a horter session in odd­
numbered year,. 

Lawmakers first would convene 
for a brief organi71ltional session on 
the first Tuesday after the first 
Monda) in Januat). That se.,,ion 
would be used to elect leader~ for 
both chambers, adopt rules, orga­
nize committees, and introduce and 
consider legislation. 

The· General A!>sembly would 
then adjourn and reconvene on the 
first Tuesday in February and 
would be required to adjourn by 
March 30. During that session. law­
maker' would consider legislation. 
including any b1lls that had been 
introduced during the ltrst portion 
of the se.s:.ion, but not yet acted 
upon. 

The amendment also would stip­
ulate that any hills that r.used re'­
enue or appropriated funds could

What makes "Don't Divorce 
Us!" so effective is not simply the 
insights provided by the hundreds 
of children interviewed for the 
book, but the "ay those insights are 
combined "ith practical ad\ ice 
from experienced counselor~ on the 
step!'\ parent;; can and ~hould take to 
help guide their children through 
the'e major life changel>. 

While there b no simple formula 
for the proces,, there are six trong 
sugge-.tions offered to help make 
the dhorce proces<; less p:linful for 
any child: 

• Keep the kids out of the battle­
field. (Don't fight in front of them 
and don't involve them in the argu­
ments) 

Keep the kids informed. 
(Making believe everything is fine 
"hen it isn't fools no one. Don't 
share all the gory details, but let the 
kids kno\\ what is happening.

• Keep the a\enues of commu­
nication open. (It can be difficult 
and emotionally draining, but 
encoumge your kid' to ask ques­
tions and to talk ahout what the) "re 
feeling and what is \\Orrying them. 
Provide hone t, helpful ans\\ers, 
not negative propaganda about) our 
spou:o.e.) 

• Make sure your children kno\ 
you ha,en't stopped loving them. 
(It can be confusing. and terrif} ing. 
to learn that one· s parents have 
stopped lo' ing one another. Kids 
need to be rea,sured that their par­
ents' love for them hasn't disap­
peared.) 

John Sommers-Fianagan and 
Rita Sommers-Fianagan. the hus­
band and wife team of p~ycholo­
gists who authored ··Don't Di\orce 
Us!" (in collaboration with Rita's 
daughter, Chel ca Elander. a child 
of dtvorce her elf), emphasize that 
while it may be easy to li't .. uch 
goals, achieving them is always a 
difficult proce-.s. 

Throughout the book. hoy;cver, 
they offer pmcucal sugge ... tions on 
hoy; to help parents deal "ith the 
emotion::> and challenges of the 
divorce process, and to help their 
children understand what is hap­
pening and why. 

They abo spend considerable 
time looking at the changes that 
occur after the dl\·orcc. including 
step·parenting, dating. double­
households, ex-spouses and long­
distance parenting. 

A divorce is always going to be a 
'>tressful time lor ull invol\ed, but it 
is possible to make it less so for the 
children. Sometimes it can be a., 
simple as the advice offered b) one 
small boy in the book, "Nc' er for­
get to tell your kids )OU lo'e them. 
and ne\er put them in the middle of 
your problem . "

UPON THE OCCASION OF FLOYD COUNTY'S BICENTENNIAL CELEBRATION 

WHEREAS, on December 13, 1799. the Kentucky General Assembly enacted the bill creating Floyd County. effective on June 1. 1800: Floyd County. the fortieth coun­
ty in order of formation in our great Commonwealth, is part of the Cumberland Plateau, and is located in the Big Sandy area of eastern Kentucky; and with Prestonsburg 
designated as the county seat; Floyd County comprises an area of 393 square miles, and is bordered by Johnson. Martin, Pike, Knott and Magoffin Counties: and 

WHEREAS, twenty-seven years before Floyd County was created. famous Kentucky pioneer and trailblazer, Daniel Boone. spent the winter of 1773 in Floyd County 
on the waters of Lick Fork of Middle Creek of the Big Sandy River, where he worked a salt deposit while waiting for his companion. William Hill. to return from North 
Carolina with much needed ammunition; and 

WHEREAS, on June 1st, 1800, the County of Floyd was formed from parts of the counties of Mason, Montgomery and Fleming; and 

WHEREAS, Floyd County is the mother county of Pike, Johnson, Martin, Letcher, Magoffin and Perry, which counties were in their entirety created out of Floyd County; 
and 

