In just three hours of testimony presented 
by the prosecution, jurors thus far have heard 
testimony that a mortal injury was dealt to 
Steven Whicker by David Hall of Garrett. 

During his trial. which began Monday, 
defense attorney Ned Pillersdorf told the jury 
that the attack took place, but argued the 
wound was made in self defense. 

attacked Hall. Hall was merely acting in self 
defense and was the only one trying to keep 
Whicker alive, said the attorney. 

Whicker died of exposure to cold weather 
outside the residence where the party was 
going on, said Pillersdorf. 

detective testified that he found pools of 
blood in the driveway and in the home. 
Weddington also recovered the knife that was 
used in the incident. 

Weddington later took a statement from 
the accused murderer. In that statement Hall 
admitted to thrusting his knife into the victim. 

Hall faces a murder charge as a result 
:Whicker 's death following an argument 

In his opening arguments, Pillersdorf told 
jurors Hall, Whicker and Oakie Prater were at 
a party together in January 1999. when 
Whicker became "manic'' and "intense" and

Count) Jt.dge-Executive Paul 
Hunt Thompson gave no word on 
the 911 telephone surcharge during 
a recent meeting of the Floyd 
County E-911 Executive Council. 

In no hurry to stir the sleeping 
beast, a study about reinstating the 

~.surcharge was to be performed by 
!Deputy Judge-Executive Brett 
Dnvis. Thompson asked that the 
report be tabled in the absence of 
Davis. 

As reported in the last meeting, 
E-911 coordinator Bill Dotson reit­
erated that about half of the coun­
ty's roads have been verified as 
being in the E-911 system. 

Dotson and the local post offices 
have been looking for ways to 

speed the process along. Instead of 
completing a zip code at a time, it 
seems more progress is made by 
addressing complete roads. 

The addresses are then sent to 
the post offices via the internet. 

Antennas owned by Gearheart 
Communications, South East 
Telephone, Columbia Gas, and 
Bellsouth Mobility have been 
looked at as potential sites to 
install a radio signal repeater for 
the Floyd County E-911 system. 

Discussion on obtaining a 
tower site for the repeater was 
brought up at the previous meeting 
to increase the signal strength to 
fire departments in the Mud Creek 
and Betsy Layne areas.

Official urges school councils 
to take their power seriously

"SBDM (the site-based decision 
making council) is only a tool Use 
it correctly and it will fix the prob­
lems. Use it incorrectly and it not 
only will not solve your problem 
but only make your problems 
worse." 

Charles Edward, director of

Chief retires after three 
decades of 'fighting hell'

A plaque inscribed ' 'My men 
would fight hell with a bucket of 
ice water" was given to Thomas 
Andrew "Tom Bo" Blackburn 
Monday as city officials, fire­
fighters and friends gathered to 
bid the ··chief' farewell. 

In his 33 years of service 
Blackburn said the city fire 
depat1ment had become one of 
the best in the state. The third­
generation fire chief helped to 
bring the city 's fire department to 
a class four rating. 

Blackburn, who officially 
retired February 29, was still 
acuve on the fire scenes. Recent 
injuries in his last two incidents 
left him thinking it may be time to 
hang up the hat. 

His years of service have 
brought the department to the 
forefront of firefigh ting tech­
niques. The Prestonsburg Fire 
Department has become synony­
mous with aggressive attack at a 
fire scene. Blackburn brought that 
edge to the department. 

A burning building is costing 
the taxpayer money, and the tax­
payer is paying your salary is the 
way he looks at fire service. 

That assertiveness on the

The good news is that Floyd 
<::l.l!.llli) wal> r.ot ~.o:·t out fi om 
plan to distribute mone) from the 
tobacco settlement adopted by the 
state House of Representatives. 

The bad news is it might as 
well have been. 

Under terms of the proposal, 
proceeds from the Phase I tobacco 
settlement are split into three 
equal portions, with one-third 
going to independent boards in 
tobacco-producing counties. The 
remaining money would go to a 
statewide board to be split 
between projects in the same 
tobacco-producing counties and 
other projects controlled by the 
board. 

Because F loyd County grows 
vef) little tobacco, the money at 
the county receives will be small 
as well. 

Floyd County is projected to 
receive merely $232 the first year, 
$402 the second and $487 the 
third, for a total of $1, 121. That 
money would also be matched 
from spending by the state board. 
making Floyd County's portion of 
the nearly $150 million settlement 
$2,243. 

But even that small an1ount 
may be in jeopard) . 

While the proposal has passed 
the House, it is expected to 
receive a lukewarm reception in 
the Republican-controlled Senate, 
with many predicting it wrll be 
rejected.

worked in a fire department that 
had two trucks but no radios, nor 
did it have an existing office. 

Many of the existing firefighters 
were ratsed while hanging around 
the fire department, therefore 
essentially being raised into 
Blackburn's philosophy of fire­
fighting. 

