More professional center 

will result in better trained 
deputies and small town 

police officers 

The net result of the Rural Law Enforcement Training 
and Technology Center in Hazard will be better trained 
sheriffs, deputies and small town police officers 
throughout this region. That's great news for every resi­
dent of a small town or n1ral area in the eastern third of 
this state. 

<:Jround was broken last week for the center. a joint 
proJect of Eastern Kentucky University, !.he city of 
Hazard and other government agencies. Instructors from 
EKU's highly regarded College of Justice and Safety 
wtll provide much of the starting for the center. which is 
expected to open in about a year. 

The days when deputies were chosen more for their 
political and family connections !.han their abilities and 
when many small town police officers received little or 
no formal training are over. State lav. nov. requires all 
"road" deputies (those who do more than just collect 
taxes) and city police officers to complete basic training 
in law enforcement techniques, and most of that training 
is done at Eastern Kentucky. 

When it opens a year from now, the Hazard center 
will make iL easier for deputies and small town police 
officers to receive trainmg that goes beyond the basics 
and that is aimed specifically at small departments serv­
ing rural areas. 

A lack of manpower is a problem common to nearly 
every police and sheriff's department in this region. 
Beca~se of it. officers often find themselves patrolling 
!.he htghways alone. That presents a safety problem in 
times of trouble. 

Another problem is a lack of equipment. While larg­
er departments are blcs~ed with computers, cell phones. 
voice mail and even video-camera~ in their cruisers to 
record arrests and stops, the officer m a small depart­
ment is likely to have only a radio - and it mav not 
cover the entire county. -

A lack of communications bel\\een Ia\\ enforcement 
agencies is another problem. said Trooper Gal) Kistner 
of the Kentucky State Police Ashland Post. With so 
many officers workmg alone. communications bet\\een 
departments is critical. Kistner said. 

We agree. and the KSP could greatly improve that 
communication by using the services of a 911 emer­
gency dispatching center. However. while all other pub­
lic safety agencies have connected to 911 in some area 
counties, calling the KSP continues to require looking 
up the number and dialing seven digits. 

These and other problems faced by small. under­
staffed and underfunded departments wi II be tackled by 
the n_ew rural center. It holds the promise of making offi­
cers In small departments more skilled and professional.

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Raising teens requires 
patience, perspective 

Last week 1 wrote about syndicat­
ed columnist Kathleen Parker's 
advice for producing teen-agers who 
won't shoot up their high schools 

• with semi-automatic weapons. 
I've hcen thinking more about 

that over the past few days. mainly 
because my own son tums 17 on 
Wednesday. 

I have to confess that neither my 
wife nor 1 has ever read a book on 
parenting, unless you consider the 

: Bible a child-rearing text, and even 

l 
that's debatable, considering what 
messes many of the kids inside its 
pages grew up to be. 

Still, as parents Renee and I have 
: been incredibly blessed. 

So far. 
• : (I'll refrain from bragging too 

I much here; all adolescents can be 
portraits of responsibility one day 

1 and transmogrify into heUions the 
next.) 

But to this point, at least. our son 
never has been a problem. 

Teachers stop us in grocery stores 
or at school assemblies to tell us how 

, wonderful he is. He's got friends we 
like. He never misses a service at 
church and never has to be forced to 
attend. He ranks in the top 20 percent 

- ' of his class academically. He's rec­
ognized as a leader an1ong other stu­
dents. 

We're keeping our fingers 
• crossed and praying overtime. 

I've also worked with teen-agers 
as the former leader of our congrega­
tion's youth group, as an uncle and 
as a former university instructor. I've 
seen all kinds. from wonderful to 
horrible. 

I don't claim to know all the 
answers. But here's my own list of 
principles to remember if you hope 
to raise mentally healthy youths: 

- • YOUR TEEN IS GOING 
THROUGH A DIFFICULT TIME. 
Whenever you lose patience with 

your son or daughter, try to recall 
your own adolescence: all those hor­
mones, pimples and insccuriucs. the 
peer pressure to be cool. 

• YOUR CHILD IS AN INDI­
VIDUAL, CREATED IN GOD'S 
IMAGE. This kid is God's, not 
yours. God has entmsted him to your 
care, and God is watching your per­
formance. So if you loved playing 
basketball but your son prefers the 
pep band, let him blow his trombone. 

• GOD REALLY CAN HELP. 
I've prayed more since becoming a 
parent than in all the rest of my life 
put together. I've prayed more since 
my son became a teen-ager than in 
all his earlier years combined. 
Fortunately, God really does hear. 
and answer. 

• MAKE RULES, AND STICK 
TO TIIEM. I often tell my son that 
my duty is to make him miserable. 
That is, I see to it he's home on 
weekend nights by 12, that he does 
his schoolwork even when he's not 
in the mood. He doesn't always like 
this stuff, but it instills a healthy 
sense of boundaries. 

• PUT THAT KID TO WORK. 
Earning his or her own wages gives 
a teen lessons in self-respect, self­
discipline and financial responsibili­
ty. 

• DON'T FRET OVER YOUR 
KID'S SELF-ESTEEM. Genuine 
self esteem results not from being 
told how wonderful you are, but 
from doing the right thing the right 
way for the right reasons. For 
instance, I don't believe in letting a 
kid qUtt a sport just because the 
coach ts a jerk and the kid's sitting 
on the bench. True self-esteem 
comes from staying uue to your 
commitments and triumphing over 
adversity, not from running away. 

• LAUGH A LOT. Your kids will 
only be kids once. Have fun with 
them.

