While the board members were 
pleased With the mode of presenta­
tion. they did have ~orne que~llons 
about the contenl of the budget. 

Board member Carol Stumbo 
said a sttuauon at McDo\\ell had to 
be addressed. The school has four 
un1Ls of special education students 
and has no assistant princ1pal . The 
proposed budget calls for a spccaal 
education consultant, but Stumbo 
says that is not suffic1ent. 

Stumbo suggested that students 
be housed at schools closer to the1r 
homes. She pointed out that some 
spend one hour in the morning and 
one in the afternoon getting to and 
from school. She also mentioned 
the available space at Clark 
Elementary. 

Stumbo also said John M. 
Stumbo Elementary needs help 
now She referenced the restaurant, 
school and mobile home park 
Inspections in Sunday's edition of 
The Floyd County Time<; which 
said there is not enough lightmg in 
the gym, hbrary and almost all the 
classrooms. When Carter reported 
the technolog) Improvements slated 
for the school, Stumbo said, "You 
had better get them 'ome lighting so 
they can see the screen." 

After Kathy Johnson, a parent al 
McDowell Elementary, expressed 
her concerns, the board agreed to 
get more information and deal with 
the issue at the next board meeting. 

After an executive session of 
about 25 minutes, the board pro­
posed the purchase of the Hampton 
and Wright properties in 
Prestonsburg to be used in the con­
struction of a high school football 
complex. The board proposed giv­
ing $112,000 for the Hampton prop­
erty and $82,500 for the Wright 
property. Both proposals were 
approved with Stumbo votmg no on 
the Hampton project. No mention 

was made of lhc property situation 
at the South Floyd site. 

Carter finished the evenmg 
mecung With a presentalion of the 
v1s1on for technology for the coun­
ty. Carter said, "We are too poor to 
be cheap." Cater said he thought 11 
best for 1he board to make the best 
purchases it could at this time. 

Carter made several suggestions 
about upgradmg and adding com­
puters, but one of his boldest sug­
gestions was to furnish all sixth 
graders (he said the grade level is 
negotiable) wi1h IBM Thinkpads. 

The central office has already 
ordered a software package called 
Learning Village. Stumbo asked 
Carter why he had made the pur­
chase without consulting with the 
board. He said the central office 
wanted to take advantage of a dis­
count and added that the order 
could be rescinded. Stumbo sug­
gested that the central office take a 
good look at similar packages 
before making a decision. 

Beginning July I, the 
Department of Juvenile Justice 
must contract with local school dis­
tricts to provide an educational pro­
gram as part 6f their daily opera­
tions. The district must provide a 
minimum of six hours of instruction 
dail} for five days per week and 210 
days of instruction during the calen­
dar year.

Politics as usual 

More than just a sneaky. back door way to approve an 
increase in legislative pensions, the journey of House Bill 
389 through the 2000 General Assembly is indicative of 
what's \\ rong with the legislative process in Frankfort. 

Once again, legislators who voted for HB 389 now are 
claiming ignorance about a provision that will add an infla­
tion factor for legislative retirement benefitc;. If the factor 
goes back to 1982 - as Sen. Albert Robinson, R-London, 
intended - it will more than double the presumed top annu· 
al retirement salary for legislators of $27,500. If. however, 
the inflation factor on I} goes back to 1998. the increase will 
be much smaller. 

So\\ hich is it'? Well. no one seems to know for sure. Most 
legislators said they thought they were voting on a bill to 
extend to retired legislators and judges who live outside 
Kentucky the same insurance bcnetits as those living within 
the state. 

There has been no shortage of finger-pointing regarding 
the bill . The Republicans <trc hl<tming the Democratc; for the 
provision. while the Democrats are blaming the 
Republicans. Only Robinson. who admits adding the provi­
sion on legislative retirement benefits during a hastily called 
committee mec11ng in the back of the Senate chamber. is tak­
ing any credit for it. 

Just about everyone else is pleading ignorance. With HB 
389 recei' ing final approval on the same day the Senate con­
sidered 90 other bills and the House voted on 40 bills, it is 
understandable ho\\- some of the details could have slipped 
by legislator;, 

But that's o;till no excuse. Earlier in the session. a much 
broader bill that would have major - and needed -
changes in the state retirement system never got out of com­
mittee because of a provision to improve legislative pen­
sions. But a similar provision slipped by in another bill with­
out anyone even noticing.

