Two out of three students kept
home over meningitis scare

After keeping home about two-
thirds of the students at Betsy Layne
Elementary, parents met with school
personnel and local government lead-
ers in an attempt to find a solution to
the recurring problem of meningitis in
the Betsy Layne school zone.

Within the last nine months, three
confirmed cases of meningitis have
been reported in the Betsy Layne zone,
which includes Betsy Layne
Elementary, Betsy Layne High School
and John M. Stumbo Elementary.

Nearly 300 people were on hand for
the meeting in the school’s auditorium.
Principal Karen Allen, assistant Sandy
Boyd and school nurse Debra Hayes
took the stage with Superintendent Dr.
Paul Fanning, instructional supervisor
Susan Compton, state Rep. Greg
Stumbo and deputy judge-executive
Brett Davis. State manager Woody
Carter was present but was not on stage
and did not address the group.

Fanning told the group that he had
been informed that the state guidelines
call for three confirmed cases of a dis-
ease within three months before an epi-
demic can be declared. Fanning told
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the group that samples have been sent
to the Centers for Disease Control in
Atlanta.

According to Fanning, Dr. Leach
from the state health department
promised to get results back to the
school system as soon as possible,
Fanning said he expected results as
soon as the end of June.

In addition, County Judge-
Executive Paul Hunt Thompson sent
letters to CDC Director Jeffrey P.
Koplan and Bradley A. Perkins, a doc-
tor with the agency, seeking an epi-

‘company gets

$678K contract

for clubhouse

Four bids were received by the city of
Prestonsburg for the construction of its mountaintop
golf course clubhouse. All of the bids reached more
than a half million doflars, with two nearing the mil-
lion-dollar mark

The high bid was submitted by Mike Brown
Companies for $849,000, Baldwin Contracting was
next at $826,000. Patriot Construction Comipany
submitted a bid of $788,000, while Goggans
Construction Company submitted the lowest bid at
$678.000.

The Prestonsburg Properties Commission met
briefly Tuesday morning to receive the bids. Ranger
Construction and the commission gave the nod of
acceptance to Goggans and then passed the bid on
to the city counsel.

The council met briefly to approve the bid by the
Paintsville-based company. The project is expected
to take five Lo six months to complete.

Family, friends
and community members provided
financial and emotional support 1o
Hughes and his family.

It now appears that all those prayers
and the determined spirit of Hughes may
be paying off.

The Markey Cancer Center at the
University of Kentucky Chandler
Medical Center found a donor who
Hughes and his mother Linda say is a
100 percent match. But the struggle
conlinues.

While doctors say there is a match,
Hughes still must go to the center three
times a week so doctors can Keep a close
eve on him. For 100 days, Hughes was
to stay in Lexington near the Markey
Center so he could easily make the tri-
weekly visits and be

Hughes has done about 60 to those
days and has 40 more to go. Hughes
does come home each weekend and then
goes back on Sunday for another week
of check-ups. This past week, he got an
extra day at home because of the holi-
day.

“It's been tough but it's part of the
deal,” Hughes said, referring to the med-
icine and its effects on his body.

He says the medicine makes his legs
week. He added that the doctors are
gradually taking him off the medicine.

“l just thank God He pave me a
chance to go through the ordeal.”
Hughes said.

His wife Rhonda looks forward to
coming home and returning to her job
about July 1, but she most looks forward
to a healthy husband, buffeted by the
ravages of the disease but steadfast in his
conviction that he will overcome it,

It is easy to tell from Hughes' com-
ments that he can hardly wait 1o get his
hands on a car again. If he is as deter-
mined to fix a car as he is to heal his own
body, he will again be a heck of mechan-

Never get on a roof when
lightning threatens.

If fire does break out in your
home, crawl — do not walk — to
the pearest exit. That's because:
smoke rises and is more easilyl
inhaled if you're standing. I
clothes catch fire, roll in order 6
smother the flames. Know two
ways out of every room, and rnake:
sure all family members know
them, too,

to ATV accident

problem

The number of injuries and deaths caused by all-terrain
vehicles is increasing dramatically in Kentucky, a statistic
that parallels a rapid increase in the popularity of the four-

wheel vehicles.

Thanks to a foolish law passed by the 2000 General
Assembly, one can expect the number of Kentuckians

killed or injured on ATVs to continue to climb.

