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Fannin proposes merging fire, police 
Measure would save money, mayor says these positions, there exists one 

major, one captain, five sergeants, 
and eight firefighter~.

Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry 
Fannin has fonnulated a proposal 
for submission before the city 
council that would involve funda­
mental change within the existing 
city fire and police departments. 

Pile-up ... 

The proposal calls for the 
elimination of the city fire and 
police departments as they now 
exist, and to replace them with a 
newly fonned city "public safety 
department." 

Under this proposal. the fire 
and police departments and their 
personnel would be reorganized 

into one department, which 
would, according to Fannin, pro­
\ ide a monetary savings to the 
city. 

As the two departments now 
~xist, the lire department operates 
with a staff of 14 full -time fire­
fighter positions and one part­
time firefighter position. Within 

The police department oper­
ates with a staff of I 0 full-time 
positions. These include three 
sergeants and seven patrol offi­
cers. 

Both departments have posi­
tions for chief and assistant chief. 

In order for the two depart­
ments to be combined into one

For the second time in a week and the 
third time this school year, a Floyd County 
school bus has been involved in a wreck. 

The latest incident happened shortly 
before the beginning of school Thursday 
morning at the entrance to Duff Elementary 
along Route 80. 

In all, five vehicles were involved in the 
chain-reaction accident. 

According to Kentucky State Police 

Trooper John Hunt. an unidentified Knott 
County woman was driving her 1999 
Dodge Ram pickup west on Route 80 when 
she slammcJ into a 1989 Ford Ranger pick­
up driven b} Janel Miller of Langky as she 
was exiting the roadway to turn into the 
school 

Miller's pickup in turn rammed into the 
back of a miniature bus driven hy Della 
Craft. number 1496. which was transport­
ing special needs students to the school. 

The force or the collhion caused the bus 
to strike two other vehicles. a 1998 

CheHolel Silverado pickup driven by 
Cind) Vanderpool and an older model 
Pontiac sedan operated by an unidentified 
driver. both of which were lea\ ing the 
school at the time. 

According to Hunt. the acc1dent may 
have occurred because the driver of the 
Dodge pickup was traveling with a dog in 
the cab with her. 

"Distraction is going to be a contribut­
Ing factor on her part." Hunt said.

The the city of Prestonsburg's 
personnel committee met 
Wednesday to further discus~ 1ssues 
concerning the city's fire depart-
ment. ' 

Shortly after convening. the 
commtttee voted to go into closed 
sessiOn in order to discuss matters 
that had been presented at a previ­
ous meeting that was held on 
October '27. 

During the October 27 meeting. 
Billy Ray Collins had presented and 
read u statement that detailed lind· 
ings of the committee concerning

pos.;ible measures that could he 
taken to correct certain issues and 
complaints voiced by certain mem­
bers of the ' Prestonsburg Fire 
Department. 

Among the findings was a deci­
sion to possibly adopt and imple­
ment a different work schedule for 
fire department employees and to 
initiate change: 

• Through the usc of fire depart­
ment equipment for emergencies 
only or as approved b) the mayor or 
city council. This would include 
non use of the equipment dunng 
lunch houro; and scheduled work 
hours. 

• A change to an eight-hour 
work schedule with shift supervi­
sors in order to promote improved 
safety standards. 

• A decision to have the posi­
tion of "Safety Officer'' to be han­
dled by Fire Chief Mike Wells and 
Sgt. Gary Dotson in order to relieve 
firefighter Mike Mays to return to 
regular duties. 

At Wednesday's meeting. com­
mittee members held discussions 
that pertained to: 

• Whether or not to implement 
eight-hour or 12-hour work shifts. 

• The possibility of instating 
Gary Dotson as acting assistant fire 
chief. 

• The formation of work sched­
ules that would need to be imple­
mented if the decision was made to 
change to eight- or 12-hour shifts. 

• Discussion involving the cost 
to the city of providing ambulance 
service and the personnel needed to 
operate the ambulance. 

• Whether or not Fire Chief 
Wells would begin to serve ao; a 
shift supervisor. 

Chid Wells submitted to the 
committee a proposed work sched­
ule that involves the use of 12 
department members per day oper­
ating on a 40-hour work week with 
two days off weekly per employee. 

Wells said that in order to imple­
ment the schedule. he would need 
the city to hire two more fire depart­
ment employees to supplement his 
staff of 15. The two would still be 
needed even with Dotson acting as 
assistant chief. 

