Carol Stumbo. ''I'm not asking that 
you work harder, just that you 
examine what you need to do ... 
W.::'ve said that in some schools 
people arc wor!..ing very hard. but 
not with results." 

May Valley representatives said 
they strive to get students motivated 
and to ill\olvc afl students. They 
also stressed the teamwork among 
teacher~. Principal Carole Combs 
said tcacherl> meet together as a 
team to develop lesson plans. 

Combs said a partrcular tool used 
for learning and communication is 
the "Friday Folder," which is sent 
home with students every Friday 
with a newsletter. Parents are asked 
to review the student's work, sign 
and retum the folder. 

Combs listed computers as 
among the school's "critical short­
ages." She said that of 24 computers 
in the computer lab, only I I work. 
She also said the school needs an 
additional custodian and a program 
for talented and gifted studenl'i. 

Board members teased Combs 
over her contagious enthusiasm and 
praised the atmosphere at the 
Marlin school. District 1 board 
member Ross did, however, request 
that Combs make the school's mis­
sion statement "gender neutral, ·• 
rather than using exclusively the 
masculine gender in referring to stu­
dents. 

Principal Coy Sammons said that 
at 688. Prestonsburg High School 
has its smallest enrollment ever. 
The school. he indicated. has been 
dogged by problems going back 
several years before his tenure, but. 
he added. attendance and retention

rates do appear to be improving. 
"Our past problems with atten­

dance and discipline are being cor­
r~ctcd." he said. 

Teacher John Patton criticized 
the state system in which schools 
are funded based on average daily 
attendance. "In Kentucky, if we 
have attenuance problems, they take 
away funding," he said, adding that 
the funds are needed to find ways to 
improve attendance. 

"We have people who make laws 
who don't know anything about 
education." commented board 
chairman Terry Dotson. 

Sammons emphasized that the 
school IS determined to help teach­
ers improve instruction. He said he 
sets aside professional development 
funds for teachers to get more "con­
tent-specific training.'' 

Among the school's concerns, 
the principal ~aid. are the improve­
ment of test scores and attendance 
rates, as well as communication 
with parents and the community. 

He added that the school needs 
furniture. Recenr renovations, he 
said. left new, attractive rooms but 
no furniture. The need is particular­
ly keen for teuchers' desks. he said. 

Dotson said that he might be able 
to help. ''Let me remind that some 
companies can help," he said. 
"Sometimes the board can't help, 
but someone in the area might." 

Ross suggested that PHS explore 
working with Prestonsburg 
Community College on a program 
to provide dual credit, and 
Sammons said he and principals at 
the other county high schools are 
"in ·agreement" and plan to work 
with college administrators. 

Sammons said his staff also rec­
ognizel> the need to align the high 
!.chool curriculum with the middle 
school. "Finding the time" is diffi­
cult, he said. 

He added that the school needs 
to address the problems of transition 
of students from eighth to ninth 
grade. Dotson suggested that the 
high schools "may be able to use 
aides to ease the transition." 

Jack Goodman. pnncipal of 
Adams Middle School, made the 
final presentation of the evening. 
He reported on the progress of the 
consolidated plan. the implementa­
tion of reading across the curricu­
lum. work on the equity plan and 
the success of the school's 

Homework Hot Line. 
He said the staff is working on 

strategies to bring up te~t scores, 
which fell last spring. One strategy 
is the ''advisor-advisee" program 
and new scheduling, which includes 
splitting the instruction of math and 
science, which had been taught in 
the same time block. 

Another plan includes working 
more with feeder schools to align 
the curriculum. 

Goodman drew expressions of 
concern when he said the school is 
abolishing the math and writing 
portfollos. "We were having stu­
dents retained for not having pol­
ished portfolios," he said. adding 
that the students will still have a 
"working portfolio." 

"I am concerned about the back­
ward trend you seem to be on," said 
Carol Stumbo. "Have you had a 
chance to look at scores and revise 
your plan?"

