Hall fined Stanley $250 and 
court costs on the a)cobolmtoJt· 
ication after amending the 
charge from a third offense to n 
second offense and sentenced 
him to 20 days to be served in 
Lhe Ployt.l County Detention 
Center for the the contempt 
charge. 

As Hall was passing sentence 
on Stanley, Lt Clark was busy 
outside the courthouse arresltng 
another Bevinsville man on 
another alcohol~related viola­
uon. 

Accordrn' tO Cl,\rk s c1tation, 
44-year-old Tracy Compton was 
sitting in his vehicle outside lhe 
justice center drinking a beer 
and was allegedly ''very intOXI­
cated''. 

Compton was so intoxicated, 
he could not t.ake a test, Clark 
wrote, and as justice center 
workers watched from windows 
on ~he second floor, Clark care· 
fully led Compton across the 
:.treel and Into the JUStice center.

So how, then, do pc.,stnl official:- propose to overcome the 
agency's mul£ibillion·dollnr dcfic.it"'~ B) dhninating Saturday 
mail delivery. And by ratchetmg up postal rates for the second 
time lhis year. 

In truth, Saturday mud de.hvery 1 not the reason the postal 
service is hemorrbngtng red mk. And hming up postal cus­
tomer~ "ith yet another nne b1ke would serve only to ~ward 
lhe postal servace for tlS inefficiencies and excesses. 

The postal sen icc bonsts a "Nkforce of 900.000, 36 percent 
larger than 111 1980. Yet for .111 tho:-.c warm bodies proctssing 
the mail, it take~ longer for .1 first-cla_c:s Jetter to be delivered 
today than it did 30 )Cars ngo. 

That's because, as the postal serv1re bureaucracy has gotten 
bigger and btgger, at also has gotten le!'s and less efficient. In 
fact. the General Accounuug Oftke projects the service will 
iqcrcasc its productivtty this ycur by a negligible 0.7 percent. 

Obviously, it needs to d(.> some serious downsizing. And even 
if postal offici<~ Is cannot bnng rhcmselves to h;md out pink 
slips, they can shnnk the i:\gcncy's payroll by 45,000 a year just 
by attrition. 

Postal rare incrca~e.s nre :always :J thorny issue. Postal offi­
cials are correct when they ay they are disadvantaged by their 
inability to umlaternlly nli · rates 10 cover costs But they 
neglect to ncknDwledge the beneJits the -.ervice enjoys as a 
trdde-off. 

Indeed, the agency enJoys a go\ emment-cnforced monopoly 
on first-class mail delivery, which provides much of jLS annual 
revenues , It pays not laxes lt pay~ no state or local licensing 
fees for its vehicles. It receives subs1dies valoed ar more lban 
$1 bi Ilion a year. 

Maybe Congress w1ll consider giving the service the freedom 
to raise rates as 1t ~ccs fit. But, in exchange. the agency should 
be required to liUrrender its monopoly on frrst-class mail ser­
vice. For only if private companies are alJowed to compete for 
such delivery (with the stipulation that they offer universal ser­
vice as well) can custOmers be protected from a monopoly·dri­
ven run-up in rates for mnil delivery. 

Facing a d~ficit of $2 billion to $3 billion, the postal service 
clearly needs to make slructural reforms in the way it does busi­
ness. Elimination of Saturdny matl is hardly the place to begin.

The SCL program ~cn·cs 
individu:tls wtth mental retards· 
tion and other developmental 
disahaltties \\ho want to live in 
the community.

As lhe !>econd rcstnctor ple&te 
race this season and the fin;t 
s1nc:e lhe eason•opening 
Daytona 500, the 500-mJic

n controversial subject in terms 
of the &tnndard garage area chat­
ter: 

Wh1le the Daytona 500 fea· 
lured nn unbelievable 49 lead 
changes and exciting ractng, 
~omc would argue that 11 became 
lc•o exc1ting. An 18-car pileup 
on lap 174 s41wThc Home Depot 
Pontiac of Tony Stewart become 
turbomc before land1ng on the 
roof of another car und barrel 
rolling to a stop midway down 
the b1lckstretch. 

Despite the obvious severity 
of that ncc1dent, it paled tn com­
pan son to the tragedy that 
occurred in the final comet of 
the final lap of the spon's 
biggest race. 

There, in an acc1dent that 
didn't seem near as horrific as 
the one that preceded It roughly 
30 laps earher. Dale Earnhardt 
died after making abrupt. nc.arly 
head-on contact with the tum 
four watt 

Losmg the icon of NASCAR 
changed the sport forever, and 
the reverberations created by 
Earnhardt's loss still resound 
throughout the motorsports 
community. 

In recent weeks, those rever· 
berations have increased as the 
Talladega event has neured. The 
mce is, for all intent!> and pur­
po es, the closest thing to the 
kind of dtiving conditions com­
petHors eKperienced back at 
Dayton. Many wonder, opc::.nty 
nnd privately. \\'hat the second 
round of restrictor plate racmg 
wtll ha' e in :.tore. 

There' been a Jot of pccula­
tum regarding this race at 
Tnllndega. ''It's JUSt another race 
to me," saad Tony Stewart. "As 
far as my accident i~ concerned, 
ll WUS"ll rucmg accident. lt's over 
with and t'm fine. l'm very 
thankfulw the man upstatrs that 
1 nrn. Our team has one of the 
safest cars out there. We had 
cn,gineQrs who :.pecialit.e in ana· 
lyling those types of crashes 
come to the race shop after 
Daytona to look at our Daytona 
car. and they said !.hat it was the 
bes1 car rhey had seen prepant· 
IIOn·wise as far as safety was 
concerned. 'Ibat make me feel 
really good and confident as a 
dnver that if rm ever put in that 
same sJtuauon agrun that every­
thtng will come out the same 
wa~. rm a racecar driver, and l 
know what can happen every 
llme I get in lbe racecnr and go 
out on the racetrack. If some­
thing happens, it happens. But I 
have the confidence knowsng 
that my team and I have done 
everyl hing that we can do to pre­
vent something bad from hap­
