Coutity plan effectively 
deals with trash problem 

T he Floyd County Fiscal Court is doing the right 
thing by implementing a program in which 
every household within the county will pay its 

fair share to dispose or its trash. 
Ho"' much impact will this development have? 
To put it simpl). Floyd County's trash problems 

have, for the most part, been solved. Unlike many 
other ureas of the state. our county now has every 
ingredient in place for getting clean and staying clean. 

Now that trash will be collected from every house­
hold, there is no reason why iL should continue to end 
up on our roadsides. hillsides un<.l creekbanks. Every 
bit of trash generated within lhe c.;ounty now has a 
place to go. 

And since every household will pay $10 a month 
for the service. either through an addition to water 
bills or a separate bill sent by the county, the cost of 
collecting and disposing of that Lrash is being shoul­
dered by the public as fairly as possible and overbur­
dening no one. 

Finally, the county's plans are an effort to become 
compliant with Gm. Paul Patton's recently-announced 
Certified Clean Countys program. which provides 
financial a:-.sistance for cleaning up illegal dumps to 
counties such as Floyd when they demonstrate that 
they are effectively implementing universal garbage 
collection. 

The plan appear · to ha\'e all the ba~es CO\ cred. and 
we are confident that, once it has had time to work, it 
wiU make a significant impact on Floyd County's 
environment. 

Of course. there are bound to he naysayers. They 
wi11 complain of government inlmsion into their Jives 
and wonder aloud what happened to personal free­
dom. \Vhether lhe) realize it or not. however, they are 
arguing for a non-existent '"ti·eedom,, to pollute the 
environment and against government's responsibility 
to prevent unsightly. unhealthy trash from intruding 
into our li\ t:". 

\Ve hope rhe fiscal court will turn a deaf ear to such 
criticism , because they are doing the right thing. This 
latest action should prove to be the final battle in the 
war on illegal garbage in Floyd County, and County 
Judge-Executive Paul Hunt Thompson and commis­
sioners should be proud to have been part of lhe solu­
lion.

Once an addict has been through 

treatment there are three main reasons 
for relapse; I) mental and physical 
cravings; 2) depression: and 3) guilt 
nssociated with the moral degradation 
and uishonesty that become part of an 
addict•s life Slyle.

The first barrier to succef-~ful long­
tcnu recovery from substance abuse is 
how to overcom~ thl" mental and phys­
ical cra-.ings for the drug of choice. 
Drugs and akohol arc broken down 
an<J filtered in the body hy the liver. 
'I he leftover hyproi.lucts from this 
d~toxification proct·ss ~uc called 
"metabolites." These protein-based 
mct:lbolites can and do find their way 
into the person's body fat. 

Keep in mind that eacll time anyone 
has ever used a drug or alcohol, he has 
a complete recorded memo[) of that 
life e:tperience. Whether good times or 
b:~d. happy or sad, all cmottons. the
