38, of 
Prestonsburg was indicted 

11 
Tuesday morning by a 
grand jury and will now 
face three counts of first­
degree assault in Aoyd 
Circuit Court. 

The charges against 
Keller came after a June 
17 incident in which Keller 
allegedly shot three indi­
viduals who were traveling 
together on a single all-ter­
rain vehicle near his prop­
erty In West Prestonsburg. 

According to police 
reports at the time, Keller 
allegedly fired one shot 
from his pistol which 
resulted in the injuries of 

_. all three nders, 
Prestonsburg residents Bill 
Delong Shepherd, William 
Wolfe Thomas and John 
Mark McKenzie. 

In what police described 
as a strange series of 
events, a single bullet 
injured the three riders as 
it struck and exited 
Shepherd's calf, then 
passed through Wolfe's 
thigh before fihally striking 
the driver, M.:Ken:c::1e, in 
the buttocks. 

Keller and the three rid­
ers kept officials searching 

., tor the core of what actual­
ly happened during initial 
investigative efforts. 

The riders claimed that a 
man, who was later seen

Promoting marriage 

S hould the fcdent.l government pay poor parents to wed and 
-.ta) manie<l? Wade Hom. the Bosh admini tration' ne\\ 
expcn on welfare and family issues i toying with the idea 

of a fhc-year, S5.000 marriage bonu:., according to 
Minneapoli Star Tribune 1eporters Jessica Thompson and Rob 
Hotakainen. 

Liberals and con'\crvatives can agree that stable marriages 
are good lor: children. But surely the Bush administration can 
dream up strategies rhar arc less rcductionist and intrusive than 
this one. 

There's no doubt that t:hil<.lren do better. in general. with two 
adults in the house. bvcr pnrent knows that raising children is a 
big job. and re:<cun..:h shows that chil<.lren who grow up without 
fathers an.: at greater risk for delinquency. poverty and school 
problems. To the extent that welfare rules break up rnamages, 
they should he changed. 

But it ' s cas) to forget that the world produces bad marriages. 
too. Studies of wcltare families :>how a shocking extent of 
domestic violence; if public aid lets a mother escape a danger­
ou.s houc;e, Utat' for the good. 

Ho\\ to "trike a balance? Bribmg a young "oman to sta) 
v.;th her pouse eem:. crude and risk). Young people should 
marry for their own reason - love. security, faith - not 
be'-=ause of a federal mccnth·e. It's worth remembering that the 
young women who \\ ind up on welfare often ha\ e a history of 
making bad choices. nnd it's perfectly possible that they'll 
choo"e a bad spouse af the government dangles money before 
them. 

But the marriage debate is healthy. and there are promising 
\\ays to support !'itable families. Some 33 states have relaxed 
the welfare mlcs against two--parent households, and this seems 
to be helping coupl~s stay together. Tougher enforcement of 
child support payments is another good idea - it doesn't just 
bring in more ca:-.h. it warns young fathers that they cannot 
walk away from their children An oft-neglected strateg} pro­
posed b) Wendell Primus at the Center on Budget and Policy 
Priorities i job traming for poor young fathers. Bener jobs 
make them more attractive partner and more responsible 
father . The MJnne ota J·amil) Investment Program. one of the 
fev. state v. elfare-to-\\ ork projects with proven succes.s in pro­
moting mamage, eem to have done Lhe tnck by raising house­
hold income and reducmg family stress. 

Tho rccem tudte how that the number of poor children 
growing up w1th a single mother has dropped significantl) since 
the nnd-199(h. That's great nev. ~. but no one reall) kno\\ s the 
cause. It could be a shift in social norms embodied in get-tough 
welfare lav. s. It could he a stronger economy: Divorce rates 
drop in prosperous times. h could be pure desperation­
women facing welfare cutotls may have latched onto male part­
ners, for better or worse. 

Promoting marriage is sure to be a priority next year when 
Congress debates ways to r~ncw the landmark l996 welfare 
law, But lawmakers should gi\'c careful study to v. hat actually 
works anc.l careful thought ro the proper role of government.

and rctncarnation. fhc bolief of 
St. Thomas Aqurnal> that the 
curly retus "cn:-;ouled" or 
received a spiritual soul only 
after three or four months would 
accommodate '>tem cell research 
on embryonic tissue and early 
abonion.

Things to Ponder. 

Sticks and stones may 
break my bones ... 

