PIKEVILLE — Finding ways help
children overcome the drug problem in the
Big Sandy regionis a challenging step for
everyone involved,

That's why community members from
Pike and Floyd counties came to the sec-
ond organizational meeting for the devel-
opment of a residential treatment facility
in the Big Sandy region. and that's also
why they are asking for your participation.

Although the developmental plans are

just beginning, there is no lack of support

for the need of such a facility to come to
this area, said Lester Collins, director of
pupil personnel for Pike County Schools.

“When I began teaching some 20 vears
ago. juveniles used drugs but that was
something we thought only happened in
the big cities and the slums,” said Collins:
“Sadly, we now know that drug abuse is
present in our best schools:and our finest
families.'Not onlyis it present, it's'a major
problem; and everybody is affected by it.
We can no longer afford to sit back and
pretend it will go away."

Collins said he receives calls frequent-
ly from parents and hears complaints on a
regular basis from teachers about the
existing drug problem in schools.

“For the sake of our children, we can
do no less,” said Collins. “We've gol to
have this center in Pike County. Our soci-
ety is destroyed if we don’t do some-
thing.”

Although alcohol use is a little lower
than some states, with 75 percent of 12th-
grade students.in Pike and Floyd Counties

| Magoftin celebrates founding families

SALYERSVILLE — Did you
ever wonder what life was like for
settlers who came to Eastern
Kentucky in the 1800s? Are you
interested in learning about the
obstacles they faced as they paved
the roads through Appalachia,
calling these mountains their
home?

If so., then some of those

answers might be found at this
year’s Magoffin County Founders
Day Festival.

Founders Day began in
Magoffin County 23 years ago
when out-of-state visitors asked
the Mageftin County Historical
Society for information regarding
their ancestor, “Uncle™ Billy
Adarms.

Adams was the founder of
Adamsville, the little city nestled
in the area now known as

Salyersville:

The search for information of
the Adams family sparked inferest
with local historians and commu-
nity members alike, which led 10
the publication of a Founders
Book and, of course, the annual

festival 1o celebrate the lives of
those who plowed the fields of

Appalachian heritage.

Each year, the Magoffin

Floyd Judge-Executive PFaul
Hunt Thompson, after sending
words of apprecistion (o
Congressman Hal Rogers and
Gov.

Of the 17 programs FEMA
detailed in its fact sheet to the
five affected counties,
Thompson swd it it will most
likely be two programs — the

individual and family grant
program and the home/personal
property disaster loans — that
will be the most utilized.
“These will be the ones that
will come up the most,” said
Thompson on Friday. “And m
some cases, these may be com-
bined. [t may be that some
people will recerve part of their
help through a partial loan and
the then the rest from a grant.”

The individual and family
grant, or 1FG, program may be
available ta eligible flood vic-
tims to meet serious disaster-
reluted peeds or expenses not
covered by other disaster assis-
lance programs OF INSUrance.
The grant program is adminis-
tered by the state, with 75 per-
cent of the costs shared by
FEMA and 25 percent by the
state and/or local sources.

The maximum grant for an
individual or family is $14,400,
but the average grant is much
less, with eligible disaster-
related costs including med-
ical, dental and funeral expens-
s, transportation expenses and
costs for the repair or replace-
ment of real and personal prop-
erty.

Applicants for the [FG pro-
gram must [irst make a disaster
loan application to the Small
Business Administration.
When SBA determines the
applicant to have no repaymient
ability, the application is then
referred (0 the IFG program.

Once the application is in
pracess. a FEMA contracl
inspector will visit the appli-
cant’s home for a damage
inspection,

Disaster loans, with interest
rates below the prevailing mar-
ket, through the Small Business
Administration are available to
homeowners and renters for
restoring or replacing unin-
sured disaster-damaged real
and personal property.

The maximum ioan amounts
for homeowners are $200.000
Tor real estate, and $40,000 for
personal property, and are lim-
ied 10 uninsured. SBA-verified
losses.

The remaining programs
offered include:

Disaster housing assis-
tance program: FEMA may
provide assistance for any indi-
vidual for family whose resi-
dence has been made uninhab-

itable as a result of a natural
disaster, Assistance may be in
the form of funds to obtain
alternate rental housing, or 1o
make essential repairs required
for a residence to be habitable.
In certain instances, reimburse-
ment for temporary lodging
expenses is also available,

Aid for those facing fore-
closure or eviction: FEMA's
408(b) program can help per-
sons facing mortgage foreclo-
sure or eviction resulting from
finanecial hardship caused by a
disaster. To be eligible, victims
must be unable to pay their
mortgage or rent because they
lost income in a disaster. They
must also have written notifica-
tion that foreclosure or eviction
is imminent.

