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Throwing good 
money after bad 

At first glance, Gov. Paul Patton's revised plan to do 
something about Kentucky's trash problem appears to be a 
do-nothing bill for this year's do-nothing legislative session. 
But it's not. In fact, it's much worse. 

Patton's proposal masquerades as an effort to clean 
Kentucky. but truly it is nothing more than feel-good legisla­
tion which, in the end, won't feel so good for Kentucky's 
taxpayers. 

Patton proposes to require counties to clean up their share 
of the state's estimated 3,300 illegal dumps by 2003. Of 
course, that sounds like a good thing. It certainly makes for a 
nice soundbite. The problem is, it accomplishes nothing. 

Patton knows this. When announcing his first version of 
solid waste legislation a couple of weeks ago, when he advo­
cated mandatory garbage collection for all of the state's 120 
counties. Patton chose to hold a press conference from the 
site of an illegal dump along the Franklin-Anderson county 
line. He did so to illustrate a point - although the dump had 
been cleaned JUSt three years ago. dumpers have returned it 
to its fonner. sorry state. 

The point Patton made at that time was a good one - all 
the dump cleanups in the world will not make a dent in the 
problem until dumpers have an incentive or a requirement to 
stop tossjng their trash into the landscape. 

It is both baffling and discouraging to see the governor 
ignoring the very lesson he tried to impart. Patton's new plan 
will force counties to pick up garbage, but won't do anything 
to put an end to the dumping. 

And there IS even more reason to be concerned about 
Patton's proposal. Nowhere in his plan is there any means to 
pay for the cleanups. That will require fiscal courts to raise 
taxes or cut services to clean dumps which will continue to 
pop up in perpetuity. 

How much money is involved? By the Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection Cabinet's own estimates, 
Kentucky has 3.300 illegal dumps to clean up. The cabinet 
also estimates that each cleanup will cost $2.000 on top of 
labor costs. 

That's $6.6 million plus manpower the state's county gov­
ernments will have to find. just to comply with the plan the 
first year. 

That cost would be bearable if there were any hope of 
solving the problem for good. But since Patton has rejected 
both mandatory collection and any type of funding mecha­
nism, counties can expect to continue paying those costs over 
and over as illegal dumps return again and again. 

And there is precedent to expect the costs will soar astro­
nomically higher. In 1993, the cabinet estimated that there 
were 3.876 illegal dumps in Kentucky. Yet. between 1993 and

n aging and dilapidated bridge sti11 stands. 
after many years of non-use. at the south 
nd of Prestonsburg. near what is known as 

"Ball-Alley Curve'' hy local residents. 
The bridge seems to have an aura of 'oUlcr­

worldliness" in that its presence 1s of a somewhat 
ghostly nature. It exists, as does many of the aging 
and ghostly structures ol our nation's past. some­
where along the edge of our consciousness. We 
realize that 1t is there. yet we pass it each day with 
hardly a glance, yet alone a thought. as to it's histo­
ry and origins. 

But. there are still those among us. living in our 
community, who reta.tn \ivtd memories of the ''old 
walk bridge." now covered in a winter's wreath ot 
discolored vines and vegetation. 

Marvin Sturgill, of Prestorusburg. is one of the:-;e 
people. 

SturgiU says that he and his family moved to 
the flatland on the far side of the Big Sandy River 
before the old bridge was even constructed 

According to Sturgill, he. his parents. and his 
siblings. transported the family's belongings across 
the river by boat, in the same manner that Sturgill 
used to get back and forth into town to attend high 
school, ''about 1953 or '54." 

Warm weather or cold, the little ''paddle boat" 
was the family's means of reconnecting with the 
city across the way. Sturgill relates an amusing 
story of how on one cold \\inter day, as he and a 
few other of his family members. one of which 

was his mother. he happened to tall off the boat 
and into the icy waters of the Big Stmd).f!Sturgill 
says that hi~ mother !>~!came ve1y agttated when 
this incident occutred, even though she knew that 
her son was a very strong .,wimmer. He remt'm­
bers how she hw;tled him into the warmth of their 
home and dry clothing once he \\ a~ retne\ cc.l fn1m 
the cold waters. 

With tnt:morics such as these, one does not 
doubt that Sturgill recalls very well. the construc­
tion of the old blidge and the man who had it built. 

