Black lung rules 
must be tightened 

President Chnton is running out of time to leave 
legacies. One of the most meaningful things he could 
do is save thousands of coal miners from an early, 
awful death from black lung. 

The U.S. Mine Safety and Health Administration 
has proposed rules that would help prevent black lung 
in two ways. First, MSHA would take over the dust­
monitonng program that is now administered by the 
coal companies themselves. 

Ma:.s evidence of cheating has been found. A 1998 
senes 10 lhe Louisville Courier-Journal found evt­
dence that samples were often faked. Cheating and 
fraud were commonplace. Often the samples turned in 
by mine companies showed air in their mines was 
cleaner than the air at most street corners. 

Secondly, the rules would tighten agency review of 
mine ventilation plans and increase the authority of 
inspectors to cite operators for dust violations 

The rules are waiting for final White House 
approval. MSHA Director J. Da\ill McAteer has been 
urging Clinton to approve them before he leaves 
office next month . 

"Together, the change~ we are proposing would act 
as the cornerstone of a restructured system to prevent 
black lung and silicosis." McAteer said. 

About 1.500 miners a year die from black lung. 
Last month. the White House gave final approval to 
regulations that would make it easter for miners to 
qualify for black lung benefits, which is too often a 
lengthy and tortuous process. 

But. as McAteer has said in the past. black lung is 
entirely preventable. tr dust in mines is properly con­
trolled. there will be oo new case!. of black lung. 

ln the introduction to its series on dust monitoring, 
the Courier-Journal said about the number of deaths: 
"It's as if the Titanic sank every year. and no ships 
came to the rescue. While that long-ago disaster con­
tinues to fascinate the nation, the miners slip into 
cold, early graves almost unnoticed." 

McAteer is doing his best to change that. But only 
Cltnton can make sure it happens.

State of the Commonwealth

The following is rite 
text of that speech. 

President Williams. Speaker Richards. and mem­
bers ol the General Assembly, members of the 
Judiciary. Governor Henry and other con~titutional 
officers. my fellow Kentuckians 

As the General Assem~ly convenes in this historic 
annual session, I come before the legislature and the 
people of Kentucky to report on the state of the 
Commonwealth. And in many ways, the state of the 
Commonwealth is good. 

In general, the financial condition of state govern­
ment is sound. Our current estimate of state revenue 
for this fiscal year is within $33 million, or one-half 
of 1 percent, of what we estimated and buill our bud­
get on, one year ago. This modest 
shonfall. if it materializes. can be 
handled without any significant 
disruption of service to our citi­
zens. Our Budget Reserve Trust 
Fund stands at $278 million, 4.1 
percent of our annual General 
Fund Revenue. Our bond rating 
improved the last year and stands 
higher than it's ever been before. 

Our personal income tax rev­
enue continues to be strong But 
we are concerned about the sales 
tax and the corporate income tax 
revenues. And, if the national 
economy slows down. state rev­
enue could be affected. ln sum­
mary, the current revenue situa-

ment and perfect our postsecondary education 
improvements. we're also fully engaged in imple­
menting the two new education initiatives of the 2000 
se<.sion. early childhood development and adult edu­
catton. 

We're making progress 10 education. KERA is 
shov.-ing results. Test scores are up; our classrooms 
are the most technologically advanced in the nation: 
we continue to be a national model. The same is true 
with ou1 colleges and universities. Enrollment at our 
community and techmcal college!.' is up 11.5 percent. 
Our comprehensh e universities arc establishing 
national prominence in many of their programs of dis­
tinction. Our two research universities are attracting 
national auention in a variety of ways.

I'm 
com in('ed we did the right th.ings. As I've traveled the 

state this year. I've had dozens of 
practitioners in both fields compli­
ment us and express their apprecia­
tion for lhese initiative_. As these 
programs are fully implemented, 
we'll also be vtewed as national 
leaders in improvmg services in 
these very important areas.

