Ex-officers sue city for pay

According to city attorney Oa\ id 
Neeley. ''when it rains. it pours.'' and 
in so keeping v. uh the familiar adage, 
the city of Prestonsburg has hecn 
named as a defendant in yet another 
lawsuit. 

The complamt, filed by Pamlwille 
attorney Lance A. Daniels, :1 former 
a<;sistant Floyd County attome). was 
issued on behalf of two fom1er mem­
bers ol Ule Prestonsburg Pt)hcc 
Department. Darrell Preston and 
Charles "Little Shag•· Branham, 
plaintiffs in the cuse. 

The complaint alleges that the two 
were wrongfully denied health care 
and reurement benefits ao; well a;;; nor­
mally afforded leave time for stckness 
and vacation that is regularly granted 

to full-time employees. 
The complaint attests that hoth 

men were hired to serve as pan-lime 
employees llf the cit} and that they 
were not hired for any spec1ficd frame 
of time. 

According 1<.' the complaint. the 
city's employment practices are gov­
emed by a personnel manual adopted 
by ordinance. The ordinance defines a 
temporary employee "as an indiVIdual 
hired full or part-ume for n specified 
time fmme,'' and a part-UnlC employ­
ee as "an individual hired on a limned 
or regular basis but works less than a 
normal work week ... " The manual 
further provides that temporary and 
part-time employees are not eligible 
for benefits coverage. 

The plamuffs attest that they each 
worked a full normal work week dur­
ing the1r employment by the ~1ty and 

lhat they regularly accrued overtime 
pay in addition to the nonnal 40-hour 
week. 

The plaintiffs allege that the city is 
guilty of breach of contract in th:\t 11 
failed to treat them as uue part-ume 
employees e'Jidenced by ihe fact that 
each of the plaintiffs worked in excess 
of the hours allotted to that of part­
time employees. and that the c1ty also 
failed to provide them with the bene­
fits afforded to regular full-time 
employees. 

The complrunt alleges that the city 
acted against section 2 of the 
Kentucky Constitution, which ()fO­
hibits arbitrary and capricious govern­
ment action.
