However. it was a dts­
turhance which occurred while inmates. who are 
exclusive!\ from Indiana. were m the outer courr 
yard duri~g a 7 p.m. headcount, an aspect of the 
count routine that has been perfom1ed with li ttle 
incident since the prison·., beginnings in 1992. 

Apparently, as the disturbance seemed to move 
through the cwwd of prisoners. there wa.; an mitial 
I 00 prisoners v. ho ... impl> refused to go back in 
their dormitories \\hen ordered. This numher grew 
quickly us Lh\.· agitated state of the prisoners 

increased and hefore long, the number Wa!. up to au 
estimated 400 out-of-control inmate:.. 

Otter Creek gu:~rds were able to persuade the 
noung lllll1ates into lWO of the prison'\ dormilOriC\ 
Thts began a staJ1dofl "hich lasted nine hours, 
according to Kemucky Stare Poll<..'\:. "'ho were 
called to the scene from their posts in Pikeville. 
l lat.ard and 1\lorehead.

Thar day. Compton left the 
hospttal and hasn' t contacted 
family members since. 

Compton was last seen on 
April 13 httchhiktng on US B 
just below the 'Round the Clock 
WafJle House r~mur;ml. 
Witnesses say Compton \\llS 

headed tov.ard Pike\ ille. 
He is 6-foot-1. 150 to 160 

pounds, and has brown hair. At 
the time of hi:. disappearan~;c. he 
was wearing a white t-shirt with 
cut-off sleeves, tan panh .md 
b()Of!>. Compton has a lilttoo on 
his left arm that reads "Vicky ·• 

Smce his disappearance, 
Compton ha~ not contacted an)' 
of his family members, nor h~ 
he auempted to pick up uny of 
h1s disability mcome cbi!Cks -
h1s only source of mcome 

A $.500 reward posted by 
fam1ly members for infonnation 
leading to the return of Compton 
remains unclaimed, as no new 
inl(mnatlon has been given. 

"I thjnk there's 'omething 
~ rong or he would have called 
by now,'' said hi« mother Ltnda 
Compton, 79, of Michigan. dur­
ing an emotional iotcrvJew on 
Fridt~.y. 

Since her son's disappear­
ance lhree months ago. Ltm.la 
Compton has been in the hospt · 
tnJ on four separate occas1ons. 

"1 just don't think I can pull 
through !his without knowing 
somelhtng. ·· satd Linda 
Compton. "1 am nervou' all the 
um~o·. afraid to even p1ck up my 
phone. This isn"t like Tmcy at 
all. 1 wish I could JUst find out 
somCLhing. even 1f it s bud At 
least then l'd know something.'' 

Linda Compton told The 
Floyd County limes that she 
had spoken with her son on two 
separate occasions on April 9 
and 10. According to her, Tntcy 
Compton called her on a hi­
wcekJy babis. and it •·punkd" 
her that he called her two night., 
in a row. But what puuled her 
ev~n more. says Linda 
Compton. IS what he had to say 
dunng those cooversalion!i. 

"He was drinking."' ~aid

'Mommy. somebody's going to 
kill me ' He told me thh two

nights straight. and I don't know 
what he wa~ talking about and 
nobod} else know!! either.'' 

Severdl family members say 
!hat Compton had no enemies. 
and that everyhody .. loved him.'' 

"I don't know wh) he \\ould 
!.3) that" said Stanley. "He 
don' t have an:r enem1es He's a 
good person and never burt any­
hody." 

Linda Compton aho said that 
her son "hasn't been the $:.tme·· 
"ince the death of hi"' daughter, 
Lucinda. 9, who will killed in a 
car 'aCcident nearly 18 months 
ago in M.icb1gan. Accordmg to 
Linda Compton, her .. on began 
''drinking heavily" after her 
death and began ''running 
around wtth a bad crowd." 

Compton has another daugh­
ter. Samantha. 12. who still 
waits for a call from h~r father, 
as does !he rest of the family. 

According 10 Stanley. the 
fa mil) "'tsn · t getting any help" 
from police oftictals. who she 
said didn't "'folJov. up" OD Ute 
~Latcmerus her brother made to 
Lmda Compton "hortly before 
his disappearance. 

··No one seems to even care." 
~rud Stanley. "Tracy wouldn't be 
gone this long without calling 
either Mom or me.'' 

