Sex abuse, sodomy
charges filed

A complaint given to Floyd County
Cabinet for Families and Children earli-
er this month has resulted in the arrest
of & Prestonsburg resident.

Dettined at the Floyd County
Detention Center after being arrested by
Kentucky State Police Detective Mike
Goble on July 12, Deanis J. Meredith,
41, Prestonsburg, is charged with first-
degree sodomy and first-degree sexual
abuse.

According to Assistant County
Attorney Jimmy Marcum, the Cabinet
for Families and Children received a
report of possible sexual abuse tnvolv-
ing a 10-year-old girl. As a typical stan-
dard for investigating reports of sexual
abuse concerning juveniles, the cabinet
asked for sssistance from Kentucky
State Police when they went to visit the
residence on July 12.

Upon their arrival at the Meredith
residence, Marcum said that Meredith
was “cutting weeds” near a marijuana
patch on the premises. In addition to the
sexual abuse charges, Meredith also
faces charges of cultivanng fewer than
five marjuany plants, possession of
marijuana, and possession and/or use of
drug parsphernalia. An amraignment for
the drug-related charges is scheduled

The road was put in after pay-
ment of $450 to Ted Nelson for
dozer work and labor, Nelson
said, and graveled by him.

The gate came after Nelson
claims his attorney at the time
advised him to erect the gate and
close it at least once a year to
maintain the land as private
property.

Nelson said he has started
closing the gate more 1n the past
yeur becayse of community dis-
turbances such as “party-goers”
and garbage accumulation along
his property and feels the recent
events and complaints 1o be an
effort o compromise his claim
to the land us his own property.

“Keith Bartey and Mike
Jarrell, the county road foreman,
came up here about a year ago
and tried to explain to me this
was a county road,” Nelson said.
“They're not going to take
advantage of me nor is this
county going to tuke advantage
of me."”

Nelson claimed on Tuesday
that county maintenance that has
been performed on the reoad, a

According to Nelson, former

picked up another charge of pos-
session of handgun by a convicted
felon as the gun, a 32 caliber
recovered from the scene, was also
stolen, according to reports from
the Kentucky State Police.

Once proseécution presents the
evidence and if a charge of rape is
added to Gunnells’ existing
charges, this would be a second
aggravating circumstance in addi-
tion to the original charge of mur-
der against Gunnells,

According to state law, a set of
eight charges commonly known as
aggravating factors could push a
case into the realm of a death
penalty case.

Gunnells’ case, even without
the additional charge of rape
added, has still been referred (o by
Judge Allenas a death penalty case
and then clarified later by Bartley
as a case in which the death penal-
ty could be a possible punishment.

One of the eight aggravating
circumstances that could merit
prosecution seeking a death sen-

tence listed in state law ‘is first-

degree robbery, which Gunnells
was originally charged with after
his arrest.

Il rape is added to his list of
charges. the case would only grow
stronger for prosecution to seek the
death penalty.

This is not the first time
Gunnells will have appeared
before a court of law facing
charges against him.

With a record that includes
criminal convictions dating before
he could be charged as an adult,
Gunnells has been convicted on
several occasions of felonious
crimes, most of which have been in
connection to stolen automobiles.
But one charge of second-degree
escape came after Gunnells walked
away from a class D work program
in Fayette County, only to be cap-
tured and given an additional five-
year sentence.

He had been released from
prison one month and three days
when Hall's body was discovered
at the LancerWatergap Cardinal
Country Store during the early
morning hours of Wednesday. July

Gunnells was arraigned in
Floyd District Court .on Monday
for an unrelated charge of theft by

A bench warrant was recalled in
1997 on Gunnells for the charge as
he was being held in the Rowan
County Jail.

