facility and furthermore seek 
mental health treatment, both to 
be followed with rcgul<lr check­
ups 

Gayheart was Indicted, along 

with Arthur L. Ritchie, on several 
drug-related charges on February 
6. Gayheart's charges in that 
indicbnent were conspiracy to 
posses~ with intent to distribute 
oxycodone. two counts of pos­
sessing wtth the intent to distrib­
ute and distributing oxycodonc. 
and a fourth charge of possession 
with the intent to distribute oxy­
codone. 

Just ptior to Monda)'·~ sen· 
tencing. both U.S Attorney 
Teresa G. Reed and Gayheart's 
attorney, Stephen D. Milner were 
asked to approach the bench 

After approximately I 0 min­
ute~ of hushed discussion, most of 
which seemed to be between 
Reed and U.S. District Judge 
Joseph M. Hood. the panies left 
the bl!nch and returned 

As Hood then continued with 
the sentencing, Gayheart stood 
solidly beside Owens and antici­
pated the judgment. 

After hearing the cou.n's deci­
sion. Gayheart was clearly 
relieved and listened closely as 
Hood explained lhe conditions of 
the release. 

Along with the three-year pro-

bationary sentence and the drug 
and mental health treaanent. Reed 
made a motion, sustained by 
Hood. to dismiss three of of the 
four charges against Gayheart. 
both counts of distributing oxy­
codone and the remaining posses­
sion count. 

When contacted Thur~day, 
Reed said she could not comment 
on the nature of the decic;ion, 
stressing that she could not 
divulge any information about the 
case. 

Attempts to contact Gayheart's 
attorney were un!>uccessful. 

Rebekah Lynn Nickell was not in 
court during the actual arraign­
ment, arriving hours later to an 
unhappy Hood. who reprimand­
ed her once -;he came forward. 

"I haven't had the time to -;ign 
the warrant today, Mrs. Ni~:kell. 
bur you should know. I issued a 
bench warrant for your arrest." 
Hood said. "You're in enough 
trouble as it is, you don't want to 
make It worse.'' 

A large portion tlf Lhe charges 
included in Monday's arraign­
ment dealt with acquiring a con­
trolled substance by misrepre­
sentation, fraud, forget) or 
deception, often an indicator to 
prescription forgeries. a violation 
consistently connected to pre­
scription drug offenses. 

Boggs and Franklin. if found 
guilty of the alleged l·rimes 
could each tind themselves scn;­
ing. 96 years in prison and paying 
up to $1.57 miUion each m fines. 

After accepting the se\ en 
requests for y,aiving the fom1al 
arraignmem on behalf of Bogg~ 
and Bentley and the lhe remain­
ing defendants. Shay, n L 
Hibb111~. Angela Hibbitts, Phyllis 
Jones. Keith Napier and RhondH 
Fleming. and accepting pleas of 
not guil[)', Hood then ordered a 
trial to be set for July 16.

Bartley seemed to touch on drug 
issues in Aoyd and surrounding 
counties, Johnson County in par­
ticular, that man) can readily see 
as a pivotal beginning point in 
the fight against drugs. 

Once the subject of prescrip­
tion drug abuse was brought to 
the table and a direction for the 
group's efforts revealed itself. 
discussion quickly became cen-

"They tell me that as 
long as the doctor prescribing 
the medication is a legitimate 
doctor and the prescription filled 
is legiumate. then there's noth­
ing illegal being done." 

To add further insight into the 
prescription aspect of drug 
abuse within the county were the 
owners and operators of 
McDowell Professional 
Pharmacy, Steve and Elisha 
Dawson. 

"1 wish you could be with us 
at work just one day.'' E lisha 
Dawson said, when asked to 
stand during Thursday's meeting 
and offer comments. "A big 
problem tn Left Beaver is we 
have people coming and picktng 
up prescriptions for a 30-day 
supply and then coming back 
ju!-.t da) s later for more. The 
problem 1s with the doctors." 

Steve Dawson went on to 
expand on his wife's clear agita­
tion by explaining to the group 
that boih he and bis w1fe had 
been. on numerous occasions, 
the subject of verbal abuse from 
customers they had turned away 
for presenting them with clearly 
inappropriate prescriptions. 

" In Paintsville, some stores 
are filling 2.000 prescriptions a 
day,'' Dawson said. ·•we rum 
stuff away daily and God only 
knows what these people are 
willing to do for these drugs. 
It's scary" 

Bartley responded quickly to 
this insight. taking the opportu­
nit) to further illustrate what had 
alread) been understood, but 
perhaps not stressed and perhaps 
not understood in local commu­
nities. 

"Until you put an end to the 
doctor. the pharmacy will 
Lhri\'e," said Bartley. 

