Revering the land 

0 
n the day James Still died, newspaper headlines 
announced Kentucky's deci. ion ro protect Pine 
Mountnin Settlement School from an assault by 
nearby strip mine operations. Maybe someone 

LOld him. 
Perhaps the greatest of Kcmucky writers. although this 

was only his adopted tate. Mr. Still offered a more elo­
quent vision of its Appalachian heritage than anyone el. e 
has been able to conjure. 

"I shall not leave these prisoning hills," he insisted in 
his most defiant poem. "though they topple their barren 
heads to level e.uth and the forests slide uprooted out of 
the :,ky.'' 

The attachment of moumain pet 1ple lo rhe land was Mr. 
Still's literary obsession. And it is central to the argument 
for keeping strip mine dozers off those 2.364 vulnerable 
acres just north of the Pine Mountam Settlement Scbool,s 
environmental education center in Harlan County. 

Thousands of school children come to the center each 
year. not to watch augers rip into highwalls or trucks 
dump overburden into hollow 111ls. but to experience 
mountains and forests as they were before the advent of 
logging and mining - to hear wjnd on waters and the 
rustle of rabbits. not the thunder of coal operators' dyna­
mite. Natural Resources Secretary James Bickford was 
right to preserve lhis opportunity for them. and for all of 
us. 

It is for the courts to decide whether the mineral owners 
should be compensated. and if so by \\hom, for the coal 
that Mr. Bickford has placed off limits. Meantime. his 
decision affirms that some things ate more valuable than 
property rights, a truth that seems to be lost on those mak­
ing such dedsions in Washington these days. 

Law gives government the right to set aside certain 
places like Pine Mountain Settlemem School, which is on 
the National Regbtcr of His1oric Places. and to stay the 
hand of modernity from ruining them. 

As Mr. Still argued in his timeless novel River of Earth, 
the impact of industrialization wus heavy in Eac;;tern 
Kentucky. Mountatn people raged against it, sometimes 
openly. more often in a kind of quiet. extended grief. 

But most, even as expatriate mourners in Dayton or 
Detroit. never really left the land. 'jl cannot leavc1" James 
Still wrote in the poem Heritage. "( cannot go away ... 
Being of these hills, I cannot pass beyond." 

Land worthy of such love should be preserved. The 
Patton Administration is trying to save a little piece of it.
