PRESTONSBURG — Friday. one
day after highlighting the importance
of education as a stepping stone
toward growth for Eastern Kentucky
at the Appalachian Regional
Commission’s “New Appalachia”
conference, Gov. Paul Patton found
himself taking part in & groundbreak-
ing ceremony for three new
Prestonsburg Community College
facilities that may prove to be a

tremendous step toward achieving
those goals.

Prestonsburg Community College,
along with Morehead State University
at  Prestonsburg and the East
Kentucky Science Center, hosted the
ceremony which was held on campus
in the Pike Building auditorium,

The groundbreaking; held behind
the Campbell Science Building and
involving members of each of the
three organizations which will be ati-
lizing the facilities as well as local
and state government officials, broke

loose the first shovels full of dirt for
what will become a plethora of educa-
tional opportunities for students and
the public once completed.

The Classroom and Health
Education Building, which was envi-
sioned as a two-phase project — one
phase alone consisting of 29,000
square feet — was partially funded in
1996. This facility will provide a stu-
dent center housing a bookstore, food
service area, game room, lounge ared,
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it in the state.
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Governor Paul Patton and numerous other state and county public officials grabbed
shovels full of dirt during a groundbreaking ceremony at Prestonsburg Community
College on Friday for three new facilities to be built on the campus in the next two
years, including a state-of-the-art planetarium that will be only the sixth facility like

Feelings strongest in Martin County

PRESTONSBURG — When
asked, an overwhelming majori
ty af people in two coal mining
communities agree: The federal
government should set stricter
mining standards.

Following the coal slurry
impoundment spill on October
11, 2000, which sent 250 million
gallons of coal waste into two

major arteries of the Tug Fork of

the Big Sandy River, that seems
to be the overwhelming concern
of residents in Martin and Perry
counties.

According Lo surveys com-
ducted by an' Eastern Kentucky
University student-faculty
research team, B5 percent of the
489 people surveyed in Martin
County “agreed” or “strongly
agreed™ that the government
needs stricter mining standards
for local mining industries.
Similarly, 71 percent of Perry
Countians -asked felt the same.

An Eastern Kentucky
University student-faculty
research team began the survey
as a research project in Martin

County last year, two weeks after

the spill oceurred, 1o analyze

community reactions of the coal
slurry impoundment spill, which
has since been dubbed one of the
worst environmental disasters in
the southeastern United States.

Those students, along with
Field Supervisor Rob Welch,
professor of social work at EKU,
were on hand Friday night to
present their findings in a public
forum at Jenny Wiley State
Resort Park, and what they had
to say illustrated the enormity of
the negative concerns surround-
ing the area's: largest industry.
Specifically, unfavorable con-
ceérns targeted mining regula-
tions, water quality, and overall
“frust” in the govemment Sys-
tem. .
To the students at EKU who
participated in the survey, those
concerns now have become part
of finding a way to fix the prob-
lems or concerns,

“1 feel like we're at least the
voice of Martin County,” said
student Cathy Reeser, EKU
senior, participant of the project
for four semesters. “We're here
to listen and to report what they
feel”

Perry teenager
killed on Daniel
Boone Parkway

Police continue to investigate
an accident in Hazard Monday
which killed a 19-year-old girl.
Jessica Ann Stacy, of Viper.

Stacy was in a 1998 Chevrolet
car traveling north on Morton
Boulevard when she attempted to
cross the Daniel Boone Parkway
and pulled into the path of a coal
truck, according to a report from
the Hazard Police Department.

The truck struck the car on the
passenger side, and the car hit a
utility pole before coming to rest
in a ditch, police said,

Stacy was taken to the Hazard
Appalachian Regional Medical
Center, where she was pro-
nounced dead at the scene.

Chalmer Bailey, 33, of
Salyersville, was listed as the dri-
ver of the coal truck, a Western
Star vehicle,

Bailey's truck and a second
coal truck were carrying coal the
Starfire Perry County mine fo the
Leslie tipple off Route 80,
according to Bailey, Men were
working on a traffic light at the
intersection and nobody was
directing traffic at the tme,

Bailey said.

Roger Sparks of
Lowmansville was driving the
second truck.

The men said they had been
hauling coal since about 6:30 a.m.
The light was just flashing yellow
at first, but on subsequent trips,
they noticed men working on the
light.

“They've been working on it
the rest of the day.” Sparks said.

Highway officials at the scene
said that the light was flashing
yellow on Route 80 and flashing
red on Morton Blvd.

A spokesman for police con-
firmed that the lights were flash-
ing in that way.

About seven or eight police
and firefighters were al the scene
directing traffic immediately after
the accident.

Jessica Stacy bad recently
become engaged to be married to
Bryan McKnight of Viper. She
was a student at Hazard
Community College and a gradu-
ate of Perry Central High.

She was the daughter of
George and Freda Fields, from
the right fork of Mason's Creek.

Perry County,

In this regard, 51 percent of
Martin  Countians  surveyed
“strongly disugreed” that they
rust locil coal companies, and
41 percent also “strongly dis-
agree™ that they trust local gov-
ernments, In Perry County only
19 percent of those surveyved felt
the same about local coal com-
panies, and only |2 percent
shared this discontentment with
local governments.

This same dividing line is
also portrayed in other parts of
the: survey, which focused on
questions pertaining 1o the envi-
ronment, economy and educa-
tional and job opportunities
availablé in the area,

Forty-one percent of those
surveyed in Martin County said
that the environment is a “seri-
ous probiem” in their county, but
only 16 percent of Perry
Countians agreed. In Martin
county, 80 percent of those sur-
‘veyed consider drinking water
quality a “serious problem” as
well. However, only 24 percent
of Perry Countians felt likewise,

And as far as coal waste, such
#5 was lost in the Tug Fork
Valley last October, 69 percent
of Martin Countians say il
remains 4 'senous problem,” bul
only 12 percent those in Perry
County who were not direcily
affected by the spill felt like-
wise,

These divisions between
Martin and Perry counties ¢on-
cerning the coal industry weren't
only reflected on paper. A divid-
ing line was also deawn, when
opposing opinions met at the
table amid the presentations
given by the EKU students.

