Board member Carol Stumbo 
queried Gearheart as to whether 
or not "complacency could have 
contributed to this drop" in 
scores. 

Gearheart answered by say­
ing that perhaps "technology 
training" may have had an 
impact on student learning. 

"Technology training caused 
us to utilize substitute teachers." 
Gearheart said. "Professional 
development is good. but if it's 
going to take teachers out of the 
cla.<>sroom ... " 

Responding, Ross comment­
ed that technology training 
occurred in aU schools. but yet 
some schools showed drastic 
improvemerus while others 
exhibited declines. 

''So, some schools made 
great strides in spite of the train­
ing. so this is not really a valid 
excuse," Ross said.

For 
the current school year. students 
wiU auend related arts in the 
afternoon, following lunch, and 
teachers will utilize the morning 
periods for classroom mstruc­
tion. 

Calhoun also satd that the 
accelerated reader program is 
no"' "up and running .. at her 
school and that she bas great 
e:llpectauons for its success. 

"Our ma.in goal is we have 
high expectations for all stu­
dents." Calhoon said. 

Calhoun added that Betsy 
Layne has a ''curricuJum 
resource teacher" who has been 
very helpful to the school's 
teachers. Not all county schools 
have a curriculum resource 
instructor. Board member Carol 
Stumbo suggested that perhaps 
this could be a first step toward 
improvement to place a curricu­
lum instructor at each school, 
and to more fully utilize central 
office staff in on-site school cur­
riculum planning. 

"High expectations are one 
thing - try tiw., try that- but 
1t comes down to one thing, 
what are our students being test­
ed on? What do they have to 
know? Are we teaching it to 
them?'' she said. 

Board member Jeff Stumbo 
satd his great concern is in 

the next day, according to 
Taylor, and was seen by a third 
doctor. again telling the same 
story that he had been bun while 
working at home.

The case was then 
promptly referred to the com­
missioner of the Deparonent of 
Worker's Claims for fraud 
investigation.

fied."

federal level, Taylor said thl! 
guilty verdict again!'t Hull is a 
first in connection to worker's 
claim fraud in a Kentucky court. 

'1n the matter of worker's 
compensation claims, while ~ 
there's been a few federal cases. 
this is the fir~t JUry conviction 
on the state level in Kentucky." 
said Taylor. "We had testimony 
from the administ.rative law 
judge who sa.Jd this is the first 
case he has ever referred for 
investigation. We had a claims 
adjuster who has worked for 13 
years testify saymg this was the 
first case she had ever seen 
referred by a judge.'' 

Taylor explained that. had 
HalJ's attempt to obtain fraudu-
lent compensation been success-
fuJ, be could have potentially 
been awarded between $40.000 • 
and $50,000 in compensation, m 
addition to a lifetime of paid 
medical expeo~s. 

Taylor was hopeful that this 
first state conviction will. in the 
future. selVe as an ex.nmple. 

"My hope would be that this 
jury conviction would help 
serve as a deterrenL" said 
Taylor, "for others out !:here who 
don't have legitimate mjuries at 
work and are considering ftling 
a claim."

The Public Broadca,ting Sy tern's longest-running 
TV program just passed a major milestone. And 
the people responsible would just as ... oon its core 

audience didn't notice. 
August 31's "Mistct Rogers· Neighborhood'' present­

ed the program ·s last newly taped episode. After a third 
of a century helping millions or children better under­
stand their world and who they are. Fred Rogers has 
called it quits. Sort of. There are so many shows in the 
network's taped archives. ready to be aired again, that 
his young audience needn't feel deprived or interrupted. 
In effect, they II just start over. And the programs \\ill 
be recycled again and again for future generations. 

What could be more like Fred Rogers than that? The 
venerated broaden tcr (.tlso an ordained minister and 
trained mu ical composer) has alv. ays wanted children 
to feel nurtured, cared about. understood. In an era v. hen 
most kids' programs have descended to a quick-take 
Biff-Bnm-Pow level that makes them an electronic mon­
ument to fractured (lttcntion spans. Mister Rogers just 
wanted youngsters to take a few mmutes to listen. 

Listen, calmly. to how the world works. Listen to 
guests explain thttl things which may look scary, such as 
movie monsters, really aren't. Listen to why it's OK to 
have emotions. even negi.ltive ones. and cope with them 
and undcr!oitand them. Listen to why it's important to 
love them!'eh e.s and those around them. 

Actually. at 73. Fred Rogers isn't really stopping. He 
just wants to devote more time to other things - things. 
un~ urprisingly, that arc good for kids. He wants to 
enhance and de\ elop websites for children and parents.

But 'Mister Rogers' Neighborhood'' wiJI go on.

Experts warn 
of possible Flu 
vaccine delay 

(NUE) · The flu sea,on is still 
weeks away, but the Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention is 
aJerting Americans to the po~sibihty of 
-.orne delay. in the availability of flu 
vaccine - panicular:ly during October. 

Even though there will be more 
vaccine available than last year. CDC 
officiaJs predict that there will be 
some delays in distribution. Effon~ are 
under way to promote vaccine avail­
able early in the o;eason to those at 
b.ighest ri k of complications from 
influenza. 

The CDC recommends that you get 
a flu shot early if you are 65 or older 
or have a long·tenn medical problem, 
such as diabetes, hean disease, lung 
disease or arc a health care worker. 
The optimal vaccination time is 
October through November but may 
include September if vaccine is avail­
able. lf you are nol at high risk for 
complications from influenza, CDC 
experts recommend you v. att until 
November or later to be 'ncctnated 
when additional supptie.'t of the vac­
cine will be available . 

Influenza, or .. the Ou" as it is often 
caJJed. is a serious respiratory dtsease 
that atTect;; people of any age and 
causes thousands of deaths in the 
United States each )ear, mostly among 
the elderly. InOue~ is cau.;ed by a 
virus and is spread primarily by 
coughing or snee7Jng. Mo~t people are 
ill with influenza for only a few days, 
but some get much sicker und rtUY 
need ro be hospttahzed. 

Here Is what you need to 
know about the Influenza

• Because influenza viruses 
change often, the influenza vaccine i!) 
updated each year to make :.ure it is as 
effective as pos iblc.
