"1 never wear heels to work. 
because you never know what'<; 
going to happen, so that's tron­
ic," satd Kazee in an interview 
on Wednesday. "I ran on the 
adrenalme and the fear.'' 

Kazee, who wrote an account 
of her escape from the center, 
said she arrived at work 20 min­
utes early on Tuesday and 
decided to vtstt a new 
Halloween store 10 the World 
Trade Center About five min­
utes after her arrival to that 
store, Kazee said people were 
"running in masses" toward the 
exits. 

" I qutckly exited through the 
side door wtth debris falling 
from the sky." wrote Kazee. " I 
looked toward the restaurant 
and saw fire in the street so I 
ran away from the Trade Center 

to Broadway (about one 
block East) to sheller tn a phone 
store and called (my husband) 
Jeff. The store had two large 
windows and we watched in 
horror as the tower burned. I 
was horrified to witness people 
jumping out of the tower and 
couldn't watch any longer. 

''The people in the streets 
were watching in shock- !.Orne 

taking video and pictures. All of 
a sudden there were screams as

the building shook. and more 
debris started pouring down. 
Everyone in the store was •n a 
state of pamc. one man was 
ready to faint, another was read­
ing from his prayer book. every­
one was crying. At that momem 
I thought that 'Tbil> is tt- I' m 
going to die.' 

"Somcnne yelled to exit and 
we ran for our lives northeast. 
away !Tom the towers. I kept 
running until I didn't '>CC debris 
at my feet. started walking 
uptown ... " 

Kazee walked all the way 
from to downtown Manhattan to 
her home in Queens. It was 45 
minutes before her husband 
kne'.\ 1f she was still alive. 

No one knows how exten­
sively Kazee's workplace was 
damaged during the attacks. as 
lhe area remains closed to the 
public. About seven employees 
were working at the restaurant 
that morning. All escaped with 
no inJuries, said Kazee. but are 
left with the unnervmg pictures 
of death that will forever remain 
in their minds. 

Many of the employees are 
now undergoing counsel ing 
offered by the restaurant. 

As for K<vee, she is taking 
some time off of work to stay 
with her husband Jeff. and 
daughters. Vassileia. 5. and 
Sophia, 2. 

Kazee said she knows she 
will ''definitely" stay in New 

· York. bUl isn't sure whether or 
not she will continue to work in 
the city. 

" 1 can't bring myself to 
watch tele\ ision or read the 
newspaper anymore," said 
Kazee. "A .Lot of the pictures of 
the missing people shown on 
televisiOn this past weekend 
were my clients I read in the 
newspaper about a missing girl 
the other da) She just had a 
rehearsal dinner \\'ith me in June 

"'Where do you go from 
here'? That's a question I asked 
myself this morning;· cominued 
Kazee. "I think that we just need 
to move on with our hves. 
That's what I think we have to 
do. We have to move on in order 
to show that we're a o;trong 
country Fear is what these ter­
ronsts want. I think it's impor­
mnt that we don't let them have 
it. .. 

In an effort to find a sense of 
normality amid the devastation, 
many New York residents. like

Daniels. 28. who is pursuing 
an acting career in Manhaaan 
and who just completed a teach­
ing assignment at Prestonsburg 
Elementary August 31. worked 
occasionally as a temp at a law 
firrn on the I OOth tloor of the 
World Trade Center. Luckily, 
however. she was working at a 
different location when the 
attacks occurred. 

She, like many Americans. 
watched the events take place 
on television, but unlike many 
in Eastern Kentucky. she ha!> 
firsthand knowledge about what 
the attacks have done to people 
in her community. 

Daniels said she was still in 
her apartment, just two miles 
north of the World Trade Center. 
when the first plane hit, and 
thought it was nothing more 
than an accident. 

After arriving at work, how­
ever, the nightmarish events 
were unfolded, and she. like 
many people. was lilled with 
shock and panic that she says 
now remains with her as she 
carries on her life tn Nev .. York 

"l think it's just now begin­
ning to fully hit everyone," said 
Daniels. "We've all been in 
shock. And I think the effects of 
that can be seen everywhere 
even where I work."

A Different War 
How do we fight this war against terrorism? Not through a 

stngk counter strike fueled only by revenge and retaiiation. 
Not through a few cruise missiles fired from afar. It must be, 
as Secretary of State Colin Powell said. a comprehensive, 
sustained response. 

''1 h1s is going to take a multi-faceted attack on many 
dimensions-diplomatic. m11itary, intelhgence. law enforce­
ment., .. s~ud Pov. ell. ·we've got to respond with the sense 
that it isn't going to be resol.,.e<.l wi1h a single counterattack 
again~t one individual. It's going 10 be a long-tem1 conflict.'' 

The ultimate problem i.s that this enemy is not easily rec­
ognizable. su~.:h as the Empire of Japan or Nazi Germany. 
The enemy is a network of organizations, with no permanent 
bases of operations, and new enemies can emerge at any 
time. And yet. the threat is as onerous as that from any ene­
mies in our history-a fanatical belief that the more human 
~md economic destruction the terrorists can cause, the more 
righteous their acts. 

We arc not yet prepared for war against this enemy. 
loJay. we need a new arsenal. Not factories turning our 
tanks, ships and rifles, but our governments, milit.ary and 
intcll igcnce agencies developing and carrying out the strate­
gies, tactics. diplomacy and weapons necessary to defeat this 
enemy. 

First, we are at in this war alone. Many nations face the 
.same thn.:at, and a supreme diplomatic effort is necessary to 
fom1 a united front. 

Our Intelligence sen ices need to be improved_ Effectively 
tracking down terrorists and their supporters requires a major 
new iruelligence effort. wilh a change in tactics and an 
increa:;e in resources. 

Militarily. we're prepared to fight a conventional war. not 
a teiTorist war. We' II need a new way of thinking about our 
mihta.ry. a new minutes at the rebuilt Pentagon. Eliminating 
terrorists and crippling their support systems will be a new 
kind of military offensive, unlike anything we've done in our 
eounuy. 

The internal defense of our nation may be the most impor­
tant facet of this war. When attacks are thwatted. terrorists 
lose. Obviously. we must increase security at airports and 
other critically important places. But as with our military and 
intelligence ~ystems, we need to get smarter. not just 
stronger. regarding domesuc security. 

Some suggest. and others fear. !hat we must become ruth­
Jc~s to fight this war. that we must kill like terrorists to 
defeat lerronsls and that security must become so rigid that 
our Jibeny is compromised. 

But thi~ nation is too resourceful Lo let that happen. We 
will make sacrifices, but we will not sacrifice our way of 
life. Fighting this war requires being a lot smarter while ded­
icating our·sdves to a long comprehensive response to terror­
ism. I3ut it does not require a degradmg ourselves and the 
American way of life along the way.
