Walker quoted a remark
made during a meeting earlier
this year by board chairman
Johnnie Ross that he had “many
times seen the lights on™ late at
night at the board’s central
office. Walker then parlayed
“just because the lights are on, it
doesn’t mean that anyone is
home.”

She continued, “2 percent is
for milk, it’s not for teachers.”
Walker said that many teachers
were having to opt for less

expensive insurance plans in
order to maintain their current
household living expenditures..

“*My father used to tell me,”
she said, “that when your outgo
exceeds your income, your
upkeep will be your downfall.”

Walker also laid blame at the
doorstep of the professional
development program,
“Executrain,” for the county’s
poor showing on recent state
tests, According to Walker,
classes were doubled and chil-
dren received tutelage from non-
certified substitute personnel so
that certified teachers could be
out of the classroom to receive
professional training offered by
the program.

Walker also intimated that the
board has allowed instruction to
take a back seat to more pressing
concerns of athletics and con-
struction. She also criticized the
board for rebuking teachers at a
past meeting when they openly
applauded various speakers.

“I will exercise my right as a
citizen to openly applaud at any
public. meeting whenever I am
so moved, * she said.

Walker became emotional as
she expressed her feelings of
“immense satisfaction, pride and

Bernardo Maldanado. a vol-
unteer and site-based decision

Maldanado informed the board
that he felt that one of the major
trouble spots of Stumbo
Elementary was that the school
has a “high tumover of teach-
ers.”

Maldanado said that accord-
ing to current policy, a trans-
ferred teacher cannot be
replaced until after the transfer
has been completed.

Maldanado issued a formal
request to the board to enact a
policy whereby a teacher may be
replaced before they formally
exit their current position.
Maldanado also informed the
board that for the “past two or
three years”™ Stumbo Elementary
has begun the new school year
being “short of three to four
teachers.”

Board members told
Maldanado that they would look
into the matter of replacement
teachers in upcoming weeks.

Mike Chapman, promoter of
“Tough Man” contests,
approached the board to express
his dissatisfaction in regard to
the manner in which he had been
dealt with in connection with his
“Tough Man" promotions.

According to Chapman, he
had contacted various school
officials in regard to holding a
promotional bexing event at

Prestonsburg High School in,

November. He said several offi-
cials, as well as a county official,
had given him the go-ahead on
the event and informed him that
he could proceed with promo-
tional activities.

But later, Chapman said, he
was informed the event could
not be held on school grounds.

“I"'m out about $6,000 on this
event,” Chapman said, “I was

given the go-ahead on this pro-
ject and now I'm told that I'can't
hold the event. I'd like your
approval to use the (school)
facility that weekend.”

Supt, Paul Fanning informed
Chapman that this type of event
was “not permissible in Floyd
County schools™ and also that
“my office was not notified of
this event and I had no knowl-
edge of the situation.”

Board chairman Johnnie Ross
explained that these type of
events “fall under boxing” and
that “boxing is prohibited (in
Floyd County schools) under
current policy,”

Glennis Caudill, parent of a
Floyd county middle school stu-
dent, addressed the board in
regard to the July 11 ruling that
middle school students must
maintain at least a 2.5 grade-
point average in order to partici-
pate in school athletic programs,
Caudill said that this represents a
higher standard than high school
students are asked to perform,
and that it is his opinion that
middle school students are being
“discriminated” against,

Caudill said that the students
“cannot reach” this 2.5 standard
because of “their ability,” or lack
thereof.

“Kids have dropped out of
sports, they've dropped cheer-
leading, girls® basketball ...”
Caudill said,

Caudill maintained that many
kids need athletics programs to
remain interested in school and
that the current board policy is
preventing their participation.

“I'm asking the board to ¢on-
sider a 2.0 GPA,” Caudill said.
“1 have a petition of over 300
names from the McDowell,
Wheelwright and Melvin areas.”

The board offered no defini-
tive response to Caudill’s
request, but to the child accom-
panying Caudill, Ross said,
“Don’t let anybody ever tell you
that you can’t do something.”

Sherry
Williams, and Teresu Ramey
working in the flower box near
the sign.

Hicks, whose grandfather
owned the property where May
Valley now stands, said during
recent visits she had seen sever-
al of the missing sign letters in
the ditch on the opposite side of
the road. She voluntarily
stopped to help, searching for
the letters thraugh the thick of
grass and underbrush, and was
able to recover, along with the
help of Williams, all but two of
them.

Concerned parents who were
at the scene expressed their
frustration with the entire inci-
dent, saying that the names of
the vandals had been discovered
since the investigation began,
but nothing, they say, has been
done “because of who their par-
ents are.”

“They know who did it, but
they won't do nothing about it.”
said one parent. “1i’s amazing to
me (hat someone can do $8,000
worth of damage to school
grounds and they're gonna get
away with it because of who
their parents are.”

But that is simply not the
case, according to Sgt. Estll
Newsome, a Martin City Police
Officer in charge of the investi-
gation.

