he didn't consider Walters to be 
a "night risk," and therefore 
suggested bond to be set at half 
the amount of her original bond.

that jail is not the proper place 
for her right now," explained 
Caudill. "I don't know where 
this case will tum out, but thC!>e 
are very serious charges against

Caudill placed a eparate 
order on the bond, a $20.000 
surety bond. ordering Walters to 
participate in weekly visits to 
the pre-trial officer at the court­
house. The bond will remain in 
effect for 30 days, ~>aid Caudill. 

Ridgway said she was 
pleased with the bond settle­
ment, but declined to comment 
further on the case. Ridgway 
said she is currently lool<ing for 
a residential facility for Walters. 
who is now living with her 
mother, Jennifer Walters. 

"All that we know is that 
she's been charged with t\o\O 
very serious class A felonie ," 
said Taylor. "Our job is to pros- ia 
ecute on our a:>sumption that 
she is mentally capable. unless 
proven otherwise in the ..:ourts. 
We 'II take into consideration 
any competency issue raised by 
her attorney at a later date ... It's 
a difficult situation with a deli­
cate balance between the 
charges against her and her 
mental state.'' 

If found guilty of the 
charges, Walters could face two 
20-year sentences.

President 
Bush performed well at times in the 
first week after the attack (when he 
went to the Islamic mosque to speak on 
tolerance) and nor so well at others 
(when he made his four-minute 
''address to the nation'' on the evening 
of the attack). He's doing the best he 
can and we have to cut him some slack. 

So I'm not going to make fun of 
him anymore. For a while. I would, 
however. like to offer some construe­
live suggestions in the spirit of helpfuJ­
ness. For example: 

• Stop already with the John Wayne 
rhetonc.

J ht the woods early and listen f•>r a 
melody nf tree· yelping nnd cluckrng on 
a hardwood ridge or lullsidc Young 
hen" may cackle at fly-dO\\ n time On a 
wnm1 October muming a wm might 
even boom a gohble. After pitchmg out 
of his tree at first light. he might ~.;ul 
loose .tn aggra\'atcd purr to challenge 
other toms in the pecking order You can 
hear Oock talk and the thumping of 
dc..o;cendang wings for 200 to 400 yards 
on a clam morning. 

Try to maneuver between roosted 
bards and a major fooJ source ncarb) ­
fresh acomo;. a grain field. a pac;ture "ith 
gr~shoppcrs, etc. Set up in a "cut-ofT 
zone'' and cluck. yelp and purr.

Bass 
grow bigger farther south 
due to the warmer climate 
and longer growing season. 
In Florida. a bass must 
weigh 10 pounds to claim 
trophy status. 

Minnows. small fish and 
crayfish comprise the main 
forage for the largemouth. 
It also will attack about any 
Jjving creature it can fit 
into its cavemou:, mouth. 
Frogs. snakes. insects and 
even ducklings fall prey to 
largemouths. This aggres­
sive nature Is what makes 
the largemouth such a pre­
mier game fish. 

At timc:s largemouths 
cruise open water in search 
of food. but they are notori­
ous for ambushing prey 
from hiding places. 
Largernouths can be 
coaxed mto stnking even 
when they an~ not actively 
feeding by teasing them 
with lures as you would a 
cat with a toy mouse. 

Bass have become such 

a popular game fish. that 
they receive heavy fishing 
pressure throughout the 
United States. Most bass 
anglers rehgiously pracuce 
catch and release to insure 
quality fishing in the 
fulure 

The vast majority of 
today s hass anglers rely on 
lures. because they cover 
the water faster and arc 
easier to acquire and mrun· 
tain than live bait. Even so. 
live bait fishing is very 
effective and regularly 
takes heavyweight bass. 
This point 1s proven time 
and again in Florida where 
shiner fishing consistently 
catches more trophy bass 
than lures. 

The biggest disadvan­
tage wtth live bait ftshing is 
its slow pace. You must 
make critical choices 
regarding where to fish. Set 
up where no bass are pre­
sent and you won't get 
bites no matter how tempt­
ing the bait. 

Panfisb anglers catch 
incidental bass on night 
crawlers dangling beneath 
floats. A much more effec­
tive method for fishing 
night crawlers incorporates 
walking sinkers, such as 
those made by Lindy and 
Gary Roach. 

Start with a medium 
action rod and 6- to 8-
pound monofilament. Run 
the line through a walking 
sinker just heavy enough to 
mainrain constant bottom 
contact and tie the line to a 
swivel. To the other end of 
the swivel tic a 2- to 3-foot 
leader attached to a No. 4 
to No 2 bait hooJ..:. Run the 
hook one time through the 
collar of a fat night crawler 
and slowly drag the rig 
along the bottom over bass 
structures. The swivel 
keeps the walking sinker 
from sltding down to the 
bait. Some anglers usc a 
syringe to inJect the 
crawler with air to keep the 
bait floating higher off the 
bouom where bass can eas­
ily see 1t.

Aonme and I spent several hours 
Sunday af1ernoon helping h1s par­
ents, Dennis and Iris Blair celebrate 
their 54th wedding anniversary. 
Jointng us in the celebration were 
Ronnre's brother, Jim tus wife and 
son, Mary Jane and Matthew, (we 
were celebratmg Matthew's 27th 
birthday, also) and Mary Janes 
mother Edra Hill 

As we sat 1n the restaurant talkmg 
and enjoyrng our meal I glanced 
across the table and realized that I 
was ln the presence of greatness. 

Denms and Ins were marned rn 
the sanctuary of the old First Baptrst 
Church. located on the corner of 4th 
and College streets, tn Patntsv1lle, 
Kentucky on September 24, 1947. 
He had returned from the war to find 
that Ins's lamtly had moved next to 
hrs and they began courting. 

What amazes me most about thetr 
marriage · besrdes the fact that they 
are still together when other mar· 
riages have ended tn divorce - rs that 
their union has survtved opposrng 
political views and different religious 
aHiliatrons Desprte these differ­
ences, It hasn't phased therr relation­
ship at all. It IS e~sy to see the ado­
ratiOn and love they have for each 
other. When she laughs at h1s JOkes, 
her smrle IS glowingly genume and 
her eyes sparkle wrth the enthusiasm 
of a teenager in love. And, if words 
coi.Jid descnbe that smitten look 
Oenms gets on hrs face when he nbs 
Ins about her dnving or cookmg, they 
would be "I love you" 

For a person who has Ired the cer­
emontal knot three t1mes. I thrnk 54 
years w1th the same person IS phe· 
nomenal. As everyone knows, two 
people living together under the 
same roof is not always 1dylhc. L1v1ng 
with ano1her person requires 
patience, ktndness, compassion, 
good listenrng skills, and on many 
occasrons, keepmg your mouth shut. 

My f1rst marriage ended 1n 
d1vorce 1 attnbute the failure to the 
fact that I should not have married 
unt1l after I'd had my braces 
removed I quickly learned that a 
person should never marry when he 
or she IS 16 years old and has never 
washed a drsh, cooked a moal, or 
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made a bed. You should also never 
marry when you strll play with paper 
dolls and sleep with your baby blan­
ket under your prllow.
