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Florida family hopes to be implanted with
computer chips containing their medical records

BOCA RATON, Fla. — Jeff
Jacobs' neck is fused to his
spine at a slightly downward
angle, making it painful for him
to look straight ahead without
leaning back. He takes up 10 10
medications a day for a number
of other aillments, and several
times he has nearly died.

One of his family's biggest wor-
ries is that he could become sick
and unable to speak for himself
in an emergency.

But thanks to a tiny computer
chip that can be implanted in his
body and scanned for personal
and medical information, those
fears may be eased.

Jacobs, his wife, Leslie, and
their 14-year-old son, Derek,
could become the nation's first
family to be fitted with the
device, called VeriChip. It is
awaiting approval from the
Food and Drug Administration.
The VeriChip, made by Applied
Digital Solutions in Palm Beach
County, is about the size of a
grain of rice. It would be inject-
ed under a person’s skin, proba-
bly in the arm, and could be read
only by scanners

Similar technology has been
used in the past few years on
millions of dogs and cats as a
way to identify the pets if they
are lost or stolen.

Applied Digital says the chip
can provide instant access 1o a
patient’s medical records, which
is especially valuable in emer-
gencies or in situations in which
the patient is unconscious and
unable to provide a medical his-
tory or, say, allergies to any
medications. It could, for exam-
ple, be used to identify and diag-
nose a lost Alzheimer's patient.
Ultimately, the chips could be
coupled with global-positioning
satellites to locate Alzheimer's
patients who have wandered off,
or find kidnapping victims — an
idea the company hopes to mar-
ket in Latin America.

The chip could also be used as a
security tool.

“It can be used as an inexpen-
sive method to gain entry into a
secure power plant, the cockpit
of an airplane, or any place
where a high level of authentica-

tion 15 required for entrance to a

building.” said Keith Bolton,
Applied Digital vice president
and chief technology officer.
“It's a lot less expensive than
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retina scanning or thumbprint
recognition equipment.”

The chip has stirred debate over
its potential use as a "Big
Brother” device to track people
or invade the privacy of their
homes or workplaces. Civil lib-
ertarians call it crypto-fascism
or high-tech slavery. Religious
advocates say it represents "'the
mark of the Beast,” or the anti-
Christ.

Jacobs and his family brush
aside those arguments. Anyone
can be tracked through the
Internet and e-mail, credit cards
and cellular phones, they say.
“We're kind of amazed there's
such a hullabaloo about it,”

Jacobs said. “It's like someone
presenting the world with a gift.
It’s inconceivable this could do
anything but good.”

Jacobs, a 48-year-old dentist,
has suffered through cancer; a
car crash, a degenerative spinal
condition,. chronic eye discase
and abdominal operations. He
has had to quit his dental prac-
tice, and doctors have told him
they are not sure how long he
will live.

Jacobs' son heard about the
device from the news and
pestered his mother to call
Applied Digital.

*My husband almost died four
or five times. We have been

rushed to the hospital where he
is unable to talk, and these nurs-
es and doctors ask him for infor-
mation,” she said. “This way,
they can take two seconds to
scan it and you have the infor-
mation, acourately.”

The chip 15 expected to cost
around $200 and the scanner
between $1,000 and $3,000.
Applied Digital plans to give
away chip readers to hospitals
and ambulance companies in
hopes they will become standard
equipment.

The timing of a decision from
the FDA is unclear, but approval
is probably several months away
at the earliest.

Contractor cited again
in connection with
ast that killed man

PIKEVILLE — A state road
contractor has been cited again
in connection with a road-build-
ing blast in January that killed
an Johnson County man.

The state Labor Cabinet
released a four-part citation on
Monday that charges Elmo
Greer and Sons, of London, with
blasting violations and proposes
total fines of $18,000.

The charge follows three
citations against Greer by the
state Department of Mines and
Minerals stemming from the
same incident.

James H. Mollett, 56, of
Staffordsville, a gas-well tender,
suffocated Jan, 15 after his pick-
up truck was buried under 22
feet of debris from a blast in
Pike County.

Greer, the state's second-
largest road contractor, is
rebuilding a section of U.S. 119,
about halfway between
Pikeville and the West Virginia
state line.

An carlier report by Mines
and Minerals investigators said
Mollett was able to drive past
two flagmen and an equipment
operator to inspect a well

because they were unaware of

an impending blast.

Instead of using a series of

required siren blasts, or their
equivalent, to warn residents
and motorists, a company

employee drove up and down
the road in a pickup truck, honk-
ing its horn, the report said.

The violations alleged by the
Labor Cabinet are similar to
citations issued on Jan. 24 by
Mines and Minerals, said
Jeffrey Morgan of Hazard, an
attorney for Mollett's estate,
which sued Greer in Pike'
County Circuit Court on Feb.
27.

The Mines and Minerals cita-

tions said Greer failed to warn
all persons that a blast was about
to be detonated; that a flagman
failed to stop people from enter-
ing the danger zone; and that the
company failed to ensure all
persons were a safe distance or
under sufficient cover before the
blast.

Charles Cassis, Greer's attor-
ney, said the contractor is con-
testing the citations from both
agencies.

Court of Appeals upholds
vote-fraud conviction
from Knott County

LEXINGTON — The US.
Sixth Circuit Court of Appeals in
Cincinnati has upheld the con-
viction of a Knott County man
for conspiring to buy votes in the
May 1998 primary election.

Phillip Dion Slone, 33, of
Pippa Passes, was convicled in
June 2000 in U.S. District Court
in Pikeville. He appealed the
conviction. On Friday, the Sixth
Circuit filed an opinion affirm-
ing his conviction.

The appeals court concluded
that U.S. District Judge Joseph

M. Hood did not err when he
refused to set aside the jury's
verdict for lack of sufficient evi-
dence.

Slone was convicted of con-
spiring with three other people to
buy the votes of Alice Lloyd
College students. Hood sen-
tenced Slone to three years' pro-
bation, during which he is to
serve one month in a halfway
house and five months of home
detention with electronic moni-
toring.

His sentence was held in
abeyance pending the outcome
of his appeal.
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Gambling bill apparently dies quietly

FRANKFORT — With no
fanfare, a proposal to open slot
machine casinos at Kentucky
horse tracks died quietly this
week.

