"But I don't judge others. I 
don't think I'm better than any­
one, but I know no one's better 
than me." 

Rodeman's past didn't seem 
to bother town residents, who 
gave her 64 percent of the vote 
last week to defeat incumbent 
Deb VanGundy. 

"They voted for what I 
believe in. not for my run-ins 
with cops," said Rodeman. 

Rodeman's critics say her 
crim1nal past makes tt difficult 
to take her seriously. 

"This has just labeled us as 
the scum bucket of the county," 
said Calvin Morrow, who lost a 
bid for mayor a few years ago. 

"I don't minimize my behav­
ior but I am not a bad guy," 
Rodeman sa1d. 

That behavior included dri­
ving with a suspended license 
and a conviction for drinking 
and driving. A drug possession 
charge in 1999 was later 
dropped. 

• DURHAM, N.C.-More 
than 400 customers of Central 
Carolina Bank have been 
declared dead because of an 
apparent banking error, and it's 
keeping them from receiving 
their Social Security benefits. 

The bank is resurrecting 
those accounts. 

CCB spokeswoman Eileen 
Sarro said Tuesday that the cus· 
tomers accidentally declared 
dead were people who formerly 
had accounts with First Union 
in western North Carolina and 
the Savannah, Ga., area. 

CCB acquired the accounts 
when it bought the 37 First 
Union branches in February. 

First Union had to sell the 
offices to meet banking regula­
tions after it merged with 
Wachovta. 

"We have had some bumps 
in the transfer," Sarro said. 

The Social Security pay­
ments for April that the bank 
was supposed to deposit in cus­
tomers • accounts were returned 
to the government because the 
CCB computer ind1cated that 
those customers were dead. 

"I was JUSt dumbfounded," 
srud customer Dora Sumner of 
Asheville. "Clearly, I was 
alive." 

Social Security payments for 
May should be deposited with­
out problems, Sarro said. The 
mix-up affected 417 accounts, 
most in western North Carolina 
counties. 

• EL DORADO, Ark. -
Frontier justice and modern 
retailing collided when police 
arrested two men for riding 
horses through the food section 
of a Wai-Mart Supercenter. 

Store workers told police 
early Sunday tbe men rode 
horses through the store. then 
led officers to a large pile of 
horse manure just inside the 
entrance. 

Officers were able to stop 
John Glenn Carelock, 20, and 
were trying to coax CHnton 
Evers, 23, from his horse when 
Evers rode off, with officers in 
pursuit. 

Police said Evers was swing­
ing what appeared to be either 
reins or a rope at deputies.

FRANKFORT - Gov. Paul 
Patton said Thursday he will 
veto an) budget that does not 
include pubhc financing of 
gubernatorial elecuons and will 
keep summoning legislators for 
special sessions until they get it 
nght. 

House and Senate negotiators 
failed during the first 59 days of 
the General Assembly session to 
agree on a budget, largely over 
the topic of public financmg. 
The final day of the sessiOn is 
Monday. 

Senate leaders say public 
financing has been a failure and 
costs too much money in tight 
budget times. 

Patton and House leaders say 
the $9 million contained 10 the1r 
budget plans is enough to pay 
for the partial public financing 
system. 

Senate GOP leader Dan 
Kelly of Springfield said there 
seemed to be an agreement on 
three occasions v. ith the House 
Democratic Jeadersh1p to dra· 
mat1cally alter public financing. 
"And what seemed to change it 
was pressure from the first 
floor," Kelly said. 

If no budget is enacted 
Monday. Patton said from h1s

April 22 with an agenda so nar­
rowly drawn there could only be 
a vote on a budget as he present­
ed it. 

"The call would be to 
approve this budget or disap­
prove 1t," Patton said during a 
news conference 

Kentucky's Constitution 
gives the governor sole authori­
ty to call and set an agenda for a 
special legislative session, 
though lawmakers can adjourn 
without taking any action. 

