Senate GOP leader
sacks Democrats on
influential committee

FRANKFORT — Three vet-
cran Democrats with more than
a half century of experience in
education were suddenly taken
off the Education Commiltee
moments before the constitu-
tional end of the General
Assembly session Monday.

Other changes were also
made by Republican leaders to
effectively demote Democratic
senators with  whom they
sparred during the session.

David Karem, the
Democratic floor leader in the
Senate, was taken off the
Education Committee after 31
years. Sen. Ernesto Scorsone
was removed after 17 years.
Sen. Tim Shaughnessy is a for-
mer chairman of the Education
Committee

President David Williams
said the changes were made to
reward Democrats who demon-
strated they would work with
the Republican majority.

Replacing Karem  and
Shaughnessy, both of
Louisville, and Scorsone, of
Lexington, will be Ed Worley of
Richmond R.J. Palmer of
Winchester and Ray lones of
Pikeville.

“They've shown a willing-
ness 0 be cooperative,”
Williams said,

Karem said the action was
that of a “spiteful, little boy.”

Shaughnessy and Daniel
Mongiardo, D-Hazard, were

removed from the
Appropriations and Revenue
Committee; also replaced by
Palmer and Worley.

The committee changes were
announced just a few minutes
before midnight, when the ses-
sion ended.

Except for Williams,
Republicans were reluctant to
talk about the changes. Even the
members of the Committee on
Committees, who would theo-
retically be making the commit-
tee assignments, said they were
unfamiliar with the reasons and
deferred to Williams.

“I have no answer for you,”
said Sen. Dan Kelly, the
Republican floor leader of the
Senate.

Charlie Borders of Grayson,
the GOP caucus chairman, said
he did not know why the
changes were made. “That’s a
good question,” he said.

Borders said he was dis-
tressed that Williams refused to
allow Karem to discuss the
changes.

“We should not cut people
off,” Borders said.

Sen. Elizabeth Tori of
Radcliff said the changes were
recommended by Education
Chairman Lindy Casebier, R-
Louisville. Tori said no vote was
taken in the Committee on
Commilttees.

“We didn't take a vote. We
Jjust had a discussion,” Tori said.

State manager Zella Wells is right to call attention to trou-
bles within the Floyd County School District’s transportation
department, and board members would do well to take action
quickly and decisively.

Reports of widespread student
misconduct aboard buses are the
most pressing safety issue. Bus dri-
vers cannot be expected to give their
full attention to the road if their pas-
sengers are loud and unruly.

Of course, the drivers themselves
may share some of the blame for allowing children to run out
of control, but they may also need more disciplinary tools at
their disposal. r

Wells’ report also details inefficiency within the trans-
portation system through segregated bus lines and overlap-
ping routes. These create unnecessary costs to the school sys-
tem — and ultimately to taxpayers.

Beyond the financial aspect, however, inefficiency also
affects student learning, both directly and indirectly. Any
money spent for transportation is money which cannot be
spent for instruction, and students who spend two hours a
day riding the bus are at a distinct disadvantage when com-
pared to their counterparts who are only minutes away from
school.

A shortage of bus drivers also plays into the mix. A group
of Betsy Layne High School art students were recently
scheduled to attend a program at Morehead State University.
That field trip had to be canceled, however, when no drivers
were available to take them on the trip.

As can be easily seen, transportation concerns can have a
tremendous ripple effect throughout a school district. That is
why the problems detailed in Wells’ report demand the full
and immediate attention of board members.

A bleak
Earth Day

For decades, Earth Day has been cele-
brated by family outings to enjoy the
lakes, rivers, mountains and forests.
Time was spent planting Irees, cleaning
up the neighborhood or maybe celebrat-
ing a year of hard work by attending
meetings and environmental workshops.
But this year is different — very differ-
ent.

To begin, the Environmental
Protection Agency's director of the
Office of Regulatory Enforcement, Eric
Schaeffer, appointed by President
George H. Bush 12 years ago, sent his
resignation in to Christine Whitman
recently. He mentions in his letter of res-
ignation that the scale of pollution from
coal-fired smokestacks is immense, and
50 is damage to public health — 1.5 mil-
lion workdays a years are lost because of
bronchitis, etc. brought on by pollution.

Continuing, he wrote about the severe
damage to our natural resources, as acid
rain attacks soils and plants, the deposits

. r
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of nitrogen in the Chesapeake Bay and
other critical bodies of water. He said he
did not know “which is worse, the end-
less delay or the repeated leaks by ener-
gy industry lobbyists of draft rule
changes that would undermine lawsuits
already filed. At their heart, these pro-
posals would turn narrow exemptions
into larger loopholes that would allow
old ‘grandfathered’ plants 1o be continu-
ally rebuilt (and emissions to increase)
without modern pollution controls.”

/His letter of resignation also mentions
that the civil enforcement is unable to fill
key staff positions and the proposed bud-
get cuts would leave them desperately
short of the resources needed to deal
with the large, sophisticated corporate
defendants we face.

The emails are bringing word that the
Clean Water Act is being rewritten. The
Clean Water Act was largely unenforced,
but it is one of America’s most beloved
regulatory acts. It takes a lot of gall 1o
tramp down regulations that protect citi-
zens and are supported by 85 percent of
the public or more,

Believe you me, we are the talk of

Europe for not appreciating what is
going on, our limited media coverage of
the world and not joining any action on
global warming. But think a moment on
how many jobs we could create in this
countiry by putting solar heat into many

of our public buildings and schools. And,

oh, the savings over the long haul. But
who wants to save the low-income, hard-
working folks any money?

Yes, the lobbyists and huge compa-
nies like Enron that have no regard bui
for forturies made. for a few top execu-
tives wil be celebrating this Earth Day.
Perhaps you will invest some time in
reflecting what you want for the future
and educating yourself on the issues,
“Bill Moyers Report: Trading
Democracy” aired on Feb. 5 — a land-
mark report that should win prizes —
would be an excellent educational video
for local groups, available through PBS
stations.

During the past two
decades, the population older
than 65 has grown twice as
quickly as the rest of the United
States population. According to
the American Association of
Retired Persons, individuals 85
and older are the fastest growing
segment of the older population.
The U.S. Census Bureau projects
that the elderly population will
more than double by the year

CDC study puts economic loss
from smoking at $7 a pack

ATLANTA — Each pack of
cigarettes sold in the United
States costs the nation $7 in
medical care and lost productiv-
ity, the government said
Thursday.

