A motion for shock probation

Bricklin, 63, said he expects to
import the first ZMW:s in about a
year. He said his new company, to
be called Zastava Motor Works
USA and headquartered in New
York, could sell 60,000 cars in its
first year.

The ZMWs will come in a
two-door, four-door, convertible
and pickup truck models, ranging
in price from $5,000 to $10,000,
Bricklin said.

That would make the ZMW
the cheapest car on the market,
according to the National
Automobile Dealers Association
in McLean, Va. The lowest-priced
cars currently sold in the United
States cost more than $9,000.

“This will be the first time in
the last decade that someone
could go out and buy a new car
with a new car warranty for half
the price of the lowest-priced car
out there,” said Bricklin.

Upholds murder conviction of

man who killed female officer -

FRANKFORT — The mur-
der conviction of a man who
shot a Harrodsburg police offi-
cer to death was upheld by the
Kentucky Supreme Court on
Thursday.

The victim, Regina Nickles,
remains the only female police
officer ever killed in the line of
duty in Kentucky. She was shot
twice in the neck, above a pro-
tective vest, while investigating
a report of a prowler on the night
of Oct. 13, 1998.

On appeal, John Paul Works
claimed that various errors
resulted in a prejudiced jury for
his trial, which was moved to
Boyle Circuit Court in Danville,

For example, on the [irst
morning of jury selection, Works
was led through the courtroom
in handcuffs and shackles. His
attorney immediately asked for a
mistrial, which was denied.

The Supreme Court, in an
unanimous opinion, agreed that

McCloud resigns for using state
equipment for political reasons

FRANKFORT — Public
Protection  Secretary  Ron
McCloud resigned Wednesday
amid revelations he used state
equipment to produce campaign
letters promoting two
Democrats, including his boss,
Gov. Paul Patton,

MeCloud admitted he printed
the letters on stale equipment,
Patton said.

In one letter, McCloud pro-
moted Patton’s 1999 re-election
campaign, the governor said.
The other touted Sen. Walter
Blevins' re-election in 2000,

Patton said he didn't find out
about the letters until Tuesday,

“We don’t know that that's
illegal, but it is inappropriate for
a secretary of our cabinet to do
that,” Patton said. “We dis-
cussed it with him and we mutu-
ally agreed that he should
resign.”

McCloud sent the pro-Patton
letter 1o about 150 friends in
October 1999, a month before
Patton won re-election, the gov-
emor said. Patton said he had
not seen the list of recipients.

A letter soliciting contribu-
tions for Blevins" campaign
went 1o people on the same list,
the governor said. Patton said he
didn't think McCloud sought
campaign contributions for his
1999 campaign.

McCloud is a longtime
Patton friend and a former chair-
man of the Kentucky
Democratic Party, McCloud
also has sought elective office
himself, losing a bid for a seat in
the Kentucky House.

Blevins said Wednesday that
MeCloud didn’t have an official
role in his 2000 campaign.
Blevins said he didn't know
anything about the letter.

“I'm just surprised he would
make that kind of mistake,” said
Blevins, 2 Democrat from West
Liberty.

McCloud was appointed 1o
Patton’s cabinet in March 1999,

Republicans, looking ahead to
the 2003 governor’s race,
Wednesday kept hammering at
the state's system of partial pub-
lic campaign financing.

callers who expressed surprise,
even outrage, at learning that tax
dollars are offered as matching
funds to candidate slates that
agree 10 abide by spending lim-
its. The U.S. Supreme Court has
ruled that spending limits are
otherwise unconstitutional.

“They probably think it's the
voluntary checkoff that goes to
campaigns,” Kelly said, refer-
ring to an option on income tax
returns.

The General Assembly ended
its annual session last week
without enacting a budget after
Senate Republicans would not
agree o appropriate $9 million
for campaign financing, as Gov.
Paul Patton proposed and the
House approved. Parton sum-
moned lawmakers back to
Frankfort on Monday to give the
budget another try.

Public campaign financing,
enacted in 1992, actually has
been used but once — the 1995
governor’s race in which Patton
defeated Republican Larry
Forgy. Patton had no mainstream
Republican opposition for re-
election in 1999,

A candidate slate for gover-
nor and lieutenant governor that
raises a prescribed amount of
money will be given $2 in public
funds for every $1 raised.

