Tribune-Democrat, on a lawsuit 
against fast food chains: 

Read the labeL fatty. 
It seems laughable that a New York man is suing four lead­

ing fast food chains, claiming he became obese and suffered 
from other serious health problems by eating fatty cuisine for 
years. 

Caesar Barber, a 56-year-old maintenance worker who 
weighs 272 pounds and has had a couple of heart attacks. said 
he felt compelled to file a lawsuit in Bronx Supreme Court. 

He named McDonald's, Wendy's, Burger King and Kentucky 
Fried Chicken in his suit that was filed. he said. because he has 
diabetes, high blood pressure and high cholesterol. 

"They said ' l 00 percent beef.' I thought that meant it was 
good for you," he said. "I thought the food was OK." 

Right. 
Maybe he should have asked. read labels, looked at wall 

charts at the eateries. talked to his doctors or hospital nutrition­
ists, or simply listened to what his body was saying and doing 
after he gulped down that grease-laden garbage. 

Since he didn't, how could the eateries be held responsible? 
They sell artery-clogging junk. What did he think the conse­
quences were? 

The courts have become repositories of all kinds of nonsense 
suits. Here's another example from someone who refused to 
read, ask questions or listen. 

Seattle Post-lntelligencer. on the corporate reform bill: 
With this bit of regulatory fine-tuning, we can again let the 

economy be the economy. 
You could read that optimistic message into President Bush's 

signing of bipartisan corporate reform legislation on Tuesday. 
Congress and the president engaged in some justifiable self­
congratulation, but they should keep alert to the possibility that 
more reforms will prove necessary. 

The new law takes healthy steps forward in protecting the 
public from dishonesty at the top of the financial system. 
Among its key provisions. the measure puts crooked executives 
at risk of long jail tem1s for defrauding investors and creates a 
federal accounting board. 

Those are strong steps that draw appropriate lessons from 
recent disclosures about the shenanigans of unscrupulous high­
fliers. No regulatory system is perfect. But the new rules indeed 
follow the American tradition of responding to abuses with 
stronger protection for the public. 

The president and Congress can take pride in the legislation. 
Though politics drove his change of heart, the president over­
came his initial reluctance to create new regulations. His course 
correction over a period of three weeks demonstrated his ability 
to quickly find the political mainstream .... 

Still, D.C. leaders should keep their eyes open for other areas 
in which a reasonable dose of new regulation would serve the 
public.

Instead of a radical departure 
from the norm. the Barnhart 
deal looks more like business 
as usual. except at a highe1 
price. 

UK needed Newton's Mr. 
Clean image as badly as 
Newton wanted to see if he 
could help his alma mater get 
over the Eddie Sutton scandal 
and prove that it was possible 
for the Wildcats to win without 
cheating. UK made the deal 
work by agreeing to pay 
Newton some deferred income 
- $75,000 a year for four 
years, or roughly what Newton 
lost in one years by leaving 
Vandy. 

Everything was fine until 
Todd replaced Charles 
Wethington last year. 

After reviewing Newton's 
contract, Todd tore it up and 
kicked Newton off the payroll. 
publicly accusing Newton of 
"getting paid for doing noth­
ing.'' The proud Newton felt so 
angry and humiliated that he 
vowed to not have anything to 
do with UK until Todd was 
gone. 

Yet whether the professors 
like it or not. or whether it'c; 
morally right or wrong. it must 
be conceded that the A.D. rank~ 
just behind the President in the 
campus pecking order. That's 
because a successful athletics 
program has a demonstrable 
impact on a university's nation­
al image, its efforts to increase 
gifts and donations. and it' 
ability to attract quality stu­
dents and faculty. No academ­
ic program has comparable 
responsibilities. 

Unlike Newton, UK had to 
pay full market value to 
Barnhart, who has no ties to the 
state or university. With 

The Barnhart siutation has 
been studied carefully at the 
University of Louisville. where 
the trustees and A.D. Tom 
Jurich has been trying to agree 
on a deal that will keep Juric:h 
at the university for the remain­
der of his career. 

In light of an athletic~· bud­
get deficiency caused at least in 
part by ex-basketball coach 
Denny Crum's $7 million 
retirement package and current 
coach Rick Pitino 's top-of-the­
market contract. the universit) 
may be concerned about how 
the public would react to a big· 
ger-than-Barnhart deal for 
Jurich. who has established the 
model for a thoroughly modern 
A.D. in his four\ cars at U of L. 

Newton, being the UK 
Athletics Director was an 
affair of the heart; to Barnhart, 
it's going to be just another stop 
on the way to somewhere else 
(maybe Tennessee, where he 
worked 12 years before going 
to Oregon State. 

