A city ordinance bars the pub-
lic from killing the fowl, so more
than a thousand have been
rounded up. Most are shipped 10
retirement farms in central
Florida, according to John Jones,
assistant city manager.

“They breed so fast, I would
say there are probably as many
now as we started with,” Jones
said. “They have even migrated
up the Keys.”

Those problems opened the
doors to free-lance chicken con-
sultants, who use elaborate lures,
special cages and FBI-worthy
surveillance techniques.

Sheehan uses Young Warrior
to lure out roosters eager to fight
1o defend their territory. She then
steps in and grabs the squawking
rooster by its legs. She gets $20
per bird.

“We're going to submit to the
city of Rest Haven what we plan
to do; then it will be all over
with,” he said.

poor overcome stigma
of using food stamps

LEXINGTON — Jessica
Harrell once saw food stamps as
charity and refused to accept
them. Now, the 18-year-old
mother sees the food program as
a way to gain her independence.

*I just thought there were
people who could use them bet-
ter than I can,” said Harrell, who
has a 3-year-old daughter and
has taken classes toward her
GED.

Food stamps, she said, help
make her journey to self-suffi-
ciency less of a struggle. “If you
need ‘em, they're there,” the
Lexington resident said. *“You
should take ‘em.”

That's the message the
Kentucky Task Force on Hunger
wants fto send to Fayette
County’s roughly 30,100 eligi-
ble residents who are at or below

the poverty line. Only about half

of that number receive food
stamps.

I'he task foree is developing
a federally funded program the
state hopes to use as a model for
other counties. The program’s
aim is to teach potential food
stamp recipients aboul the
importance of taking the aid
when they need it.

At least 2,000 more
Kentucky families use food

stamps today than three years
ago. But thousands more still
don't take the aid, Kentucky
social workers say, because
they’re too proud to accept gov-
ernment assistance or they don’t
know help is available.

For some, that causes worse
problems, such as malnutrition,
And taxpayers share in bearing
the burden, paying more money
for complications the govern-
ment often ends up treating.

The food vouchers have been
around in various forms since
1939. And, the federal govern-
ment recently poured $5 million
into a national Food Stamp
Program education campaign fo
get more eligible recipients to
use the stamps.

In Fayette County. about
30,100 people, or 12 percent of
the population, live below the
poverty line. A family of four at
the poverty line would make
$17.612 a year, said Anne
Joseph, director of  the
Lexington-based Kentucky Task
Force on Hunger.

With Joseph's help, the group
recently received $287.985 to
administer the food stamp edu-
cational campaign in Lexington.
It was one of 19 agencies nation-
wide awarded a federal grant for
food stamp education.

Part of Joseph’s mission is to
show Lexington families that
food stamps — which recipients
now use electronically on what
looks like a credit card — are
nothing to be ashamed of

the University of Kentucky
Medical Center cut a helicopter
service based in Jackson and
Prestonsburg.

“*Anybody who understands
geography in the state of
Kentucky can see the benefit of
helicopter service in that area,”
said Gary Stromberg, head of
the air medical program for
LifeNet in Kentucky. “It takes
us 3 1/2 hours to drive from
Lexington to Whitesburg. It
takes 40 minutes by air.

About 14,000 people have
signed petitions asking the
University of Kentucky to return
the medical helicopter to the
region. The university had been
losing more than $1 million a
year on its two-helicopter ser-
vice, spokeswoman Mary
Margaret Colliver said. To cut
the losses, she said the universi-
ty had to scale back to one heli-
copter,

Now that LifeNet has decid-
ed to station a helicopter at the
Whitesburg Appalachian

Regional Hospital, the effort to
get university officials to restore
helicopter service will likely be
dropped, said Dean Comett of
the Letcher County community
of Blackey, one of the leaders of
the petition drive.

Cornett said it appears that
the region will have better air
medical service coverage than it
had previously.

“We're surprised and delight-
ed,” he said. “It's a real morale
boost for this region to show
that eastern Kentuckians can get
what they need if they work
hard enough and work togeth-
er."”

Linda Wagner, an emergency
medical technician in Letcher
County, said people in rural
communities felt at risk when
the UK Air Medical Service
pulled its helicopter out about
two months ago.

Collidver said eight other air
ambulances based in or near the

Tobacco sales to
minors drops

FRANKFORT — Tobacco
sales to minors in Kentucky
dropped for the fourth consecu-
tive year, the state announced
Monday.

A late-summer survey
revealed a 9.7 percent noncom-
pliance rate among vendors
who sold tobacco to minors,
down from 12.3 percent in
2001, according to the survey
by the Department of Aleoholic
Beverage Control. The non-
compliance rate was 13.3 per-
cent in 2000 and 19.7 percent
in 1999.

