Teachers launch eftort to draft

B CUYAHOGA FALLS,
Ohio — Councilman John
Schmidt thinks it's wrong to
charge a fee for air.

So Schmidt is proposing an
ordinance in this Akron suburb
that would require any new gas
station or one that remodels to
offer free air for tires.

Nearly 20 years ago,
Cuyahoga Falls adopted a law
requiring businesses that sell
gasoline to provide air for tires as
well. But in recent years, some of
them have started charging 25
cents to 50 cents to use the air
pumps.

Roger Dreyer, president of the
Ohio Petroleum Marketers and
Convenience Store Association
said air pumps are a frequent tar-
get of vandals, and some gas sta-
tion owners attempt to recoup the
expense by charging a small fee.

Mayor Don Robart said he’s
not sure the city can impose such
a requirement, and he would con-
sider vetoing it.

“I think it's anti-business,” he
said. “And I think it’s goofy.”

But Lott’s outrageous comments, combined with other contro- |
versial aspects of his political past, have created a firestorm that
refuses to subside. For example. it doesn’t help that he wrote a
column for a publication issued by the Council of Conservative
Citizens, a group with strong white-supremacist beliefs. Or that
he proclaimed in a speech before the council in 1992 that it
stood for “the right principles and the right philosophy.™

It’s tough enough for the Republican Party to sell itself to
African-American voters, who vote overwhelmingly Democratic.
It’s going to be even tougher for the GOP to pursue an outreach
strategy to blacks and other minorities so long as Lott leads the
Senate.

Having just regained control of the Senate, Republicans
should be concentrating on moving an agenda that has been
stymied for the last two years. Instead, GOP senators find them-
selves embroiled in a protracted public-perception nightmare that
casts aspersions on the party as a whole.

Perception is reality in politics. And the sulfurous perception
that Lott is a segregationist sympathizer. however unfair that
may be, makes it impossible for him to remain as majority
leader.

Sen Don Nickles, R-Okla., said as much, suggesting that
Senate Republicans should elect a new leader when Congress |
reconvenes next month. While Lott’s colleagues have been reluc-
tant to publicly join Nickles® call, it has become increasingly
clear that some of them are looking to make a change. GOP sen-
ators will meet Jan. 6 to discuss and perhaps decide Lott’s fate.
Sen. Bill Frist, R-Tenn.. who spearheaded the GOP’s campaign
effort to retake the Senate, is seeking a consensus that is in “the
best interests of the Senate as an institution and the country.”

White House spokesman Ari Fleischer Monday repeated
President Bush's criticism of Lott’s comments, calling them
“offensive and repugnant,” but adding that “the president does
not think he (Lott) needs to resign™ as new majority leader.

We disagree. When Gov. George W. Bush won the GOP presi-
dential nomination in 2000, he correctly challenged his party to
‘make a concerted effort to become more inclusive. Sen. Lott’s
thoughtless remarks have set back that effort. His resignation as
majority leader will help get it back on track.

The trend to

violence — led
by football

[t has become quite clear that some-
where deep within the American psyche,
there is a screw loose. And I think I've
identified it. It's football. What was once a
lusty diversion to enliven weeks when it
was too cold to play baseball has become
a national obsession that drives otherwise
normal people mad. For example:

A couple of weeks ago the Ohio State
University footballers beat their archrival
Michigan (my alma mater) in a closely
contested match in Columbus, Ohio. The
deliriously happy crowd expressed its joy
by imitating the Visigoths sacking Rome.
It spilled out into the town where it started
fires, broke windows and threw rocks and
bottles at people wearing Michigan colors.
Before it was over, 49 were arrested but
that was just the tip of the ice pick. There
were hundreds, perhaps more than a thou-
sand people involved,

A Michigan alumnus is apt to say:
“Well, what can you expect from a bunch

of yahoos at a jerkwater school like Ohio
State?” but that really wouldn’t be fair. It's
not just the yahoos at Ohio State, On the
same day police had to use pepper spray
and truncheons to control crowds at North
Carolina State, Southern California,
Clemson and Hawaii. Hawaii!

Washington State students rained
debris on the Washington players' bench
during a game there, causing the
Washington athletic director to say: “I
feared for my life.”
Feared for his life?
Watching a football
game? What's going on?
Football is going on,
that's what.

I know, there have
long been post-game cele-
brations that get out of
hand and tearing down
goal posts is a traditional
expression of youthful
exuberance. (It should be
noted that these are not
your father’s goalposts — spindly wooden
sticks — they're tearing down these days.
We're talking about heavy pieces of metal
that can fall with the force of anvils.) But
turning over cars? Trying to burn down
buildings? Hitting people in the head with
rocks or bottles? That's not youthful exu-
berance, that's criminal behavior, precisely
the kind that football encourages and
rewards.,

No, no, say football’s apologists.

