The Floyd County Juvenile 
Detention Center, which has 
served as a regional juvenile 
offender center for the 
Department of Juvenile Justice 
(DJJ) and served surrounding 
counties for some time, has closed 
its doors. ac(·ording to the Floyd 
County Judge·Executivc's Office. 

Judge-Executive Paul Hunt 
Thompson received two letters in 
the month of January informing 
him that because of a projected 
state budget downfall, Floyd 
County juvenile offenders will 
now be transported to the 
Breathitt County Regional

Juvenile Detention Center, the 
facility which will now step in as 
a multi-county center. 

The Floyd County center had 
been serving surrounding coun­
ties and collecting reimburse­
ments for this service at roughly 
$18,000 to $25,000 a month until 
September, when Thompson said 
his office first got news of the 
switch to Breathitt County. 

"We had been getting about 18 
to 25 thousand a month, that is 
until September,'' said Thompson. 
"Once that original letter went out 
that they were going to be shifting 
to Breathitt, then it dropped off w 
where we only had ahout three or 
four out-of-county juvenih.:s at the 
center. Then we were getting 

about 10 to 15 thousand a month." 
Thompson said this made the 

option of keeping the facility 
going a near financial impossibil­
ity. 

"It would cost us about $21 or 
$22,000 a month to keep it open." 
said Thompson. "That estimates 
m about a $225.000 loss annually. 

"The employees did an excel­
lcntjob and were well tmincd and 
did their best to keep expenses 
down, but it was just a matter of 
not being ahle to put $225.000 
into a facility that may have or 
may not have any juveniles in il."

Chapter 
president Randy Lusk said the 
purpose was to show that the 
snacks don't contain enough of 
the intoxicating chemical for a 
person to test positive on a drug 
test. 

"You can't get high from 
hemp," he said. 

The marijuana portions of 
the cannabis plant include the 
flowering tops. the leaves and 
the resin. The remainder of the 
plant - the stalks and steril· 
ized seeds - is referred to as 
hemp.

Filing deadline passes with 
likely Republican advantage

FRANKFORT - Once the 
filing deadline stopped moving 
last week, Republicans appeared 
to emerge with an advantage for 
this year's elections. 

In the hotly contested state 
Senate. Republicans are assured 
of retaining at least 14 seats, 
counting the districts not up for 
election this year and the six 
races not contested · by 
Democrats. Thus. Republicans 
have to win only six of the 12 
contested state Senate races this 
year to retain their 20-18 exist­
ing majority. 

Republicans, on the other 
hand. are challenging all but one 
of the Democratic seats up for 
grabs this year. And Democrats 
have to win eight of the contest­
ed Senate elections this year to 
regain a majority. 

The Republican congression­
al delegation from Kentucky 
largely avoided re-election road­
blocks. Incumbents Ron Lewis 
in the 2nd District. Hal Rogers 
in the 5th and Ernie Fletcher in 
the 6th drew only nominal oppo­
sition. 

Sen. Mitch McConnell has 
two Democratic opponents for a 
fourth term, but even the 
strongest Democrat. ctvtc 
activist Lois Combs Weinberg. 
seems underfunded and out­
manned. 

The strongest Democratic 
challenger for U.S. Congress is 
probably Jack Conway. who is 
challenging 3rd District Rep. 
Anne Northup. 

First District Rep. Ed 
Whitfield is opposed by 

Democratic newcomer Klint 
Alexander, a Hopkinsville 
lawyer who at least has a strong 
family connection as the son of 
fonner Murray State University 
President Kern Alexander. 

Democratic Chairwoman 
Nicki Patton acknowledged the 

lack of a stronger challenge to 
the GOP congressional strangle­
hold and said the party efforts 
will be concentrated on behalf 
of Weinberg, Conway and

Johnstone registered a .22. 
more than two-and-one-half 
times the legal limit. when he 
was stopped at 8 p.m. 
Wednesday night on Interstate 
71 in eastern Jefferson County 
by an unmarked county police 
car. police spokesman Robert 
Biven said. 

According to the arrest cita­
tion, police observed Johnstone. 
52, weaving across the center 
line and both fog lines of the 
interstate as he drove north from 
downtown Louis\ ille in a 1999 
blue Ford Crown Victoria. 

"When stopped. subject had 
very strong smell of alcoholic 

beverages on person and slurred 
speech." the reports said. 

