Patton renews push for bill
easing black-lung rules

FRANKFQRT — Gov. Paul Patton
renewed a campaign Tuesday to “bring
justice™ to coal miners by making it eas-
ier to win claims for black-lung disease.

Patton promoted a bill that would
enable miners with low levels of the res-
piratory disease to get retraining bene-
fits. Patton $aid they could start new

careers before their lung impairment

worsened and shortened their lives.

Flanked by legislators and union
leaders, Patton said the bill would
restore faimess to black-lung rules with-

out strapping the coal industry.

“I'm asking for responsible coal
operators to stand up and say "This is the
right thing to do and we can afford it,"”
Patton, a former coal operator, said in a

news conference.

Only a handful of miners have won
black-lung claims since rules for the
compensation program. were rewritten
in 1996. It was not enough to prove the
presence of black lung; a miner also had
to prove disability.

Harris gets 10
years for drug,
other charges

Danny R. Harris was formally sentenced
Monday in Floyd Circuit Court, following a
trial conviction in September before Circuit
Court Judge John David Caudill.

Harris went to trial in September facing a
possible 20 years in prison for drug trafficking
charges, but prosecutors could not convince a
jury at that time to find Harris guilty of dealing
marijuana, despite some weighty evidence pre-
sented during the trial.

Commonwealth’s Attorney Brent Turner,
who later said the jury’s decision may have
been different had they been allowed to have
knowledge of Harris® prior drug convictions,
presented 5.61 pounds of processed marijuana
and 25.75 pounds of marijuana stalk to jurors
which had been found by police in Harris’
home on October 29, 1999,

House passes bill to head off
big increase in Medicaid fee

FRANKFORT —  The
Kentucky House overwhelmingly
passed a bill Monday to spare the
state’s Medicaid program from
having to pay the nation’s highest
fee to pharmacists for filling pre-
seriptions.

The bill would nullify a state
law set to raise the dispensing fee
{0 $5.88 per prescription later this
month, The fee is now $4.51. The
higher fee would cost the cash-
strapped Medicaid program anoth-
er $20 million annually.

The bill passed 95-0 and now
goes to the Senate.

The measure itself would not
set the fee, but would adjust the
process used by state officials 1o
determine the dispensing fee.

Under the bill, the state
Department for Medicaid Services
would determine a “reasonable”
fee based partly on a study every
three years, instead of annually.
The study, among other things,
would review the costs for phar-
macies to obtain and dispense
drugs to Medicaid recipients.

Other factors would include
comparing Kentucky’s dispensing
fee with those paid by private
insurérs and by Medicaid in other
states.

WASHINGTON — A national
report released Tuesday criticizes
states such as Kentucky for fail-
ing to spend enough money from
the 1998 settlement reached with
the tobacco industry on smoking
prevention programs.

Kentucky is ranked 37th in the
study, which was conducted by
the Washington-based Campaign
for Tobacco-Free Kids and exam-
ines how much states spend on
smoking prevention and cessa-
tion.

Massachusetts was ranked
first for spending $48 million a
year. Michigan, North Carolina,
Tennessee and the District of
Columbia were tied for last.
Those states did not spend any of

Kentucky not spending

pay much lower dispensing fees,
said Rep. Mary Lou Marzian, the
bill's chief sponsor.

Marzian said the $1.37-per-
prescription increase in the fee
would b¢ another drain on 4
Medicaid budget that ran up a
multimillion-dollar deficit, partly
because of soaring prescription
drug costs.

Marzian questioned the priority
of cutting spending on human ser-
vices amid the state’s budget
shortfall, while at the same time
increasing the fee to pharmacists
to “simply put the pills in bottles
and Iabel them.”

Marzian, D-Louisville, said the
review would allow officials to

take a comprehensive look to set a
fee that is fair 0 pharmacists.

The bill is one of several being
considered by lawmakers to deal
with the soaring pharmaceutical
costs in the state’s Medicaid pro-
gram.

In other action. the House easi-
ly passed a bill 1o allow sheriffs
and deputy sheriffs to carry con-
cealed weapons ar all times.

Police officers already have
that privilege, but shenffs and
deputy sheriffs were overlooked.
an oversight that the bill would
remedy, said the bill’s sponsor,
Rep. Steve Riggs, D-Louisville.

The bill passed 95-0 and
advances (o the Senate.

As of last month, Kentucky
had received $247 million from
the $206 billion settlement that
46 states reached with the indus-
try for lobacco-related health
cosis.

Kentucky lawmakers allocat-
ed $3 million this year for smok-
ing prevention and cessation. In
addition, they provided another
$2.5 million for substance abuse
in general and said tobacco pre-
vention should be a key part of
that effort.

Still, the state funding is about
$20 million short of what the
Centers for Disease Control rec-
ommends Kentucky spend on
prevention, according to the
report.

