Female veteran remembered,
to be laid to rest in Arlington |

HAZARD — After nearly & cen-
tury of life, the heroic spirit of high-
ly decorated veteran Col, Ruby
Bradley, 94, departed on May 28, at
the Appalachian Regional Hospital
in Hazard.

Bom December 19, 1907, in

®Spencer, W.Va, Ruby Grace
Bradley, the fourth of six children,
went on to lead a life full of person-

al sacrifice and service that earmed
her 34 medals and citatons for
bravery that marked the spirit of a

soul dedicated to the continuance of

human life.

Bradley served in the U.S. Army
as a nurse in World War Il and the
Korean War., where she accom-
plished feats that went beyond the
call of duty.

Bradley was captured three
weeks after the Japanese bombed
Pearl Harbor on December 7, 1941,

and remained a POW for 37 months
and five days at the Santo Tomas
internment camp in Manila, The ‘
Phillipines. While there, she cared |
for those around her by going hun- |
gry so that children could eat, deliv-
ering 13 American babies and
assisting in 230 operations,

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Consumer groups attack Bush administration
position on Internet digital divide

WASHINGTON — The Bush
administration should protect fed-
eral programs that promote
Internet access and do more
close the gap between technology
haves and have-nots, consumer
groups said Thursday.

The groups contend the admin-
istration is misinterpreting a gov-
emment study on the topic by
looking at Internet access at work
and in schools, rather than concen-
trating on homes where most fam-
ilies use the Internet and the gap is
greatest.

“The administration’s claim
that we no longer need policies to
close the gap is simply wrong.”
said Chris Murray of the
Consumers Union, which released
an analysis with the Consumer
Federation of America and Civil
Rights Forum.

“Rather than misdefine the
problem of the digital divide, the
Bush administration would like to

misinterpret it out of existence,”
Murray said.

Gallagher said. "We believe in
expanded opportunities, which

“This administration focuses much more on
digital opportunities as opposed to divides,”
Gallagher said. “We believe in expanded
opportunities, which happen in schools, in
libraries, in workplaces and at home.”

Michael D. Gallagher, deputy
director of the Commerce
Department’s National
Telecommunications and
Information Administration, said
the administration agrees the digi-
tal divide is a serious issue.

But he said the government
now is taking a different approach
from the Clinton administration's,
which included a program begun
in 1994 that brought computers
with Internet access to inner cities.

“It's very dangerous what
we're talking about ... and I've
got children,” she said.
“Everybody was afraid. They

Clay County's sheriff closed
the polls twice this month when
absentee voters lined up in large
numbers. And on May 19, four
people involved with the county
clerk’s race were involved in
shooting incidents.

The attorney general's office
is currently investigating “voling
irregularities” in Clay, which
makes up much of Colter's dis-
trict, but she said she doesn't
plan to report what happened to
her. “There’s not a thing any-
body can do,” Colter said. “You
couldn't get anyone to admit to
handling the money."

Vote buying is a felony under
Kentucky law, punishable by one
to five years in prison, However,
Smith declined to comment on
the legality of an offer ta buy
votes like the one Colter said she
received.

One of Colter’s rivals in the
primary election, Jerry Wagers,
said vote buying is hardly a
secret in Clay County.

“It kind of goes without being
said, you know it happens.” said
Wagers, who also lost his bid for
the seat.

We made an American flag
from small pieces of cloth and |
had the honor to sew on the blue,
the star for our state of West
Virginia. We would gaze at it on
each Fourth of July, and when
coming away from the hidden
spot, we always had the feeling
that those colors were symbolic
of our hopes for the future.”

In June 1950, less than six
years after her return to America,
Bradley was bound for Korea as
a combat nurse despite her expe-
riences in Santo Tomas. In a
magazine article, she was quoted
as saying, "'l wanted to go where
I was needed the most.”

Bradley retired from the
Army in 1963, but continued to
care for others by working as a
nurse for the rest of her working
life. Bradley was moved 1o the
Prestonsburg Health Care Center
in January and was moved 0
Eastern Kentucky Veterans
Center in Hazard, on May 3.

In an annual digital divide
report released by the Commerce
Department in February, the
administration pointed to a trend
that showed Internet use growing
at a faster rate among the poor and
minorities and in rural areas.

Emboldened by the survey,
officials then declared that the dig-
ital divide was closing and expen-
sive governmenl programs such as
Commerce’s Technology
Oppontunities Program are no
longer needed. That program.
which costs $15 million per year,
creates self-sustaining technology
projects, such as the inncr city
COMPpULeTs.

Bush cut funds for the program
last year and marked it for elimina-
tion in the 2003 budget.

Gallagher sad the admimsts-
ton is encouraged by 520-per-
month Interngt access and $500
compulers, common prices for
low-end access, “which are much
more robust than what was avail-
able in 1994 when this program
was initiated.”

