Committee passed a bill
Wednesday that would bol-
ster the finances of a fund
that pays health care ben-
efits for thousands of
retired coal minars and
their dependents.

The bill would Increase
the transfers of interest
accumulated in the
Abandoned Mine Land
Reclamation Fund to help
keep solvent a fund that
pays health care benelits
to retired miners.

The abandoned mina
fund is financed by a fee
placed on coal operatars.
Its chief purpose is to
finance the restoration of
abandoned coal mine
lands, but some Iinterest on
it already goes toward min-
ers’ benefits.

“Simply put, In restoring
abandoned coal mine
lands we must not aban-
don the retired coal miner,”
Rep. Nick Rahall, D-W.Va,,
said in a statement. He is
the sponsor of the bill

Rahall has said he intro-
duced the measure in
response o a Supreme
Court ruling that exemptad
somea coal ming owners
from having to centribute
to the health care fund,
known as the Combined
Benefit Fund.

Judge orders Mountain Citizen
employees to pay $500 for contempt

INEZ — Three employees of an
Eastern Kentucky newspaper were
each fined $500 by a judge for defying
his order against publishing the
Mountain Citizen while the rights o
the name were in dispute.

Judge Daniel Sparks said he was
forced to add the sanction to his con-
tempt of court citation to protect the
integrity of the judiciary. Sparks said
the owner Lisa Stayton, publisher
Roger Smith and editor Gary Ball
knew of his order and defied it.

Sparks said the ruling does not
infringe on any press freedoms
because they could have published
their newspaper under a different
name.

“To condone the actions of the
defendants would be tantamount to

promoting and fostering the disrespect
and distrust of the judicial system,”
Sparks said in his ruling filed
Thursday.

Attorney David Fleenor said he did
not know what his clients would do
about the fines;

Sparks had ordered the Mountain
Citizen, o weekly newspaper in the
heart of the Appalachian coalfields, to
stop using its name after Inez attomey
John R. Triplett claimed its corporate
identity.

Triplett, former chairman of the
Martin County Water Board, took the
paper's pame after Stayton mmadver-
tently allowed incorporation papers to
lapse.

Kentucky corporations are required
to submit annual reports to the secre-
tary of state’s office, Those that don’t
are presumed inactive and are dis-

solved.

The Mountain Citizen hadn’t filed
an annual report in two years, making
that name — along with two others
held by parent company New Wave
Communications - fair game,

Stayton said she was preoccupied
with taking care of a sick refative and
paid no attention to the annual report.

Publisher Roger Smith contends
that Triplett wanted 1o silence the
newspaper because it had published
several stories about problems with
Martin County's water treatment plant
and 1ts distribution lines. Photographs
in the paper have shown muddy water
coming out of faucels, even sand col-
lecting in sinks.

State officials have wamned that a
collapse of the water system could
occur if aging equipment and staffing
problems aren’t addressed.

Keller pleads

Taylor said that on June 17, 2001, Keller walked
out of his house, at Hershel Owen's trailer court in
West Prestonsburg, and ran after a four-wheeler,
occupied by John Mark McKenzie, Bill Shepherd
and William Wolfe, and shot as it was driving away
on & county road in front of his house.

According to Taylor. Keller had said that he fired
once with 4 9 mim handgun before it broke.
However, the one bullet passed through the calf of

transportation planner in 1995, a
project to reconstruct the River
pedestrian bridge was already in
the works. Goble said that after
looking at the bridge, he deter-
mined that the bridge could not
be reconstructed.

While talking with Isam
Harik, a University of Kentucky
civil engineer, Harik suggested
that they build a plastic bridge.
Goble agreed to act as project
manager and get the bridge
funded if Harik would design it.

Federal and state transporta-
tion grants funded 80 percent of
the bridge, while 20 percent
came from Johnson County,
which was donated by R.B.
“Ray” Preston, in exchange for
the opportunity to name the
bridge. The original River
Bridge, named after its builder,
River United Methodist Church,
was replaced by the Forest and
Maxie Preston  Memorial
Bridge, which was named in
memory of Preston’s parents.

According to Goble, there is
only one other bridge of this
type in the world and that 390-
foot span is located in Andover,
Scotland.