WHEREAS, parts of the counties of Lawrence, Clay, Carter, Elliott, Breathitt, Leslie, and Harlan were formed from what was originally Floyd County: and 

WHEREAS, Floyd County is named in honor of Colonel John Floyd, a pioneer explorer, and well-known surveyor under Colonel William Preston, for whom 
Prestonsburg is named. In July, 1776, Colonel John Floyd accompanied Daniel Boone in the rescue of his daughter. Jemima. and Elizabeth and Fanny Callaway who had 
been captured by the Indians. He also accompanied General George Rogers Clark on several of his expeditions; and 

WHEREAS, the importance of the pioneer era cannot be overstated, for the pioneers gave the supreme sacrifice of their lives for future generations, and Floyd County 
played an integral role in the lives of these first pioneers; they endured many hardships and disasters, and struggled daily with the threat of Indian ambush, as recollect­
ed in the famous folktale of Jenny Wiley, a young woman captured by the Cherokee Indians and held prisoner for eleven months. Her courageous escape entailed cross­
ing the Levisa Fork of the Big Sandy River to where she found safety at Harman's Station Blockhouse, the earliest settlement m eastern Kentucky. Due to her courage 
and fortitude, the 1 ,700 acre Jenny Wiley State Resort Park was named in her honor; and Dewey dam provides flood control and forms Dewey Lake, the focus of the 
park; and 

WHEREAS, with the penetration of the railroad in 1903, coal mining became and continues to be an important economic resource in Floyd County; and the oil and gas 
industry and the abundance of timber are important to the economy and character of Floyd County, and these industries have enhanced the livelihoods of many of her cit­
izens; and 

WHEREAS, Bert T. Combs, a notable Kentuckian, and longtime resident of Floyd County, fondly referred to in earlier years as 'The Little Judge," was Governor of 
Kentucky from 1959-63; having been ever mindful of the needs of his people, it was due to his insight and dedication to them that eastern Kentucky was connected to 
the rest of the Commonwealth through the construction of the Mountain Parkway; and now eastern Kentucky is crisscrossed with modem highways, such as Kentucky 
Route 80, Kentucky Route 3, and famous U.S. Route 23, the Country Music Highway; Governor Combs' education program included the construction of Prestonsburg 
Community College of the University of Kentucky, now a component of the Kentucky Community and Technical Colle~es System, which serves a five county area includ­
ing Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, Pike, and Martin Counties. The college provides pre-baccalaureate education. technical and career programs, community service, and con­
tinuing education programs; and in more recent years, the Morehead State University extended campus, located in Prestonsburg, offers evening classes in telecommuni­
cations, nursing, education, business, and social work; and 

WHEREAS, also instrumental to the citizens of Floyd County and eastern Kentucky was the creation of the Mountain Arts Center and Home of the Kentucky Opry, in 
1996, where both programs are dedicated to showcasing the talent of eastern Kentucky, as well as being a school of music for the youth of eastern Kentuck(', and attract-
ing national artists for entertainment; and . 

WHEREAS, other aspects of life in Floyd County have progressed due to the hardworking citizenry, including health care, education. technology, industry, and manu­
facturing relating to coal resources, banking, tourism, and numerous retail businesses. While Floyd County's busmess community has progressed parallel to other areas 
of Kentucky, its people have held steadfast to its rich folk ways; and 

WHEREAS, the citizens of Floyd County are proud of their rich heritage, and the contributions Floyd County has made to this great Commonwealth these two hundred 
years of her existence; her citizens, through their courage, leadership. and dedication. blazed important trails openmg the way for progress. while preserving the rich her­
itage and traditions for which eastern Kentucky is so revered; 

NOW THEREFORE, I, Paul Hunt Thompson, County Judge/Executive of Floyd County do hereby proclaim that July l, 2. 3 and 4. 2000. be observed in recognition of 
Floyd County, Kentucky's 200th Anniversary of existence and do hereby proclaim these four (4) days as 

FLOYD COUNTY BICENTENNIAL CELEBRATION DAYS 
in Floyd County and encourage all citizens to join me in this important observance.

You know this, but chances arc

1l1ey also ~ atch how you 
respond to making mistakes. 