The fire and glory that goes with 
the job also has a lighter side 
according to Lt. Larry Adams. In a 
prank that backfired, Adams found 
himself on the strong end of the 
chief. 

While cleaning a truck, Adams 
planned to douse a prankster fire­
fighter. Afler carefully aiming a 
thousand-gallon per minute hose at 
the man, Adams asked Blackburn to 
move over a little. 

Unknowingly, Adams turned the 
hose on when the wrong man 
moved. Wet and perturbed the chief 
shouted at Adams who then realized 
what he had done. 

Adams found himself hfted off 
the ground from his collar by the 
chief. "Adams said he learned 
quickly "You don't get the chief 
wet." 

Adams said that while the chief 
had a sense of humor, he also was

of the questions that came up. 

Edward said the formula for dis­
persing the funds looks complicat­
ed, but added, "It's just like 
finances at home.

'You can't put a fire 
out from the outside."' 

Much of the fire department's 
status is attributed to Blackburn. 

"He had a growing attitude," 
said Adams, "If he didn't have the 
foresight, 1t would have been hard­
er to get up in the ratings." 

Blackburn was also instrumental 
in bringmg the city a rescue service. 
A squad truck was added in 1979 
and an ambulance service in 1996. 

'"We are here, we have the man­
power' he said," Adams said. 

The business has not been easy 
for the chief. Adams recalled a 
story of Blackburn being overcome 
by smoke in a fire at Black Bottom 
and being dragged out of the build­
ing feet first. 

His wife, Sgt. Sue Blackburn of 
the Police Department (also a vol­
unteer fJTefighter), recalled a fire 

telling council members that "the 
buck stops with them." He satd it is 
imperative that members get input 
from other people, including board 
members. He asked the council 
members to listen to other people 
and honor their opinions. But he 
also urged the members to avoid 
being coerced into making deci­
sions.

were Blackburn fell through the 
roof. Shaken but unhurt, the chief 
was brought to safety. 

Blackburn said he had trouble 
deciding to retire and a recent fire 
on Abbott Creek showed h1m he 
still had the service in his blood. 
From his first fire to his last. he satd 
he had the same feeling of excite­
ment. 

On the old trucks, the siren was 
controlled by a button on the floor. 

"I was so excited I couldn't hold• 
the button down," said Blackburn 
of his first fire. 

When the firetrucks rushed by 
his home, the same old feeling was 
there. 

"It was just like I was struck by 
lightning," satd Blackburn. "My 
adrenaline shot up. It got my blood 
pressure way up. I was ready to 
jump in my vehicle and go." 

Now ready to settle down and do 
some serious fishing and hunting, 
among other thmgs, Blackburn said 
the feelings are "still exhilarating 
but a little depressing." 

"My firefighters wol!!d attack 
hell with a bucket of ice water" was lfl\ 
not just a tactic used to train his 
men but a belief and philosophy 
Tom Bo Blackburn has lived by.

Edward told council members to 
use one litmus test when making 
decisions - do the best you can for 
children in your school community. 

"Create an envuonment to 
enhance student achievement," he 
said. 

Edward said some councils were 
"pushing the envelope" in coming~ 
up with creative ways to handle the 
chores of being site-b~sed council 
members. He commended counctls 
for taking :;uch a courageous stand. 

Edward said whiie it was the 
counctl's right and responsibility to 
make decisions, those decisiOns 
must be clearly stated in the min­
utes. 

"If it is not in the minutes, it did­
n't happen," he said. 

Edward explained why the board 
and councils had to cooperate to 
make things run smoothly. For 
example, he said boards have to 
make a decision by March I about 
staffing matters. The board deter­
mines ~he staffing ratio (based on 
average daily attendance by the 
school population) but the councils 
detennine how staff members will 
be used. 

Board member iohr.me Ross 
asked about instances where it 
appeared that the staff was not used 
as effectively as it could be. Edward 
said the board should work with the 
schools on such matters but should ..l, 
not make or coerce schools into ~ 
making decisions about them. 

Edward told the group that look­
ing closely at the consolidated plan 
is a good way to make dectsions 
about staffing. That statement 
brought reactions from some teach­
ers (and parents) who said m some 
cases consolidated plans were put 
together by a few people and the 
rest of the staff knew little or noth­
ing about what was in the docu­
ment. 

Edward said if this were happen­
ing, it was an unconscionable prac- ~ 
tice and the pnncipal should con­
sider changing the way the docu­
ment is put together so that there is 
buy-in from a great majority of the 
staff and include parent input. 

He said a document prepared 
without this input wasn't "worth the 
paper it is written on." He said 
ignoring parents in this matter is "a 
slap in the face." 

Edward said he would not be 
surprised if documents were put 
together this way. He said he had 
seen instances where site-based 
council members did not know 
what was in a consolidated plan that ~ 
they approved. He admonished the 
council members. "Know what you 
are passing." 