It's nearing midnight. You're 
traveling down the intcrst:lte alone 
and :;pot a car stopped on the s1dc 
of the road. The hood is open and a 
woman with a small child 111 her 
arms is trying to wave down a 
passerby for help. What should you 
do? 

"You 'II be making a spur of the 
moment decision There arc some 
quick questions you'll have to a~k 
yourself," says Radford University 
professor of physical and health 
education Marttn Turnaucr. 

drcn ) ou can see? Ho\1. IS the per­
son dressed'! Is the car a n.:,,er or 
older model'? Does the person 
appear to be point1ng at sorneth1ng 
on the car'? Is the person holdmg 
anythmg·> 

These questions are not meant 
to stereotype. Turnauer empha­
SIZes. but to allow the rnotonst a 
quick assessment of the situation. 
If a woman is standmg beside an 
older model car with a baby 111 her 
arms and it's late at n1ght, the gut 
instinct would be stop and assist. 

''You're the one who has to 
d~cide," Turnauer stresses. 

Motorists always have the 
choice of bypassing a sm~ndcd 
tra\cler but stopping at the next 
extt to make a courtes) call. That

Turnauer says. adding since many

''Tap your brakes and let them 
kno\1. you sec them bnck there and 
you're not gmng anywhere 
Pmceed at the same rate of speed, 
don't panic, and go to the next exit. 
Then you can pull over," 

"Someone who is out to harm a 
motorist will be less likely to rnakc 
an attack in a well lit area, 
Turnauer says. 

Turnauer ~1lso offers thesl! safety 
traveling tips: 

• Don't ever carry more than $2 
or $3 cash at any tunc when travel­
ing. "Credit cards and check debit 
cards arc accepted just about 
ever)'where There would be no 
reason to carry huge amounts of 
cash." Carrying cash 1s just asking 
for trouble. 

• Winter tra\el naturally neces-

s1tntc~ more preparatH)n. "Carry a 
blanket m cihe ) ou get stranded 
and mu:ot Viall for help.'' Should 
you make that JUdgment call to stop 
and assiSt another traveler, the 
blanket could be useful 10 extreme 
weather conditions. Also remember 
umbrellas, shovels, gloves and 
extra outer wear. 

• No matter what time of year, 
always carry a flashlight. 
Plashlights don't work without 
good batteries. so keep those on 
hand 

• If you own a cell phone, keep 
it with you. "People can get a cell 
phone and use it for 911 calls only.

If you do happen to need 
help. you'd be more likely to get it 
on a major highway " 

• Kt.:ep the car doors locked, 
daylight or dark. It's easy for some­
one to Jump into the passenger scat 
when you're at a stop sign or red 
light and the door is unlocked. 

• Travel as much as possible 
during daylight. "If my students are 
gmng away, say for instance on 
spring break, r urge them to do as 
much traveling as they can during 
daylight. It's just safer. You're ., 
gomg to have a better view of 
what's going on." 

Turnauer. who lectures to stu­
dents on automobile and travel 
safety. admits there arc no set-In­
stone rules for doing the right th1ng 
when it comes to bcmg a good 
Samaritan on the htghway. ''I wi~h 
there were iron-clad tacts I could 
give people, but 1 ah\ays li:l) It's 

basically gut mstmct."

they must think about \\hen they're 
put out on the road alone. and 
many 1ssucs are the same '' hether 
it be dayhght or dark, Turnauer 
says. 

\\'hat do )OU do \\hen It':; late at 
night and you see someone point­
ing to his car. perhap~ mdicating he 
may have a flat? "If it's dark. hm' 
do } ou know if it's really llat or 
how can you tell if he may hav~.: a 
gun in his hand?" Turnauer asks.

"Pull right up to the front door 
in good light. That would be some­
what safer and there probably will 
be some .other people clqse by" He 
ernphas11e$ again that the decision 
i:; going to be a judgment call, and 
depends on the area be1ng traveled.

Excellence Act. 

Funding is effective beginning 
July I. 

The !>late ERIG Program was 
establ ishcd m 1998 by the 
Kentucky General Assembly. 
Currently, 83 elementary schools 
across the state arc participating in 
the program, with continuation 
fund1ng m 2000-01. 

The ne\1. funding- S 1.8 million 
- will add projects in 29 addition­
al elementary schools. 

The program provides funds to 
support teachers of primary-age (K-
3) children \\ho are struggling with 
readmg. Funds provide professional 
development and other supports for 
strategies that research has sho\1. n to 
be effective with struggling readers. 

Although all elementary schools 
were ehgible to apply. low-perform­
ing schools were targeted for this 
year's grant selection. 

Funding IS distributed regiOnally 
across the state. With the addition of 
$2.4 million to the state budget for 
the program during the 2000 
General Assembly session. more 
grant awards will be announced in 
early fall. 

The Federal Reading Excellence 
grants are designed for ehgible 
school districts to help schools in 
Title I School Improvement status. 

Although all districts \Vith a 
school in Title I School 
Improvement status were eligible to 
apply, at least half the funds were 
set as1de for distncts \\ ith h1gh 
po' erty. defined as those having a 
district free and reduced lunch rate 
of 60 percent or more or ha\'ing the 
highest or second-highest numbers 
of children in poverty. 

The $6.8 mtllion m federal 
grants w11l fund 28 prOJects in 29 
s~hool districts. serving 55 elemen­
tary schools. Kentucky was one of 
17 states to receive these federal 
funds .

Balancing business and family 
(NAPSA)-Keeping a balance 

between work and family life is 
important to business travelers. 
according to a new "Business 
Travelers and their Children'' survey 
released by Sheraton Hotels &

Most parents (67 percem) claimed 
they refused to go on business trips 
because of :.pecific contlicts with 
their children's activities.