Kentuckians deserve better, 

longer-lasting roads 
by Don Glosser 

You've probably already seen them sprouting up 
along Kentucky's roadways. No, not dandelions. 
Orange barrels. 

Spring marks the beginning of highway construc­
tion season and the congestion. delays and frustration 
that come with it. Only a fraction of the work will add 
new roads or expand existing ones. Most of taxpay· 
ers' dollars will be spent to add another layer of 
asphalt to cover up the potholes. ruts and worn sec­
tions of roads. 

Kentuckians deserve better roads - long-lasting 
roads that don't need repair or resurfacing every fev. 
years. Concrete pavement is the solution. 

Studies show that concrete pavement lasts longer 
and cosb less in the long run than asphalt pavement. 
Yet, the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet spends up 
to 98 percent of the pavement dollars on asphalt. 

Kentucky invested only two percent of its highway 
dollars in concrete pavement, according to a 1998 
nationwide study by Coopers and Lybrand. That's 
well below the national average of 25 perceot and far 
behind all neighboring states. 

It's time for Kentucky to stop lagging behind other 
states and for citizens to get what they deserve- bet· 
ter, longer-lasting roads. 

Roads paved wtth concrete last twice as long as 
those paved with asphalt. On average. concrete pave­
ment lasts about 24 years while asphalt pavement 

lasts about I 2 years, according to studies in Tennessee 
and Michigan. 

Roads paved with concrete cost less than asphalt 
roads in the long run because they don't require fre­
quent patching and resurfacing. Maintenance costs 
for concrete roads are half as much as costs for 
asphalt roads. And because concrete pavement lasts 
twice as long, Jess money is spent on replacement. 

Concrete is more durable because it is a rigid mate­
rial. It doesn't bend under the weight of heavy trucks 
like asphalt. a flexible material, does. 

In addition to its advantages in durability and 
value, concrete pavement offers safety and environ­
mental benefits. Concrete pavement is safer because 
tt is more skid resistant, it's resistant to potholes and 
ruts. and it's lighter colored so it's easier to see at 
night. 

Concrete pavement is better for the environment 
because motorists get improved gas mileage when 
driving on concrete. Unlike concrete, asphalt bends, 
especially under heavy loads, reducing fuel efficien· 
cy. And with today's gas prices, we need ail the help 
we can get. 

Kentuckians deserve better, longer-lasting roads. 
Let your elected leaders know that you want more 
concrete pavement and fewer orange barrels.

God and man in Ohio 
A panel of the Stxth Circuit L.S. Court of Appeals, 

in an opinion written by Detrott Federal Judge Avem 
Cohn, has just struck down Ohto 's state motto: "With 
God, all things are possible." The panel found that the 
motto violates the First Amendment prohibition on 
government "establishment'' of religion. 

The civil peace of Ohio has survived this motto for 
the last 40 years. And it will survive this ruling. But 
public respect for the legal process may be further 
damaged. Federal court rulings at all levels on the 

establishment of religion clause are a complete mud­
dle. There is no consistency and no thread of logic 
uniting establishment clause jurisprudence. 

Cohn is a good judge and a staunch defender of the 
First Amendment. for which Detroiters should be 
gratefuL Thts ruling, however, continues the muddle. 
In the words of a dissenting judge on the panel. it ren· 
ders the law on this part of the First Amendment

As this campaign has progressed, my opponent has made his "experience" the central 
theme of his campaign.

What, then. is wrong with 
Ohio\ motto? It is from the '\lew 
Testament and is spoken by Jesus. 
This. the court rules. places the 
state of Ohio in the position of 
specifically "endorsing" 
Christianity. But the name of Jesus 
is not included in the Ohio motto, 
nor is the verse from the New 
Testament cited. 

And the phrase "In God We 
• Trust," as the ruling notes, is from 

the 56th Psalm. Does this mean the 
United States officially endorses 
Judaism? 