When it takes effect this summer. that law — which
mysteriously was brought up for a second vote after initial-

ly being defeated by the Kentucky House

of

Representatives — will allow licensed drivers to operate
ATVs on two-lane rural highways during daylight hours.
Current law bars ATVs from highways. That’s the way it
should be, Not a single manufacturer recommends that
ATVs be driven on public highways. However, even with
ATVs sharing rural roads with much larger vehicles, one of
the most common causes of ATV-related injuries is likely to
remain unchanged: Irresponsible adulis are allowing too
many children who lack the skill, éxperience and strength
to safely operate ATVs at high speeds over rugged terrain.
Manufacturers place warnings on the vehicles saying
they are not meant for children, and doctors say children
should not be allowed to drive an ATV until they are old

enough to drive a car.

Statistics obtained by The Courier-Journal from the
University of Kentucky show that from January 1997
through March 1, 2000, 131 children — most age 14 or
younger and not wearing a helmet — were severely injured

in Kentucky in ATV accidents.

Eighteen people died last year in ATV accidents and 16

in 1998, according to the Kentucky State Police.

Those statistics should be & cause of concern, Instead,
our legislators add to the.problem by putting ATVs on our

rural roads. That just doesn’t make sense.

annual, automatic postage hikes

Like a 21st Century Dr. Frankenstein, the Postal
Service is trying to breath life into roundly criti-
cized legislation that most postal observers had
given up for dead.

The: monster in. this case, — according to 'the
Coalition to Make Our First Class Mail FIRST
CLASS — is a provision in the bill that would allow
the Postal Service annual, automatic increases in
first class mail rates with profits to go toward exec-
utive bonuses.

John Berthoud, president of the National
Taxpayers Union. which is a member of the coali-
tion, said bringing back H.R, 22 is bad news for
postal consumers.

*We need more accountability at the Postal
Service, not less,” said Berthoud. "It is bad enough
that our first class mail rates climb as the Postal
Service has been raking in millions of dollars in
profits.

“This bill would reduce what little réview of rate
increases exists now, with money skimmed from the
top of the resulting profits to pay executive bonus-
es,

*“The recent scandal regarding moving expenses
for postal executives showed quite clearly that
increased oversight of this out-of-control monopoly
is necessary.”

Postal Service suppon for a new, shorter version
of H.R. 22 was announced at the Postal Customer
Council meeting in Providence, Rhode Island.

“We hope the next Congress
will bring a real reform effort, including giving the
final authority on first class mail rates to the inde-
pendent Postal Rate Commission.”

The conservative shame on immigration

The moral decline of the conservative movement
was recently reflected in a syndicated column entitled
“Goofy may be a Libertarian™ by Don Feder. one of
the conservative movement's leading lights. Feder's
critique, which in part took the Libertarian Party to
task for its position favoring open immigration, dis-
played not only the hypoerisy of conservatives but
poor analysis as well.

Unlike the Republican Party platform, the
Libertarian Party platform has always taken a consis-
tent and uncompromising approach to the principles
of individual freedom, private property, free markets,
and limited government. Here's what the Libertarian
Party’s platform says in part about immigration
(www.Ip.org):

“We welcome all refugees to our country and con-
demn the efforts of U.S, officials to create a new
‘Berlin Wall' which would keep them captive. We
condemn the U.S. government’s policy of barring
those refugees from our country and preventing
Americans from assisting their passage to help them
escape tyranny or improve their economic prospects.
We therefore call for the elimination of all restrictions
on immigration, the abolition of the Immigration and
Naturalization Service and the Border Patrol, and a
declaration of full amnesty for all people who have
entered the country illegally. We oppose government
welfare and resettiement payments to non-citizens
just as we oppose government welfare payments to all
other persons.”

Here's what Feder said in his article: “If 50 million
Mexicans chose to move to California and Texas,
resulting in chaos and the obliteration of national
identity, why should that concern Libertarians?

Feder’s analysis is typically conservative and

Republicanesque: faulty, fallacious, and hypocritical.

Let us first never forget how the power to control
immigration has been abused. Recall the infamous
“voyage of the damned,” when on the eve of World
War I the Franklin Roosevelt administration prohib-
ited Jewish refugees from Nazi Germany on the St
Louis from disembarking at Miami Harbor. The justi-
fication; immigration controls.

In fact, Feder, who has noted the “deafening
silence that greeted the Holocaust,” surely has reflect-
ed on why millions of Jews didn’t try to escape their
Nazi fate. Why try to escape when there’s no country
that will accept you — because of immigration con-
trols?