Wells said that be had one part­
time employee who could possibly 
shift into a full-time position and 
that he might possibly be able to 
locate another full-time employee 
from among current volunteers. 
Wells mentioned that a ne-w hire 
would have to be afforded the time 
needed for training. 

Wells also expressed doubt as to 
his placement as a shift supervisor 
on the work schedule. Committee 
member Bill) Ray Collins echoed 
thic; same doubt. saying that he 
thought it might pro\ e to be too 
much for Wells to handle along\\ ith 
the responsibility that he already 
holds as fire chief. 

Committee member Gorman 
Collins said that the move would be 
a temporary measure in order to 
~ase the transition into a new work 
shedule and that after the transition, 
Wells would resume his regular 
duties. 

A motion to adopt a new work 
schedule involving a 40-hour work 
week with t\\ o days off per "eek 
operating on an eight-hour \\ork 
day with shift supervisors was 
approved. The new work schedule 
will go into effect on Monda). 
November 6. on a 30-day trial basi-;. 
Chief Wells will temporaril) 
assume supervisory responsibilities 
over at least one shift. 

Bruce Roberts, president of the 
Kentucky Professional Firefighters. 
Union, had. at an earlier date, 
expressed "safct> concerns" sur­
rounding the implementation of an 
eight-hour work schedule. He said 
that he believes that a ''24-hour on 
and 48-hour off' work schedule 
provides improved CO\eragc in 
emergency r;;ituations. Roberts had 
hoped to meet with Mayor Jerry 
Fannin earlier in the week as a rep­
resentative of local firefighters 
union #3298, but arrangemenh 
could not be made. 

Fannin said that the cit) does not 
recognize unions and that he sees no 
need hold discussions with Roberts. 
He further said that he had talked 
\\ith tin.• department employees and

assured them that he was accessible 
and willing to talk at any time. 

Onl) ~even cities within the state 
of Kentucky do recognize local fire­
fighter unions. 

Roberts' comments on 
Wcdne,day afternoon about the 
ucci,ion to implement the eight­
hour work schedule were that he 
thought that the decision was 
"riuiculou<," and retaliatory in 
nature and was a veiled attempt to ~ 

deliver a punititive measure against 
thl.! tire department employees as a 
response to a website that was post-
ed on the internet last week by local 
#3298 intended to be an endorse­
ment for local community members 
!larry Adams. Richard Price, 
Jimmy J. DeRo~sett and Tom 
Hereford in their respective cam­
paigns for election to the city coun-
cil. 

The website also makes accusa­
tions in connection "'ith "wasteful 
habits of years pa-;t" and that cur- ~) 
rent city council members support 
thl!ir own "pet projects'' to the 
expense of "much-needed enhance­
men~\" to emergency services. 
Displayed on the site arc pho­
tographs that show tire department 
equipment in seemingly ill repair. 

Fannin. Wells and council mem­
ber Gorman Collins Jr. have all 
made statements to the effect that 
the website is a ''misrepresentation" 
of fire department equipment. 

Chief Wells has said that hjs ~ 
equipment is of quality standard and 
that it has received a class four ISO 
(Insurance Services Offices, Inc.) 
rating. the highest possible to 
receive. 

ISO ratings are based upon sur­
veys that examine fire trucks and 
fire equipment. fire hydrants. 91 I 
services, maintenance records, 
yearly tests on equipment and 
hydrants and firemen and their cer­
tification. 

Roberts went on to say on 
Wednesday that he intends to ' 
"move forward'' with court action, 
if necessary. in order to place an 
injunction against the adoption of 
the new work schedule. He said 
that he has been 10 touch with the 
lnternatJOnal Association of 
Firefighters, a nationall y-recog­
nized union that operates from 
offices located in Washington D.C., 
and that the members there share his 
concern over the adoption by the 
city of an eight-hour work schedule . 
for the citys' firemen. 

In addition to the decision to 
adopt a new work schedule. other 
bu->incss wa... conducted that 
imolved the submission of a pro­
posal presented by Fannin to the 
committee that would implement 
some fundamental changes within 
the city's fire and police depart­
ment.-.. 

The proposal caUs for the fire 
and police departments to be com­
bined into one ''public safety 
department" that would operate 
with 24 employees cross-trained to 
perform the duties of either depart­
ment. The systl!m has been tested ~ 
and implemented in various cities 
throughout the south with success, 
Fannin said.

When studying "The Sky 
Tonight," <he students learned about 
the current night sky, how to find 
objects in the sky, ho" the moon 
behaves, and how to read star maps. 