The University nf 
Louisville football team recently pulled off a major upset 
of Southern Missis.,ippi. while its basketball team has 
fallen in recent years from its lofty status as perennial 
national champion contender. But when the basketball 
team begins play this week. excitement in the statc':-. 
largest city will he high. 

Kentucky Wesleyan College and Brescia Univer<>ity 
have several fine athletic teams. but basketball is differ­
ent. If you do not understand why. i.t 1s diflicult to 
explain. 

It just is. 
There is a reason that driveways from Pike' ille to 

Paducah have basketball goals in the vicinity. Sport-. 
writer Dave Kindred once tabbed basketball the "dream 
game in Kentucky," one in which every boy -and no\\ 
many girls -pictures himself or herself hitting the win­
ning basket as time expires. then leaping mto a hysterical 
crowd. 

There arc more than a few adults who still have that 
dream a~ well. 

Perhaps it is because so many Kentucky colleges have 
been so good at basketball for so long. Kentucky and 
Kentucky Wesleyan arc upper echelon in championship:, 
at their level, while Murray State and Western Kentucky 
universities continue to be forces in their conferences. 

But the appeal of college basketball in the bluegrass is 
more than just cheering for a winner. There is something 
within a native Kentuckian that needs basketball like he 
needs oxygen.

Kentucky's September unemploy­
ment rate goes along with the nor­
mal trend for this time of year,'' 
-.aid Carlos Cr.tcrufl, the depart­
ment's chief labor market analyst. 
"Kentucky's unemployment rate 
has either increascu slightly or 
remaint!d the ... ame from August to 
September for last 17 years." 

Four of the nine major job sec­
tors had employment increases in 
September, while five reported 
l.'mployrnent losses, Cracraft s<~id. 

The government sector led with 
an increase or 9, I 00 jobs in 
August. Local education added 
I 0.400 positions and ~tate educa­
tion jobs rose by 3,800 in 
September. Those gains were 
somewhat offset by a 2,900-job 
loss in federal jobs anJ a decrease 
of 1. 700 jobs in local govcmmcnl. 

"Returning or new teachers and 
hourly workers such as bus drivers, 
cafeteria personnel. custouians and 
maintenance workers rl!turncd or 
were added to school payrolls dur­
mg the first full month of the 
school year Also, college and uni­
versity faculty and stuucnts started 
or returned to jobs in September." 
Cracraft said. 

Increased farm work from har­
vesting led to a jump of 5,900 jobs 
in the agriculture sector in 
September. The transportation, 
communications and public utili­
ties sector had 300 more jobs in 
September with a majority heing in 
the transportation section. 

The mining and quarrying sec­
tor had 100 more jobs in 
September. The manufal'turing sec­
tor recorded the largest decrease in 
jobs in September w1th 1,700. 

"September's losses were wide­
spread with employment down in 
both durahle and nondurable 

goods.'' said Cracraft. 
Job losses of 500 occurred in 

transportation equipment, 400 in 
electronic equipment, 300 in stone, 
clay and glass products, 200 in 
lumber and furniture, among other 
categories. The losses were partly 
offset by gains in fabricated metal 
product~ and industry machinery. 

"Manufacturing employment 
has declined in Kentucky over the 
past year, primarily because of job 
losses in the textiles and apparel, 
tobacco products, and electronic 
equipment industries," Cracraft 
said. 

The trade sector recorded 1 ,300 
fewer jobs in September mainly in 
retail trade categories such as food 
stores (-1 ,500), eating and drinking 
establishments (-300), and building 
materials and garden supply stores 
( -200). Gains in the trade sector 
occurred in miscellaneous retail 
stores (700), and department stores 
(400). 

The construction sector had 
I, 100 fewer positions in September 
than in August. Contractors in spe­
cial trade categories such as con­
crete. electrical work and roofing 
had 1,000 less jobs, while general 
building contractors had 200 fewer 
positions in September. Heavy 
construction contractors, such as 
those in commercial building had 
100 more jobs in September. 

Kentucky's services sector 
reponed a decline of 900 jobs in 
September. Even though there were 
increases in education services 
(900). health services (500), and 
business services (400) positions, 
amusement and recreation services 
(I ,300), agricultural services (-
500), jobs in hotels and other lodg­
ing places ( · 500), and jobs in mem­
bership organizations ( -500) fell. 