(t sc~ms so long ago, but, if 
you listen closely to an old 
memory. you might hear the 
children on the playground teas­
mg each other. "Sticks and 
c;.lone!i may break my bones, but 
words wiJI never bun me.'' The 
liule dilly ~eemed to ring out 
when one kid wa') saying 
"'iomething bad" about a class­
mute But you know. ll really 
didn't seem to be that bad. It 
c;ecml.!d more of a way to get 
attention from each other. In 
:-orne cases. what and how one 
person "peak~ to another is con­
sJdcrcd to be verbal abuse. 
However. of all of the different 
types of abuse. sexual, physical, 
and emotional, verbal abuse 11:1 

the most difficult "to prove.'' 
hut can create so much "heart­
felt" pain and stir up such raw 
emotional turmoiJ thnt the 
results are often ever lasting. 
My si<;ter gave me an example 
ol what she and her 13-year-old 
granddaughtet overheard at 
their local middle school, during 
the ··open house'' ritual in 
Linlhcy's future science class· 
room. ln front of them were two 

parents with two middle school­
aged students. The two parents 
were ready for the teacher's 
allention ~hile a large group of 
student$ with parents and grand­
parents stood around wailing 
their tum. The mother asl-..s 
questions about specral aHI!ntion 
for one of the children. while 
pointing out the shortcomings 
of the child. "She can't keep 
up.'' The same child started ro 
say something. Everyone in the 
room JUmped after the father 
yelled loudly, "Shut up!"l11e 
concern becomes, "How much 
do you think the child will be 
able to learn at school this year. 
when those types of messages 
are heard'? Would you want 
your child be treated this wa)' 'l 
Doe~ someone speak to your 
child in this manner'?" 

No matter what the age or the 
relationship. verbal abuse 
occurs when one individual tries 
to control another their child. 
their partner. and etc As expect­
ed, the young child usually has 
no control over how the adult 
rreats her. However. it is the 
responsibility of an adult to not 

allow a child in her care to be 
verbally abused, no matter who 
is doing it. Learn to recognize 
verbal abuse and under;tand 
what to do about it 

Often the victimized person 
has no idea that she is being 
verball) abused. Being a child, 
she just knows that she does not 
feel good about hearing. "the 
put-downs" either during or 
after they are said. As most of 
us know, a child with u signifi­
cant hi::.tory of recogni1ecl or 
unrecognized abuse. verbal and 
otherwise, and/or neglect often 
growo; up to continue U1c pancm 
of being vJctimized in adult 
relationships. So to .speak. :-.he 
ha:- bought into the ahuser's 
worldview that she, the abused, 
is to blame. How many angry 
parents take the blame when 
thetr behavior rs causing prob­
lems for the child'? As the adult 
repeatedly verbally abuses the 
child. the abuse become-. a 
"normal" experience for her It 
is encoded or ingrained into 
every fibet of her being Her 
sense of reality is distorted and 
self-esteem is :-.criousl} compro-

mised. The true self of the child 
is not onJy lost. it never exJsted. 
(By the way. even though it is 
more often heard of females 
being "ictims. men are also vic­
tims of all types of abuse.) 

Besides parent .. being verbally 
abusi\ c to their children. 11 is not 
unu~ual for the parents to pem1it 
their children to be absolutely 
cruel to each other. By the way. tt 
occurs across all financial and 
educational levels. So often 
adults are heard to say, "My 
brother tortured me throughout 
my childhood. No one would do 
anything about it. 1 just couldn't 
wait to get out of that house. I 
still can't tolerate him as an adult 
because of what he did to me 
when we were children.''ln reac­

I started gardening fif­
teen years ago, just to 
keep myself from going 
crazy. At the time. I was 
worktng on my graduate 
degree and holding a full­
time position at a research 
laboratory.

That afternoon, I spent 
my precious time and 
money in a gardening cen­
ter, getting potting soil 
and pots.

child being extremely inappropri­
ate toward another child of the 
family. "Oh they quarrel, hit. and 
fight like all brother.. and ~isters 
do.'' Then the I ~year-old boy 
says, ''Oh. my sister (who is 16 
years old) doesn't bother me any­
more. I stay away from her and 
out of her reach." No! Not all 
brothers and sisters fight like that. 
It is not unexpected that a sister 
abused by a brother in l>UCh a fam 
ily environment would accept an 
abusive husband as "OK. That's 
the way males are." 