Emergency assistance:
Emergency food, -clothing,
shelter and medical assistance
may be provided 1o those hav-
ing such needs as a result of the
disaster, The American Red
Cross, the Salvation Army,
church groups and other non-
profit organizations provide

such help.
Disaster unemployment
assistance: This assistance

provides weekly benefit pay-
ments to those who are out of
work as a direct result of the
disaster, including  self-
employed persouns, farm work-

ers, farm and ranch owners and
others not covered by regular
unemployment benefits, This
is administered by the state and
application may be made at any
local office.

Business disaster loans;
Disaster loans through the SBA
are available to businesses to
repair or replace destroyed or
damaged facilities, inventory,
machines or equipment. The
maximum loan amount is $1.5
million.

Housing loans/grants for
farmers: Farm Service Agency
emergency loans for and loss or
damage of physical property,
production losses and essential
family living expenses are
available to qualifying farmers
and ranchers. Disaster housing
assistance may also be avail-
able to farmers and ranchers
with disaster damage to their
primary residence.

Insurance information:
Asgistance is available with
insurance problems or ques-
tions. Such help may include
obtaining copies of lost poli-
cies, help with filing claims
and expediting settlements, etc.

Social Security benefits:
Help is available from the
Social Security Administration
in filing for disability claims
and survivor benefits. Social
Security can also expedite the

delivery of checks delayed by
the disaster.

Veterans® affairs: The U.S.
Department of Veterans Affairs
can expedite delivery of infor-
mation about benefits, pen-
sions, insurance settlements
and VA mortgage loans.

Consumer affairs: In most
states, the atiorney general’s
office can give counseling and
assistance with a variety of
consumer problems including
the non-availability or inade-
quate supply of building mate-
rials, price gouging, disrep-
utable contractors, ete,

Area agency on aging: The
local agency on aging may
have services available to meet
the needs of disaster-affected
elderly persons such as trans-
portation, meals, home care.
etc,

Assistance from financial
institutions: Early withdrawal
of time deposits, without
penalty, can be permitted by
banks that are members of the
Federal Deposit Insurance
Corporation (FDIC), Federal
Reserve System or Federal
Home Loan Bank Board.

Crisis counseling: Referral
services and short-term inter-
vention counseling are avail-
able for mental health prob-
lems caused or aggravated by
the disaster.

Tax  assistance:  The
Internal Revenue Service (IRS)
allows casualty losses that
were suffered on an uninsured
residence, personal property
and/or household goods to be
deducted from income tax
returns,

Legal services: Free legal
services, including advice,
counseling and representation,
may be provided to low-
income disaster victims who
have legal problems stemming
from the disaster. Such ser-
vices include replacing legal
documents, transferring titles,
arbitrating contracting prob-
lems and resolving insurance
and landlord-tenant disputes.

them cheer for them.”

The league has generated a lot
of interest, resulting in nearly
100 people playing. There are
lawyers, doctors and teachers on
the teams. Even the mayor par-
ticipates.

“This also gives people some-
thing else to do other than smoke
a cigarette,” said Sewell. “It also
gives them more exercise."

Drugs

saying they have used alcohol at
some point in their lives, narcot-
ic use among children in the area
is extremely higher than the rest
of the state, with 43 percent of
12th-graders saying they have
abused narcotics.

Dr. Stephen Payson, associ-
ate dean for Student Affairs at
the School of Osteopathic
Medicine at Pikeville College,
who works with the drug court
in Pike County, said narcotics
use in this region is even greater
than south side of Chicago, L. A.
or New York.

Payson says much of the nar-
cotics problem in schools, which
has grown 15 percent in the last
two years, resulted from the
misuse of OxyContin or other
prescription  drugs, such ag
Tylox, Lortab, or Xanax.

“If you walked up to a kid on
the street, he probably couldn’t
tell you where to buy heroin or
cocaine,” said Payson, “but he
could score you some
OxyContin or other opioids in
just a matter of minutes,”

According to  Darlene
Starnes, director of Mountain
Comprehensive Care's
Substance Abuse Treatment
Services, those children who
abuse drugs or alcohol are more
likely to be victimized.

Survey results from a recent
Kentucky Intervention Program

survey show that kids who use
high amounts of drugs or alco-
hol are three times more likely
to be beaten up than those who
don't, three times more likely to
be robbed, and 10 times more
likely to be hurt by some type of
weapon. Rape or sexual abuse
are also more likely to occur to
individuals who use a lot of
drugs, said Stames, with 10 per-
cent of males and 21 percent of
females surveyed saying they
had been sexually abused.