Accortiing to Sturgill, Virgil OSmer ''V.O.'' 
Turner. was the man responsible for the construc­
tion of the bridge. 

rumcr purcha.,ed a good picre of the approxi­
mately 4 7 acres of flatland that still lies across the 
river. He bought a hou'e there, that had been built 
by a "Kendrick man,'' acconling to another source, 
and ~o had the bridge constructe<.! in orckr to gain 
ea~ier acce's to his home 

Accortiing to another Pre~tonsburg man, Lini'Je 
Haic, the bridge wa" constructed with its' intended 
purpose being that it would he used only tor walk­
ing. and, subsequently, rumer would park his car 
on the near side of the river and walk a~:ros~ d1e 
hridge to his home each evening. 

Hale also had an amusing story to tell in regard 
to the bridg.e. He --ays that in his ··toolishnc"'' · 
when he wa. ... a younger man, "about 20 ye.an; old''. 
he once drove a car. a convertible, acro:-.s the 
bridge. 

Hale says that the bndgc wa~ very strong. 
though not very \\ide. and. of course. wa~ never 
intended to be used to support an automobile. "l

Things to Ponder 

Is this Kid in Your Family? 
by MABLE ROWE LINEBERGER, PH.D. 

I s a kid 1n your family in trouble emotionally') Surgeon Generul 
(Davtd Satcher, M.D .. Ph.D.) gave a repon Janua11 3, 2001, about 
the crisis with mental health problems for our young people. Dr. 

Satcher reported that I in 10 American children and teens suffer from 
mental health problems . .BUT only I in 5 of those received treatment. 
Could your child or teenager be that one in need for )OUr ndghbnr­
hood'? Jf so. would you be willing to "get help" for your offspring'? In 
his 52-page wake-up call. the situation was perceived as a "public 
health crisis in mental health for children and adolscents:· Would you 
be willing to accept that you have a crisis, or would you be concerned 
about what others might think? 

The surgeon general waJtts to increase public awareness of chil­
dren's emotional problems, reduce the ~tigma ofthesl! disease~. and 
improve the ability to recognize ~ymptoms of mental illness in chil­
dren. Of course, profe. sionals and individuals invol\'ed with children 
know of the need for families to understand that emotional problem<; 
of children are real, that they often can he pre' c111ed. and that effec­
tive treatments arc available. How can we bring the~e poinb. home to 
the general population? The other day. a Vel) distreli!ied mum called 
for an appointment for her IS-year-old son. It l>eems that she had 
called after he was expelled from school for bringmg an over-the­
counter ''pill" to school-.. No Doze." Although this was not a Cia's I 
narcotic. she finally needed to admit that he had changed since l:1st 
October. She was worried. She was concerned about her child. "I 
think he needs help." One would wonder what had b~en happening 
since last October. Would she have allowed a low-grade tempemture 
to continue fot that long'! Would you·~ One of the comments made by 
Dr. Satcher was that institutions and agenl'ies need 10 work together. 
In this case, it was J1nally the school that followed it:- cstablishe<.l 
guidelines. • 

Of cour::.e, another huge problem is the stigma relaled to children·.-. 
mental distress. Needle'\s to sa), bcmg un\\ illing to cope wjth mental 
illnes::. can contribute to long-terrn consequences. leading to p11or 
school perfonnancc, trouble on the joh. and low self-esteem. Man) 
profe!'\sionals agree that these problems :~re treatable and that all chil­
dren and adolescent:. with p~ychiatric problem-. can be helped. 'J he 
most common problems for young people are-attention deficit 
hyperactivity disorder. dcprcs<:ion. anxiety disorder. conduct dbor 
ders, substance abuse, and eating disorders. (Next week the focu\ wlll 
be identifymg symptom~ or\\ aming signs fot children and adoles­
cents with emotional pruhlems.) 

It was the opinion of the psychiatri-;l of the Americau Psychiatrk 
Association's Council on Children, Adnle~cento;. an<.l their Fantilics 
that a dozen visits or les~ to a therapist can make a "remarkable" dif. 
fer~nce . Treating children "ithin a family context can bcgm in in fan· 
cy. For I!Xample, a child biting other children in day cure can he a 
sign of potentially lrea able emotional distress. Again and again, it 
needs to be stressed that the sooner treatment is began, the better the 
outcome. The dear Behavior Modification Program is the greaLCst 
thing stnc~: icc cream for establhhing consistent bnundarie:, for ~.:hll· 
tlren and teens. so that they leum to control thcmselve~ from tht' 
ins1dc out. As repeatedly discussed over the months, it IS unponant 
for parents to \\Ork together w ~ct rules and consequence:!t. anulhl'll 
follow through This helps their Mf~pnng to learn to tokratc guide­
lines and to hear and to accept hearing "NO.'' whether someone dse 
says it oa the) nel!d to say :;uch to lhem~elves.