And, with one exception, 

Job creation is a vital part of our 
overall strategy as we continue to 
promote Kentucky as a great place 
to do busmes<;. The results are 
showing. 1999 was the best year in 
the history of the Commonwealth 
for nev .. job development and while 
the slowing national economy 
affected our job grov.th io 2000. we 
still had a good year creaung new 
and better jobs. 

While I have and \\ill continue 
we're holding expenditures with-
in budgeted limits. That exception 1s Medicaid. 
fncreased utilization and htgher mc<.hcal costs \\ill 
cause a substantial increase in Medicaid obligations. 
We' U be dtscussing with you actions that v. ill be nec­
essary to bring costs within budgeted re~tources. 

And we' ll be asking you to consider other areas of 
concern between now and the end of March. I will ask 
you to enact lhe adjustments to the coal miner's black 
lung compensation program lhat I proposed in the 
2000 regular session. 

Some of our cabinets will be proposing adjust­
ments to their program~ which will be primarily oper­
ational issues without substantial change in policy. 

1 know that you'll be reviewing regulations, exec­
utive reorganizations and executive appointments. 

These are all important subjects nnd this 30-day 
session will allow you to give them a more thorough 
review lhan would be possible in a regular session. 

Our administration will be working w1th you in 
these and other areas but we'll also be going full hore 
implementing the aggressive agenda you've approved 
in lhree previous regular sessions and two special se.<.· 
s1ons since I've been governor. 

First among these is education. It will always be 
our primary focus. While we're fully tnV{'Ived with 
KERA and your recent emphasis on teacher prepara­
tion and dropout prevention. and we're working with 
lhe CPE and our colleges and uni\ersitics to implc-

to travel the nation and the world 
promoting Kentucky. I'm emhark.ing on a special 
effort to promote the two most economically disad­
vantaged areas of the Commom\ealth. Eastern 
Kentucky and our inner cities. You've approved spe­
cial incentive~ for both of lhese parts of the state. but 
I've found that it'.;, still difficult to get businesses to 
forget stereotypes and take a fresh look at these areas. 
so I'll be using the inOuence of the Governor'~> Office 
to get the attention of the people who should be tak­
mg advantage of these special opportunities and just 
don't know about them yet. 

While we have problems m these specific geo­
graphic areas. as we look at the btgger picture of the 
state of the Commonwealth, most of our people are ' 
domg well. 

A<:. our nation enjoys unprecedented prosperity. so 
does Kentucky. Though we lag the nation in many 
indices of :-.ocial progres~>, we are improving the lives 
of ou( people, in some ways gaming on our fellow 
Amencans over the past decade. The percent increase 
in our wagt!s is 7 pen:ent greater than the nation as a 
whole. The rate of job growth is 17 percent greater 
than the nation and our manufacturing jobs have 
increased 12 percent over the past 10 years, while the 
United Stales has hcen losing manufacturing jobs.

direction. We still have a long wa) to 
go. 

I take some pride in our progress in 
the decade of the mneties because I 
was involved in many of the important 
decisions of that ern. 

This General As.~mbly as a body 
can take even more credit because it 
has made the final decis1ons that have 
laid the foundation for the successes 
we're experiencing. All of us in this 
chamber and our prede<.-esson. have 
made the past 30 years in Kentucky a 
penod of enlightenment; a time of 

.-change; a time of challenge. We as a 
people have answered that challenge 
and our progeny will be the beneficia­
ries. 

We've laid the foundation upon 
which we can build a better future. To 
a greal extent, our job is tO pe~e"ere 
in our commitmenh to the future, par­
ticularly m cJucation. We have made 
the right decisions. We just need to 
implement them. 

Changing education is a slow 
process. Changing ;m econom) is also 
slow. The two go hand-in-hand. 
They're the two rails of that railroad 
that will take us to a better st-.mdard of 
living and quality of life. 

• In its broadest sense. that'~ the stal-
ed goal of our admmistrauon; a stan­
dard of living and qualit} of life reflec­
tive of the nntion as a whole by the 
year2020. 