Riot 

Just before miomght 
TI1ur<>day, a!> fleets of state 
trooper units roared past homes 
on Left Beaver enroute ro Otter 
Creek, reports from the sheriff's 
office contended the on duty dis­
patcher had spoken with one of 
the Otter Creek offic~rs from 
w11hin the dorm and been given 
a statu~ report that ··everylhing 
was under control." 

According to Blackburn. 
once the prisoners were inside 
th~ donn, and the standofl' got 
underway. destructiOn to the 
building began to increa~c as the 
riot, although somewhat con­
tained. peaked at 1ts most force­
ful point. 

One officer, called to the 
scene late Thursday mght, 
recalled a barricade of state 
police officer:. hmng the 
perimeter of !he area dressed in 
full rim gear along with local 
authorities. The ofticcr further 
illustratccl the severity of the sit­
uation by explainmg instruc 
lions were given that if the 
inmates came ncar the outer 

five months. for a total of 10 
months to be served. at home so 
as to care for the couple's chil­
dren. 

Fmley Baker. who his wife 
restified 1n court Monday "sold 
all the pills" while she "was only 
there." was without a past crim­
inal history to we1gh in his sen­
tence and was gh·cn a three­
month probationary seotence, a 
condition originally asked for on 
behalf of his wife. «o as to be at 
home. supervised. and able to 
care the couple 'c; children 

"l had back surgery and it 
went from there.'' finley Baker 
said. attempting. at Hood's 
prompting, to explain !he nature 
of the drug problems he and his 
wife had fallen victim t<l ·•1 just 

Growing up in the Hi Hat 
area with 13 siblings. 
Compton's cousin. Margie Hall. 
said he is a "likable per!ion." 

"They didn't have that 
much;' said Hall, "but they were 
very loving to people. They 
were alJ like that. Anyume be 
met anybody even remotely 
close. he wouldn't leave without 
saying 'I love you '"

Escape 

Abner was in jail on a 
$20,000 ca.'h bond tor multiple 
charges from incidents of June 
10 and 13, including reckless 
driving. fleemg and evading 
officers, tlrst-degree wanton 
endangerment. disorderly con­
duct, resisting arrest, thard­
degree criminal mischief and 
two counts of speeding. 

Upon Abner's recapture, he 
wall face addiuon felony charges 
of kidnapping. unlawful tmpris­
onmem. wanton endangerment 
and escape. 

Abner had a preliminary 
hearing held on t1te charges of 
speeding. reckless driving, flee­
ing and evading !he police and 
two counts of first-degree wan-

fence they were to "'shoot them 
on the spot." 

Kentuck--y State Police from 
three posts arrived on scene to 
provide assistance in resolving 
the conflict, as well as the Lee 
Couruy Special Weapons and 
Tactics Team 

"'There wa.<> a standoff that 
didn't end until about 8 a.m. this 
morning."' Bladi.burn said on 
Fnd.ay. "We were trying to get 
them our of the dorm and we had 
removed some of the prisoners 
who weren't mvolved with the 
rioL At about 4:30 thts morning 
we were about to send tear gas 
in when they finally surren­
dered." 

The prisoners were brought 
from the dormitory one at a time 
until the final prisoner had been 
brought under control. 

Some of the inmates as they 
were being brought from the 
dorm. expressed desires to 
return to Indiana instead of stay­
ing in Kentucky said 
Blackburn, who dtd not say if 
this could have been a conuibut­
ing factor to the exc;;esstve 
growth of the riot.

September 10 trial date set 
for Breathitt robbery suspect

PIKEVILLE- Gary Wayne 
Stidham. the Breathitt County 
man who was mdicted in March 
in connection with weapon and 
drug charges waived formal 
arraignmem Monday in t;.S 
Distnct Court and is set to go to 
trial on September I 0 

District Judge Joseph M. 
Hood stood in for counsel for 
Stidham, who was without rep­
resentation Monda)", and entered 
a plea of not guilt) on Stidham'!> 
behalf while waiving formal 
arraignment. 

The charges against him stem 
from an incident which allege.d­
ly took place on March 10 at 
Family Phntmacy in Breathitt 
County. 

The indictml!nt claims that 
Stidham entered the phannacy 

and asked for the prescription 
drug OxyContin. 