The Monday court proceedings
set the stage for today as prosecu-
tors prepare again to present evi-
dence that could find a charge of
rape added to those already against
Gunnells,

The hearing was to have been
held last Wednesday, prior o a
request from the Public Advocate’s
office for a continuance stating that
that office had not yet found prop-
er representation for Gunnells,
based on the nature of the charges
being potentially punishable by a
death penalty.

deploying, and managing an infer-
net e-commerce Site), network
administration certification (train-
ing and education in computer net-
work systems), IT fundamentals
certification (training and education
in the fundamentals of information
technology), computer program-
ming certification (provides stu-
dents with an introduction to pro-
gramming languages), and
Microsoft certification (training and
education to become a Microsoft
certified ‘systems engineer on
Windows 2000).

“We've been engaged i various
facets for community instruction
for years,” said Johnson, “but now
we're also expanding the breadth
and depth of what we can offer the
community.”

The school expects to spend $18
million in state appropriated funds
to upgrade and enhance education
within the community.

health/wellness classroom building,
4 $5.5 million-dollar project slated
for completion in October 2002.

By January, Wells will pre-
pare and submit a six-month
status report to Wilhoit, detail-
ing the further progress of the
district consolidated plan, This
report will update the data
from the October report along
with incorporating relevant
new data for measuring
instructional progress at each
of the district’s schools. A crit-
ical component of this report
will address the effectiveness
of leadership at both the dis-
trict and school levels, as well
as addressing the educational
climate at these levels.

In either January or
February, Wilhoit will issue a
status report to the Floyd
County board members,

In other business, Kristina
Springer, director of pupil per-
sonnel, presented a recommen-
dation to the board that for the
first three days of 'school a par-
ent may utilize personal choice
in determining the school that
t¢heir child will attend,
although all children will be
assigned to the closest school
within their home boundaries.

During the initial three-day
period, it would not be neces-
sary lo offer reasons for the
change of schools, but parents
would have to agree to provide
the students transportation to
and from the out-of-boundary
school.

Further. the school system
would reserve the right to
transfer students back to their
home schools if their presence
causes a particular class to be
over cap size  limits.
Additionally, the students must
make acceptable academic
progress (on grade level), be in
regular attendance (not a tru-
ant), and demonstrate accept-

able behavior (no suspension
level offenses).

After the initial three-day
period, an appeal form would
have to be filled out by the par-
ent and approved by the princi-
pal of the child’s current
school and the superintendent
of schools. Valid reasons such
as a wish to enroll in a particu-
lar program not offered at the
home school, such as Jr. ROTC
or advanced languages, must
be given and validated before
approval for a switch would be
granted.

Karen Johnson, director of
transportation, was also on
hand to present the transporta-
tion department’s policy manu-
al to the board for approval.

Several of the board mem-
bers had questions in regard to
a few of the policy directives,
such as a procedure that takes
place when it becomes neces-
sary to eject a student from bus
privileges and concerns
regarding carry-on objects,

When asked if it were
acceptable for a driver to order
a student off a particular bus
and leave them stranded,
Johnson assured the board that
that was not the case.

“In cases of extreme cir-
cumstances, the driver is to
alert the sheriff’s department
for assistance,” Johnson said.
“We do not leave students
abandoned on the road.”

Martinez to lead interagency homeless council,
outlines new vision to combat homelessness

U.S. Housing and Urban
Development Secretary Mel
Martinez has told 600 advocates
for the homeless that he is reacti-
vating a federal council that will
coordinate the actitivies of 15
agencies as part of a comprehen-
sive effort to improve the deliv-
ery of federal services 1o home-
less individuals and families.

In his speech to the annual
conference of the National
Alliance to End Homelessness,
Martinez announced that the
Interagency Council on the
Homeless will meet for the first
time in five years. As the HUD
Secretary, Martinez will chair the
Council.

“It's time we reawaken this
invaluable tool and put it back to
work,” Martinez said. “Our goal
1s to make federal programs that
help the homeless more respon-
sive o the people they are
designed to serve."”

Congress established the
Council in 1987 1o help stream-
line the govemment’s approach
to homelessness by coordinating
the multiple efforts of federal
agencies and other designated
groups.

In addition, Martinez said that
HUD will launch four steps to
further refine and improve the

Department’s approach to

Senator McConnell announces that
tax rebate checks will soon arrive

Tax Refund Check Delivery
Schedule

Tax rebate checks should have
hegan hitting Kentucky mailboxes
on Monday.