Many of the pharmacies that 
are filling large amounts of con­
trolled prescripllons a day. are, 
said Ba.nle}. connected to the 
doctors themselves. He funher 
explamed that several of the 
pharmacies have the doctors in 
that region as stockholders. 

Turner, who remained quiet 
and listened during most ot the 
meeting, lhd offer his services in 
whatever way he could, stating 
he would begin looking into 
agencies which could help them 
with their goals in fighting the 
problem. 

Thornsberry prompted Casey 
Vanderpool. a former prescnp­
tion abuser and son of the group 

worker for the state who educat­
ed and encouraged us. She gave 
a lot of her time and helped the 
girls realize what it would be 
like to be in a foster home.'' said 
Meagher. "Thanks, too, for all 
the troops who gave a gift to the 
foster children and to who will 
help with the upcoming jump-a­
thon." 

"We appreciate Colgate," 
Meagher added. 

Meagher bas deposited the 
check into the Girl Scout check­
ing account and will be using it ...,. 
for a pool party that the Girl 
Scouts will be holding for the 
foster children. 

"I think it was a great suc­
cess. and J was very happy to be 
able to help the foster children 
of Breathitt County,'' said Julie 
Sygiel, a member of the Cadeue 
Girl SeouL Troop.

organizers, Mike and D1ane 
Vanderpool, to ofter insight to 
the group about the effect drugs 
have on an individual.

''When I was on drugs. l was 
one of the coolest guys around 
and had lots of friends." contin­
ued Vanderpool, explaining peer 
pressure played a llUlJOr role in 
the problem. • 

Just before ending the meet..! 
ing roughly two hours later, 
Thornsberry again asked 
Blackburn and Bartley whar 
they, as a group could do to help. 

"I have to make a buy to get 
anything done." Blackburn said. 
"I've taken money from my own 
pocket to make buys before, but 
our budget doesn't allow fol' 
those kinds of purchases." : 

Understanding the problem, 
Thornsberry and others agreed 
to form a "money chest" to help • 
with the financial end of law 
enforcement operations connect­
ed to drug investigations. stat· 
ing. however, that all of the 
mone) donated to the sheriff'-. 
department would have to be 
used exclusively for the purpose 
of fighting drugs. 

''AU I need are bodtes.'' said 
Bartley afterwards. when asked 
what the group could do to help 
the county attorney's office.. s, 
"You put bodies in the court- ~ 
room and we'll prosecute."

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New highway markers 
recall Hatfield-McCoy feud 

Members of the Hatfield and 
McCoy families will unveil 
the markers. 

The Kentucky Historical 
Society has administered the 
Historical Markers Program 
for 40 years. Today, there are 
nearly 1.000 markers through­
out the state. The Kentucky Historical 

Society and the Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet will 
unveil four ne\\ historical 
ma1 kers noting events and 
locations surrounding the cel­
ebrated Hatfield-McCoy feud 
in Pikeville nt 9 a.m., Sunday, 
June I 0. The dedication will 
be al the marker site for the 
"Hog Trial." next to the post 
office at McCarr on Route 
319. 

The Hatfield-McCoy feud 
grew from a local fight to 
international legend as the 
e'>ents were magnified in the 
retelling of stories, coverage 
by the media and storytelling 
myth and lore. The new mark­
ers illustrate several events -
the "Hog Trial," an "Election 
Fight," the site of "Randolph 
McCoy's House.'' and the site 
of "Asa Harmon McCoy's 
Killing.'' 

In the hog trial. Randolph

and sewer projects."' said Judge­
Executive Denny Ray Noble. 

The biggest addit10n to the 
infrastructure - a power plant 
- is about to be built. The plant 
was permitted and the president 
of the company. John Tate. said 
that the project "looks real good 
now," Judge Noble said. 

Judge Noble :.aid that the $8.4 
million courthouse project will 
get underway following demoli­
tion this summer. 

Noble said that the county has 
enhanced its 911 system to take 
cellular calls. which will bring 
cellular phone income into the 
county. The county also just got 
a grant. with Harlan County. to 
map the entire county so that 
people calling 911 can be pin­
pointeJ by rescue vehicles. 

The Perry County Ambulance 
Service has one of the best para­
medic services in the state. com­
parable to Lexington. he said. 
The PCAM just reimbursed the 
county about $250.000 out of 
$300,000 that was borrowed 
from the county, he said. 

The county also plans to 
expand recreation to outlymg 
areas of the county. Four walking 
trails will be built, at Krypton, 
Hardburley, Buckhorn and 
Cornettsville. At Cornettsville, a 
full park with ball fields and 
buildings is planned. 