A debate began on the issue
of Eastern Kentucky coal indus-
try when citizen advisory com-
mitiee member Larry Preece, of
Martin County, attacked the coal

“In Martin County, the only
major business is the coal indus-
try,” said Preece. “Anytime you
have a coal community, you are
going to have problems getting
other industries 1 come into the
areq because of the coal rucks
driving along small roads, all the
dust and noise; People are losing
jobs because of the coul indus-
try.

Precwe went on to say that the
industry's daily routines danger-
ously affected the quality of
water throughout the region.

However, concemed citizen
Mike Enzil disagreed with
Preece's comments,

According to Enzil, an engi-
neer, the coal industry has noth-
ing ta do with the lack of jobs in
Martin County. It's the lack of
infrastructure in the community
that keeps the town from
expanding economically.

“I am not ashamed to admit |
am make my living because of u
coal mine,” said Enzil. 1 am not
here to dispute any concerned
citizen, 1 am here because | like
having the third lowest electric
bill in the nation. And 1 like eat-
ing Cens — they're made from
coal byproducts. 1 have a house
payment and children that need
to get through school, and with-
out the coal industry, 1 don’t
have a job .. There are good
things that come from it, too.
You need to see both sides of it."

As the discussion continued,
another Citizen  Adyisory
Committee member, Monroe
Cassady, of Martin County,
brought to light his concemns
about the coal industry,

“When you have black water
in streams, you have water from
the prepar.ujon plant where they
wash the coal,” said Cassady. "1
worked at Martin County Coal
for awhile and I know what kind
of chemicals they use for that .,
This impoundment. [ can tell
you, was sealed off in '94, and
since that time, from 94 (o
2000, it laid there absorbing all
those chemicals — battery acid,
petroleum.. All that material
came down into Coldwater and
into Wolf Creek.

To say that there is no haz-

ardous chemicals in that
impoundment is absurd.

Cassady’s comments led to
an eventual heated discussion,
with both Cassady and Enzil
storming out of the room, us
EKU students begged them to
stay and listen to the rest of the
presentation.

As the presentation contin-
ued, the argument was essential-
ly summed up by one student,

“I don’t think we need to
argue about whether it should or
shouldn’t have happened — it
shouldn’t have happenéd.” said
Mia Fields, "1 think what we can
say is that 1t did happen, and
how do we keep it from happen-
ing again. We need to get people
in the commumnities to work
together. We need to be one, not
separate entities.”

The project has been funded
through various programs at
EKU, including the Department
of Anthropology, Sociology and
Social Work. The Center for
Appalachian Studies, and a
Flex-E-Grant initiative through
the Appalachian  Regional
Commission also contributed to
the project.

Apiarist offers winter preparation tips

Kentucky beekeepers can act
now to get their hives through the
winter and off to a good start on
a second straight successful
honey crop, according to State
Apiarist Phil Craft.

“After several visils with
Kentucky beekeepers, it became
apparent that the 2001 honey
crop was one of the best in recent
years,” Craft said. “We're now in
the late fall period of winter
preparation or fall management.

Hopefully beekeepers have
already started preparing their
hives for the winter months.”

Craft's recommendations
include:

B Applying fall disease or
pest treatments. “Itis getting late
for these treauments, but better
late than never,” Craft said. He
stressed that Apistan™ or
CheckMite+™ sirips or other
chemical treatments must be

removed at the prescribed time to
avoid resistance to the chemicals
and contamination of honey,

B Checking food reserves, It
takes 50 to 60 pounds of honey
or stored sugar syrup to get a
hive through the winter.

B Checking hive strength. A
hive full of bees has a greater
likelihood of survival during the
winter. Combine iwo weak hives
or combine g weak hive with a
strong hive if necessary.

Most Kentucky beekeepers
reported very good honey crops
in 2001, and some reported
yields 50 1o 100 percent higher
than normal. Craft said.

Most hives rebounded well
from heavy winter losses due to
cold temperatures and Varroa
mites, he said.

Daughter of Martin couple learns
life-saving skills in U.S. Navy

PORTSMOUTH. Va. —
Whether on a ship constructed
of tons of steel out in the middle
of the ocean, on land conducting
flight operations on a Navy air
base, or preparing tons of food
in the base gallery, disaster can
strike at any time, At all hours of
the day and night, drills are con-
ducted throughout the command
and (raining is held on every-
thing from firefighting to flight
deck gualifications.

Though' every sailor in the
United States Navy receives
thorough training on safety,
accidents still happen. When
they do, sailors rely on the
base's emergency medical team.

In February 1999, Navy
Hospitalman Helen R. Flannery,
daughter of Darbin Flannery of
Martin and Vickie Flannery of
Banuner, raised her right hand
and swore to protect and defend

her country as a member of the
world’s finest Navy. Today, she
serves as a member of the
Navy’s vital emergency medical
community at Naval Medical
Center Hospital in Portsmouth,
Va.

The men and women of the
military medical community are
trained to respond quickly and
efficiently in an emergency situ-
ation. They regularly complete
training in many areas of emer-
gency medicine. Though sailors
hope they'll never have (o rely
on the skills of these modemn-
day heroes. they feel more
secure knowing they're there.

As a Navy hospital corps-
man, Flannery performs a very
important job at her command.