Newsome, who is working in
conjunction with the KSP troop-
er Joey King, confirmed yester-
day that the individuals

Allen issued a statement to
those who have yet to visit the
soon-to-be-closed office.

“If you had any damage
caused by the July 27 to August

cer before the office closes,”
said Allen.

The SBA has approved

drilling

The Pike County Fiscal Court had a quick answer to a
company's request to drill gas wells at the region’s

newest park: No.

And not only was it a quick answer, it was the right

one.

Drilling rigs, pipelines and service roads don’t mix

well with parks.

County officials unanimously voted last week to
reject a request from Equitable Gas Co. to drill at the
new Grants Branch Park, which had been the site of a
coal-processing plant until it was donated to the county

and developed into a park.

It’s too bad the state hasn’t arrived at the same con-
clusion for another park in Pike County in Eastern
Kentucky. The question of allowing a gas well to be
drilled in the Breaks Interstate Park on the Kentucky-
Virginia state line has stirred controversy and drawn
opposition from the park's governing board.

The issue is complicated by the fact that while the
public owns the park land, the gas rights were retained

by the previous owner.

Still, the state of Kentucky has been slow to even try
to protect the park. And what a beautiful park is at risk.

Known as the “Grand Canyon

of the South,” the

4.600-acre Breaks Interstate Park has as its centerpiece a
five-mile long, 1.600-feet-deep gorge. It is a natural

wonder.

State Sen. Ray Jones I1, D-Pikeville, has asked Gov.
Paul Patton to issue a moratorium on permits to drill
new gas wells until a study can be done to determine the
environmental impacts of drilling in the park and, for
that matter, along entire environmentally sensitive Pine

Mountain range.

The governor is reportedly studying the request.

Instead, we'd like to see him act

on it; issue a moratori-

um and then work to turn away the gas well company.
It's too late to start worrying about environmental
damage once the drilling has begun.

Soperintendent  Dr.  Paul
Fanning. who spoke with

Hampton shortly after the inci-
dent yesterday, expressed his
belief that the issue had been
adequately addressed.

“I talked to Ron Hampton
this morning and evidently
there had been some rumors
about some groups of students
were upset with one another for
various reasons,” said Fanning.

1 remember when it dawned
on me that Pete Rose could no
longer get his bat around on a
good fastball. 1 remember when
it became pain, not joy, to watch
Jack Nicklaus compete in major
golf championships. | remember
the sadness of watching John
Unitas close out his career with
the San Diego Chargers.

A rare few have quit on top.
The first name that comes 1o
mind is the immortal Joe
Dimaggio of the New York
Yankees. Asked why he decided
to retire when he might have
been able to squeeze out a cou-
ple more seasons, Dimag said
something like this: “Because
there are people who may see
my play for the first time, and 1
don't want them to remember
me as being less than what |
was.”
A good and noble thought. A
gigantic respect for your image
and legacy.

But times and circumstances
have a way of changing things.
Whatever Jordan does with the
Washington Wizards, he has
pretty much of a free pass. His
legacy with the Chicago Bulls is
forever secure. Nobody can
diminish it. So let’s just put that
in the “lockbox,” to use a popu-
lar political phrase, and concen-
trate on what's happening now,

We have no right to expect
him, at 38, to be as good as he
was eight or 10 years ago. Yet he
still might be one of the league’s
best 10 players, which is sort of
a sad commentary on the current
state of the NBA. But whatever
numbers he puts up aren't as
important as his symbolic value
at this particular time in our

He may not be the Michael
Jordan that we all grew to know
and love, but he will be a more-
than-respectable player. But
beyond that, he brings an aura
and presence to a league that
desperately needs role models,
leadership, and a moral com-
pass.

Maybe he’s not as good, ath-
letically, as a Vince Carter or an
Allen Iverson. That doesn’t mat-
ter. What does matter is that
Michael Jordan, like a recruit in
the military, is sacrificing him-
self for the good of his sport and
his country.

In the dark and bloody days
that may lay before us, we’ll
need cultural anchors to which
we can cling. So Michael Jordan
may find himself in sort of the
same position that the great box-
ing champion Joe Louis and oth-
ers did during World War 11 —
he entertains us to promote our

So, Michael, welcome back.
We don’t care about your stats.
Your legacy is secure. We think,
because you are you, that you
have an excellent chance of
holding your own against all the
Michael Wannabes. I'm confi-
dent that your pride will spare us
all the sight of you being humil-
iated.

At the risk of seeming pre-
sumptuous, | think your mes-
sage is this: | want to see if I can
do something that's never been
done, certainly, but I also want
to try something that might lift
the nation's spirits and provide
an interesting entertainment
diversion at this horrible time in
our nation’s history,

Good for you, Michael, And
know that whether you succeed
or fail, your image will never be
dimenished in this old sports
writer's heart.