House Majority Floor Leader
Greg Stumbo on Monday
shipped the legislation, along
with dozens of other dead bills,
off to a committee to sit for the
remainder of the session,

“I think it's probably at the
funeral home right now," said
House Speaker Pro Tem Larry
Clark, D-Louisville, one of the
prime supporters of expanded

gambling.
David Switzer, director of the
Kentucky Thoroughbred

Association, had not noticed the
House action but said it had
been clear for several days the
bill was on its last legs.

“*We'll be back. There's no
question about that. There is still
a possibility of a special session
and of course, we have 2003,"
Switzer said Tuesday,

While the notion of slot
machines or other expanded
gambling at Kentucky race
tracks has been around for near-
ly as long as riverboat casinos
have plied the Ohio River, this

was the first session that legisla-
tion was actually proposed.
Horse interests said they
were united behind the proposal,
which was to allow the eight
currently licensed race tracks to
also open slot machine casinos,
From the time the bill was
introduced in Feburary, oppo-
nents immediately seized on the
secrecy that had surrounded the
negotiations that created it
Critics also pointed to numerous
issues within the bill, such as the
fact that a new gambling control
board would be exempt from

many open records and meet-
ings laws,

A second version would have
put the casinos under the super-
vision of the Kenticky Lottery
Corp.. but the tracks would not
budge on how the proceeds were
to be divided. The tracks were
earmarked for more than half
the money, with the state getting
an initial 28 percent, growing to
perhaps 35 percent. The horse
industry. which the tracks said
were supposed to be the ultimate
beneficiaries, was to get just
under 13 percent.

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Public financing

protects public
during elections

The General Assembly began this year’s session with an
ill-fated attempt to expand state financing of political cam-
paigns — currently limited to gubernatorial races — to races
for the state House and Senate,

Now public financing is fighting for survival, thanks to a
budget bill proposed by Senate Republicans which cuts fund-
ing for the program.

Public financing is an issue which has been thorny
because it has been misunderstood. Critics of the program
say taxpayer dollars should not be used to support politi-
cians’ attempts o win office.

At first blush, that is a persuasive argument. especially
given the sleazy campaign attack ads which have become
commonplace., '

But public financing still remains better than the alterna-
tive — what we have now.

As the system currently stands, money decides elections in
most cases, and those with the most money to give are the
ones served best by government.

When Kentucky created its system of public financing for
gubernatorial elections, campaigns were limited to raising
$600,000, which would be matched 2-for-1 by the state.
Those figures have risen in accordance with inflation.

Campaigns were also required to raise their money in
smaller chunks, making it more difficult for monied interests
to gain undue influence over candidates through donations,
and giving everyday Kentuckians the opportunity to have as
much say as the wealthiest.

Finally, the state’s public financing system is an entice-
ment, not a requirement, Campaigns were forced to agree to
spending limits if they accepted public money, but they were
under no requirement to do so.

In 1995, the first year candidates could take advantage of
public financing, several were wary enough to forego the
free money, while others chose to take it. In 1999, however,
there was no real race for governor, making the point moot.

The program is about to be tested once again, in next
year's race for the Governor's Mansion, and it may very well
be a true test, with competitive races shaping up in both
major parties. [t would be unfortunate to scrap the system
before adequately evaluating its performance.

Extending the program to 138 legislative races may very
well be too expensive an endeavor to undertake, especially
given the state’s current budget troubles. But public financ-
ing of the governor’s race is a relatively inexpensive way to
determine whether the program can result in better govern-
ment. For that reason, it should remain in the biennial bud-
get.

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The U.S. could
face an even
drier future

A drought is covering much of the
East Coast and a wide arca of the West,
weather experts from the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration
announced at a press conference this
month. That's not news for many:

New Jersey, Delaware and Maryland
reported the driest February on record,
and drought persists in parts of Texas,
Oklahoma, Kansas, Colorado, Idaho,
Wyoming, Montana and Hawaii. The
dry pauern may be easing for some
areas, but forecasters caution that some
drought impacts likely will linger.

Drought conditions like these provide
a glimpse of what the future could be
like if the globe continues to warm. No
one can say for sure why we're experi-
encing this drought, but it is exactly the
kind of condition scientists tell us s like-
ly to become more and more common
with global climate change. Decades of
pollution from cars, trucks, power plants
and industry — combined with defor-
estation — have created a blanket of
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heat-trapping gases, smothering the
earth. While we associate the conse-
quences of this pollution with higher
temperatures, its effects on water may be
even more dangerous.

A warmer earth means more droughts
and heavier downpours, Why?

Warmer air holds more moisture, so as
temperatures heat up, soils and reservoirs
dry out. If this is not balanced by
enough precipitation, drought results.

Projections using the government's
Palmer Drought Severity Index show
severe droughts increasing noticeably by
the 2050s. By 2100, severe droughts
could become frequent throughout most
of the United States. Because the air can
hold more moisture, when rain does fall,
it is likely to come in heavy downpours
that are less efficient at replenishing
groundwater. That's because the hard
dry ground can only soak up so much
water, with the rest running off into
storm drains and streams. The tendency
for heavier rains has been noted through-
out the United States already.

Prolonged drought doesn’t just mean
brown lawns and dirty cars. Water is an
irreplaceable resource that impacts
almost all activities, including industry
and agriculture. From an economic
standpoint, the refusal (o consider reduc-
tions in greenhouse gas emissions now
will leave us open to the possibility of
much higher costs later.

Unfortunately, the Bush administra-
tion's recent proposal for dealing with

global warming allows greenhouse gas
pollution to go up, instead of lowering it. | §
The administration’s policy, touted as '
“bold” and “new."” is actually a continua-
tion of voluntary strategies already in
place for nearly a decade, when global
warming pollution has continued to rise,

Earth is already feeling the effects of
global warming, and responsible nations
are taking action. The U.S. sat on the
sidelines last summer while over 170
nations agreed to work together to fight
global warming. With the administra-
tion’s business-as-usual proposal, the
U.S. risks pushing the world over the
brink of dangerous climate change.

Fortunately, there are many ways 1o
cut pollution while still growing the
economy. One system, known as emis-
sions trading, helps make deeper cuts in
pollution more quickly. It was pio-
neered by the U.S. to cut acid rain pollu-
tion and was signed tnto law in 1990 by
the former President Bush. Under the
system, companies that cut pollution
below a fixed cap are able 10 earn money |
by selling the excess reductions to those |
that face difficulty in making their own
cuts. This allows companies to make
money by reducing pollution, and spurs
the development of new clean technolo-
gies.

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Technology doubles red blood cell donations per donor

WASHINGTON — The
blood bank in Las Vegas pulled
in 7,700 extra donations last
year without having o recruil
extra donors — at a time when
other parts of the country had
shortages.