If the end of the fiscal year 
comes on June 30 without a 
budget, Patton srud he believes 
he has the emergency authority 
~o keep the government operat­
mg. 

''It's not clear to us the gover­
nor has those emergency pow­
ers,·· Kelly said. 

"And if the courts want to run 
the state, then we 'II let the 
courts run the state," Patton 
said. 

While there have been some 
private negotiations over a bud­
get since the session recessed on 
Apnl 2. there have been no for­
mal meet1ngs of House and 
Senate conference committee 
members. 

It generally takes more than a 
day for the budget document to 
be prepared, so lawmakers 
believe they must reach an 
agreement this week or cannot 
pas!> a budget by Monday. 

Patton said he mdicated his 
veto plans to Senate President 
David Withams, R-Burkesville, 
and House Speaker Jody 
Richards, D-Bowling Green. in 
a letter delivered on Thursday. 

On the public f1nancing 
debate, Patton 1s clearly s1ding 
with House Democrats, who 
have argued that such an impor­
tant topic should be debated 
independently and not thrown 
out as a small part of the state's 
$15 billion bienmal General 
Fund spending plan. 

Starting in the 1995 election, 
Kentucky instituted a system of 
partial pubhc financing If a can­
dtdatc slate raised a certa1n 
amount of money, state dollars 
would match it two-for·one, 

provided the slate agreed to 
spend no more than a previously 
set amount. 

There was no discussion or 
debate over public financing 
until Senate Republicans carved 
it out of the budget in the week 
before the session recessed. 
They said they wanted to spend 
the $9 milhon for school person­
nel raises and boasted about the 
change in news releases even 
before the votes. 

Kelly said it is possible to 
reach a budget agreement in 
time for Monday but satd 
Patton's involvement makes 
things more difficult. 

Eliminating public financing 
may not be the only aim of 
Senate Republicans. 

House Democratic Caucus 
Chairman Jim Callahan of 
Wilder said the latest proposal 
from the Senate would remove 
any limits on the amount of 
money that can be contributed to 
political parties. 

"This means they could send 
$5 million down there," 
Callahan said. 

Organizers of the Safe and 
Vault Technicians Convention, 
meeting this week in Reno, 
Nev., were among security spe­
cialists across the nation and in 
Canada - all on the right side 
of the law - who contacted 
museum curator Barbara Hegne 
asking for a crack at the safe. 

Some offered to open the 
chamber for a fee; others just 
wanted to handle the unusual 
"cannonball" safe, she said. The 
2,000-pound safe got its name 
from the spherical shape of the 
upper chest, created to prevent 
outlaws from using explosives 
to blow it open. 

"They will surely get it 
open," Hegne said of the large 
pool of experts waiting in 
Nevada. 

Convention organizers also 
promised to reset the lock for 
the museum, she said.

FRANKFORT - Industrial 
waste would be mcluded in a 
landfill tax and liner money 
would be distributed largely on 
population numbers under the 
solid waste legislation nearing 
agreement between House and 
Senate negotiators. 

Rep. Greg Stumbo. D­
Preslonsburg, said negotiators 
seem senled on a $1.75 per ton 
fee f01 garbage desuned for per­
mitted landfills. With more 
waste subject to the fee, it is 
expected to raise about $9.8 mil­
lion annually. 

The money would be divided 
among identifying and cleaning 
up an estimated 500 old munici­
pal landfills and more than 
I 0,000 roadside illegal dumps. 

"It's obviously not anywhere 
close to being the final solution 
to any of these problems," 
Stumbo said. 

Legislators spent Thursday 
working out final details of a 
bill, which eluded them during 
the first 59 days of the 60-day 
~;ess1on. The linal day will be 
Monday. 

Subject to final tinkering, the 
bill would divide the money 
among debt service for a $25 
million bond issue to begin work 
on old landfill:. immediately, 
about $2.5 million; $2.5 million 
for the Natural Resources 
Cab10et to begin identifying the 
old landfills and how much work 
Will be needed to properly clo:.e 

them; $1 million for an environ­
mental education fund and the 
balance to clean up dump::.. 