The study by the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention
put the nation's total cost of
smoking at $3,391 a year for
every smoker, or $157.7 billion,
Health experts had previously
estimated $96 billion,

Americans buy about 22 bil-
lion packs of cigarettes annually,
The CDC study is the first to
establish a per-pack cost 1o the
nation,

The agency estimated the

nation’s smoking-related med-
ical costs at $3.45 per pack, and
said job productivity lost
because of premature death from
smoking amounted to $3.73 per
pack, for a total of $7.18.

The average cost of a pack of
cigarettes in 1999 was $2.92.

“There's a big difference in
the cost to society and what soci-
ety is getting back in tax,” said
the CDC’s Dr. Terry Pechacek.
“We believe society is bearing a
burden for the individual behav-
ioral choices of the smokers.”

The CDC said it analyzed
expenses, both personal and for
the health care industry, and
used national medical surveys to
calculate the costs to the nation.

The principal of Mountain
Christian Academy, Parker
Tiller, along with the school’s
board chairman, Jim Vanover,
were present at the meeting, but
left shortly after Chairman Ross
announced that an upcoming
meeling had been arranged
between representatives of both
Mountain Chnistian Academy
and the Wesley Christian
School, Supt. Paul Fanning and
Ross,

Ross indicated he is positive
that an agreeable solution to the
problem would result from the
meeting, Results of the meeting
will be reported to the board at a

later date.

Some  discussion also
occurred in regard to the selec-
tion of a business-community
leader for the school system's
Local Planning Committee.

Martin County in
emergency after
pump failure

INEZ — Martin County
declared a state of emergency on
Friday as 3,200 residents spent
most of the day braced for a pos-
sible Joss of water service after
the district’s only main water
pump failed.

The elecirical problem that
led 10 the pump's failure was
fixed about 6:30 p.m. Friday —
at least temporarily averting a
shutdown of the water system.

About 10:30 p.m. Thursday,
+ the pump that takes water from a
~ reservoir and the Tug Fork of

the Big Sandy River experi-

Early Times
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enced an electrical failure and
shut down,

The pump failure came a
week after the Kentucky Public
Service Commission warned
that a collapse of the water sys-
tem could occur if the county
did not immediately fix major
equipment and staffing prob-
lems.

Andrew Melnykovych, a
spokesman for the Public
Service Commission, said
before the pump was fixed that
there was enough water in the
county’s main tank to provide an
adequate supply until today if
the problem could not be solved.

The  Kentucky-American
Water Co,, which is negotiating
with the water district to take
over plant management, sent
maintenance workers o Inez
after leaming of the problem.

Melanie Fletcher, who works
in the water district office, said

she received dozens of calls yes-
terday from residents who were
concerned by an emergency
water conservation order issued
by the county.

“I'm worried about it, too,”
Fletcher said. “I filled my bath-
tub at home with water just in
case.”

Martin ~ County  Judge-
Executive Lon Lafferty said the
is trying to find a short-term
solution to the emergency.

One option would have
involved pumping water to
Martin County from an existing
hookup with the Prestonsburg
municipal water system that
would allow water to flow
downhill into Martin County
without an electrical pump.

Melnykovych said other
options included pumping water
from West Virginia or leasing a
water pump.

Fayetta Crisp, the acting
superintendent of the water dis-
trict since January, had said the
.county was scrambling to pre-
vent a shutdown. Crisp. who
said she works 128-hour weeks
as the district’s only certified
plant operator, said that the
problems come from years of
neglect.

“Now we've got a few hours
left and are waiting to see what
happens,” Crisp said.

Later, after the pump was
fixed, Crisp was optimistic.

Kentucky-American  “tells
me it's a good fix,” she said,

Officials from the Public
Service Commission and the
Kentucky Division of Water
were also in Inez on Friday to
monitor what Melnykovych
called a “serious problem,”

“We're concerned about the
district’s ability to provide ser-
vice to its customers,” added
Mark York, a spokesman for the
Kentucky Division of Water.

Bud Adams, the attorney for
the Martin County water board,
had played down the possibility
of a loss of water service.

“We've got the problem in
hand,” Adams said, “Tt will be
fixed."

If you want to pick
someone else, that's fine, just
don’t do it in the guise of being
politically correct. Don't make
up the rules as you go, I believe
that will create some legal issues
for you,” Frazier commented to
the board.

The ultimate decision for fill-

ing the LPC vacancy lies with
the Floyd County Board of
Education, but no decision on
the matter was made Thursday.

Owen says he’s running
for governor in 2003

FRANKFORT Charlie
Owen, who has had an electoral
itch since returning to Kentucky
from a successful business
career, said Tuesday he will
scratch it again in the 2003
gubernatorial race.

Owen, who lost Democratic
primaries for Congress in 1994
and the U.S. Senate in 1998, said
he offers varied experience in the
prospective field.

1 think Democrats will look
for leadership in this race,”
Owen said. “I think | have a
unique ability to appeal 1o
Kentuckians generally as well as
to Democrats."

Owen'’s announcement makes
a competitive Democratic field
to succeed Paul Patton as gover-
nor downright crowded, espe-
cially given the requirement that
a party nominee get 40 percent
of a primary vole or face a
runoff.

Lt. Gov. Steve Henry of
Louisville, Attorney General
Ben Chandler of Versailles and
House Speaker Jody Richards of
Bowling Green are all expected

to be candidates. None of them
has created an exploratory com-
mittee, which Owen said he will
do on Wednesday.

Owen, who made a fortune in
the cable television industry,
ducked questions about cam-
paign finance, which will likely
be an early issue in the race.

While it is still a subject of
disagreement among legislative
negotiators who have so far
failed to put together a budget,
Kentucky has a system of partial
public fimnancing of gubernatorial
elections. Participants can raise
about $700,000 through contri-
butions and get $2 for each dol-
lar they raise if they agree to
spending limits,

Owen could finance his own
campaign, but if a candidate
exceeds the spending limit, other
candidates ¢an raise more money
and have it matched with more
public money.

“I really have no position on
public financing right now,”
Owen said in a telephone inter-
view. “1'm going to be a candi-
date for govemor whatever the
circumstance.”

Owen also brushed aside
questions about choosing a run-

ning mate, which has tactical as
well as legal implications. A can-
didate can form an exploratory
committee and raise and spend
as much as $90,000 doing cam-
paign groundwork, But by
selecting a running mate, a can-
didate is officially running and
the register starts tolling on
spending.