The threshold is adjusted for
inflation. The minimum to qual-
ify is expected to be $355,000
next year, with the maximum at
$710,000, Sarah Jackson, execu-
tive director of the Kentucky
Registry of Election Finance,
told the Appropriations and
Revenue Committee. With
matching money, the slate would
have a treasury of $1.06 million
to $2.13 million.

But it gets more complicated.

The match applies in each elec-
tion — primary and general. At
least two slates must qualify, or
no one gets matching money. In
the event of a primary runoff,
each slate would get a flat
$354,000.

But if a well-financed candi-
date rejects matching funds and
goes beyond the spending limits
that apply to everyone else, “all
bets are off” and slates can
resume fund raising, Jackson
said. The state then would be
obligated to match the additional
money, however much or little,
“We call this the trigger provi-
sion,” Jackson said.

Kelly, R-Springfield, said
public financing conceivably
could cost double the $9 million
Patton wanted in the budget. He
said he based that on the possi-
bility of five viable slates in each
major party, which with maxi-
mum fund raising would qualify
for about $14 million; a runoff
primary in each primary, adding
$1.4 million more, and $2.8 mil-
lion for two slates in the fall
election.

“That’s $18 million if no one
pulls the trigger,” Kelly said.

Jackson said no one knows
how much the 2003 race will
cost.

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Star Wars merchandise arrives in stores

LOS ANGELES — New
merchandise for “Star Wars:
Episode II — Attack of the
Clones” arrived in stores
Tuesday as fans lined up for
midnight sales of the latest bric-
a-brac from a galaxy far, far
away.

After a large surplus of mer-
chandise languished on store
shelves following 1999's “The
Phantom Menace,” products for
the new film are being kept
much simpler.

*We've scaled it back a lot,”
said Lucasfilm licensing execu-
tive Howard Roffman. “We're
going to stick to the basics —
toys, video games ... the things
our fans prefer, rather than
some of the fringe items.™

There are still loads of action
figures and shiny space vehi-
cles. But you won't see Queen
Amidala’s face on your Pepsi
can or be able to relax in an
Anakin Skywalker inflatable
chair, and you won’t have any
Obi-Wan Kenobi clip-on braids
to add to your hair.

Merchandising executives at
Lucasfilm Ltd. dramatically
reduced their movie tie-ins for
“Attack of the Clones,” cutting
the number of products by
about half and reducing
licensees from about 85 to less
than 50.

“Last time, they just shipped
too much,” said Dave Gerardi,
senior editor of the toy trade
magazine Playthings. “After a
few months, retailers had to put

a deep discount on them and
still couldn’t move them.”

A lot of the surplus toys —
many of which featured the
much-maligned Jar Jar Binks
character — hung in store aisles
so long they earned the dubious
title of “peg warmers.”

The “Star Wars" merchan-
dise line was still wildly suc-
cessful, earning about $2 billion
worldwide.

The previous “Star Wars"
film, “Return of the Jedi,” had
come out 16 years before “The
Phantom Menace." and
Lucasfilm and toy manufacturer
Hasbro Inc. acknowledged
overestimating the market.

“When you have a large
breadth of characters and prod-
ucts like that, you're not going
to hit on every single one.”

Hasbro marketing executive
Martin Pidel said.

About 20 different *Attack
of the Clones™ action figures,
priced at about $6, were
released Tuesday, with the num-
ber increasing to about 50 by
year's end.

At a Toys R Us in Los
Angeles, about 100 fans were
lined up by midnight to grab
their “Star Wars” products first
thing Tuesday.

Carla DellaGatta, 26, was a
little alarmed to be one of the
few people in costume for the
event — especially since it was
57 degrees and she was wearing
a custom-made Princess Leia
“slave girl” bikini from “Return
of the Jedi.” Luckily, she had a
black topcoat.

“They had one bottle of wine
and two paper cups, they had the
music cranked as loud as they
could get it out of that truck.

Wrongful death suit filed in
inmate’s alleged beating death

CHARLESTON, W.Va. —
The family of a Charleston man
who was allegedly beaten by
guards while in custody at the
Boyd County Detention Center
in Kentucky filed a wrongful
death lawsuit Thursday.