The academicians who criti­
cize Barnhart's deal - UK pro­
fessor Bob Lawson walked out 
of a board of trustees meeting 
in protest - are somewhat dis­
appointed in President Todd, 

But unlike Barnhart. Jurich 
has an impressive track record 
going for him at U of L. where 
he has supervised the most

person; and unknowmgly we relate tooth­
ers in hope that they will meet some yet 
unfulfilled need, take care of our fears, heal 
our wounds from trauma. sooth our loneli­
ness, and keep life predictable. We either 
take care ol other's feelings at cost to us. or 
we usc others at their expense. Addiction 
has been described as obsessive, excessive, 
destructh e. compul~ivc, habitual. attached, 
and dependent.

Most. il not all relationships have 
elements of healthy interdependency and 
unhealthy dependency. Love addicition 
being so common, was thought to relate to 
our culture, idealizing, dramatizing. and 
modeling, a dercndcncy that says we can­
not Jive without another person, sex, or 
romance.

Type::. of 10\e addiction-love, romance, 
and sex. Love addicition occurs when we 
become dependent on the object of our 
low. It is al\\ ays self-serving. Our behav­
iors increase \\hen the loved one threatens 
to leave U<; psychologically or physically. 
"If you fail me, I will do whatever it takes 
to keep you around." The following are a 
sampling of qucc;tions for a~scssing for love 
addiction. Do you ever feel as though you 
take care of others. even though it hurts 
you? Arc you afraid or hesitant to talk about 
problems in your relationship'! Does how 
the other per<;on feels change )Our mood? 
Self esteem? Do you enable. persecute or 
feel like a vict1m'! Do you fear change or 
the unknown'? 

Romance addiction occurs in relation­
ships where the person can be a romantic 
panncr or live only in someonc's fantasies.

There has been some speculation 
that "black mold," known scientifically 
as Stachybotrys chartarum, is responsi­
ble for a number of health problems 
including lung hemorrhage and memo­
ry loss. In fact. there is little scientific 
information that implicates black mold 
any more that other molds. 

All types of mold, not just 
Stachybotrys chartarum. have a great 
ability to produce allergy and allergic­
related disorders in humans. Asthma 
and respiratory problems like those 
your household members have may be 

Ideally, no home, workplace or 
school should have any visible mold 
growth. In the real world, however, 
there probably isn't one of these places 
without at least some mold in the bath­
room, kitchen or laundry areas. You 
see, molds need moisture to grow, so 
anyplace that has frequent spills or high 
humidity is a likely breeding ground. 
Molds also grow in a nitrogen-poor, 
cellulose-rich environment - like the 
moist drywall that your walls are.prob­
ably made from. 

Having mold in all of your bed­
rooms makes me suspect you have a 
problem with moisture being trapped in 
your walls. Condensation is probably 
the culprit, although water can pene-

Mold is generally easy to eliminate 
once the underlying moisture problem 
is remedied. A solution of one part 
household bleach with nine parts water 
makes an effecti\C disinfectant. This is 
particularly good lor hard surfaces in 
the kitchen, bath and heating ducts. It 
can also be used to treat surface 
involvement of drywall. If the drywall 
has been wet clear through. however, it 
will need to be replaced to eliminate the 
mold. Carpet and cai"))Ct padding that 
has mold growth must be replaced.

cupied with sexual thoughts? Do 
you often feel controlled by 
your sexual desire'7 Do you eve1 
feel bad (shameful or guilty) 
about your sexual behavior {and 
then rationalize it)? When sex is 
used as a "drug." we use and 
abuse it, others and ourselves. 

In the midst of love addic­
tion. power plays are a key fea­
ture. This is when behaviors arc 
aimed at keeping the partner in 
a .-elationship in a "one-up.·· 
"one-down" melodrama. This 
also can be a double problem, 
since power plays indicate an 
addictive relationship, plus the 
exhilaration and drama of the 
power play itself becomes an 
addiction. Questions aimed at 
assessing if power plays are a 
difficulty in your relationship 
are: Do you have difficulty 
admitting rrtistakes or saying, 
"I'm sorry?" Do you tend to be 
judgmental? Do you discount 
another's abilities'? Do you 
make and break promises'? Do 
you expect perfection and look 
for faults? Do you become 
defensive when things get 
touchy? 

If you thmk you might be 
"love addicted," Dr. Schaeffer 
suggested that you try to get 
out. because it limits and stunts 
growth as.a human and spiritu­
al being. She gave seven steps 
for moving from love addiction 
to healthy belonging: (I) 
Believe that healthy love is pos­
sible; (2) Be willing to assess 
your relationship honestly; (3) 
Accept that the only person you 
can change is you; ( 4) Connetl 
the unhealthy panems in your 
relationship with your inner 
beliefs and past trauma: (5) 
Change your beliefs to those 
that encourage healthy love; {6) 
Let go of fear: and {7) 
Experience yourself as uncondi­
tional love and live it.