Marcia Morgan, secretary of

the Cabinet for Health
Services, said the steady
decline shows “tremendous

progress in the statewide effort
to reduce the availability of
tobacco products to minors.”
Federal law requires states
to enact laws to reduce the
availability of tobacco products
to people under 18. The states

For example, Rowan County
Sheriff Jack Carter — whose

“This is an opportunity that
was just too good to pass up.”

“It does look weird,” Carter
said. “But that retirement is
ours, There’s nothing wrong
with taking it early.

The Kentucky Retirement
Systems, which oversees $11
billion in pension funds for
250,000 state and county
employees, does not track the
number of county officials who
retire and then return to their
posts. But there clearly is a
growing trend, at a potential
cost to taxpayers, warned
William Hanes, the retirement
systems’ executive director.

AN OPEN AND SHUT CASE

Due to years of inactivity that caus-
es neoprene washers to either
become brittle or crusted up with
mineral deposits, the shutoff valves
behind toilets and under sinks can
begin to leak. After shutting off a tol-
let supply valve to replace the tank
plumbing parts, therefore, you may
find that the shutoff valve leaks
through the packing nut, once the
valve is opened again. To remedy
this, most plumbers advise using
groove joint pliers to tighten the
packing rut one-gighth tum clock-
wise. If the neoprene washers are
still flexible and clean, this should
work 1o slop the leak. If not, turn off
the water at the house's main shut-
off, then disassemble the problemat-
ic valve 1o clean and fiex the neo-
prene washer.

Fletcher launches race for governor, picks
former McConnell aide as running mate

FRANKFORT —
Republican U.S. Rep. Ernie
Fletcher officially started his
run for governor Monday and
picked as his running mate a
former aide to U.S. Sen. Mitch
McConnell.

Hunter Bates II. a Harvard-
trained lawyer who managed
McConnell’s landslide re-elec-
tion this year and previously
was McConnell's chief of staff
and chief counsel, joined
Fletcher’s slate as the candidate
for lieutenant governor.

Fletcher and Bates pounded
on a simple theme: time for a
change after 31 years of unin-
terrupted Democratic control of
the governorship.

People of both major parties
“are looking for new leadership
in Frankfort,” Fletcher said at a
news conference in the Capitol.
*They're tired of the wormout
politics of a bygone era.”

Kentucky's last Republican
governor was Louie B. Nunn,
whose term was 1967 to 1971,
Seven Democrats have won the
governorship  since  then,
Incumbent Gov. Paul Patton
was the first who could run for
re-election-under a constitution-
al amendment.

Fletcher said nothing specif-
ic about what he would do dif-
ferently as governor. Issues will
develop as the campaign pro-
gresses, he said.

Most of the questioning at
his news conference centered
on Bates, 35, a native of
Williamsburg who now lives in
Goshen in Oldham County. He
is a graduate of Eastern
Kentucky University and holds
a law degree from Harvard,

His selection by Fletcher was
a sudden turnabout. Within days
of the November election,
McConnell endorsed him for
the Republican nomination for
4th District congréssman in
2004, miffing some northern
Kentucky Republicans in the
process.

Fletcher said Bates’ selection
was his idea, not McConnell’s.
Fletcher said he appointed an
informal “selection committee™
1o screen prospective running
mates and that Bates’ name was
among “four or five” on a short
list of finalists.

By virtue of his connections
to McConnell, Bates figures to
help Fletcher find ample cam-
paign money, Bates said he

Kentucky Retirement Systems;
state and local governments
pumped $105 million into pension
funds last year to match $250 mil-
lion in employee contributions.
The retirees also receive medical
coverage with the pensions.

“If you have an $11 billion fund
and a few people take advantage of
the law like this, it won't be much
of a problem,” Hanes said. “But as
the numbers start to swell, we
could see a drain.”

“I'm a lawyer, so | know that
it’s legal,” Hanes added. “But it
certainly has an odor to it.”

Before 1998, state law prevent-
ed public employees covered by
the Kentucky Retirement Systems
from retiring, collecting a pension
and then returning to their former
jobs with the pension.

The  General  Assembly
scrapped that mle because some
state agencies needed to retain
employees with specialized skills,
said state Sen. Marshall Long, D-
Shelbyville, who helped change
the law. In cerfain cases, it's better
to pay a retiree a salary and pension
for a few years until a replacement
is trained, Long said.

Next year, the General
Assembly should review the retire-
ment law to determine whether
county officials are taking advan-
tage of it, said Sen. Paul Herron Jr,
D-Henderson, who, like Long,
helped change the law in 1998.