Football is about sportsmanship and trying
hard and ... well ... manliness. Sure it is.
And the players are scholar-athletes who
belong to the Future Rocket Scientists
Club. I know all the myths.

The fact is that football has always
been a brutish sport that revels in thuggish
behavior and, in the era of television, it
has become more so. Much more so.

Somehow when replays of very large
young men having head-on collisions with
other very large young men are
shown repeatedly in exquisite
slow-motion, they become a
kind of sensual experience,
almost pornographic in nature.
(One fan favorite involves a big
defensive player sneaking up on
an opponent who is trying to
play catch with a teammate and
violently throwing him to the
ground, sometimes rendering
him unconscious.

This is known as having your
bell rung.)

It's a bully’s game. (Before anyone
starts writing me an angry letter, I'm not
saying that all football players are bullies
and thugs; far from it. But for a young
thug or bully looking for a socially accept-
able way to beat up people, football is a
logical home.)

That bullying spirit, marketed as enter
tamment, inevitably infects the crowds
watching it. No wonder fans have problems

Schools Orville Hamilton, was
quick to point out Jones® record
with the budget during his term.

“When Gov. Jones came into
office, the state was looking at a
deficit of $400 million ... When he
left, we had a $300 million sur-
plus,” Hamilton said. “Take that
and then consider that he still
managed to get teachers a 12 per-
cent raise at the same time and
you've got somebody who is fit
for the job.”

Hamilton, who has been at his
position for the better part of 19
years, told those in attepdance
Tuesday that he had spoken with
Jones two weeks ago about the
possibility of running in 2003.

“I talked with Gov. Jones not
more than two weeks ago,”
Hamilton said, “and he told me
that he was not ruling anything
out.”

The upstart movement to
prompt the ex-gov to enter the
race comes after Jones announced
earlier this year he would not seek
office in 2003.

The notion of Jones running
again for governor has been nur-
tured by his supporters since he
unofficially announced his inten-
tions in 2000. But Jones reversed
his decision only recently, a move
that did little to trim the growing
field of political hopefuls forthe
upcoming election.

Hamilton briefly touched on
the reasons for Jones' decision this
past spring by telling the room full
of supporters that the decision was
based at that time on the sickness
of an immediate member of
Jones™ family

“That family member is now
recovering and doing well,” said
Hamilton, explaining that the
sickness was, at first, thought to
be terminal.

Jones was not aware of the
press conference, said Hamilton,
but will soon be getting a petition
in the mail that should make him
well aware of the growing support
for his candidacy.

Hamilton read aloud a letter

tures from employees of the
schoal system to be sent to Jones
within the week.

“I'm tired of seeing employees
in this school system make
$10,000 and $12,000 a year,"
Hamilton told supporters. “Gov.

He served from 1991 until 1995
and is remembered as one of few
governors in recent history to
leave office with a budget surplus,

Issues that were consistently
placed in the foreground during
his four-year term were efforts to
reform health care and successful
attempts at downsizing state goy-
ernment programs.

While still considering the idea
of a stab at the governor’s race
two years ago. Jones was clear on
his plans to revisit the health care
issue, telling the Associated Press
he would continue to go after a

universal health care plan to cover
all Kentuckians. Jones’ attempts at
this while in office were met with
limited success.

With so much talk of how
Jones could cure the state’s money
problems, others in attendance,
such as Prestonsburg Community
College history professor Dr. Tom
Matijasic, added to the list Jones’
ability to delegate between parties
as a positive factor.

“Another thing, other than the
fact that he brings a good track
record with what he done with the
budget, is that Jones brings a more
bipartisan outlook as govemor,”
said Matijasic. “That's something

LOUISVILLE — Floyd
County  Sheriff John K.
Blackburn was elected this past
weekend to the Kentucky
Sheriff’s Association Board of
Directors,

Blackburn was notified of the
decision Saturday at the associa-
tion’s monthly meeting in
Louisville,

At that meeting, Blackburn
said that a little over 70 of the
120 sheriffs from across the
state cast ballots to fill the posi-
tion, which can be awarded
through nomination or by entry.

“l submitted my name for
consideration about a month

ago,” Blackburn said. “They
(the attending sheriffs) voted
Saturday and elected me.”

The appointment will put
Blackburn in a Eroup of 10 sher-
iffs trom throughout Kentucky
who will meet to discuss issues
and laws effecting all of
Kentucky sheriff’s departments.

According to Blackburn, the
board presents suggestions for
various laws or regulations fo
the state legislature. Most of the

ideas in the past have been a
combination of expanding on
the level of law enforcement
provided in each of Kentucky’s
120 counties and, at the same
time, managing (o generate
money within each compartment
for official use.