Jeffer:!!On County Circuit 
Court Clerk spokeswoman 
Debbie Michals said Johnstone 
pleaded guilty to drunken dri­
ving Thursday morning in dis­
trict court. Michals said 
Johnstone's license was sus­
pended for 30 days and he is to 
take nn alcohol education class. 
He also paid a $400 fine. she 
said. 

Johnstone could not be 
immediately reached for com­
ment. 

Kentucky State Supreme 
Court Chief Justice Joseph E. 
Lambert issued a statement 
Thursday regarding the matter. 

''I have been informed of the 
incident involving Justice 
Johnstone and that he entered a 
guilty plea," Lambert said. "By 
pleading guilty and taking full 
responsibility. he has dealt with 
this matter properly," 

Johnstone was elected to the 
Kentucky Supreme Court in 
1996.

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Power plant 'siting' bill prompts 
more questions than answers

FRANKFORT - A bill 
backed by Gov. Paul Patton to 
bring "merchant" power plants 
under state regulation ran into 
trouble on two fronts in a 
House committee Thursday. 

Soml! legislators were leery 
of how it wou19 affect projects 
proposed or under way in their 
districts. Some environmental ­
ists, while supportive of 
Patton's concept, questioned 
whether parts of the bill left 
too much to interpretation. 

The Local Government 
Committee put off taking a 
vote on the hill and planned to 
resume n hearing next week. 
The heart of the bill is creation 
of a special ~tate board, 
adjunct to the utility-regulat-
ing Public Service 
Commission, to decide 
whether proposed plant site~ 

are acceptable. 
Tho.! state is holding up 

applications for permits for 29 
generating plants, all but four 
of which would be merchant 
plants. unregulated because 

they would sell power on the 
open market. 

State ofliciab pre'>ume most 
of the plant~' electricity would 
be sold to buyers in other 
states. "What do these plants 
do for Kentucky? The answer 
is: very little,'' Rep. Jon Draud, 
who is sponsoring Patton's 
bill. told the committee. 

That brought disagreement 
from Rep. J.R. Gray. a com­
mittee member from Marshall 
County. where no fewer than 
five plants are proposed and 
one is under construction. 

Gray, one of labor's top 
111lies in the General Assembly, 
said the projects create high­
paying jobs, both during con­
struction and operation. 

Draud. R-Crestview Hills, 
said the siting board is not 
intended to prevent plants 
being built but to ensure pro­
tection of the public's interest. 
"If the plant meets reasonable 
criteria. it will be built." he 
said. 

Some environmentalists 
questioned those criteria. For 
example, the bill would 
exempt a plant already under 

construction but doe::.n't define 
it. Some might construe that to 
require only a ceremonial 
groundbreaking, said Tom 
FitzGerald. an environmental 
lawyer. 

FitzGerald also questioned 
whether 11 was proper for a sit­
ing board to give preference to 
coal burning plants. as the bill 
providl!s, and whether the plan 
relics too much on "~etbacks'' 
- a required, 3.000-foot 
hu ffer zone around smoke­
stack:;. 

FitzGerald said use of set­
backs is a "crude approxima­
tion of protection for ocigh­
bors" and a "default" for envi­
ronmental standards. 

There also were questions 
- from FitzGerald and from 
legislators on the committee 
- about how a siting board 
would mesh with local govem­
mcms, including planning and 
zoning hoards. 

"These are significant deci­
sions for local governments," 
FitzGerald said . ''They are ... 
50-years-and-beyond deci­
sions that need to be entered 
into with eyes open." 

House committee 
votes to eliminate 
primary runoff 

The siting board would 
have seven members. five of 
whom would be state officials. 
The other two would be 
appointed from a county or 
area in which a plant was pro­
posed. 

Rep. Stan Lee, R· 
Lexington, said the locality 
should ha\'e greater represen­
tation. Draud said the board's 
proposed makeup was a con­
cession to the utility compa­
nies, which wanted to mini­
mize local representation. The Associated Press 

FRANKFORT - A House 
commince Thursday voted to 
eliminate the current version of 
Kentucky's two·tiercd guberna­
torial primary election system. 
also known as a runoff. 

There was little debate and 
no opposition to the bill. 

Rep. Adrian Arnold, D­
Mount Sterling, chairman of the 
EJections and Con;;titutional 
Amendments Committee 11nd 
sponsor of the bill, said county 
clerks are most opposed to the 
runoff. 