“It is a disappointment that

they didn't take the historic
opportunity to fully fund tobacco
prevention i Kentcky,” said
Amy Barkley, a representative for
the Campaign for Tobacco-Free
Kids in Louisville.

Barkley was among the advo-
cates who had urged Kentucky
lawmakers to allocate about $20
million annually for smoking pre-
vention.

However, Barkley said it was
“groundbreaking” that in the
2000 legislative session. the leg-
islature agreed to spend some of
the settlement money on tobacco
prevention and cessation,

Barkley said lawmakers in
Kentucky and other tobacco-
growing states have historically
refused to fund such programs for
fedr of upsetting tobacco farmers
and the industry.

Catholic Conference opposes

gambling expansion

games and other forms of gam-
bling are common at Catholic
parishes, but the head of the
state’s largesi Catholic organiza-
tion sees nothing hypocritical
about the group’s opposition to
expanding gambling to thor-
oughbred racetracks,

The Kentucky horse industry
15 floating the idea of allowing
racetracks to operate video lot-
tery terminals, or VLIS,
Proponents say the tracks need
slots in order to compete with
casino boats floating on the
Ohio River.

No legislation has been filed
for expanded gambling through
the first week of the legislative
session that opened Jan. 8, but
one is expected,

The Louisville-based
Catholie Conference of
Kentucky would oppose such a
bill. and Jane Chiles, the organi-
zauon’s executive director, sees
no conflict between ‘s stance
and its reliance on gambling for
fund raising,

*We are not saying don't cut
into: our turf, We're not saying
expanded gambling is
immoral,” Chiles said. “What
we are questioning is 1§ it a
responsible moye on the part of
state government to fund neces-
sary, critical programs through a
source of revenue that requires
Kentuckians to go out and gam-
ble?”

The Catholic Conference is
the public policy arm of the
state’s four Roman Catholic
bishops. It has joined a larger
effort to defeat gaming called
Citizens Against Gambling
Expansion, a group of mostly
religious leaders led by the Rev.
Nancy Jo Kemper., executive
director of the Kentucky
Council of Churches in
Lexington,

Last week, the group held a
news conference in the state
Capitol rotunda to present its
case,

Chiles attended the news
conference, and said she would-
n't rule out the state’s four
Roman Catholic bishops
Louisville Archbishop Thomas

C. Kelley; Owensboro Bishop
John J. McRaith: Lexington
Bishop 1. Kendrick Williams:
and Covinglon Bishop Robert
W. Muench _ showing up in
Frankfor to protest the issue.

Kentucky is facing a $700
million defieit, the largest short-
fall in state history.

An estimate done last year by
the Kentucky Lottery Corp.
found that gaming could gener-
ate at least $200 million in new
revenue for the state.

Chiles said lawmakers
should look for better ways to
deal with the stale's financial
woes, such as reforming
Kentucky's tax code.

She said the money the
church raises through gaming
helps sustain Catholic schools,

“We've looked at this issue,
and without bingo we would
lose up to 30 schools that rely on
that money,” she said.

Chiles said charitable gaming
is legal in Kentucky and that
several organizations. including
fire departments and even publie
schoaols, also use bingo 1o raise
money.

“We did consider it a victory
that the state did enlist even a
small amount in tobacco preven-
tion and cessation,” she said.

State law dictates that half the
money Kentucky receives from
the settlement go toward helping
tobacco farmers and rural com-
munities reduce their dependence
on leaf growing.

“We believe the investment in
the health of our farm families
and rural communities will pay
higher dividends over a longer
time than any other program than
we could envision using that
money for,” said John-Mark
Hack, Gov. Paul Patton’s agricul-
ture policy adviser.

He also said the policy would
have important health effécts.

“Breaking the economic
addiction of tobacco will go a
long way toward breaking the
physical addiction of tobacco that
plagues so many adults and
young people in Kentucky,” Hack
said.

Tuesday’s report also notes
that some states have decided to
take money out of smoking pre-
vention programs to help plug
budget holes.

Barkley said she is a little wor-
ried Kentucky lawmakers could
try to do that too, sincé the state is
facing a deficit of more than $500
million for the current fiscal year.

PIKEVILLE — State inves-
tigalors are wrapping up @n
investigation into complaints
that some homes in Eastern
Kentucky have been approved
for occupancy even though they
lack proper septic systems,

Ken Meredith, deputy com-
missioner of the Kentucky
Department  of  Housing,
Buildings and Construction,
said Monday that the investiga-
tion centers on a state law that
requires new homes and house
trailers to have functional septic
systems before they can receive
electrical hookups. State inves-
tigators are trying to determine
whether some electrical inspec-
tors are ignoring that law.

Meredith declined to say
how many complaints his

department has received or who
made them,

“When the investigation is
concluded, we will take any
appropriate action.” he said, “1
can't comment further becanse
it is an ongoing investigation.”