Bush's 2003 education budget
terminates several other technolo-
gy projects, including community
technology centers and programs

Administration officials said
those projects duplicated others
and they cited the need o put more
money inlo anti-terrorism projects.

The consumer groups” report
sitys 45 percent of Americans still
do not have Internet access. It also
laments the second-tier digital
divide brought by broadband, in
which richer Americans are getting
high-speed Intemnet access, while
many poor families have none at
all

Critics also cite the Federal

Communications Commission for
policies that loosen requirements
on the Jocal telephone giants,
Consumes Federation of America
research director Mark Cooper
said the policies will result in high-
er prices for Intemet access.

The administration’s policies
“will only worsen the problem —
ensuring that the Internet will not
be a mechanism for increasing
equality and spreading opportuni-
ty, but will be a case of the rich get-
ting richer,” Cooper said.

Lack of report
angers fire victim

AUXIER An Auxier
woman is angry a volunteer fire
department will not give the
cause of a fire thay destroyed her
house in late April. But a depart-
ment representative claims he
cannot legally do so,

Forty-five-year-old Debra
Jarrell, who had been visiting
her sistér-in-law in nearby
Buffalo, retumed to her Lum
DeRossett  Branch  address
Monday, April 29, and found that
her house had completely burned
down.

“*My entire house had burned
down and 1 just assumed that the
fire department had known about
it,” she said.

Later she discovered that the
fire department had not received a
call and therefore knew nothing
of it.

Jarrell lived alone and her
closest neighbor was a much
older man who lived & quarter-
mile down the road.

She called the Auxier Fire
Department because she needed a
fire report 1o present to her insur-
ance company so that she would
be compensated.

“Auxier Fire Department said
that since they weren't called out,

they didn't have to make &
report,” she said.

But according o  Auxier
Volunteer Fire Department Fire
Chief Charles Music, the Fire
department cannot legally write a
report if no one from the depan-
ment witnessed the fire,

“She called aboul two or three
days after the fact and asked for a
report on the fire,” Music smd.
“We couldn’t come over to give a
run report because we didn’t
make a run. My sugeestion to her
was to call Kentucky State Police
to receive an arson investiganon,”

After Jarrell spoke o Music,
she contacted the Floyd County
Sheriff”s Office, the state Fire
Marshall’s Office and several
other fire departments in the ared
to see if anyone else could make a
fire report.

“The sheriff paged me and said
that she had contacted him about
the arson investigation,” Musie
said. “He said that he called the
Kentucky State Police and the
KSP would do an arson investi-
gation if the wvolunteer fire
department requested it | placed
a call to KSP and asked them o
do it. They said they would do it
if Jarrell would call and request
it. We called and wld her that
and that's the last I've heard of
the situation.”

during the testing process.

Early detection of HIV
mfection is extremely impor-
tant, Very effective treatments
are available, These treatments
are more effective when admin-
istered before HIV infection
progresses to Acquired
Immunodeficiency Syndrome
(AIDS). Early detection is also
a key to preventing infection of
other people.

One of the most effective
measures in preventing the
spread of HIV is to detect
infected individuals, make
them aware of their status and
help them to prevent infecting
others. Ultimately that is the
goal of this project.

Who should be
tested?

M A person who had sex
with: someone who has HIV,
any sexually transmitted dis-
gase, or injects drugs. One
should also be tested if he or
she had multiple sex partners or
had sex with someon¢ who had
multiple sex partners.

M As of December 31, 57
percent of cumulative AIDS
cases contracted HIV as aresult
of the risk factor, men having
sex with men, Eleven percent
of AIDS cases were a result of
heterosexual contacl.

B A person who has shared
needles or syringes. Of cumula-
tive AIDS cases. 13 percent
contracted HIV from injecting
drug use. and 6 percent have
both of the risk factors men
having sex with men and
injecting drug use.

M A person who had a blood

transfusion between 1978 and
1985,

W A woman who 1s pregnant
or desires to be pregnant. The
Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention currently rec-
ommends that all pregnant
women receive an HIV test.
Early detection among preg-
nant women is important
because administering treat-
ment to the mother during
pregnancy and to the child
through six weeks after birth,
reduces the chance of transmit-
ting HIV to the child by two-
thirds.

Testing Sites

There are many places
throughout the state that offer
HIV testing, such as a physi-
cian’s office or a hospital. Also,
there are currently 177 state
sponsored HIV Counseling and
Testing Sites in  Kentucky.
These sites may offer free test-
ing. Most are operated by local
health departments, but there
are some at university student
health centers.

In addition to the state spon-
sored counseling and testing
sites, there are 10 community-
based organizations providing
these services,

All sites recommend confi-
dential testing, but will perform
anonymous tests if desired.

Community organizations
and local health departments
around the state have planned
large-scale testing activities in
conjunction with this event.