The Forest and Maxie
Preston Memorial Bridge has
merited intemational attention,
including a visit from Pioneer
Production Inc. of London.
England, which filmed a docu-
mentary for The Leaming
Channel, TLC, called "Ultimate
Bridges of the World”, which

Goble said that they
researched fatality rates in
Kentucky from [998-2000 and
found that most fatal crashes were
on rural two-lane roads and LS,
23 from Virgmia to Ashland.
Goble stated that three major
causes of fatal crashes were driver
error and/or inattention, collisions
with fixed objects, and failure to
wear seat belts.

Chicago Tribune on organ donations:

There is the science-fiction horror, along the lines of the best-
selling novel “Coma.” in which humans are stored in meat lockers
so their body parts can be sold on a lucrative black market to the
ailing rich,

Then there is the real-life horror of some 80,000 people waiting
for new vital organs. More than 100 people die every week, still
waiting. And the numbers on the waiting list continue to grow, far
outstripping the supply of donor organs.

... 50 it was surprising and refreshing that the American
Medical Association thisweek took a small but significant step
forward. The delegates backed a proposal to study using money to
motivate patients and their families to donate orgaris.

The AMA is on the right track, but doctors and lawmakers have
been fretting over the issue for the better part of a decade, while
thousands of patients have died. It's time to stop arguing and face
facts. Yes, paying for organs will work. One 1999 survey showed
as little as $500 to $1,000 would increase donation rates enough to
virtually eliminate the kidney waiting list.

.. Critics worry that any system beyond the purely voluntary
will cheapen life, and create the notion that body parts are mere
commodities. But as transplant science advances it is clear that
some vital organs are, in a sense, commodities, albeit precious.
Letting people die for want of a new kidney liver or heart isn't
going to change that reality.

... The demand for organs in this country can be largely filled
by those from cadavers, if only potential donors and their families
can be convinced to donate. Many families, of course, have reli-
gious or ethical qualms. Fair enough. But for many others, if a rea-
sonable sum of money helps - and it does with most things in life
— then it should be provided through a discreet and regulated sys-
tem.

It seems an asteroid the size of a soccer field — possibly honor-

This new film shares the
crude tone but generally decent
heart of Sandler’s 1999 hit “Big
Daddy." Sandler would have
been better off developing
another original script in that
vein, rather than taking on a
remake that leaves him and co-
star Winona Ryder open to

‘The Wire’: On the
streets of Baltimore, an
intellectual cop drama

BALTIMORE - “The Wire"
is only nominally about
Baltimore detectives’ protracted
investigation of a drug gang in
the city’s west side housing pro-
jects - it's also a conduit for
David Simon's exploration of
the futility of the drug war and
the pervasiveness of corporate
culture.

In Simon’s view, the police
department and the drug organi-
zation are dysfunctional corpo-
rations that treat their employees
as expendable and have lost
touch with the public they serve,
existing just (o sustain them-
selves; and his two protagonists

homicide detective James
McNulty (Dominic West) and
midlevel drug dealer D'Angelo
Barksdale (Larry Gilliard Jr.) -
are frustrited middlemen whose
iconoclasm puts them at odds
with their bosses.

“McNulty's working for
Enron, and so is D'Angelo
Barksdale," Simon, the show's
creator and executive producer,
said during a location shoot on
Baltimore’s notoriously violent
Pennsylvania Avenue.

“What we're trying to do is a
TV show that is masquerading
as a cop show, but it’s really
about what happens when a pol-
icy goes awry and bureaucracies
become  entrenched,” said
Simon. “The police bureaucracy
is fixed and permanent, and the
drug bureaucracy equally so,
and they both treat their middle
managemenlt the same."

The 13-episode series (whose
fifth episode airs Sunday at 10
pm, EDT) kicked off with
McNulty  sitting  in on
Barksdale's murder trial. The
young killer walked free after
his cohorts intimidated witness-
es. Afterward, for motives that
remain unclear, McNulty spilled
his guts to the trial judge about
the drug gang run by

Barksdale's uncle. Avon, and the
10 murders it has committed
without a conviction.

The confession creates a
whirlwind of shakedowns and
finger-pointing within the police
department, and McNulty s

banished to the narcotics unit to

try to bring a case against the
Barksdale crew and placate the
Judge. But the department clear-
ly isn't commilted to the kind of
investigation - with wiretaps and
sophisticated surveillance - that
would net any major arrests,
Meanwhile, Barksdale is
banished by his uncle to a low-
rise housing project, where he
becomes increasingly disillu-
sioned with the violence neces-
sary to sustain the drug trade.
Simon, a former police
reporter for The (Baltimore)
Sun, previously worked on Iwo

other Baltimore-based TV
shows - “Homicide: Life on the
Street™ and *“The Comer.” But

he wanted to return to the streets
of Baltimore because there were
aspects of the police department
and the drug war he hadn’t yet

sorely need a reality check.
Their “Mr. Deeds” is insipid,
cretinous and excruciatingly
unfunny, save for a handful of
moments largely centering on

John Turturro as a thick-accent-

explored.