If you believe that mistakes mean 
failure and arc an attack on your 
self-worth, then you will he Jearful 
of trying anything new, and so will 
your kids. So the wa) that you look

Kids who look at bad shots as 
personal disasters often quit the 
game after a few years and that's a 
shame. Golf is a great game. one 
your kids ~.:an play their whole 
lifetime. Exposure to the game and 
the type of people who play it can 
teach young people valuable 
lessons. one of which is that "fail ~ 
ure" is a stepping-stone to success. 
not an atta(;k on your self-esteem.

Q: One of the guys in my foursome got a 
new putter and he says it's "face bal­
anced,'' but he can't explain it. What's it 
mean?

from Keyser, W. Va. 

A: It's a new type or class of putter. 
There are arguments for and against this 
class, but ym1 can tell if you have a face~ 
balanced putter by doing this: Balance the 
shaft of your putter on your finger. If the 
putter face is parallel with the ground, the 
putter is face balanced. If the toe points 
toward the ground, the putter is a "toe 
down" putter. ·

Q: I saw Lee Trevino on TV a couple of 
weeks ago and he didn't put his ball on a 
tee on a par 3. He just put the ball on the 
ground and hit it onto the green. I always 
thought you were supposed to use a tee. 
Should l or shouldn't I'? 

-C.H. 
from Minneapolis 

A: I think you should. Remember, that's 
Lee Trevino, one of the greatest players 
ever. My advice is always opt to use a tee 
under your ball on a par 3, even if you· re 
hitting a short iron. If you choose to hit the 
ball off the ground, you run the risk 
of hitting it fat. 

Also, when your bal1 is on the ground, 
you might catch some grass between your 
c1ubface and ball, which decreases back­
spin and causes your ball to roll more after 
it lands. This shot is called a "jumper" and 
it goes farther than you inrended. 

So to ensure that you get the true 
distance from the club you choose. tee the 
ball every time the rules allow.

In the photo on the left, I've started my downswing with the same amount Of knee flex that I 
had at address. If I simply keep this position and allow my arms to drop down to the ball while 
my body unwinds, my spine will stay at Its address angle and I'll make solid contact with the 
ball. But as I demonstrate In the photo on the right, If I Increase my knee flex as my downswing 
unfolds, my spine angle changes. At Impact I 'II hit the ground before I hit the ball because the 
club Is, In effect, longer than the one I started with.

The cure is to keep your spine angle 
f!{om changing as you swing, and the best 
way to do this is to focus on keeping the 
same knee flex. you started with at 
address all the way to impact.

Turbidfty has no health effects. However, turbidity can interfere with disinfection and provide a medium for microbial growth. 
Turbidity is a measure of treatment performance and is regulated as a treatment technique. Turbidity is measured in neph­
elometric turbidity units (NTU), and Is a measure of the clarity of water. Turbidity is excess of 5 NTU is just noticeable to 
the average person. 

Unregulated contaminants are those for which EPA has not established drinking water standards. The purpose of unregu­
lated contaminant monitoring is to assist EPA in determining the occurrence of unregulated contaminants in drinking water 
and whether future regulation is warranted. 

Maximum Contaminate Levels: 
MCL's are set at very stringent levels. To understand the possible health effects described for 
many regulated contaminates, a person would have to drink 2 liters of water every day at the 
MCL level for a lifetime to have a one-in-a-million chance of having the described health 
effect. 

A Special Note: 
Sources of drinking water, both tap and bottled water, originate from streams, reservoirs, and 
wells. As water travels over the surface of the land or through the ground, tt dissolves natural­
ly occurring minerals and in some cases radioactive material. It may also pick up substances 
resulting from the presence of animals or from human activity. Possible contaminates that 
may be present in source water are, pesticides and herbicides. Inorganic and organic com­
pounds, microbial organisms, and radionuclides. With proper treatment process these conta­
minates can be reduced or eliminated. In order to insure that tap water is safe to drink, EPA 
prescribes regulations which limit the amount of cerrtain contaminates in drinking water pro­
vided by public water systems. 

Special Precautions: 
Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking water than the general 
population. lmmuno-compromised persons such as persons with cancer undergoing 
chemotherapy, pesons who have undergone organ transplants, people with HIVIAIDS or 
other immune system disorders, some elderty, and infants can be particular1y at risk from 
infections. 
These people should seek advice about drinking water from their health care providers.

obvious. No longer were the rail­
road and river the primary modes 
of transportation and the heavily­
traveled US 23. also known as the 
Mayo Trail. was at the doorstep of 
the soon-to-be bank office. 