In closing Edward said, "Being a 
council member is not easy - it's 
not supposed to be." He said it was 
hard work, but satisfying work if 
done correctly

Stop all the talk 
about victims 

Our culture of victimization - the view that nobody is 
responsible for anything - reached its absurd zenith on 
ABC's ''Good Morning America" show Monday. 

The mother of a 6-year-old who is accused of shooting 
and killing a classmate in Mount Morris Township, Mich., 
was interviewed along with a family friend. 

The pair blamed the shooting not on any person but on -
get this- Michigan's welfare system. 

Of course. Americans should have grasped this revelation 
before. It's Michigan's welfare system that is causing the 
state's- if not the nation's- crimes and other problems. 

It wasn't the fact that the alleged shooter's father was a 
selfish. petty, second-rate criminal who cared little about 
anyone but himself or that the mother was a crack addict 
who pawned her son off on her brother, who allegedly sold 
drugs for guns and kept the loaded guns around the house. 

None of these people has any responsibility for the slay­
ing of a 6-year-old girl. 

Of course. the mother has a sound legal - if not moral -
reason for trying to shift the blame: The state may prosecute 
her for negligence. so she wants to build a legal defense. 

The pair also informed ABC listeners that they - and the 
6-year-old accused shooter- were as much victims as young 
Kayla Rolland in this sad situation. 

No, they're not. 
No shooter - even a 6-year-old shooter - is in the same 

class as his victim. Kayla Rolland is dead. She doesn't get 
another chance at life. Her assailant does. The 6-year-old 
boy who police believe fired the fatal shot bullied people 
and had stabbed a classmate even before he picked up a gun. 

No doubt his mother was mean to him and his father was 
a moral castoff. But while abuse may be a partial explana­
tion, it never is an excuse. There are other abused children in 
this nation who do not stab and shoot people. 

The families of Dylan Klebold and Eric Harris are not in 
the same category as the families of their victims. The fact 
that the trenchcoat-wearing duo thought athletes kidded 
them doesn't justify their behavior Nor would it be justified 
if a second 6-year-old boy - upset with the Mount Morris 
Township bully- pulled a gun and killed his tormentor. 

In such situations, it may be informative to recall a novel 
by Agatha Christie, who knew a great deal about human 
nature. 

One of her characters asks, "If an individual is a murder­
er at 21, isn't he a murderer at 12?" 

The question is not simply rhetorical, as avid Christie 
readers would quickly grasp. At the risk of giving away the 
plot, the killer is a cold-hearted, cold-blooded 12-year-old 
girl. 

Yes, the 6-year-old boy in this case lived in a horrendous 
situation. Perhaps. with help, he can tum his life around. Or 
perhaps he will kill again. The answer cannot be known with 
any certainty. 

What is known is that the continued "victimization" of 
this culture won't help anyone.

Book on pioneer is published 
Editor: 
For decades, the Appalachians loomed as a seem­

ingly-impenetrable barrier. In April 1750, however, 
Dr. Thomas Walker and five others discovered 
Cumberland Gap, Pine Mountain Gap ("The 
Narrows"), and Cumberland Ford, the only place 
where the river could be easily forded by people, 
horses and wagons. Together, they formed a triple 
natural Giveaway and made possible The Wilderness 
Road, the route [1780-181 0] of 300.000 pioneer set­
tlers. 

Of the three geographic features. ony Cumberland 
Gap has received the attention it deserves, and Walker 
has been almost totally obscured by Daniel Boone, 
who followed his path I 9 years later. Kentucky 
Governor Paul Patton, recognizing the signifiance of 
Walker's exploration, has proclaimed April 15. the 
"250th Anniversary of the Opening of Kentucky." 

On that date. the Bell County Historical Society 
will dedicate The Dr. Thomas Walker-Cumberland 
River Historic Site, the place where Walker ftrst saw 
and named the river. That morning, Dr. Thomas 
Clark, historian-laureate of Kentucky, will lead a 
panel of eminent scholars in a discussion of "Frontier 

Kentucky." In addition. the socict:y is publishing 
"Gateway: Dr. Thomas Walker and the Opening of 
Kentucky." 

On March 15, Bell County students, accompanied 
by historic re ·enactors from Fort Boonesboro State 
Park, were scheduled to present advance copies of the 
book to Governor Patton and to every member of the 
Kentucky legislature. Copies will also be given to 
every school and library in the state. Many other 
events are pla'\ned. Also. on May 27. during the 
Kentucky Mountain Laurel Festi\ al. h1storic re-enac­
tors from Colonial Williamsburg will help recall 
Walker's exploration. 

"Gateway" is the only book-length work on 
Walker. It is written by David Bums. with pho­
tographs by the nature photographer Adam Jones and 
an introduction by Thomas D. Clark. The book is in 
color throughout and includes maps and holographic 
copies of Walker's Journal. The book is available 
from The Bell County Histoncal Society.

How to keep Kentucky's kids 

safe from guns 
by Dr. Tom Pinkstaff 

On average, Kentucky loses a child to gunfire each 
week. 