The fact is, American culture is 
suffused with references to Judea­
Christian themes. While Thomas 
Jeffer~on famously wrote in a pri­
vate Jetter of a "wall of separation'' 
between church and state, he also, 
in his second inaugural, invoked the 
favor of "that Being in Whose 
Hands we are. who led our fathers, 
as Israel of old. from their native 
land. He was referring. ol course. to 
the God of Exodu". The phra~e on 

, the Liberty Bell. ··proclaim liberty 
• throughout the land," is from 

Leviticus. 
The Framers of the Constitution 

knew their culture. While they for~ 
bade the establishment of religion 

Commissioner of Agriculture who 
will serve as vice chair. the 
Secretary of the Economic 
Development Cabinet. and the 
director of the Kentucky 
Cooperative Extens1on Ser\ ice.

The Governor's Office encour­
ages anyone with interest in th1s 
effort to contact the Governor's 
Office of Agricultural Policy for a 
nomination form. Nominations for 
board appointments should be sub-

' mitted no later than May 31. The 
selection process will begin imme­
diately, with hope of having the 
state board appomted by mid-June.

(which means setting up a state­
funded church) in the First 
Amendment. they also, in Article l. 
Section 7, in describing the presi­
dential veto process. gave the pres­
ident lO days to return a bill passed 
by both houses of Congress - but 
added, "Sundays excepted.'' 

Ohio will appeal. Whatever the 
outcome, it may be wise for the 
Ohio legislature in an increasingly 
pluralistic society to dispense with 
the motto on its own. 

But. given the <;tate of the la"' on 
the issue, a little more humility was 
in order from this panel of the Court 
of Appeals. 

Ohio should have been allowed 
to make this decision for itself.

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USDA marks anniversary 
of rural electrification act 

In a ceremony, May I. celebrating the 65th 
anniversary of the signing of the Rural t Electrification Act. Agriculture Secretary Dan 
Glickman awarded more than $354 million, 
including $25.8 million in Kentucky. 10 loans 
to help improve electrical service in rural areas 
of the country. 

said Thomas G. Fern. stare director of USDA 
Rural Development in Kentucky. "Their fam1 
lies used old-fashioned icc boxes to keep their 
food from spoiling, and they had to journey to 
the nearest town to use a telephone. 

South Mississippi Electric Power 
AssOCiation, Hattiesburg, Mississippi, received 
a $58.6 million loan to connect 3,600 con ­
sumers and construct 183 miles of distribution 
line. The cooperative provides electric power 
to II distribution members, all in Mississippi. 

This fiscal year, USDA has loaned more 
than $1 b1llion to help prov1de new or 
improved clectnc service to more than 149,000 
rural Americans. 

"Today. nearly everyone in the United States 
has electric service and telephones, but many 
of these systems arc aging, so USDA's elcctri 
cal program is still vital to the future prosperi­
ty of rural Amenca,'' Fern said. 

Nearly half of all electric lines 10 the United 
States were financed by the Rural 
Electrification Administration of USDA and its 
successor agency, the Rural Utilities Service 
(RUS). In addition to maintatning and expand­
mg rural electrical service, RUS is heavily 
involved in financing modern digital telecom­
munications systems and other infrastructure 
necessary to providing state-of-the-art d1gital 
communications to rural areas and safe drink­
ing water and environmentally sound waste­
water systems.

ANNIVERSARIES ...

Thirty years ago this week, a 
gentle old fellow took a kid under 
his newspaper writing wing -
albeit reluctantly since it reminded 
him how short his time had grown 
- and taught the youngster some 
people truths. 

Watts Franklin was editor-writer · 
at a weekly newspaper in 
Elitabethtown and I was his 
apprentice for the summer. 

Franklin did what most indepen­
dent-minds who write-edit-sell 
weekly and semi-weekly newspa­
pers in Kentucky do, worked long 
and hard and let me learn by watch­
ing, listening. Wish I had done 
more of both. 

With a kindly guiding hand, he 
allowed me to experience the smor­
gasbord rigors of working at a com­
munity newspaper. I fell in love 
with the work - chasing people 
stories, some good, some not; writ­
ing, editing. headline writing, page 
layouts, taking and processing pho­
tographs. Hitting deadlines. All of 
it accomplished with typewriters 
and archaic darkroom equipment 
and techniques. 