Today, the moral degeneracy and hypocrisy of the
conservative movement is evidenced by the forcible
repatriation of Cuban refugees into communist tyran-
ny. Calling themselves *compassionate conserva-
tives,” who love Hispanics during every election
cycle, Republicans have for several years supported
the repatriation of Cuban refugees into Cuban com-
munist tyranny, And this after sending 60.000
American men to their deaths in Southeast Asia sup-
posedly to fight communism.

For decades, conservatives have jailed Mexicans
and other Latin Amencans who have crossed our
Southern border in search of work, trying to sustain or
improve their lives and the lives of their families
through labor.

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Red-light runners
can’t beat the camera

(NAPSA) — Red-light runners
cause 89,000 crashes a year, inflict-
w ng more than 80,000 injuries and
nearly 1,000 deaths, according to
U.S. Department of Transportation
staustics. From 1992 to 1998, the
number of fatal crashes at intersec-
tions increased by 16 percent, while
all other types of fatal crashes
increased only five percent.

Eighty percent approved their
use at locations at the scenes of fre-
quent crashes, and 90 percent
favored their use in school zones.

[n San Francisco, the number of
red-light runners at four targeted
intersections dropped by 40 percent
only six months after the city and
county launched a photo-enforce-
ment pilot project.

In Washington, D.C., officials

approved one of the nation’s largest
photo enforcement efforts. The first
phase calls for cameras at 40 inter-
sections. More intersections will be
added later, and the city also will
use cameras and photo radar 1o
deter speeders,

In Los Angeles, after photo
enforcement began at certain rail
gate crossings, violations dropped
by more than 90 percent.

Some of the concerns with photo
enforcement revolve around ques-
tions of privacy, or where the rev-
enue from tickets goes. and even
the ticketing procedures.

But by taking time to educate the
public and build alliances with
police, legislators and the judiciary,
“photo enforcement becomes an
excellent way to save lives, time
and money,” Mineta says.

100 in either of the two major cate-
gories. Williams College in
Massachusetts was ranked first on
the college list, followed by Colgate
University and Bates College.
Carnegie Mellon was the top-rated
research institution.

More than 3,600 institutions
were eligible for consideration and
1,300 responded to the magazine’s
on-line 'survey. All 50 siates were
represented in the rankings.

“It is an honor for Transylvania
to be recognized as a technology
leader in higher education,” said
Ryan Garrett, director of instruction-
al technology. “The world is becom-
ing increasingly connected and we
wanti to make sure that students, fac-
ulty members and staff are provided
with nol only the latest technology
but also support for using this tech-
nology.”

Schools that ranked the highest
provided a balance of technological
services in four major categories:
access and infrastructure, adminis-

Lynn Aulick, Transylvania’s net
work administrator, said the survey
was geared to measure student
access to the network and comput-
ers, e-mail and web space, hours of
support available, and on-line ser-
vices, such as applications and
library resources.

Computers are available to st-
dents in numerous locations around
campus. More than 200 computers
are located in residence halls, labs
and classrooms, with about half of
those stations accessible 24 hours a
day. The number of lab computers
has increased by 100 over the last
three years,

Some workstations feature digi-
tal cameras and Hatbed scanners. All
Transylvania residence halls have
network and Internet access and 90
percent of the classrooms are wired.

Garrett and James G. Moseley,
Transylvania's vice president and
dean of the college, emphasized that
traning and support are just as
important as providing the latest
hardware.

“It’s far more important to pro-
vide traming and support stafl 1o
work with faculty members and stu-
dents than it s simply 1o provide the
machines, software and wires,”
Moseley said. “We are less con-
cerned about keeping up or being on
or near the bleeding edge ol the lat-
est technology.”

Transylvania’s Academic
Computing Office, which mcludes
six full-time employeces, seven
work-study students, and four lab
assistants. provides campus-wide
COmPpUIEr SUpport,

“Computer support is great
here,” said junior Keri Stevenson.
“Help is always available and when-
ever I've had a question, I've gotten
aquick response.”

Every student living in a resi-
dence hall has unhmited access to
the Internet and e-mail by connect-
ing their personal computer to the
school network in their rooms.

“I have a personal compuler in
my room and there's a computer lab
in my residence hall right down
from my room that's open all the
time,” said Stevenson. “Also, my
May term class is in Cowgill and
there's a computer at every seat. A
student couldn’t ask for more acces-
sibility."”

“We have entered a new era over
the past 10 years at Transylvama,”
Garrett said. “Some students enter-

ing next fall will have used e-mail
and the World Wide Web for several
years. The students entering
Transylvania today have a higher
expectation level where technology
1s involved."”