Shubinsk1's kno\~ledge about the 
stars and his extensive experience ns a 
planetarium educator made h1m the 
strongest candidate for the progmm, 
according to Jane A Sadler, president 
of Learning Technologies. 

Shubinski was head of two of the 
largest planetariums in the United 
States - one in Arizona and one in 
Tennessee. He also <;tarted a science 
museum in El Paso, Texas. 

''Eclipse," a postcard designed by Italian schoolchild Alessio De Min. 
The drawing depicted on the card was influenced by the child's visit to 
a STARLAB learning center in Brescia, Italy. The schoolchildren visit 
STARLAB on field trips and then return to school where they are 
allowed the opportunity to express their Impressions of the trip and 
what they learned in a creative manner, either by way of artistic 
expression or written expression. Ray Shubinski, director of the East 
Kentucky Center for Science, Mathematics & Technology hopes to 
encourage the development of a twin program here.

Shubinski 
s:ud that the placement of the obser­
vatOJY <.m the hilltop created more of 
an unobstmcted access to the stars. 

Kentucky, perhaps on the 
Prestonsburg Community College 
campus or even atop Maggie 
Mountain on Kentucky Highway 
321. Shubmski said that he has not yet 
had time to speak to any administra­
tors or officials about the idea1 but that 
he feels that it would be a great 
enhancement to the area both for the 
local community members and the 
tourists. 

Shubinski brought back with him 
an array of vividly colored postcards 
that were produced hy means of art· 
work done by Italian schoolchildren, 
According to Shubinski, Ramponi 
explained to him that the schoolchild· 
ren come to visit STARLAB on field 
trips and that when they return to their 
classroom, they are offered the oppor­
tunity to express their experience 
through the use of creative means 
such as painting or writing. The art· 
work. in particular. that they create is 
reproduced on postcards that are 
available for purchase to the general 
public. 

According to Shubinski, Ramponi 
says that the teachers use this ac; an 
opportunity to blend science with art, 
and that the result provides for a pos­
itive exchange enjoyed by all. 

Shubinski said that he would like 
to incorporate th1s idea into our 
regwnal STARLAB programs and 
perhaps even initiate an exchange of 
postcards between U.S. and Italian 
schoolchildren, 

Shubinski hopes that his trip will 
bring greater attention to eastern 
Kentucky and the East Kentucky 
Center for Science. Mathematics and 
Technology. 

''One of the requirements of the 
program is that T must make a com­
plete assessment of my experience. 
The repon will be published in the 
International Planetarium Society's 
newsletter. That organization has 
members all over the world." 

Shubinski also said that one or the 
n10st intriguing aspects of his trip to 
Italy was the opponunity to visit the 
country in which much of the science 
history he has studied and taught took 
place.

Dealing with 

dropouts 
It's no surprise that failure in school is the chief fac­

tor that leads students to drop out. 
Nonetheless. the findings from questionnaires com­

pleted hy students who've dropped out of Kentucky 
schools over the past two years underscore just how 
often failure is the reason and how disconnected from 
school these students really arc. 

That can give educators some direction and suggest 
new strategies in dealing with the problem of dropouts. 

According to data released this week by the state edu­
cation department. some 47 pt.:rcent of the students who 
dropped out over the past two years named failure- not 
jobs. not boredom. not pregnancy or any of the other 
reasons - as the reason they gave up on school. 

Equally telling, six out of every seven also said they 
were not involved in any extracurricular activities. 

''The message is a powerful one." said Education 
Commissioner Gene Wilhoit. "Schools need to look at 
what's going on in that classroom. but they need to make 
sure that all their children are engaged in activities 
where they can shine as a person. be a part of some­
thing." 

In short, schools must strive to keep students con­
nected to academics, of course. They must identify stu­
dents with learning problems - particularly the core 
skill of reading - early on and get them the help they 
need to succeed. 

But they also must seck to keep students connected to 
education to engage school children m the school, in 
extracurricular activities and in the social fabric of the 
school as much as possible. 

In other words, they must help students succeed as 
people, help them feel like they belong. This person 
building is essential. 

Finally, the schoob must seek to engage parents. 
many of whom unfortunately are reluctant participants 
in the education of their children. 

Parental factors that impact success in school - such 
as the educational attainment of the parents, the amount 
of time parents devote to their kids. the interest they 
have in school and the value they place on education -
may be beyond the control of our schools. But they need 
not be beyond its influence. It will take renewed efforts 
by schools and all of the social structure to involve some 
parents, but it will pay off. 