"The services sector still had the 
most job growth of any of 
Kentucky's job sectors over the 
past year," said Cracraft. "It had 
17,400 more jobs in September 
2000 than in September 1999.'' 

Finance. in~urance and real 
estate had 300 fewer jobs in 
September. 

The U.S. Bureau of Labor 
Statistics monthly estimate of the 
number of employed Kentuckians 
for September 2000 was I ,916,229. 
This figure is down l 7,825 from 
the I ,934,054 employed in August 
2000, but up 26,150 from the 
1,890,079 Kentuckians employed 
in September 1999. 

The monthly estimate of the 
number of unemployed 
Kentuckians for September was 
72,427. This figure is up 2.009 
from the 70,418 unemployed in 
August 2000 and down 9,407 from 
the 81,834 Kentuckians unem­
ployed in September l 999. 

The monthly estimate of the 
number of Kentuckians in the civil­
ian labor force for September was 
1 ,988,656. This figure is down 
15,8 I 6 from the 2,004,472 record­
ed in August 2000, but up 16,743 
from the I ,971.9 I 3 recorded for 
September 1999. 

The civilian labor force includes 
non military workers and unem­
ployed Kentuckians who are 
actively seeking work. It does not 
include unemployed Kentuckians 
who have not looked for employ­
ment within the past four weeks. 

Employment and unemploy­
ment statistics are based on esti­
mates. They are compiled to indi­
cate employment trends rather than 
actually to count numbers of peo­
ple who are or are not working.

"Front Page Fifttes. the Kentucky 
Historical Society's n~w temporary 
elthibit, will open December 9 at the 
Kentucky History Center in historic 
downtown Frankfort. 

The exhibit will be a look at the 
sights, sounds and experiences thai 
made the 1950!ii so memorable, from the 
b1rth of the Baby Boom generatjon to 
the Cold War to the decade's zany 
designs. "Front Page Fifties'' will bring 
the era to hfe and help today's 
Kentuckians understand It through the 
front pages and headlines of the state's 
newspapers. 

Artifacts, photographs, audio and 
video will bring this nostalgic era to 
life, a time when Kentuckmns not only 
marched off to Korea, but participated 
in the birth of rock 'n' roll mus1c. the 
suburban expJosion and the growing 
c:ivJI rights movement. 

Often recalled as a quiet period, 
19SOs Kentucky was a time and place 
of conflicting images, trends and reali­
ues. The post-war boom brought the 
arowing middle class to the suburbs, 
while thousands of rural Kentuckians 
migrated to northern citacs to find 
employment. 

Rock 'n' roll displaced big band 
Dltliic as the choice of the young, while 
paoaeers of bluegrass mus1c such as 
Bill Monroe and the Osborne Brothers 
preserved the state's old-umc acousuc 

traditions. 
Specuuor sports reached a populari­

ty and success rarely seen since. The 
fabulous Derby winner Citation became 
the first thoroughbred to win $1 mal­
lion. 

The University of Kentucky was in 
the midst of unprecedented success in 
footba11 and basketb:~ll. a time check­
ered by the rcstgnation of football 
ooach Paul "Bear'' Bryant and the bas­
ketball team s point-shaving scandal. 
The basketball programs of the 
University of Louisville and Western 
Kentucky University were gaining 
prominence. 

Kentucky was an interesting place in 
the 1950s. "Front Page Fifties" wiU 
bring to life the following themes of the 
decade: "How Hot Can a Cold War 
Get'? Kentucky. Korea and the Red 
Menace,'' "The Move to Suburbia," 
"All Shook Up: Youth Cuhure 
Ascending," and ··cracks in the WaU·

D EVELOPMENTS 
Re-release of the 1973 movie "The 

Exorcist" in September is but one event 
fueling a recen t flurry of Satan-dispatch-
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ing attempts The Catholic Archdwcese 
of Chicago revealed 111 September 2000 
that it had, for. the first time. appointed a 
full-time exorcist And the Vatican 
revealed in September that Pope John 
Paul II had failed in his own exorcism of 
a 19-year-old woman after the church's 
chief exorcist had also failed. And in a 
July investigative piece, the New York 
Post reported that the $1 billion annual 
donations worldwide to the Universal 
Church of the Kingdom of God (Brazil­
based. but with 15.000 members in the 
United States) are made largely under the 
church-created fear that such giving is 
the only way to obtain exorcisms.