Needless to say, victims of ver­
bal abuse, as in other forms of 
abuse. are often angry. depre51ied. 
and anxious individuals. Since 
victims' angry feelings are often a 
signal that something is wrong. 
parents need to stop and look at 
the victims who are finally lash­
ing back. The laslung back is 
actually a way that d1e victim 
attempts to take back control of 
her life. It is almost universal that 
the victim, when unable to stand 
anymore. is punished for the con­
flict Parents need to look. at the 
whole picture of the children's 
interactions with each other and 
see how as parents they set the 
standards for acceptable non­
damaging interactions. When a 
parent begins to see the "dance" 
of verbal abuse,· the teasing and

ruune-calling. action needs to be 
taken immediately. Intervention. 
disLractions. and reasonable 
rumor work wonders. The not­
nght interactions need to be 
stopped and survival skills need 
to be l~uned The opposite of 
dealing appropriately and effec­
uvel) would mean "blowing up'' 
or making stupid choices and at 
the worse ignoring the victim as 
her pain becomes even deeper. 
Once hurtful things are said. they 
cannot be brought back. 

It i'> the adult's personal respon­
sibility to themselves and to their 
"Higher Power" to deal with per­
sons or situations that hurt them 
or hun children under their care. It 
ha'> been said that verbally abused 
individuals have a relatively easy 
task ahead of !hem. The greateSt 
step in taking care of themselves ~ 
is often the getting started It has 
been :-hown repeatedly. that the 
future outcome of the abused per-
son is much brighter than that of 
the abuser. Besides. who wants to 

hurt'> An additional part is that the 
person doing the abusing usually 
has the most to change. such as 
ho" he percetves others and situ­
ations and copes with feelings. 
Remember. no one has to be a 
victim or an abuser.

Aunt Ruby has been here a 
little more than a month, and the 
adjusonent has not been partic­
ularly smooth. 

She has not 
felt weU. suffer­
ing from a list of 
maladies that 
commonly attach 
to age Many of 
her things are still 
in boxes, waiting 
for her to have 
the energy - or 
will - to sort 
through them. 

Not being able 
to do what she 
wants to do has 
been very frustrating - even 
before she came here. Aunt 
Ruby, for 82 of her 84 years. has 
been high energy. I suspect she 
came out of Mammaw 's womb 
kickir.g, punching and squalling 
and only recently began to slow 
down. Stories abound among 
the family about her tenacity 
and endurance. Until last year, 
she was mowing het own acre 
lawn (mainly because no one 
else could do it to suit her) 
When her husband died two 
years ago. she was bathing him, 
feeding him. injecting hts 
insulin. administering dozens of 
medications, and checking on 
him every two hours or so 
throughout the night. 

Now, she frets over and over 
about her Jack of energy and 
apologizes because she cannot 
do more things around the 
bouse. It does no good to try to 
reassure her. 

She is also frustrated by the 
loss of her independence. She 
resents her bod) and her cir~ 
cumstances. and. absent any 
other outlet I am often hand). 

I watch and absorb. Living 
with my mother for the last 
three years of her life and now 
with Aunt Ruby. I see the future, 
much like man) other people in 
my age grouping. We are head­
ed for the same place. for the 
same infumities, for the same 
frustrations, for the same losses. 
We are facing heady adjust­
ments. 

Certainly, one adjustment 
that should not be so difficult 
for me is relocation. After her 
youth m Auxier, John's Creek 
and Paintsville. Aunt Ruby 
spent 60 years in one city, 
Indianapolis, She had four dif­
ferent addresses in those six 
decades, the last one for more 
than 20 years. 

Moving IS second nature to 
me - whtch ts good or bad. 
depending upon how you look 
at things. 1 read a sad statement 
once by a chief of a Plains 
Indian tribe. After b\!ing 
betrayed ume and again and 
after being shuttled from place 
to place. he said that the gov 
emment "should put wheels on 
us" to make relocauon easier. 
He was, of coun.e, relating lhe 
immoral actions of the federnl 
government. pressured b} tl1e 
~dy usurpt:n; to de~troy the 
Native Americans' lancb. nght'i 
and lives. 

For me, wheels would be 
pretty convenient. I have often 
thought I would fare better were 
I to invest in a good sized recre­
ational vehicle that I could park 
wherever suits me at a given

No 
hassles over 
realty contracts 
or sloped lawns 
or filled up sep­
tic tanks.

A friend of mine in 
Pennsylvania. where T moved 
six times in nine years, suggest­
ed I moved whenever I needed 
to do a major cleaning. 
Sometimes, I have moved even 
before extensive cleaning was 
necessary. For instance, in 
Athens. Georgia. I lived in three 
or four places for only a few 
months. which ts not necessari­
ly atypical for a college student. 
But I am almost ashamed to say 
that some of those moves took 
place after I was viewed as an 
adult and had begun my career 
in the universit} public relations 
office.