“What we're seeing here is
that those children who use
drugs are quite often becoming
victims of certain situations,”
said Starnes. “It may be because
they are just placing themselves
in bad situations and don’t real-
ize what they are doing because
their judgment i1s altered by
these drugs.”

Scott Walker. program direc-
tor of the Layne House in
Prestonsburg, approached the
group with plans for developing
the facility.

Walker said the four-phase
process to establish the facility
began with the pre implementa-
tion stage when- teachers and
school staff were trained in
determining drug use indicators.

The program is unique to this
area, said Walker, focusing on
the needs of area children and
their environment.
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During their stay at the cen-
ter, juveniles will not only par-
ticipate in a full day of regular
classroom activities, but they
will also become an active part
of their community and learn
about their cultural history.

“What we're talking about is
actual treatment,” said Walker.
“We'll not just get them off alco-
hol and drugs, we'll get them to
choose to live their lives alcohol
and drug free."

With extensive counseling
and community projects, Walker
explained that the program will
focus on a variety of issues that
will help the child gain self
esteem and ownership of their
own emotions.

The program will also take a
spiritual approach, in which the
children will learn to remember

Father, son jailed
on sex charge

LOTHAIR — A father and
son from Lothair were arrested
by Hazard police on charges
relating to therape of a 13-year-
old girl on August 20,

David Derrick Lewis, 21, was
lodged in the Perry County Jail
on a $5,000 cash bond for sec-
ond-degree rape. His father,
David Lewis, 45, was arrested
for complicity 1o commil rape
and jailed under a partially-
secured 55,000 bond

“It was consensual sex, but
she was 13 and he was 21"
alleged Patrolman Joe Engle,
who is investigating along with
Officer Russell Dishner.

penalty for making counterfeit
money, either on 4 computer or
offset press, and/or selling it.

Sheehy sees phony money
every day in his job as assistant
special agent in charge for the
Secret  Service's office in
Louisville.

The Secret Service was found-
ed in 1865 to suppress counter-
feiting. That is their jurisdiction.
which was specified in one of the
last pieces of legislation that
Abraham Lincoln signed before
he was assassinated, Sheehy said.

Now the Secret Service staff is
working a little harder than in past
past, trying to keep up with an
increase in counterfeiting in the
Eastern District of Kentucky,
according to Sheehy. The increase
has been neticed from Lexington
to Hazard and Pikeville

Most of the money is passed at
stores, acconding 1o Sheehy,

“You see very little money
passed at banks,” Sheehy said.

“The counterfeit money is not

passed at banks. It is passed at
mom-and-pop stores,
McDonald’s."”

Sometimes a store employee
colludes with a counterfeiter.
Sheehy said

Some people think they can
get by with counterfeiting if they
pass money in small denomina-
tions. Sheehy said a lot of one-
dollar and five-dollar bills are
being passed.

“*That’s nol real smart,”
Sheehy said, noting the risk 15 as
big as if they were passing a $50
bill.

Sheehy said counterfei money
rarely comes directly out of banks
and rarely gets into a bank
because tellers are quick to catch
it. Tellers or anyone else who han-
dles a lot of money will notice the
different feel of counterfeit money
immediately,

However, Sheehy noted, “We
are seeing counterfeil money
coming out of teller machines.™

Counterfeit money usually
comes from teller machines of
large banks, where money is
cousled by machine. At small
banks, money is still often hand-
counted, which reduces the

chance the bank will let a counter-
feit bill slip by.
Some store keep special pens
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handy 1o make test marks on bills,
but Sheehy cautioned that method
is not reljable. The pens only reg-
ister oo recently. printed bills, not
on old series of notes printed i
1928, 1934 and the 19560s

One store was sued for having
a woman gresied and thrown in
jail because they thought the old
bill she passed was counterfeit.
When the Secret Service tested
the hill, it was found to be gen-
uine,

“There's some really old
money in this state.” Sheehy said.
“It looks different because it's
really old.”

Stores or individuals who get
stuck with counterfeit monsy can
take it off their taxes as 4 bad loss.
However, the bank does not lose,
Just the merchant, Sheehy said.

To avoid wiking counterfeit
bills, people should “look for dif-
ferences, not similarities,” Sheehy
saich. “The differences are really
apparent.”

The easiest way is 10 compare
the suspect bill with anether bill
of the same denomination and the
same  series. The high-quality
paper of real money has a differ-
ent feel. The colors are also differ-
Ent.