As we attempt ta measure our stan­
dard of living and quality of life, we 
must take into accO\ml many facto(;., 
and even then we're dealing with a 
ver) subJective goal. Econom1c stalm; 
- income - is a very important 
determiner of well being, but that must 
be weighed against lite cost of living. 
Few would challenge !.he argument 
that a Kentuckian making $30.000 a 

i year is much better off than a New 
Yorker making the same wage. 

Nonetheless. we need to continue 
to improve wages in Kentuck) rela­
tive to the national average. We can 
only do that by improving education 
and changing our economy. 

But quality of life is more than JUSt 
economic status. Health is perhaps 
even more important and while many 
of us are in excellent health, as a soci­
ety, our health falls below the national 
norm. 

Good health is a matter of preven­
tion more than treaunem. That's why 

116our support for our public health 
departmenb was so important in t.he 
last session. And our early childhood 
initiative, our anti-smoking and drug 
prevention programs and our 
women's bea.lth initiative will make us 
healthier, as will our extraordinary 
KCHIP program for chilc.lren\ health 
insurance. Programs which promote 
physical exercise like our school 
sports. t.he Blue Grass State Games 
and the Senior Olymp1cs are also very 
important. A healthy lifestyle is not 
something goverru11cnt can mandate 
but it is somell1ing that gO\ emmcnt 
can encourage. 

• Freedom from fear. especially fear 
of being the victim of crime. is also an 
essential element of a high quality of 
life. We have a relatively low crime 
rate in Kentucky but it's still coo high. 
That'o; why we revised our criminal 
code and are building more prison 
beds and strengthening training and 
compensation programs for police 
officers and modemi:ting our court ... of 
justice with buildings and technology 
-but here again. prevention is cheap-

er and more humane That's why the 
imprO\cmen~ in our juvenile justice 
system are so critical. In five years 
we've quadi'Uplcd our expenditure on 
JUvenile treatment programs. And in 
tllO'-C five years we· ve turned one of 
the nation's most inadequate programs 
into Qne of the nation's best and mo~t 
cftet·tive. 

ln the entire area of social services, 
the basic safety net that any of us 
could have needed if fate had dealt us 
a different hand. we've made 
progress. More Kentuckians have bet­
ter health care, our welfare reform has 
worked in a more humane way than 
many states. and women and children 
are safer from neglect and abuse 
bec<J.use of the work of First Lady Judi 
~uton and the laws you've passed. 

And we·ve invested in the public 
infrastructure of Kentucky. Our com­
munities. our businesses, our modem 
way of life. is based on the infrastruc­
ture built and paid for hy those who 
have come before us- and we have 
an absolute obligation to invest in the 
infrastruclure that will be needed by 
our children. And we've done that. 
The three budgets we've enacted since 
r ~arne governor have appropriated 
more money tor schools, courthouses, 
college buildings. water and sewer 
systems. recreational and community 
facilities and roads than in any similar 
period in our history. We've invested 
in tl1c physical as well as the inteiJec­
tual capital of our people. 

And we've acted to preserve our 
rural way of life. our family farms. 
From securing the Phase n settlement 
w1th the tobacco companies to dedi­
cating half of the Phase I money to 
agriculture, we've been faithful to our 
fanners because they represent the 
very essence of Kenrocky - hard 
work. independence. neighbors. com­
muni!). 

We've supported our working peo­
ple we've promoted tourism, we've 
invested in the downtowns of our 
cities- we've addressed just about 
every <t')pect ot' Kentucky life, but we 
haven't done all that we need to do. 

Another very important aspect of 
quality of life as our physical environ­
ment. It's also important to our econo­
my because in this age. when a lot of 
people can work anywhere they 
choose to ltve. a quality environment 
can attract the very kind of people we 
need to achieve our economic goals. 

While we'\e experienced some 
unique environmental challenges. the 
vast majority of Kentuckians enjoy a 
good. safe, clean environment I'm 
proud of the Cabinet for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection· s even-handed regulation 
of indu~try to protect our environment 
and our jobs. 