When the pharmacists told 
Stidham he needed a prescrip­
tion. he allegedly left the phar­
macy only to return seconds 
later with a .22 caliber Daisy 
rifle. 

Stidham demanded the pre­
scription be filled. at which time 
pharmacists revealed a pistol. 

Shots were ftred but no one 
was injured. 

Stidham· s arrest came as the 
pharmacists picked him from a 
photograph lineup. 

The March inc1dent found 
Stidham facing three separate 
counts of federal violations -
robbery of a controlled sub­
stance. violent 
crime/drugs/machine (in refer­
ence to £he rifle) and unlawful 
transport of firearms. 

Monday. after U.S. Marshal's 

loosened Stidham's cuffs in 
order to approach the court and 
Hood had entered the not guilty 
plea on his behalf, U.S. Attorney 
Roger West briefly explained the 
conditions of his arrest and the 
point at which the case was 
presently. 

Stidham sat quietly 1n his 
prison-issued orange jumpsuit 
and listened closely to the West. 
who gave a summary of the inci­
dent which Stidham allegedly 
committed. 

After entering the plea on 
Stidham's behalf. Hood then 
appointed Whitesburg attorney 
!ames Wiley Craft, who joined 
West in discussions with 
Stidham after the arraignment, 
to represent Stidham for the 
remainder of the proceedings.

Revolutionary drying device will 
eliininate slurry iinpoundinents

JEFF - A revolutionary 
process developed by A&T 
Manufactunng Company in Jeff 
could eliminate risky slurry 
ponds and change the coal 
industry's waste dtsposal system 
by drying coal slurry. 

According to Charlie 
Browder. president of A&T 
Manufacturing. the refuse de­
watering dev1cc - also known 
as the "mucksucker" - should 
hit the market in 12 to 18 months 
if develqpment continues. 

Browder said the proJect 
needs an investor due to the 
amount of concentrated effort 
and time required to ftnish 
development of the device. The 
regional coal mdustry's demand 
for facilitte~ and equipment 
keep~ his employees bu1.y with 
orher proJects. he explained 

A&T Manufacturing designs. 
fabncatl!s and con~tructs coal 
loading and processing facilities 
and materials handling equip· 
menL. Charlie Browder bought 
£he company 35 yenrs ago and 

continues to service the coal 
industry locally. 

His company has already 
invested about $450,000 to build 
and test the refuse de-watering 
device. The working prototype 
vacuums out water in coaJ slUITY 
and reduces the moisture rating 
to 15 to 1 8 percent 

The rema1ning compacted 
so ltd has the texture of moist soil 
and can be hauled in trucks to 
put in solid waste fills instead of 
slurry Impoundments. 

Browder explained the 
importance of developing the 
device. 

"There's lots of potcntiaJ and 
need for this machine. To help 
the coal bus10ess exist and go 
on. we've got to tale away the 
envtronmcntal issues that sur­
round it. and reduce the costs 
and nsks involved ... I'd like to 
get the government involved 
because I do think it's needed. It 
Will save the coal compame~ a 
trcmt!ndous amount of money. It 
will also make the potenual 
problem of coal slurry impound­
ments go away. and could be 
u.~ed to clean up the exisung

impoundments by drying them 
on site." 

Browder further explained 
that the device could save coal 
companies the cost of pumping 
slurry and the expensive mainte­
nance involved with slurry 
ponds. Further, he said the elim 
ination of slurry ponds would 
save coal companies liability 
insurance and related civil 
expenses. 

Browder said that costs and 
energy consumption constraints 
were a factor in the rate of devel­
opment. He said that with the 
increased public awareness for 
potential problems relating to 
slurry ponds, the dev1ce can be 
more capital intensive and con­
sume more energy while remain­
ing viable to the coal companies. 

Vicco Investment 
Corporation bought the patents 
on the device and A&T 
Manufacturing began the devel­
opment and testing of the proto­
type SIX years ago. During 
development, they went from a 
15-inch belt to a 60-inch belt 
that processes 300 gallons of 
~lurry a minute in a 30 percent 
solid state. 

The machine is designed to 
take the slurry from the thicken­
er and dry it using a conveyor 
belt, vacuums and heat. The 
water removed is then recycled 
into the coal cleaning process 
and reused. 