U1.S. Senator Mitch McConnell
has announced that the first batch
of tax rebate checks should begin
landing in the mailboxes of taxpay-
ing Kentuckians on Monday, July
23, Kentuckians who paid federal
taxes will get refund checks this
year. In fact, Kentucky taxpayers
will get nearly 1.2 million checks,
totaling $509 million.

“This money is welcome news
to many Kentuckians,” said
McConnell. “President Bush
promised to return some of the sur-
plus back to those who were over-
charged, and today he's keeping
that promise. This refund ensures

that $509 million will be in the
hands of Kenwucky families, not
Washington bureaucrats.”

As a result of President Bush's
tax relief bill. which was signed
into law on June 7th. single filers
will receive a rebate check of up to
$300, heads of households will
receive as much as $500, and mar-
ried couples will receive up

The Treasury Department says
checks will be issued according to
the last two digits of your Social
Security number. For example. if
the last two digits are 00-09 you
will receive your check the first
week—ithe week of July 23, If the
last two digits are 90-99 you will
receive your check during the 10th
week—ithe week of September 24,

In addition to the tax rebates
this summer, taxpaying Americans
will soon see relief from the mar-
riage penalty tax, the elimination
of the death tax, as well as imme-
diate across-the-board income tax
relief. Congress and the White
House have also doubled the child
tax credit to $1,000. The tax bill
also included McConnell’s provi-
sion that expanded education sav-
ings accounts so families can save
tax-free dollars for their children's
education.

From families
anticipating their child’s very
first day of school to those just
getting back on schedule, it's a
day everybody gears up for.
For many, that means a
shopping frenzy - lunch boxes
and backpacks filled with
necessities and “gotta-have-
its.” The coolest clothes and

hottest shoes. Haircuts and
new make-up. Even depend-
able wheels and student loans
for those moving on to college.

There’s also a rush to complete

medical requirements and a
concentrated effort to make the
most of those last vacation
days.

With all the changes in
Floyd County’s schools, August

With change comes excitement
for some, anxiety for others.
Whatever the mood, there are a
lot of questions.

In cooperation with the
Board of Education, The Floyd
County Times has prepared a
special “Back to School” publi-
cation to help smooth the tran-
sition berween the old and the
new. We hope you find the
enclosed information helpful.

Dlspensmg medication pohcy

Except for prescription med-
ication that is delivered to school
by parents, internal medicine,
including aspirin, shall not be kept
at school for the purpose of
administering to pupils.
Antiseptic and appropriate other
emergency medications shall be
maintained in the school first-aid
kit.

Upon written parental request
and in accordance with the follow-
ing guidelines, pupils may lake
medicine which is brought from
home and specifically ordered by
the pupil's personal physician.

1.  Written documentation
from the physician must be
obtained prior to the school per-
sonnel witnessing students taking
medication at school or at school-
related events.

2. Parents and school adminis-
trators shall meet to discuss the
student’s medication needs prior
to any school personnel witness-
ing students taking medication at
school or at school-related events.

3. Parents must sign an autho-
rization card in order for school
personnel to witness a student’s
taking medication. Schools will
accept only those medications that
will be administered for at least a
two-week period or longer and
only those medications brought to
school by parents. - Parents are
encouraged to schedule times of
administration so that a minimum
number of doses will be given
during the school day.

4. Medication shall be brought
to school in the original prescrip-
tion container. which shall include
the student’s name and the name
and prescribed dosage of the med-
icine. Parents shall bring to school
only the amount of medication
needed during school hours, and
the school shall accept only a
month’s supply of medication for
any student.

5. All medication brought to
school by parents shall be left in
the Prncipal's office and kept
under lock and key in a secure
location designated by the
Principal.

6. Two (2) designated school
personnel shall witness students

taking medication. A log contain-
ing date. time, amount, student’s
name, etc., shall be kept.

7. Students shall not share any
prescription or over-the-counter
medication with another student.

Each year, the District shall notify
students in writing of this prohibi-
tion and that violations shall result
in appropriate disciplinary action,
including but not limited to, sus-
pension or expulsion.