Perry County is al~o a leader 
10 the PRIDE cleanup, Judge 
Noble said. The county did three 
timtJs as much cleanup this year 
us in past years. Volunteers and 
county/city worker!- collected 
7.5 million tons of garbage. 300 
cars and between 6,000 and 
8,000 tires. 

'I he tire~ were just hauled off 
by tractor-trailer:. on June 6. 
according to Judge Noble. 

McCoy accused Floyd 
Hatfield of stealing his hog. A 
trial was set with six McCoys 
and six Hatfields in the jury, 
and Floyd was acquitted. 

In the election fight. an 
election was held near Jerry 
Hatfield's house and a fight 
broke out between a Hatfield 
and a McCoy. Others JOined in 
and Ellison Hatfield was 
killed. The McCoy brothers 
were captured and killed in the 
''pawpaw tree" incident. 

The Randolph McCoy 
house. on Blackberry Fork of 
Pond Creek, was burned in 
1888 during a Hatfield raid. 
Two of McCoy's children 
were killed and their mother 
was injured. The McCoy 
Cemetery, near Toler on Route 
319. holds the graves of three 
of Randolph McCoy's sons. all 
killed by Hatfields. and the 
two children who died when 
the Hatfielas burned their

U.S. District Judge 
Richard Matsch denied 
Timothy McVeigh a further 
stay of execution 
Wednesday, after an hour­
long hearing in Denver. say­
ing that nothing in the newly 
disclosed FBI documents 
could change the fact that he 

• was the "instrument of death 
and destruction" in lhe 
bombing. 

Timothy McVeigh, who 
was convicted in the 1995 
bombing of the Oklahoma 
Cit) federal building where 
I 68 people and more than 
500 others \\ere injured. 
now has only two slim 
chances for a sta} of execu­
tion. 

McVeigh'' lawyers said 
lhey would file an appeal 
today with the I Oth U.S 
Circuit Coun of Appeals in 
Denver - which has never 
overturned Mats<;h in the 
bombing case. Further 
appeals would go to the 
Supreme Court. 

··we arc extremely disap­
pointed in the court's ruling 
today. defense <ntorney 
Rob Nigh said. 

The 33 year old Gulf War 
veteran is set to die b~ injec­
tion Monday at a federal 
prison in Terre Haute, Ind. 

''Everybody said (the 
execution) wasn't going to 

f happen," Bill McVeigh said. 
"You got to wait for the 
judge. You can't go by what 
they say." 

Bill McVeigh. along with 
bombing victtms, had pre­
pared for this execution to 
happen May 16 before it was 
delayed. Now. they start the 
mental preparations for 
Monday's scheduled execu­
tion. 

"That's the tough part," 
he said. "If they get to the

hold it. we start this all over 
again. It's tough with the 
ups and downs." 

Bill McVeigh said he'll 
be out of town until after his 
son's death. He said he'll 
lighten his load a bit when 
he gets back.

''I won· t be here,'' he 
said "Hopefully. he '11 call 
before I leave." 

Monsignor Paul Belzer.

Death penalty opponents from across the 
country are expected to hold demonstrations 
and vigils during Monday's execution of 
convicted Oklahoma City bomber Tim 
McVeigh but a relative few are expected to 
demonstrate at the federal prison where 
McVeigh is to die. 

"I'm not sure ho\\ many activists will be 
(in Terre Haute) but we do expect chapters of 
Amnesty International to hold vigils or ral­
hes in their local communities." 

·'The bombing in Oklahoma City was a 
crime that caused deep and immeasurable 
suffenng,'' Baraka said. "Such suffering 
deserves compassion. respect and justice.

Timothy McVeigh. who 
bombed the federal building in 
Oklahoma City in 1995 and killed 
168 people. will be the 341 st 
inmate executed by the federal 
government. 

He also will be the first federal 
prisoner to be executed by lethal 
injection. Hanging. electrocution 
and lethal gas have heen used m 
pa!il executions. 

The death chamber, located on 
the west grounds of the U.S. 
Penitentiary in Terre Haute, was 
fmished in 1995. and the tirst 20 
condemned men moved onto 
death row in July 1999. 

Since then, two other execu­
tions have been scheduled. but 
none has made it as far as that of 
McVeigh 

Juan Raul Gau.a. a marijuana 
trafficker convicted of killing one 
man and ordering the deaths of 
two others. was slated to die in 
Terre Haute last Aug. 5. but tus 
execution twice ha<; been post­
poned and is now set for June 19. 

Davtd Paul Hammer, sen­
tenced to die for killing his cell­
mate at a federal prison in 
Pennsylvania. has had three dates 
to clie - most recent!} Feb. 2 t'.