“At my current command,
my primary duty is to enter
patient data into the computer
for medical history purposes.”
said the 22-year-old mother of
one. *T'm also in charge of filing

flow-sheets and run-sheets for
EMTs."”

Flannery recently completed
the emergency medical techni-
cian course taught at the hospital
where she works.

“From taking this course,
I've greatly expanded my
knowledge about traumatic and
emergency situations,” said the
former student of Allen Central
High School. “Being able to
help people in their time of nead
is the most rewarding benefit of
this training.”

The course is just one of
many the Navy offers its emer-
gency medical personnel. The
Job is vital, and the dedicated
men and women who leamn the
life-saving skills are an asset to
their command and fellow
sailors.

Lawmakers discuss improvements
on school accountability tests

FRANKFORT — Members
of the Interim Joint Commiltee
on Education toek a closer look
Monday at the school account-
ability test scores that were
released last month and showed
improvements in evéry content
area and every grade level.

Education  Commissioner
Gene Wilhoit told lawmakers
the Commonwealth
Accountability Tests that stu-
dents took in April show the
percentage of student at profi-
cient learning levels is growing.

The tests also indicate some
schools in high-poverty areas
are among the highest achiev-
ers.

For example, at Central
Elementary School in Johnson
County, where 73 percent of
students qualify for free or
reduced price lunches, ftest
scores climbed from 80 to 99.8
within three years.

The goal for all public
schools throughout the state is
to reach a score of 100 out of a

possible 140 by 2014. At the
low end of the most recent test
results, one Kentucky school
scored in the 30s. At the high
end, four schools topped 100.
The majority of Kentucky
schools scored in the 60s or 70s.

“At the top end (of test
scores) we see a number of high
poverty schoels that are compet-
ing with high wealth districts,”
Wilhoit said. “We do not see
that same trend on the low per-
forming (schools) ... We see an
absolute correlation with pover-
ty at the low end. So if you don’t
intervene, you have some
almost guaranteed results.”

Rep. Jon Draud, R-Crestview
Hills, asked whether educators
throughout the state believe
their schools will reach their
accountability test goals.

“When I was involved as a
school superintendent, some
people through it was an unreal-
istic goal,” Draud said. “Is there
more of an optimistic attitude
this can be done now?”

Wilhoit said optimism is
growing.

“I think people understand
that it is a real goal, that it is
achievable. 1 think the break-
throughs we're beginning 1o see
in school districts that are of
high poverty that are making
those kind of gains and getting
close to that goal is really
encouraging. I think it debunked
a lot of attitudes that these kids
couldn’t do it. We're showing
that they can.”

Still, some major efforts are
needed to make sure low-scor-
ing schools get on track, Wilhoit
said.

“It will take extremely hard
work and major changes by
some schools ... We will have to
provide a lot more help than we
have in the past. You can’t just
tell people they aren't getting
the job done. You've got to pro-
vide them with specific help.
We're trying to find every way
possible for our resources 1o be
geared toward those schools.™

Employment case that made

“Voice of America” a voice for all Americans

It's not often that an attorney’s very
first case captures the attention of an
entire legal community, But that's
exactly what happened to Bruce
Fredrickson, of the Washington, D.C.
law firm Webster, Fredrickson &
Brackshaw.

The case began in the 1970s, when

women applying for various jobs at the
federal government’s US| Information
Agency (USIA) were denied employ-
ment and advancement due to their
gender.
It would end with the federal gov-
ernment finally agreeing o a settlement
of $508 million for the clients, the
Jargest settlement ever in an employ-
ment diserimination class action.

(A class action is a case where many
clients with nearly identical cases come
together as a class w litigate in one

action—thereby saving the courts time
and money).

Fredrickson was assigned the case
as a new associate in a Washington,
D.C., law firm. At first be had a hard
time proving that statistics on hiring
supported his case, and the firm he
worked for told him to drop it: Then he
made an extraordinary offer.

1 think I can win this case and, if
you will let me do it,” T'll work on it
during my spare time,” he offered. “T'll
do it at nights and on weekends. T'll
take vacation time if need be to do my
research, drafts and to attend oral argu-
ment,”

The firm agreed—on the condition
that it not adversely impact his other
firm responsibilities, Fredrickson was
now a full-time lawyer in a busy firm—
hardly a nine-to-five job—who was
also responsible for researching, writ-
ing and arguing a difficult appeal in his
“off"" hours.

Soon he left that firm and opened his
owin firm, then Webster & Fredrickson,
taking the sex discrimination case with
him.

The fledgling firm was soon bol-
stered by the additon of Susan
Brackshaw, who climbed into the
trenches beside Fredrickson and
remained throughout the campaign,

Through the years of appeals,
Fredrickson and his firm fought to
force the USIA to stop its discriminato-
Iy practices.

At one point, the court summarized
the discrimination that had occurred
against one of the plaintiffs, Rose
Kobylinski.

The court found that Kobylinski had
not applied for a position, because she
knew it had “been preselected” for a
male USIA employee,

Eventually the court found “gross
statistical disparties™ in USIA's hiring
practices, The court also accepted

expert testimony that a “significant
underutilization of women" existed at
the USIA in six out of 10 job cate-
gories, The court ordered the USIA 1o
pay the women back pay, the value of
fringe benefits they'd missed, and other
compensation.

The case took 25 years to come 10 a
conclusion.

But after it was settled, USIA was
forced to open its hiring policies, and
the women who were discriminated
against were compensated.

And Bruce Fredrickson shared the
2000 Trial Lawyer of the Year Award—
given by the nonprofit orgamzation
Trial Lawyers for Public Justice—with
Susan Brackshaw, Linda Correia,
Jonathan Puth. and Jeffrey Fallon, all of
the D.C. law firm of Webster,
Fredrickson, & Brackshaw.