How can we
make stire our kids can cope with what
life throws them, having to leave home
for the first time, a death in the family, a
natural disaster, or an unthinkable
nattonal disaster?

As you have probably been hearing
repeatedly. the expens agree that Kids
need 1o process painful situations-in their
own way.

This country had another Pearl Harbor on September
11, 2001. In my opinion, the beginning of another world
war, This time a war against terrorists - wherever in the
world they may exist. Many nations throughout the world
are joined in this thought as war was declared by every
country of the free world on a group of criminal fanatic’s
who do their evil work in the name of religion as did the
group in Waco, Texas, Ruby Ridge, and Jim Jones in
South America. This war will also be differeni in that we
can expect more bombings, and possibly biological ele-
ments in our drinking water and food supplies, or even
nuclear devices placed in our cities.

Even more significant, his
aunt was so pleased about the teacher's
thoughtfulness because she felt his par-
ents would not be likely to discuss the
matter with him,

Besides our most recent disaster, par-
ents do need to raise children who can
cope as effectively as possible. Experts
say resilient children have developed two
value qualities: (1) faith that their parents
and other adults in the world will take
care of them; and (2) faith in themselves.
The last comes with only the knowledge
they acquire through testing themselves
in difficult circumstances, Children need
to know that parents, teachers, and soci-
ety as a whole are going to do what they

themselves. It is not unusual for children
to have emotional problems from feeling
that the adults are not behaving in a way
that protects them, such as when parents
use drugs and do not meet the children’s
basic needs.

If parent is frightened or
afraid of not being able to cope
adequately, then the child may
increase or internalize these
same fears.

There is no “quick™ fix situ-
ation, so children need to see
parents coping with trials and
tribulations day-to-day over the
years withoul expecting a
magic wand to appear to fix-it
or a charge card without inter-
est with which to pay.

A true model of coping and
optimism is very important. But
never forget that no one is per-
fect. Since no one person has
all the answers. allow your
child's questions to be your
guide,

Also, 50 often we as parents
need to take the “collective”
approach, meaning be proac-
tive—let your kids see you call-
ing the Red Cross, taking pan
in groups such as scouts and
church, and being spontaneous
with others such as stopping to
talk with neighbors, instead of
waving and passing on by.

Remember that you are an
important part of assisting your
children being better prepared
for the ups and downs and pot
holes and bumps of their pre-
sent life and their future,

So it could take ten foods
that are “good sources” (o meet your
day's need for that nutrient, Of
course, some foods supply well
above these standards, and really do
supply all or most of a day's needs,
Sometimes your portion is actually
two or more of the standard servings.
50 you'd be getting at least double the
sgmount stated, On the other hand,
your individual needs may be differ-
ent than the Daily Values on which
these claims are based. For example,

men and older aduits don't need that
much iron, whereas current evidence
suggests that optimum vitamin C
intake may be almost twice the
amount listed as the Daily Value.
Rather than looking only at the claim
on the front of a food package, check
the “Nutrition Facts" label (o see just
how much of that nutrient is actually
supplied in a serving. and then con-
stder how that matches your individ-
ual needs,

How bad is pizza containing
fatty meat like pepperoni or
sausage?

Each slice of a medium pizza
with either sausage or pepper-
oni has about 10 to 30 more
calories and one to four more grams
of fat than a slice of cheese pizza.
Obviously, a cheese and veggic pizza
is nutritionally better. But if you're
really craving pepperoni or sausage

There are a number of infec-
tious illnesses that cause night
sweats. Malaria is a classic
cause of this complainl, but
individuals with malaria usually
feel sick during the rest of the
day, too. Even though you said
you feel fine except for the

night sweats, it would still be a_

good idea 1o ask your doctor to
check for malaria.

Chronic infection in the
sinuses, urinary tract, lungs or
teeth can cause night sweats, so
have your doctor and dentist
check for these as well,

The medications Noroxin,

Sumycin and ampicillin you
have taken are antibiotics that
are effective at clearing some —
but not all — infections. If your
doctor still suspects an infec-
tion, I would recommend that
you have tests to identify the
specific: type of organism that
may be causing the condition
and its location before you take
more antibiotics,

More serious causes of night
sweals include some life-threat-
ening diseases. These include
severe heart disease and severe
kidney disease. 1 don’t think
you afe afflicted by either of
these problems because you
would have other symptoms
produced by the failing organ
and wouldn’t report that you
otherwise feel fine.

Another serious disease that
can produce the symptoms you
describe is cancer. For instance,
stomach. bowel and lung cancer
can all produce night sweat§
before other symptoms are
apparent. While | think that
cancer may be a relatively like-
ly cause of your night sweals,
you shouldn't panic.

Even though you have had
three years of night sweats, it's
entirely possible that any cancer
you may have is still curable.

It is important for you to see
your doctor again very soon for
a thorough physical examina-
tion. Your doctor will help you
identify the specific cause of the
night sweats you experience,
and then recommend the proper
treatment for your condition.