The trick: technology 'that
lets one person give the amount
of red blood cells normally got-
ten from two people, without
feeling woozy afterward,

Call it double-blood dona-
tion, a small but growing trend
that blood bankers hope will
boost the nation's tight supply
— a supply many warn i8 likely
to get even tighter with new
restrictions on who can donate.

"We saw the writing on the
wall because of the shrinking
donor base and said, ‘“We have
to do this now,”” says Jan Dalby
of United Blood Services, Las
Vegas, where double-blood col-
lections are steadily rising.

Typical donations haven’t
changed much in decades: A
nurse sticks a needle in your arm

and fills a bag with whole blood.
The blood 1s shipped to a lab to
be separated into different com-
ponents — red blood cells,
platelets and plasma — used for
different treatments.

Red blood cells make up the
typical transfusion; several
thousand gallons a day are used.
Ensuring that supply is a chal-
lenge. Only about 5 percent of
people eligible to donate blood
do so, and increasingly strict
safety rules limit who can
donate. Meanwhile, demand for
blood is rising and periodic
shortages force hospitals to can-
cel elective surgeries.

You can’t donate more than
about 4 pint of whole blood at a
time. But the new trend: Hook
donors to a machine that sepa-
rates blood on the spot, keeping
the red cells and putting the rest
back into their bodies right
away. Because only part of the
blood is taken, banks can collect
twice the red cells — totaling
about a pint — from a single
donor who doesn’t feel the loss.

Removing one compound
from blood is called apheresis,

and it’s long been used in differ-
ent ways in  medicine.
Massachusetts-based
Haemonetics Corp. pioneered
using apheresis to double the red
cells collected from regular
blood donors.

It does take longer, about 35
to 45 minutes hooked up to a
needle instead of 15. Not every-
body is eligible — you must
weigh about 20 pounds more
than the minimum required to
donate blood the regular way.

Donors can give lots of blood
with fewer visits. You can

donate blood the regular way
once every two months —
although the average donor does
so only twice a year — or give a
double red cell donation once
every four months.

“I've been doing this close to
40 years, giving blood, and it
doesn't feel different,” says
Robert Drymalski, 71, of Las
Vegas, who began donating the
new way a year ago. “The only
thing you feel is when they push
the needle in your arm.”

It's attracting first-time
donors, too, Dalby says. When

Drug used for severe heart
failure is found to have
dangerous Side effects

CHICAGO — A drug com-
monly used for short-term treat-
ment of worsening heart failure
in hospitalized patients may
cause dangerously low blood
pressure and abnormal heart
rhythms, researchers found.

The findings suggest that the
drug, milrinone, should be
reserved for patients who do not
respond to other medication,
said Dr. Mihai Gheorghiade of
Northwestern University.

The study is one of the few to
compare a placebo with a drug
for worsening heart failure, a
condition that sends about |
million Americans to the hospi-
tal each year. Despite the poor
results, it shows that such stud-
ies can and should be done on
similar drugs, Gheorghiade said.

“We should not take things
for granted just because they
have been approved, to assume
they are useful,” said
Gheorghiade, who led the study,

published in Wednesday's
Journal of the American
Medical Association.

An accompanying editorial
says the use of other drugs com-
monly used in worsening heart
failure, dopamine and dobuta-
mine, should be reconsidered
given the milrinone findings,
since all three drugs work simi-
larly to strengthen the heartbeat.
Milrinone, sold as Primacor,
was approved in 1987,

Heart failure, in which the
heart gradually loses its ability
to pump blood efficiently,
affects nearly 5 million
Americans. The condition may
be chronic, but patients can
develop severe attacks of
breathing difficulty that require
hospitalization,

Dr. Ann Bolger, an American
Heart Association spokes-
woman, said patients studied
were generally less sick than
those who typically would be

Study shows some
patients are resistant to
heart benefits of aspirin

DALLAS — A new study
suggests that some people who
take aspirin to ward off heart
attacks may not be getting all the
benefits they thought they were.

The study in Tuesday's issue
of the journal Circulation found
that as many as 75 percent of
patients showed some resistance
to the blood-thinning effects of
aspirin,

Aspirin works by blocking
the formation of thromboxane
A2, a chemical in the body that
makes platelets sticky and pro-
motes blood clotting. Heart
attacks are caused by clots.

The study found that taking
aspirin did not adequately block
thromboxane in some people,
making them 3 1/2 times more
likely to die of a heart attack
than those in whom aspirin
works.

Doctors often recommend
daily use of aspirin to help pre-
vent heart attacks.

The study was led by Dr. John
Eikelboom, a clinical lecturer at
the University of Western
Australia, Royal Perth Hospital,

The researchers analyzed
urine samples of 5,529 heart
patients in Canada for a chemi-
cal byproduct of thromboxane.
The levels of the byproduct var-
ied substantially among the
aspirin users but were still lower
than they were in patients not
taking aspirin at all,

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aspirin did not adequately block
thromboxane in some patients
because of an underlying genetic
mutation.

The study could be used to
identify heart patients who need
to be treated with additional anti-
clotting medications, said Dr.
Salim Yusuf, a co-author of the
study. Still, he cautioned, more
research is needed.

Yusuf said a simple urine test
could be created to determine if
patients are resistant to aspirin.

Medical experts said those

who take aspirin because of

heart disease should continue to
do so.

“We know that aspirin
reduces risk of a new cardiac
event by as much as 25 percent,”
said Dr, Rose Marie Robertson, a
professor of medicine at
Vanderbilt University in Nash-
ville, Tenn, “The big message is
that not enough people are on
aspirin."”

Las Vegas bloodmobiles started
carrying the double-blood
equipment, they drew 38 per-
cent more red cells during the
city’s high school blood drives,
as some feen-agers who once
shrugged at donation asked to
try out the cool machines.

Double donating isn’t avail-
able everywhere yet.
Haemonetics so far has supplied
the equipment to five of the
American Red Cross’ 36 blood
regions; to United Blood
Services, which is spreading the
procedure beyond Las Vegas
into I8 states this non-Red
Cross blood banker serves, and
to some smaller blood banks.

A competitor, Gambro BCT,
also sells double-red cell
machinery, and other companies
are exploring it.

“This technology holds
promlse to further enhance our
nation’s available blood sup-
ply,” says Dr. Jerry Squires, the
Red Cross” medical director.