The bill would also earmark 
$5 million a year from the Road 
Fund for roadside litter pickup. 
The litter money would be divid­
ed among the counties based on 
a formula that takes into account 
total population, rural population 
and road miles. 

Another technical, but poten­
tially significant change would 
apply the landfill tax, also called 
a upping fee, at the 196 transfer 
stations around the state, rather 
than at the 26 licensed landfills. 

By using the transfer stations, 
cabinet ollicials believe they will 
make sure that all waste generat­
ed in the state is subject to the 
tax. In addition, it could end up 
imposing some of the tax on 
waste that will be taken to land­
fills in other states. which offi­
cials consider something of a 
plus. 

While most transfer stattons 
do not have scales, the bill would 
give the authority to the cabinet 
to come up with a plan to weigh 
the trash. Cabinet officials said 
they will generally use a formula 
of 800 pounds for each cubic 
yard of waste in a packed 
garbage truck. 

Stumbo, who has earned on a 
battle aga1nst solid waste for sev­
eral years. includmg a few fruit­
less attempts to pass a bottle bill. 
said the legislauon will be a 
small step, but an 1mportant one.

Link between 
cancer and 
abortion 

As a family physician, I 
spend a great deal of ume on 
women's health. I would like 
to inform you about an essen­
ually unreported risk for 
breast cancer: Induced 
Abortion. A close correlation 
has been demonstrated in a 
large number of sctentific 
stud1es. Women arc not 
informed about this nsk. 

I believe legislation should 
be proposed that would 
require informed consent 
before a woman obtains an 
abortion. 

Animal studies have 
re\ealed the biology of the 
abortion/breast cancer link. 

The breast in early pregnancy 
grows rapidly with undifferen­
tiated cells. These cells are 
prone to cancer unless differ­
entiation takes place in the 
third trimester. In fact, carry­
ing a baby to term protects 
women from breast cancer. 
Stopping a first trimester 
pregnancy suddenly leaves 
these cells vulnerable. 

My wife has developed 
breast cancer at age 31 and 
she has no family lustory. She 
had an abonion at age 20. She 
underwent mastectomy tlus 
week. Her other risk factors 
include early menarche, use of 
birth control pills and delay­
ing first child birth until age 
28 Her goal is to inform 
women everywhere about 
these nsk factors. Especially 
smce the medical community 
does not recognize all of 
them. 

Breast cancer mtes are 
mcreasing. Accordmg to the 
American Cancer Society, in 
1962 there were 63,000 cases 
or breast cancer. In 1992 there 

were I 80.000. There may be 
many reasons for this 
increase, but I believe there 
must be some effect from the 
1.5 million abortions that have 
occurred annually since 1973. 

The bulk of the medical 
studies have shown anywhere 
from 1.3 to 4.0 times the risk 
of cancer in women who have 
had an abortion. Some studies 
have shown more severe risk 
when a woman obtains the 
abortion later in pregnancy, 
such as the I l-17 week range. 
Some studtes show that the 
younger the woman, the more 
risk. 

I believe that eventually, 
the link between breast cancer 
and abortton will be accepted. 
It may be awhile. It took 
decades for the link between 
tobacco and cancer to be 
accepted. The first study hok­
ing tobacco and cancer was 
published in 1928; the sur 
geon general's warning did 
not appear until 1966.

Carol Jordan, who heads the 
Governor's Office of Child Abuse 
and Domestic Violence services, 
said an existing panel on which 
she serves could draft the new 
rules by next week.. 

The proposal comes as a 
Fayette County mother is ap~al­
ing a 30-day jail sentence for 
refusing to let her 6 112-year-old 
son visit his father. The woman

tional materials about the 
Commonweulth of Kentucky 
from local citizens.