“1 will look for the most seri-
ous and substantial partner I can
find,” Owen said.

Inquiries have been made
from Owen associates to Crit
Luallen, currently secretary to
Patton’s cabinet. Some other
Democrats have made little
secret of an interest in a spoton a
ticket, including state Rep. Brent
Yonts, D-Greenville.

Republicans could also have a
crowded field, Jefferson County
Judge-executive Rebecea
Jackson and state Rep. Steve
Nunn of Glasgow have already
formed exploratory commitiees
for the May 2003 primary.

Sixth District U.S. Rep. Ernie
Fletcher of Lexington is ponder-
ing a race.

Sen. Virgil Moore of
Leitchfield has also formed an
exploratory committee,

Study finds welfare rules boost family
income, but fail to improve kids’ lives

WASHINGTON — Mothers
facing new welfare rules are
finding jobs and earning more
money. But they haven't
improved their parenting skills,
they still have trouble paying
rent; and they spend less time
with their kids, according o a
three-state study that examined
details of family life,

The findings, being released
Tuesday, add texture to the
results of the massive welfare
overhaul in 1996, which
required recipients to work and
set time limits on how long any-
one could get help. The changes
helped cut the rolls by more than
half, but less is known about
how children were affected.

“It’s not really clear that sim-
ply moving women into jobs —
especially part-time, low-wage
jobs — will advance their chil-
dren’s preparation for school,”

said Sharon Lynn Kagan of

Teachers College al Columbia
University, a co-director of the
study, which followed more than
700 families in California,
Connecticut and Florida.

The findings are consistent
with earlier studies and raise
questions about what constitutes
success in an area where politi-
cians regularly declare victory.

Numerous state-run studies
of people leaving welfare have
found that most earmed more
than they got from welfare, bui
not enough lo leave poverty,
with a number of families facing
day-to-day hardships.

The three-state study focused
on mothers with young children.
Participating moms had children
around 2 years old when they
entered welfare between 1996
and 1998 and were first inter-
viewed. They were interviewed

again in 2000.

Researchers found that after
two Lo four years, mothers were
no less likely to read with their
kids, set regular meal times or
be more affectionate. Mothers
were just as likely to be
depressed as they were before
being pushed into jobs.

Kids who were cared for at
home watched more TV —
though kids ar child care centers
watched less, which researchers
called an indirect benefit of the
change in welfare rules.

Family income rose, with the
average mother eaming about
$13,000 a year — more than
welfare pays but still below the
poverty line.

In California and Florida, 53
percent of women were working
in 2000, compared with 22 per-
cent in 1998. Their monthly
income rose by an average of
$275.

In Conpecticut, researchers
were able to compare women in
the study to a control group of
women who were not subjected
to the new rules. They found
that 69 percent of women in the
study were working at least part-
time four years after entering the
program, compared with 58 per-
cent of women of the control
group.

The report suggests that the
lack of improvement in home
life — given the income gains
— s troubling. Still, Bruce
Fuller, a researcher at the
University of California,
Berekley, said it’s also comfort-
ing that family life did not get
WoOrse.

“We haven’t seen the deni-
grating effects that some of the
advocates claimed would come
1o pass,” Fuller said. “But if this

Price gouging bill
clears committee

FRANKFORT A bill
designed to prevent price goug-
ing during an emergency such as
a terrorist attack or threat to
national security was approved
by the House State Government
Committee Tuesday.

House Bill 129 was prompted
by the events of Sept. 11, 2001,
said its sponsor, Rep. Mike
Cherry, D-Princeton,

In the hours and days follow-
ing the terrorist attacks in New
York and Washington, some busi-
nesses “took advantage of the
opportunity to make a buck," said
Cherry. “Most businesses didn’t
gouge the public, but an isolated
few did and the demand is still
there to do something about it."

Cherry's bill authorizes the
governor of Kentucky to deter-
mine when such a situation
exists, then declare an emergency
for a seven-day period. At the
govemnor's discretion, the emer-
gency period could be extended
for two additional week-long
periods for a maximum of 21
days. During the emergency peri-
od, businesses would be moni-
tored for evidence of price goug-
ing and violators would face fines
of up to $2,000 per violation,
Cherry said. The law would be
enforced by the stale attorney
general.

WASHINGTON — Some
women experienced undiag-

“Black women have more
risk factors and more co-exist-
ing illnesses, which may
account for some of this differ-
ence.

McSweeney's studies were pre-

significant  public  health
tragedy,” said Dr. David
Fleming, the CDC's acting
director.

Researchers identify way
exercise strengthens muscle cells

Couch
Potato Pill?

WASHINGTON — It's a
couch potato’s dream: Instead of
sweating and straining, people
someday may simply pop a pill
to get in shape, say researchers
who have identified how mus-
cle cells get stronger from regu-
lar exercise.

Researchers at Duke
University and the University
of Texas Southwestern Medical
Center have found the chemical
pathway that muscle cells use
to build up their strength and
endurance.

With this basic knowledge in
hand, it may now be possible to
develop a pill that pumps up
muscle cells without all that
exercise, said Dr. R. Sanders
Williams, dean of the Duke
University of School of
Medicine.

“That may be one of the pos-
sibilities,” said Williams.

But, as a physician, Williams
said he the main target of the
research is to help people with
heart disease or other condi-
tions that keep them from doing
enough exercise to remain
healthy.

“This could lead to drugs
that will let people get the
health benefits of regular exer-
cise, even if they cannot exer-
cise,” said Williams, This could
improve the health of patients
with heart or lung disease, or
lower the risk of diabetes II, for
instance,

“It is possible it could
become a drug of abuse because
it would enhance the perfor-
mance of athletes,” he said.

In the study, Williams and
his colleagues created a group
of mice with genes that over-
expressed a signaling protein
called calmodulin-dependent
protein kinase, or CaMK. When
this signaling protein is activat-

ed, it and another protein, cal-
cineurin, trigger the physical
changes that muscle cells
undergo after intense exercise.

Williams said that mice with
a high level of CaMK expres-
sion developed more mitochon-
dria in muscle cells and saw an
increase of a type of cell called
the “slow twitch" muscle.
These are muscle cells that
power sustained activity, such
as required by marathon run-
ners.