Chad Ray Boggess, 27, died
April 12 at King's Daughters
Medical Center in Ashland, Ky.,
where he had been in a coma
since the alleged beating on
March 16.

Boggess was jailed in Boyd
County after his March 12
arrest by Ashland police on a
fugitive from justice warrant
from West Virginia. He was
accused of a Charleston bur-
glary.

The lawsuit was filed in U.S.
District Court in Charleston on
behalf of Boggess' estate.

County Detention Center and
Boyd County.

Democrats cut off debate, pass
budget bill without amendments

FRANKFORT — Democrats
who control the Kentucky House
steamrolled a budget bill to pas-
sage without amendments
Thursday.

In the process, they took the
extraordinary step of cutting off
debate and blocking 46 proposed
floor amendments, some of
which dealt with politically risky
or wrenching issues — human
cloning, the death penalty and
whether to allow the use of pub-
lic money in gubernatorial cam-
paigns.

The Republican minority,
which especially wanted to force
a vote on campaign finance, was
incensed. “What we're doing
here today is the most arrogant
abuse of power I've ever wit-
nessed.” thundered Minority
Leader Jeff Hoover of
Jamestown.

The executive branch budget
bill now goes to the Senate,
which can substitute its own ver-
sion. House and Senate confer-
ees will likely have to try to
negotiate a compromise. The
House's version would appropri-
ate more than $14 billion from
the state's General Fund in the
next two years.

The money were hardly men-
tioned in the House, however.
Nearly all the rhetoric was about
the Democrats' gambit, which
had been arranged in advance in
a closed-door caucus.

A motion to cut off debate
takes at least 51 votes,

Democrats, who hold 66 of the
House’s 100 seats, prevailed 62-
35. The caucus held all but two
of its members who were present
Thursday — Reps. Tom Kerr of
Taylor Mill and Tom Riner of
Louisville, who voted with 33
Republicans.

Cutting off debate was only
half of the maneuver. Majority
Leader Greg Stumbo, who
decides which bills get a vote,
called up the budget bill intro-
duced in the House on Monday,
not the “substitute” bill amended
and approved by the House
Appropriations and Revenue
Committee on Tuesday.

“We have never done what
we're doing here today,” said
Republican Rep. Danny Ford, a
20-year House veteran from
Mount Vernon. “We're setting a
terrible precedent.”

Other Republicans weighed
in.

Rep. Russ Mobley of
Campbellsville called it “a slap
in the face of representative gov-
ernment.” Rep. Stan Lee of
Lexington said Democrats were
“sticking it to the taxpayers.”

Rep. Bob Heleringer of
Louisville said the Democrats’
maneuver meant that the 71
House members who are not on
Appropriations and Revenue had
no voice in making the budget.

"l hope we never again hear
any speeches on the House floor
about the sanctity of the commit-
tee system,” Heleringer said —
an allusion to Stumbo, “This is
the antithesis of the committee
system.”

The vote to pass the budget
was 70-9. Eighteen who were
present, all Republicans, did not
volte.

Enacting a budget is the only
task the Kentucky Constitution
requires of the General
Assembly. The legislature’s
annual session ended last week
without a budget because of a
partisan impasse over campaign
finance — the partial public
financing of gubernatorial cam-
paigns. Gov. Paul Patton called
the legislature into special ses-
sion on Monday to try again,

Public financing has been
used but once, in the 1995 gov-
ernor's race, but Republicans
sense that it is unpopular. They
have hammered on it all week,
especially in the Senate, which
has a 20-18 Republican majori-
ty.

Senate Republicans them-
selves strong-armed a budget
bill during the annual session,
refusing to allow Democrats to
file floor amendments. The
Senate’s version stripped all of
Patton’s proposed $9 million
funding of campaign finance.

Patton said Thursday he
would “not accept a budget that
does not protect the integrity of
campaign finance.” Asked if he
would veto a budget that did not
include money to partially
finance gubematorial elections,
Patton said: “I don’t know how |
could do anything different than
that.”

Also Thursday, the House
passed a $414 million judicial
branch budget bill, 94-0.

Chesney had wanted to
record Springsteen’s sober “One
Step Up" years ago but feared he
wouldn’t be taken seriously.