“I had no idea the law would be
used to allow this sort of thing,"
Herron said. “Somebody’s always
trying to beat the system, I guess.”

FRANKFORT — The legisla-
tive elections are over, so it's time
for the real campaigning (o start.

Leadership races for the
General Assembly are not usually
the stuff that grabs public atten-
tion. There are no snappy televi-
sion commercials, no public mud-
slinging.

State workmg m protect
endangered forests

FRANKFORT — Kentucky is
getting involved in a federal pro-
gram that helps protect forests that
are in danger of being developed.

Meetings will be held this week
in three areas of the state to tell
people about Forest Legacy areas
and to solicit suggestions for areas
that should be protected, said
Diana Olszowy of the state
Division of Forestry.

“The point is to keep them from
being tumed into parking lots,”
Olszowy said.

Twenty-two states already par-

ticipate in the program through the
U.S. Forest Service. They vie for
$60 million in federal funds to buy
conservation easements in envi-
ronmentally important forest areas,

The Division of Forestry, along
with the Division of Conservation,
the Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources, the Kentucky
State Nature Preserves
Commission and the US.
Department of Agriculture, is
working on an “Assessment of
Need” report to get the program
started.

That should be completed by
next summer, Olszowy said.

State is paying more than ever
to house inmates in local jails

LOUISVILLE — Some crimi-
nal justice officials and politicians
are questioning whether Kentucky
should continue to sink millions of
dollars into housing state prison-
ers in local jails.

About 4,2(X) state inmates are
being held in county jails, For this
the state is paying to 64 counties
about $50 million a year, an all-
time high, said Steve Berry, direc-
tor of local facilities for the state
Department of Corrections.

The $50 million includes the
$28 daily housing rate per inmate,
plus medical and transportation
costs and $1.25 a day for each
inmate serving on a work crew.

But the growing number of
state prisoners in county jails —
one-fourth of the total prison pop-
ulation of about 16.500 — and the
rapid expansion of jails to house
those inmates are causing some to
ask whether there are cheaper and
more efficient ways fo supervise
nonviolent offenders.

“Build them and they will
come,” said state Sen. Gerald
Neal, D-Louisyille, of the growing
number of inmates in local jails.
“We have too many people in jail
and prison. We need to rethink that
policy.”

State Rep. Rob Wilkey, D-
Franklin, sponsored the 1991 bill
that requires most Class D felony
offenders — people convicted of
nonviolent, less serious offenses
and sentenced to one to five years
— to serve their terms in county
jails.

Wilkey said he doesn’t believe
just building jails causes them to
fill. But he said current budget
pressures may force the state to
come up with more creative ways
to supervise nonviolent offenders
in the community rather than
putting them behind bars.

“I do think there is a better,
cheaper, more humane and more
efficient way to house people out-
side of incarceration,” Wilkey
said.

Meanwhile, state corrections
officials are warning counties
against further jail expansion if
they plan to pay off construction
loans and bond issues by housing
state inmates.

The state has 13,800 jail beds,
with 750 more under construction
in counties, including Boone,
Whitley, Harlan, Knott, Carter and
Simpson.

The increase in jail beds is out-
pacing the supply of inmates eligi-
ble to serve their sentences in jails.

*We're trying to caution peo-
ple,” Berry said. “We have addi-
tional beds being built, but we
may not be able to fill some of
those.”

The state has no power to order
counties to stop building jails. But
Berry told the state Criminal
Justice Council in September that
his department is considering
seeking a change in state law that
would require counties to show
the need before expanding jails.

Wilkey, a member of the coun-

cil, said that might be a good idea.

But he said the state shouldn’t
cut off the current inmate supply
because in past years corrections
officials had encouraged counties
to expand jails to ease prison
crowding.

“You'd completely dry up that
source of revenue for those coun-
ties, and they have to pay for those
jails.” Wilkey said.

In 2000, lawmakers changed
the law to also allow some Class C
felony offenders — sentenced to
five to 10 years for nonviolent
offenses — to serve their sen-
tences in county jails. Like the
1991 law, that bill was backed by
the Kentucky Jailers’ Association.

Some officials say it may be
time to re-evaluate the 1991 and
the 2000 laws. They question
whether it’s the best use of state
money under an increasingly tight
budget. and whether inmates at

jails are getting the rehabilitation

and treatment they need.

“They’re sending almost $50
million a year to local jails, almost
51 million a week,” said Emie
Lewis, head of the state public
defender’s office. “At a time of
fiscal crisis, 1 don’t know how
much longer they can keep
going.” '

Chandler, Owen enter Democratic primary

VERSAILLES — Atorney
General Ben Chandler and
Louisville businessman Charlie
Owen, who figured to be rivals
in the Democratic primary for
governor, instead became run-
ning mates Tuesday.