“We'll be taking ideas to
Frankfort about different laws
and that sort of thing)”
Blackburn said. “For example, a
few years ago sheriffs on this

board took an idea to the legisla-
ture about the sheriff’s depart-
ment receiving a $5 fee for each
citation issued.

JENKINS — A 3l-year-old
miner died in an accident while
drilling in an Letcher County
mine Friday night, state officials
said.

Elmer Roland Hammonds II,
of Mayking., was pronounced
dead at 1:10 a.m. by the Letcher
County coroner’s office,

The mine, owned by
American Mining Co., was near
Jenkins, said Holly McCoy, a
spokeswoman for the Kentucky
Department of Mines and
Minerals. The accident occurred
at 9:30 pum.

McCoy said Hammonds was

operating a double-headed roof

drill in about 40- to 45-inch
deep coal 5,900 feet under-
ground, Officials believe the

vietim’s. head got ecaught

between the boom and canopy
of the drill. The boom pushes
the bolts into the mine’s roof.
The canopy covers the drill and
driller from roof debris, McCoy
said.

Another miner was drilling
on the other side of the drill, The
miner noticed Hammonds" hel-
met light was pointing in an odd
direction. He then contacted
authorities, McCoy said,

“You have o imagine that the
men were bent over and very
cramped while they worked,”
McCoy said Saturday,

Hammonds had been a miner
for 12 years — working at the
Letcher County mine for about
two months, McCoy said.

He could offer Morriss what
would seem to be a nice raise
without totallv embracing him.

And he could structure the
new contract so that he would
be free to fire Morriss if this

season turned out to be a fluke
and the Cats regressed to 3-8 or
2-9in 2003,

This was less than satisfac-
tory to Morriss, who still didn't
feel comfortable with Bamhart.
But he had no other viable
option until Baylor came call-
ing with an offer so attractive
that both Barnhart and Morriss
had to be surprised.

Now Morriss had the lever-
age he needed. He probably felt
that Bamhart would have no
choice but to give him the sup-
port and assurances he needed.
But Barnhart drew the line at
somewhere between $650,000
per year and the $1.3 million
that Baylor was offering, argu-
ing that Morriss™ two-year
record of 9-14 didn’t merit that
much of an increase.

To Morriss, that was the
final straw. He remained con-
vinced that Barnhart wasn’t
behind him and that the athletic
director’s plan 1o bring in his
own man had only been
delayed, not killed. So much as
he might have wanted to stay at
UK and fulfill his obligations to
his players, he decided to seize
the momentum when his mar-
ketability was at its highest and
accept Baylor's offer, which
also enabled him to return to
his home state of Texas.

This also could be the first
example where UK was hurt by
President Lee Todd’s naive
stance against certain perks for
coaches and other athletic per-

Jéhnson
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sonnel, even though they're
legal under NCAA rules. For
example, it would behoove the
media 1o find out if the Baylor
deal provides for free cars for
all the assistant coaches, a prac-
tice that Todd has attacked al
UK.

So Marriss left UK for pret-
ty much the same reason that
Paul “Bear” Bryant bolted for
Texas A&M in 1953, It had lit-
tle to do with money and every-
thing to do with pride. As
Bryant tells it in his autobiogra-
phy, UK president Herman
Donovan had promised him
that basketball coach Adolph
Rupp would be fired or forced
to retire because of UK's role in
the first major point-shaving
scandal.

But when Bryant returned
from a recruiting trip and saw
in a newspaper that Rupp had
been given a raise and a new
contract, he was so angry that
he took the only job that was
open — Texas A&M - even
though his wife, Mary Harmon,
wept at the thought of leaving
Lexington for College Station.

It wouldn't be surprising to
see Morriss have success at
Baylor before his successor
does at UK, Although Baylor is
the Big 12 Conference’s only
private member and its smallest
mn enrollment, the university’s
campus in Waco 15 no less
attractive than such other Big

Christmas is filled with ani-
mals. Reindeer fly through the
air, kittens and puppies cavort
through piles of ribbon and
wrapping paper, and spirited
horses pull sleighs through the
winter landscape. Then there
are the animals in the stable.
Maybe not the central charac-
ters in the Story, but certainly
more than incidental props. 1
knew there were some legends
associated with the animals of
Christmas, and [ decided to do
a little research to see what else
I could find.