A second primary would cost 
about $3.5 million, Arnold ~aid. 
If the current public financing 
system is intact, a runoff would 
also mean about $600,000 more 
in funds to the candidates to 
conduct their campaigns. 

Rep. Gross Lindsay, D­
Henderson, said eliminating the 
runoff might save money that 
could be better used to pay elec­
tion officials more. 

The primary runoff was cre­
ated in 1992, but has not been 
invoked. Under the system, if no 

candidate in a gubernatorial pri­
mary wins 40 percent of the 
vote, the top two finishers have 
another election about 30 days 
later. 

Gov. Paul Patton won the 
Democratic primary in 1995 
with more than 40 percent and 
was unopposed in 1999. 
Republicans generally eschew 
primaries. 

The bill now goes to the full 
House f,gr its consideratum. 

(The legislation is House Bill 
22.) 

Tom Dorman, executive 
director of the Public Service 
Commission. said the state's 
regulated utilities have not 
been subject to local toning 
laws. Instead, plant sites have 
been approved by the commis­
sion. That function would pass 
to tho.! siting board if the bill 
became law. though the com­
mission still would decide 
'Whether a• proposed plant was 
necessary, Dorman said.

FRANKFORT - Receipts to 
Kentucky's General Fund fell in 
January. endangering even the

D-Bardstown, 
said. 

Some members of the House 
Elections and Constitutional 
Amendments Committee said 
eliminating the office is the first 
thing the General Assembly 
should consider. 

"First of all. "'e should find 
out if the people want it," said 
Rep. Woody Allen, R­
Morgantown. "We have some 
constables that can't read and 
write." 

It is diflicult to determine 
how many constables arc actual­
ly holding office. Elections arc 
held on a county-by-county 
basis if a candidate files. Only 
one county. Jefferson County, 
actually has duties for consta­
bles. The office has some law 
enforcement authority, hut many 
county governing boards refuse 
to allow constables to purchase 
equipment such as flashing 
lights. 

Rep. Charlie Hoffman, D­
Georgetown, said he was biased 

because his father was a consta­
ble for 20 years. But he said they 
perform valuable services in 
some communities and should 
be trained. 

Hoffman said he was also 
reluctant to make elimination of 
the office one of the four amend­
ments allowed on the November 
ballot. even though only once 
has the legislature placed four 
constitutional questions beFore 
voters. 

Budget director James Ramsey 
said Wednesday the lower receipts 
did not ~urprise him because there 
has been no indication of a tum­
around in the economy of 
Kentucky.

Just three months ago, an edgy America wondered whether 

the baseball World Series might be the occasion for terrorists 
to attack again. 

Sunday, we kept our fingers crossed once more amid 
intense security. fearing that another national institution. the 
Super Bowl football championship. would be a target. 

In both cases, America was blessed not only with peaceful 
events but with classic sports epics Lhat made our heavy 
hearts soar. 

Just as the upstart Arizona Diamondbacks vanquished the 
proud New York Yankees in the bottom of the ninth in the 
seventh game of the World Series, sn the underdog New 
England Patriots edged the St. Louis Rams juggernaut in the 
very last seconds of the Super Bowl.

For once. the sports hype was just right, for this moment 
in history and for the caliber of pia the teams delivered.

You could cnll Jackie 
Snyders a bit of a cell phone 
junkie. though you won't see her 
constantly holding one to her 
ear. 

She's one of a growing num­
ber of American teens helping to 
usher in a form or high-tech 
communication already popular 
in Europe and Asia - text mes­
saging. 

The teen-ager from suburban 
Denver discovered the feature 

• recently, and now uses he1 cell 
phone keypad to punch in and 
send quick messages to her best 
friend and parents- no talking 
required. Her new habit helped 
build up a $300-plus phone bill 
last month. 

"My mom wasn't too happy." 
admits Jackie, who's since cut 

back a bit on the messages, 
which cost her 5 cents each to 
send. The first 50 she receives 
each month are free, but after 
that they also are 5 cents apiece. 

Heather Mazursky, a 15-
year·old from New Rochelle, 
N.Y., has started text messaging 
her friends, too. 

Even though using cell 
phones during school is not 
allowed. she says many students 
silently send text messages to 
buddies in other classes. She 
recently sent one, on the sly, 
while watching a mo\'ie in 
English class. 

''But I pay attention when 
I'm supposed to." she says. 