Irmproper disposal of human
waste is a continuing problem
in Eastern Kentucky where
some streams are so fouled with
fecal bactena that swimming is
discouraged. By some esti-
mates, the region has some
36,000 so-called suaight pipes
that dump feces from homes
into creeks each time toilets are
flushed,

PRIDE, & government-fund-
ed environmental group in
Somerset, has given $13.8 mil-
lion to communities ncross
Eastern Kentucky o install
sewage lines to curb the prob-
lem.

The money awarded last
month will allow sewer lines to
be extended (o more than 2,200
households, most of which cur-
rently have straight pipes or
failing septic systems.

The state law that requires
adequate waste disposal before
electricity can be hooked up
went into effect in 1998. 1t was
intended to ensure all newly
built homes or mobile homes do
not add to the problem.

“If there are individuals
allowing people 10 bypass that
law, we need to do something
aboul that,” said Walter Carter,
environmental supervisor for

Patton proposes
cutting state
contributions to
retirement funds

FRANKFORT — In search of
dollars for a lean budget, Gov. Paul
Patton wants to reduce the state’s
contribution for its employees’
retirement funds to gain about $30
million for other programs.

The proposed move drew criti-
cism from a group that represents
stale employees. But Patton's bud-
get chief suggested the change
might be a way to see that state
emplayees get 4 raise.

State  budget direttor Jim
Ramsey said on Monday that the
governor's proposed two-year
budget will recommend that in the
first year, the state’s contribution
rate (o the Kentucky Retirement
Systems for certain employees be
“a Tittle bit less™ than what the sys-
fem wants,

Patton is supposed (o present
his budget to lawmakers next
Tuesday.

In the second year of the bud-
get, the stare’s contribution would
go back up to: what the retirement
system recommended, Ramsey
said,

“We're trying to get a budget in
balance and looking at every
source of evenue we carn, frying 1o
find money,” Ramsey said. “We
don’t believe this will jeopardize in
any way pension benefits or health
benefits to our retirees,”

But Charles B. Wells, executive
director of the Kentucky
Association of State Employees.
said his group would oppose the
move,

“The administration should

deliver the money the program
says is needed 10 remain solvent,”
Wells said. “Tt should not deviate
by one penny.”

If the administration tries o cut
its contributions 'to the retirement
fund, the employees' group will
look at options, including legal
action, 10 defend our members’
rights in this issue,” Wells said.

Panel OKs stricter standards
for foreigners to get licenses

FRANKFORT — A bill to put inio
state law what has already been
done by policy — making it hardes
for foreigners to obtin drver's

licenses in Kentucky — was
approved by a House committee on
Tuesday.

The hill would insert into

Kentucky law some policy changes
by the state Transportation Cabinet
on issuing licenses to foreigners,
The changes came in the wake of
the Sept. 11 terrorist attacks,

Tony Miller, ‘circuit court clerk
i Jefterson County, said Kentucky
had gained a reputation as an easy
place for foreigners (o oblain dri-
ver's licenses: He said the biil
would shed the state of that reputa-
tion.

“We've had problems with peo-
ple coming here and stopping in
Kentucky o get a license and then
moving on,” he said.

The bill was approved by the

Seniors, Military Affairs and Public
Safety Commitee, Its chief spon-
sor is Rep. Mike Weaver, D-
Eliziabethtown.

Under the bill, foreigners would
have 1o show proof of residency,
such as rent or mortgage payment,
before obtaining a Kentucky dni-
ver's license,

Also under the bill, the duration
of a dnver’s license issued 10 a for-
eigner would nun concurrently with
the length of the person’s visd, up o
four years. For example, if a visa
were issued for two years, the dri-
ver's license would last the same
amount of time.

Foreigners would have to pass
both a writlen and driving fest
before gaining licenses. In the past.
they only had 1o pass a witten test.

Foreigners can alreadv drive
legally in Kentucky for up to a year
with a valid license from their
countries.

Legislature showin o7 ||
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On the hot-button issue of domestic security, Kentucky lawmak- 511; I

ers are showing refreshing restraint.

Domestic security has been an overriding national issue since the
Sept. 11 terrorist attacks tipped the political scales that balance free-
dom and safety in favor of safety.

Not surprisingly, Americans have demanded that the federal gov-
emment provide enhanced protection against terrorist threats. The
president and Congress have responded with bipartisan anti-terror-
ism legislation that comes close to the line on civil liberties but does
not infringe on the constitutional rights of Americans.

The role of the states in the war on terrorism isn’t clearly defined,
but there 1s some role for state officials to play in beefing up civil
defense. A fear is that state legislatures will overreact to security
concerns by passing bills that make state and local governments far
less accessible to citizens.

So far, Kentucky legislators show little inclination to exploit post-
Sept. 11 fears with ill-conceived legislation.

Rep. Tom Burch, D-Louisville, is prepared to push legislation
requiring officials to assess the state’s readiness to respond to chem-
ical or biological terrorism,

Burch is not jumping on the national bandwagon: he's proposed
similar legistation in the past.