TOLEDO, Spain — After the
expulsion of Spain’s Jews in
1492, the granite tombstones in
the courtyard of the old Samuel
ha-Levi synagogue were slolen
to pave roads.

Today, despite the countless
carriage wheels that trundled
over them, the graves survive: a
clear testament to the destruc-
tion of what was once the
world's largest Jewish commu-
mity.

Now Spain's Roman
Catholic bishops want Pope
John Paul 1T to canonize Queen
[sabella I who, along with hus-
band King Ferdinand 11, issued
the edict giving Spain's estimat-
ed 100,000 Jews the stark choice
of becoming Christians or flee-
ing the country,

Supporters regard Isabella as
a pious and powerful leader, but
dissenters — both Jewish and
non-Jewish — see the drive for
canonization as a weak attempt
by clerical leaders to divert
attention from scandal and divi-
sion within the church,

No one would argue that
Isabella and Ferdinand are
among Spain's best-known
ruless.

Aside from funding 'the
Atlantic crossing of Christopher
Columbus  and  spreading
Christianity to the New World,
the: “Catholic Monarchs” — a
papal title conferred on Isabella

Davidson

and Ferdinand two years after
the expulsion — also estab-
lished the dreaded Spanish
Inquisition.

Led by the fanatical inquisi-
tor Tomas de Torquemada, the
tribunal employed diabolical
torture methods and condemned
hundreds. perhaps thousands, of
supposed  “Judaizers™ and
heretics to be burnt at the stake.
The inquisition was abolished
only in 1834,

“Throughout history, great
efforts have been made in Spain
1o equate Jews with wickedness,
with perfidy, with ritual crimes,”
said Santiago Palomero,
Catholic-born curator of the
Museo Sefardi, housed in the
ornate Samuel ha-Levi syna-
gogue which was converted to 4
church after the expulsion.

Recalling his elementary
schoolteachers”  anti-Semitic
lessons in the 1950s, Palomero
accused the bishops of taking a
page from their predecessors o
divert attention from recent
scandals by seeking to canonize
Isabella.

"Who do they think they
are?” said Palomero, whose
cramped office in the 14th cen-
tury synagogue overlooks the
display of desecrated graves in
the courtyard.

The queen's modern-day fans
see her not as a religious bigot,
but rather as a maligned
monarch. They say she unified
Spain after decades of warfare,
brought Jesus Christ’s message

left te get medical attention.

For the next two days and
nights, in a ‘mosquito- and
snake-infested forest, the young
man wandered totally blind until
he finally staggered upon a farm
house where he was able to find
help. Today he is living with his
parents in a nearby town and he
will be blind for the rest of his
life.

“She was a great defender of
the Jewish people,” said
Covadonga Santos of the
church’s Isabella the Catholic
Commission, the panel promot-
ing her canonization.

The vote has sparked
protests, both in Spain and
abroad, reminiscent of the
September 2000 beatification of
Pope Pius IX, who condoned the
seizure of a Jewish boy to be
raised as a Catholic. and the pro-
posed beatification of Pius XII,
whom Jewish groups fault for
failing to speak out publicly
against the Holocaust.

Abraham Foxman, director
of the Anti-Defamation League
of B'nai B'rith, said he hoped
the lIsabella proposal “will fall
on deaf ears in the Vatican."

“Queen Isabella has a dark
mark in history of being anti-
Semitically cruel and setting a
standard that other countries fol-
lowed," he said.

Like its U.S. counterpart, the
Spanish church has seen its
share of unfavorable headlines
recently — a priest arrested for
child pornography, another
openly homosexual, a third mar-
rying a Peruvian nun he met on
the Internet, and millions of dol-
lars in charitable contributions
deposited in shady investment
schemes.

It is also battling a rebellion
by liberal ¢lergy who want to do
away with celibacy and accept
women as priests.

“A gigantic abyss is growing
between the hierarchy and many
of the faithful,” said Emilia
Robles, who belongs to a
Catholic group trying to pro-
mote church dialogue with dis-

Floyd native
answering a calling

BURGIN — What began
with a simple letter to Mother
Teresa eight years ago blos-
somed into a missionary
lifestyle for Floyd County native
Rose Hall Leibundguth.

Leibundguth wrote to Mother
Teresa in 1994, asking her if she
could go to India to work with
her. Mother Teresa wrote back
and told her to go to Jenkins and
work with the sisters at the
Muinistries of Charity.

“I really felt like the Lord had
given me such a heart for peo-
ple,” Leibundguth said.

After her stay in Jenkins,
Leibundguth returned to her
home in Burgin, just outside of

Lexington.
With the help of her husband
David and many friends,

Leibundguth founded Mercy
House, a non-profit, non-
denominational safe house for
everyone from the unemployed
and the battered to the elderly.

Mercy House is located in
Burgin and can currently house
22 people.