*“This is the department I cov-
ered in all its dysfunctional
glory. where everybody was
careerist and where nobody lost
their pension by failing to do
police work,” Simon said

The show's comprehensive
look at a drug organization
comes largely from Edward
Burns, Simon’s co-writer, who
was a Baltimore detective for 20
years and specialized in the kind
of protracted investigations thal
*The Wire” dramatizes - investi-
gations that, in the end, did lintle
to change the city’s pporest
neighborhoods.

“Whatever damage that the
drugs themselves haven't done
to these neighborhoods, the war
against them has managed to
do,” Simon said. “1U's impaired
the police department, it's alien-
ated whole subcultures of
Americans, and it's solved noth-
ing."”

“Mr. Deeds”™ may score with
Sandler’s audience of teen-age
boys, but even the more discern-
ing of that bunch likely will find
few laughs in a movie that pre-
sents Deeds’ frostbitten, black-
ened fool or a character’s hay-
wire eyes as gags worth repeat-
ing

The movie is a fairly straight-
forward update of the first two-
thirds of Capra’s 1936 version,
dispensing with the mental-
competency hearing of the third
act and distilling Capra’s rich
social commentary (o an infan-
tile sicom that comes to the
thunderous conclusion that rich
people are bad.

Sandler’s Deeds is a pizza-
shop owner in Mandrake Falls,
N.H., penning lousy greeting-
card poems in hopes that some-
day Hallmark will buy one.

An uncle he never knew
bequeaths Deeds a $40 billion
fortune. Unfazed by new wealth,
he moves into his uncle’s old
Manhattan digs, where his
homespun attitudes beguile the
staff, led by ubiquitous manser-
vant Emilio (Turturro),

But a slimy corporate raider
(Peter Gallagher) schemes 1o
bust up the uncle’s business
empire. And TV journalist Babe
Bennett (Ryder) goes undercov-
er as a sweet small-town girl,
cozymg up to Deeds so she can
capture his yokel antics on hid-
den camera - then inevitably
falling for the lunkhead.

President Bush found the rul-
ing “ridiculous,” and Senate
Majority Leader Tom Daschle,

Critics of the decision
warned that it calls into question
the use of “In God We Trust” on
the nation’s currency, the public
singing of patriotic songs like
“God Bless Americd,” even the
use of the phrase “So help me
God™” when judges and presi-
dents are sworn into office.

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Kentucky parties led nation in soft money gifts in 2000

The Associated Press

WASHINGTON - Kentucky's
Democratic and Republican par-
ties took in a higher percentage of
so-called “soft money™ than any
other state during the 2000 cam-
paign season, according to a study.

Soft money includes the unlim-
fted and unregulated donations
that corporations. unions and
wealthy individuals can make 1o
political parties. That money gets
funneled 1o the state level - as long
as it's not earmarked for a specific
candidate or campaign.

Stale parties can use the funds
to pay for issue ads, get-out-the-
vote drives and other party-build-
ing activities.

A law passed this year will bar

the¢ national parties from raising
sOft money after November.

Kentucky received a combined
$7.78 million in soft money from
the national Democratic and
Republican committees in 2000,
about R0 percent of the total of
$9.66 million donated to both par-
ties.

Nationally. 46 percent of the
$570 million that state parties
raised for the 2000 election was
soft money. the study said.

The study was a4 combined
effort by the nonprofit Center for
Public Integmty, the Center for
Responsive  Polines and  the
National Institute on Money in
State Politics.

Also among the big contribu-
tors were James and Ruth Chao,
parents of Labor Secretary Elaine
Chao, who is McConnell’s wife
The Chaos gave $5,000 to the state
Republican Party.

Legionnaire, backed by ACLU,
sues city over handbills

An American Legion post
commander who wanted to pro-
mote bingo at his Legion hall in
Catlettsburg is suing the city over
an ordinance against nandbills on
parked cars.

“We advertised by the old Tom
Paine method of pamphleteering,”
said Leonard E Jobe, invoking a
firebrand of the Amencan
Revolution.