The new banking headquarters 
on Lake Drive and Court Street 
were occupied in the month of 
September 1953, at which time the 
total assets were approximately $5 
million. 

During the 1960s, under the 
direction and leadership of Burl 
Spurlock, the bank grew and pros­
pered with total assets growing to 
$14,635,209 by December 31, 
1966. During the 1970s, the bank 
continued to assert Jts leadership in 
the community as evidenced by its 
continued asset growth. Mr. 
Russell Hagewood. a longtime 
scmor officer of the bank, became 
pres1dent 10 1972 after the death of 
Burl Spurlock. and served in that 
capacity until his passing in 1976. 
During this period, the bank grew 

from $36,066.706 as of December 
31. 1972, to $63,586,665 in assets 
as of December 31, 1976. 

Burl Wells Spurlock was named 
president and chief executive offi­
cer on February I 0 1976, and 
served in that capac1ty until April 
2000.

The planmng and 
construction 11me took several 
years, but in October 1986, the new 
main office was occupied, being 
located on the property of the heirs 
of Professor Julian Harlow and on 
the old "Garfield Place," the head­
quarters in January 1864 of Major 
James A Garfield, Union Army, 
during the Battle of Middle Creek.

• Echocardiograms, 
which are ultrasounds for 
the heart. Using echocar­
diograms, doctors can get 
a precise picture of the

heart in order to assess the 
heart for abnormalities, as 
well as to examine how 
well the heart's valves are 
functioning. 

• Venous Doppler stud­
ies, which determine 
whether there are blood 
clots in the legs, and 
carotid Doppler studies, 
which determine if the 
arteries in the neck have 
thickened or have become 
occluded. 

• Holter monitoring, 
which allows doctors to 
monitor heart patients 24 
hours a day to compare 
heart rhythms with the 

chest pains or abnormal 
beating a patient is experi­
encing. By comparing 
heart rhythms to what a 
patient is actually feeling, 
doctors are able to accu­
rately diagnose any trou­
ble the patient may be 
experiencing. 

Rose says that patients 
like having the new ser­
vices, as well as being able 
to utilize other services 
more frequently. 

"They do appreciate 
that," Rose said. "They 
were having to wait or go 
to Lexington and it would 
take several days to hap-

pen.'' 
In addition, Dr. Kumar 

has established a conges­
tive heart failure clinic at 
the hospital which is dra­
matically improving the 
quality of life for patients.

Ask Mike Brown, nurse man­
ager at Our Lady of the Way 
Home Health Agency, what he 
likes best about \1\ here he works 
and he will likely tell you that 
it's the closeness the staff has 
with each other, as well as with 
their clients. 

"A lot of people say, 'We have 
a family atmosphere,' because it 
sounds good," Brown said this 
week. "But I'm confident I can 
say it and it's true." 

Brown explained that Our 
Lady of the Way Home Health is 
a smaller agency and, as such, 
rnaintains closer ties between 
nurses and patients. 

And Brown should know. The 
24-year medical field veteran 
previously worked with a larger 
agency. 

"It's a closer knit group of 
people here.

In September 1999, Our Lady 
of the Way Home Health 
obtained accreditation w ith 
commendation from the Join t 
Commission.

Stumbo points out that east­
ern Kentuckv has a need for 
horne health agencies because of 
fou r factors: 

• The higher than average 
rates of chronic disease in east­
em Kentucky, such as heart dis­
ease and diabetes. 

• The lack of a public trans­
portt~tion system. 

• The fact that many people 
live in areas which arc isolated 
fron1 health care providers. 

• The rising numbers of peo­
ple over age 65 in the region. 

For those reasons, Stumbo 
says that Our Lady of the Way 
I fospital is responding to the 
needs of its patients by operat­
ing its home health agency. 

Care of patients at Our Lady 
of the Way Home Health is 
dividt.•d between registered 
nurses and certified nursing 
assistants.

heart failure patients once or 
twice a week, and the results of 
the infusions can be amazing.

Studies have shown that ra tes of 
heart disease are higher in east­
ern Kentucky than they are in 
both the nation and the state.