Even worse, this tragic statistic does not address 
the additional number of children in our state who are 
injured in firearm accidents each year. Nor does it 
address the devastation that these incidents visit upon 
the injured children, the shooters and their families. 

The impact of firearm casualties goes beyond a 
child's injury or death; surviving family members are 
also victims who must deal with a multitude of emo­
tional and physical aftershocks. 

We arc all familiar with the tragic stories following 
a child "playing" with a loaded handgun and injuring 
himself or a playmate. The specter of school shoot­
ings and teenage suicides continues to haunt us as a 
nation and a state. 

As a pediatrician. I spend much of my time pro­
moting health and injury prevention. I have found no 
situation where the need for this knowledge is greater 
than in a home with a child and a handgun. 

Because of the scale of the deaths and injuries 
from firearms. physicians and other health experts 
across the country have come to recognize that this is 
truly an epidemic of historic proportions. In 1995. 
firearms killed nearly 10 times as many people as 
polio k1lled during its most deadly year. 1952. 

Now, handguns paralyze about as many people 
each year as polio did in 1952. 

What can we do to prevent kids from obtaining and 
using guns against themselves and others? The key to 

treating any public health epidemic is found in pre­
vention. We must continue to treat the children \\hen 
they enter hospital emcrgenc) rooms. but our prima­
ry approach must emphasize prevention, including 
the implementation of policies that separate children 
from handguns 

As a state and as a nation, we accept legislation 
aimed at protcctmg children. We mandate seat belts. 
car seats, and numerous other protections through our 
product safety laws. Yet, we consistently and insis­
tently fail to address the lack of barriers between chil­
dren and firearms. 

The American Academy of Pediatrics recommends 
that there be no guns in homes with small or teenage 
children. However, if there arc guns in the home. they 
should be stored unloaded, with trigger locks, and 
separated from the ammunition. 

In accordance with these guidelines. 17 states, 
including our neighboring states of Illinois and 
Virginia, have adopted what are referred to as Child 
Access Prevention (CAP) Ia\\ s. Texas governor and 
Republican presidential candidate George W. Bush 
has also s1gned CAP legislation to protect Texas· chil­
dren. These laws require gun O\\ ncrs to prO\ ide safe 
storage. such as a trigger lock, or ~orne other measure. 
for their lirearms. 

CAP laws successfully reduce the number of chil­
dren unintentiOnally killed b) guns. In states with 
CAP laws, acc1dcntal gun-related deaths for children 
dropped 23 percent. according to research published

Medical Association in 1997. Gun­
related homicides and suicides for 
children also fell slightly.

enough to protect children from 
unintentional access to a firearm. In 
a 1998 study, 21 percent of children 
who said their parents owned guns 
also reported having touched or 
played with their parents' guns 
without permission. 

In cases where parents respond­
ed that their children were unaware 
that they owned guns. the children 
were significantly more likely to 
report that they did indeed know 
where their parents' gun was, and 
that it was accessible. 

To many Kentuckians, gun own­
ership is a cherished right. and 
some families will continue to keep 
guns in their homes. In a 1999 
Kentucky Crime Victimization 
Survey. over 60 percent of respon­
dents said they were gun owners. 

But rights come with responsi­
bilities. Our state legislators can 
and should insist that those who 
choose to keep guns be required to 
use trigger locks. Trigger locks are 
relatively cheap (between $8 and 
$15), and are often provided free of 
charge by a number of police 
departments and public interest 
groups. 

Kentucky must make gun safety 
a priority for our children's well 
being. Our kids continue to need 
adults, communities and public 
policies to protect them. Our goal 
must be to make deadly weapons 
inaccessible to children. 

CAP laws promote gun safety 
without putting restrictions on legal 
gun use. 

And they save children's lives.

State jobless rate falls to 
lowest level since 1974

FRANKFORT Kentuck) \ 
annual unemplo) ment rate dropped 

• to 4.5 percent in 1999. making it the 
lowest jobless rate since 1974, 
according to the Department for 
Employment Scf\ ices. The state's 
annual unemployment rate has gone 
down for three consecuti\'e years. 

As another sign of a robust econ­
omy. Kentucky added 45,500 jobs 
last year. the largest increase in jobs 
since 1995. Nine of the common­
wealth's 10 job categories reported 
employment gro~th in 1999. 

Carlos Cracraft. ~hief labor mar­
ket anal) st m the Department for 
Emplo) ment Sen ices. an agenc) of 
the Cabinet for Workforce 

_., Development. said that 1999 ''as 
the second consecuth c year that the 
rate was belo~ 5 percent. The 1998 
rate was 4.6 percent. 

The C S. unemployment rate fell 
to 4.2 percent in 1999 from 4.5 per­
cent in 1998. the lowest national 
rate since 1969. Iowa posted the 
lowest 1999 annual jobless rate in 
the country at 2.5 percent. while 
West Virginia had the highest annu­
al rate at 6.6 percent. 