At summer's end Franklin 
smiled, handed me a plaque with a 
poem on it, shook my hand and 
bade me good luck. 

I went on to finish college, hired 
on at a daily newspaper and stayed 
16 years facing tighter deadlines 
and more of everything else more 
intensely, and not much difference 
in pay. But nobody works at a 
newspaper to make a fortune. 

Along the way I hit a few jump 
shots, and a three now and then. I 
learned what the phrase, '' ... news­
papering is like writing in the 
sand," meant. There were rewards 
and awards, stinging criticism fre­
quently and warm praise seldom. In 
its way, each was a sobering 
reminder of writing in sand. 

Job offers came from city 
papers, all spumed. Then free-lance 
work and syndication. I never for­
got Watts Franklin at the E-town 
News and days and nights working 
at a community newspaper. The 
clickety-clack of typewriters into 
the wee hours, aromas of 
newsprint, sounds in a pressroom. 
Twice a week, the nice splat of a 
fresh new edition landing on my 
desk. Finished and ready for 
inspection and critique .. . "gee, 
wish I'd done this. Dam, wish I'd 
done that." 

The best lessons I carried away 
from community newspaper work 
was knowing weekly and bi-week­
lies are critical to the lifeblood of 
our Commonwealth. They are con­
veyors of hometown truth pasted 
alongside stoutly held points of 
view from people still so closely 
tied to their towns and roots that a 
county fair champion tomato could 
get its picture in the paper with a 

story about an armed robbery. Each 
is important to somebody. 

The feisty and forthrightness of 
our state's community newspapers 
is a perfect reflection of who 
Kentuckians are. Individual and 
independent. Resolute, proud, 
loyal, caring, compassionate, and 
opinionated. 

In sports - and this might come 
as a shock to the egos of Hal 
Mumme and Tubby Smith - the 
Kentucky Wildcats' coaches and 
players are not as important as is 
the remarkable passion and interest 
showered on their teams by fans 
who care so much. With rare excep­
tion - Tim Couch - praise and 
attention given the flagship univer­
sity's teams is far less fascinating 
than are the fans who dispense it. 

Mumme, Smith and players will 
stay awhile then go ... and fans will 
say, "who are we recruiting?" 

What makes our community 
newspapers unique? Readers can 
find out who married, who was 
born, who died, and who owns the 
county's largest tomato ... what this 
week's lunch menu is at the local 
middle school .. . who hit a bases­
loaded double for the high school 
team. And, compare their strongly 
held points-of-view with those 
offered by a columnist on the 
Wildcats or issues affecting sports 
in Kentucky. All in one edition. 

"I've been gone from Kentucky 
for more than 33 years," an e-mail­
er said the other day. "But no mat­
ter how far away I go, my home­
town paper has let me stay in touch 
and remain tied to home in 
Kentucky. It draws me back." 

Servicemen and college students 
write to me occasionally expressing 
appreciation for this column in 
their hometown newspaper. I thank 
them, but much prefer a note be 
sent to the editor, writer ad sales­
man in (home) town whq,make the 
community newspaper special. 
They deserve praise. 

Watts Franklin would appreciate 
it ... as I've appreciated being a part 
of community newspapers for so 
many years.

"I never thought about being a 
woodworker," she says, although 
she castly remembers the first thing 
she made to use in her house. 

Shortly after she and Earl mar­
ned 111 1936, he brought her four 
wood powder boxes from the mine 
where he was working. "I put them 
together and nailed them on the 
wall to put dishes in," she recalls. 

"Back then. people were poor. 
You had to use what you had or 
what you made." she says. "Over 
the years. when ~omething would 
tear up. I'd nail it back together." 

What is on display and bemg 
used in the Thornsberry home is 
onl) a fractton of what Hazel has 
made. She has given away or sold 
countless items. 

She has made trunks for each of 
her children. as well as a baby crib 
for a great-grandchild. She made a 
podium for the Thornton Gap 
Church in Letcher County. 

She's made a sewing table with 
enclosed shelves for a daughter-in­
law. She's made a step for an old­
fashwned, htgh bed, as well as a 
rocking horse.