Transylvania also has a new
multi-media classroom facility that
opened just this year. The high-tech
Cowgill Center for Business,
Economics, and Education features
state=of-the-art computer labs and
multi-media and education’ training
classrooms.

“If a professor can make a case
that some new technology will
enhance student learning, then we
provide the people and things to get
it done,” said Moseley, “Our goal is
to provide whatever is needed to
enhance learning."”

BARDSTOWN — Kentucky
tourism has become an $8.2 billion
industry, according 10 new econom-
ic impact figures released recently
by v
Cabinet.

In making the announcement to

. tourism leaders and officials attend-
T ing a Bardstown symposium,
Tourism Cabinet Secretary Ann
Latta said that tourists spent nearly
$394 million more in 1999 than
they did in 1998 increasing the con-
tribution to state and local taxes by
$22 million over the previous year.

In Floyd County, according to
Cabinet records, (ourists Spent
$37,584,388 in 1999. A total of 833
persons were employed n local
tourism related businesses.

Latta credited new tourism
development and expansion as

the Tourism Development

major factors for much of the
growth within the industry,
Kentucky's third largest and second
largesi employer.

She singled out four counties
that had the highest percent of
increase in tourism expenditures
last year to illustrate the link
between new development and
growth.

Campbell County had a whop-
ping 370 percent increase in
tourism spending due mainly to the
opening of the Newport Aquarium
last May and the addition of a 57-
room suite hotel.

Tourists in Campbell County
spent more than $86 million in
1999, compared to about $18 mil-
lion in 1998. The aquarium was the
first project approved under the
Tourism Development Act, land-

mark legislation passed in 1996 that
provides tax credit incentives for
developers of major tourism attrac-
1ons.

The opening of a new lodge at
Blue Licks State Resort Park helped
Robertson  County, one of
Kentucky's smaller counties, see its
tourism dollars increase by 208 per-
cent.

A new bed and breakfast facility
in Green County that was opera-
tional all year helped the county
increase its expenditures by almost
87 percent.

A 76 percent increase in Lourism
dollars in Hancock County was due
largely to the availability of rooms
in a new motel.

In contrast, Lata pointed 1o a
fifth county, which she did not
name, that suffered a 20 percent

decrease in expenditures due 1o the
closing of hotel/motel facihities dur-
ing the year.

“I think these suuations dernon-
strate what we've been saying lor
four years,” Lata said. “that
tourism development 1§ economic
development.”

She said she feels that recent leg-
islative changes to the Tounsm
Development Act have consider-
ably increased the potential for new
tourism development across the
state.

“Amendments passed duning the
1998 and 2000 General Assemblies
broadening the eligibility criteria
have made it even more attractive (o
developers,” she said.

The act lists five definition cate-
gones for poatential tourism projects

1o be ehigible under: (1) cultural or
historic sites; (2) recreation or
entertainment; (3) scenic beauty or
natural phenomena; (4) entertain-
ment or destunation center; and (5)
Kentucky craft and products center.

Floyd County is in the stale's
Eastern Highlands-North Region,
according o the Tourism Cabinet,
Throughout the 15-county region.

In -Flynn's opinion. “they're
making a joke of the game now™
with the barrage of home runs,
something thal has sparked specu-
lation (denied by major league
officials) that the balls are consid-
erably more lively or “juiced.”

Flynn ackowledges the fact that
players today are stronger than
ever before, that pitching has been
weakened by expansion and that
new ballparks are friendlier to hit-
ters than pitchers, But he also
knows what he saw with his one
eyes when former UK star Jeft
Abbott was back at his alma mater
during the offseason and taking
some batting practice.

“When he hit one hard, it would
only barely go out of the park. So
he ran out (o the car and grabbed a
couple dozen American League
balls and started hitting them over
the light poles.” said Flyon. “1
might even hil four or five home
runs (if [ were playing now)."”

Doug Flynn loves baseball as
much as he ever did, just not
always in the politically correct
way.

Sarah Renee Lafferty

0Sss turns

into gain for others

The loss of a child has been described as the worst
experience parents can have, and Pauletta and Bennie
Lafferty of Banner will agree.

In the spring of 1997, their 16-month-old daughter,
Sarah Renee, died after having suffered with leukemia
for most of her short life.

The Laffertys, however, have turmed their grief into
raising money to help other parents and children. On
Saturday, June 3, at Stumbo Park in Allen, they will
host the fourth annual Sarah Renee Lafferty Memorial
Gospel Benefit.