Despite I 0 years of education reform that has as its 
essential tenet "all children can learn," Kentucky's 
dropout rate has remained for years around 5 percent. 

It's time to do something about that. It's time to res­
cue students from failure as soon a s it starts and keep 
them and their parents engaged in education.

Raising standards in our schools 
Editor: 
I am an English teacher who has spent his entire 

career teaching college freshmen how to write. I 
have taught English at the University of Nebraska. 
the University of Wisconsin, the University of 
Pennsylvama, the University of Colorado. and the 
University of Wyoming. 

I am also a life,long Democrat, and until recent­
ly, I thought the day would never come when I 
would vote Republican. This year, however, I'm 
voting for George Bush. I'm voting for him for one 
reason and one reason alone - he favors raising 
academic standards in our public schools. 

For the last I 0 years, I have taught English at 
Prestonsburg Community College. At PCC, I have a 
reputation for being a tough grader, despite the fact 
that I nowadays give Cs to student essays which I 
formerly would have flunked. I hate to admit it. but 
I have relaxed my grading standards in reaction to 
pressure from the PCC administration. If I hadn't 
done so, I would have lost my job. 

At PCC, the subject of academic standards is 
never discussed. I have attended hundreds of 
department meetings. faculty meetings, and AFT 
meetings, but I am unable to recall a single occasion 
when the topic was ever brought up. At no time dur­
ing my tenure at PCC has my department chairman, 
the dean of my division, or the president of the col­
lege ever complimented me for my well-known 
high c:tandards. 

On the contrary, they have often criticized me for 
grading too hard. My 1998 Faculty Performance 
Review, for example, was critical of my "exceed­
ingly high standards." My reviewer recommended 
that "Dr. Perry should work on a more positive 
approach in assessing his students' compositions. 
because they continue to complain about how he 
responds to their work." 

Several years ago. former PCC President 
Deborah Floyd called me on the carpet after receiv­
ing a complaint from a disgruntled student. He had 
received As on his high school English themes, but 
I was giving him Fs. When I explained to her that 
his essays were full of errors. her response was 
"This is Eastern Kentucky. Robert. not Har\ ard 
University. You need to lower your standards." 

On another occasion, after I had privately point­
ed out the grammar errors in a memorandum com­
posed and circulated by our Dean of Student 
Affairs, President Floyd called me into her office 
and demanded that J apologize to the offended 
party. She reminded me that one of our nation's 

most famous poets. e. e. cummings. had also flaunt­
ed the rules of grammar. His case proved. she said, 
that it wasn't necessary to know the rules of punc­
tuation in order to communicate clearly. 

In the Spring of 1998. a PCC colleague who was 
going up for full professor came to me and asked 
me to edit his "r.:ducalional Philosophy" essay. All 
professors going up for full professor are required 
to write such an essay and include it in their pro­
motional folders. Smce we were former drinking 
buddies, I agreed to help him. His essay was full of 
gross errors of grammar, so I rewrote it for him and 
he subsequently submitted it to the promotions 
committee as his own \.\ork. 

During that same year. I. too. submitted an appli­
cation for full professor. Imagine my surprise when, 
at the end of the semester. I learned that my col­
league's application had been approved and mine 
had been turned down. 

There is a teacher in my department who rou­
tinely gives all of hb students As, regardless of their 
classroom performance. He is a very popular 
teacher. of course, and his classes regularly attract 
many students. The PCC adminstration regularly 
gives him high ratings. and several years ago he 
received the PCC "Best Teacher of the Year'' Award. 
His philosophy. which m1ght be called "the wann 
fuzzy school of teaching,'· is that the primary pur­
pose of teaching is to nurture student self-esteem. 
This is a wrong headed approach to teaching, and it 
is one reason why our schools are failing so badly. 

The CATS scores recently released by the 
Kentucky Department of Education show that Floyd 
County Schoob rank ncar the bottom when it comes 
to academic performance. Our district ranked 167 
out of a total of I 77 school districts statewide. If we 
want to solve this problem, we are going to have to 
start hiring courageous administrawrs who are com­
mitted to raising academic standards. We are going 
to have to ~tart hiring teachers with liberal arts 
degrees from good college~ and universities -
teachers who arc willing to challenge their students 
and hold them to high standards. We don't need any 
more teachers of the "warm. fuzzy" school. That 
philosopy is bankrupt, and our test scores prove that 
it is banJ..rupt. 