Gravy 
A new way with 
oldfa~himzed gravy 

by Dana Jacobi from the 
American Institute for 

Cancer Research 
For beginning cooks, 

gravy making is one of the 
more challenging parts of 
preparing a traditional holi­
day meal. Even experienced 
cooks find the last-minute 
steps stressful trying to drain 
off and separate the fat and 
panjuices, and make enough 
of a lump-free gravy-all 
the while juggling to get the 
dinner to the table. 

Today, along with these 
concerns, we face the nutri­
tional nightmare of the fat 
content of a classic gravy 
made with pan drippings 
and flour. Using pan juices 
alone, without added fat and 
flour. is always a possibility, 
but I would hardly call it 
gr.tvy. 

To keep all three tradi­
tional ingredients-because 
nothing beats the tlavor and 
silken texture they create­
here is a recipe for a health­
ier version, in abundant 
amount. You can make it 
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one or two days ahead. or 
assign its preparation to 
someone else and reduce 
your stress level. 

There are two keys to this 
simple, good gf!vy. The first 
is using a really rich stock. 
The second is thickening it 
by pureeing some of the 
vegetables used to make the 
stock. 

If you are roasting a very 
big bird, you can use the 
parts normally reserved for 
gravy the neck. giblets and 
wing tips-plus extra wings. 
But this means cooking the 
broth while the bird is in the 
oven--essentially, at the last 
minute. Instead. I prefer 
buying about four extra 
wings and using them to 
make the stock a day or 
more ahead. 

Another reason I like this 
gravy is that you end up 
with extra stock. This comes 
in handy for making more 
gravy, if necessary, for the 
leftovers. It also gives you 
the base for a lovely turkey 
and rice soup. 

Rich Turkey Gravy 
Turkey Broth 

2 pounds turkey parts, 
including neck. wings, 
thighs and giblets 
I medium carrot, peeled 
and sliced 
I celery stalk. halved 
crosswise 
I medium leek, chopped 
I large onion. quartered 
I small parsnip, peeled 
and sliced 
3-4 sprigs flat-leaf 
parsley sprigs 
2 large garlic cloves 
Gravy 
2 cups turkey broth 
I Thsp. turkey fat 
2 Thsp. all-purpose flour 
salt and frc!'hly ground 
pepper 
For the broth. combine 

turkey parts. carrot, celery, 
leek. onion. parsnip, parsley 
and garlic in a large pot. Add 

12 cups water. Bring to a boil. 
Reduce heat and simmer gen­
tly for 2 hours. During the fir.;t 
30 minutes. skim off any foam 
that rises to the surface. 

Strain broth into a bowl. 
Reserve carrot, onion, parsnip 
and garlic. Discard other veg­
etables and turkey. Cool broth 
to room temperature. 
Refrigerate, overnight if neces­
sary. until fat congeals. Lift off 
fat, using a spoon, and reserve 
it in a small bowl 

Puree reserved carrot. onion 
and par.;nip in blender or food 
processor. along with 1/2 cup 
of turkey broth. Blend in 
remaining broth. 

Heat the tablespoon of 
turkey fat in a saucepan. Using 
a wooden spoon, mix in flour, 
which will gather into a soft 
ball with the fat Cook. stining 
constantly. over medium heat 
until mixture is fluffy and looks 
moist. about 2 minutes. Slowly 
whisk in 1/4 cup broth/puree 
until mixture is smooth. Add 
remaining puree. Bring gravy 
to a boil, then immediately 
remove from heat. Sea.:;on 
gravy with salt and pepper to 
ta'>te. Pour gravy into a gravy 
hoat.