“The compuler may get close,
but it's different.” Sheehy said.
“Some may have a yellow tint
that's really apparent. If you
would just look at i it 1s real
apparent

The problem 15, “Nobody
looks at the money,” Sheehy said.
“l encourage people cach and
every time they have a monetary
transaction W look @t the money.”

A customer 15 entitled 1o ask a
merchant for different -bill if they
suspect receiving a counterfeit
one, Sheehy said, However. the
customer cannot leave the store
with the bill and try 10 exchange it
later.

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Kentucky should
take steps to control
Oxycontin abuse

Oxycontin is the drug of choice, and the issue of the
moment, in Eastern Kentucky and some other places, as
reports on the resulting controversy regularly make the
NEws.

Critics suggest that Oxycontin’s maker, Purdue Pharma,
failed to properly wamn doctors of the potent pain-Killer's
high potential for addiction and abuse. Some also say that
Purdue Pharma has dragged its feet in reformulating
Oxycontin, to make it harder to use illegally. The drug
company begs to differ. *

While these competing claims are tested in court, health
workers and law enforcement in Appalachia are being test-
ed, too,

Ultimately the courts and the Federal Drug
Admnistration will decide if Purdue Pharma is a bad guy,
or a responsible drug company that's been victimized by
bad press. But it doesn’t take a ruling or a regulation to
establish that, in Appalachia, this new medicine has been
exploited by a pre-existing culture of abuse.

The abuse of prescription drugs is an old problem there,
where decades of moonshining, marijuana growing and
drug use have built up an infrastructure of support for such
illegal activities,

The guilty range from docs who'll give Grandma what
she demands when her “nerves go out” to sheriffs and
Judges who look the other way as they pass pot patches. All
of which makes a public response to the problem far more
difficult than blaming the manufacturer.

But Purdue Pharma’s Dr. Sidney Schnall is right. There
are no “simple fixes.” So far, nothing has proven 100 per-
cent effective against those bent on using legal drugs to
illegal purposes: not padlocked medicine cabinets, not tam-
per-proof prescription pads, not pharmacy alerts, not threats
of jail.

Sull, it is possible to make abuse more difficult, and
that’s what state Rep: Jack L. Coleman Jr.; D-Burgin, is try-
g to do, He proposes, for example, 1o require that
Oxycontin prescriptions be accompanied by a diagnosis.

Rep. Coleman urges pharmacists to be skeptical of
Oxycontin prescriptions signed by those, such as dentists
and general practitioners, who would have many fewer
patients in need of major pain mediciation than, say, cancer
docs or pain specialsts,

His bill to do that received no “no™ votes in the House
last winter. But, Rep. C.olcx'lan said, “We couldn’t even get
the Senate to hear it.” That’s too bad.

Five dozen, 40 mg Oxyconlin tablets already cost
$290.59 at a Louisville pharmacy, but the price could go up
if the problems continue and Oxycontin’s maker is forced
to invest millions in reformulating it to prevent abuse. And
there are other, more terrible costs. The illegal traffic in
legal drugs not only destroys lives, but also destroys public
confidence government’s ability, and willingness, 10 cope.

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Experts discuss causes of lung

(. FRANKFORT — Experts
testifying on the causes of
black lung gave cauntionary
testimony yesterday to law-
makers considering an
increase in workers” compen-
sation benefits,

Of the three physicians who
testified before the Interim
Joint Committee on Labor and
Industry, two said the actual
percentage of Kentucky min-
ers with CWP, a lung disease,
is in the single digits and one
blamed lung problems in min-
ers more on cigarette smoking
than coal dust,

Dr. Peter Tuteur from
Washington University School
of Medicine in St. Louis said
probably only three percent of
Kentucky coal miners have
some clinical evidence of
CWP. Dr. Paul Wheeler, a
radiologist and “B" reader of
X-rays taken of miners’ lungs,
estimated the percentage at no
more than five percent. The
highest instance of CWP - up

northeast Pennsylvania where
anthracite coal is mined, said
Tuteur,

The third expert was physi-
cian Leon Cander, 4 national
consultant  with the U.S.
Department of Labor. Cander
was less specific about the
numbers of miners he thinks
are atfected by CWP. Cander
said that CWP can impede
lung function even if there is
no X-ray evidence of the dis-
ease, adding that an X-ray is
not & good measure of the
effects of CWP because an X-
ray measures anatomical
change, not lung function.

“In order to measure fune-
tional change, you must do
either a pulmonary function
test or measure arterial blood
gases,” said Cander, who said
an X-ray “may tell you
whether or not an individual
has pneumoconiosis. It does
not tell you if an individual
has pulmonary deficiency,
impairment or disability.”