The cabinet's protection of our 
rural lifestyle through regulations con­
trolling the worst excesses of lruge 
animal feeding operations is vital to 
preserving the Kentucky we love. Its 
work on cleaning up illegal and 
unhealthy garbage dumps has been 
mnovative and effective. But cleaning 
up after someone has polluted isn't the 
answer. And planning after a city is 
buill 1sn 't the answer either. Herein 
lies one of the two unfinished major 
initiatives I'd like to complete before 
my tenure in this office is finished 

I ask the General Assembly to 
address the 1ssues of solid waste. recy­
cling. litter. and residential and busi­
ness phy~ical growth by the end of the 
2002 session and begm that process in 
this se"sion! 

I re<llize that some of these issues, 
especially growlh, are complex and 
the proper foundation hasn't been laid, 
but we can begin now by establishing 
a task force that can start work soon 
and prepare a proposal for considera­
tion in the 2002 session. 

We must explore how we can give 
our communities the tools they need to 
ensure that they're growing m ways 
that preserve their quality of life with­
out slowing their economic potential. 
Kentucky 1s developing its fannland 
at a rate that's ranked third in the 
nation. Many of our communities are 
seeing the high cost of unplanned 
growth. 1l'us is an issue that we must 
begin to address or the Kentucky we 
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know and love today will not be the 
Kentucky we leave to our grandchil­
dren. 

We need to stud) the growth issue 
during the interim hut as to -;ohJ 
waste. recycling anc.l litter conu·of. we 
can begin to act now. A comprehen­
SIVe solid waste control program must 
include a systcrn<Jtic and 1horuugh 
educauon elcm~.:nl. to raise our aware­
ness of th~; extent of the problem, and 
to create in all our minds and especial­
ly in the minds of our children a deter­
mination to eltmmatc all unsightly 
solid waste from our Commonw~.:alth. 

This garbage. which gives us and 
our guests a less thun flattering imag~ 
of Kentucky. comes from two primary 
sources. thoughtless littering from 
automobiles and deliberate illegal 
dumping of household wa<;te. 
Education is tJ1e ultunate cure tor the 
ftrst and stronger laws properly 
enforced can be the cure for the latter. 

Until we can change attitudes 
through education, we must have an 
effective highway cleanup prograrD 
that includes all public roads; state, 
county and CJty, not just the m~jor 
state arteries. But we can also have 
stronger anti-litter laws and we can do 
a better job of enforcing rhem. 

But the unconscionable blight on 
our countryside, and in some oU£-of­
the-way places in our cities. is illegal 
glll'bage durt1ps They're unsightly, 
they're dangerous, they're unhealthy 
and they're numerous, over 3,300 a.; 
estimated by the Natural Resoun.:es 
and Environmental Protection 
Cabinet They have to be cleaned up! 

But until we stop people from 
using them and creating them. it's a 
losing battle to clean them up. Every 
person, every household, every busi­
ness in Kentucky generates waste as a 
by-product of modem life. about live 
pounds per day per person. about 7 
billion pounc.ls a year in Kentucky. 

Ninety percent of us do 1t right We 
make sure our garbage ends up in a 
safe. legnl landfilL It's the other I 0 
percent that's giving all of us a had 
name and making Kentucky lcs~ 

beautiful and less healthy than it could 
be. 

Eighty percent of us can get rid of 
our garbage the cheapest. most come­
nient way possible - we have a 
garbage serv1ce that comes hy our 
house and will take our garbage to a 
sanitary landfill. We hardly give it a 
second thought. Half of the 20 percent 
that don't have this service available 
wish they had it and would gladly pay 
for it Let me assure you t.hat it's 
cheaper io time and money to have 
your garbage picked up at the curb in 
front of your hou~ thatl it is to load it 
into your car and go out of your way 
to a county transfer station that may 
not be open when you want ro get nd 
of your garbage. 

And for rural residents. where col­
lecting garbage is more expensive, it's 
a lot. cheaper when everyone on a road 
takes the service, not just a few. 

We need to ensure that curbside 
garbage service is available to every 
Kentucky residence and business and 
that every generator of garbage uses 
that service! 