Currenll>. an estimated 700 
coal slutTy impoundments are 
scattered throughout the United 
States Some are designated as 
heing at high risk for failure.

U.K. and You

Doris Westerman kno\\ s the 
lcs~ons that a wnit hikers and 
rock clt mbe Js this summer. 
It·., one hlT husband learned 
years ago . 

"He was climbing one of 
the cliffs in the Red River 
Gorge, and he accidentally 
grabbed a copperhead. He got 
bit on the hand," said 
Westerman. program coordina­
tor for the undergraduate biol­
ogy lab at the University of 
Kentucky. 

Westerman's husband left 
the gorge immediatel> and 
drove himself to a LexinglOn 
hospitaL There. he received 
treatment designed to keep the 
snake's venom from causing 
gangrene in the bne area. 

"Copperheads aren't neces­
sarily lethal. In fact, you usu­
all) don· t get much venom 
from a copperhead b1te." she 
safd. The usual Lreatmenl is a 
big dose of Benadryl. ice on 
the wound and an intravenous 
solution designed to diffuse 
the poison. 

StilL the presence of cop­
perheads in Kentucky's forests 
and state parks presents a 
threat to hikers and visitors. 
and Westerman offered advice 
on avoiding trouble. 

"Don' 1 put your hand or 
foot where you can't see. and 
remember that copperheads 
are usually encountered from 
dusk to dawn. That's when 
they come out warm up on a 
rock and go hunt for food," she 
said. 

Hikers also should beware 
of Kentuck) 's rattlesnakes. 
which are not as common as 
copperheads. fn Eastern 
Kentucky's mountains, the 
timber rattler tends to hide 
during daytime. emerging 
from cover at night to seek its 
food. 

"They can be provoked by a 
perceived threat, and at night 
they might mistake the warmth 
of a leg for warm-blooded 
prey." she said. So an) night­
time hiking ~hould be done 
w1th boots on.

heart dtsease. chronic arthrius 
a nd neurological

avoid tick bites is to avoid 
places where they congregate. 
Staying in the center of paths 
and away from 0\ergrown 
areas is key to ayoiding ticks. 
Tick repellant~ are also effec­
tive," satd Potter. ------------------

A fourth poisonous snake 
also can be found in streams 
and rivers west of Bowling 
Green. "Water moccasins, or 
couonmouths, can be rather 
aggressive," she said. 

UK executive committe authorizes administrative charge 
"Cottonmouths feed in the 

water. When they bite a fish, 
they've got to hold on until the 
venom works. or the fish will 
escape and the snake loses its 
meal. So. when it bites a per­
son, it will hold on. A victim 
is hkely to get a lot of venom 
in a bite.'' Westerman said. 

Couonmouths aren't com­
mon in Kentuck). she said. 
But she offers a word of cau­
tion: "My rule of thumb is. 
don't wade in swamps." 

Far more lJkely to be 
encountered by hikers are ticks 
that potentiall)' carry Rocky 
Mountain spotted fever or 
Lyme disease, cautioned UK 
entomolog1st Mike Potter. 
The eight-legged, insect- hke 
animals are commonly found 
in woodland, mixed shrub and 
overgrown areas. 

Ticks wan on bushes and 
trees until an ammal or hiker 
brushes by. The parastte will 
then seek out a place on its 
host to bite and take blood. 

"A lick infected with Rocky 
Mountain spotted fever must 
be attached to its host for 18 to 
24 hours before it lransmits the 
microbes that cause the dis­
ease. A tick carrying Lyme 
disease can pass the pathogen 
in an hour or less," Potter said. 
"A hiker should carefully 
check his or her body to locate 
then remove ticks." 

Removing a tick ts simple 
enough but caution is advtsed 
Its mouth parts are shaped like 
tiny barbs that may stay in the 
skin 1f the t1ck is removed 
carelessly. This can lead to 
infection. 

''The best way to remove a 
tick is to grasp it with tweezers 
as close to the skin as possible 
and pull it stra1ght out with 
gentle, even pressure. You

Lexington - The Executive 
Committee of the University of 
Kentucky Board of Trustees 
today authorized the first stage of 
an adminislrative reorganization 
presented by UK President Lee T. 
Todd Jr. Todd said the new reor­
ganization substantially reduces 
the university administration's 
"top-heaviness." He also said 
that over a period of ume. the 
changes, coupled with recent 
retirements. would result in an 
annual savings of $1.25 million. 