Further requirements

Students enrolling n Floyd
County schools this fall must
meel certain  requirements.
Here's a few things to know to
keep your children from being
wmed away at the door on the
first day of school.

B Children bom October 1,
1992, or later are required to have
three doses of the Hepatitis B
vaccine at kinderganten level, or
to have begun the series of three
doses which need to be complet-
ed within six menths of school
entry. The child will be sent
home when the certificate expires
if it is not completed.

B Children up to age 18 may
obtain Hepatitis B vaccinations at
the Floyd County Health
Department. There is no charge
for the vaccinations, but the
office visit will cost around $2 -
$3.

B Children enrolling in Head
Start / Pre-scheol must have a
second MMR before they may
enter school. This applies to chil-
dren age four years and older. An
official copy of the child’s birth

‘certificate is necessary. A bill-

fold-size certificated is not
acceptable. The certificate must
have a certified seal on a full-
sized copy. If the certificate is not
available, stop problems before
they start - contact the school
principal right away.

W A physical exam is required
at the beginning of a child's entry
into the Floyd County School
System. I your child has had a
physical exam for Head Start or
Preschool last year, and it was
dated within the past 12 months,
another exam is not necessary for
them to go into kindergarten.

Parents should keep an up-
wedate, complete immuniza-
tion record for their chaldren
al the family doctor’s office or
at the Flayd Coumty Health
Department. The school system
will need a documented listing
of childrefi’s tmmunization
record. Individual slips of
confirmation of boosters and
vaccinations are not accept-

able.
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Pockets and purses are
no places for medicine

Don't send Johnny or Jane to
school with medication in their
pockets. They can get into some
preity serious trouble, according
to school officials.

Parents must fill out a pre-
scription medication log if their
children need to be given any
type of medication.

Parents must also deliver the
medication to the school person-
ally, according to the Floyd
County Board of Education
School Nurse, Jennifer Martin.

Trained school officials will
keep the medicine under lock
and key and will dispense it to
the children as scheduled,

Only medicine prescribed for
the child by a licensed physician
will be accepted. Such things as
emergency antiseptics will be
kept in school first aid kits if a
need for such items should arise.

Children should not handle
medications at all; therefore,
they should not be given med-
ications to carry with them on
the school bus or to the school
office. This is the'sole résponsi-
bility of the parent. Aspirin and
non-aspirin medications, as well
as any over-the-counter medica-
tions such as cough or cold med-
ications, as well as cough
lozenges, are not to be sent to
school.

Written documentation from
the child’s physician is required
before any prescription medica-
tions may be administered on
school grounds. Prescription
medications must be brought to
the school in the original pre-
scription comtainers, labeled
with the child's name and pre-
scribed dosage, as well as the
name of the attending physician.
Only minimum  required
dosages of the medication(s)
may be accepted by the school
principal’s office.

Certain conditions, such as

asthma, that require students to
keep medications on their per-
son, require special permission
standards.  Special circum-
stances such as these may be
worked out through a physician-
principal conference
Additionally, two designated
school personnel must witness
students receiving medications,
A log is kept of each dosage.

Parents may check this log i
they have concemns or questions.

If a medication can be taken
at home, such as a 12-hour
antibiotic, then the medication
should be administered at home
and not at the school.

What to do if your child
comes home with head lice

Pon’t panie. Anyone —adult
or youngster—can get head lice.
Head-lice are passed [rom' per-
son 1o person by direct contact
or on shared objects (combs,
towels, headphones. etc.). It has
nothing to do with cleanliness
and does not reflect poorly on
you as a parent, The problem is
easily managed. Just follow
these nstructions:

. Check every member of

the family. Look for tiny, white
eggs (nits) on hair shafts, near
the scalp, and especially at the
nape of the neck and behind the
ears. Head lice are small, gray-
ish-tan insects without wings.
Any family member with lice or
nits must be treated.

2. Use an effective head lice
treatment, Several are available
without a prescription. The
creme rinse requires just one
application and protects against
reinfestation for up to two
weeks.  Shampoo treatments
require a second application 7-
10 days after the first, are less
effective, and offer no extended
protection. Ask vour pharmacist
for more information.