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Senate committee will study military,
veterans and public protection issues

'FRANKFORT — A new
Senate committee has been created
to study military, veterans and
homeland security issues, lawmak-
ers announced Wednesday during
a ceremony at the State Capitol.

About 3,700  Cabinet
employees are eligible to vote
in the election, The mail-in bal-
lots will be counted Dec. 18.

Gov. Paul Patton issued an
execulive order in May creat-
ing the Employee Adyisory
Council and establishing a
process by which classified
state employees may voie to be
represented on it by an employ-
ee organization. Nine job clas-
sification categories were
established by the order and all
non-managerial, non-supervi-
sory state employees were

assigned to categories based on
their job descriptions.

Services workers comprise
Category D, and they include:
Social Service Aide 1, T and
III; Social Service Worker 1
and I1; Social Service Clinician
I and II; Social Service Spec-
ialist;  Public  Assistance
Program Specialist; Disability
Deter-miner I, II, II and IV:

Hunters’ assistance “deerly” needed

Thanks to a deer hunter, the
Kentucky Division of Forestry
and the Kentucky State Police are
investigating an arson lead about a
fire in ecastern Kentucky. With
modern rifle season opening
Saturday, and thousands of
hunters expected in the words, the
Division of Forestry is hoping
more hunters will assist them in
protecting the forest resources of
the Commonwealth, One way to
combal the recent rash of arson
fires iS to have more eyes in the
woods. Hunters can provide this
service by staying alert and report-
g suspicious activities to their
local forestry office, local law
enforcement agency or the Target

Arson Hotline (1-800-
27ARSON). Callers are eligible
for a cash reward of up to $1,000
if the information leads to an
arrest andandictment,

Hunters need to understand
that the woods are very dry, and
many counties have issued bum-
ing bans that prohibit all outdoor
burning, including campfires.
Hunters are encouraged to contact
their local Division of Forestry
offices to determine their county’s
buming ban status. Even though a
county may not have a buming
bar. hunters must abide by the fire
hazard season burning restric-
tions. Outdoor burning is permit-
ted only between 6 p.m. to 6 am.,

within 150 feet of the woods, and
all fires must be monitored at all
times.

Extra care must be taken in and
around areas that have recently
burned. These areas can be haz-
ardous due to fire-weakened trees,
which could result in trees falling
without waming, as was the case
with a U.S. Forest Service fire-
fighter injured while suppressing
fires in Clay County.

The Division of Forestry also
wishes to caution hunters that
there will be yellow in the woods
as well as hunter orange, as fire-
fighters work to control wildfires
throughout the Commonwealth,
Their safety depends on you,

ABC also proposes that it

food to be considered restaun-
rants, Johnstone said,

During a discussion about
preventing youth from obtain-
ing alcohol, Sen. Jack
Westwood, R-Erlanger, asked
whether the minibars set up in
some hotel rooms offer a way
for minors to illegally obtain
alcohol.

Johnstone said he’s not
aware that the ABC has ever
received any complaints about
hotel minibars,

Categories of child maltreatment

Child malireatment falls in
one or more of four general
categories—physical abuse,
sexual abuse, emotional
abuse and neglect.

One should be espe-
cially alert to bruises on'the
face, throat, upper arms, but-
tocks, thighs, or lower back.

Bruises in unusual pat-
terns-or shapes may suggest
the use of am instrument
(loop. lash. linear, circular or
rectangular marks).

Bruises on an infant are
always suspect. Bruises in
the shape of a bite or pinch
marks or located in clusters
or in various stages of heal-
ing may suggest physical
abuse.

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MLB Owners vote to
contract by two teams

* Major League Baseball own-
ers were in Chicago Thursday
and voted overwhelmingly to
authorize Baseball
Commissioner Bud Selig to
begin the process of contracting
two teams prior to the start of
the 2002 season.

The Commissioner’s Office
will complete negotiations with
the potentially affected clubs
and immediately begin bargain-
ing the effects of contraction
with the Major League Baseball
Players Association (MLBPA),
including details of the dispersal
of players prior to the beginning
of spring training,

The franchises proposed for
contraction will not be identi-
fied, pending the completion of
the negotiations with the clubs
as well as the resolution of other
details, such as minor league
affiliations, notification of
employees, and scheduling. A
press release indicated that all of
the details can be resolved in
time for implementation by next
season.

The Minnesota Twins and the
Tampa Bay Devil Rays appear
fo be the two front-runners in
line to be ousted. Commissioner
Selig had the following to say:

“It makes no sense for Major
League Baseball to be in mar-
kets that generate insufficient
local revenues to justify the
investment in the franchise,”

Kentucky Attorneys general agree to
$51.5 million nationwide settlement

FRANKFORT — Keitucky
Attorney General Ben Chandler filed
a lawsuit  Thursday  against
Bridgestone/Firestone  Inc. in
Franklin  County Circuit Court.
Following that action, a $51.5 mil-
lion nationwide settlement with the
company was submitted [o the judge
for approval.

Kentucky is one of 53 jurisdic-
tions participating in the agreement
regarding allegedly defective tires
and misrepresentations made by the
company while promoting the tires
and duoring the tire replacement
process. Bridgestone/Firestone has
denied wrongdoing under the seitle-
ment terms.

An estimated $10 million is desig
prated for resttution 10 consumers, in
addition to approximately $450 mil-
lion already spent by
Bridgestone/Firestone in all 53 juris-
dictions. Approximately 66,000 tires

have been replaced in Kentucky at a
cost of nearly §6.5 millon,

Bridgestone/Firestone will pay
Kentucky $500.000 in civil penallies
and $25,000 for costs of the investi-
gation as part of the national package
to be divided between all 50 states,
the District of Columbia. Puerto
Rico, and the Virgin Islands, These
funds must be deposited in an
account established by the 2000
Cieneral Assembly.