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Lawmakers, courts continue to define
rights of breast-feeding mothers

TRENTON, N.J. — Kelly
Mancini saw no reason that
breast-feeding her infant should
keep her from working at a
small dental practice.

But the Bridgewater woman
claims in a lawsuit that she was
fired for using a breast pump
during breaks, an accusation
her former employer has
denied.

seen one state after another pass
laws to protect and encourage
breast-feeding. courts continue
to hear lawsuits alleging dis-
crimination against nursing
mothers.

Maneini's lawyer, Matthew
J. Lodge, said dentist Richard
Lachenmayr told a state Labor
Department employee the
woman was fired for, among
other reasons, the “timing of
her pumping.”

Lachenmayr’s attorney, John
Schmidt, did not immediately
return messages left at his
office.

“We represent someone who
was discharged for wrongfully
pumping at work,” Lodge said.
“If as a result of this case, we
also create precedent that pro-
tects other women ... then that's
a great result.”

Mancini's lawsuit is similar
to others that have been filed in
recent years.

Borders Group Inc. settled a
lawsuit with a woman who was
told not to breast-feed in a
Glendale. Calif., bookstore,
The 1999 lawsuit came two
years afler the state passed a
law allowing breast-feeding
anywhere.

Last year, a former bartender
at a Hooters restaurant sued the
company, accusing her man-
agers of humiliating her for
pumping breast milk.

Al least 31 states have

passed breast-feeding measures
since 1993. Most prohibit dis-
crimination against nursing
mothers or explicitly state that
public breast-feeding does not
constitute indecent exposure.

Some laws encourage pro-
motion of breast-feeding.
Others allow nursing mothers
to opt out of jury duty and
require employers to provide
time or private areas for
expressing milk.

In Maine, Michigan and
Utah, courts can consider
whether a mother is breast-
feeding when deciding custody

or visitation.

“It seems that breast-feeding
is more acceptable in our soci-
ety today than it was even 10
years ago,” said Kimberly
Cavaliero, spokeswoman for La
Leche League, a breasi-feeding
advocacy group.

Even so, breast-feeding in
public or in the workplace has
yet to gain universal accep-
tance.

Luz Elena Saucedo, of
Baldwin Park, Calif., said she
was nursing her infant son at
her daughter's elementary
school when a teacher told her

it was not allowed and asked
her to use a private room.

Saucedo spoke with the prin-
cipal and superintendent, to no
avail. With a lawyer’s help, she
hopes to persuade the school
district to instruct parents and
employees on the rights of
breast-feeding mothers.

“I know there's a lot of
mothers out there breast-feed-
ing,” said Saucedo, who has not
yet considered a lawsuit. “It’s
something very special and
very precious. It doesn’t need to

Pikeville attorney Joseph
Justice, a McCoy descendant
who filed the lawsuit, said he is
amazed by the public interest in
the feud. He said he has been
interviewed by both domestic
and foreign news organizations
since getting involved with the
case.

“There has been many feuds
in our history, but for some rea-
son this one originally received
notoriety and continues to draw
attention,” Justice said.

The basic dispute regards
whether the road leading (o the
cemetery is a public road, as the
McCoys contend, or a private
driveway, as the Vances claim.

cemetery because of liability

“If someone falls and gets
hurt on our property, then we are
liable,” he said. "I question their
right to force their way through
my property,” he said,

The Hatfield descendant said
Bo and Ron McCoy are not
closely enough related to the
McCoys in the cemetery to
make a legal claim. In the law-
suit, they're described as direct
descendants of Randolph
McCoy, father of the five
McCoys buried there.

“We just don't feel like we
should be precluded from visit-
ing the cemetery,” Bo McCoy
said. “"We personally don’t think
this is of interest only to the
McCoys. A lot of Hatfields
we've talked to want to see the
site, 100."”

Despite the complaints, the
measure passed the Senate 25-7
and goes to Gov. Paul Patton.

The bill would assess the
property at its agriculture value,
which is generally far less than
an ordinary valuation. The spe-
cial designation would require
that ownership of the minerals
has not been severed from the
surface ownership, the surface
owner is not involved in mineral
extraction and the land is used
for agriculture purposes.

Sen. Walter Blevins, D-West
Liberty, said the bill had a loop-
hole big enough to fit a coal
truck through. He said landown-
ing corporations with “sharp
attorneys” would find ways to
avoid paying taxes.

Blevins attempted to amend
the bill to limit the tax break.
His proposal would have
exempled the first $25,000 of
assessed value from unmined
coal, oil or gas reserves under a
farmers’ property. Blevins said
few farmers would have to pay
any unmined minerals tax under
his proposal.

His amendment lost 8-24. It
was criticized by some of his
fellow Democrats from agricul-
tural sections of western
Kentucky.

Dr. Michael Cuffe, a Duke
University cardiologist who
helped lead the milrinone study,
said the research looked at how
patients fared over the longer
term, unlike the research that led
to government approval of the
drug.

The study involved 949
patients given either a dummy
drug or a 48-hour milrinone
infusion.

Dangerously low blood pres-
sure occurred much more fre-
quently in milrinone patients,
10.7 percent compared with 3.2
percent of the placebo patients;
as did irregular heartbeats, 4.6
percent versus 1.5 percent.

The average length of hospi-
talization did not differ signifi-
cantly — six days for milrinone
and seven days for placebo.
Sixty-day death rates — 10.3
percent in milrinone patients
and 8.9 percent in placebo
patients — also did not differ
significantly.

FRANKFORT — The House
refused to vote on a budgel
Tuesday, part of a strategy (o force
the hand of senators who are hold-
ing out to kill the partial public
financing system for gubematorial
elections.

House Speaker Jody Richards
said the House would vote on a
budget on April 15, the last day of
the 2002 General Assembly ses-
sion. That would have the added
effect of eliminating any time for
the legislature to override any
vetoes exercised by Gov. Paul
Patton.

Patton has the consttutional
authority to veto individual pieces
of the budget. The governor has 10
days after a bill passes to exercise a
veto and if the legislature is gone, it
cannot vote to override.

President David Williams said
the Senate is determined to get nd
of public financing, at least partly.

The Senate unanimously passed
a version of the budget Tuesday, but
the House refused to accept it in
something of a parliamentary dance
that may not have the final swing
until April 15, if then.