Soldiers with 160th talk about 
missions in Afghanistan

FORT CAMPBELL 
Flying an Army helicopter into 
Afghamstan last October on a 
mission to carry a dozen 
American special forces sol· 
diers into territory infiltrated by 
Taliban and al-Qaida fighters 
was akin to dnving a car on 
Interstate 24 blindfolded. 

That's how Chief Warrant 
Officer AI. a N1ght Stalker pilot 
with the !60th Special 
Operations Aviation Reg1ment. 
described his first tl1ght mis­
sion in the war on terrorism. 

"You basically cannot sec 
anyth10g," said AI, 38. who 
spoke wnh reporters 
Wednesday at Fort Campbell, 
where the !60th is based. He 
withheld h1s last name for secu­
rity reasons. 

Leaving from a secret stag­
ing area for the !60th in 
Uzbekistan, Al flew an MH-
47E Chinook through a sand­
storm at altitudes of 4,000 to 
5,000 feet. The mission lasted 
about 10 hours, with in-flight 
refueling on the way in and out. 

There was 7.cro visibility 
during much of the tlight, 
according to AI. He said he 
relied on a radar system that 
transmits 'the shapes of ground 
formations onto a small screen 
in the cockpit. 

''The mission of the special 
forces guys was to link up with 
opposition groups and help 
them win their campaign.'' AI 
said.

Rare white thoroughbred 
foal born on 

• central Kentucky farm

LEXINGTON - Patchen 
Wilkes Farm manager Barry 
Eznne was thrilled when popu­
lar mare Patchen Beauty 
entered labor last week to 
deliver her first foal. 

He was even more e:tcited 
when he ~aw the small, gangly 
colt was pure white just like his 
mother and grandmother. 

"The odds are not good that 
you're gomg to gel a white 
foal," said Ezrine, who has 
worked at tbe farm since 1981. 
"But like I told somebody else, 
the odds are better if you have a 
while mare to start with." 

The Jockey Club, which reg­
isters thoroughbred births in 
the United State~. has recog­
nized only 16 U.S.-bred wh1te 
thoroughbreds since 1896. Of 
those, four have been born at 
Warren Rosenthal's east 
lexmgton farm. 

The Pioneering cult was 
born about 1:30pm. Friday in 
a small paddock adjacent to the 
foaling barn. Although farm 
officials hoped that the off­
spring would be white, they 
knew better than to expect ll. 

"But when (Patchen) started 
to foal. you could tell immedi­
ately Jt was going to he whJte," 
Emne said. "The white Is a dif­
ferent type of white and really 
stands out - ltkc a whl(e sock 
mixed in with a bunch of dark 
socks. 

"When that \\ hllc started 
con11ng out, I sa1d to myselt~ 

'This IS the one we've been 
hop1ng for. It was exciting.'" 

The first reg1stered white 
thoroughbred, a filly named 
White Beauty, was born at 
Patchen Wilkes in 1963 and 
gained national auentton for 
her striking hue. 

She became one of five 
white thoroughbreds to race 
competitively, winning two of 
16 starts to claim $5,561 in 
earnings . 

Patchen Beauty's dam, the 
Jatullah mare Precious Beauty, 
followed in 1981. Patchen 
Beauty, a 7-year-old daughter 
of Hatchet Man, was born 10 

1995 and raced from 1997-
2000, winmng two of 23 starts 
to earn $54,268. 

The new snow-white colt, 
which has not yet been named, 
frolicked for nearly an hour in 
the spring sunshine Wednesday. 
galloping quickly on occasion 
but never straying far from his 
mother's side. 

"If he stays healthy and 
strong. he' 11 be at the race­
track,'' said Rosenthal, watch­
ing proudly as the colt scam­
pered around a small paddock. 
''I love the white horses It's 
easiest to p1ck O)ine out dunng 
the races." 

Both mother and son 
approached the paddock fence 
c.:unously as a handful of pho­
tographers and television cam­
eramen collected the rare 
white-on-white images. com-

Indy Racing 
League 
experiments 
'soft' walls

INDIANAPOLIS- The Indy 
Racing League is crashing cars on 
purpose to make them safer when 
they hit the wall by accident. 