The researchers found that
mice with high levels of CaMK
developed the same healthy
muscle cells as mice that did
eXercise.

“The effect increases more

of the slow twitch muscles, but
it also increases the number of
mitochondia in the fast twitch
muscle cells,” he said. “That is
very similar to what happens in
very intense training.”

Mitochondria are structures
inside a cell that provide energy
by metabolizing oxygen and
nutrition. Cells with many
mitochondria can produce more
work over a longer time.
Physical training increases the
number of mitochondria in
muscle cells.

Williams said that a drug
that would trigger the CaMK
muscle signaling pathway has
not been found, but now that
there is a specific target it

should made the deyelopment
easier.

“Pharmaceutical companies
are very good at that,” he said.

Dr. Keshav Singh of Johns
Hopkins University School of
Medicine said that the paper by
Williams and his group is an
“important advancement in
understanding the mechanism
that creates more mitochondria
in muscles.”

“Since levels of mitochondr-
ial proteins decrease with nor-
mal aging, this study may also
help develop therapies to
increase the physical endurance
in the aged.” said Singh, who 1s
a mitochondria researcher at
Hopkins.

GCampaign to help patients decide If
medical experiment right for them

WASHINGTON — Standard
treatment isn't working so
you're desperately seeking an

alternative. Is a clinical trial of

an experimental drug a good
idea, or too risky? Can you trust
the researchers? Can you drop
out if something happens?

Wading through all the scien-
tific jargon to decide on a med-
ical experiment is incredibly
difficult for sick patients, a
dilemma highlighted by several
high-profile deaths in recent
studies.

Now a new campaign aims to
arm Americans with the best
questions to ask before signing
up, to ensure they're fully
informed. It's education that
research experts — and families
who've struggled through the
mysterious world of medical
experiments — say is sorely
needed.

“We didn't know enough
even to ask questions,” recalls
Fernando Segura, a
Pennsylvania engineer who
helped his wife, dying of lung
cancer, enter a study of a
promising treatment. “It is frus-
trating. You feel like you are at
everyone's mercy.”

He's not alone. A recent sur-

edge for

vey by CenterWatch, a company

known for its Internet database

of clinical trials, found 14 per-
cent of study participants didn't
understand they could suffer
side effects during an experi-
ment even after signing required
consent forms.

Maria Segura was too ill to
be helped. But the couple's
experience advised health
experts writing the free new
patient guide, “Should [ enter a
clinical trial?"

“A lot of people don’t under-
stand the whole context of
research,” says co-author Haavi
Morreim, a bioethicist at the
University of Tennessee,
Memphis, who also heads a
unique patient advocacy council
for a highly publicized study of
an artificial heart.

So the guide starts with the
basics: Clinical trials are not
intended to treat an individual
but to advance medical knowl-
future patients.
Participants certainly may bene-

fit, but there’s no guarantee. .
Indeed, many experimental ther-

apies fail to work and occasion-
ally even kill,

More than 5,000 clinical tri-
als are conducted each year.
Patients may learn about them
from a doctor, a manufacturer’s
ad, a patienl support group or

the Internet. The Food and Drug
Administration just told manu-
facturers to list all trials testing
the effectiveness of drugs for
serious or life-threatening dis-
eases on a federal Web site —
www.clinicaltrials.gov — by
early next month.

There are different kinds of
studies, explains the patient
guide, produced by the nonprof-
it health analysis agency ECRI.
Funded by the American
Association of Health Plans, it is
being distributed by consumer
and doctor groups, and the
ECRI and AAHP Web sites.

A Phase 1 study marks the
first time an experimental drug
has ever been tried in humans —
not to see if it heals but to see if

sources, as Rep. Greg Stumbo,
D-Prestonsburg, originally pro-
posed.

“Let’s put that fee where it
belongs,” Link said.

Stumbo acknowledged he
preferred a different financing
plan but said a compromise had
to be reached. “The choice is
whether you do nothing or you
take this first step,” Stumbo
said.

Negotiations over the solid
waste legislation lingered
throughout the entire legislative
session and ended only in a con-
ference committee on Monday,
the last day of the General
Assembly.

The fee is expecied to raise
about $9.8 million annually.
Stumbo said it would mean
about 30 to 35 cents more per
month on a household garbage
bill. The fee would not be
imposed until Januvary 2003.

The money would be divided
among debt service for a $25
million bond issue to begin
work on old landfills immedi-
ately, about $2.5 million; $2.5
million for the Natural
Resources Cabinet to begin
identifying the old landfills and
how much work will be needed
to properly close them; $1 mil-
lion for an environmental educa-
tion fund and the balance 1o
clean up dumps.

The money would be divided
to identify and clean up an esti-
mated 500 old municipal land-
fills and more than 10,000 road-
side illegal dumps.

The bill would also earmark
$5 million a year from the Road
Fund for roadside litter pickup.
The litter money would be
divided among the counties
based on a formula that takes
mto account total population,
rural population and road miles.

Sen. Walter Blevins, D-West
Liberty, said the tax on waste in
landfills was misplaced and not
enough will be done to clean up ¢
dumps and litter. But he said 1t
was better than nothing,

“It’s the only chance we have
to do something about litter here
in Kentucky,”" Blevins said.

The Senate voted 26-11 to
pass the bill. The House fol-

FRANKFORT — The
Kentucky Senate snuffed out
legislation Monday to mandate
collective bargaining for profes-
sional firefighters.

Firefighters packed the
Senate galleries to watch the
debate on the final day of the
legislative session. Many stood,
hands on hips, staring in disbe-
lief at senators below, after the
measure was defeated.

Senate Democrats attempted
to force a vote on the bill — a
procedural move to get around
the opposition of Senate
President David Williams.

Williams ruled that the bill
could not be considered. The
motion to circumvent Williams
fell one vote short of the 20
yotes needed,

Republicans hold 20 of the
Senate’s 38 seats. Proponents
got two Republicans — Tom
Buford and Lindy Casebier —
to cross over, but the challenge
to Williams™ ruling failed 19-18
after a Democrat — Ed Miller
of Cynthiana — left the cham-
ber:

A confrontation ensued in a
corridor between Miller and
Sen. Tim Shaughnessy., D-
Louisville, who called his col-
league “spineless.”

Miller, visibly shaken, said in
an interview that he “never
made any commitment” (o vote
to override Williams and that
mayors and county judge-exec-
utives in his district opposed
mandatory collective bargain-
ing.