“I'm so glad I didn’t do it on
one of the earlier albums,
because there's a lot of lessons in
that, relationship-wise,” he said,
“And I've learned those lessons
firsthand in my own life the past

three years.

He then auended the
University of Kentucky with a
business degree,

However, when he went to
New York, it wasn't to find a
job on Wall Street, but to work
for trainer Shug McGaughey,
another Lexington native. He
took out his own training
license in 1985. At that point,
there was no turning back.

When he met Sue, she also
had a racing background. At
one time or another, she had
worked as a groom, a shedrow
foreman, a handler at the sales,
and an equine photographer.
Now she’s “Kenny’s relief
valve," and an advisor whose
opinion McPeek values.

They were delighted when
Sue, now 42, became pregnant
with their first child. But 26
weeks into the pregnacy, she
learned that a bump on the roof
of her mouth was a rare form of
cancer. Their daughter was
delivered six months early by
Caesarian section so Sue could
undergo surgery and begin
aggressivechemotherapy treat-
ment.

Between Jenna's birth and
Sue’s 3 1/2 hour operation,
Kenny won the Alcibiades
Stakes at Keeneland with She's
A Devil Due. With three out-
standing 2-year-olds in his barn
— the colts Harlan's Holiday
and Repent, along with the filly

Take Charge Lady — the
McPeeks were finally realizing
the potential that Kenny

showed when he finished sec-
ond in the 1995 Derby with

Tejano Run.

But Sue didn’t like to think
about the future because she
wasn't sure she would be
around to be a part of it.

“The focus of my life,” she
told the C-J's Rees, “was that
‘I'm not gonna be here a year
from now." That was the way I
felt at the beginning of my
treatment. When I was diag-
nosed, then you start really
appreciating things in life, and
there's a clarity in the day-to-
day joys.”

Happily, however, Sue’s
treatment was successful. The
McPeeks will never get a bigger
victory, even if Harlan's Hol-
iday wins the Kentucky Derby.

“Sue’s illness puts perspec-
tive on the situation,” Kenny

says. “Winning a horse, even a
great horse race, just isn't that
important.”

Now McPeek has a shot to
be the first trainer to win the
Kentucky Oaks and Derby in
the same year since Calumet
Farm's Ben Jones did it in 1952
with Real Delight in the Oaks
and Hill Gail in the Derby. Take
Charge Lady, winner of the
Ashland at Keeneland, will be
one of the favorites in the Oaks.

SPRINGFIELD, Mass.
Earvin “Magic” Johnson, who
led the Los Angeles Lakers to
five NBA championships, was
among 14 players and coaches
and one team nominated
Wednesday for induction into
the Basketball Hall of Fame.

Johnson, vice president of the
Lakers, was nominated in his
first year of eligibility. There are
so few doubts about the out-
come of the vote that, in a break
with tradition, the Hall of Fame
is announcing its inductees in
June in Los Angeles, where
Johnson spent his entire 13-year
pro career.

In his rookie season with the
Lakers, Johnson seized control
of Game 6 of the 1980 NBA
Finals against the Philadelphia
T6ers.

Starting at center for the
injured Kareem Abdul-Jabbar
and playing all five positions
during the game, Johnson had
42 points, 15 rebounds and
seven assists, leading the Lakers
to the first of five NBA titles
during the decade,

At 21, Johnson became the
first rookie to be named MVP of

the Finals.

The Lakers went on to win
the NBA title 1982, 85, 87, and
88. Johnson was a three-time
league MVP (1987, 89, 90), and
MVP of the Finals in 1990 and
'92.

In 1979, Johnson led
Michigan State to the NCAA
championship game over

Indiana State and Larry Bird in
the first of their legendary duels.
They squared off three more
times in the NBA Finals in a
rivalry that ignited fan interest
and transformed pro basketball
during the 1980s.

Johnson left the NBA after
the 1990-91 season following a
stunning announcement that he
had HIV. He returned to basket-
ball to help the United States
win Olympic gold in 1992 and
returned to the NBA in the 1994-
95 season, surpassing the 10,000
career-assist plateau.

Johnson hoped to enter the
Hall of Fame with Bird, who
was inducted in 1998. He even
asked the Hall to waive its rule
requiring players be retired five
vears before induction.