Chandler leads the slate as
the candidate for governor.
Owen is running for lieutenant
governor. They are the first to
officially enter the Democratic
primary, and they began the
campaign at a rousing rally in

Race

Versailles, Chandler's home-
town, Tuesday night.

Owen, a multimillionaire
who was perceived by many as
being able to self-finance a
campaign, said he agreed to
accept a lower spot on a slate
with Chandler in order to unite
a significant segment of the
Democratic Party.

Asked whether he was com-
mitted to spending a full, four-
year term as lieutenant gover-
nor or if he might run for U.S.
Senate in 2004, Owen said talk
of a possible Senate campaign
was “really raw speculation, .,

elected to the U.S. House in
1998. Last month he was re-
elected with nearly 72 percent
of the vote as he did not draw a
Democratic opponent.

Fletcher said he could con-
tinue to represent the district
while running for governor.
*We have an excellent staff, and
we're prepared to do it,” he
said.

Republicans who  have
already formed exploratory
committees include Jefferson
County Judge-Executive
Rebecca Jackson and state Rep.
Steve Nunn of Glasgow, son of
Louie Nunn. Others in the field
are state Sen. Virgil Moore of
Leitchfield, retired Army Gen.

In the speech launching his
campaign, Chandler made no
specific promises and worked
his way carefully around some
sticky issues, such as the sud-
den possibility of an unbal-
anced state budget as revenues
decline.

“I will not rely on higher
taxes to address Kentucky's
needs,” Chandler told his audi-
ence. When asked by reporters
if he was making the pledge
against higher taxes, Chandler
said only that he was “not
interested in raising any taxes,
and we'll just leave it at that.”

“We’ll talk about specifics
of a lot of things as the cam-
paign gets going,"” he said.

Chandler, 43, is the grand-
son and namesake of Albert
Benjamin “Happy” Chandler,
who was elected governor in
1935 and 1955. In between, the
elder Chandler was a U.S. sen-
ator and commissioner of base-
ball,

Ben Chandler has himself
won three statewide elections,
beginning with a campaign for
state auditor in 1991. He is
nearing the end of his second
term as attorney general and
cannot run for a third.

House  Speaker  Jody
Richards of Bowling Green is
scheduled to enter the primary
on Thursday.

Telemarketing companies have
paid $320,000 in fines for vio-
lating the state's “no call” list,
Attomey General Ben Chandler
announced Monday.

The fines were collected
from 56 companies, and law-
suits have been filed by
Chandler’s office against six
other companies and individu-
als,

“We have vigorously
enforced the law 10 restrict
unwanted telephone solicita-
tions since it took effect July
15,” Chandler said.

Currently, 750,473 residen-

tial telephone numbers are
signed-up on the “no call” list,
representing almost 2 million
Kentuckians.

The telemarketing law took
effect in July after its passage
by the General Assembly earlier
this year. It allows people 1o
join a “zero-call” list main-
tained by the attorney general’s
office. People on the list are
supposed to be left alone by
telemarketers unless they are
companies the resident has done
business with before the law
was in effect. Calls to collect
debts are also allowed and some
other minor exceptions.

The “no call” list is updated
four times a year.

Stine said Republicans will be
careful to avoid any divisiveness
among a caucus that has enjoyed
historic success for its party and
will hold a record 21 of 38 seats
when the session convenes.

Care Credential

Patricia Hyden, of
Prestonsburg, has been awarded
a Child Development Associate
(CDA) Credential in recognition
of her outstanding work with
young children. The credential
was awarded by the Council for
Professional Recognition,
Washington, D.C., which repre-
sents the early childhood profes-
sion.

CDA is the only major nation-
al effort to improve child care by
evaluation and recogmzing the
skills of individuals providing
care, The first credential was
awarded 25 years ago, and now
46 states plus the District of
Columbia include CDA in their
child care licensing regulations.

Parents who use child care are
especially concerned today about
their children’s welfare. With
this in mind, as part of the CDA
assessment process, every candi-
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date for the CDA credential is
observed working with young
children or families by an early
childhood professional. In addi-
tion, the candidate must demon-
strate the ability to work with
families to develop children’s
physical and intellectual capabil-
ities in a safe and healthy leam-
ing environment,

The CDA credential is having
a positive effect on the quality of
child care. Its impact is evident
in center-based care and home
visitor programs as well as fami-
ly child care, the most common
form of care for children under 5
years old.