Probably one of the best-
known traditions says that at
Midnight on Christmas Eve,
animals are given the power of
human speech in order to praise
God-although according to
some versions, only the pure of

stories to tell this Christmas Eve...? heart are able to hear them. In

“The Friendly Beasts”, a carol
written in the 12th century, and
still found in our modern hym-
nals, each animal in the stable
recounts the part he played in
the Nativity. *,..and every beast
by some good spell, in that sta-
ble dark was glad to tell of the
gift he gave Emmanuel...”

A related legend says that at
Midnight, all cattle and don-
keys kneel in their stalls to
acknowledge the King that was
bormn among them, The line
“Ox and ass before Him bow",
in the traditional carol “Good
Christian Men Rejoice™ refers
to this. A similar Native
American Christian tradition
says that all deer kneel on
Christmas Night to look up to
the Great Spirit,

Several times in my search, |
ran across a legend from
Northern England that 1 had
never heard of before-it is said
that bees assemble on

Christmas Eve and, depending
on the source, either hum a
Christmas hymn or the 100th
Psalm. I could never find an
explanation; maybe someone
can help me out with the origins
of this one.

Still other stories recount
how individual animals were
rewarded for their love and ser-
vice to the baby Jesus and His
family.

The Nightingale: One night
all of Mary’s songs had failed to
lull her baby to sleep. A little
bird had been listening from the
roof, and flew in to help. He
perched on Mary's shoulder
and sang until Jesus fell asleep.
Grateful for his help, the Virgin
whispered, “Little bird, from
now on you shall carry in you
and know all my songs; you
have the sweetest song of all the
birds. Fly away now and sing.”
To this day the nightingale
sings when it is time to rock

babies to sleep, and all of nature
quiets down to listen to the song
that he sang to the Christ Child.

The Robin’s Breast: As the
baby Jesus lay in the cold sta-
ble, His parents had built a
small fire to keep Him warm.
The few pieces of wood they
had been able to gather were
not going to last long, and the
fire was dying. A little robin
saw the plight of the young
couple and came to their aid.
He hopped up to the embers
and began to flap his tiny wings
until he fanned the fire back to
life; the glow of that fire can
still be seen on the robin's
breast today.

The “M™ on the tabby cat's
head: Another tale says that it
was a tabby cat that helped get
baby Jesus to sleep. When
Mary asked the animals for
help, the cat curled up in the
manger and purred her lullaby,
As a reward, Mary placed the

“M" on the tabby’s forehead, so
that everyone who saw it in the
future would remember the
Madonna’s gratitude. (In case
you've never noticed, take a
look at any tabby; every single
one of them carries the letter
“M” above its eyes.)

Many tabby cats also have a
cross over their shoulders; one
legend says this is in honor of a
litter of kittens born in the sta.
ble at the same time as Jesus.
Donkeys also wear a cross of
dark hair down their back and
across their shoulders.
Depending on what you read,
this was placed there at any of
the various tumes the donkey
served the Virgin, the Infant, or
the adult Jesus.

These and other 1ales weave
their way into the fabric of
Christmas; stories that con-

Everyone has an opinion about
making latkes, from classically
plain to those made with apples,
zucchini, or sweet potatoes. Even
with plain latkes, there’s the ques-
tion of what type of potato to use.
Oblong baking potatoes (also
called russet or Idaho) work best
for crisp latkes, because they have
less moisture than boiling pota-
toes.

Whether or not you celebrate
Hanukkah, these low-fat latkes
make a festive addition to any
winter night. They can be served
accompanied by a dollop of sour
cream or applesauce, according to
tastes.

Low-Fat Latkes (Potato

Pancakes)

3 pounds russet potatoes
{abour 6 large)

I large yellow onion

6 egg whites

1/4 cup all-purpose or potato
Sflour

! tsp. salt

Freshly ground black pepper,
to taste

Canola oil spray

Low-fat sour cream or apple-
sauce for garnish (optional)

Place two non-stick baking
sheets in the oven and turn on heat
to 450 degrees.

Peel potatoes and onion,
Coarsely grate potatoes and onion
separately, using either a hand
grater or food processor.

Place grated potatoes in a large
bowl of cold water to soak 10
minutes, then drain well in a
colander. (Soaking slows down
the rate at which potatoes will turn
brown.) Squeeze out by hand,
using double sheets of paper to
remove excess water. Potatoes
should be as dry as possible.

Put the potatoes and onions in
a mixing bowl. Stir in egg whites,
flour, salt and pepper.

Remove the hot baking sheets
from the oven and spray with oil.
Working carefully to avoid burns,
spoon pancake mixture onto the
hot sheets to make 3-inch pan-
cakes. Bake until golden brown
(about 15 to 20 minutes per side),
turning once with a sharp-edged

spatula. When flipping the pan-
cakes, put them down in the areas
still covered with oil.

Serve with low-fat sour cream
at room temperature, or warm
applesauce.