\\'ireless expens agree thm 
text messagmg. also called SMS 
for "Short Message Service," i:-. 
catching on in this country. 

Ofticials at Cmgular 
Wireless. for example, say 

they've seen text message traffic 
increase 450 percent in just the 
last six months. And many 
industry surveys htl\e found that 
teens arc. by far, the most com· 
mon users of the service. 

"They have an openness to 
new things. and they have a 
burning need to communicate," 
says David Levy, a former pro­
fessor at the Massachusetts 
Institute of Technology who left 
to found a company called Digit 
Wireless. 

Levy has created a "Fastap ..

NEW YORK Elmo and the 
''Sesame Street" gang are getting a 
makeover. 

With the opening of its 33rd 
season on Monday, television's 
best-known children's show will 

. , unveil its must dramatic overhaul 
ever, one designed witi1 competi­
tion and a changing audience in 
mind. 

• 

Rest assured, Elmo is keeping 
his red fur And his goldfish. ll1e 
street won't be dilkrcnt, hut the 
way it's presented to young view­
ers will be. 

"Sesame Street" was created in 
the Jute 1960s, aimed at an audi­
ence of 3- to 5-year-old~. One pur· 
pose was to educate poor children 
who didn't go to preschool. 

Now the show's primary audi· 
ence is 2-year-olds. many of them 
already savvy television viewen; 
also ftuniliar with the structure of 
day care or preschool, said 
Rosemarie Truglio, chief 
researcher ut the PBS show's pro­
duction company, Sesame 
Workshop. 

Executi ve producer Michael 
Loman said that when they found 
their audience was getting 
younger, "we wanted to meet their 
need~. but at the same time we did­
n't want to lower the intelligence 
or the challenge involved in the 
show.'' 

So he tinkered with the fonnat. 
For years, ·•sesrune Street" had a 
single "street story'' that would be 
revisited periodically throughout 
the hour. Parents told researcher; 
that their children's atten11on 

would wander. ~o now the story 
will be told in one I 0-minutc 
block. 

Three years ago producers 
broke out Elmo's chamcter into a 
separate "Elmo's World" segment 
and it became a big hit. Now Ernie 
will get the same treatment 
"Journey to Ernie" will be a daily 
segment where viewers will play 
along with Big Bird, ''searclung'' 
for Ernie in a computer-generated 
world. 

There also will be separate 
"Monster Clubhouse'' features and 
regular point' in the show where a 
letter and number of the day arc 
introduced. 

"Sesame Street,'' which wu-; 
loosely modeled after the old vari­
ety show "Row·an and Martin's 
Laugh-ln." is essentially becom­
ing a cries of individual stories. 

"What we know about children 
is they like predictability;· Truglio 
said. "So \\e're keeping the order 
the same.'' 

On Monday's show. "Sesame 
Street" for the first time will 
address faUout from the Sept. II 
terrori~t attacks. The events won't 
he discussed directly; "Sesame 
Street" will talk about the fear!> 
and emotions children have been 
expressing. 

ln the story, Elmo is scared 
when there's a fire at Hooper's 
Store. so firefighters invite him to 
take a tour of their firehouse. He 
feels much safer afterward. 

Subsequent episodes mer the 
next few montil5 will deal with the 
topics of loss, bullying and inclu-

The current ~ubsidy reim­
bursement re~ts at $RO. le:lVtng 
the county utilizing a particular 
service center to pay $14 per day 
for each juvenile held However, 
in order to receiw this reimburse­
ment, the county must u~c the cen­
ter in its sen•ice reg1on exclusive­
ly. 

According to DJJ guideline,, 
14- and IS-year-old juvenile 
offenders cannot be held over 45 
days and a tenn for 16- and 17-
year old offenders cannot CXI:t'l'O 
90 days.

Inez man alleges rights violation 
during basketball game arrest

A Ia\.\ suit tiled in Floyd 
Circuit Court last week on 
behalf of Larry Randy Harmon 
ol Inez has made claims that 
Aoyd County Sheriff's Office 
Lt Herman Morris \'iolated 
Ha1 mon 's constitutional rights 
during an arre:-.t at a Betsy Layne 
girls' basketball game on Jan. 
11,2001. 

According to the suit. 
Harmon V••b at rested by Morris 
at the Bets> Layne game, at 
which time ~!orris ullegedly 
"attacked'' 111m \\ ith a llashlight 
nnd handcuffed him in a manner 
which resulted in bodily injury. 