Burch’s bill would have the commissioner of public health and
the state director of emergency management make an assessment of
the state’s communications links and health reporting network.
These officials would determine if, among other things, the state is
adequately prepared for receiving and distributing drugs from the
national pharmaceutical stockpile.

Last year’s anthrax incidents in the Northeast, Washington, D.C.,
and Florida highlighted the need for the rapid distribution of drugs
used to treat illnesses caused by chemical or biological weapons.

Rep. Burch's bill represents ordinary prudence in the face of new
and potentially devastating terrorist threats.

State Sen. Dan Seum, R-Louisville, who will serve as chairman
of a standing committee with jurisdiction over security and military
issues, is taking an appropriately cautious view of security propos-
als,

Seum said the legislature should avoid knee-jerk responses to the
terrorism issue. He says lawmakers need to gather information on
potential security problems before they can make sound decisions
about the need for legislation. Gov, Paul Patton deserves credit for
backing away from a proposal to add a “'security exemption” to the
Kentucky Open Records Law. .

About two months ago Patton administration officials floated the
idea of further restricting public access to public records.

Al the time it appeared the governor’s aides were overreacting —
putting an important “sunshine law™ at risk — suggesting terrorists
might take advantage of the open records law.

But, the governor has since cooled to the idea, which suggests he
is exercising the caution advocated by Sen. Seum.

Some minor changes, such as improving security at the state
Capitol, clearly are in order. Otherwise, the legislature and the gov-
emnor should take their time studying security issues and tailoring
proposals to deal with legitimate weaknesses — not overheated
fears.

There are four black members
of the 100-member House and one
black member in the 38-member
Senate. The 2000 census disclosed
a black population of about 7.3
percent in Kentucky,

Samuel Walters, redistricting
coordinator for the NAACPE said
with majority and plurality dis-
tricts, there could be as many as s1x
or seven black House members
and one more Senate member.

“The General Assembly does

on your behalf to improve the qual-
ity and availability of services that
the citizens of Floyd County
deserve and should expect from
their fiscal court,” Thompson said
in his statement. “To complete
these plans for Floyd County. I am
asking for a second term as your
Floyd County judge-executive.”

Thompson was not the only
incumbent filing for re-election this
week.

“T believe you will continue (o
improve: learning as long as you
continue to focus on student health
and well-being,” he said.

Holt praised the team for engag-
ing in community forums and also
for engaging in self-assessment
workshops. He encouraged the
board to draft a set of operating
guidelines and procedures and to
implement these puidelines at each
of their scheduled meetings. He
also encouraged the board 1o
“honor and participate with careful
review, the consolidated plan that
has been presented to you.” Holt
advised the board to incorporate the
aid of state manager Dr. Zella Wells
and to “listen carefully to technical
advice.”

Holt also encouraged the board
to adopt a set of operating princi-
ples that would “strongly project
respect”” of one another.

“Agree to disagree respectful-
ly," Holt said.

The board moved to adopt a set
of formal operating principles that
included, among others, that “deci-
sions would be based on facts and
common analysis," that the board
would “work for the common
good,” that they would “use (dis-
tribute) resources based on need.”
that they would collectvely “'sup-
port board decisions,” and that they
would “participate in meetings with
an open mind."

As Holt continued to expound
on board relations, true to the
board’s new resolve to hold more
efficient meetings, board chairman
Johnnie Ross respectfully interrupt-
ed Holt's presentation in an effort to
move ahead with the scheduled
principal’s  reports on  the
Commonwealth  Accountability
Testing System (CATS) scores.

The principals from Beisy
Layne High School, Betsy Layne
Elementary School, and John M.
Stumbo  Elementary School each
presented reports following & brief
projects report from Joe Jones,
board architect.

Jones reported that five bids had
been received on the John M.
Stumbao' Elementary project and
two of the bids were within budget.
These bids are currently being eval-
uated and Jones will prepare a rec-
ommendation to present to the
board at their next meeting.

On the McDowell Elementary
School “canopies” four bids have
been received and are currently
being evaluated.

On the Allen Central High
School Field House project. the
architectural team is progressing
with the field house design,
Engineering changes have been
made o “accommedate a grinder
pump.” Utlity companies have
been contacted and have located
their respective lines. A highway
encroachment permit is currently
awaiting approval from the state
highway department.

On the Betsy Layne High
School Football Field, plans are
being made to install & 5,000 gallon
tank and pump to accommixdate the
necessary sprinkler system. Site,
grading and drainage plans should
be completed this week.
Approximately 400 feet of pipe and
four drain basins have been pro-

On the South Floyd High
School Athletic Facilities. work is
continuing on preparing the bleach-
er area site. Gravel and concrete
foundations will be prepared.