“Right now we have a variety
of residents,” Leibundguth said.
“We have abused women, fami-
lies, unemployed individuals
and people going through
divorces. Since we are a min-
istry, we do not have time con-
straints,”

Mercy House used to work
with individuals in need of drug
and alcohol rehabilitation but,
according to Leibundguth, the
program needed more workers
and a more involved support
system.

Another group of people to
whom Mercy House caters is the

“We have eight elderly peo-
pl¢ here right now who are not
nursing-home eligible and are
below poverty level,”
Leibundguth said.

After Mercy House opened,
Leibundguth worked on opening
similar  establishments in
Garrard and Madison counties.

The Madison County estab-
lishment, which is scheduled 1o
open at the end of the year, will
be a home for single mothers
and their newborn children,

FRANKFORT —
Kentuckians are driving longer
to get to work and using more
vehicles in which to do it —
about 229,000 more than a
decade ago, dccording lo new
census figures.

Carpooling declined, as did
the number of people who used
public transportation, bicycles
or their own two feet to get 10
the job sife.

An average commule in
Kentucky was 23.5 minules, up
from 20.7 minutes in 1990. The
longest commutes generally
were in eastern and northeastern
counties with modest popula-
tions and comparatively few
jobs.

The numbers. based on work-
ers 16 and older, were derived
from responses to long-form
questionnaires the UL.S. Census
Bureau distributed to about one
household in six.

College. But it was 72.2 min-
utes at California, a Campbell
County town that is on the Ohio
River and miles from a bridge.

In McCracken County, two
of the three largest employery
— Western Baptist Hospital and
Lourdes Hospital — are near at
hand in Paducah. The third, the
U.S. Enrichment Corp. uranium
plant, is on a five-lane highway,
Doolittle said.

Elsewhere in the region, hun-
dreds of rural workers drive
long distances to major facto-
ries, including Toyota's assem-
bly plant in Georgelown and the
LexMark printer plant in
Lexington. Some drive to insti-
tutions, such as Morehead State
University or to the state prison
near West Liberty.

If you don’t mind driving,
you can “get out of the cilies, a
slower pace of Ilife.” said
Herschel Sexton, judge-execu-
tive of Menifee County, where
2,261 workers had an average
commute of 36.1 minutes, fifth-
longest in the state.

In the town of California,
population 86, Debbie Young is
the odd person out among 34
adult workers who averaged an
hour and 12 minutes behind the
wheel each moming. She walks
o work — actually she just
crosses the street — to get to her
job as city treasurer.

Most people in the town
commute to Florence or
Cincinnati, Young said, adding:
“That's a pretty good drive.”

PADUCAH — Tech. Sgt
Bill Uvanni heard the awful
“whoomph” of the exploding
German anti-aircraft shell,

Shrapnel slashed into his pro-
tective flak vest, ripping out cot-
ton stuffing that fluttered around
him like snow.

Uvanni was unhurt. But that
flak burst high over Hamburg,
Germany, on Aug. 6, 1944, was
apparently his nearest brush
with death in World War IT.

A radio operator on a big
four-engine B-24 “Liberator”
bomber, Uvanni braved flak and
enemy fighters on 35 combat
missions. He Kkept a diary of
every one.

A native of Rome., N.Y.,
Uvanni and his wife, Nell, set-
tled in Paducah, her hometown,
after the war,

Bill Uvanni, a Distinguished
Flying Cross winner, died in
1999 at age 79. His combat jour-
nal survives as grim testimony
to some of the bloodiest air bat-
tles of World War I1.

During the war, German
highter pilots and  anti-aircraft
gunners shot down 152 B-24sin
Uvanni’s outfit, the 44th Bomb
Group, dubbed the “Flying 8
Balls." More than 850 air crew-
men were killed.

“Bill and his crew were
lucky,” Nell Uvanni said. “They
all got home except their navi-
gatar who was shot down and
killed when he had to fly with
another crew.”

On Uvanni’s first mission, 4
raid against Bernberg, Germany,
about 60 cannon-firing German
Messerschmitt 410 fighters
pounced on the 44th Bomb
Group.

“None of the planes from our
squadron were hit but an entire
squadron (12 aircraft) were
knocked out on the first pass,”
he wrote, “Some blew up and
others went into dives and never

came out.”

After several men from
stricken B-24s managed to bail
out, the radio on Uvanni's plane
“Consolidated Mess” crackled
with frightening news. German
pilots were shooting the
Americans dangling helplessly
in their in their parachutes.

U.S. P-38 fighters, which
were escorting the bombers, shot
down many of the
Messerschmitts — “really paid
them off,"” according to Uvanni.

“At interrogation the mtelli-
gence officer told us that mis-
sions didn’t come any rougher
than today’s,” Uvanni wrote.

On Aug. 6. Uvanni's plane
was bound for Germany with
another bomb load. The target
was a Nazi oil refinery at
Hamburg. -

A storm of anti-aircraft fire

greeted the Flying 8 Balls, “We
could sec planes going down
ahead of us as they entered the
barrage,” Uvanni wrote. ™..It
looked impossible for an airplane
to get through.”