Jobe, 66, found himself in
court after defying a police wam-
ing not to leave handbills on wind-
shields of parked cars,

A judge suspended a $500 fine,

but Jobe decided to press the 1ssue,
He went to the American Civil
Liberties Union, which took his
case. The lawsuit was filed this
week i US. District Court in
Ashland.

“We believe it’s a classic free
speech case,” said David A.
Friedman, general counsel of the
ACLU of Kentucky.

“It's a democratizing principle.
There's a real concemn that in our
cultre today, only the rich get to
be heard,” Friedman said in a tele-
phone interview from Lowmsville.

“One of the great principles
undergirding freedom of speech is
notonly freedom to speak but the
freedom to do it in a manner most

efficient, effective and least costly,
That way, people who can't afford
the expensive means of comrmuni-
cation can still be heard.
Leafleting is a cheap and efficient
way to do it," Friedman said.

The ordinance, which Mayor
Roger Hensley said has been on
the books for years, says no
“handbill, sign, poster, advertise-
ment or notice of any kind what-
soever’” can be placed on a vehicle
without the vehicle owner's writ-
ten consent.

Hensley said Jobe was asked 1o
stop posting handbills because
“99.9 percent of the fliers he was

Hard-luck Nadeau can’t seem to catch a break

Jerry Nadeau sat inside his
broken-down car for what
seemed to be an eternity. With a
victory in his grasp just seconds
earlier, he could not believe
he'd lost another race so close
to the finish line.

In a.one-race deal for Petty
Enterprises last week, he drove
the No. 44 Dodge to the front

and had a commanding lead
when a gear broke with two
laps left. Unable to coast
around the road course in
Sonoma, Calif., he pulled aver
and sat dejectedly while Ricky
Rudd led the rest of the field
across the finish line.

He was near tears when he
finally climbed from the car, a
victim yet again in the waning
moments 6f a race. That's just
the way it seems to go for

Nadeau, a hard-luck racer who
never seems o catch a break.

“I think everybody knows
that 1 won that race, I just did-
n't make it to the end, and
that’s a bum deal,” he said, his
spirits considerably higher dur-
ing a telephone interview while
taking a break during a test ses-
sion in Chicago.

“What am 1 supposed to do?
I'can’t go home and beat my
dog because of it. 1 can’t get

out of the car and kick the tires.

It's just one of those things that
| have to deal with."

He's certainly had enough
practice learning how 1o cope
with frustration,

Nadeau ran out of gas while
leading on the final lap of the
season-finale in Atlanta last
year, his car stalling out as
Bobby Labonte coasted to vie-
tory, A few months earlier, he’d
been dominant in the inaugural

race at Chicago when he lost
his motor.

He's been snakebit at least
twice in Charlorte, N.C., once
leading 115 laps of the Coca-
Cola 600 only to blow an
engine with 40 laps to go in
2000. A year later, he ran up
front all night and was in sec-
ond place when his car slipped
out of gear and fell off the
pace.

If Nadeau didn't have such

bad luck, he'd surely have no
luck at all.

“If I knew why it kept hap-
pening to me, don’t you think
I'd figure out a way to stop it?”
he said. “Losing races has
turned into the story of my life,
so I think I've grown out of the

Veteran driver and Fox TV
broadcaster Darrell Waltrip, an
Owensboro, Ky., native, said
that type of thinking may keep
the track from ever getting a
Winston Cup race.

“NASCAR logic isn’t always
logical,” said Waltrip, who has
served as an adviser to Carroll
since the track was in its plan-
ning stages. “l1 mean, they talk
about  having races at
Indianapolis, Talladega and
Bristol, but there's about 10
races in the Carolinas and
Virginia alone.

back then, ke a look at houses that have
been around for 200 years and were once
home to Kentucky's pioneer families, and
browse (maybe buy) some exquisite
anliques

For most of us who live along US 23,
Ashland is primarily a place you go to shop
or & place you have to put up with on the
journey north. Take another look. The reno-
vated Paramount Arts Center hosts top-
notch entertainers year-round. And the
Highlands Museum and Discovery Center
is top-notch itself with all Kinds of heritage
and special exhibits, as well as educational
and entertaining programs for youngsters.

Since you're up here anyway,
don't forget Huntington, West Virginia, just
across the river from Ashland. Remember
Camden Park? It's still going strong and
close to a hundred years old, surely one of

the oldest continuing amusement parks in |

the country — and probably as wild as any
of us would want, eh? There's a wonderful
art museum here, too, with first-class
exhibits, and the area has some excellent
parks. Plus, Marshall University is a whole
‘nother world to visit.