"Kentucky's labor market has 
consistently improved during the 
whole decade. Each year Kentucky 

• has kept pace with the rest of the 
nation and added JObs in most 
areas," said Cracraft. "When you 
look at the whole decade, Kentuck) 
has added a remarkable 354,800 
jobs." 

For the fourth straight year. ser­
' ices was the largest employer in 
Kentucky and gained 19,800 jobs in 
1999. Within the sen ices category, 
business services (8,400). social 
services (2,500) and health services 
(2.1 00) positions mcreased the 
most last year. 

~ Total employment for the sector 
was 462.500 in 1999. Since 1989 
the sector has added 149.800 jobs. 

Trade positions showed the sec­
ond largest gain in positions with an 
increase of 9,300 jobs for a total of 
426,200 last year. Since 1989, 
trade jobs have jumped by 81,300. 

"Retail trade represented 6, 700 
of the growth last year. while 
wholesale trade had 2.600," 
Cracraft said. "Within retail trade, 
general merchandise stores, includ­
ing department stores added 1,900 
jobs, eating and drinking establish-

._ ments gained 900 jobs. while auto­
motive dealers rose by 800 jobs." 

The government and education 
sector had an increase of 6,000 for a 
total of 300,700 jobs in 1999. In

"Devices once considered luxu­
ries. such as caller ids. cellular 
phones and beeper services arc now 
common place," he said. 
"Consumer demand for these com­
munications devices continues to 
strengthen and should assure 
growth in the industry for some 
time." 

Construction also had a strong 
) car \\ ith 3.100 additional positions 
in 1999. the fourth consccuttve year 
of employment gro\\ th. Special 
trade categories such as plumblllg, 
heating and air conditioning. elec­
trical work and bricklaying added 
2.500 jobs in 1999. 

Hea\) construction contractors 
showed an increase of 600 jobs last 
) car and general building contrac­
tors, ~ hich includes restdcntial 
builders. rose by I 00 jobs. Cracraft 
said. The sector has added 20.800 
jobs since 1989. 

The finance. insurance and real 
estate category recorded 1,300 new 
jobs last year for a total of 71,000 
posittons for 1999. The finance and 
real estate categories each added 
600 jobs in 1999. Since 1989. the 
sector has reported I 0. 700-job 
increase. 

Manufacturing jobs rose by 400 
jobs in 1999 for a total of 320.700 
jobs. Overall, manufacturing has 
the third most employment of the 
ten Kentucky job sectors. 

"During the 1990s. manufactur­
ing employment increased by a net 
of 36.500 jobs in Kentucky for a 
nearly 13 percent gro\\ th for the I 0-
year period. At the same time. 
manufacturing jobs in the nation 
declined b) 960.000,'' Cracraft 
said. 

"During 1999. durable goods 
added 5.100 jobs. led by a 3,300-
gain in transportation equipment. 
Of this gain in transportation equip­
ment, 1 ,400 jobs were at the major 
auto and truck plants in the state 
and an additional 1.900 were at the 
suppliers plants,'' Cracraft said. 

"If Kentucky had not had the 
gains in the auto-related industries. 
the story in manufacturing would 
ha\'e been closer to the national 
account. 

"There were declines of 400 in 
industrial manufacturing and 200 in 
electronic equipment that partly 
oiTset those gains. In nondurable 
goods. there were 3.700 fewer jobs 
in the textiles and apparel industries 
in 1999." 

Agriculture added 600 jobs in 
1999 for a total of 27.200 for the 
year. 

Mining and quarrying was the 
only major sector to decrease in 
1999.

• What most people believe about 
tax delinquents is as far from the 
truth as you can get. 

There arc roughly 30 milhon 
Americans m trouble with the IRS 
today. Tax delinquents live in every 
c t , to"'n and village in America 

That means that there are people 
m )OUr commumty who are in trou­
b e with the IRS and most of them 
probably haven't a clue how to get 
out of the1r difficulty. 

More than 50 percent of the peo­
ple who l'all our offices - which 
means they arc already so far along 
the road to trouble that they are in

in schools, survey shows 
FRANKFORT- Kentucky par­

ents have higher levels of confi­
dence in public schools than do par­
ents nationwide, according to a 
report on a Phi Delta 
Kappa/Kentucky education survey. 

The report was prepared by the 
Department of Education and 
includes a summary of survey find­
ings with tables and graphs that 
show related national comparative 
data drawn from the most recent 
Phi Delta Kappa/Gallup polls. 

The survey polled 800 Kentucky 
adults in January. Seventy-two per­
cent reported that they were fairly 
well or well informed about public 
schools. The percentage was even 
higher for parents of public school 
students: 85 percent of that group 
indicated that they were fairly well 
or well informed, a figure that 
exceeded the 1998 national 
PDK/Gallup results by 5 percent. 

In that poll, 73 percent of 
respondents overall and 80 percent 
of public school parents reported 
feeling fairly well or well informed 
about local public schools. 