The event is free, but the couple take up a “love
offering” which goes to the National Children’s Cancer
Society, along with money raised from concessions.

“We felt this was one way to fight back against the
disease to help other people in similar situations,”
Pauletta Lafferty said.

The first benefit was planned by community mem-
bers shortly after the Laffertys’ baby died. It had been
organized to help the family while the child was still
going through a series of medical procedures, but after
she died on May 4, the decision was made to continue
with the event to help others.

Even before the first gospel sing, friends and family
in the community had dinners, took up collections and

Laffertys.

“Their help allowed my husband to miss work and
spend time with the baby in Lexington where she was
being treated,” the mother said.

She said they chose the National Children’s Cancer
Society to benefit from the current fund-raising,
because it allows money to go directly to families to
spend on such things as household bills and travel
expenses to and from hospitals.

She said the medical bills for little Sarah Renee’s
12-month treatment amounted to more than $500,000.
She added they were fortunate to have coverage for
much of the medical expense.

Lafferty stresses that all of the money goes to the
charity, She said she gets a certified check for the
amount collected and reports the results of the benefit
in the newspaper.

The fund-raising is helped, she said, by the donation
of food for the concession stand, printing and public
service advertising.

Sarah Renee was first diagnosed with acute lum-
phoblastic leukemia when she was four months old.
Her mother had noticed a light bruise on the child’s leg.

The baby's doctor, at first, dismissed the mother’s
concern, but decided to order blood work to ease her
mind. The results devastated the family, said the moth-

moted, and singing, “"School’s out,
school's out, teacher wore her
bloomers out!"”

As pre-adolescent coal-camp Kids
we had absolutely no responsibili-
ties, and we all knew it. We wan-
dered aimlessly through hot days and
muggy nights with no express desti-
nation in mind, except, of course, to
spend the summer enjoying our-
selves. We did that in various ways.

Practically all our fun came from
our own imaginations, nothing was
store bought, except our baseball, bat
and glove. We spent hours on end re-
enacting the cowboy movie we'd see
at the Saturday matinee that we all
lived for; a good game of kick the
can could take us well into the night:
a plunge in the ole swimming hole

other to get bottom) usually took
most of an afternoon, except during
Dog Days.

During Dog Days if you had a
sore anywhere on your body you
couldn't go swimming, because if
you did, you'd tike lock jaw and die.
We did enjoy, however, damming up
the creek and administering a quick
baptism of some unsuspecting sinner
who was, most of the time, at least
two or three years younger than the
rest of us. Baptismal services nearly
always resulted from our attendance
at the inevitable summer revival at
the Thealka Freewill Baptist Church,
which featured a big preacher from
off. Apparently, Dog Days sores did-
n't count against you if you got wet
in the creek while baptizing some
young sinner,

On rainy days, or when it was
simply too hot to do much else, we
read. I guess it’s safe to say we read
at least a hundred books every sum-
mer. Little brother Joe was the best
funny book trader on the branch and
could leave home with 15 or 20, all
with their covers on them, and two
hours later return with twice that
many, none of which we'd read, and
all with the covers on them. Neither
of us wanted to read a funny book
without a cover because if it didn't
have a cover, you could be half
through it before you realized you'd
already read it. Talk about a waste of
fime.

I have no documentation to back
it up, but I suspect that about the only
people who buy funny books today
are those into collecting. Had 1
known that Superman would have
been so valuable, 1 guess I'd have
kept mine. I've, no doubt, thrown
away a fortune.

Sometimes, rainy days would also
drive us to the old dairy barn where
many a dreary afternoon we spent
with our feet dangling from the loft
as we listened to the older boys tell
jokes the rest of us didn't quite
understand, but at which we'd laugh
anyway for fear that everybody else
would know we had no clue.

Twenty Years Ago

Two former department heads in the
Prestonsburg Mine Reclamation Office
appeared before a federal grand jury last
week.

the sound is a nuisance and a jar-
ring, unwelcome interruption (o a
peaceful day.

But thosé back-up alarms, when
used, save people from injury and
death.

Take the case of a 37-year-old
| seafood buyer in New Hampshire.
While mspecting seafood stored in
his employer's warchouse, a fork-
fift backed up and pinned him
against a steel upright. The man’s
groin and pelvis were crushed,
causing him to be hospitalized for
three months, He could not work
again for more than a year.

The forklift that injured him
was not equipped with a back-up
alarm. Even though the safety ben-
efits of alarms have been long
known—the technology has been
available since early in the 20th
century—not all commercial vehi-
cles are required to have them.