So I'm voting fo1 George Bush. His call for high­
er standards makes it clear that he understands 
what's wrong with our public schools. With George 
at the helm, maybe we can fix them.

same 
As the parent of two children who 

attend Adams Middle School, I am writ­
ing in order to voice my concern over a 
situation there that has been ongoing 
since the beginning of the school year. 

The situation I am referring to is the 
loss of a band instructor at Adams. 
Kathy Caudill, who directed the pro­
gram during the I 999 school year. 
accepted a po~ition at Prestonsburg High 
School. leaving her position at Adams 
vacant. 

When first I inquired about the 
change and expressed my concern about 
the situation. I \Vas told that the situation 
was temporary and that a new teacher 
would be:: hired. I was told at a later date 
that no qualified applicants were avail­
able to accept the position: I was also 
told at one point by Ms. Caudill that she 
had offered to come to Adams for the 
last period of each day in order to pro­
vide instruction there, but that her offer 
had been turned down. 

I purchased a musical instrument last 
year for my daughter and she took 
beginning band under the tutelage of Ms. 
Caudill. I watched my daughter go from 
not being able to make even a single 
sound come from her instrument to per­
forming in the annual Spring Concert. I 
was amazed and very well pleased at the 
progress that the sixth grade band class 
made in such a short time. It was reward­
ing to see that my pleas to "just give it a 
try" actually turned into a self-satisfied 
feeling of accomplishment for my 
daughter. 

M)' son, who entered the sixth grade 
this year, gave thought over summer 
break as to what instrument he would 
select at the beginning of the school 
year. Once again, I went through the 
series of doubts and possible scenarios 
of loss of free time and urged him. as I 
had my daughter the year before. to ''just 
give it a try" for mom. 

Needless to say, we were all disap­
pointed at the turn of events. But, we 
managed to keep hope afloat and waited 
patiently for a new instructor to arrive on 
the scene. 

November has now arrived and we 
are still waiting. 

M)' urge to write this came in 
response to a sports column that ran in 
the October 29 issue of the paper. The 
column made reference to the fact that 
Ted George, fonner football coach at 
Bets)' La)'ne High School. had relin­
quished his position tht.:rc in favor of a 
new position as assistant principal at 
Adams Middle School. 

Concern was expressed as to whether 
or not a ne\v coach would be hired for 
the 200 I season. As the article stated, 
"football is an expensive adventure for 
any school....thc sport. here in the coun­
ty, docs not generate that much revenue 
and puts a heavy financial burden on the 
school." 

It also raises the question of whether 
or not the program will "un ivc and 
whether or not there "ill be a coach who 
is interested in the position.

I also can't help hut suspect 
that those who arc in po~itions to 
uncover and locate qualified per­
sons to fill such \ acancies as those 
that exht within the Betsy Layne 
football program, as well as the one 
that exists within the music depan­
ment at Adams, "ill pay special 
heed to the vacancy within the foot­
ball program. 

The band students at Adams 
have no\\ gone without an instruc­
tor for the better pan of the fall 
semester. \Viii the needs of the 
Betsy La) ne football program go 
unartended to for un equal length of 

w,ime? The answer remains to be 
seen. hut I'm betting not. 

Now I want to say that by no 
means at all do I wish to give the 
impression that I am not in favor of 
organized school sports. My son 
played on the Adams Middle 
School "B" ream this past season 
and reaped much the same rewards 
from his panicipation in the pro­
gram as did my daughter in her 
study of music. 

School spons provide an oppor­
tunity for growth, both phy ically 
and mentally. Th~y provide u forum 
for the development of elf-confi­
dence as well as a forum for per-
onal bonding with teammates and 

a\ ailable at all time' for emergency 
response.

Bus wreck 

In all, seven people were taken to 
the hospital. including three from the 
bus. 

The three bus passengers taken to 
the hospital included an elementary 
smdent and a middle school student. 
who were taken to McDo\'iell 
Appalachian Regional Hospital. The 
third person, identified as April 
Couch. is a driver's aide She was 
taken to Highlands Regional Medical 
Center to be checked out because she 
is eight months pregnant. 

Of the seven people taken to tl)e 
hospital, the most seriously injured 
were MiiJer, who was suspected to 
have a broken leg or ankle, and her 
14-year~old daughter. who suffered 
head and neck injuries. 

Others taken to the hospital 
included Vanderpool and the dri\•er 
of the Pontiac. 

According to the bus dri\cr. the 
accident came as a complete c;ur­
prise. Craft. \'iho said she has ne,er 
been involved in an accident in 31 
years of driving, said he wasn't sure 
at first what had happened. 