Tuteur, on the other hand,
said CWP does nol necessarily
cause-abnormal lung function.
He explained to the committee
that & miner can have a normal
x-ray and microscopic signs of
CWP and “almost never™ be
sick from CWP. But he also
said a physician should “never
say never,” what he called one
of the first rules he learned in
medicine.

However, Tuteur said min-
ers who smoke cigarettes and
have evidence of CWP can get
“very sick.

Cigarette smoking, not coal
dust, is the likely cause of
lung impairment in miners
who have a history of smok-
ing, Tuteur said. But he said
X-rays — used 1n Kentucky to
detect CWP in miners with
black lung ¢luims — cannot
gecurately show if a miner s
sick because of CWP or smok-
ing. He said a miner’s entire
case history must be used to
reach that conclusion.

Factors other than smoking

can distort X-rdys used to

detect CWP, said Tuteur

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disease among miners

Silica from mines, for exam-
ple, can cause opacities on an
image, just like coal dust, he
said,

“So the history is very
important,” he added.

Tuteur said studies do indi-
cate, however, that there is a
visual difference between
lungs harmed by smoking vs.
CWP. These studies show that
lungs with emphysema or
other diseases caused by ciga-
rette smoke enlarge while
lungs affected by CWP shrink.

Wheeler said that quality
X-rays can “sometimes”
detect physical evidence of
CWP, which appears as a
series of symmetrical dots on
film. Wheeler said in his opin-
ion, only black lung and sili-
cosis create that pattern,

To properly diagnose CWP,
Tuteur said all evidence — X-
rays, breathing tests, history
— must be considered. Both
Tuteur and Wheeler said a CT

Approval of ARC program
to improve Appalachian
telecommunications closer

WASHINGTON — Congress has moved a step eloser to giv-
ing final approval of an enhanced telecommunications program
for Appalachia’s 13 states as part of a new reauthorization hill
that would continue the Appalachian Regional Commission’s
community development programs through 2006,

On August 2, the House of Representatives approved legis-
lation (H.R. 2501) to reauthorize ARC for five years. Similar
legislation, introduced by Ohio Senator George Voinovich, has

made progress in the Senate,

The new legislation would authorize ARC 1o recerve an addi-
tional $10 million next year in federal funding ta meet the grow-
ing telecommunications needs of the Appalachian Region. The
legislation also authorizes additional funding for elecommuni-
cations in futore years through 2006.

Under the House bill, ARC’s other nonhighway activities
would be authorized at $78 million in 2002; S8R0 million in
2003: 583 million in 2004; $85 million in 2005: and $87 million

m 2006,

The legislation also- directs the Commission (o dedicate 50
percent of its nonhighway grant funds to the benefit of eco-
nomically distressed Appalachian communities.

“The House vote on Thursday demonstrates that the
Commission has strong bipartisan support in Congress for its
efforts to ensute that the information highway does not bypass
the mountains as the interstate highway system did in the 1950z

and 1960s,”

said Kentucky Gov. Paul E. Patton, who 1s corrent-

ly serving as ARC states’ co-chairman,

States, stating the Corps “rou-

“Our overall concern is the
failure to enforce even the most
rudimentary parts of the Clean
Water Act,” said KFTC mem-
ber David Rouse.

The lawsuit came after the
Corps recently granted a permit
to Martin County Coal, which
has been cited as holding
responsibility for the release of
250 million gallons of coal
sludge last October in Martin
County,

The “nationwide™ permit
will allow, according to KFTC,
the company to bury 33,000
feet of stream with waste from
a 2,934-acre mining operation
in Martin County.

KFTC has claimed that the
Corps. in issuing the nation-
wide permit, has assumed the
environmental impact with be
minimal.

“It's ludicrous to say that
destroying six miles of stream
is not a significant environmen-
tal impact ..." said KFTC mem-
ber Patty Wallace of Louisa.
“We can’t just sit back and
allow our mountdins 1o be flat-
tened and turned to rubble, and
our streams buned with mine
waste.”

The company's operation
would involve 27 different val-
ley fills that encompass more
than 300 acres, says KFTC,
adding that more than six miles
of streams would be eliminat-
ed.

The lawsuit further alleges
that, if it is proven that the
Corps did have the authority to
allow the discharge of coal
waste into waterways, the
Martin County Coal’s opera-
tion would entail a “signifi-
cant” environmental impact
and would require an “individ-
wal” permit rather than a gener-

+ Anthem agrees to meet with
eligible Kentucky members

Eligible Anthem members in
Kentucky will have a chance to
learn more about the Indiana-
based company’s plan to convernt
from a mutual insurance company
owned by its members, to a public
company owned by stockholders.