Yes, I know that solid waste con· 
trol is a local government responsihil­
ity and l also know that 24 counties in 
Kentucky have taken that responsibil­
ity seriously by enacting universal 
garbage pickup service ordinances. 
The time has come for all counties to 
do the same thing. And it's our respon­
sibility to see that they do. I know that 
rurnl solid waste collection is some­
what different from urban collection 
programs. primarily because l!ounties 
normally don't have the me<ms lO col­
lect the fees that cities do. That's 
something we can and mu~t correct 

Counties should have as much 
authority and flexibility ru. they need 
to ensure that those who generate solid 
waste pay their fair share of the cost of 
disposing of it in a safe. healthy. and 
aesthetically pleasing way. 

This is something we can do in this 
session. And let me assure you that it's 
good politics. I k-no\\. I've been there, 
done that bought a t-shirt Oh, I know, 
the opponents will make the most 
noise. But r put my faith in the people 
who want a clean Kentucky. a healthy 
Kentucky. a beautiful Kentuck) and 
want to pay their fru.r share of the cost 
of making it that way. 

I'm where I stand today because I 
put my faith in those kinds of people 
in Pike County 18 y\!a~ ago wht.'n we 
enacted a univen;al garbage collection 
program. r m for it in every county 
and I'm asking Jcgblators from boih 
houses and both parties to stand w ath 
me and enact this law in this ~ession! 

And then let'' look for ot11er way~ 
to clean up Kentucky with n:cycling 
and litter control and dump cleanup 
progr .. uns and progr.tms to c.!'m:ourage 
smart grnwth in Kentucky! 

Another essential l:'lcme-nt of a 
good qualjty of life is a fair govern· 
ment, e!-pecially a government which 
is suppottc.!'d l'inanc.:k1Uy in an eqmtahlc 
manner. Now I realiA~ rhat tu.imess ts. 
in m;my ways. in the eyt!l> of the 
beholc.ler. hut I think \\oe could n.•ad1 
geneml agreement on a f<ur wa) to 
support Kentucky Sliti.C government.

When we nnal)zc a system nf lax­
ation. thl!rC are at lea~t three major de 
mcnts that need to he considered One 
b adequacy and fo1 the purpose of 
tonight's dis..:ussion, I'm taking that 
subject olfthe table.

Another importanr clement ol tax 
policy is our compt:tiltvc position rei­
aLive to other states. There arc manv 
ways in \\-hich we're out of line \\oith 
other :-.tatcs, es~Xo>cially our dosl.lst 
neighbors. We need to analyze. ~lllr tax 
structure, compared to our neighbor.. 
and competi£ors and make appropriate 
adjustments.

The third essential clement of a 
system of taxalion is fairness - who 
pays relative to how much they own 
and how much they cam I believe thar 
those of us who've prospered the most 
relative to the general soc1et) ~hould 
pay rclati\ ely more to support the 
government of that society Most peo­
ple would support that theory but the 
disagreement wi!J be about the degree 
of relative obligation. Here again, a 
good guide would be our :.ister state!'. 
particularly our close neighbors. B:> 
most accounts. we tax our \\Or!Ung 
poor more hea\ ily than most other 
states. Our state tax on motor vehicle.<; 
is onerous. We tax drugs differently. 
depending on how they are dispensed 
we still need to modemit.e the way we 
tax the telecommunication industry, 
and we have other examples of unfatr 
taxes. high and low. lbe time hus 
come to address these inequities. It's 
the second mU.Jor item of unfimshed 
legislative action on my agenda. 

l' ve seen where leaden. of both 
houses of the legislature have called 
for comprehenstve tax retbmt. I'm 
ready. It's been studied, re~mdied. and 
the restudy has hcen restudied. to 
paraphra.sc words used in a recent 
national controversy. Thl' LHTl\! ha~ 
come for action. llcre again, ll'all for 
support, from bt'lth hou<:es aml from 
both partie'>. 

I kno\\ there will be clitics. 
Nothmg we can do that's meaningful 
or imponant can ever he done without 
criticism. If meaningful progress were 
easy and Ob\ iuu-;. it would have 
already hecn done.