Todd outlined the new admin­
istrative structure to Executive 
Committee members at a 1 0 n.m. 
meeting. Immediately after the 
Executive Committee meeting. 
he rolled out the changes to UK 
administrators who were invited 
to a session in a theater of the 
Student Center The president 
said further changes would be 
made as the year continues. The 
Executive Committee also 
instructed Todd to consult with 
the University Senate about how 
the reorganization will affect aca­
demic policies and to bring the 
completed reorganization plan 
back to the UK Board of Trustees 
at an appropriate time m the 
200 l-2002 academic year. 

As part of the reorgani1.atioo. 
Todd announced the creation of 
two new commissions - a 
Commission on the Status of 
Women and a Commission for 
Diversity - that wilJ remain 
active indefinitely and repon 
direclly to him. The Commission 
on Diversity will be asked to 
make recommendations by Dec. 
31. The president said the 
Commission on Women would 
be asked to bring recommenda­
tions to hun whenever it detects 
potential inequities. He said he 
had already noted the oddity of 
the university calhng one of its 
fundraising groups "Fellows" and 
calling its events "black tie'' ses-

"I have put forward a chal­
lenge to reduce mining industry 
fatalities by 15 percent each 
year over the next four years and 
to reduce the lost-time injury 
rate by 50 percem by 2005," 
Lauriski said. "That wiiJ require 
the commitment and help of 
everyone who works in mining." 

In the first quarter of 200 I, 
five coal miners died on the job 
compared with eight in the same 
period of2000. Seven metal and 
nonmetal miners lost their lives 
compared With nine in the same 
period of 2000. Mining fatalities 
totaled 86 last year; 38 in coal 
mining and 48 in metal and non­
metal mining. 

As of July 2, I 0 deaths have 
occurred this year in coal mines 
compared with 16 as of the same 
date last year. In metal and non­
metal mining during the same 
period, there have been 18 fatal­
ities this year compared with 26 
as of the same date a year ago. 

The rate for nonfatal coal

Critic Corner ...

IL's inevitable that peo­
ple - critics included -
v.ill compare director Ivan 
Reitman's latest film with 
his 1980s smash hit 
''Ghostbusters." 

On the surface both 
films have many things •n 
common: They both 
involve a ragtag group of 
''l>cientists'' trying tQ save 

the world from grotesque 
beasties. Both films are 
intended as comedies. 
Sadly, only one quahfies. 
Guess which one? 

·'Evolution" stars David 
Duchovny (Ira) and 
Orlando Jones (Harry) as 
two community-college 
professors who discover a 
meteorite covered with tiny. 
microscopic alien cells. 
Within moments. tllc sin­
t!le-celled organisms begin 
evolving into multicellular 

organisms. and finally into 
gargantuan monsters bent 
on destroying civilization 
as we know it. 

The premise certainly 
lends itself to some funny 
gags. but in "Evolution," 
the most evolved form of 
humor the scriptwriters can 
come up with revolves 
around the buttocks - and 
watching Julianne Moore's 
character fall down. A Jot. 

There doesn't seem to be 
the same kind of rapport 
between "Evolution's" 
characters as 
''Ghostbuster's" Btll 
Murray & Co. Duchovny 
and Moore are supposedly 
the love interests in this 
film. but there's no sparkle. 
no connection. The teaming 
up of Duchovny and Jonel! 
should've worked better. 
but only Jones has momenll! 
of comedic brilliance. It's a 
shame that the only decent 
vehicle for his comedy tal­
ents is working as a pitch-

man for a second-rate soda 
pop. 

The effects in 
"Evolution" are cquaJly 
lackluster. Too much 
emphasis is placed on com­
puter-generated effects 
rather than old-fashiOned 
animatronics or puppets 
combined wtlb spectalizcd 
photography. Comparing 
the high-tech globs from 
··Evolution" with the low­
tech ghosts from 
"Ghostbusters,'' and you 'II 
agree that sometimes the 
old-style effects are more 
special, more realistic. 

Other than a few good 
lines from Orlando Jones, 
there's no reason to see 
"Evolution " Rent - the 
''Ghostbusters" special edi­
tron DVD instead of wast­
ing your time v. ith this life­
le~s glob of protoplasm.