3. Remove all nits. Gently
comb the c¢hild’s hair with the
special nil removal comb.

These combs are usually provid-
ed with the hice treatment prod-
ucts;

4. Wash clothes, bed linens,
and towels. Use hot water and
dry on hot cycle for at least 20
minutes. ltems not machine
washable must be dry cleaned or
stored at room temperature in 9
tightly sealed plastic bag for at
least two weeks. [tems such as
headphones dnd helmets should
be similarly bagged and stored.

5. Soak combs. brushes, etc.,
in hot water. The hotter the bet
ter, but at 130 degrees
Fahrepheit. ltems should be
allowed to soak for 5-10 min-
utes.

6. Vacuum everywhere. To
make sure the rest of your home
18 louse free, you should vacuum
carpets, pillows. mattresses,
upholstered [urmiture, and even
the car seats,

Remember: Head lice cannot
survive without a kaman host.
They cannol survive on family
pets. Choose an effective treat-
ment, use as directed, and per-
form the steps listed above to

eliminate head lice from your
home and 1o help prevent their

spread in the community,

Angela Lovett, president of
WorldWideLearn, developed the
site with education consumers in
mind. “I'm not & corporation or
an academic, I'm an indepen-
dent learner, sharing the same
metivations and characteristics
as my visilors. As such, I've
tried to design WorldWideLearn
im a way that's conducive to
shopping for online education.”
The site navigation is based
on a browsuble directory that is
separated into subjegt areas so
visitors can ¢uickly visit areas
that interest them. From the
home page, Visilors are never
more than two clicks away from
a course provider. There are 43
subject areas covering a broad
range of topics including
accounting, cooking, e-com-
merce, legal education, music,
photography, saleés training,
teaching and writing. Additional

ed and added to the site, Lovett
said.

Lovett offers the following
tips for choosing am online
course and evaluating its quali-
ty:

Kids always seem to be asking
their parents for money, Whether
it’s an increase in their allowance,
money 1o bizy the latest tech toy or
a cool outfit for the first day back
to school, cne thing’s for sure —
they want it.

“So we won something like
50 or 60 races that year with that
car- it was 1950, It was & modi-
fied '37 Dodge coupe with @ six
cylinder Chrysler engine in it,
and we raced all through the
Carolinas.

Owens won enough races in
1953 and 1954 10 win the
national championship in the
Modified Division. He also ran
selected races in NASCAR's
Grand National Divigion, and in
1957 he won his first race that
premier division, o 160-mile
beach race at Daytona. He had
six more top-10 finishes that
year, including a second place in
the Southern 500. Before he
hung up his helmet for good,
Owens made 160 NASCAR
Grand National starts aver a 14-
year period with nine wins. 11
poles and 52 op-fives,

Owens decided to become a
race car builder and owner for
others after an accident left him
with double vision. "1 had a bad
accident in 1951 that destroyed
my vision partially,” said
Owens. “1 stull have double
viston o this day, but I correct it
through glasses now after four
operations. But | was beginning
to curtail my driving in 1961 and
1962 because my depth percep-
tion had changed quite drastical-
Iy and 1 was either gonna run
over someone of, you know, do
something | shouldn’t be doing
because of the depth percep-
tion.”

One of the first to drive for
Owens in 1962 was Junior
Johnson, who became a leg-
endary driver and car owner
himself. The best finish for the
Owens/Iohnson  combination
was second at the Firecracker
400, then the summer race at
Daytona International
Speedway.

That same year, Owens got
together with fellow
Spartanburg, S.C, resident
David Pearson. They didn't win
any races together that year bu
became incredibly successful
later on; Their first win together
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in a Dodge came in the
Richmond 250, March 10, 1964
at Atlantic Rural Fairgrounds. At
that time, the track was a half-
mile dirt oval,

Owens’ last win as a driver in
NASCAR Grand National
Series racing came at Richmond
on September 14. 1964. News
reports at the time said he ran
the race because he loved 1o race
on dirt. He was quoted as say-
ing, “We're minning fewer and
fewer dimt tracks on the Grand
National circuit these days.
That's a shame. T don’t care any-
thing about driving on asphalt. 1
Just did this for fun.”