"Today’s settlement will provide
greater protection {or consumers pur-
chasing Bridgestone/Firestone tires
it the future and will help establish a
benchmark tor fair dealing i the
industry,” said Chandler.

The joing settlement agréement is
the result of aumerous consumer pro-
tection claims involving alleged mis-
representations regarding particular
tives that had high rates of separa-
tions and alleged misrepresentations

made during the company’s tire
replacement process.

The tires involved included those
from three separate tire replacement
programs including the first recall on
August 2000, which included all
P235/75 R15 Firestone Radial ATX,
all P235/75 RI15 FirestoneRadial
ATXH, and the P235/75 RIS
Firestone Wildemess AT tires manu-
factured at the defendant’s Decatur,
[llinois plant.

Other tires  included were
involved in the Customer
Satisfaction Program announced on
September 12, 2000 (list attached).
Also included were the following
tires announced during 4 recall on
Oct. 4, 2000: all Firestone
Wilderness AT  tires  in the
P235/75R15 and P255/70R16 sizes

Microsoft
settlement

Kentucky and at least eight other states
have agreed 10 a settlement with Microsoft
that will provide increased product choices
for consumers and restore competition in.
the software industry. Kentucky Attorney
General Ben Chandler and 18 other attor-
neys general have been in litigation since
May 1998 with Microsoft over violations
of antitrust laws. _

“We filed suit because we believed con-
sumers were being harmed, innovation was
being stiffed, and comeptitors were being
excluded by Miciosofl’s abuse of its
monopoly power of the Windows operat-
ing system,” said Chandler. '

“We agreed'to settle this swuit toduy
because we believe the agrecment will
give consumers better quality, more inno-
vatmn‘ more ghoice and, ulumately lower
prices.” he said.

U.S. District Judge Thomas Penfield
Jackson ruled on June 7, that Microsoft
illegally maintained their monopoly posi-
tion and ordered the company broken up
into two separate companigs. Microsoft
also created illegal barriers 1o products that Y
posed a potential threat to the monopoly of
the operting system.

On June 29, 2001, the District of
Columbia U.S, Court of Appeals held
Judge Jackson's decision that Microsoft
violated the antitrost law but set aside the
breakup and remanded the case back to a
new district jndge to determine an appros

priate remedy. 4
Friday, November 2, the U S. A
Department of Justice and Microsoft

announced they had reached on agreement,
U.S. District Judge Colleen Kollar-Kotelly
gave the states until 9 a.m. November 6, to |
review the settlement and decide whether
to join the agreement.

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Ratliff takes job to recruit teaching students

MOREHEAD — As Kentucky
faces a projected 25 percent loss in
teachers in the next five years,
Morchead State University is
implementing a plan to recruit and
prepare more students to become
teachers.

In July, Jill Ratliff became the
university's first-ever teacher
recruitment coordinator. An MSU
graduate with bachelor’s and mas-
ter’s degrees in elementary educa-
tion, she retumed to Morehead
State after several years as an ele-
mentary school teacher and princi-
pal in Menifee County.

Her tole is to coordinate the
recruitment of quality high school
and college students into the
teacher education program and

address issues to retain those stu-
dents and teachers currently in the
field.

“Qur goal this semester has
been to establish a network with
local schools and let them know
MSU is aggressively recruiting
students into the teaching profes-
sion,’ Ratliff said. “Undecided
students need to know the profes-
sional options available to them.
Teaching is a job opportunity that
can keep them close to home.”

With more than 52,000 active
teachers statewide, the Kentucky
Department of Education predicts
25 percent of that workforce will
be eligible to retire by 2006.
Ratliff estimates Kentucky will
need at least 2,000 new teachers

each year for the next five years.

Along with a retiring work-
force, the teacher shortage is
attributed to several other factors,
including salary issues and a
growing student population, The
shortage is more prevalent in cer-
tain fields with special education
being the most affected, followed
by math/sciences and foreign lan-
guages.

“We have so much to lose as a
state if we can't continue to place
quality teachers into classrooms,”
Ratliff said.

Morehead State is working
with local schools to identfy all
students with an interest in teach-
ing and to prepare them to enter
the field. Kentucky currently has a

Program

and assists in the diagnosis, treat-
ment and management of patients
with breathing and lung disorders.
They evaluate patients of all ages
and assess treatment options.
Specializations include neonatal
care, rehabilitation, critical care
and helicopter transport.

“This career is attractive to
both men and women," said Dr.
Whaley, “and the demand is as
high here as anywhere else in the
country. In this region, the job will
pay about $13 to $15 per hour to
start, which will increase with
overtime.

' Northeast

“Kentucky has one of the
largest populations of people with
respiratory care needs,” he added,
“especially with childhood asthma
and families with coal mining,
smoking or allergy backgrounds.”

MSU's respiratory care pro-
gram was revived earlier this year
after an eight-year absence. A col-
laborative effort, called the
Consortium  for
Respiratory Care Education, was
formed between MSU, Rowan
Technical College and Ashland
Community College to address
the educational need and award an

Celebrating bountiful fall
apple crops is an American
tradition we can pass on to our
children in lively and creative
ways.

My husband worked as an orderly at
a nursing home in a nearby town. There
were two ways patients left his full-care
unit: by going to the hospital or by
dying. Most had no visitors, so my hus-
band tried to fill that void with a friend-
ly word or smile for each of the people
on his floor.

Easter was approaching. My hus-
band felt sad that there would be little
to designate the holiday for his patients,
and he wondered what we could do to
help. He had been out of work for some
time before finding this job, and we
were struggling financially, Still, what
could we do to make Easter a little
more pleasant for the patients? What
could we give them?