Williams said the Senate is will-
ing to allow public financing to
continue in the May 2003 guberna-
torial primary, so long as it is elimi-

nated for the general election. That
compromise seems (o undercut
Williams" argument that the public
financing scheme is a budget
buster,

“This is about posturing,” said

Sen. Tim Shaughnessy, D-

Bills on liquor, driver licenses,
KHSAA board win final passage

FRANKFORT — Legislation
to make it more difficult for
most non-citizens (o get a
Kentucky driver's license won
final passage Tuesday in the
Kentucky House. The vote was
66-31.

Confident of the vote, sup-
porters of the bill sat silent.
Critics, however, took parting
shots at a bill they said was anti-
immigrant and a paranoiad reac-
tion to terrorist attacks,

“Where is the security in this
bill?" said Rep. Bob Heleringer,
R-Louisville, who led the oppo-
sition. “How would it have pro-
tected America if it had been in
place in all 50 states on Sept.
Bl

The bill would require non-
citizens wanting to obtain or
renew a license to go first to the
Transportation Cabinet to have
their immigration status verified.
Everyone else could go straight
to the circuit court clerk,

Transportation would require
proof of residency, such as rent
or mortgage payment.
Kentucky's practice of automat-
ically issuing a four-year license
would be halted in cases of non-

citizens.

The Senate inserted in the bill
some exceptions for refugees
and people granted asylum,
among others. The House agreed
to the changes, clearing the way
for a final vote.

Also passed was a Senate bill
to expand alcohol sales at
restaurants and golf courses in
“wet" areas. The vote was 48-
43. The bill now can go to Gov.
Paul Patton.

Under the bill, wet counties
or cities could set hours for
Sunday drink sales at licensed
restaurants. Supporters said that
would affect three cities —
Georgetown, Guthrie, Kuttawa.

It also would affect Shelby

County, where the University of

Louisville Cardinal Club, which
has a golf course could sell alco-

hol on Sunday if the city of

Shelbyville approves. Club offi-
cials think it would help to
attract golf tournaments.

Golf courses that already
have licenses to sell beer from
golf carts also could get licenses
to sell distilled spirits and wine.
Caterers could get a temporary
license to serve drinks at events
on the premises of non-profit
organizations with beer licenses.
Example: wedding receptions at

many Catholic churches.

Other bills winning final pas-
sage would:

W Give private schools two
seats on the board of the
Kentucky High School Athletic
Association. The legislation was
sought by the Catholic
Conference of Kentucky.

The vote was 69-26. Leading
the opposition was Democratic

Rep. Hubert Collins of
Wittensville, a  longtime
KHSAA basketball referee.

“When we mandate members to
a board, it's taking advantage of
members who have to run for
election™ to the KHSAA Board
of Control, Collins said.

Army secretary to discuss
new role for Fort Knox

WASHINGTON — Army
Secretary Thomas White is
scheduled to. appear at Fort
Knox Wednesday to discuss the
post's role in developing new
high-tech vehicles.

Congressional sources who
spoke on the condition of
anonymity said they expect
White to announce that Fort
Knox would play a key role in
the research and development
project,

Sen. Jim Bunning, R-Ky.,
and & member of the Senate
Armed Services Committee, is
scheduled to appear with White
at the post.

“It is great to have Secretary
White come to Knox to unveil
the role Knox is going to play in
the Army's transformation
process, especially when it
comes to the future combat sys-
tem,” Bunning said in a state-
ment Tuesday, “This base and
the folks in the nearby commu-
nities are ready to roll up their

sleeves and strengthen Knox
and the Army.”

Fort Knox spokesman John
Rickey declined to comment on
White's speech.

But Rickey said the Army
wants to develop a common
system that can be used as the
basis for building new high-
tech tanks, ambulances and
other vehicles. He said the new
vehicles would be lighter than
existing ones, making il easier
to deploy them overseas quick-
ly.

Beyond that, Rickey said it is
too early to give specifics about
the project. “We have no idea
what it's going to look like,” he
said.

He said the Kentucky post
was a logical choice for the new
project, because it is home to an
existing battle lab. Army offi-
cials rely on the lab and its com-
puters to perform war games
and other exercises.

Rickey said the project would
likely take decades to complete.
He said he did not know how
many new jobs it could bring.

Fletcher makes
courtesy call on
House GOP members

FRANKFORT — U.S. Rep.
Ernie Fletcher and state Rep.
Steve Nunn reached a tentative
agreement Monday to conduct a
civil primary if they both pursue
the GOP nomination for gover-
nor next year.

Nunn has already announced
the formation of an exploratory
committee for a 2003 gubemna-
torial campaign. Fletcher is pon-
dering a race.

But both agreed that the
recent  history of divisive
Republican primaries — notably
1991 — provides a lesson on
what is to be avoided.

There is already one substan-
tive topic of disagreement
between Nunn and Fletcher.

Fletcher, who is from
Lexington, said he thinks public
financing of elections is bad pol-
icy, while Nunn, from Glasgow,
said it serves a legitimate pur-
pose,

Coincidentally, Fletcher got
dropped into the legislative
debate on public financing
Monday. The state Senate,
which is controlled by the
Republicans, has refused to
accept the House budget plan
that includes money for public
financing in 2003.

House Speaker Pro Tem
Larry Clark said the GOP wants
to get rid of public financing,
and the spending caps it impos-
es, so the party can “buy the
Capitol. It's about getting Ernie
Fletcher elected. That’s what it's
all about.”

Fletcher said he would not
get involved in the current bud-
get debate.

He also said he would not
commit to taking or rejecting
public financing. “That’s too far
down the road,” he said.

Nunn, on the other hand, said
he would consider participating
in the spending match and caps.

“1 think it gives a man with-
out great personal wealth an
opportunity to run for public
office, who may not be the
hand-picked candidate,” Nunn
said.

Fletcher held a closed-door
meeting with state House
Republicans Monday evening.
Fletcher served a term in the
state House.

Jefferson County Judge-

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Signs on state road
shoulders face removal

PIKEVILLE-April 1, 2002-
The spring mowing season for
the Kentucky Department of
Highways begins the middle of
April and runs through the end
of May,

Hugh Sammons, PE.,
Operations Branch Manager for
Highway District 12, said that
any signs, including campaign
signs and posters, which have
been placed in mowing zones
on state right-of-way are in
jeopardy of being removed
once mowing begins. District
12 includes Lawrence, Johnson,
Martin, Knott, Floyd, Pike, and
Letcher counties,

“Placing signs of any kind
on state right-of-way is not
legal. There is no permit which
allows use of state right-of-way
for personal, campaign, or pri-

vate business  signage,”
Sammons explained. “We are
not an enforcement agency, but
we will remove any signs that
are in the way of our mowing
contractors, no matter whose
signs they are. This is not a
political matter; it is a matter of
proper highway maintenance."”