Engineers have spent years trying 
to come up with better car designs to 
withstand the tremendous force of 
impact against unyielding concrete. 
Now, they're trying a new approach: 
making the walls softer. 

If all goes well in the next two 
tests this month, the walls could be

An earlier version tested at 
Indianapolis in I 998, however, was 
made of high density polyethylene 
stretched in 5-foot-long overlapping 
plates for 550 feet, starting on the 
inside of the fourth tum just beyond 
the entrance to the pits. 

Arie Luyendyk crashed against it 
almost head-on during the 
International Race of Champions, and 
the wall dissipated most of the force . 
bouncing the car back across the 
track in a trail of debris. 

Luyendyk suffered only a mild 
concussion. 

"It saved my life. to be honest 
with you," Luyendyk said 
Wednesday.

"Concrete is always going to be 
hard. If you can soften it up, it's a 
good idea because we're traveling at 
such high speeds." he said.

It is typ­
ical for I chilli in 3, up to 4 years of age, to 
awaken during the night and need a parent's 
assistance to go back to sleep. 'There are two 
major sleep problems found in infants, tod­
dlers, and pre,choolers. (I) sleep-onset asso­
ciation d1sorder-Parents will say, "He just 
doesn't sleep" and they feel that the child has 
to he pampered in some way to go back to 
sleep, having a parent lie alongside until he 
falb asleep. An important aspect is that the 
adult:- are usually unaware that their well­
meaning habit-; have created the problem. 
ll1e difficulty keeps developing when the 
child awakens fully in the middle of the 
night and the parent i!. not there. Because the 
child has often failed to leam to rely on him­
self to go to sleep, he may lack the self­
soothing skits necessary to settle down into 
sleep on his own. Most often, the parents 
managing the child's bedtime c.lifferently can 
eliminate this disorder. A recommended 
book was Solve Your Child's Sleep 
Problems (Richard Ferber.

Night terrors are another major sleep 
problem for infants to preschoolers. Its most 
significant characteristics are that they occur 
about 90 mmutes into sleep. The child sud­
denly sits bolt upright und screams. and can­
not be con,oled for as much as 30 minutes, 
finall) relaxing and going back to sleep. The 
child's heart rate and breathing will be real· 
ly fast. Night terrors differ from nightmares 
in the following wa)s: more likely to happen 
during times of stress or fatigue; are genera.J-
1) self-liminting: are usually outgrown, and 
typically occur in the first half of the night. 
Nightmares are more likely to happen during 
the second half of the night and are remem­
bered, while night terrors are usually not 
recalled. Parents being calming and soothing 
without awakening the child is most helpful 
for night terrors, whereas anxious parents are 
again very likely to create even more diffi­
culities when they try too hard to k~ the 
child happy at any time. 

Middle childhood has itc; typical sleep 
problems. Sleepwalking and sleep talking 
most often show up for boys more than girls 
and are usually outgrown by adolescence 
without any treatment. 1\vo other conditions 
need to be distinguished, short sleep req~re­
ment and sleep-onset anxiety, when children 
shoY. beha' iors of ha~; ing difficulties at bed­
time and going to sleep. ror example, the

I'm scheduled to have a 
colonoscopy, which my doctor 
assures me has few risks associated 

with it. However, a friend had a perioration 
from th1s procedure and nearly died. I'm 
confident about my doctor and my need for 
the examination, but I am unsure about how 
to assess its real risk. How great is the risk 

, of havmg a serious complication with 
colonoscopy? 