“1 didn’t want to vote against
the firefighters, and 1 thought
the best thing to do was just not
vote at all," Miller.

Firefighters had answered
the call from union leaders and
tumed out in large numbers to
try to prod the Senate into pass-
ing the legislation,

Clad in red T-shirts, some
with helmets in hand, firefight-
ers massed Monday moming at
the bottom of the long, marble
stairs leading to the Senate.

Wade Ashley, a Lexington
firefighter, said the gathering
was meant to “put a little pres-
sure” on senators. Some fire-

fighters milled around outside
the Senate chamber throughout
the day, while colleagues filled
the gallery.

The firefighters pushed for a
Senate vote on a bill to require
local governments to bargain
with professional firefighters.

The bill passed the
Democrat-led House.

If the bill had been enacted,
cities and counties would have
had to recognize the bargaining
units for negotiations on wages,
benefits and workplace condi-
tions. Volunteer firefighters
were excluded.

Bill Londrigan, president of
the Kentucky State AFL-CIO,
donned the same red T-shirt in
support of the firefighters.,

“Collective bargaining is. a
basic right,”" he said. “We think
the firefighters, who are the
heroes of their communities and

risk their lives every day,
deserve that basic right.”

He said full-time firefighters
account for about 3,000 of
Kentucky’s 17,000 total fire-
fighters. City classification
would not matter,

“It doesn’t automatically
give them a union,” Londrigan
said. “They're going to have to
vote for a union.”

The Kentucky League of
Cities opposed the bill. Several
cities already offer bargaining,
but that is by choice, and they
oppose a mandate, said Neil
Hackworth, a former
Shelbyville mayor who now
lobbies for the league.

*Our view is, the system
works and is a better system
than (rying o mandate it,"
Hackworth said in an interview.

it's toxic. Only 3 percent to 5
percent of Phase 1 participants
get any benefit, Morreim stress-
es, vital to know before signing
up. “Maybe it wouldn't change
the person's mind, but it's an
important understanding."”

If few people suffer serious
reactions, then a slightly larger
Phase 2 trial looks for signs that
the drug works.

Phase 3 is the biggest test.
Patients almost always are ran-
domly divided so some get the
experimental drug and others
get a placebo — a dummy dose
— or standard therapy.

To participate, the law
requires that people get a full
explanation of risks and poten-
tial benefits. Yet CenterWatch's
survey of 1,600 recent trial par-
ticipants found many remained
confused about risks after
undergoing that “informed con-
sent” — and, worse, 10 percent
signed forms entering the exper-
iment without even reading the
explanations of risk.

Question not only the
researchers and the study’s
overseers or patient advocates,
but a family doctor or other
trusted adviser about the pros

Former chief justice ‘created
great events’ in long career

FRANKFORT — Former
Kentucky Chief Justice Robert
F. Stephens was memorialized
Tuesday as a man who “created
great events' at every stage of a
long public career.

Stephens. who had lung can-
cer, died Saturday at age 74. His
oak coffin, closed and draped
with a Kentucky flag, was
placed Tuesday in the Rotunda
of the Capitol, one floor below
the Supreme Court chamber in
which he spent 19-and-a-half
years as a justice.

Stephens was chief justice
for 16 years, longer than anyone
else in Kentucky history. He left
the court in 1999 to join Gov.
Paul Patton’s administration as
secretary of justice.

Stephens was the epitome of
a statesman, Patton said in a
eulogy. “Bob Stephens encoun-
tered great events and created
great events at every stage of his
public career,” Patton said. “In
my opinion, he was Kentucky’s
greatest statesman of the 20th
century.”

Under Stephens as chief jus-
tice, the Supreme Court was
most noted for declaring
Kentucky's public school sys-
tem unconstitutional in 1989 —
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a ruling that triggered a reform
movement.

Writing for the court,
Stephens said the General
Assembly had permitted devel-
opment of a system in which it
was impossible for schools in
districts with low property val-
ues to provide the same quality
of education as those in more
affluent areas.
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A vyear later, the General
Assembly passed a sweeping
education law that included a
hefty increase in school funding.

John Palmore, his predeces-
sor as chief justice, said
Stephens knew how the case
would influence public policy.
“He saw the opening and what it

White House is drawing fire for
nominating a Massey Energy
executive lo servée on a mine
safety panel, the Courier-
Journal reported.

The miners’ union and mine
safety advocates are strongly
criticizing President Bush's
nomination of Stanley C.
Suboleski, chief operating offi-
cer at Massey — the company
responsible for the Martin
County, Ky., sludge spill in
2000,

Bush 1apped Suboleski on
March 22 1o serve on the
Federal Mine Safety and Health
Review Commission. The five-
member panel rules on disputes
between mine operators and
government regulators over
safety and health violations and
fines.

“How can the Bush adminis-
tration justify nominating an
individual to enforce the
nation's safety and health laws
from a company with a track
record like Massey Energy?”
said Cecil Roberts, president of
the United Mine Workers of
America. “What's next? The
nomination of an Enron execu-
tive to bhe secretary of com-
merce?"

“They have their safety prob-
lems,” James Talbert-Slagle,
staff attorney at the Appalachian
Citizens Law Center in
Prestonsburg, said of Massey. "1
don't know that this is the best
choice."

The administration defended
the nomination,

“Mr. Suboleski is an expert
in mine safety with a good safe-
ty record,” said White House
spokeswoman Jeanie Mamo.
“His lifelong experience will
serve him well in his new
duties.”

The nomination, however,
also has raised gquestions in the

It was in Inez. at Massey Sub-
sidiary Martin County Coal
Corp.. where a mountaintop
c¢oal studge pond failed on Oct
11, 2000. The collapse sent 300
million gallons of coal slurry
into Big Sandy River and its
tributaries, polluting drinking
water dnd killing fish. Up to 7
feet of slurry buried some prop-
erties, but there were no injuries.

The US. Office of Surface
Mining and the Mine Safety and
Health Administration conclud-
ed that Martin County Coal
failed to build proper barriers
around the sludge pond. It cost

Massey more than $40 million
10 clean up the spill. The compa-
ny also paid $225,000 in fines to
the Kentucky Fish and Wildlife
Service for damages. The com-
pany also is being sued by area
landowners.

Massey’s “health and safety
record has been abysmal in the
past,” said J. Davitt McAteer,
who was head of MSHA for
nearly seven years under the
Clinton administration.
McAteer was author of the West
Virginia study.