Fortunes of
racing teams
blowin' In
the wind

MARIETTA, Ga. — NASCAR team
owner Eddie Wood peered into the wind
tunnel as air passed over and around one
of his Ford Tauruses at 160 mph. He
tapped crewman Mike Smith on the shoul-
der, whispered to him, and they both
smiled and continued watching.

And watching. And watching,

Watching what, exactly?

“Well. you can’treally see anything
from here,” Wood said, smiling,

He was right. The windows of the con-
trol room vibrated and the roaring wind
made conversations difficult, but it was
impossible to see
anything. All the
data is measured by
electronic sensors.

Still, Wood
wouldn't have been
anywhere else.

“I"d come here
24 hours a day if
they let me. 1 love
it," Wood said. “If 1
had to send my
mama here with a
car for two hours of
time, 1'd do that.
That's how impor-
tant it is.”

As NASCAR
has gotten more
technical in the past
20 years, the Wood
Brothers and nearly
every other team
relies on informa-
tion from wind tun-
nels, like the one at Lockheed Martin in
suburban Atlanta. Sensors on the car send
data back to a computer in the control
room, where an gerodynamic expert such
as Ford’s Bemie Marcus looks at the num-
bers.

Lockheed Martin engineer Gerald
Pounds said about half of the wind tunnel
time there is used for ruce teams, who
spend about $2.000 per hour.

“It's gotten to be more and more each
year,” he said,

The wnnel mostly measures downforce
and drag — a hot topic this year in the
Winston Cup Series, with controversy
swirling over which car has the most of
each, Often, NASCAR will bring one car
from each of the four manufacturers to
determine if there are advantages.

These sessions sometimes lead to rule
changes, such as when Ford got two sepa-
rate reductions in the height of its rear

“I don't really think that NASCAR
wants an apology for anything,” said
Harvick, who was forbidden by the
sanctioning « body . t¢. drive at
Martinsville Speedway two weeks ago
for a series of incidents.

He was cleared to race last week at
Talladega and returned to the track
humble, but he refused to say he was
sorry for his actions.

Harvick, first put on probation for
scuffling’ with Greg Biffle after a
Busch race at Bristol last month, was
penalized for bumping and banging .
with Coy Gibbs during a truck race at
Martinsville. When the sanctioning
body had seen enough, he was called
off the track, and he pulled his truck
up to the NASCAR hauler to discuss
it.

At some point during that meeting,
NASCAR decided Haryick needed to
be taught a lesson.

So they told him to go home and
not to bother showing up for the
Winston Cup race. 1t was the first time
in the sport’s 54-year history a driver
was punished for rough driving. .

Harvick got the message loud and
clear. But the brash, 26-year-old driver
who inherited Dale Earnhardt's ride
following his death last year has
vowed not to change his aggressive
style.

“T like to race the race car. | don't
care if it’s a late model, I don't care if
it’s a street stock, ['m going to go out
and race the car as hard as | can,” he
said, “I just want to win the race, and
a lot of times that doesn't work any-
more.

“But I did learn that we can win
races, we can do a lot of things, but ®
unless I can walk up into that trailer,
sit down in that office and have a nor-
mal, decent conversation with them,
then I'm not going to get anywhere.”

There's a lot more to it than that.

When Harvick burst onto the
Winston Cup scene last year in a com-
petitive car, it didn’t take him long to
make enemies.

When he showed he could bump
with the best of them, the veterans
took exception. When his aggressive-
ness crept too close to the unwritten
code of conduct, he picked up the
nickname “The Instigator,” a play on
Earnhardt’s nickname “The W
Intimidator.”

Now he’s on probation for the year
as punishment for his actions at
Bristol and Martinsville, and it will be
open season on him for retaliation.

There's little Harvick can do about
it— the slightest slip could get him sent
home again, and every driver knows
it.

“They're going to try to use him as
a pingpong ball,” his crew chief,
Kevin Hamlin, said. “Wouldn't you?”

“Drag is only a
concemn for tracks like Daytona
and Talladega, where the drivers
never lift off the accelerator, At
the other tracks where they back
off and use the brakes, we worry
mostly about downforce."