Harmon clmms the injuries 
.SI\:.tnined in the alleged attack 
b e eft hun with permanent 
ir1Junes and ha-.e heen responsi-

ble for past medical bills as well 
as future medical bills. Also, 
Harmon claims the incident has 
caused him mental and physical 
pain and suffering. 

Harmon disputes the claim 
that he was disturbing the peace 
or "commiuing any violation of 
the criminal laws" at the time of 
his arrest, and further complains 
in his suit against Morris that the 
officer cau ... ed h1m undue embar­
rassment in the incident. 

The charges again ... t Harmon 
were later d1smissed in Floyd 
District Court as be1ng "ground­
less,'' the complaint says, and 
goes on to g1ve Hannon's expla­
nation as to why he was charged 
with any violations to begin 
\\ llh. 

"(Morris) knew well that the 
charges preferred by (him) were 
false and untrue, ·• the •mit says. 

"and that the charges were made 
to cover his own vicious, crimi­
nal attack on (Hannon).'' 

Hannon supports in his suit 
that Morris' alleged actions on 
the night of Jan. 31. 200 I. dur­
ing the arrest deprived him of 
privileges and immunities grant­
ed to him by the fourth. fifth and 
seventh amendment$ and section 
I of the 14th amendment of the 
U.S. Constitution. 

! Iarmon is asking for judg­
ment against Morris in the case 
for damage~. both compensatory 
and puni tive, for his costs, 
including the costs of an auor­
ney, and any other relief to 
which he may be entitled.

The bill would not prohibit 
abortion or permit prosecution 
of abortion doctors.

The bill also would exempt 
health-care professionals who 
accidentally killed a fetus during 
diagnostic testing or treatment. 
Nor would the bill apply to a 
pregnant woman who caused the 
death of her fetus. 

The Kentucky Supreme 

Court has ruled in two cases that 
no one can be charged with a 
crime against a fetus - assault 
or \ehicular homicide. for 
example - unless a live birth 
occurs. That is because there is 
no "person" before a live birth, 
the court ruled. 

The precedent was set in a 
notorious 1983 case in which a 
man punched his pregnant wife 
in the abdomen. causing her to 
abort. An indictment for murder 
was struck down by the court. 

"1 believe that the life of an 
unborn child is a sacred gift 
from God." Rocding said. "And 
when crime destroys that, and 
takes that precious gift away 
from us. away from that parent, 
and away from the grandparenLs 
and the aunts and uncles. we all 
suffer. The criminal ought to be 
punished to the fullest extent" of 
the law.

young associate." ' 

After Weiner completed his 
review. anntha bar association 
lrm ycr conducted a ~epa rate 
imcstigauon and concluded 
Bunning ''as qualified. When 
the t\\O reports were liUbmitted 
to the AHA Standing Committee 
on Federal Judiciary, the panel ~ 
sided with Weiner.

Gullett, McPhee to be 
enshrined in Reds Hall of Fame

Don Gullett doesn't spend a 
lot of time wondering what 
might have been. 

_., The former Reds' pitching 
great and current Reds coach 
was honored, along with 19th 
ccntul)' legendary second ba~c­
man Bid McPhee.. when the 
Reds announced the two men as 
the 2<Xl2 inductees in the Reds 
Hall of Fame. as selected by 
members of the Cincinnati chap­
ter of the Baseball Writer:. 
Association of America. 

What-might-have-been is a 
~ommon theme when talking 
about Gullett's career. Although 
Gullett. 51. holds a career 109-

111 SO record with a 3.02 ERA in 
seven seasons with Cincinnati 
from 1970-76; although he owns 
three World Series rings. two 
wilh the Big Red Machine in 
1975~ 76 and one with the 
Yankees in 1977: and although 
he owns the fourth-highest win­
ning percentage (.686) in mod­
ern baseball history for pitchers 
with at least I 00 victories. base­
ball cognoscenti often talk about 
the years that Gullet didn't 
pitch. 

"flc'd be m Cooperstown," 
said Hal McCoy, baseball writer 
for the Dayton Daily News and 
the man who introduced Gullett 
at the press conference announc­
ing his induction. 

Gullett's problem was that he 
was born twenty years too early. 
I lis :;houlder exploded at age 27 
and ~.:ndcd his career. Now that 
spons medicine has advanced to

ncar sckncc-liction levels in the 
21st century, a pitchl'r with n 
rotator cuff injury as s·~vere as 
Gullett's merely goes under the 
knife. suffers through a season 
of rehab and is soon back as 
!ltrong a~ ever. 