Margaret Vaughn, principal,
Beisy Layne High School, was first
to present her school's CATS
scores report to the board. Vaughn
said that her school was looking to
increase their average by 9.2 points
in 2002, She also reported that her
school had a high across-the-board
curriculum novice mte. Vaughn
said that “effective strategies” for
integrating academics, technology
and careers were in place at her
school with the school’s greatest
gain in 2001 being in practical liv-

ing/vecational studies.

Vaughn also said that the school
had received a literacy grant that
would be used to help target and
improve mule reading scores and
that teachers were currently at work
identifying students according to
“multiple intelligences™ and seek-
ing to address the needs of cach stu-
dent through “differentiated
mnstruction.”

Vaughn also reported that one
factor, according to student survey,
involved in. the 2001 test score
showing was that “unfortunately,
students at the high school level still
do not believe that the test (CATS)
is important.” According to the stu-
dent questionnaire, 10 to 14 percent
of the students polled “admitted
they did not try or tried very little”
1o excel on the state test.

The school has initiated action
to encourage improved leaming by
publicly recognizing those students
who did well on the 1est. To encour-
age @ more positive outlook on the
2002 testing period, the school has
planned pizza parties, t-shirt give-
aways and field trips for students
who do well. A school “facelift” is
also underway to encourage posi-
tive student outlooks. “On one hall-
way, we now have new lockers and
puint, We hope to get the rest done
this summer," Vaughn said.

Vaughn reported that the county
board can be of assistance to her
school by ensuring that they keep
their funding for a permanent cur-
riculum coordinator, presenting
them with staffing information by
May 15, heiping them 1o continue
with physical improvements. and
considering the development of a
Betsy Layne Middle School. “The
middie school concept helps (in the
development of) focus,” said
Vaughn.

Sheila Calhoun. principal of
Betsy Layne Elementary, informed
the board that her school’s goal for
2002 was to improve their overall
score by 5.6 points. Among steps
implemented toward this goal is to
incorporate  more fully open
response and rubric formats, form
core content committees, adopt a
new and revised SBDM (Site
Based Decision Making) Council
homework policy. have para-pro-
fessionals provide individualized
instructional materials, and incor-
porate the use of educational pro-
grams  such - as  Gear-Up,
Achieva.com, and Project Read.

Suggested ways for the board to
assist her school in reaching profi-
ciency, according to Calhoun, is to
help them maintain or increase the
school’s number of instructional
assistants, provide the school with
an additional cumiculum coordina-

and secondary school configuration
throughout their district, suppont
personnel and provide facilities and
material resources,

Roy Johnson, principal, John
M. Stumbo Elementary, presented
his school’s progress report to the
board and informed them that a

porated daily collaborative plan-
ning for teachers that will aid
toward reaching an overall goal of
64.5 on state testing in 2002,

Johnson and his staff have
developed a revised primary pro-

progress, The centers include a
“technology” center utilizing com-
puters and educational software; a

listen to themselves in playback; a
“newspaper” center where students
will compose a primary newspaper
every two weeks; a “science” cen-
ter utilizing theme-related activi-
ties; a “message” center utilizing
writing skills in the form of letter
writing; an “art” center utilizing
theme-related ar activities; a
“social studies” center that will
offer a variety of reading and wril-
ing activities; a “publishing™ center
that will be used by students to cre-
ate books of their own: and, a

Fred James' last act &s
Prestonsburg  Tourism  Director
was to give commission members
an overview and comparison of the
city tourism’s budget and where
the group currently rests as of Jan,
1 in relation to that budget,

With a proposed budget total-
ing $209.104.57, the commission
has currently utilized $108,066.09
of that amount. This leaves a dif-

ference of $101.038.48 1o last the
city tourism department until June
30, the official end of the fiscal
year, and in good shape according
1o commissioner Mark
McLemore.

McLemore told James at the
beginning of the meeting, after a
brief overview of the budget. that it
seemed the outgoing director had
left the remaining members “in
pretty good shape financially,”

late June, and overpaid on advertis-
ing, spending $1,573.58 of a pro-
posed $1,000 on welcome bags
and stuffers. In addition to exceed-
g their onginal money amotnt
for advertising, the commission
also went $318.66 over for a dis-
play booth and $100 more than
expected for the Folk Festival and
Old Christmas cvent, spending
52,100, rather than the anticipated
$2,000.

Despite  these  scattered
instances, none of these expendi-
tures left the commission in the red
for the overall budget and mem-
bers of the group feel the current
situation could prove to become
even more profitable once some ot
the surplus accounts are put to use.
In addition to not spending enough
i SOME aresas, COmmMIsSion mem-
bers intend o make use of a
“padded” surplus that camies over
from year to vear and may include
money left from Fourth of July
events and festivals.

Now MclLemore feels that cer-
tain areas which seem 1o be spread-
ing into Moere major concems in
relation to tourism should be high-
lighted in business for the future.

“There are more eating estab-
lishments in town now," said
Melemore.