As "Consolidated Mess”
neared the target, Uvanni opened
the bomb bay doors and sat on
the floor behind the pilot and co-
pilot. “When the bombs dropped
jumped to close the bomb bay
doors (not that it would protect
us but it sure helps morale!)

“1 had no sooner closed the
doors and turmed around then
"WHOOMPH' a burst of flak hit
us and rnght where 1 was sitting a
hole the size of a 50 cent piece
appeared! My flak vest was cov-
ered with cotton batting and the
air was filled with it — 1 thought
at first that 1 had been hit."

The
B-24 “..had holes in the left
wing a foot long; holes in the
flight deck: in the bomb bays; in
the tail section; holes beneath the
pilot and co-pilot seats and holes
in the nose compartment and not
one of our crew had received a
scratch!,” Uvanni wrote. “The
Good Lord surely smiled on us
today.”

Federal agency opening
.gov Internet address to
local, state governments

WASHINGTON Tom
Manheim is sick of his web
address.

I’s long, confusing and
embarrassing — particularly
because Manheim is a city gov-
emment official in San Jose,
Calif,, home to Silicon Valley
and the premier tech haven.

“It is- very frustrating,”
Manheim said of the effort to
change his city’s address, now
the awkward ci.san-jose.ca.us.
“That doesn’t exactly roll off the
tongue.”

Now the federal government
is finishing a plan to make it eas-
ier for state and local govern-
ments to get addresses ending in
.2ov — once the sole domain of
the feds.

The  General Services
Administration, which handles
the .gov addresses, expects the
standards to be in place by mid-
October. The process lays oul
rules for application and format
so the thousands of local and
state jurisdictions — as well as
Indian nations — can claim their
LOVS.

Marty Wagner, an associate
administrator at GSA, said the
new rules were sparked by let-
ters and phone calls from local
officials.

*You'd go to meetings with
state or local folks, and you'd
get buttonholed by them saying,
"We're part of the government,
too,”" Wagner said.

Some states and cities —
such as Connecticut, Michigan
and New York City — already
have .gov addresses, but not all
use them. They got the address-
es by asking GSA directly,
sometimes waiting months as
federal officials dickered over
whether the applicant was wor-
thy.
“Depending on where their
thinking was on issuing .gov
spaces (determined) whether
you got it or not,” said Gregg
“Rock™ Regan, Connecticut's
chief information officer. “lt
was, a very undocumented
process,”

Wagner said local officials
are justified in their frustration.

“Their characterizations are
about right,” Waidgner said.
“Things were really done on a
somewhat ad-hoc process. What
you're seeing is the government
cleaning up its act.”

At one time, local govem-
ments — along with schools and
libraries — were relegated to
US addresses, similar to other
two-letter country codes. The
Commerce Department, which
handles most of the govern-
ment's responsibility over
Internet domain names, gave a
company called NeuStar the
right 1o administer that domain
last fall.
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Now .US isn’t so special —
NeuStar offers it to almost any
person, company or organiza-
tion in the United States.

Local governments have
been unsatisfied with the
ungainly addresses for some
time. Some have chosen
addresses ending in .com or .net,
even though those areas are
already saturated.

Florida uses MyFlorida.com,
while  Kansas goes for
AccessKansas.org. The address-
es fire not only easier (o0 remem-
ber, but they provide a lot more
personality than the vanilla US.

Wagner said there is some
room to play with .gov, too.
Tennesseeanytime.gov would be
fine, as would eMaryland.gov.

The only proposed restriction
would stop states from embed-
ding their names or postal codes
into another word that would be
confusing for visitors. So
Indiana, with its postal code IN,
wouldn’t be allowed to claim
win.gov or independence.gov.

Cities and towns are encour-
aged (o include the postal code
of their state. or, with the state
government’s permission, put

the town site under the state
umbrella. For example, San Jose
could pick sanjose-ca.gov, or
sanjose.ca.gov if California offi-
cials approve.

“You have to deal with issues
like there is a Paris, Texas, and a
Paris, Virginia,” Wagner said.

With so many local govern-
ments, federal officials realize
everyone won't be happy with
any single choice. Conrad
Cross, chief information officer
of Orlando, Fla., said he pre-
ferred the old .US convention.

“Then we had a nice drag-
down fight with our communi-
cations people because they
insisted that it was too hard for
people to figure out,” Cross said.
The city uses cityoforlando.net.

Cross said Orlando would
probably get a .goy address, but
was doubtful that his colleagues
across the country would be
content with the new GSA
guidelines.

“I don’t think you can force
city governments and county
governments to comply. It's a
marketing thing,” Cross said, “1
can just see us having this fight
again.”

senters, So the bishops, she said,
are secking “defense mecha-
nisms’ such as Isabella, a symbol
of Spanish npational unity.