Doubling back a little, four state parks

with lakes are just a tad west of Ashland, |

Cave Run, near Morehead, is becoming one
of the most popular lake parks in the state.
Anyone who's been there can understand
why. First of all, it's absolutely beautiful.
Second, it's a fisherman and boater's
delight. I've heard of sportsmer who go
there and stay for weeks at a time, lolling
around on the lake.

Close to Olive Hill are two state parks,
Carter Caves State Park is eastern
Kentucky's claim to cavern fame. In many
ways, this park is more accessible than its
larger counterpart in central Kentucky
(Mammoth Cave National Park). Actually,
it seems 1o suit us, The park boasts 20 cay-
erns, lots of nature trails, and the beauteous
Smokey Valley Lake. Grayson Lake State
Park also takes full advantage of being in
the northemn highlands with enough hills
make you feel comfortable, but a good bit
of valley as well.

Greenbo Lake State Resort Park. near
Greenup, is first-class — like our own Jenny
Wiley State Resort Park. The legacy of
Appalachian writer Jesse Stuart is kept
alive in the park and in the region. You can
find out much about Stuart by visiting
Greenbo, which is near where he grew up
and lived in the famed W Hollow.

Unless you're a camper, you might not
want to tarry a long while in Fallsburg, in
Lawrence County. But, hey, you should not
miss the lovely community with its breath-
taking creek and falls. It's certainly worth
taking a few minutes off US 23 to find it
and enjoy the view (and perhaps wish you
had a camper).

A few miles south of Fallsburg is
Yatesville Lake State Park, the newest of
the Corps of Engineers projects in the Big
Sandy Valley. The lake is tucked out of the
way, but people are finding i1t nonetheless:
What they do find is an unbelievably beau-
tiful body of water, surrounded by crags
etched to reveal eons of rock a-forming.
This is one of those cases of seeing is
believing.

While we're on the subject of water,
there are two places you owe it to yourself
to see. In fact, you ought to be ashamed if
you've never seen them,

One is on the state line at Louisa, just off
US 23. Here the Tug Fork and the Levisa
Fork merge to form the Big Sandy River.
Your best bet is to go over to the West
Virgimia side and tum onto the street that
fronts the river. Ask one of the homeowners
if you can traipse through his/her back yard
1o get a good view of the merger. If you
care anything aboul the Big Sandy, this will
bring a lump to your throat,

Then, get back on US 23 and drive to
Catlettsburg. Follow the signs that lead you
to Kenova on the West Virginia side. Again,
follow the signs to the state park. just a few
blocks from the state line bridge, where
you'll see the Big Sandy empty itself into
the Ohio River. This, too, is a very special
site and sight.

It's kind of a shame, when you think
about it, that there is no easy way to see the
coming together of these great rivers on the
Kentucky side. But that's another column.

Fair warning, next week we'll look at
places closer to home, but just as wondrous.
I feel pretty confident that, if you're will-
ing, I can keep you busy for some time to
come.

Blood pressure is reported as

two numbers. The higher one,

what we doctors call the sys-
tolic pressure, is the pressure in the
arteries as the heart is contracting most
forcefully. The lower number, the dias-
tolic pressure, is the pressure when the
heart is relaxing and filling again in
preparation for the next “pressure” con-
fraction.

The definition of high blood pres-
sure (HBP) that I like is any pressure
that is associated with an increased risk
of health problems — typically heart,

Kidney or circulatory  disorders
Readings need to be 1aken on three dif-
ferent occasions when the person is
seated and at physical — and emotion-
al — rest. Systolic values-over 120 and
diastolic values over 80 have slightly
increased health risks associated with
them. Values greater than 140/90 are
osually considered “high™ because
intervention has been proven 1o reduce
the risks associated with these pres-
sures. Values of 160/100 or more sug-
gest that more aggressive initial treat-
ment may be needed

About 20 percent of adults have
HBP, and the incidence increases with
age. Of those with blood pressure
problems, about 39 percent are
unaware that they haye the condition
and only 16 percent are receiving ade-
quate treatment o keep their pressure
down where it should be, So, if you've

Ponder
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actually had three high pressure read-
ings, you would fall into that undesir-
able category of those with HBP who
are not receiving adequate treatment,

Blood pressure can be elevated for a
number of reasons but more than 90
percent of cases result from what we
doctors call “essential hypertension.”
This is a fancy label to indicate that we
don’t really know the cause. Any treat-
ment method that reduces blood pres-
sure to the normal level will reduce the
risks associated with essential hyper-
lension.