The survey also included ques­
tions asking respondents to grade 
the public schools. A majority of 
Kentuckians polled gave their 
schools high grades, with 53 per­
cent assigning schools grades of

either A or B. The percentage was 
higher among parents with children 
attending public schools - 60 per­
cent gave their schools an A or B. 

When asked about effective 
means of communication, 87 per­
cent of all respondents and 88 per­
cent of school parents said that 
school councils were either very or 
somewhat effective. School 
newsletters, open houses and open ' 
hearings also ranked highly among 
respondents. 

Respondents also agreed that 
parents have opportunities to pro­
vide input on school-related issues 
such as hiring of administrators and 
curriculum offerings. More than 
one-third said that parents have 
about the right amount of say in the 
selection and hiring of administra­
tors and in the allocation of funds. 
More than one-half said that parents 
have about the right amount of say 
in the selection of courses offered 
and the books placed in school ~ 
libraries.

• The Story of Taps 

The following story comes to me 
by way of Paul Youtsey who retired 
as Postmaster of Boulder Creek, 
California. and now lives in Pueblo.

J. F. Bailey was the circuit 
judge for the 24th District from 
1916 to 1946. His instructions to 
the Johnson County Grand Jury in 
the July 1921 session, to say the 
least, were lengthy. Newspaper 
accounts said that the judge took 
almost two hours to complete his 
charge. 

It's almost a sure bet, however, 
that those who sat in his court­
room on that particular day did 
not get bored. Covering every­
thing from robbery to child deser­
tion, not only was the charge ver­
bose and filled with legal jargon, 
it was also downright entertain­
ing. 

A week or so ago, Dorothy 
Ross of Flat Gap sent us a copy of 
the newspaper's coverage of what 
Judge Bailey had to say. We 
enjoyed reading it so much that 
we've decided to share it with our 
readers, at least as much as our 
allotted space will permit. 

The following is part of what 
he had to say about someone 
brought before the court on the 
charge of "disturbing religious 
worship." 

"To willfuUy disturb or inter­
rupt a congregation assembled for, 
or engaging in worshipping God, 
or any other lawful assemblage, is 
a violation of the law and punish­
able with a fine and imprison­
ment," the judge told the jury. 
"We have entirely too many cases 
of disturbance. 

"It is a very easy matter to cre­
ate a disturbance that will attract 
the attention of a congregation 
and be a violation of the law," he 
said. 

"But, this seldom occurs," the 
judge went on, "unless there is a 
little 'moonshine' in evidence. 
You see, some fellow may be per­
fectly sober through the week and 
when Saturday evening comes, he 
catches his pony and makes his 
way to some neighboring moon­
shine still and there parts with 
necessary coin to purchase for 
himself a quart of 'Forty-Rod Bug 
Juice.' 

"On the following Sunday 
morning, he proceeds to get into 
his dirty hide at least a half pint of 
this poisonous stuff. He buckles a 
spur on each heel, straddles his 
pony and starts galloping down 
the road in the direction of the 
church singing. 'Lula, Comb 
Down Your Bangs.' 

"In such cases as this, don't 
wait to find out whether he got 
there or not, or disturbed the 
church. Indict him anyway, for he 
has violated the law. Of course, if 
he gets to the meeting place 
before he gets down by the road­
side, he violates the law again. In 
that case, give him a double dose. 
Let us help him change his tune to 
'Jordan Am a Hard Road to 
Travel." 

Sounds to me like the best 
thing to doJ>ack in 1921 was to 
either tip toe past a church service 
or take the long way around.

products, we arc probably mislead­
mg ourselves if we say they are an 
equal substttute for a balanced 
breakfast. Most breakfast bars pro­
VIde less fiber than you would get 
from a whole-grain cereal or toast, 
and most contain substantially more 
sugar than you might rcahzc. (Check 
the label for sugar content, remem­
bering that each four grams of sugar 
represents a teaspoonful.) Even 
products that market thernsel ves as 
containing fruit really contain what 
is more like jam. Perhaps heading to 
bed fifteen minutes earher would 
allow everyone to get up with 15 
minutes to spare for a breakfast that 
includes a more bala11ccd selection 
of whole grains and fruit witlrout too 
much of a fat and sugar h1ad. Even if 
you prefer dinner leftovers to tradi­
tional "breakfast foods," the key is 
the balance. Save the bars for occa­
SIOnal breakfasts or as a sweet snack. 