The Occupational Safety and
Heualth Administration (OSHA)
does require back-up alarms for

“Faor trucks where it's physical-
ly impossible for the driver 10 see
while in reverse—like a dump
truck, school bus, or fractor Lrail-
er—I don’t think there is any plau-
sible reason why you shouldn’t
have a back-up alarm:” says occu-
pational health and safety expert
Vincent A. Gatlagher Jr.

“Even golf carts hitve buck-up
alarms. If we can pul them in golf
carts, we can put them in dump
trucks.”

Gallagher used 1o work for
OSHA. He says that after examin-
ing the agency’s files on common,
recurring, fatal accidents; he found
the most common cause of death
wis caused by reversing vehicles.

If you suspect that several of
your key sales personnel are mis-
using the company’s travel and
entertainment expense reports o
increase their income and pay for
their personal expense, there are
several ways a company can avoid
potential problems in this area.

Although fraud schemes for
personal expense reimbursements
are generally smaller than other
fraud schemes. they are no less
important and should not be over-
looked by a company.

The inexperienced auditor or
examiner will often overlook the
potential for fraud in this area,
because such expenses are typical-
ly immaterial to the company’s
total operation. However, it has
been said that an employee who
submits a fraudulent expense
reimbursement form is more prone
to commit other types of fraud
against the company.

Additionally, as fraud offenders
become more sophisticated in
their concealment methods, fraud-
ulent expense reimbursement
forms may be the only avenue
available to the company’s auditor
or examiner for disciplinary

action.
Business travel and entertain-
menl expense reimbursement

frauds have several variations, not
the least of which can include
some of the following:

*« Submitting false mileage
claims for the company use of a
personal vehicle

« Submitting meals that were
attended by the family members or
friends and presenting them as
business lunches

* Playing golf with friends and
claiming them as business associ-
ates

* Purchasing library materials
for one’s personal use under the
ruse that the company needs them

* Having a secretary fill out
expense reports involving person-
al expenses by fictitiously using a
stack of business cards gathered
while attending a trade show

The best way to avoid business
travel and entertainment expense
fraud is to have strong internal
accounting controls. A good sys-
tem of internal accounting con-
trols should prevent and/or detect
errors and irregularities from
ocecurring in a business,

Preventive internal controls are
a business’ first line of defense,
because they serve to impede busi-
ness travel and entertainment
expense frauds before they occur.
Preventive controls over fraud
schemes require the serious sup-
port of top management for com-
panies of any size.

This means that senior level
management and/or the business

owners should refuse to tolerate
such action and not be bashful
about getting the message across -
to all employees. vendors and cus-
tomers.

A strong established ethics pol- "+

icy that is followed by top man-
agement is a powerful deterrent to
internal fraud, When management
portrays strong ethics, then other
employees are more likely to copy
this behavior.

In addition, requiring detailed
expense reports, complete with
receipts, is an excellent deterrent
to internal fraud. Employees
should be required to submit the
receipts, along with specific
explanation of the expense, such
as time, place, amount, and busi-
ness purpose of each business
function.

Effective internal controls
assist the business in identifying
errors or irregularities in a timely
manner. Most companies employ
two basic methods to disclose per-
sondl expense fraud schemes:

* Review and analysis of
€Xpense accou nts

* Detailed review of expense
reimbursements

Using either one or a combina-
tion of the two basic methods is
suggested. Reviews should be
documented and the results
reviewed with senior manage-
ment.

The best detection method is a
detailed review of employee
expense reimbursements. This
method requires that the review-
er(s) have, at the time of the
inspection, a calendar and/or a
copy of the employee's schedule
for the relevant time period. The
reviewer should also be familiar
with the travel and entertainment
policies of the company.

Additionally, the following
three steps may help identify
employee expense abuses:

+ The company should have
written (formal) “Business Travel
& Entertainment Expense
Guidelines.” All employees
should be asked to read the poli-
cies and procedures at least annu-
ally and sign a receipt that they
have done so. The signed receipt
should then be placed in the
employees’ personnel file that
would acknowledge their review
and acceptance of the guidelines.
The receipt can also serve as sup-
port for the company should dis-
putes arise,

* Require employees to submit
their expense reports for a detailed
review before reimbursement is
paid, This may help curtail poten-
tial fraud.

* The business should periodi-
cally review employee expense
reimbursements. This can be par-
ticularly effective if the analysis is
completed shortly before employ-
ee performance reviews,