"It all happened so fast, I \'iasn't 
sure what was happening,'' Crnft 
said. 

Craft remained at the scene to 

coaches. There is much to be said 
for the involvement of our children 
in sports activities and the pro­
grams deserve our support.

Additionall y, more savings 
could be realized through the elim­
ination or re-classification of 
another current firefighter position.

In summary. Fannin says his 
propo,al could reali7-e the city a 
savings of nearly $50.000 in annual 
payroll costs, while at the same 
time increasing the efficiency and 
eftectiveness of its' emergency ser­
vices personnel and at the same 
time achieving something that the 
city has never before been able to 
do - create t:quity for emergency 
services. 

Both Fire Chief Mike Wells and 
Police Chief Darrell Conley said 
they have not had time to review 
the proposal and offered no com­
ment on it.

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County has no power 
to change board rates

What appealed to be n routine 
meeting of the fiscal court to 
accept one taxing district's tax rate 
turned into a discussion over what 
powers the court has to nffect the 
tax rates of the county's taxing dis­
tricts. 

The answer, according to 
County Judge-Executive Paulllunt 
Thompson? None. 

"We don't have an) authority 
over their tax rates. just a<; they 
don't have any authorit) O\er 
ours." Thomp,on said. 

The discu~sion began prior to 
the court' s acceptance of the 
school hoard'' real properly. per-

'ional property and motor vehicle 
tax rates. which had been approved 
by the board Monday night. Those 
rates are 59.3 cents. 59.3 cents and 
55.4 cents per $100 of assessed 
value, respectively. 

Thompson said he wanted to 
"clear up some confusion" con­
cerning whal power the fiscal court 
had to affect the board's tax rate. 
The judge said the com t does not 
approve or reject the rates of the 
board or any other agency, but 
merely accepts them so they can he 
printed on the county's tax bills 

"If we did not do that, it would 
cost the school system about 
$35,000. plus a collection pcr.son:· 
Thompson said.

Thompson's order became 
effective at noon, Wednesday. 
Under the order, all outdoor burn­
ing is prohibited umil the order is 
rescinded.

"A History of Baptists 
in Kentucky'' by Frank Masters 
was published in 1953, and with 
the turn-of-the-millennium fast 
approaching, it seemed appropriate 
to commission another installment, 
according to Cheryl Doty, KBC 
archivist.

This 
lime of year. when everyone is getting lhetr 
vehtcles rc.1dy for y, inter. is a htgh-nsk 
period for pets to gam access to a~.-'Cidental 
antifreelC 'Pills. If this sounds familiar. 
ye • you may ha\ e read 11 before. but I 
thmk it bears repealing ... 

I hope to accomplish several things 
here. first. to make you aware of how 
antifreeze causes toxicity. hoY.. the poi­
soned animal behaves, and how quickly 
)'llU must act if there is any chance of sa-.­
ing your pet's life. 

Frankly. I also want to "car~ you enough 
to cause you 10 exercise 
extreme caution unytimc you 
handle or store thh product. 

1 guess there's no gettin£ 
around some basic ~:hem­
tstry to explain hoYt 
antifree1e docs its dnmage. 
Stay with me I m nol 
about to get too deep into that 
ubject. The chemical name 

for the mo~t common 
nntifrecze IS ethylene glycol; 
the name hints that 11 is related 
to ethyl alcohol. or ethanol, the 
type found in alcoholic bever­
ages. 

Ethanol 1!'0 evidently aho pro 
duced in small amounts by the 
body as a waste pmduct, since ani­
mals and people arc equipped with 

I 
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an enzyme-alcohol dehydrogenase-that 
is responsible for binding to the alcohol 
and escorung it out uf the body 'ia the kid­
neys. 

Since ethylene glycol "look"" chemi­
cally. so much like ethanol, the enzyme 
pil.:k~ up this compound at o and tncs to 
get rid of it the same way. The trouble is. 
"'hile the enzyme and ethanol V'Cre 
designed for each other, and are an exact 
fit. the enzyme-eth) lene glycol ~omhina­
Lion goes together like two piect•s of a jig­
saw puzzle that almost match, but not 
quite. 

Thi~ make-. for a ''bumpy" or "pril'kl)" 
molecule Wtth little protrusions that catch 
on others like it, and starts a crystallization 
process. The crystals soon hcgin 10 clog the 
tiny tubes of the kidn9, and kidney failure 

results.

what happens to the animal who 
laps up smne p1llcd antifreeze It 
takes an mcrctlibly small amount 

of ethylene glycol to poison an