Kentucky Insurance
Commuissioner Janie A, Miller
announced recently that Anthem
has agreed 10 'meat with eligible
Kentucky members 1o answer
questions and explain: the compa-
ny’s demutualization proposal.
The informational meéting is open

to the public on Wednesday,
September 19, at 10 am., at the
Holiday Inn ballroom in Frankfort,

Gov, Paul E. Patton and
Secretary Ronald McCloud of the
Cabinet fo Public Protection &
Regulation asked the Department
of Insurance to facilitate the public
forum to assure that eligible
Anthem members are informed
aboul their options.

“My role as Kentucky comimis-
sioper is to assure that the
September 19 meeting provides
Anthem’s eligible members in the
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Commonwealth with the informa-
tion they need,” Commissioner
Miller said, “The final action and
formal public hearings will be
decided by the Indiana
Department of Insurance, because
the company is- domiciled in that
state.”

Anthem is cumrently mailing
details 10 1 million statutory mem-
bers, including about 270,000
members in Kentucky, if they are
eligible. The notices will reach eli-
gible Kentuckians as early as this
week, and as late as the end of
August. The notice does not apply
o all 7.5 milon Anthem cus-
tomers, but only to specific mem-
bers entitled to compensation in
Kentucky, Indiana, Ohio and
Connecticut, and who are entitled
to vole on the plan of conversion.

Anthem’s mailing explains the
member’s options, how to vote,
how to get more information, and
formal notice of the public hearing
planned by the Indiana
Department of Insurance on
October 2,

On June I8 of this year, the
Board of Directors of Anthem
Insurance Companies Inc., unani-
mously adopted a conversion plan
and filed its proposal with the
Indiana Department of Insurunce;
asking to convert the Indiana-
based company from & mutual
insurance company, currently
owned by its members. In demuat-
ulization, the statufory members
would be compensated for their
membership  interests  through
receipt of stock or cash, and the
company would gain access to
capital through the public markets,

The plan must be approved by
two-thirds of those eligible mem-
bers who vote. If Anthem receives
approval from its cligible mem-
bers and the Indiana Department
of Insurance, the company current-
ly expects to complete the demutu-
alization process by the end of the
year.

With an individual permit,
the applicant must prove the
project to be in the interest of
the public, and also establish
that the project could not be
designed in any other way that
would lessen environmental
impact on public waterways.

As the permit stands, KFTC
claims it violates the Clean
Water Act, an act that sets up &
system of water quality stan-
dards, discharge limitations
and permits.

The Clean Water Acts for-
bids discharge of any matenals
into U.S. waters unless those
matenials are “dredged or
filled"™ materials.

KFTC members say that the
Corps defines filled materials
as matenial placed in a body of
water for the purposes of creat-
ing dry land, and state that
waste is specifically listed as
excluded from the that defini-
tion,

The suit explains that in
January, the U:S:
Environmental Protection
Agency agreed that the mining
operation “would have more
than minimal adverse environ-
mental impacts” and objected
to the general permit 1ssued by
the Corps.

However, the suil continues
to say that the EPA has nol
exercised its power to veto the
permit, and the Bush adminis-
tration has indicated its desire
to let valley flills continoe
unchecked.

KFTC disregarded a state-

Jackson discusses
water line repairs

JACKSON — The lackson
City Council met August 16 W
discuss several topics including
water line repairs and the 24th
annual Honey Festival.

Mayor Mike Miller informed
the council of repairs that Jackson
needed due to storm damage.
Areas that need to be repaired
include Lakeside Drive, Kings
Ridge, Lick Branch, College
Avenue and Armory Drive.

According to Miller, the water
pipe that is at Lick Branch was
nstalled about 13 years ago with-
out the assistance of engincers or
approval from the Division of
Water.

“Repairing this will cost the
city of Jackson a pretty penny,”
Miller said. *Every time the water
department responds to a break, it

costs $500 in repairs. That does
not include the cost of the water,
man laboring hours, equipment
and time.”

Miller, Jackson Water

the repair damage, which totals to
about $500,000. Miller has been
seeking grants and other funding
to help pay for the repairs.

A new academic year i upon us and the
excitement at Pikeville College is more
eviden! than ever before. New programs of
study have been' added to the curriculum
and student enroflment is up. These, along
with the football program and the new
Pikeville College Community Technology
Center, all help to make the College an
important part of Pike County's develop-
ment.