After he retired as a race car
owner. Owens stayed in the
game by building drive shafts
for Dodges. “At one time, |
guess 1 was building 75 percent
of all the drive shafts that was
racing in NASCAR."” explained

Owens. I just gradually got
out of that because competition
began to get gredter and 1 just
fuded out of it.”

Owens still goes to work
daily at the salvage operation he
runs in Spartanburg. Loyal to the
brand and company that helped
make him one of the all-time
greats in modified and stock car
racing. Owens acecepts only
Chrysler products at his busi-
ness. His business now has
between 1,200 and 1,500
Chrysler. Dodge and Plymouth
cars.
“When Chrysler decided to
come into racing, | went with
Chrysler.” said

Owens. “And then as they
began to curtail back out of ruc-
ing, 1 sccumulated @ whole
bunch of Chrysler cars and only
had a certain amount of space,
So | said I'd open vp a wreeking
yard and specialize in Chrysler,
because [ only had three or four
geres at that tme. Since then,
I’ ve gained and have 12 acres of
Chrysler cars now.”

In'my pre-teen years, |
had two lofty ambitions:
first, 1 wanted to be a cow-
boy. Never mind the fact
that the closest [ ever came
to sitting on a horse was
when Dad let little brother
loe and me ride a pair of
mules from the garden to
the bam after he'd bor-
rowed them 1o turn a new-
ground; and second. I want-
ed (o grow up as quickly as
possible so that I could
smoke.

While 100 many
Saturdays on the front row
of the Royal and Sipp the-
atres no doubt prompted the
first ambition, the fact that
all the adults | most
admired were smokers
prompted the other. Dad,
my brother Ernest, and even
President Roosevelt, were
smokers.

But somewhere on the
trail from then to adulthood,
my dream of a ten gallon
hat (white, of course), fancy
duds and a pair of shiny,
pearl-handled six guns got
ambushed by reality. And
for some strange reason,
when I got old enough ta
smoke; I didn't want to. Oh,
I'was a smoker in college,
and even for a while after |
got out. But smoking just
didn't appeal to me, and
fortunately, neither did it
latch on to me like a leech
in muddy water, as it did
many of my friends.

Anyway what got me (o
thinking about smoking in
the first place, was a little
editorial comment [ read in
the paper last week, Now
while many of my friends
and family are smokers,
there's not a one of them
that doesn’t freely admit
that smoking's not good for
them. As a matter of fact,
I've heard some of them
bum a cigarette by saying,
“Gimme one of them coffin
nails,” or, "Got an-extra
cancer stick?”

But this editorial was
about a study conducted by
the Phillip Morris Tobacco
Company that puts & posi-
tive spin on the fact that
smoking will eventually kill
you. The study, which was
conducted in
Czechoslovakia, concluded
that the Czech Republic
saved $30 million in 1999
on people who didn’t need
support, housing or care,
because they were dead...of
smoking related discases,
On top of that, the study
also pointed out that the
huge amount of money col-
lected from taxes on the
cigarrettes was also good
for the government.

White grubs
attack Kentucky
lawns

White grubs feed on the roots
of grass species, reducing the

ability for turf to take up enough
water to, withstand the stress of

Large dead patches of sod
that easily roll back like carpet
develop in grub-infested areas.
If grub feeding damage reaches
this state, it might be too late to
save your lawn, Early detection
can prevent this destruction,

When walking around your
lawn, took for brown, dead spots
that easily pull back. Another
possible waming is large flocks
of feeding birds such as quail,
crows, European starlings,
grackles, Eastern kingbirds, cat-
birds, red-winged blackbirds,
robins and song sparrows, In
addition to the birds, moles and

skunks feed on white grubs and
can become a nuisance or even
damage lawns as they search for
these larvae.

Various, preventive and cura-
tive insecticides are labeled to
control white grubs.