I looked around our apartment, with
plants in every sunny window. “Let’s
give a plant to every patient,” I sug-
gested.

We bought Styrofoam cups and
filled each with some stones on the bot-
tom, potting soil and a plant cutting.
When we were done, we had 30 potted
plants, and I still had windows filled
with greenery,

After church on Easter, we took our
toddler and headed for the nursing
home. One of the nurses found us a util-
ity cart, and we wheeled the box of
plants around, stopping in each room
and greeting each patient by name. Our
son, dressed up in his Easter clothes,
handed out the plants. Out of respect,
he called each resident Grandpa or
Grandma, though he knew they weren’t
his grandparents. They all smiled while
we spent a few minutes talking with
each of them and wishing them a happy
Easter. Some of them might not usually
have celebrated Easter, but we felt that
our visit transcended religion. Our little
boy enjoyed the pats on his head and
the kisses on his cheek. It was the best
Easter we'd ever spent.

Later that week, there was a nursing
strike. The floor was manned by a
skeleton crew and per diem nurses, My
husband and the other orderlies were
pressed into service to help, It was near
the end of his shift, and he was exhaust-

ed, when one of the substitute nurses
hurried out of a room. “Mr. Peterson is
dying,” he overheard her tell the head
nurse. There wasn't much they could do
for the old man other than make him
comfortable. After the nurse gave him
some medication, she returned to her
station. On a normal day one of the
nurses or certified nurse’s aides would
sit with a dying patient and offer what-
ever comfort was needed.

Strength for the slopes

For most people, planning a
vication on the slopes means
making reservations at a lodge
and buying heavy ski jackets,
thermal underwear and ski gog-
gles. The one thing that most
people don't do that can make a
huge difference in their vaca-
tion is conditioning their bodies
before they hit the slopes.

Skiing places demands on
the quadriceps muscles and
knees, making knee pain a
common problem among
skiers. Skiing can be a pain-
free experience, however, by
starting a conditioning program
four to six weeks prior to your
trip. Here are some simple
exercises:

. Wall Sits: Stand with
your back up against a wall
with your feet slightly out in
front of you, shoulder distance
apart. Keeping your lower back
and shoulders against the wall,
bend vour knees to 90
(thighs are parallel to the floor).
Hold this position for 30 sec-
onds or as long as you can
without losing form. Repeat
two more times. This builds

strength in the front of your
legs.
B Single Leg Squats:

Standing on one leg and keep-
ing your weight on your heel,
bend at your knee. then
straighten your leg. Repeat this
12 to 15 times, then switch to
the other leg. This will give you
the balance you'll need for the
slopes. If this is too challenging
at first, try holding on to some-
thing and then eventually let
go.

B Leg Extensions: Sitting in
a chair with your knee bent,
straighten your legs out in front
of you. Skis, boots, bindings
and ankle weights can be used
as resistance. Repeat 12 1o 15
times. "

B Bicycling: Riding a bike
for 20 minutes will build vour
endurance for a day of skiing.
Increase the resistance over
time or find some hills and
maintain the 20 minutes,

Simple exercises such as
these will help relieve the
demands that downhill skiing
can place on the legs and knees.
Start preparing for the slopes
with a conditioning routine.
You'll have a lot more fun zip-
ping down those moguls —and
you'll return from your vaca-
tion in much better shape,

The scar and adhesions
from your appendectomy pre-
sent no problem and do not
add to the risk of colon perfo-
ration, The scope is inside the
colon, Scar tissue and adhe-
sions are outside the colon,
Furthermore, the risk of perfo-
ration is extremely small, less
than one incident for several
thousand procedures.

Everyone is urged to have a
scope exam of the colon at age
50, The sigmoidoscopic exam
is repeated every five years
after that.

For a look at the entire
colon, a colonoscopic exam
gets the job done. If the doctor
suggests this exam, go forit. It
has no more complications
than does a sigmoidoscopic
exam. A colonoscopic exam
would be the recommendation
for everyone over 50, but it is
expensive, and there are not
enough doctors skilled in its
use to allow the entire over-50
population fo have that exam.
It needs repeating only every
10 years.

Not to leave radiologists
out of the picture, it's only fair
to add that special barium
exams of the colon are reliable
detectors of cancer.

If the threat of colon cancer
does not prompt people o get
a colon exam, the Health

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CRANBERRY-GLAZED
ROAST TURKEY
WITH GRAVY

One 10-12 Ib. turkey
1 thsp. sait

2 carrots, evenly diced
2 stalks celery, evenly diced
1 large onion, evenly diced
2 cloves peeled garlic
2 cans whole-herry cranberry sauce
1/2 cup Madeira wine or orange juice
concentrate
1-172 thsp, flour
2 cups clear chicken broth
Salt and pepper, to taste

Lower the oven rack to its lowest position and
preheat the oven10325° F,

Remove giblet packet from under the skin of
the turkey. Remove neck from cavity. Remove
wing tips. Rinse the turkey in cold water and pat
dry with paper towels. Rinse and reserve all of
the turkey parts.

Cat the neck into 1-inch picces. Split the giz-
zard into four pieces.

Mix together salt, white pepper and ginger,
Season the turkey's cavity with half of this
mixtore. Truss (fie) the tail and legs together
with butcher twine.

Place the turkey in a ComingWare French
White 9 x 13-inch baking dish or 4 qt, oval
roaster with rack.

Spread the chopped vegetables and whole
garlic cloves in the pan around the turkey. Put
the turkey parts on the vegetable mixture in the
pan. Sprinkle the rest of the seasoning mixture
on the vegetables.

Place the pan in the oven and roast the turkey
for approximately 3 hours, basting it periodi-
cally with its natural juices. During the last half-
hour of roasting, test for doneness by pressing
on the leg and piercing the joint between the leg
and thigh with a skewer, (The juice will be clear
when the turkey is done.)