Sammons advised candi-
dates and their supporters o
remove any signs they think
might be on state right-of-way
as soon as possible.

FRANKFORT — Separate
bills about who should decide
where electric power plants and
cell phone towers can be built
were left hanging on the General
Assembly’s next-to-last day.

The House and Senate began
a long recess Tuesday night.
Legislators are to return to the
Capitol on April 15 — the consti-
tutional deadline for General
Assembly sessions — to act on
Goy, Paul Patton’s vetoes, if any.

They could pass more bills as
well but would be powerless to
act if Patton vetoed a bill after
they left town.

On cell phone towers, the
Senate on Tuesday passed a bill

settle on a fee nearer $2 per ton.

The proceeds would go to
finance a $25 million bond
issue, which Sen. Dan Kelly,
R-Springfield. should be spent
to clean up old landfills. It
would take about $2.5 million
a year to pay off the debt ser-
vice on the bonds.

Another $2.5 million would
be used by the cabinet to iden-
tify the worst of the old land-
fills and set a schedule for
their remediation.

Bond decision delayed for trucker
arrested after threat to Bush

CLEVELAND, Tenn. — A
decision on bond for a Kentucky
man jailed after threatening to
use a stolen propane truck as a
“3,000-pound bomb” against
President Bush was deferred
again on Tuesday.

General Sessions Court
Judge Andrew Bennett Jr. said
he would wait a week before
deciding  whether  Monty
Branch, 29, of Frankfort, should
get bail on state charges of evad-
ing arrest, reckless endanger-
ment, reckless driving, marijua-
na possession in a commercial
vehicle and other traffic offens-
€85.

During the morning hearing,
the judge asked the defendant if
he had any family members in
court.

Branch, who was shackled,
took a moment to look over the
courtroom before replying.

*l don’t reckon I see a

Early Times
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Christian in the room,” he said.

Branch told the judge he had
hired an attorney. But when
pressed to identify his lawyer,
he replied, “My Lord and Savior
Jesus.”

During his call to a Bradley
County 911 operator on Sunday,
Branch had threatened the presi-
dent saying he had a religious
score to settle. Then he led law
enforcement agents on a high-
speed chase down Interstate 75
before he was arrested after
police flattened the tires of the
propane truck he had taken from
his employer, AmeriGas, about
220 miles to the north in
Frankfort,

In a Monday hearing, Branch
told Bennett he wasn’t interest-
ed in getting released saying, “1
don't need bond, your henor.™

An investigator, speaking on
condition of anonymity, said
prescription medication com-
monly used for mental disorders
was found in the truck cab when
Branch was arrested.

Gary Humble, chief assistant
U.S. attorney in Chattanooga,
said there were no federal
charges pending. He declined
further comment.

Tim Gobble, a Secret Service
agent in Chattanooga. said his
office was “conducting a full-
fledged investigation to deter-
mine what this guy is all about

and his intentions and
actions.”

Bradley County 911 director
Joe Wilson said Branch made
his threat during a call to the dis-
patcher from a pay phone in
Charleston, about 35 miles
northeast of Chattanooga.

“My name is Monty Branch
and I've got a problem,” the
caller said on a tape of the 911
call. “TI've got a broke down
truck. 1 can’t get it started and it

CUTTING-EDGE STUFF

When the need arises lo carve outa
recess for a hinge or strike plate, noth-
ing can replace & razor-sharp chisel to
do the job. Thus, it is often a very good
investment to purchase a 34-inch
chisel for all-purpose use. Purchase
one with an impact-resistant plastic
handle, which will stand up to pound-
ing with a hammer without sustaining
damage. Il you are feeling really ambji-
fious, buy a starter set, containing 1/2-
inch, Y4-inch, and 1-inch chisels.
Store them in socks or a special can-
vas roll between uses, to protect their
cutting edges, When It comes time for
sharpening, start from the first inch of
the back of the chisel and hone a bevel
on the face.

Setting the
record straight
on Rupp

The 1966 NCAA champi-
onship game was the first that
matched an all-white team
(Kentucky’s “Rupps Runts")
against a team whose top
seven players were black
(Texas Western), That much
is true. Beyond that, however,
the facts about both teams,
not to mention
the game’s his-
torical and
sociological
importance,
have been
twisted, distort-
ed, and embell-
ished by revi-
sionist historians and irre-
sponsible journalists, many of
whom were in diapers when
the game was played in
Maryland's Cole Fieldhouse.

The latest to take a crack
at defining the game's impor-
tance is CBS, which last
Sunday broadcast a 90-
minute special entitled “Glory
in Black and White.” While
not perfect, the program was
a lot more balanced and fair
to UK

Coach Adolph Rupp than
any of the many books. TV
“documentaries” and newspa-
per-magazine stories that pre-
ceded it. That's because CBS
recognized the complexities
of the story instead of trying
to portray it as a simple
morality play.

By most accounts, the
Texas Western players and
Coach Don Haskins des
troyed the racist stereotypes
about black players and
changed the game forever. On
the other hand. Rupp is gen-
erally portrayed as the most
despicable bigot in college
basketball, a man who
opposed integration, made
derogatory remarks about
black players, and probably
secretly approved of the Ku
Klux Klan. Indeed, a fuzzy-

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Heath leaves Kent State for Arkansas

KENT, Ohio — Stan Heath
resigned at Kent State on
Thursday to coach Arkansas,
leaving after he led to the
Golden Flashes to the final eight
of the NCAA tournament.

Heath was not at the news
conference at which Kent State
athletic director Laing Kennedy
announced the resignation.

Heath was in his first year at
Kent State and had a five-year
contract.

“I love Stan Heath, 1 love
what he stands for,” Kennedy
said. "l personally will miss
him.”

Kennedy said he felt compli-
mented that Heath was taking
the job at Arkansas.

“You do not want to have
coaches nobody else wants,”
Kennedy said. “In my opinion,

ﬁ;ed

Arkansas is one of the top five
jobs in America.”

Arkansas planned a news con-
ference later in the day 1o
announce its replacement for
fired coach Nolan Richardson.

The 10th-seeded Golden
Flashes (30-6) fell one victory
shy of a Final Four berth, losing
to Indiana 81-69 in the NCAA
South Regional final.

Kennedy said Heath told him
Wednesday night during an emo-
tional meeting at Kennedy's
home that he would leave Kent
State.