30 out of each I 00,000 people m the 
Northeast, with slightly lower rates in 
other parts of the U.S. About 130,000 
individuals are diagno,ed with colon 
cancer each year and more than 56.000 
die from it. 
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Despite reader's concern, 
colonoscopy benefits outweigh risks 

OK. as I'm sure you've figured out, 
colonoscopy lllvolves the passage of an 
almost five-foot long in•.trurnent 
through the anus and on through the 
enure length of the colon to where it 

, join~ the small intestine. The tip of this 
high-tech fiber optic marvel sends an 
image to a TV screen that the doctor can 
look at to see the 'lurface of the colon. 
The indiv1duul twists and fold~ of the 
colon arc carefully evaluated as the 
instrument is passed and then with­
drawn. 

As you have probably guessed, this 
procedure is uncomfortable. Therefore. 
the only common "complication'' 1s 
pain. To deal with this. most doctors 
administer one or more drugs to make 
the procedure tolerable. T know I' ve 
recently had a colonoscopy ami don't 
remember a thing about it 

medrcine. These problems. though 
uncommon, are well known. Therefore, 
if these drugs are required for your 
exam, your doctor will monitor both 
oxygen levels in the blood and your 
EKG When looking at the benefits ver­
sus risks. the scale tips dramatically 
toward the benefits side. 

J"he complication your friend had, 
perforation. occurs when the tip of the 
scope or biopsy instrument breaks 
through the wall of the colon. 

Rectal bleedmg after colonoscopy 
occurs in about 0.2 percent of cases. 
This makes bleeding the mosr common 
complication. This risk increases in 
those who have bleeding disorder or 
those who take aspirin or other medi­
cines that increase bleeding. 
Fortunately, most episodes of bleeding 
stop with minimal treatment such as 
flu1d replacement. Only rarely are 
transfusions or additional procedures, 
including surgery, necessary to stop it. 

It is wise to be aware of the risks 
associated with every medical decision 
-or life decision for that matter. Make 
an informed choice. l talked to my doc­
tor and reviewed the medical literature 
before choosing to have colonoscopy. 
You make up your own mind.

To date there is no perfect test for 
detecting this killer when it is small and 
usually curable, but colonoscopy is cer­
tainly a great step in that direction. You 
see, over 90 percent of colon cancers 
develop from benign colon growths 
called polyps, and these polyps cause no 
symptoms. By because of the medicine l was given. 

This is most common when a large 
polyp must be removed or when there is 
'>igni licant weakening of the colon wall 
because of disease. The perforation 
produces a passageway for colon bacte­
ria to enter into the steri le abdominal 
space. A perforation requires surgery to 
close the rent in the colon and antibi­
otics to prevent widespread infection. 
Fortunately, only about 0. I percent of 
colonoscopies result in perforations. 
And, the rate is even less when the 
exam is performed by a highly sldlled 
indh idual.

It is 
very important that parents learn 
how their emotional reaction and 
mability to trust the child to do 
what he needs to do contribute by 
interfering with child doing what 
he is capable of doing.

Carroll and the other Rocket 
Boys grew up in a West Virginia 
coal camp in the Big Sandy 
basin. 

The most important issue. 
however, was the daring dream 
of the coalition to have the river 
designated a three-state entity 
which it is- with its future man­
aged by an interstate commis­
sion. None of the three states in 
the basin - Kentucky, Virginia 
and West Virginia - can do 
much to clean up. protect and 
preserve the water alone: it will 
take all three, with help from the 
feds. 

The river. which slices Floyd 
County, is not simply ours. 
Technically, the main stem is 
quite short, stretching from 
Louisa to Catlettsburg where it 
blends into the Ohio, making us 
also a part of the Ohio River 
Basin. 

It is the branches that carry 
the impact for us. The Big 
Sandy's right fork, facing south. 
is the Levisa Fork with its 
dozens of tributaries, which in 
tum have hundreds of their own.

An interstate commission for 
the Big Sandy could help us all 
view the river as a regional 
resource and allow us to work 
together on its behalf. The com­
mission could hold the region 
together, as citizens explore 
ways to improve our environ­
ment (and perhaps our health). 
our economy, and our outlook 
for the future. An obvious bene­
fit would be increased tourism