The company's mine super-
visors are undergoing additional
training by MSHA, and
McAteer sees that as a sign
Massey is taking safety issues
“more seriously.”

But, he added, “it takes a
long-term commitment to turn it
around.”

Questions, protests mark
Massey Energy annual meeting

RICHMOND, Va. — Massey
Energy Co.'s chief executive
faced tough questioning about
his company's environmental
and safety record inside the
annual shareholder meeting
Tuesday while about 200 demon-
strators voiced the same ques-
tions outside.

During the meeting, stock-
holders of the Richmond-based
coal-mining company voted
down a resolution that would
have required them (o approve
executives’ severance packages.

Don L. Blankenship, the com-
pany's chairman, president and
chief executive officer, respond-
ed firmly to questions about the
company's record of recent acci-
dents and fatalities.

The response by environmen-
tal regulators and the media to a
spill in Martin County two years
ago went beyond “any measure
of reasonableness,” Blankenship
said. _

In that mmcident,“more than
300 million gallons of coal
sludge spilled from an impound-
ment owned by Martin County
Coal, a Massey subsidiary.

Blankenship said Massey
receives more than its share of
scrutiny from regulators and the
press because it's a nonunion
company.

On worker safety,
Blankenship acknowledged that
Massey's accident rate rose last
year. However, he said the com-
pany is working with federal
mine safety officials to improve
its performance.,

Overall, he said, Massey has “the
worst record in the coalfields.”

Blankenship countered that
because Massey 15 the region’s
largest producer, it's natural that
the company would experience
more incidents than smaller com-
petitors. In addition, he said, coal
slurry is not toxic and the spills
have not caused any deaths.

Other shareholders expressed
worries about future spills from
large slurry ponds, including one
near Brushy Fork, W.Va., that sits
above an abandoned under-
ground mine on ground above
two elementary schools.

Blankenship said the compa-
ny is working with regulators Lo

make sure all of its impoundment
dams are safe. He also dismissed
concerns expressed by other
shareholders over highway
deaths they said were caused by
coal trucks loaded above the
legal weight limit.

Blankenship said the 80,000-
ton weight limit is routinely
ignored by coal companies and
police, and that “the only ume
it's enforced is during coal
strikes,” when labor activists are
able to persuade police 1o crack
down. I don’t think Massey is
the only company to say that
enforcement ... would lead to the
shutdown of mines,"” he said.

The bottom line, Blankenship
said, is that there is “no way (o
eliminate risk.” He said there are
trade-offs between risks and ben-
efits in every venture. “We don't
stop using our highways because
42,000 people get killed every
year” in the United States, he
said.

A majority of stockholders
voted against the proposal that
would have committed the com-
pany’s board to ask for share-
Rolder approval of severance
packages for top executives if the
package would pay out more
than three times the executive's
annual salary plus bonus. It was
proposed by an investment group
that owns stock and was support-
ed by the union.

Blankenship was re-elected to
Massey’s board of directors,
along with retired Adm. Bobby
R. Inman, a former director of
the National Security Agency.

Outside, gbout 200 demon-
strators marched, including many
who had traveled to Richmond
from West Virginia for the meet-
ing. Among the groups represent-
ed were the UMW, Coal
Mountain Watch and Citizens for
Positive Change of West
Virginia.

General Assembly approves
one constitutional
amendment for November

FRANKFORT — Voters in
November will decide whether
to repeal several sections of the
Kentucky Constitution govern-
ing corporations.

If so, more regulation of cor-
porations would be left to the
General Assembly.

That is the gist of a proposed
constitutional amendment that
won final passage in the
General Assembly on Monday.
The final vote came in the
Senate, 35-0,

Proponents of the amend-
ment said the idea was o turn
Kentucky into a haven for cor-
porations, much like Delaware.

The amendment was scaled
down by the House, which

deleted a couple of proposed
repealers.

One would have eliminated a
section of the constitution mak-
ing corporations subject to the
state's power of eminent
domain. The other would have
repealed a section providing for
corporations to forfeit their
charters if they abuse their cor-
porate powers, privileges or
franchises.

The Senate went along with
the change. The Senate did not,
however, pass a proposed
amendment submitted by the
House. It proposed to give the
General Assembly some control
of executive branch regulations.

“It’s deader than a macker-
el,” House Speaker Jody
Richards said.
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Patton says he’d like budget
agreement before special session

FRANKFORT — Gov. Paul
Patton said he would like an
agreement on a state spending
plan beforehand, but will call a
special General Assembly ses-
sion on April 22 to pass a budget,

Patton said the differences
between the House and Senate
over campaign finance and pub-
lic financing of gubernatorial
elections does not appear to be
great.

Some legislators, though, said
fundamental differences remain
and a middle ground may be hard
to find.

“It appears to be at this point
that one side will have to give
because all of the possible com-
promises have been discussed
and none have been accepted,”
said Rep. Harry Moberly, D-
Richmond, the chairman of the
House Appropriations and
Revenue Committee.

When budget negotiations
broke down last Friday, the
Senate agreed to retain public
financing, but cap expenditures
at $9 million. The House rejected
that position, arguing that provi-
sions had to be made in case
large fields of candidates deplet-
ed the fund.

Patton said Senate acceptance

of public financing was the
prime hurdle.

“Since you got to that point, I
think you're talking about details
and [ believe people of good
faith can work out the details,”
Patton said.

Sen. Richie Sanders, R-
Franklin, the chairman of the
Senate budget panel, said he
would have preferred a longer
time before getting thrown into a
special session. “Have a little
time off and let people reflect
and see if there could be some
type of a compromise,” Sanders
said. *1 would prefer to wait
later.”

FRANKFORT — A bill to let
local planning commissions
decide where cell phone towers
are built was among the final
products of the 2002 General
Assembly.

Under the bill, the
commissions could approve or
reject proposed tower sites. A
cell-phone company whose appli-
cation was rejected would appeal
to a federal court instead of to the
Public Service Commission.

The House accepted a Senate
amendment that capped the cost
of a building permit at $2,500.
The fee would have been $5,000
under the bill originally passed by
the House.

Another significant bill for
utilities — a bill to extend state
regulation to “merchant” power
plants that sell electricity on the
open market — passed the House
93-0 and the Senate 35-0.