Although teams occasionally
race cars without “blowing”
them first, it’s not advisable,

*“You could get away with it,”
Wood said. “But if you don't,
you feel like you've left some-
thing on the table that might
have helped make you better,
Nobody can afford to that these
days.”

It hasn't always been that
way. The Wood Brothers team
has been around since the 1950s
but didn’t make its first trp to
the wind tunnel until 1985,

That was the year Bill Elliott
dominated the Winston Cup
Series, winning 11 races with a
Ford built by his family’s team
in Dawsonville, Ga. To try to
help its other teams catch Elliott,
Ford sponsored a wind tunnel
test,

“Ford chose one of our cars
to blow,"” Wood said. “But every
other team had a representative
there, except the Elliotts."”
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Everybody learned enough
that day to copy what Elliott's
team had done to its front end,
making the cars more aerody-
namic by shaping sheet metal
under the bumper. Of course,
NASCAR soon figured it out,
100, and changed the rules. But
for the first time, teams discoy-
ered how the shape of a car
helps performance.

Now everybody knows, even
though it doesn't always work.

“There's times you'll blow a
car and the numbers will show
that the car is goed, that it has a
lot of downforce and a good bal-
ance,” Wood said. “Then you’ll
take it to the track and it won't
run good and you can't get out
of your own way.

“But more often than not,
what you see in the wind tunnel
translates to the track.”

The drivers rarely travel with
the teams to the tunnel, but
Wood said Sadler gets a detailed
explanation of what goes on
there.

“Elliott knows what our cars
have, how much downforce they
have and which car had what
numbers at the tunnel,” Wood
said.

Sadler would’ve been happy
with what the team learned this
day. One of the cars, which had
primarily been a backup, blew
such good numbers Wood said it
would get a chance to race
somewhere in the near future,
maybe as early as May in The
Winston at Lowe's Motor
Speedway,

“That would be a good car,
maybe, for a race like The
Winston,” Wood said, then
paused.

He glanced back over his
shoulder, looking again at the
car in the tunnel.

“Yeah, that'd be a good place
for it,” he finally said.

Would you beleive that more than three
million children annually witness acts of
domestic violence? So, a big dilemma is to
identify the children who actually witness
violence in their home, because only a few
are with mothers in battered women’s shel-
ters or have mothers seeking legal or com-
munity-based services in coping with family
violence. The greatest difficulty in identify-
ing these children is the “veil” of secrecy”
that 15 likely to surround these traumatized
families, Often these child-witnesses will not
tell other adults what is happening due to
having feelings of shame, guilt, divided loy-
alties to parents, and fear of represessions.
Battered mothers might also add to the situa-
tion by keeping quiet because of realistic
fears that telling others may further jeopar-
dize their safety and that of their children.
Although professionals, teachers and physi-
cians, working routinely with children are
legally obligated to report physical and sexu-
al abuse, they might be unsure how to inter-
pret problematic symptoms that children dis-
play., may be unable to elicit or respond to
disclosures about the child's home situation,
and/or might not be trained to screen for
domestic violence.

As with the identification of children who
have witnessed violence in the home, the
assessment and treatment by mental health
professionals will also depend upon the chil-
dren’s age and stage of development, the
nature and duration of the children’s symp-
toms and the impact on their functioning, the
children’s perceptions of and experiences
with the violence, the children’s ability to
speak about the violence, the amount of safe-
ty the children have in their environment, the
adults present who can be supportive and
protective of children, and the influence of
the children’s culture on defining the domes-
tic violence and seeking help.

Other complicating factors for providing
psychological support to children who have
witnessed violence in the home has to do
with their complex emotional needs. Usually
children have their parents for protection in
times of stress or fear. Studies have shown
that children having access to a parent are
more able to bounce back emotionally or
cope more effectively with the trauma.
However, children who witness domestic
violence often do not have such emotional
refuge, since the perpetrating parent is unsafe
and the battered parent may be emotionally
“not there" for the children due to her own
emotional trauma. Then, even more losses
are added up, when the children must leave
their home to find safety, so that typically
they are uprooted from familiar schools away
from friends, and generally out in an unfa-
miliar world because an adult did not go by
the rules, Further difficulties are apt to be cre-
aled when the victimized moms find it
painful to tolerate their children's expression
of sadness and loss for the abusive parent. It
is helpful when therapy can be a safe place
for children to express their emotions, what-
eyer they are. It is also important that thera-
pists realize that there is a higher incidence of
child abuse and neglect in families character-
ized by domestic violence than in the general
population.