But this was the 1970s, not 
the 1990s. If he had been able to 
throw for seven or eight more 
seasons, Gullett might haw 
reached the magical JOO win 
mark and ensured himself a 
place in the Hall of Fume along­
side his idol. Sandy Koufax. 

But Gullett had no choice but 
to hang up his spikes. His shoul­
der is still so damaged thm he 
can't even lhrO\\ batting prac­
tice before a game. 

"I attribute the injury to just 
normal wear and tear," suid 
Gullett. "I liken the ar n to a 
piece of machine[). If )OU keep 
overworking it. eventually it 
will break down:· 

And -;o Gullett was forced to 
reinvent himself. He joined the 
Reds coaching staff in 1993 and 
soon developed a reputation us 
a miracle worker. Though he 
could no longer throw, he wa), a 
gifted teacher. His skills helped 
revive the careers of pitchers 
such Pete Schourek, Pete 
Harnisch and Mark Wohlers. to 
name a few. The lesson Gullett 
tries to impress upon his young 
charges is to make evel) pitch 
count. 

''The success I had wa~ due 
to my work ethic," Gulktt said. 
"I felt like I could win every 
ballgame. You have to apply 
yourself and have the mindset 

that C\er) pitch could be your 
last.'' 

Gullett. like the rest of the 
organization. found himself 
te ... ted la-.t season as he tried to 
keep a rotation patcheu together 
that was detem1ine to fall apart 
due to injuries, innefectiveness 
and the wildness of youth.

"I was shocked to be nomi­
nated and mducted," Gullett 
su1d. ''The Cincinnati Reds arc 
one of the greatest organiza­
tion~ in baseball.

11 hoops museum begins recoverv period 
through tundraisinu and pavroll cuts 

LEXINGTON - The 
• University of Kentucky 

Basketball Museum, which has 
been heavily burdened in debt 
since it opened in 1999. released 
encouraging numbers Tuesday 
indicating it is moving toward 
financial stability. 

The museum. which opened 
with a $2.2-million debt service. 
has begun to show improvement 
in revenue thanks to creative 
fund-raising efforts combined 
with cutbacks in operating 
expenses. The UK Athletics 
Association began supporting 
the Museum financially in June 

1 2000 and Athletics Director 
Larry Ivy hired Van Florence, 
then a successful fu ndraiser with 
United Way, to manage the oper­
ation. 

After finishing one year on 
the job in September, Florence 
completed the 200 I calendar 
year by e liminating the 
$210,000 in past-due accounts 
payable while building Museum 
reserves from no funds to 
approximately $435,000. He 

also :-.lashed payroll by 61-pcr­
cent after eliminating 27 of the 
32 positions. 

While attendance has 
remained near) y identical the 
past two years (16,786 patrons 
in 2000. 16.798 in 2001 ). 
admission revenue has grown 
86. 1-percent- from $76,000 to 
$143.000 thanks to the newly 
implemented R upp Arena 
tours, increased private func­
tions and an enhanced gift 
shop. 

Even more encouraging, the 
Museum has used no financial 
support from UKAA in either 
January or February of th is 
year. Current fundraising 
e fforts that include Wi Ide at 
Madness. the Maker 's 
Mark/Keeneland bottle, etc., 
should garner an additional 
$850.000 by the end of calen­
dar year 2002. 

"Through continued aware­
ness and support fro m the com­
munity, the debt service should 
be under $1 million by year­
end 2002," Florence said. 

"That will a llo" us to continue 
negotiations with the banks 
involved to absolve the remain­
ing debt. The bottom lin~ is 
th is: the museum can and will 
survive."