Patton said the sharp drop in
number of approved claims
belies the continued existence of
black lung in mines.

“*We do need ... to bring jus-
tice o the coal miners that we
know, from medical evidence,
are suffering from black-lung
disease,” he said.

The bill would create a
“rebuttable presurnption™ that a
lung impairment in a miner with
at least 15 years on the job was
caused by exposure to coul dust.
The coal industry opposes that
proposed change. Industry offi-
cials contend most miners’ lung
problems are from smoking, not
coal,

The bill’s chief sponsors are
coal-region lawmakers, House
Majority Leader Greg Stumbo,
D-Prestonsburg, and  Rep.
Johnnie Tumner, R-Harlan,

Patton urged quick House
action to give the Senate plenty
of time to review the measure,

’ The black-fung bill didn't reach
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the Senate until the waning days
of the 2001 session. and
Republicans pinned their inac-
tion on the lack of time to ade-
quately review the complex
issue.

Sen. Katie Stine, chairman of
the Senate committee that pre-
sumably would review the bill,
said Tuesday she could not sup-
port the bill in its current form
She also said there was plenty of
time for discussion.

“I think we need to not cast
the die just yet about what will
or won't happen.” said Stine, R-
Fort Thomas. “It’s an evolving
situation. In Frankfort, you
never know when compromise
can be found.”

Under the bill, black-lung
claims made since the 1996
overhaul could be reconsidered
under the new standards. The
bill also would set conditions to
reconsider claims made prior 10
the 1996 changes.

According to actuartal esfi
mates, the bill would cost the
coal industry between $4 million
and $6 million annually, Patton
said. The bill would result in 4
one-time cost of between $14.7
million and $28 million, reflect-
ing the bill's retroactive provi-
sions, according to the estimates

The Coal Workers
Pneumoconiosis Fund, from
which black-lung claims are
paid, has swelied to $16 million.
The fund is supported by assess-
ments on insurance premiums
and each ton of coal produced.

Bill Londngan, president of
the Kentucky State AFL-ClO,
expressed confidence that the
latest attempt to revise black-
lung rules would bring a resolu-
tion.

“We feel confident that the
Senate will work with us 1o
address this injustice and will
pass a black-Tung bill in this ses-
sion,” he said. “It’s not about
Republicans or Democrats, it's
about right and wrong.”

348)

MILTON, Fla. — A doctor
accused of manslaughter for
prescribing the painkiller
OxyContin to four patients
who died of overdoses went on
trial Monday in the Flonda
Panhandle.

Dr. James Graves, a gradu-
ate of the University of
Kentucky's medical school, is
one of the first doctors in the
nation to be tried on charges
that his OxyContin prescrip-
tions resulted in death

Graves, 54, of nearby Pace,
also 1s charged with unlawful
delivery of a controlled sub-
stance and racketeering. He
could face up to 30 years in
prison if convicted.

The trial began in Cjrcuit
Court here with jury selection
and was expected to last four

weeks. Opening statements

OxyContin, a time-release
version of the painkiller oxy-
codone, has become a popular
street drug valued by recre-
ational users for its quick high
when tablets are crushed and
inhaled or mixed with water
and mjected.

Robinson. hired by Cleveland
in 1975 as baseball’s first black
mianager. is baseball’s vice presi-
dent in charge of discipline. He
could be asked fo serve as
Montreal’s manager or GM, the

official said.

Report: Armstrong’s arena
plan now $313 million

LOUISVILLE - Mayor Dave
Armstrong’s revised plan for a
downtown arena now totals $313
million _ $54 million more than
the plan he originally released in
November.

The latest proposal, obtained
by the Courier-Journal, includes
$30 million requested by the
University of Louisville before it
would share the arena with an
NBA franchise.

Armstrong has been courting
the NBA's Charlotte Homnets for
months, and UofL is considered a
key component to the pursuit

In the original plan, the arepa
itself cost $188.5 million. In the
revised proposal, it costs $200
million.

To cover the increase, the city
of Louisville would now pay $3
million annually toward the pro-
ject’s debt, up from $2 million in
the original plan. The Hornets
would now pay $3.95 million per
year; up from $3 million,

The University of Louisville
would pay 1.5 million per year.
In exchange, UofL. would receive
100 percent of the tickel revenue
when its men's or women's bas-
ketball teams played in the arena
and a portion of concessions. The
requested $30) million would go
toward university projects.

Hornets  co-owners  Ray

Wooldridge and George Shinn
were expected to announce this

week where their franchise will
play next season. They have been
considering other cities since the
summer, when Charlotte voters
rejected a referendum that
included funds for a new arena.

The team is losing millions
playing in outdated Charlotte
Coliseum. which does not have
the luxury suites or other ameni-
ties that newer NBA arenas have.

The new proposal states the
Kentucky State Fair Board, the
operator of Freedom Hall, would
oversee operations at the new
arena, Kentucky Gov.