While the Vatican has yet to
respond to the canonization
request, the church commission
is hoping the bishops® decision
will enable Isabella's canoniza-
tion in 2004, the 500th anniver-
sary of her death.

“We thought the delay was
because of the Jewish issue,”
Santos said. “But Rome was
telling us they thought there was
a lack of mnterest among Spanish
bishops."”

Despite pervasive seculariza-
tion in Spain since the end of the
church-backed dictatorship of
Gen. Francisco Franco, Isabella
remains a key historical figure,
comparable. in a way, to George
Washington.

Elementary schoolchildren
learn that Isabella and Ferdinand
united Spain’s kingdoms for the
first time after driving out the
Muslims of Andalusia.

Proponents of canonization
say Isabella lived a life of saintly
devotion, doing her best to pro-
tect Jews and indigenous popula-
tions and trying to restrain the
excesses of conquistadors and
missionaries she sent to Latin
America,

“Queen Isabel was a living
servant of Christ, forever con-
cerned about the Christian
renewal of her people and the
missionary evangelization,” the
current Archbishop of Valladolid,
Jose Delicado Baeza, wrote in a
prologue to a book on the queen

sponsored by the commission.

According to the church com-
mission, Isabella’s persona has
been sullied by the " “Black
Legend.” a smear campaign his-
torians have traced to Spain’s
16th century archenemies,
Holland and Britain. The legend
exaggerated the Inquisition’s tor-
ture chambers (o0 portray
Catholicism as a tyrannical faith.

“It seems the Inguisition cre-
ated less terror than was original-
ly thought,” said Santos, who
blames the expulsion on com-
moners and nobles who envied
the power and wealth of the Jews
and forced the monarchs to tum
on their Jewish friends.

A chronology of Isabella’s life
published by the commission
says that in 1492 Isabella and her
hushand “revoked the permission
of the Jews to stay in their
realm,”

Such arguments have done lit-
tle to convince tourists of many
faiths who flock to Toledo to see
what was once a cultural and
intellectual melting pot of Jews,
Christians and Muslims.

“It's  outrugeous,”  said
Manuel de Santaren, a Roman
Catholic from Boston whose
ancestors were Spanish,

Glavine, Thomas open
to steroid testing

Tom Glavine doesn't think
steroid use is as prevalent as
Ken Caminiti says il is. Frank
Thomas wants baseball to find
out.

Caminiti estimated that at
least half the major leaguers use
steroids, and he told Sports
Illustrated he was on them when
he was the NL MVP in 1996.

Glavine, the Atlanta Braves
left-hander who has served as
the team's representative to the
players” union since 1990,
doubts the problem is thar wide-
spread.

“Fifty percent is a lot, and if
I'm going to sil here and look at
25 guys on my ballclub and think
12 or 13 are on steroids, then no,
1 don't believe it," he said
Wednesday. “But if I look at 700
players overall, there might be
some teams who have more than
13. 1 don’t know."

Thomas wants baseball to start
testing for steroids, saying he
feels "cheated” if other players
are using drugs.

“1 don't know who's on and
who's not on,” the two-time MVP
with the Chicago White Sox said.
“There is definitely more activity
in the weight room nowadays. |
was hoping that it was just old
guys working hard in the weight
room. 1 really think it's time for
testing.

Glavine said the union may
have 10 address the issue, but he's
not sure how.

“It's easy for me o 5it here and
say I don’t care about drug testing
because [ don't take steroids and
don't take drugs.” he said. “It's
not a big deal o me, but obvious-
ly there is much greater cause for
concern that goes into why you
would or would not agree with
doing thar.”

Baseball officials said follow-
ing an owners meeung in
Chicago they would like a pro-

gram to deal with steroids and
testing.

The NFL and NBA prohibit
steroids and test for them, The
NHL and major league baseball
have no policy regarding their
use.

“We've made a comprehen-
sive proposal to the players’ asso-
ciation to deal with the issue of
steroids and testing for steroids at
the major league level, and we're
hopeful that it's an issue that will
be resolved in the bargaining
process,” said Rob Manfred,
baseball’s top labor lawyer.

Aban in baseball, or even test-
ing players on 40-man rosters,
would have to be bargained with
the players, The union has resist-
ed such a plan.

“The association regards the
issue as a serious and complicat-
ed one and will treat those discus-
sions  accordingly.”  umion
spokesman Greg Bouris said.

Recently retired slugger Jose
Canseco went even further than
Caminiti, saying 85 percent of
players use steroids.

New York Mets manager
Bobby Valentine thought those
estimates were overblown.

“Only if it's in the water or
there’s some way players are
ingesting them without knowing
iL," Valentine said before his
team’s home game against
Philadelphia. “I think it's a total
exaggeration unless you're say-
ing some of the stuff like MetRx
mix and the blender swff is a
steroid, then 1 stand corrected,

“As far as something injected
or prescribed, I think it's prepos-
terous to say 85 percent.”