The risk from untreated HBP is
much greater than the risk from blood
pressure medicine, however, undesir-
able side effects can happen.
Interference with athletic and sexual
functioning, the concerns you men-
tioned, are among them, Fortunately,
it's usually possible to find a medicine

' when

pressure

or combination of medicines that along
with sensible diet and exercise pro-
grams, will bring the pressure down to
normal without side effects.

It is hard 1o say if your blood pres-
sure has directly caused the dizziness
and heart fluttering you've experienced
while playing basketball. Typically
HBP causes no obvious symptoms —
BUT — it can. Therefore, I'd suggest
that you see your doctor. Talk about
your symptoms and also about your
concerns for continued good athletic
and sexpal performance.

5, Learn as a family, just
the three of you—Don't let “help”
become interference. Relatives
who want to help can be a mixed
blessing—and new mothers and
mothers-in-law can easily push a
father into the background. *Lots
of dads say they weren't able to be
themselves until their relatives
left,” says Bishop, “but these new-
bom days are a crucial part of
forming a family,” Good advice:
Consider putting family members
up in a hotel—not your home—
and asking them 1o help with the

house, not the baby. This way
mom, dad, and the baby can focus
on each other 6. Your baby is
portable—You can take your baby
anywhere, so don’t get caught up
in fretting about what you can't
do. You won't ruin your baby’s
schedule if he naps away from
home. In fact, young babies will
often sleep anywhere. “Get oul
together with the baby,” says
Bishop. “Otherwise, you'll all feel
trapped.” 7. You will get frustrat-
ed—So step back. Think. Counl to
some high number. Think again.
“When you don’t know why a
baby is crying, it's easy to get frus-
trated,” says Bishop. When you've
checked out every possible reason
for discomfort, know that babies
sometimes just need to blow off
steam while you look at them
adoringly, but also know your lim-
its. Sometimes you just need to put
the baby in his bed and shut the
door for a few moments to collect
yourself. That's okay, too. 8. Make
eye contact—How do you play
with a young baby? By looking
and talking to him. He'll look right
back. “Eye contact is a big part of
bonding and spending time with
your baby,” says Bishop. 9.
Remember, this too will pass—
When timgs are trying, keep this in
mind: This baby will be grown up
before you know it. 10. Relax and
enjoy the ride—Make it a daily
habit to play with your new baby,
check out his tny litde feet, play
peek-a-boo, and sing. Veteran
dads often say that there's nothing
more relaxing than having a baby
fall asleep on your chest. As sappy
as it may sound, Bishop finds that
men have no idea how much their
baby will mean to them.

Parenthood often comes al a
time in a man’s life when he has to
work 60-hour weeks: some dads
believe they can make up for lost
time later “You can’t,” says
Bishop. *So make sure that you do
spend time—even if it's just an
hour a week—alone with your
baby now.™ As | leave you today
with the most miniscule of recom-
mendations, wits, and wisdom, |
want to touch on one subject that
will be foremost in any devoted
father’s mind and was alluded to
by last week's and the present
author - bonding. In a nutshell, it’s
an intense attachment parents
develop with their baby.

about bonding with a new baby
that mothers often feel guilty if
they don't feel some incredible
attachment to their new baby
immediately, But bonding is
truly an individual experience,
and it’s just as reasonable to
expect the bond to develop over
a period of time as it is for it to
develop instantaneously.” While
he singled out mothers as the pri-
mary guilty party, | am here (o
say that the temptation is like-
wise as strong for fathers. There
is a lot of biochemstry going on
right after a child is born,
between the parents and child,
that ensures that the cute and
cuddly person they are caring for
is something they almost have a
compulsion to be around.
However, remember, this is also
an entrely new person you are
including 1nto your family sys-
term and you'll have to get used
to them before you become
enmeshed. Bonding s not one of
those things you can force on a
parent. There's no magic formu-
la, A true parent-child bond is a
byproduct of everyday care giv-
ing. It’s that everyday presence
that gives vou the opportunity to
be aware when the “aha™ hits you
and you realize that you will be
eternally devoted to something
that right now can only express
itself in sounds and crude move-
ments.