A: No. Most sugarless gums are 
sweetened with mannitol or xylitol. 
These are calorie-contamining sug­
ars, but do not promote tooth decay 
the way the sugar in regular gum or 
candy does. People who use exces­
sive amounts of these sweeteners 
can get intestinal cramps, but that 
should not happen with nonnal use. 
Products made with NutraSweet 
(aspartame) arc also safe for chil­
dren in reasonable amounts. The 
safety limits for aspartame are 
based on body size, so although 
records show that adults can safely 
tolerate the equivalent of more than 
l 0 cans of diet soda a day, limits for 
children must be adjusted down­
ward. People with the metabolic 
disorder called PKU and the ran­
dom few that may get headaches 
from the product should avoid it. 
Research has not shown any reason 
to prohibit children from consum­
ing this sweetener. On the other 
hand, research clearly shows that 
bathing the mouth m sugar from 

A: The answer varies with the 
type and size of nut. If you want a 
fairly reliable answer for a partrcular 
nut you're using, check the label on 
a packaged variety. As a general 
rule, however, an ounce of most nuts 
is about three or four tablespoons. 
For an average adult, that mtght be 
about a handful. An ounce of most 
nuts provides about 4 to 6 grams of 
protein, along with about 13 to 18 
grams of fat and 160 to 200 calories. 
Very little of the fat in nuts is satu­
rated fat-the type that is the great­
est health concern-and nuts do pro­
vide valuable fiber and nutrients. 
Within moderation they can be a 
great addition to a healthy, mostly 
plant-ba'ied diet, as recommended 
by the American Institute for Cancer 
Research for lower cancer risk and 
overall good health.

iated and seven satellite television 
stations. He said Lee is evaluating 
se\eral potential publishing and 
onhne acquisitions. 

He said discussions with poten­
tial buyers \\Ould begin immediate­
ly and that a transaction could be 
completed within two or three 
months. The sale .,..ould then 
require federal regulatory approval. 

Gottlieb said Lee has refocused 
its strategy in response to media 
trends, including ownership consol­
idation in the broadcasting industry.

But before UK fans could even root through the 
inequities of the tournament bracket, there came 
the bell's final. deafening toll on '"Black Sumla) " 
Sophomore guard Desmond Allison had been :sus­
pended after being arrested on a DUI charge and 
alleged possession of marijuana. He won't play in 
the NCAA Tournament and. if convicted, he' ll 
never suit up for UK again. • • 

Forget March Madness. This is a Maddening 
March. 

The question that now begs consideration is 
how will Kentucky respond? 

Well, let's just say that since they'll alread} be 
in Cleveland they might want to book a weekend 
tour of the Rock ·n • Roll Hall of Fame. 

I \\Ould hke to believe Kentucky will tighten the 
ranks and lash out like the wounded animal that it 
is. Certrunly. this team's fortUnes have spun on a 
dime more than once this year. But to prevail in the 
rigorou" NCAA Tournament and with a team down 
to just nine players, the Cats will have to discover 
an inner courage that has belied this group to date. 

Kentucky has forged some good wins. and wa.<> 
admirable in bouncing back from a 4-4 start again!>! 
competition that would've scared the flannels oft a 
Navy seal. And that convincing rout of Aorida in 
the regular season finale even stirred hopes of a 
bright postseason. But when taking the season as a 
whole, Kentucky has not responded as a truly coum­
geous team when the chips are down. Courage from 
mdivtduaJs who refuse to surrender? Absolutely yes. 
But a courageous, collective team effort as seen with 
the '98 champs who overcame Duke or with the '97 
club that bulled ahead minus Derek Anderson? No.

CK sport" an 0-5 
collar including lao;t week's abysmal effort against 
Arkansas in the tournament. 

In fact. the foreboding quesrion of ho\\ UK 
might perfonn in the ~CAA Tournament was 
already a troublco;ome thought after the Arkan"a~ 
debacle. Clearly. the Cats demonstrated they went 
into the SFC Tournan1ent belie' ing past succe~s 
and the magical aura of the Georgia Dome would 
ensure another championship in "Catlanta.'' They 
forgot that all that success had been buth on the 
hard work of past teams. 

So where do we go from here?

Caswell Cyrus Isn't St Bonaventure's tallest starter but he's listed as the Bon­
nles· center At 6-foot-9. he 1sn·t likely to handle the defense ot Jamaal 
Maglol!e on his own Magl01re, a t1rst-team All-SEC select1on. has developed a 
mo1e rounded offens1ve game to go along W1th h1s always Imposing defense. 

Wing Forward 
Tayshaun Pnnce slides back to his more fam11iar positiOn w1th the suspen­
SIOn of Desmond Allison. It he's on his game, Pnnce. who'd been playing 
power forward much ot the season. will prov1de a match up nightmare for 
the Bonmes. St. Bonaventure starts three guards, the tallest among them 6· 
foot-4 tr.eshman Patricio Prato. a solid three-po1nt threat. 