In 1996, Pikeville College’s technology
department consisted of two small comput-
er labs and ope very slow computer con-
nected to the Internet. I have been blessed
to be a small part of the technology explo-
sion at Pikeville College that has made us
one of the most technologically advanced
campuses in our part of the country.

Five years ago, the Office of
Information Technology consisted of - well
- just me. Currently, we have 14 full-time
staff members and three students in our
Student Technical Assistance (STA)
Program. The needs of our undergraduate

students, combined with those of the
Pikeville College School of Osteopathic
Medicine (PCSOM) and the community-
al-large, have dictated our growth.

Pikeville College'’s primary commit-
ment is to its students. Recent
advances in technology have made
being a student here more convenient,
more educational, and more fun! We
now offer Internet connections in all
our residence halls and all students,
faculty, and staff have the conve-
nience of voice mail. Every semester;
15 to 20 students are employed in our
campus computer labs as assistants,
most of which are fulfilling their
financial aid obligations.

Did you know that every new PCSOM
student is issued & laptop computer?
Students use laptops for research, 1o work

with fellow students, and to maintain con-
tact with the Cellege community during
their clinical rotations. The College’s
Osteopathic Telemedical Center enables
students and faculty to use a distance-
learning classroom to collaborate with hos-
pitals and other medical schools via video
networking. The Center also allows
PCSOM personnel to provide telemedicine
services to inmates for the Federal Bureau
of Prisons,

A grant obtained last year made it possi-
ble for the College to put a computer on
every full-time faculty member's desk.
This has greatly enhanced the faculty’s
ability to use technology in the classroom
and tailor lessons to the needs of today’s
students. Pikeville College has an educa-
tional technologist whose primary respon-
sibility 15 to assist facully in integrating
technology into the classroom, and to train
public school teuchers to do the same, All
education students are issued a laptop to
use and keep upon graduation -making

Anthem’s mailing explains
the member’s options, how 10
vote, how (o get more informa-
tion and formal notice of the
public hearing planned by the
Indiana Department of

Insurance on Oct. 2, 2001.

On June 18 of this year, the
Board of Directors of Anthem
Insurance Companies Inc. unan-
imously adopted a conversion
plan and filed its proposal with
the Indiana Department of
Insurance, asking to convert the
Indiana-based company from a
mutual insurance company cur-
rently owned by its members. In
demutualization, the statutory
members would be compensated
for their membership interests
through receipt of stock or cash,
and the company would gain
access to capital through the
public markets.

The plan must be approved
by two-thirds of those eligible
members who vote. If Anthem
receives approval from its eligi-
ble members and the Indiana
Department of Insurance, the
company currently expects 1o
complete the demutualization
process by the end of the year.

Saint Francis of Assisi is quoied as
having said, “If you have men whao
will exclude any of God's creatures
from the shelter of eompassion and
pity, you will have men who will
deul likewise with their fellow
men.” Albert Schweitzer wrote,
“Anyone who has accustomed him-
self to regard the life of any living
creature as worthless is in danger of
urriving also at the idea of worthless
human fives," and Mahatma Gandhi
summed up the situation by saying
that “The greamess of & nation and
its moral progress can be judged by
the way 115 animals are treated.”

the moral decline of society, and
oftea an overwhelming sense of
hopelessness.  While it's true that
we can't cure all of society’s ills,
there are things that people can do as
individuals to make things better in
their own little circle of influence,

The most basic approach to
reducing the number of animals
abandoned and discarded is to
reduce the numbers of unwanted
animals in  the first place.
Spaying/neutering of pets is the sin-
gle most important thing that we can
do to accomplish this. The sheer
size of the pet overpopulation prob-
lem is overwhelming.
Approximately 70,000 puppies and
kittens are bom EACH DAY in the
United States. compured to 11,000
human babies. If you think that ster-
ilizing one animal won’t have any
impact on figures like these, consid-
er that within a seven-year period, a
single pair of dogs could potentially
be responsible for 67.000 descen-
danis!  The numbers for cats are
even more staggering, It does make
a difference.

other things you can do to help,
ranging from talking to friends and
relatives to volunteering to help
your elderly neighbor get her cat
spayed.

B A ruling last year by the
Oregon Supreme Court is
finally having a major neg
tive impact on police,
according o a July Los
Angeles Times dispatch.
The court had ruled that all
lawyers, including prose-
cutors, must obey the state
bar association's nearly
absolute prohibitions
against deceil, meaning
that law enforcement can-
not engage in "undercover”
and "sting" operations
(which involve tricking
suspects). Already, one
child-pornography investi-
gation has been shut down
because prosecutors could
not administer a case in
which  police  caught
pedophiles by pretending
online that they were
underage.