Combine cranberry sauce with the Madeira
wine (or orange juice concentrate for & non-
alcoholic alternative) in & small saucepan and
heat until just boiling.

During the fast 15 minutes or so of roasting,
glize the turkey with the cranberry sauce mixture,
spreading to coat ¢venly with & basting brosh,

Remember, once the Pop-Up Timer “pops,”
the turkey will continue to cook for 5-15 min-
utes after being removed from the oven. So
remove the turkey from the pan, pouring all the
juices that have accumulated in the cavity irito
the roasting pan. Place the turkey on a large plat-
ter or on arack with paper towels underneath it
and letit “rest,”

Using oven mitts for safety, piace the roasting
pan on the stove and brown the vegetable mix-
ture, Add the flour and cook two minutes longer,
Add the chicken broth. Bring 1o a boil and let
simmet for 10 minutes,

Strain the sauce through a sieve and add salt
and pepper Lo taste. Before serving, gently skim
the fal from the top of the gravy. Carve trkey
for serving, (See instructions below.)

CLASSIC BREAD &

Chesmuts are traditional, but regional flavor-
ngs such as fruit or oysiers can easily be subsi-
tuted, as the recipe indicates.

4 eggs, beaten lightly

I tsp, ground ginger
1 16-02. can chicken broth, divided
Optional: 1 cup roasted, peeled and
quartered chestnuts or 8 oz canned
chestouts, quartered, or 6 oz dried
chestnuts, soaked overnight and
simmered until tender, drained
and guartered

Preheat oven 10 325° F.

Cut bread! into even cubes, about 1" square,
Place bread on Baker's Secret® cookie sheet and
toast in oven until lightly browned.

BANDITS

[ am a big fan of director Barry
Levinson (“Diner,” *Tin Men™ and
“"Wag the Dog"). His films are
always funny, intelligent and filled

with  real human  emotion.
Levinson's latest offering,
“Bandits,” falls short of his best

work, but stll has enough great little
moments for me to recommend this
film.

about America’s most famous bank
robbers, Joe Blake (Bruce Willis)
and Terry Collins (Billy Bob
Thomnton), who are also known as
“The Sleepover Bandits™ because of
their modus operandi of staying the
night at a bank manager’s house and
then following the manager into the
bank the next moming lo rob the
joint.

Joe is the cool one. Mister
Macho. Terry is the sensitive, neurot-
ic hypochondriac who seems to be
dllergic to everything on the planet.
including the hair of Benjamin
Disraeli. Billy Bob Thornton’s char-
acter steals almost every scene he's
in, and is one of the big reasons o
catch this flick.

There's a long, drawn-out subplot
involving & woman named Kate
(Cate Blanchett) whom the boys kid-

ing their accomplice. The bizarre
love triangle between them bogs the
film down. “Bandits™ is (or at least
should have been) a goofy buddy
heist picture, not a romantic comedy.

Another plus “Bandits™ has to
offer is the performances of some of
the minor characters. like Kate’s hus-
band, who while giving a TV inter-
view. tells the men who have kid-
napped his wife to call “*his people™
because he’ll be in Spain. Funny
stulf. Really.

There's also a great scene that
plays well because of the humanity
of the minor characters. As the two
robbers are staying the night al a
woman’s house, they and her family
are sitting at the table for dinner. The
woman ‘is sobbing uncontrollably.
She’s obviously terrified and anxious
about the safety of her family. While

chastises her son, reminding him that
they have company. That one
moment reminds us Levinson fans
that he is still capable of pulling off
beautiful moments filled with com-

plex emotions and subtle humor.

For a $20
membership, Save the Manatee Club
(SMC) will send an adoption certifi-
cate, a photo and biography of a mana-
tee, and a personalized holiday gift
card. Adoptive “parents” will also
receive a newsletter that features
updates upon on their manatee, and a
membership handbook with more man-
atee information,

It's hard to resist the charm of these
huge, slow-moving marine mammals
with the wrinkled snouts. Alough they
average about 10 feet in length and
weigh about 1,000 pounds, manatees
are harmless, passive animals. Avid
eaters of aguatic plants. they spend
much of their time traveling, exploring
and basking in warm shallow waters.
Manatees are a migrating species and
are concentrated primarily in Florida in
the winter, but they can be found as far
west as Texas and as far north as

Virginia in the summer months.
Unfortunately, manatees are listed as
endangered, and only about 3,000
remain in the U.S. today. Many mana-

Funds from the
Adopt-A-Manatee program go toward
education and public awareness pro-
grams; manatee research, rescue, and
rehabilitation efforts; and lobbying and
legal efforts to help protect manatees
and their habitat. Historically, 88 per-
cent of funds from the Adopt-A-
Manatee program have gone directly to
manatee programs, with only 12 per-
cent going to SMC administrative and
fundraising costs. SMC has three man-
atee adopuon programs located in
Florida, so it's even possible to visit
“your™ manatee. One adoption program
i8 located at Blue Spring State Park in
Orange City, Florida. Manatees are
tropical animals and need warm waler
to survive, so Blue Spring is a popular
wintering area. Twenty adoptive mana-
tees regularly winter at Blue Spring,
which maintains a year-round tempera-

B More Extremist Muslims: In
October, a judge in Sokoto, Nigeria,
ordered Ms. Safiya Hassaini, 35, stoned
to death for adeltery while her probable
partner (her cousin, Yahaya Abubukar,
60) had the same charge against him
dropped for insufficient evidence.

B While most of North America
endures a fear-of-anthrax frenzy, the
Ontario Health Ministry in October
fired its only five biohazard scientists
for budgetary reasons, replacing them
with three lab technicians with commu-
nity-college degrees.