Kennedy said he already has
talked with three people about
replacing Heath. He declined to
name them.

Heath was in Fayetteville,
Ark., on Tuesday and was the
only candidate given a personal
tour of Walton Arena by
Arkansas athletic director Frank

Broyles. In addition, university
officials held a reception for
Heath and lus wife,

Earlier this week, Heath visit-
ed West Virginia to discuss the
Mountaineers’ vacant coaching
job.

Arkansas fired Richardson on
March 1, four days after he said
for a second time he wanted to be
bought out, criticized fans and
reporters and said he was treated
differently because he is black.

A half-dozen coaches were
mterviewed by Arkansas through
Wednesday. Tommy Boyer.
chairman of the 14-member
committee assembled to help
pick a new coach, said
Wednesday night that as many as
a half-dozen more could be inter
viewed when committee mem-
bers travel to Atlanta for the
Final Four.

Heath was named coach at

cheeked Louisville columnist
once wrote that Rupp should
have worn a white sheet during
games instead of his famed
brown suits,

But the truth s, Haskins and
Texas Western were never as
important as agents of social
change as, say, Jackie Robinson's
Brooklyn Dodgers or boxing's
outspoken Muhammad Ali. Like
Rupp, Haskins was a tyrant who
cared far more about winning
than changing society’s values,
And if Rupp was a racist, then s0
was every other coach in the
Southeastern and Atlantic Coast
conferences, where the teams all
were lily-white.

In retrospect, the worst thing
that ever happened to Rupp was
beating an all-white Duke team in
the 1966 semifinals. Everybody
assumed that would be the real
national championship game, The
winner was expected to easily
defeat the Texas Western-Utah
winner. Had Duke lost to Texas
Western instead of UK, we
wouldn't still be talking about it.
That's because Duke was consid-
ered to be a more enlightened
place than UK, and young Blue
Devils’ coach Vic Bubas was a lot
easier for some people to like
than the stern, intimidating Rupp,
whose first name and German
heritage made it easy for some
fools to think about a certain Nazi
dictator,

Even the CBS documentary
failed 1o emphasize several inar-
guable facts that have gone large-
ly unreported through the years
because they confuse the simple
story line that lazy reporters are
all to willing to accept: Good
(Texas Western) prevailed over
evil (Rupp). But anybody who
reviews the facts with an open
mind instead of a preconceived
idea might be surprised to leamn
that:

B In the 1920s. Rupp had a
black plaver on his teams at
Freeport, I11., high school.

B In the 1950s and early *60s,

Rupp scheduled non-conference
games against the following
teams that had black players: St.
John's, Temple, Minnesota,
DePaul, Hlinois, Ohio State, and
Loyola of Chicago.

B When SEC champion
Mississippi State tumed down
NCAA invitations in 1959 and
‘61 because of a state policy pro-
hibiting white athletes from play-
ing against blacks, UK represent-
ed the league. In ‘61, according to
former UK president Frank
Dickey, UK told the SEC that it
wanted to integrate (s teams. The
other league members said they
would refuse to play UK under
those circumstances.

M In 1964, Rupp offered a UK
scholarship to Wes Unseld, the 6-
foot-6 black star who had led
Louisville Seneca High to back-
to-back state titles, No other pro-
gram in the SEC or the ACC was
recruiting blacks.

B After losing Unseld to
Louisville, Rupp was confident
he would get Butch Beard, the
black star of Breckinridge
County’s 1965 state champs.
Sports Illustrated even did a story
praising Rupp and UK for lead-
ing integration in the South,

W Unseld turned down UK
mainly because he didn’t want to
be a pioneer.

In 1964, after all, the civil-
nights movement was building
momentum, and blacks were
being hung, beaten, and burned
out of their homes and churches
in the South. Beard kissed off
UK when Rupp couldn’t assure
Beard's mother that he could
guarantee Beard’s safety when he
played in the South,

M During the ‘66 title game,
there was at Jeast one
Confederate flag in  the UK
cheenng section. But UK was
hardly the only Southern school
whose fans waved the flag. In
1967, for example, when Dean
Smith brought his first Final Four
team to Louisville, the players got
off the plane waving Confederate

B Rupp’s first and only black
player, Tom Payne, played for
UK in 1970-'71, only four years
after Vanderbilt had integrated the
SEC with Perry Wallace and
Carolina had integrated the ACC
with Scott,

B It's simply not true that the
UK-Texas Western had a major
impact on society and college
basketball at the time il was
played, In those days, sports writ-
ers were discouraged from get-
ting into social issues. Race was
especially sensitive. Even Sports
Mlustrated didn’t mention race in
its cover story on the game.

But another reason that the
game has far, far greater signifi-
cance today than it did at the time
was that, except for the South,
blacks already were an accepted
part of college hoops.

The first integrated NCAA
champion was CCNY in 1950,
When Bill Russell led San
Francisco to its second consecu-
lve title in 1956, the Dons had
three black ‘starters. Wilt
Chamberlain, Elgin Baylor, and
Oscar Robertson were the best
players in the Final Fours of
1957, *58, and ‘59, respectively,

Ohio State won the 1960 utle
with three blacks. Cincinnat
started three blacks when it won
the 1961 title and four when it
repeated in *62. Loyola had four
black starters when it prevailed in
1963, and black players Walt
Hazzard and Kenny Washington
played key roles for John
Woaden's first UCLA champions
in 1964 and °65.

To his discredit, Haskins
played the race card against UK
in trying to motivale Texas
Western. Although some say that
Rupp said that five blacks could-
n’t beal five whites and referred
to Texas Western's players as
“eoons,” none of the "Runts”
remembers him making race an
issue or making derogatory com-
ments about blacks,

In 1968, two years after the
game, Sports [llustrated ran ils
landmark “Black Athlete" series.
Among other things, the maga-
zine claimed that at Texas
Western, black athletes often
were exposed to racial epithets
and treated as second-class cii-
zens. So much for the revision
historians’ notion that Texas
Western was a racial heaven com-
pared with UK.

And, by the way, the next team
to win the NCAA ttle with an all-
black starting lineup was
Louisville in 1980, which
debunks the idea that Texas
Western's win over UK dramati-
cally changed the nature of the
game or the racial composition of
its best teams.

Sadly, because of the Texas
Western game, the media has
turned Rupp, a complicated man,
into a kind of single-dimensional
cartoon characler. Young sports
columnists dismiss him as a
racist without mentioning how
great a coach he was, how he
single-handedly made basket-
ball important in the South, and
how he revolutionized the way
the game was played.