Senate bill, the issue was pushed
by a House member —
Republican Rep. Jon Draud —
after Cinergy Corp. proposed to
build a gas-fired plant near the
nursing home where Draud’s
mother lives in Kenton County.

Draud said his personal dilem-
ma was resolved when Cinergy
dropped its plan, but he pressed
ahead with the Ilegislation
because he considered it good
public policy.

“It provides protection for the
public from power plants being
placed close to your neighbor-
hood, which was the intent from
the beginning,” Draud, of
Crestview Hills, told reporters.

Among the bill's highlights: A
proposed merchant plant would
have to be at least 1,000 feet from
the boundary of adjoining proper-
ty and 2,000 feet from a residen-
tial neighborhood, school, hospi-
tal or nursing home.

State-regulated utilities were
exempted because they already
report to the Public Service
Commission. Also exempted are
municipal utilities without mer-

chant plants and projects for
which state permits already have
been issued. It also gives prefer-
ential treatment to plants that
would burn coal, including waste
coal.

Legislation winning final pas-
sage included bills to:

B Take guns away from
firearms instructors convicted of
certifying applicants for con-
cealed-weapon permits without
actually training them. It passed
the Senate 35-0 and the House
86-9.

The instructor’s fraud would
be a Class D felony, punishable
by up to five years in prison. The
bill’s sponsor said it carried a sec-
ond deterrent, since convicted
felons are forbidden to have
firearms.

“The strongest deterrent you
can have for those people is to
take away their right to bear
arms,” said Rep. Bob Damron, D-
Nicholasville.

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Slain sheriff will remain on
ballot for primary election

SOMERSET — The sheriff
killed in a sniper-style attack
while campaigning for re-clec-
tion at an outdoor political rally
on Saturday will remain on the
ballot, but his votes apparently
won'’t be counted.

A political challenger and two
of his supporters have been
arrested for the killing of Sam
Catron. The local prosecutor said
he believes the murder may have
been motivated by politics.

Pulaski County Clerk Willard
Hansford said it's too late to
remove Catron's name from the
May 28 Republican primary bal-
lot. Catron was seeking his fifth
term.

“He was considered the front-
runner, and it’s a very real possi-
bility that he could get the most
votes,” said Willard Hansford, the
county clerk who oversees elec-
tions. “We will post notices on
each voting machine that the can-
didate is deceased and that his
votes will not be tabulated.”

Jeff Morris, 34, of Somerset,
one of five Republicans on the
ballot, was arrested on Monday

along with Kenneth White, 54, of

Burnside, on charges of complic-
ity to murder a police officer.
They are being held without bond
in the Pulaski County jail, as is
another campaign worker, Danny
Shelley, 30, of Eubank, who was
charged with murder of a police
officer for the actual shooting,
All three men may face the
death penalty if convicted, said
Pulaski County Commonwealth's
Attorney Eddy Montgomery,
“This whole situation has been
Just tragic,” said Kenneth W,
Stringer, another candidate for
the Republican nomination and a
retired chief of detectives for the
Somerset Police Department. 1

am just heart-saddened. Out of

respect to Sam and to his family
and to the department, 1 have sus-
pended all of my campaigning.
I'm still in shock over it.”

Along with Camon, Stringer
and Marris, the other two on the
Republican 'ballot are Todd
Wood, a Somerset police detec-
tive, and Martin Calhoun, a brake
tactory worker from Bronston.

Patsy Casey, a staff adviser in
the Office of Secretary of State,
said Kentucky law is clear that
Catron can not win the election.

*His votes can't be tallied, so
you won 't know how many voltes
he gets,” Casey said. “People can
still vote for him if they choose
to, but those votes aren't sup-
posed to be looked at. That may
not be the case in other states, but
itis Kentucky election law.”

Even so, many people will
vote for Catron, said Helen
Bathurst of Somerset.

*“That’s the way most people
feel,” she said. “He's been in
office for so many years, and we
just don't feel that there's any-

body who can replace him.”

Wynona Padgett. a reporter for
the news and talk radio station
WSFC-AM in Somerset, said
Bathurst's sentiment is wide-
spread in Pulaski County.

“Basically, everybody says
they're going to vote for Sam,”
Padgent said. I think people want
to see Sam elected as sherift.”

Pulaski  County  Judge-
Executive Darrell Breshears said
he understands the sentiment.

“I know a lot of people would
vote for Sam, but the bad thing is
it wouldn't count,” he said. “We
have to go by the law, and that’s
exuctly what Sam would want us
10."

Jim McWhorter, the chief
deputy who was swom in as sher-
iff hours after the shooting, said
Morris was a deputy under
Catron from 1996 to July 2001.
He resigned, McWhorter said,
after being confronted with a dis-
ciplinary matter. McWhorter
wouldn't disclose what the matter
involved.

He said Moms worked as a
plumber after leaving the sheriff's

department.

Morris. who is married with
two children, told the
Commonwealth-Journal of

Somerset after he filed for elec-
tion that he would be tough on
crime.

“One of my main goals is to

get the community to feel safe in
their homes and on the streets,”
he said. *“We need to retumn to the
old-fashioned days when people
could go to sleep with their doors
unlocked and still feel safe.”

Although Morris had a clean
record, White had been arrested
by the sheriff’s department last
year for possession of cocaine, a
charge that was later dropped.
Shelley had a string of arrests for
minor offenses, including strong-
arm assault.

Catron was well-known as an
enemy of drug traffickers, flying
a helicopter to search for marijua-
na plants and filling courtrooms
with offenders his department
had nabbed.

A bullet from a rifle killed the
48-year-old Catron shortly after
he finished a campaign speech at
a fish fry and political rally
Saturday at a volunteer fire
department in Shopville, a tny
community about 70 miles south
of Lexington.

*And now they come to me!”

As is the case with many

He usually was the best-
dressed reporter on the back-
side, a peacock topped by one of
those jaunty caps that many

When Hancock's Claiborne
Farm won its first Derby with
Swale in 1984, Ledford was
ecstalic for his friend. He and
Hancock were so close that
Hancock was a pallbearer in
Ledford’s funeral. Hancock also
got him involved in a few mod-
est thoroughbred ownerships,
but Ledford enjoyed his greatest
success in the equine world with
his stable of miniature show
horses.

Cawood  knew  former
Lowsville coach Denny Crum
more through horse racing —
Crum has’ owned a few nice
horses — than basketball, and
he was delighted when his friend
Rick Pitino fell so in love with
the racing game that he bought a
couple of horses, Halory Hunter
and A P Valentine, who were
good enough to run in the Derby.