Needless to say, the emotional and finan-
cial costs of ghildren's exposure to domestic
violence are enormous. Often a previous
client, say her name is Eve, reminds me by
the bubbling-up of her severe emotional tur-
moil, One of the major bases of her signifi-
cant problems during her 40°s is here wit-
nessing the apparently very brutal physical
abuse of her mother by her alcoholic father
for years during her childhood. An impres-
sion was that the acts of violence were likely
to happen when he came home drunk. Even
was the oldest child of three. Over the years |
have known her, she has frequently described

Answer; The wrist is a complicated
mechanical structure. It involves the
two lower arm bones, eight wrist bones
called carpal bones, four fingers and
the thumb. All of these parts move in
relationship to one another, They are
all held together by the collective work
of many individual ligaments, muscles
and joint capsules. This complex
arrangement maximizes movement that
allows us to do amazing things with
our hands. Unfortunately, mechanical
stability is sacrificed to some degree to
accomplish this flexibility.

Each of the bony joints in the hands
and wrist has a soft tissue lining that
produces a lubricating synovial fluid.
The tendons that move the fingers,

‘Non-textbook anatomy’ likely
cause of wrist pain, Ganglion Cyst

over the wrist structures. These tendons
run through sheaths that produce a
lubricating synovial fluid too. So, all
of this directly relates to your com-
plaint because a ganglion cyst is a
sack-like bulging that originates from a
joint or a tendon sheath and becomes
filled with synovial fluid.

The hands and wrists are common
sites for ganglion cysts because of the
large number of joints there. You see,
ganglion cysts are believed to be a
degenerative process of a synovial lin-
ing that occurs as a consequence of
repeated traumas. As the cyst devel-
ops, the fluid within it stretches the tis-
sue to form a “bump.” The description
of a cyst may cause a reader who has
never had one of these to assume that
the cyst is a soft fleshy bump. Not so!
In fact, from the feel of a cyst it is
sometimes difficult to determine if it is
a solid tumor or not.

The firm cyst can push upon adja-
cent tissue and, thereby, cause pain. In

pressure to cause damage to bone.

I think the wrist pain you have expe-
rienced since childhood is the conse-
quence of the way your wrists are
made. Unfortunately, not everyone is
put together in exactly the fashion that
is illustrated in my anatomy book.
Some individuals have wrist bone
joints that are less mechanically stable
than others. 1 think you are one of
these people with “non-textbook™
anatomy. Because of your bone and
ligament structure, activities that many
people perform without difficulty
cause your wrist bones to slip and slide
around more than is ideal. This pro-
duces painful stretching of supporting
ligaments and or pinching of the syn-
ovial lining of involved joints. This
would explain the episodes of hand,
wrist and arm pain you have experi-
enced.

One potential long-term conse-
quence of having many episodes of
this type of injury, what we doctors call

sufficient cumulative injury to bring
about a ganglion cyst.

So what should you do? First you
need to see your doctor to determine if
my guess is an accurate diagnosis of
your condition. If so, he or she will
probably recommend exercises lo keep
the muscles that move the wrist and
hand in top condition along with
avoidance of activities that you

know will hurt you. Most ganglion
cysts need no treatment. However,
particularly large or painful ones may
require injection or surgical removal to
stop the pain. Your family doctor or an
orthopedic surgeon can advise you
about your choice for having optimal
pain-free wrist function.

who experimented with animal
and plant varieties and imported
exolic species. He was also an
educator who started his own
school, the prestigious
University of Virginia.

He was, of course, greatly
flawed — as are most of us.

The beautiful home he
designed, and which is now
open to thousands of visitors a
year, was actually built by free
labor, human beings he held
ownership papers on, his slaves.

He wrote that he hated slav-
ery, yet he found he could not
live in the manner to which he
was accustomed without them.