One interesting research project at 
the Illinois State University followed 
I 0 I couples over a four-year period. 
The final outcome was that 59 per­
cent of the couples had stopped their 
relationships, due to their decreased 
levels of satisfaction and commit­
ment. However, their love had 
remained the same or had not com­
pletely changed, but the problem of 
the relationship not growing, or stag­
nating, Jed to disatisfaction or 
unhappiness. Of the 41 couples still 
together, 71 percent had married. 
They reported that their love, satis­
faction, and commitment increased 

Another research report pertained 
to Americans tending to be overly 
optimistic about their chances of 
marital success. Most people gave a 
rosy answer when asked, "How's 
your marriage?" This sure seems to 
be a large contradiction when more 
than half of the marriages in the 
United States end in divorce. Two 
groups of couples married on the 
average of more than I 0 years under­
estimated their chances of a future 
divorce of about II percent, which 
was well below Lhe national average 
of 43 percent. Conclusions were that: 

the couples had "positive illusions" 
about marriage, meaning that they 
thought that their marriage would be 
OK: the longer a couple is married 
the lower the probability of divorce 
is; and there is a relationship 
between marital satisfaction and 
expectations of marriage. Only 12 
percent of a third group, single indi­
\'iduals not in a serious relationship 
and planning to marry in the future. 
thought their future marriage had a 
50 percent or greater chance of end­
ing in divorce. In contrast, this sin­
gle group had much higher estimates 
for the probability of others' divorce, 
meaning a perception that others will 
get divorced, but it will not affect (See PONDER, page two)

Pulling up in a yard on Branham's Creek last 
Saturday, we piled out of Jim Osborne's big van 
and s~:t otT u chain of dog alerts up and down this 
densel) populated creek . 

Ahead of us was the :remnant of an old gas Jine 
road that had not been used in decades. It appeared 
almost :.tmight up. with a deep ravine on the left 
that deepens the higher the path goes. For part of 
the ascent, we balanced single-file on a narrow. 
moss-covered trail. The right side of the old road 
has hccn eroded over the years, dropping a foot or 
two and tilled with wet leaves that cover indenta­
ltoth m the earth, tree roots and rusting gas pipe.

One long row of match­
ing McKinney stones predominates, all dating to 
tht.! early I <JOOs. Carmel, the Branham'f. Creek 
record keeper, says the family has pretty much 
gone from the area. 

Eerily, our gUide's gravesite is here in this 
acces ... iblc graveyard. He already has the large 
gra~e mnrkcr in place, birth date listed. date of 
death yet blank. The books he's wlittcn and hopes

Judith Rodriguez, a registered dietitian 
and director of the Health Nutrition 
Program at the Universit) of ~orth 
Florida, recommends these simple tech­
niques to reduce the ~ugar and fat content 
in your recipes: 

• Usc a small amount of fruit juice 
concentrate instead of sugar or honey. 

• Use fruit sauces or purees instead of 
sugar or symp. For example. fill a Brazo 
Gitana with lowcalorie fruit jelly and top 
it with a sugar substitute, such as Equal 
sweetener. instead of meringue or honey. 

• Use sugar substitutes. such as Equal, 
to sweeten beverages such as lemonade or 
tamarind drinks.

( 1) The FIRST psychological task of 
a happy marriage is "to separate emo­
tiona11y from the family of one's child­
hood so as to invest fully in the mar­
riage and. at lhe same time. redefine 
the lines of connection with both fami­
lies of origin ."

Question: 
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Remove! of Toe probably best 
treatment for "gouty tophi." 

These distinctive·looking uric acid 
deposits, called "gouty tophi,'' can 
cause damage to the underlying bone as 
well as the overlying tendons and skin. 

Her doctor thinks the best way to 
achieve this is to surgically remove the 
involved part of her toe. 

One of my mother's toes, the one 
next to the lillie toe, is swollen and has 
a couple of lillie ulcers on it. We went 
to the family doctor who referred her to 
a foot specialist. That doctor says she 
needs to let him cut off part of that toe. 
because she ha-. gout. J' ve ne\ cr heard 
of anybod) that had to Jo<;e part of a 
limb because of gout. Can't she just be 
treated for gout in:.tcad of losing part of 
her toe? 

of arthritis. ln those with this disorder, 
uric acid accumulates in the joints and 
smTounding tissue and causes damage. 
Uric acid is a natural byproduct of our 
body's metabolism of meats. red wines 
and other foods. In addition to that 
manufactured by our bodies. we direct­
ly ingest uric acid by eating foods that 
already contain it. 

Normally. the kidneys eliminate uric 
acid before the level within the blood 
becomes high enough to cause a prob­
lem. In gout, however, the level 
increases to the point where uric acid 
crystals begin to accumulate in tissues 
including joint fluid. 

As uric acid crystals accumulate in a 
joint. these crystals begin to irritate the 
joint tissue. Eventually it reaches a 
point where some very mild injury sets 
off an inflammatory response to the 
irritating crystals and produces a 
painful. red and swollen joint. At this 
point, the person is suffering from what 
we • d call an "acute attack" of gout. 
Typically, such an attack starts with the 
big toe, but any joint can be involved. 