In s1x seasons, Dungy revived
one of the most moribund franchis-
es in any sport. Before he arrived,
the most memorable thing about
the Bucs may have been the one-
liner one-time coach John McKay
fired off after yet another loss in
the miserable first few years of
existence, Asked during the
postgame interview about his
team's execution, McKay replied
coolly, “I'm all for it.”

Dungy was just beginning his
ascent in the NFL's coaching fir-
mament at about the same time. In
1984, at age 29, he took charge of
the Steelers defense and became

the league's youngest coordinator.
He learned his chops over the next
dozen years while first Leeman
Bennett, then Ray Perkins, then
Richard Williamson and finally
Sam Wyche all tned 1o right the
ship in Tampa Bay and failed.
Dungy went 6-10 in his first
season as head coach in 1996, and
took the Bucs to the playoffs four
times in the five seasons that fol-
lowed. The hallmark of those
teams was a bruising defense, and
it was lmost always good enough
to cover for an unproductive,
unimaginative offense — at least
until the field was narmowed (o a
handful of playoff contenders
That was when Dungy's con-
servative streak always betrayed
him, or else the players he gave so

miuch latitude did. Changing his
offensive coordinators three times
and his quarterbacks twice made
no difference. The Bues have gone
12 consecutive playoff quarters
without a touchdown, being
outscored the last three games 63-
18.

Dungy had a hand in that, lo be
sure, He played 1oo cautiously on
offense, especially in the red zone,
often without regard for what was
at stake, No stat reveals that better
than Johnson's 106 receptions dur-
ing the season. with only one pro-
ducing a touchdown,

Dungy's one-dimensional
thinking was exposed in the play-
offs year after year because the
defenses are better, but that wasn’t
the only reason his Bucs lost. The

When [ began my career
in education back in 1961, I
was hired to teach art at _
Meade Memorial school. | |
was the first art teacher in
the history of that institu-
tion, and as such was
charged with introducing
the world of art to the chil-
dren of the Williamsport,
Boonscamp, White House |
and Offutt areas of the
county. Of course, students
came from elsewhere as
well, but these communities
pretty much dominated the
school’s enrollment,

Anyway, one little girl
who was in the second or
third grade, and whose
name has long since left
me, loved the color green,
Regardless of the medium
being used—crayons, tem-
pera or construction
paper—she always grabbed
the green,

I recall one incident when
we were painting land-
scapes, better known 1o the
class as “ouldoor pictures,” |
she insisted that everything
in her picture was to be
painted green, The grass was
green, the trees were green
and the sky was green, No |
amount of instruction and
suggestion from me could
convince her to paint her sky
blue.

Now, 40 years and hun-
dreds of students later, I find
that this creative little girl
might have been right all
along. Just maybe the sky is
green.

What prompted this
memory and my sudden
change of heart 1s based
upon an article [ read in the
paper last week, It seems
that an astronomy professor
at Johns Hopkins University
in Baltimore, teported that
the universe is indeed a pale
shade of green.

Now, since my non-scien-
tific little brain thinks of the
sky and the universe as
being basically the same
thing, I can’t help but feel
just a twinge of guilt for try-
ing to encourage that little
girl to choose other colors
for her painting.

Another thing my stu-
dents of four decades ago
had a little problem with was
abstract art. |

“That can't be a cow, Mr.
Art,” (that's what they called |
me at first), 'cows ain’t |
square.” .

“T know," I'd say, “but
you've got to use your imag- |
ination."”

Well, it seems that same |
idea applies to this |
astronomer’s idea about the
color of the sky, because, as
the article in the paper said,
“it's an abstraction calculat-
ed from the wavelengths of
light from the stars and
galaxies."

Yeah, right. That sure
explains it for me,

I just wish I could |
remember who the litte girl |
was then, and who she grew |
up to be. I'd like to clip the
aforementioned newspaper ‘
article and send it to her. But
since 1 don’t remember who
she was, | suppose the best |
can do is use this forum to
apologize to her for attempt-
ing to steer her wrong, and
hope she's somewhere read-
ing this.

In the meantime, I'1l try
to remind myself that art is

They close in recogni-
tion of a remarkable man. A man who engaged in a “peace-
ful revolution™ to close the gap between the rights of white
men and those of color.

Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. is the man this melting pot of
a nation honors each January, As exemplified in his now
famous 1963 speech, King was a man with a dream,

Born on January 15, 1929, in Atlanta, Georgia to a
Baptist minister and his wife, King was taught from a young
age to treat all people with respect. These early teachings
stayed with King throughout his life, ultimately serving as
the impetus that launched him to the forefront of the
nation's Civil Rights Movement in the mid-1950s and early
1960s.

As a small child, King's best friend was a white boy. The
two boys spent many happy days playing together in their
Atlanta neighborhood. Sadly, once they became old enough
to begin school, they were never again allowed to play
together. Because of segregation laws separating the two
races, King was enrolled in a “blacks only” school. while
his friend was sent to a “whites only™ school.