There may be rumors about
certain players, but Yankees man-
ager Joe Torre said that's al) he's
ever heard — rumors.

“I'm not sure how widespread
this problem is.” Torre said. “1've
seen players go from tall, skinny
guys to 1all, strong guys. Sure,

Consumer News: A medical device safety crisis?

“Current [laws] regulating medical
devices are inadequate for ensuring
patient safety, especially for implanted
devices.”

That's what the non-profit con-
sumer group Public Citizen wrote in a
letter to U.S. Sen. Edward Kennedy

on April 9, 2002, If accurate, it’s a
chilling statement for the millions of
Americans who depend on medical
devices to keep them alive and well,
especidlly since the U.S. Congress is
considering legislation that would pro-
tect the manufacturers of dangerous
devices at the expense of the people
they are supposed to help.

There are thousands of medical

devices on the market, and their uses
range from those put to work in hospi-
tals and doctors’ offices (such as bron-
choscopes and X-ray machines), to
devices implanted during surgery (like
pacemakers), to everyday consumer
products (such as contact lenses).

The federal government - through

charged with making sure these
devices are safe and effective; In
order to do this, the FDA is
responsible for such things as
reviewing products before they
enter the market, inspecting the
factories that produce them, and
monitoring the devices' perfor-
mance once they enter the mar-
ket and are used on patients.

But the number of medical
device manufacturers is growing
quickly. The FDA estimates that
the “number of device firms
domestically and internationally
has increased from 9,061 in [fis-
cal year| 1997 to 13,701 in [fis-
cal year] 2001 and [are] project-
ed to increase to over 15,000 in
[fisca! year| 2003."

And the FDA admits that it is
not doing what it should to
assure device safety, especially
when it comes to inspecting and
monitoring devices" perfor-
mance once they start to be used
on patents,

In its own 2002 Performance
Plan, the FDA's Center for
Devices and Radiological
Health (CDRH) admits it has
fallen short in three key program
areas, including “Device
Inspection” and “Device Post-
Market Surveillance.” In both of
these areas, the FDA says ils
programs are “Not Working
Well.”

It's not clear whether this
lack of oversight led to recent
problems with Olympus brand

bronchoscopes. In April 2002 it
was widely reported that the
bronchoscopes - devices used to
examine the lungs - were appar-
ently manufactured in a faulty
way so that at least 400 patients
examined by the scopes suffered
serious infections.

Now, new legislation intro-
duced in Congress may make it
even mare difficult to hold man-
ufacturers of defective devices
accountable for their actions.
HR 4600, a bill about medical
malpractice issues, would give
unprecedented legal protections
to manufacturers of faulty med-
ical devices, as well as produc-
ers of dangerously defective
drugs.

One of those legal protec-
tions would prevent juries from
punishing manufactures that act
particularly badly - for example,
by continuing to manufacture
products known to be defective
and dangerous - from awarding
punitive damages (which juries

award in about 3 percent of cas-

es to deter others from commit-
ting the same bad behavior).
Without proper regulation
through the FDA, or strong pro-
lections in courts, what is keep-
ing our families safe from man-
ufacturers of defective medical
devices and defective drugs?

doorstep, offering a location for
growth, access to the highway
and positioning for the prosperi-
ty of the 1950s.

During the 1960s, under the
direction of Burl Spurlock, the
bank grew and prospered with
total assets growing to almost
$15 million by the end of 1966.
This time period saw much

MOREHEAD — The
College of Education at
Morehead State University
has a secondary teacher cer-
tification option with its
new Master of Arts in
Teaching (MAT) degree.

Full time students may
complete the program in as
little as one year and a sum-
mer. Others may take as
long as two years to com-
plete the program.
Candidates will be required
to spend a minimum of 60
hours a semester in public
school classrooms for two
semesters, or be employed
as a teacher on a temporary
provisional certificate.
Once all requirements are
met, the Master of Arts in
Teaching degree will be
awarded and the student
will be recommended for

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Student loan rate ahout to drop to
historic low of 4.06 percent on July 1

The cost of federal student
loans i8 about to fall for most bor-
rowers from already historic lows,
the U.S. Education Department
said Wednesday.

On July 1, interest on govern-
ment-backed student loans will
automatically fall to 4.06 percent,

from 5.99 percent. Pareats borrow-
ing to finance their youngsters’
schooling will see their rate drop to
4.86 percent, from 6,79 percent.

The government estimates that
if the new rate remained
unchanged, student borrowers
with a $10,000 balance would save
$1,133 over the standard 10-year
repayment plan,

Last year's rates were already

the lowest since the 7 percent when
the student loan program began in
1965.