Power Forward 
Peter Van Paassen might not be the athlete UK's Jules Camara 1s. but he's 
got big numbers, averagmg 10.2 pomts and 7.1 rebounds per game Van 
Paassen operates mostly around the basket (he's missed h1s only two three­
pomt attempts th1s season), but isn't the shotblocker Camara is havmg

Tempo 
Don't expect a lot of sconng. L1ke Kentucky, the Bonmes average under 70 
points per game. and St. Bonaventure isn't likely to crank up the pace, 
despite UK's lack of depth. Like a lot of A·1 0 teams, the Bonnies would 
rather grind 11 out and keep the score low 

Defense 
Kentucky normally would get an edge here, but without Allison, arguably 1ts 
best penmeter defender, UK IS an uncertam commodity on defense. At St 
Bonaventure is an outstanding defens1ve un1t, holding 1ts opponents to just 
40.8 percent shootmg 

Bench 
St. Bonaventure nas e1ght players who average double-figure minutes, Ken· 
tucky has moe players. But don't weep too loudly for the Wildcats. The Bon­
nies can't bring anyone hke Marvm Stone off the pme. Sill!, J.R. Bremer gets 
mne points per game as a reserve. and Kentucky will be hard pressed to find 
scoring from its backups. 

Intangibles 
The Bonmes have every reason to be conhdent the Cats every reason to be 
uncertam. It's anybody's guess how Kentucky Will respond coming off a 
damagmg loss to Arkansas and playing without one of its leaders. St. 
Bonaventure, though commg off a loss 10 the A-10 Tournament. should have 
some confidence based on a win against Dayton, the only opponent the 
teams have in common.

n a typical season, Kentucky doesn' t sweat 
its opening game in the NCAA Tourna­
ment. It shows up, and sometimes an 
upstart opponent makes a game of things 

for a while. but in the end. it's a forgone con­
clusion. 

This might be the year the Wildcats start 
sweating. 

Facing a dangerous fir~t-round foe - and 
doing so with one of its starters suspended -
Kentucky rarely has looked more vulnerable 
than it does entering Thursday's game against 
St. Bonaventure in Clc'.dand. 

"You nl'ver want to be shorthanded,'' UK 
coach Tubby Smith said in n statement on 
Sde~.:tion Sunday. "It's always a disruption 
and distraction. But we've heen shorthanded 
moo,t of the year ..... ith only 10 players eligible 
and healthy to play." 

Though St. Bonaventure figures to he no 
pushover- it heat both Dayton. which dcfeat­
l'O UK in De~.:cmber, and Temple this season­
it doesn't have the depth to fully exploit Ken­
tud;y's newest weakness. Six. players aver.tge 
24 or more minutes for the Bonnie-.. and only 
two more see double digit minutes. 

The most notable among those St. 
Bonaventure players is guard Tim Winn, who 
leads the Bonnies in scoring (] 3.7 points per 
game). aso,ists (-l.l per game). steal<; (98) and 
thrce-poi11t lield goals (54). 

"They hc~\1 Temple earlier in the yt•ar amJ 
they beat Dayton this past "eekend in the 
Atlantic I 0 fnurnamcnt. a team that beat us in 
Oc~.:ember.

Smith satd "They have an outstanding talent

Kentu~.:ky faces St. Bonaventure as a No. 5 
seed 10 the NCAA Toumament. its lowest !->CCd 
since 1982. when the Cats were boun~.:ed from 
the first round of the tourney as a No. 6 seed 
by Middle Tennessee. Kcntuck:v entered last 
weekend's SEC Tournament \.Hth a chance to 
play its way up. perhaps to a No. 1 seed. but 
lost in the opening round of the tournament to 

Arkansas. 
"Well J think it's justifiable" Smith said uf 

the seeding. "In the SEC Tournament.. ""' hn ~ 

a tough first outing against a good Arkansa!'> 
team which proved to be better than people 
thought by winning the SEC TournamenL 
With the four co-champions losing in the 
league tournament - LSU. Tennessee, Florida 
and us- it hurt us all to some degree as far as 
the seeding is concerned " 

Should Kentucky get past the Bonmes, a 
potential matchup with Syracuse awaits. The 
Orangemen, whom UK beat in the 1996 
NCAA chan1pionship game, play Samford in 
the other half of Kentucky's early bracket. 

That only hints at the depth of the Midwe~t 
Region in which Kentucky and St. Bonan:n­
turc are paired. The reginn features six teams 
who won or tied for conferen<.:e champi­
onships. Among the powers located in the 
region arc ib top seed. Michigan State. along 
with Iowa State. :vtaryland, UCLA and 
Auburn. 

Of ~.:our.;e. that's jumping al1ead. 
"When you get to this level, you don't 

overlook anybod}.'. Smith said. "Certainly, at 
th1s moment. we feel hkc the toughesL team in 
this region is St. Bona\.enture." 

The Bonnics promise to put up a fight. but 
the school t.loe~n't boast a grand tournament 
tradition. St. Bonmcnture lt1sl played in the 
NCAAs in 1970. when Bob Lanier led the 
Bonnies to the Final Four. St. The school's la't 
win in the tournament came in thnt sca,on. a 
97-74 rout of \'iliamna in the East Region 
final. St. Bonaventure would Jo,e in -the 
nati~1nal semifinal to Artis Gilmore and J:IL'k­
sonvllk.