B Film turned up in July
of tourist _boat operalions
near Cape Jervis (near
Adelaide), Australin, which
ferried wvisitors so they
could stand on a dead
whale and watch grear
white sharks munch off the
carcass; some tourists even
posed for vacation photos
petting the preoccupied
sharks on the head
(briefly). The local envi-
ronmental minister said he
was appalled ‘and would
ask for legislation "to pro-
tect people too stupid to
protect themselves."
(Obviously, News of the
Weird is opposed to this
type of legisliation.)

B The San Francisco
Chronicle reported in July
that the new dog catcher
for San Mateo County will
be paid $250,000 a vear,
more than twice what San
Francisco's dog catcher
receives and much more
than Goy. Gray Davis or
San  Francisco  mayor
Willie Brown are paid.
Said a county executive, "l
hope we have the happiest
and healthiest animals
the world because that's an
awlully heavy price to
paty."

Overreactions

B In July, a man who
has served time for fatal
bombings was convicted of
attempting to firebomb
three Montreal coffee
shops because the owner
refused (o give them
French names. Protestors
broke windows at the
Tennessee  capitol in
Nashville in July, furious
that legislators might adopt
a state income fax. Three
New Mexico regulators
reported receiving death
threats in May during the

Public Regulation
Commission’'s  delibera-
tions over whether to

change the telephone area
codes in Albuguergue and
Santa Fe.

Chutzpah!

B The then-executive
director of the Tampa, Fla.,
Make-a-Wish Foundation
pleaded no contest 1n
March to grand theft
charges for misappropriat-
ing almost $20,000 that
had been donated for dying
children; she served three
months in jail, and is now
on house arrest, and with
an order to repay $6,500. In
June, she filed a lawsuit
against the foundation
demanding back pay and
unused vacation and sick
pay dating from the date of
her firing in June 1999 and
demanded a court order
restoring her as the founda-
tion's executive director.
Her first name is Delores,
and she uses the surname
of her husband, the lawyer
who filed her lawsuit, Jack
W. Crooks.

B Sherman P. Hawkins'
impressive application for
the vacant position of
director of the Montana
Department of Corrections
was wrned down in July by
the governor, despite
Hawkins' 28 years' experi-
ence in the department and
his master's degree in
administration. As the gov-
ernor  noted, however.

Latest Rights

B Virginia Green, a
patient in the August
(Maine) Mental Health
Institute who was convict-
ed of bludgeoning her 75-
year-old mother to death in
1996, had filed a lawsuil
alleging that the facility's 8
a.m. wakeup policy violat-
ed her rights and ordering
that the institute be
instructed to permit her to
sleep until 11 a.m. (In June,
the Maine Supreme Court
turned her down.)

B In June, the Omtario
Court of Appeal reinstated
DUl  charges  against
Christopher Dominski,
finding that his right to be
notified that he can have an
attorney present under the
Charter of Rights and
Freedoms was not violated.
According 1o court records,
when a police officer asked
if he would like to call an
attorney, Dominski
responded, "Yeah, whatey-
er," which a trial court
thought indicated ambigui-
ty but which the appeals
court said was a sufficient-
ly serious question and
answer,

B [n June, the city edu-
cation commissioner of
Berlin, Germany, publicly
suggested that the pro soe-
cer league bar players from
spitting on the field and
especially their increasing-
Iy popular habit of clearing
a nostril by pressing a fin-
ger against the opposite
nostril and blowing, saying
such behavior sends the
wrong message o kids.

The
Todts (both lawyers) were
a traditional, middle-class,
community-involved fami-
ly except for one thing:
Todt believed that in the
1940s, Mr. Thor De Allah
Kahn from the planet
Atlantis met top Earth offi-
cials and left with them
securities (to improve the
planet’'s welfare, in one
instance for reconstruction
in the Philippines) in stag-
gering amounts (e.g., $33
billion, $13 billion), which
Todt very earnestly and
naively tried to present to
many banks in several
countries for payment.
even after U.S. Treasury
officials wamed him they
were worthless. Todt had
also painstakingly
explained his theory in var-
ious venues (e.g., local bar
association, the Securities
and Exchange
Commission), usually to
open-mouthed silence.

B Detroit police arrest-
ed five suspects in connec-
tion with the robbery of a
McDonald's restaurant in
June, shortly after they
made their alleged get-
away; they appeared to
have rehearsed the robbery.

tently snagged on the radio
antenna and acted as an
identifying flag for police
chasing the car.