Urban Legends Come to Life

B An April story from the official
newspaper of the People’s Republic of
China reportéd that convicted killer Fu
Xinrong had indeed had his kidneys
illegally harvested after execution, by a
company in Nanchang. And in October,

a man walked into a Porsche dealership
in Palo Alto, Calif. and through
smooth-talking and luck, convinced an
employee that he was the owner of the
$125,000 Turbo 996 that the real owner
was scheduled o pick up 20 minutes
later. And in an incident reminiscent of
i partially made-up June Slate maga-
zine story, two men pleaded guilty in
Carpus Christi, Texas, in July to having
illegally “hished” for coyotes on federal
land by reeling them in with fishing
poles baited with deer meat.

Rights and Privileges

B Britain's  Legal Services
Commission granted imprsoned mur-
derer Shaun Armstrong, 39 (whose vic-
tum was 3 years old), legal aid for his
privacy-rights lawsuit for about
$25,000 against the friend to whom he
confessed in writing and who turned
him in. Armstrong wants back the let-
ters he sent the friend. claiming owner-
ship of his confession (which reads,
“Yes, I'm responsible for the crime, but
please don't tell anybody.”).

B An Ontario Superior Court judge
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mled in May that spouses have no legal
duty to inform each other of their adul-
terous affairs. A 52-year-old man had
sued his estranged wife for about
$210.000 (L1.S.) for breaching her duty
of “good Laith and “henesty”™ by hiding
her affairs from him for 21 years, but
the best the judge would do is agree
only in cases where “hazardous™ sexual
activity outside the marnage would
suhject the spouse to health risks,

Critter Corner...

['m sure everyone has heard the eapres-
sion “nothing in life is free.” We use thisin
reference fo any of a number of situations
that require some degree of sacrifice in
order - get avhat we want. Actually, this
concept can also be a very powerful ool
for developing a well-behaved dog.

“The Nothing In Life Is Free™ (NILIE,
for short) program is something that can be
done with any dog, starting any time.
Ideally. it should be part of every puppy’s
fife from the very beginning, and continued
throughout his hfe. Fortunately, the con-
cept is-easy enough for that lifelong appli-
cation 1o be realistic. '

Basically the program is just what it
says: in order to get what you want, you
have to earn it. We humans practice this
every day. In ordér to earn-a salary. we go
to work.. In order to acquire something we
want or need, we pay forit. Inorder to get
a cookie, the child asks for it nicely.
Obviously there are ways around this -

_some people defraud the govemment: oth-
ers steal outright; mischievous children

raid the cookie jar. [tis just as obvious that
when we don’t adhere 1o this system, trou-
ble starts.

Now look at how we interact with our
_dogs, The food bowl was plunked down,

did he not earn what he got, he demanded
it. Is this so much different from a child
that comes to expect the allowance to be
handed over when he asks, withont having
to earn it, or at least ask politely? Parents
(and pet owners) may come (o be regarded
more as servants than as caretakers deserv-
ing of respect. I'm certainly nat saying not
to feed the dog, or to give the child some-
thing he wants unless he labors for it, but
there's nothing wrong with either of them
saying “please™!

In its simplest form. the NILIF program
consists of asking a dog to sit and pay
attention to you, just for a second, for any-
thing he wants, always. This sounds too
simple to be effective, but it can hayve pro-
found effects on your relationship with
vour dog.

The first thing voo have to get straight
is the difference between a salary and a
bribe. Bribes are used to induce an animal
todo something, and they come before the
behavior happens. Example: you use a
chunk of ham to lure the dog oul from
under the bed - he wouldn't have per-
formed the behavior otherwise. - A salary,

on the other hand, comes after the behay-
ior. as a reward. If you called the dog out
from under the bed, and then gave him the

treat, he was rewarded, not bribed. This
seems like splitting hairs. but it is an

important concept. Failure to understand
the difference between a bribe and a salar

When we start to train the “'sit” com-
mand. especially in a young pup; or a dog
that doesn’t already have some grasp of
the meaning, [ do use bribes. 1 have a sup-
ply of tiny, tasty treats available (about the
size of a fingernail) thar will hold the
dog’s attention. | keep the supply in a
small bag on a table or in the pocket of a
carpenter’s apron, and hold one in my
hand, between my thumb and forefinger
(Now I need to note here. that this method
of teaching “sir* is totally different than |
would teach a formal “sit” on leash in an
obedience ¢lass, jusl because circum-
stances dictate which method is easier.
One-on-one, off leash, | find this is an eas-
ier way to do it - the behavior can be eas-
ily transferred to a formal sit-at-heel; for
you obedience buffs.)

Okay, you have the puppy and a treat -
now what? Held the weat in front of the
pup’s nose, and slowly move it up and
back. Say the word “sit” in a calm, clear
voice, In order to keep focused on what-

_ever it is that smells so good, he should

move his head up, and often his rear end
will start to drop down. As soon as this

“happens, tell him “Good Pup!™ and give
‘him the treat. He may not make it all the

way to the floor the first time, but that's all
right. He also won't get any connection
between the word and the action at first.

Did you cau
how the treat just moved from a bribe to
reward? This is where training with tre:
breaks down - they cannot be used as
ONLY reward. People would not goi
addicted 1o slot machines if they got th
exact same reward every time.

This is the point at which the “sit” exc
cise becomes useful - the dog knows |
will earn something good, and s ususall,
eager ta perform the behavior. You are
askmg for a sit-stay, and you are not as' -
ing for the moon. You are just requestin *
that the dog's butt muke contact with ¢
floor fora second as an act of deference
you - You have just jaught your dog to =
“please™! We'll alk more on the practic |
application of this program in a future aru
ele.