That's patently unfair. Rupp
deserves far better. The facts
would be a nice place to start.

preparing to (rap moles, be
aware that moles are sensitive to
anything unnatural in their envi-
ronment, Be careful not to tear
up large amounts of soil or many
sections of burrows, when set-
ting a trap. Also be aware that a
poorly set or incorrectly placed
trap is an immediate danger sig-
nal to the mole, and will cause
the mole to detour. Trapping
moles takes patience and persis-
tence. If you have an ongoing
problem with moles, you may
need to set traps during most of
the summer.

When and where
to trap

Trap site selection and timing
are critically important if trap-
ping is to be successful. Because
of the difficulty in placing a trap
in a deep burrow, most trapping
is done on surface burrows.
Remember surface burrows are
used most actively during the
spring and fall and immediately
after a warm rain. Trapping
during these periods increases
the likelihood of catching the
animal. To be successful, you
must find an active burrow.
Active burrows are relatively
straight runways that may con-
nect two systems of foraging
activity. A burrow system that
ends abruptly has probably
been abandoned, and a burrow
system that 18 highly branched
and turning back on itself, is
probably a foraging burrow,
and may also be abandoned. In
addition, burrows that have
numerous mouse holes or
breaks are probably not being
used.

To find a frequently used
burrow, tramp down with your
foot on each runway. Within 12
to 24 hours active runways will
be repaired. Then, you can put a
trap in this location. If the trap
has not captured a mole in three
days: (1) the trap was placed in
the wrong location, (2) the run-
way was disturbed too much,
(3) the trap was improperly set.
and the mole detected it, (4) the
mole changed its habits and
was not actively using the bur-
row, or (5) you captured all the
moles in the general area,

To determine which runways
are active, flatten a small sec-
tion of the runway with your
foot and check the next morn-
ing.

Traps are generally more
effective if set in the late after-
noon or early evening (4 to 6
p.m.) coinciding with the activ-
ity period of the mole. Be sure
to check the spring mechanism
several times to ensure the trap
is working adequately before
placing it in the burrow system.
If traps need to be relocated,
wait until after the morning
activity period. Be sure to han-
dle the traps safely, keep them
away from children, and follow
the manufacturer’s directions.
Put a small bucket over them if
children or pets are present.

Fumigation

The extent to which gas car-
tridges or aluminum phosphide
are effective depends on a vari-
ety of factors. This method is
recommended only if the entire
burrow system can be located
and fumigated. This usually
requires a neighbor's coopera-
tion since a burrow system is
found over three to four lawns.
Fumigation is rarely effective if
the soil is porous or dry, the
fumigant is not correctly
placed, the complete burrow
system is not treated, or there
are numerous shallow feeding
tunnels. Warning: Never use a
fumigant in a manner inconsis-
tent with its labeling.

Fumigants appear to be most
successful in controlling star-
nosed moles, which are uncom-
mon in Kentucky. Their useful-

ness in controlling eastern
moles is questionable and
requires extensive work in
locating the burrow system,
determining active burrows,
and digging out an area to place
the cartridges.

Repellents

If moles eat bulbs, an aver-
sive taste repellent. Thiram, is
available from a variety of
sources, including agriculture
supply stores, feed and seed
stores, and garden shops.
Thiram is available as a liquid
so you can dip bulbs in it before
planting. Be sure to follow the
instructions on the package.

There is some new evidence
that mole repellents containing
the active ingredient castor oil
are effective in repelling moles
from lawns. These repellents
are available under a wide vari-
ety of trade names. You should
understand that these repellents
do not actually kill the offend-
ing animal and, if suitable habi-
tat remains, the moles will
return. Be sure to follow the
manufacturer’s label closely.

Control methods not
recommended for
Kentucky

No known short cuts or
magic potions are useful in con-
trolling moles. One of the most
common of these so-called
“sure-fire remedies” is to place
chewing gum in the burrow.
Research has shown that doing
so has no effect on moles, even
if they eat it. Do not place bro-
ken glass, razor blades, rose
branches, bleaches, diesel fuel,
lye, sheep dip, or human hair
down the burrow system to
drive the mole away.

Do not use poison peanuts.
Remember moles eat insects
and earthworms, not nuts,
Poisons are also a danger to
family pets or other wildlife.
Zinc phosphide is federally reg-
istered for mole control; how-
ever, it is a Restricted Use
Pesticide, which requires that
the applicator be certified by
the Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) or work under a
certified applicator's direct
supervision. Warning: Never
use a pesticide in a manner
inconsistent with its labeling.
Failure to comply with all the
provided directions may subject
you to federal and/or state
penalties.

The use of pesticides or
insecticides to destroy the
mole's food source is also not
recommended. If you have a
grub problem, contact your
county Extension agent for
information on treating the
problem. Therefore, treat your
lawn for a grub problem, not a
mole problem.

Some people think that mole
plants, Euphorbia lathyris, and
castor bean plants repels moles.
However, these plants’ repel-
lent properties are doubtful. In
addition, they are poisonous to
humans, Also, because they
easily escape cultivation, they
may become a problem weed.

Important mole facts

to remember

B Trapping is the only effec-
tive control method.

B Locate active travel tun-
nels.

B There are fewer moles in
your yard than you think—two
or three moles per acre, aL most,

B Moles have a low repro-
ductive rate; removing a few
moles has a great impact on the
population.

M Be patient and persistent;
keep moving the trap until you
are successful.

M Do not put chewing gum,
chemicals, broken glass, or
other objects in the burrows.

to sour cream, is yogurt

better than reduced-fat or
non-fat sour cream?

Compared to regular
sour cream, lighter sour
cream products save fat

and calories, but not as much as
yogurt. For each two table-
spoons you use, switching from
regular to reduced-fat sour
cream will cut 12 calories and
2.5 grams of fat, or 20 to 30
calories and 5 grams of fat if
you switch to the fat-free ver-
sion. If, however, you choose
low-fat or non-fat plain yogurt
instead of sour cream, you'll
save about 35 to 40 calories and
4.5 to 5 grams of fat. For people
who prefer the flavor of
reduced-fat sour cream products
to yogurt and use only a small
amount as a topping, the differ-
ence in calories and fat is prob-
ably too small to matter. But if
you usually put large amounts
on your potatoes and other
foods, or if you use large
amounts in dips or sauces,
yogurt may be a better choice.