Ledford always said the best
Derby he ever covered was the
1964 running, when little
Northern Dancer won a torrid
stretch due with the larger Hill
Rise. But the greatest Derby per-
formance he ever covered was
Secretariat's masterpiece in the
1973 event. In going from last to
first, the big chestnut colt cov-
ered the mile and a quarter in
1:59 2/5, a Derby record that
still stands.

Sometime after Secretariat
went to stud at Claiborne,
Hancock presented Ledford
with a plexiglass case containing
two of the Triple Crown win-
ner's shoes and a piece of his
mane.

‘The way he plays
just gets to you’

AUGUSTA, Ga, — There is
no mystery.

Tiger Woods 1is tougher,
smarter, meaner, more talented,
more competitive, better at han-
dling pressure and works harder
than everybody else. It's not
hard to see why the competition
always cracks — no matter how
many times Woods pretends he
has no clue.

*I don’t know,” he said one
more time Sunday, “you've got
to ask them."”

Somebody did.

The longer it continued the
more it started to resemble a tes-
timonial dinner.

“The thing about Tiger is,
he’s the only leader that you
don't have any hope he'll fal-
ter,” Phil Mickelson said.

“He doesn’t let anything take
him out of his place,” Brad
Faxon said.

“There’s something that's
going on with him that's not
going on with us,” Davis Love
IIT said, He didn't dare elabo-
rate.

This much is certain. Sooner
or later, they all crumble,

Some see the red shirt and
melt before the first shot is
struck, Others last until an early
barrage of birdies makes them
start gambling like tourists wait-
ing on a flight home from Las
Vegas.

Sunday marked the seventh
time in as many tries that Woods
went out with at least a share of
the lead in one of the game’s big
four tournaments and came
home in sole possession of the
trophy. Even when you factor in
playing partner Goosen, who is
the defending U.S. Open cham-
pion, the list of players Woods
has left in his dust hardly reads
like a golfing version of
Murderer's Row.

But it's not lacking in real
quality, either.

Woods' third green jacket is
his seventh major title, which

ties him with Masters’ co-
founder Bobby Jones, Harry
Vardon, Sam Snead, Gene
Sarazen and Arnold Palmer,
who played his final competitive
round this year in the tourna-
ment he helped popularize.

Though five names remain
ahead of his, the one Woods has
focused on is Jack Nicklaus,
who tops the list with 18 major
wins.

“Give him a couple more
years,” Goosen said, “and I
think Tiger will be even greater
than Jack Nicklaus.”

In the time of our grandfa-
thers and great grandfathers, the
Ohio River ran clear and clean.
Many commercial fisherman
lined the banks of the Louisville
river front and sold fresh fish to
hungry Louisvillians. In the
decades before and after World
War I, pollution [rom upstream
industrial and population centers
soured the Ohio’s walters. Over
time, its reputation for having a
robust fishery dwindled as its
waters slowly changed from
deep blue and clear 1o brown
and dirty.

The Ohio River is healing
from the abuses of the pasL
From 1987 to 2000, the Ohio
River produced a greater num-
ber and variety of trophy fish
species recognized by the
Kentucky Department of Fish
and Wildlife Resources
(KDFWR) in its Trophy Fish
awards program, than any other
water body. The Ohio River was
the number one trophy fishery
for 10 of the 27 species recog-
nized in the program. The Ohio
produced the most trophy hybrid
striped bass (23 inches or
longer), blue catfish (35 inches
or longer), sauger (I8 inches or
longer), channel catfish (28
inches or langer), fathead cat-
fish (35 inches or longer) and
white bass (16 inches or longer).
The Ohio also produced the
most trophy freshwater drum
(25 inches or longer), gar (40
inches or longer), bowfin (25
inches or longer) and carp (35
inches or longer).

There are thousands of water
bodies that are virtually
untapped for their trophy poten-
tial scattered throughout the
state. Farm ponds produced 10
percent of the trophy fish
awards from 1987 through 2000
and produced the most trophy
largemouth bass (23 inches or
longer) and bluegill (10 inches
or longer). Farm ponds ranked
second in producing the most
trophy crappie (15 inches or
longer), channel catfish and
redear sunfish (10 inches or
longer), known commonly as
shellcrackers.

One of Kentucky's most
famous lakes, Lake
Cumberland, is another top tro-
phy water as evidenced by the
trophy fish awards. The lake
produced a whopping 515
striped bass (36 inches or
longer) from 1987 to 2000 mak-
ing it the best trophy striped
bass water in a landslide. The
LLake Cumberland tailwater
(Cumberland River) was a dis-
tant second with 51 trophy
striped bass. Lake Cumberland
also produced 114 trophy small-
mouth bass (20 inches or longer)
during this time, well over three
times as many as ils famous
neighbor, Dale Hollow Lake.
Lake Cumberland is also the
number one producer of trophy
walleye (25 inches or longer)
during this time.

The Lake Cumberland tail-
water (Cumberland River) is
also a big trophy fish producer.
All of the 57 trophy brown trout
(20 inches or longer) recognized
by the Trophy Fish Awards pro-
gram came from the Lake
Cumberland tailwater. This
waterway also generated 87 tro-
phy rainbow trout (20 inches or
longer) compared to second
place Laurel River Lake which
produced only 6 trophy rainbow
trout.

Kentucky Lake's reputation
as a crappie fishery is nationally
known and the 42 trophy crap-
pie recorded from this reservoir
put it in first place. The lake was
second in the number of trophy
largemouth bass in produced
from 1987 to 2000 and third in
the number of smallmouth bass
and redear sunfish,

Cave Run Lake, in east cen-
tral Kentucky, has been the
number one producer of trophy
muskellunge (40 inches or
longer) to date. Other waters
that yielded good numbers of
trophy fish include the Green
River and Green River Lake for
its muskellunge, white bass,
hybrid striped bass and walleye
and the Kentucky River for its
sauger, freshwater drum and
muskellunge,

With warmer weather com-
ing on, it's time to get on your
favorite waters and wet a line
where the big ones swim.

Sunday Break, with six starts
but just one in a graded stakes
(the Wood) is 27th on the list
with $82,500; Wild Horses, with
five starts, is 23rd with
$100,000; and Tracemark is
30th with $26,444 despite 13
races.