He said he would not sell the
slaves he and his wife inherited,
yet he did sell them whenever he
got in a financial bind, like sell-
ing a stand of timber or a tract
on the back 40,

He wrote that he believed
Africans were intellectually
inferior, yet he apparently felt no
compunction against bedding at
least one of his slaves, many
times over, judging from her off-
spring.

Still, he remains a brilliant
mind and his home is magnifi-
cent.

I had no idea that Monticello
was on a high hill, The pictures
make it seem more like a knoll.
Actually, it's as if the hilltop has
been flattened, much like a strip
mine site.

Pictures of the house also are
misleading. The image is of a
massive dwelling, but, though

it's much more imposing than
most of us will ever live in,
Monticello is modest by presi-
dential standards. In fact, the
living quarters are compact.

Yet, the architecture is excit-
ing and functional. Though
small, many of the rooms are
octagonal, allowing for variety
in furniture placement and win-
dow ftreatment and so much
more interesting than our com-
mon squares and rectangles.

Space is added by partially
underground construction of
kitchen, storage cellars, smoke
house, privies, stables and
slave quarters, all unseen from
the front of the house.

Some of the trees Jefferson
planted around the turn of the
19th century are still there, and
the profuse gardens have been
recreated.

Also recreated is Jefferson's
vegetable garden, to the back
and on a rather narrow level
below what was once a row of
artisan houses, where slaves
made things needed on the
farm, such as clothes and nails.

The garden is already flour-
ishing, full of all kinds of peas
(Jefferson’s favorite vegetable)
onions, garlic, leeks, cabbage,
lettuce varieties, kale, melons,
herbs — just about everything
but tomatoes, which he raised
even though they were uncom-
mon in his day. The health of
the garden, at this early stage
of the season, is attributed to its
placement. It faces the warmer

It grows up through the
cracks in the sidewalk, under my
roses and azaleas, in pots with
other plants, through bricks
around flowerbeds. I've spent a
good deal of time pulling it up
and throwing it in dog-dug
holes.

—and I can get it for free,

Hospital for sixth and seventh
grade females.

“I liked having the baby in
the daytime,” said Savannah
Boyd, the daughter of Randi
Jarrell and James Boyd, “but at
night, that was another story!”.
Savannah’s comment was
echoed by several of the girls in
attendance who told stories of
being awakened from sound
slumber in the very middle of
the night by their crying “baby.”

“We would have to get up,
feed the baby, which took about
20 minutes every time, and then
it would start up again. needing
a diaper...it was hard to get any
sleep,” lamented Kayla Hall,
the daughter of Tina and Eddie
Hall. :

The girls, for the most part,
all claimed to have had a great
deal of fun caring for their
charges, although they were
very quick to admit that it was
more than a little stressful at
times, “My baby cried a whole
lot,” said Kayla, “and I had to
take it everywhere I went. It
was embarrassing when I took it
to McDonald's, 1 felt like peo-
ple thought I really had a baby.”

The RealCare baby dolls
provide their caregivers with a
simulated, yet very realistic,
look at the life of a parent. The
battery operated dolls are pro-
grammed to cry according to
the schedules of real infants.
They require daily feeding,
burping, diaper changing and
rocking. Computerized moni-
toring devices allow the instruc-
tors to review data and deter-
mine how well the babies were
cared for by their student “par-
ents.”

The babies can be pro-
grammed for up to 24 hours in
advance. Each baby can be pro-
grammed to respond to one or
two caregivers, and can be put
in “day care” when the student
cannot provide care, such as
during school hours,

Each baby is 21 inches long,
and weighs between 6.5 to 7
pounds. The students are pro-
vided with diapers, clothing,
bottles, and baby care booklets
to get them started. When
asked how they were able todif-
ferentiate between whether the
baby was crying out of hunger
or because it needed a diaper
change, Kayla informed us that
when the baby needed a diaper
change, the diaper it was wear-
ing would “heat up.” Of course,
the babies sometimes cried sim-
ply because they wanted to be
held, which real babies. as all
parents know, often do.

According to Francis, over
400 young ladies have complet-
ed the Respect program since its
inception and plans are to con-
tinue offering the program to
interested schools and to also
initiate the participation of
young males, as well as
females, in becoming caregivers
to the dolls.

“We are always interested in
providing quality programs for
our community,” Francis said.
“This program in particular
allows us to fulfill a community