OK- stay with me here- rm get­
ting to your mother's toe troubles. 
Most people that suffer from gout have 
an occasional acute attack that subsides 
with a week or two of rest and medi­
cine. An uncommon few have a long­
:-;tanding condition - chronic gout -
that has more persistent but less intense 
joint pain. Often. more than one joint is 
involved. and there are usually uric 
acid crystal deposits of sufficient quan­
tity to make visible bumps on the ears. 
foreanns. knees. elbows. hands or feet. 

Based upon your description and the 
doctors' responses. I think your mother 
probably has gouty tophi that arc the 
underlying rcao;on for her toe skin 
ulcers. And as you suggested, medi­
cine and diet is u .. ually effective at low­
ering uric acid levels and reducing the 
frequency of gout attacks. 

Unfortunately. medicine only lowers 
blood and joint fluid I eve Is of uric acid. 
It may never eliminate the build up of 
the crystals forming gouty tophi. In 
addition. lowering uric acid levels 
doesn't directly alter the damage 
already done by the tophi to surround­
ing bone. Your mother can't afford to 
have open ulcers on her toes in the hope 
that two years from now the gouty 
tophi will he smaller. She needs to 

There is no such thing as minor 
surgery when you or a loved one is 
invoJved. That said, the removal of the 
last two joints of the ti)urth toe is not 
surgically complicated. Results are 
usually good. The surgical wound 
should heal quickly, and the loss of the 
fourth toe won't interfere with walking. 
In addition to her usual health care, she 
will also need to be on medicine to con­
trol uric acid levels of the blood to pre­
vent other joints from suffering this 
same fate.

Reading is still the 
foundation of success 

There's no doubt that the ability 
to read is the foundation for all 
future academic and professional 
succco;s. That's why the debate 
about how to teach reading has 
been taken up by legislators, local 
school boards. and businesses hop­
ing to promote reading achieve­
ment in children. So what curricu­
lar components really promote 
reading literacy? Is there a magic 
wand, which, if used. will develop 
a great reading program and result 
in high levels of reading achieve­
ment for all children'? Research on 
reading has identified several prac­
tices that can strongly influence 
reading achievement 

Rrst. the teacher provides direct 
instruction to help children devel­
op skills and ~trotegies they need 
Above all. the quality of teaching is 
what makes the most ditfereoce in 
instruction. 

Second. all children are given 
direct help in developing phonetic 
awareness and a practical com­
mand of phonics. Phonetic aware­
ness is the critical factor for suc­
cess in early reading. Phonics 
instruction involves learning letters 
and sound'> <md how to combine 
them to fonn new words. Phonics 
is learned best in a context of con­
nected. engaging text. such as sto­
ries. 

Third, the environment is rich 
in · literacy experience~ and 
resources to facilitate reading 
development. Studcnt.s are provid­
ed daily opportunities to read inde­
pendently and aloud, and to rein-

things you can do to help rid your 
home of allergens.

Before-and after-school help and 
summer school are available to stu· 
dents beyond first grade who are in 
need of extra instruction, who need 
to review skills, or who arc behind 
at the end of the school year. 

Finally. teachers employ a vari­
et of techniques tailored to individ­
ual needs to help children acquire 
knowledge. skills. and strategies 
for better reading. 

Parenting tips 
• Try to see that your elemen­

tary children spend 15-20 minutes 
each day reading at home, with 
older children spending additional 
time. It is important to stress the 
amount of time spent reading. 
rather than the number of books 
read. 

• Ask your child's teacher l(ll 
information about what concepts 
are being taught, and how you can 
support your child's program. 

• Volunteer at your child's 
school to listen to children read 
aloud or to provide support lor 
struggling readers.

Earnhardt was born in 1951, in Kannapolis, North Carolina. He first 
raced NASCAR vehicles in 1975. Earnhardt's first Winston Cup 
win came in his 16th Winston Cup race, when he claimed the 
Southeastern 500 at Bristol, Tennessee, in 1979. He captured 
NASCAR championships in 1980, 1986, 1987, 1990, 1991~ 1993 
and 1994. Richard Petty is the only other driver to win seven 
Winston Cup championships. , 
Dale Earnhardt tragically lost his life on Sunday, February 18,2001, 
in the season-opening Daytona 500. He was 49.