King did well in school and upon graduation from high
school, he attended the Crozer Theological Seminary in
Pennsylvania, where he was first introduced to the teachings
of Mahatma Gandhi, who believed that nonviolent persua-
sion was the means Lo achieving revolutionary change,

In 1954, King was granted a Ph.D in theology and a pas-
torship at the Dexter Avenue Baptist Church in Montgomery,
Alabama.

In this same city on December 1, 1955, Rosa Parks, a
seamstress, was arrested for refusing to give up her seat on a
crowded public transportation bus to a white person who
was standing. Parks’ refusal was not punctuated by loud
screams or aggression of any nature, but rather, a simple,
nonviolent, refusal to move.

Following Parks’ arrest, Dr. King organized a boycott
against the bus company which lasted for 381 days. The
boycott ended when the United States Supreme Court ruled
that Alabama’s state and local laws regarding segregation on
public transportation was illegal.

King, along with the help of Parks and those who partici-
pated in the boycott had proven that peaceful mass action
could bring about significant change. In January, 1957, the
Southern Christian Leadership Conference (SCLC) was
formed with Dr. King named as president.

In May of this same year, King led a mass march of
37,000 people to the front of the Lincoln Memorial in
Washington, D.C, Partly in response to this march, the US
Congress created the Civil Rights Commission and the Civil
Rights Division of the Department of Justice on September
9, 1957.

Dr. King and the SCLC organized drives for African-
American voter registration. desegregation, and better edu-
cation and housing, While attending a book signing in
Harlem, New York, Dr, King was attacked by an African-
American woman who plunged a letter opener into his chest.
King recovered and continued with his work to bring equali-
ty to all races. On August 28, 1963, 200,000 pepple gath-

New Modified Constraint-Induced Therapy
program to benefit stroke patients

Individuals who have lost
use of their arms or legs due to
a stroke or injury to their brain,
can now benefit from a new
rehabilitation program called
Maodified Constraint-Induced
Therapy. Beginning January
2002, Cardinal Hill Rehabilita-
tion Hospital will be providing
four-week therapy sessions
through their Center for

Outpatient Services.

Modified CI therapy
involves restraining a patient’s
unaffected or strong limb by
covering it with a mitt or plac-
ing it in a sling. Physical and
oceupational therapists then
assign daily life activities rang-
ing from cooking and cleaning
to shooting basketball. More
specifically, each activity

Laurie Nichols, who is board
certified for neuro-rehabilita-
tion occupational therapy is the
coordinator of Cardinal Hill's
program, She explains that this
type of therapy is two-fold.

(o get into the habit of using the
limb again,” said Nichols, “But
medically it helps re-teach the
brain to send neurological sig-
nals to the limb that has been
effected.”

Studies on modified con-
straint-induced therapy show
that patients involved in this
type of program are regaining
use of their effected hmbs.

Low-tar
cigarettes

Q: Are low-tar cigarettes
safe?

A: No. There is no such
thing as a safe vcigarette.
Millions of Amerncans smoke
“low=tar,” “mild,” or “light”
brands, because they believe
those cigareties are less harm-
ful than regular cigarettes.
However, the National Cancer
Institute announced recently
that people whoa smoke low-

tar cigarettes are likely to
inhale the same amount of

cancer-causing substances as
smokers ol régular cigareltes,
and they remain at high risk
for developing smoking-relat-
ed cancers and other diseases.

Studies in the late 1960s
and 19705 suggested that
smokers of low-lir cigareties
had somewhat lower lung can-
cer risks than smokers of other
cigarettes, It was believed that
a8 more smokers used low-tar
cigarettes for longer periods of
time,

death  rates would fall.
Unfortunately, this did not
happen.
Although low-tar cigarettes
became very popular, lung

cancer death rates continued Lo
rise until the early 1990s. The

discipline is required.

“The key to this program is
directly proportional to the
motivation of the participant,”
said Nichols. “Our patients
come 10 our clinic three days a
week, but they must continue
this work when they leave,
There is a higher success rate
when a patient and caregiver
work together at home,”

Cardinal Hill's modified
program is slightly different
than the traditional constraint
induced therapy program. The
traditional program requires a
patient to attend therapy six
hours a day, five days a week
for two weeks.

“We went with the modified
program, because many of our
patients may have difficulty
handling the higher activity
level of the traditional pro-
gram,” said Nichols. “The other
benefit is that a three-day phys-
ical and occupational therapy
program is more likely to be
covered either by private insur-
ance or Medicare, instead of
being paid for solely by the
patient,”

To be eligible for the modi-
fied constraint induced pro-
gram, a person must be eight
weeks post stroke or injury, be
medically stable, be able to
independently grasp  and
release a washcloth with the
weakened bhand, and demon-
strate good balance. A physi-
cian's recommendation is also
required