Loans are made on a variable
rate reset cach July 1, based on
short-term interest rates the gov-
emment sets after U.S. Treasury
bills are auctioned at the end of
May. The last auction this month
was Tuesday.

The rate drops apply only to

The rates are this low only due
to the combined effect of the
tragedy of the Sept. 11 attacks and
the recession, said John E. Dean,
lobbyist for the Consumer Bankers
Association, whose members are
the largest commercial banks in
student lending.

The rates are unlikely to last —
or 1o compensate much for the
steadily climbing cost of a college
degree. “People should not fool
themselves that somehow college
becoming less affordable has been
solved,” Dean said.

Taking blood
pressure by the book

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:

With respect to taking blood pressure at
home, we find that taking pressure several
times usually results in lower readings. My
pressure varies over a wide range. Many times
my systolic pressure might be 170 on the first
reading but, after one or two more times with
five-minute intervals, it is normal.

One doctor
said that the
highest number
is valid.
Another said
that the lowest
pressure
counts. Who is
right? — B.T.

ANSWER:

There is a
formal and
strict protocol for taking blood pressure. The
validity of a reading requires adhering to the
rules. First, a person ought to be seated com-
fortably for five minutes. The arm around
which the blood pressure cuff is wrapped must
be supported on an adjacent table or on the
chair’s armrest.

Chicken Soup for the Soul: Sergei

I had worried myself sick over
Sergei’s mother coming to see me, |
was a new teacher. and 1 gave honest
accounts of the students’ work, In
Sergei’s case. the grades were awfully
low.

of even the experienced, and 1 had
taught for only about six months.
So when Sergei’s mom
entered the room, my palms
were sweating. 1 was
completely unprepared
for her kisses on both
my cheeks. “I came to
thank you,"” she said,
baffling me beyond
speech. Because of me,
she said, Sergei had
become a different person.
He talked of how much he
loved me, he had made friends for the
first time, and for the first time 1in his
12 years, he had recently spent an
afternoon at a friend’s house. 1 was
responsible for all this.

I knew
it as soon as I remembered the inci-
dent, because from. that day, Sergei
had sat up straighter, paid more atten-
tion, smiled more, had become happy.

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Books: The Darwin Awards: Evolution in Action

The Darwin Awards:
Evolution in Action
by Wendy Northcutt
(Plume, $10)

The Darwin Awards
(www.darwinawards.com) have
been an Internet fixiure for
almost 10 years, and chances
are, if you have e-mail, you've
been forwarded a copy of their
lists at some point in your e-life.
Now, thankfully, the Darwin

Awards have been compiled into
a senes of books.

In this latest installment of
the hilarious Darwin Awards
collections, author Wendy
Northcutt relates the freakish
ragedies of people “who are
bewilderingly unable to cope
with obvious dangers in the
modern world.” In other words,
“dumb people die in weird
ways."”

How dumb? How weird?
Consider this tale, which won
the Darwin Award in 1996:

The bod-
ies of the six were eventually
extricated from the well in the
village of Nazlat Imara, 240
miles south of Cairo.

Stop Whining about deep thinking

If you've spent any time on
the Internet, you've seen what is
‘known as “deep-linking.” It's
‘when a Web site links to a spe-
cific page of another Web site,
bypassing the home page.
1t’s been going on for years,
-and we might not be calling ita
*Web™ il it weren't for deep-
[inking. Hobby sites do it, ama-
teur newshounds do it, hundreds
‘of thousands of Weblogs do it,
“yes, even the professionals do it.
We al! do it. 1 did 1t yesterday,
“and I'm going to do it today.
" Soit's amazing that even

now, almost three years after
Salon.com ran an article dis-
cussing the legal problems with
deep-linking titled “Don’t Link
or I'll Sue!,” Web sites are still
moaning about it.

Take the case of
BarkingDogs.org, a news Web
site that uncovers political
malfeasance in the Dallas-Fon
Worth area. Recently, Belo
Media Corp., the owners of the
Dallas Morning News, delivered
BarkingDogs a cease-and-desist
order because it was deep-link-
ing 1o stories on
DallasNews.com.

Belo demanded that BD link
only to the DMN's home page,

The problem, says Belo, is

not with the actual content
being stolen, but with viewers
believing that the content
resides on BarkingDogs when it
doesn't. Avi Adelman, the pro-
prietor of BarkingDogs, say the
real problem is with advertising
revenue,

The real problem may be one
of a poorly designed news Web
site trying 1o find a legal scape-
goat for its financial shortcom-
ings.

Couldn't DallasNews incor-
porate advertising 1o allow for
deep-linking? Couldn’t they
program their servers to redirect
offending Web sites 1o their
homepage, and tell their lawyers
to take the day off? If I recall

correctly, didn't a judge rule
two years ago that linking to
another Web site does not con-
stitute copyright infringement?

In the end, the real problem
is envy. Big media corporations
despise grass-roots movements,
the kind that make a difference
on a shoestring budget.
