FRANKFORT — Buried deep in
Part IX, Section 19, Paragraph C on
page 220 of House Bill 507, the state
budget, is one sentence which, if
passed, would settle one emotional

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That sentence, “School
Operations: School #840, a historical
community school in district #175,
shall not be closed or substantially
changed,” appears of little signifi-
cance, until two things are known.

Dead pines posing risk

What had been a campground
shaded in whispering pines is now
barren after an army of rice-sized
bugs swept through last year.

Because of the danger of falling
dead trees, the U.S Army Corps of
Engineers had o cut down about 400
towering pines on one campground
at Dewey Lake after the infestation
of southern pine beetles.

The bugs killed about 130 more

trees at a recreational area below
Dewey Dam, turning a popular pic-
nic spot into a barren hillside.

Across the region, the tiny bugs
with the voracious appetites have
left the state’s oldest pine forests tee-
tering on decaying trunks and the
views from some of the most beauti-
ful parks drastically changed.

“We have completed an assess-
ment that shows pine beetle damage
in 13 of our 49 state parks,” said
Mike Crain, director of project
administration for the Kentucky

Department of Parks. “We've esti-
mated that to clean up the problem,
as we see it now, will cost about $1.4

million."

That means cutting frees away
from recreation areas, campgrounds,
roads, trails and power lines. The

hardest hit  parks
Cumberland Falls,

The same day Western clinched its second straight
Sun Belt Conference championship, University of
Kentucky Athletics Director Larry Ivy resigned amid a
committee’s review of his department. The committee
expressed concern about everything from a $75,000
consulting contract for C.M. Newton, Ivy’s predecessor,
for which there was no consulting being performed, to a
culture of separation that exists between the athletics
department and the rest of the university.

As much as a coach tries to keep such distractions off
the court, it seems that the continuum of problems has
resulted in a less-than-Kentucky-like performance this
season.

Lee Todd, the university’s new president, seems deter-
mined to end practices like trading tickets for automo-
biles and accepting gifts. Thats a good sign the program,
which, along with its tradition of winning, unfortunately
has been in trouble with the NCAA six times in the past
50 years. Needless to say, Todd has a tough job.

Contrast that with The Hill. All weve heard about is
the wins this season. No NCAA investigations, no
improper behavior by boosters or the athletics depart-
ment. Not that the just-completed regular season has
been all smooth.

But Western’s Hilltoppers have had some challenges
along the way. There have been injuries to key players
and situations that have demanded disciplinary respons- |
es. For the most part, they have been handled swiftly f
and prudently. A relatively new athletics director and
president seem committed to running a clean program |
while winning,

With that commitment and the discipline demanded
by head coaches Dennis Felton on the court and Jack
Harbaugh on the gridiron, Western continues to show
that it’s possible to run a program that abides by NCAA
rules and yet wins.

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Do more
than
expected

“The truth will set you free,” my high
school English teacher Jane Bailey often
quoted. Grant me freedom now!

The truth is that we have wonderful,
bright, creative children in the Floyd County
School System who are being cheated to
their right for a proper and equal education.
Our children's education is a one-time-only
deal. They don't get second chances and our
school system is failing them. We are
behind the rest of the state academically
and, if our county athletic department had
its way, athletically as well.

You can go to the Kentucky Department
of Education’s website,
www.kde state.ky.us, and click on “School
District Report Cards™ and see a frightening
thing. You can see where our children stand
in relation to our neighboring districts and
the stite. There is a great deal of informa-
ton there regarding assessments, retention
rates, spending per student, teacher qualifi-
cations, etc. Don't do it on a cold, riny
night in the dark, for it is truly terrifying.

The truth is that parents, teachers, some
administrators, the community and our chil-
dren are fed up and outraged with our
school system and our board of education.
“Children First” seems to be a motto that is
as hollow as @ Halloween jack o'lantern.
The truth is, I don’t see “Children First.”
Putting children first doesn’t seem to be the
priority unless it has to do with how much
money one is worth, Those who try to put
children first are often met with the big dol-
lar sign issue as to why something can’t and
won't be done. Classrooms are too large to
insure effective leaming, particularly in the
primary. A former board member once told
me, “What do you want? We have lowered
the class size in the high schools.” My
response was, “Dub, Einstein! If they
haven’t got what they need before high
school, heaven help them when they get to
college, where classes are 200 or 300 stu-
dents,”

The truth is we meet the required
teacher-student ratios for classroom size.
The truth is I don’t care! Hey, let’s go out on
a limb here and go beyond the call of duty.
Let's lower that ratio and give our kids a

better chance. Allocation numbers are usual-
ly obscure in their reasoning. As a sile-
based council member, 1 have asked central
office where these numbers were denved,
only to get the answer, “That's the numbers
we've always used,” or, “It’s none of our
business. It's the numbers | wanted to use.”

We hear of cuts in the teaching staff, our
most important tool in the education of our
children, on a yearly basis. I don't think I
have heard of ctits in central office person-
nel. Heaven knows there is wasteful spend-
ing there. Perhaps a more efficient, more
caring, more personal chief adminmistrator
would be more affordable, one that under-
stands that children are the only thing! If the
head is in the right direction, the body will
follow. Don’t dismiss the central office per-
sonnel who actually have a function that
they do, but let’s clean the closet of outdated
positions and perhaps personnel we paid
way too much. Remember, “Children First.”
Perhaps with the closet reorganized with
actual functional, efficient, effective and
well-fitting personnel, there will be more
funding for the instructors that are needed.
Many school staff members try to fly under
the radar in order to do what is best for chil-
dren because policy is often interpreted not
in the spirit of the motion, but by the ego of
an individual.

The truth is that board of education
meetings are often not very effective and
occasionally quite embarrassing, My kids
have made the comment that those grown-
ups bicker more then they do! Sometimes it
is like watching children in the back of the
car saying, “He’s looking at me.” “No, she’s
looking at me!"” I'm sure the elected mem-
bers of the board have the best intentions,
but don't always see the trees (our children)
for the forest! [ feel that they are not always
given accurate information or the truth
when they are asked to do something. When
questions are asked that required pertinent
information, those questions are tabled or
ignored. Often, there is such rhetoric that 1
am surprised that anything ever gets accom-
plished. Thomas Carlyle once said, “Can
there be a more horrible object in existence
than an eloquent man not speaking the
truth?

The truth is that for years the people of
Floyd County felt deceived by our system.
Aristotle was once asked what do those who
tell lies gain by them, to which he replied,
“When they speak the truth, they are not
believed.” Just as the “Boy who Cried
Wolf™ discovered, do not expect the com-
munity to come running to rally behind you
if the truth, by some fluke, were spoken.
State control has only taken the focus away
from our children and put it entirely on the
money. We are skeptical of the true reason-
ing behind many of the decisions and events
of our school system. We have been lied to.
We hiave had information withheld from us.
We have seen the behind-the-door deals.

The truth is that I wish I lived in the city

limits of Prestonsburg because I would sign
the petition for an independent school dis-
trict. At a recent board meeting, I was proud
of Prestonsburg’s mayor. He said what
many feel but are afraid to say for fear it
will somehow be used against our children
by the powers that be. Whether | agree with
him or not is not the issue, He has the right
to express his views, Radical views and
ideas have led to some of the greatest inno-
vations of our time. Go for it, Prestonsburg !
I honestly do not see how you could do
worse,

Whether Mayor Fannin's attempts are
politically motivated or not, I don’t know.
Over the years, | have seen that he is a man
of action and his word. He has done a great
deal for the progress of the city of
Prestonsburg and the area. He has done
more for the kids of Prestonsburg and its
feeder schools in a year than I have seen the
system do since my children have been in it
I don’t believe it is a back-door attempt to
raise taxes. The truth 1s, if his attempts to
implement an independent school district
are politically motivated, I don’t care
because in the long run it may be what is
best for our children. Our tax dollars are not
working efficiently, effectively or responsi-
bly in the school system as it is now, are
they?

The truth is that if your hands are tied
behind your back, it is hard to eat. Our
teachers must try to feed the minds of our
children often with their hands behind their
backs. Teachers, for the most part, try to do
their jobs but are hindered by lack of text-
books and matenials. They are hindered by
too many children in a classroom or disci-
pline problems that administrators are afraid
to handle for fear of possible litigation that
could come. So the teachers must do the
best they can. If you talk to most teachers in
this school system, they are frustrated (the
ones that care about our children, anyway).
Principals are frustrated, also. Teachers and
principals are in the trenches fighting the
good fight only to get their hands smacked.
Many use their own money to purchase
needed materials or even paper and toilet
paper because there just isn't any other way
to get it.

Oregon’s Driver and Motor
Vehicle Services Division has
rejected his request to have
WINE, VINO or IN VINO as a
vanity plate, a move Higgins says
violates his constitutional right to
free speech.

“Why shouldn’t people be
able to put anything on a vanity
plate that they can put on a
bumper sticker?"” he asks.

The state Supreme Court will
hear oral arguments in his case
Thursday.

Experts say a victory by
Higgins would eliminate virtually
any restrictions on vanity plates,
forcing Oregon officials to
choose between allowing nasty
words and scrapping 4 program
that raises about $1.5 million a
year for litter patrol.

Higgins’ request for the plates
was first denied in 1996 and an
appeal lost the next year.

As a bonus to his patriotism,
Orth’s routine has gotten him in
better shape.

“It used to take an hour and 20
minutes,” he said of the trip that
now takes him 52 minutes, “But
before this 1 did nothing in the
way of exercise. Now I've lost 12
pounds and hardly break a
sweat.”

The bill also would change
the evaluation process for deter-
mining whethér a miner has
black lung.

If doctors for the miner and
coal operator disagreed about
the presence of black lung, a
consensus would be sought by
having the miners’ chest X-rays
read by additional specialists.
Under the current evaluation
system, miners' chest X-rays are
analyzed by disinterested doc-
tors at the University of

Louisville and University of
Kentucky.

The tougher black-lung rules
were enacted in 1996 as part of
an overhaul of the workers'
compensation system. Since
then, about one claim in 90 has
been approved. The governor
says the changes went too far,

If the relaxed black-lung
rules become law, the coal
industry would face added one-
time costs ranging from $16.6
million to $31.3 million, accord-
ing to estimates given the Senate
committee. The one-time costs
would come from the reopening
of claims made since late 1996,
this time using the new, relaxed
standards in  determining
awards,

The additional ongoing annu-
al costs would range from $3
million to $5.7 million, accord-
ing to the estimates.

FRANKFORT — A House
committee will vote Wednesday
on the bill to let horse tracks
operate slot machines, a move
that the proposal’s primary
sponsor said is largely proce-
dural.

Rep. Jim Callahan, D-
Wilder, said he will ask the
Licensing and Occupations
Committee to approve the bill
so it can get one of the three

required ‘“readings” in the
House before a vote can be
taken.

Callahan said the bill would
be sent back to the committee,
where he will propose a new
version of the bill on Monday.
In order to emerge from the
commiltee a second time, a sep-
arate vote would have to be
taken.

The tactic is somewhat unex-

pected. Callahan had promised
fellow legislators he would not
force a vote on the proposal at
any stage until he was con-
vinced there was enough sup-
port to pass it in the House and
Senate.

Jail crews return to cemetery work

The Floyd County jail is help-
ing clean up public cemeteries by
getting inmates involved in com-
Munity service

According to Floyd County
Jailer Roger Webb, the jail has
spent thousands of hours clean-
ing dozens of cemeteries and is
now back in business o help and
assisl in  maintaining public
cemeteries.

Webh said that they were held
up last vear on a question as to
whether the maintenance of
cemeteries was legal for pnison
labor. However, this was cleared
by a letter to County Attorney
Keith  Bartley from ‘the
Department of Corrections stat-
ing that there is not a problem if
the cemetery is open to the gener-
al public for burial without cost

The inmates who clean the
cemeteries through community
seryice are allowed to work out-
side the jail according to the level
of the felony which is assigned to
them by the Department of
Corrections. Those at levels one
and two can do community ser-
vice outside of a facility in the
presence of a deputy jailer or a
designated  supervisor. The
inmate receives a $1.25 a day
from the state for his or her labor,

“It gets them used to having
the responsibility of getting up
and going out to work every
day.,” said Webb.

dead pines from 358 miles of
road and 285 miles of trail in the
Daniel Boone National Forest.

Forest, where 85 to 90 percent of
the pine trees are dead, the
Forest Service has teamed up
with state and local government
and electric utilities to tackle
with the problem.

“It's really expensive to
remove these trees,” Miller said.
“We do hazard tree analysis
every year, but we've been par-
ticularly hard hit in the last few
years because of the southemn
pine beetle."”

The form of CML Mrs,
Ousley has progresses slowly
and with effective treatment, her
chances of living a long healthy
life dramatically increases.
However, Ousley's physician,
Dr. Hassan Ghazal of Hazard,
warns that effective treatment
may also require a bone marrow
transplant.

problems may be the culprit in
some cases because children
often express sleepiness by
being inattentive and “hyper.”
If it urns out to be true, this

CHICAGO — New research
suggests children who snore
face nearly double the risk of
being inattentive and hyperac-
tive, providing fresh evidence
of an intriguing link between
sleep problems and attention
deficit disorders.

While the study doesn’t
answer whether one condition
causes the other, the researchers
believe snoring and other sleep
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“If there is indeed 4 cause-
and-effect link, sleep problems
in children could représent 4
major public bealth sssue,”
Chervin said. "1t's conceivable
that by better identifying and
treating children’s snoring and
other nighttime breathing prob-
lems, we could help address
some of the most conmon and
challenging childhood behav-
ioral 1ssues.”

ADHD is the most eopunen
neurcbehavioral disorder in
childhood, alfecting between 4
percent and 12 percent of
school-age children — or as
many-as 3.8 million youngsters.
Data cited by Chervin suggest

that between 7 percent and 12
percent of children snore fre-
quently, with apnea — brief
breathing lapses during sleep
that can cause snonng — pre-
sent in up to 3 percent of
school-age children.

Numerous other studies have
found a link between sleep
problems and ADHD. but many
sleep specialists and psychia-
trists are divided over which
condition might cause the other.

“There’s absolutely a con-
nection,” said Dr. Stephen
Sheldon, a sleep specialist at
Children’s Memorial Hospital
in Chicago.

*“This is an incredible too] for
drug discovery,” says Richard
Kahn, chief medical officer of
e American Diabetes
Association. "It is absolutely
astounding what this technology
¢an do,”

Dismayed that “the pipeline
is about empty” of promising
new diabetes drugs, the nonprof-
it group just began an unprece-
dented collaboration  with
Entelos. hoping to sign up phar-
maceutical companies in the
hunt for therapies using the
California company’s new dia-
betes simulator.

Many scientists fear biosimu-
lators are over-hyped, particu-
larly their role in very complex
disorders like diabetes and heart
disease whete muth 'of the basic
biology is still a mystery.

“I don’t think we're any-
where near being able 1o predict
from a few pathways in the
human cell ... things that take
place in the whole body,” says
Dr. Jan Bresiow, a Rockefeller
University specialist on the
pathophysiology of heart dis-
ease.

But simulators can be updat-
ed casily, says Jeremy Levin,
whose New  Jersey-based
Physiome Sciences boasts a
heart model that goes into irreg-
ular beats and customizable sim-
ulators.

Indeed. some drug giants are
spending millions for access to
simulators in  hopes they'll
improve a bad statistic: A third
of potential drugs that pass the
years of research needed to
begin final-stage testing in peo-
ple still ultimately fail.

weren’t asked if their children
had been diagnosed with
ADHD, which Chervin
acknowledged limits being able
to generalize the results.

Overall, 16 percent were fre-
quent snorers and 13 percent
scored high on the ADHD scale.

Among frequent snorers, 22
percent had high ADHD scores,
compared with only 12 percent
among infrequent snorers.

Since snoring is often caused
by apnea, which in turn is fre-
quently caused by large tonsils,
removing the tonsils might in
some cases improve behavior,
Chervin said.

WASHINGTON — A new
program created by U.S. drug
store chains soon may provide
low-income seniors  without
drug insurance an opportunity to
purchase discounted prescription
medications.

The Pharmacy Care One
Card by the National Association
of Chain Drug Stores will give
semiors with the card access (o
multiple discount programs
offered by various manufactur-
ers that agree to participate. The
card will be free to seniors.

“There i1s keen recognition
that pooling existing card pro-
grams under one umbrella
makes good sense,” said Charlie

Schellhorn, president and chief

executive of Argus Health
Systems, which is in negotia-
tions to be a program administra-
tor.

Various manufacturers have
introduced their own cards,
including Eli Lilly and Co. and
Pfizer Inc., which charge a fee.

let seniors have one free card to
access all manufacturers” dis-
count programs, including com-
panies that don't offer cards.

f all those manufacturers
agree 1o participate, the new One
Card would reduce consumer
confusion and inconvenience as
more cards enter the market, said
Craig Fuller, association presi-
dent and chief executive.

“I hope it’s the case that the
manufacturer sees us as having
significantly lowered the thresh-
old for participation,” Fuller
said. “By that [ mean they don’t
have to go out on their own and
launch their whole new program.
They have a vehicle now.”

Argus will make money as an
administrator of the One Card
program by charging transaction
fees to drug manufacturers to
process claims. Free enrollment
for low-income seniors is
expected to begin in April. For
more information, seniors can
call (703) 837-4244 starting
Tuesday.

President Bush is touting his
own revised plan to encourage
seniors (o buy the discount cards
from private companies by giv-
ing some cards what amounts to
a government seal of approval.
After paying a one-time enroll-
ment fee — not more than $25
— seniors could get discounts of

up to 15 percent on some medi-
cines, White House officials
said.

The drug store chain associa-
tion sued after Bush announced
an initial plan last year, contend-
ing it did not clearly outline who
must subsidize the lower prices.

Fresh evidence that top
blood pressure number
is better risk predictor

CHICAGO — A study of
4,714 French men bolsters evi-
dence that the top number in
blood pressure readings is better
than the lower number at pre-
dicting heart disease risk, even
in middle-age patients.

For years doctors thought it
was more important to fry to
lower the bottom, or diastolic,
number to reduce the health
risks of high blood pressure,
including heart disease, stroke
and kidney failure.

While many doctors still
focus on diastolic readings,
recent research has suggested
that the top, or systolic, mea-
sure, is more important, espe-
cially in the elderly. The new
study extends those findings to
men aged 52 on average.

The results are published in
Monday’s archives of Internal
Medicine.

The systolic reading repre-
sents pressure when the heart
beats; the diastolic shows pres-
sure in between beats when the
heart relaxes. Optimal blood
pressure is 120 over 80 or lower.

High blood pressure — 140

over 90 or higher — affects -

more than 50 million U.S.
adults,

In the French study, men
with systolic readings of 160 or
higher faced more than double
the risk of dying from cardio-
vascular disease during an aver-
age follow-up of 14 years, com-
pared with men whose systolic
numbers were under 140. Those
with systolic numbers between
140 and 160 faced a lower but
still increased risk.

There was no increased car-
diovascular risk for men with
elevated diastolic numbers.

“Diastolic blood pressure,
which remains the main criteri-
on used by most physicians in
determining drug efficacy,
appears 1o be of little value in
determining cardiovascular dis-
ease risk,” wrote the authors, led
by Dr. Athanase Benetos at the
Center for Preventive and
Clinical Investigations in Paris.

the study is important “because
the prevailing thinking is that
systolic blood pressure is pri-
marily important in the elderly.”
The study shows that it's also
important in middle-age men,
said the editorial author, Dr,
Prakash Deedwania of the
University of California, San
Francisco.

Many recent studies have
shown that patients whose dias-
tolic pressure is controlled with
drugs often stll have elevated
systolic pressure, Deedwania
said. This may reflect some doc-
tors” willingness to accept high-
er-than-recommended  blood
pressure measurements, and a
reluctance by some to prescribe
two or more blood pressure
medications — which may be
needed for adequate control, he
said.

Anti-smoking groups call for
movie ratings to factor in tobacco

SACRAMENTO, Calif. —
Citing a new study that examines
the ties between Hollywood and
cigarette makers, health advo-
cates are calling for the film
industry to incorporate tobacco as
a factor in determining movie rat-
ings.

The study, published Tuesday
in the health journal Tobacco
Control, said cigarette companies
aggressively pursued product
placement in films in the 1980s
and “undertook an extensive cam-
paign to hook Hollywood on
tobacco by providing free ciga-
rettes to actors.”

“What it confirms is what we
have suspected for quite some
time that when stars light up in
films ... that can have a powerful
influence on people,” said study
co-author Curtis Mekemson, a
health and environmental consul-
tant who specializes in tobacco
content in movies.

The study reviewed more than
1,500 previously secret, internal
tobacco industry documents made
public through the 1998 tobacco
settlement.

Under the agreement. the four
largest manufacturers — Philip
Morris, R.J. Reynolds. Brown &
Williamson and Lorillard —
pledged to make payments for 25
years to reimburse public costs of
treating sick smokers.

Before that, under public and
government pressure, the film
industry adopted a voluntary ban
on direct tobacco placement pay-
ments in 1989,

Still, tobacco use was featured
in nearly 85 percent of the top 25
highest-grossing movies released
each year from 1988 through
1997, according to a study
released in 2001 by Dartmouth
Medical School.

The current film ratings sys-
tem is administered by the Motion
Picture Association of America.
The system is designed to offer
warning for parents about the

Top seed Cincinnati, champion
of Conference USA, will sur-
vive its first two games, setting
up a possible matchup with Big
Ten king Ohio State in the
regional semis. The other game
in San Jose should be between
Oklahoma, which upset Kansas
in the Big 12 title game, and
Gonzaga, which is smarting
because its 29-3 record and No.
6 national ranking didn't per-
suade the tournament committee
to give it higher than a sixth
seed. Xavier could be the dark-
horse.

EAST - In Syracuse, the
presence of Bob Knight and his
Texas Tech team will overshad-
ow top-seeded Maryland, senti-
mental choice Connecticut, and
dangerous Marquette, Believe it
or not, the Red Raiders have a
manageable route to the Final
Four. If they make it, TV ratings
will soar and the NCAA cash
registers will be cha-chinging to
a fare-thee-well. (To the com-
mittee’s credit, it didn’t put
Texas Tech and IU in the same
bracket). Unless UK stops its
bickering and begins playing
with enthusiasm and heart, the
Wildeats could get upset by

Damron fails
to make the
field

Matt Kuchar found another
reason Monday to celebrate his
first PGA Tour victory: He's
going back to the Masters.

Kuchar, who was No. 210 in
the world ranking at the start of
the year and No. 147 just two
weeks ago, shot up to No, 50 by
winning the Honda Classic, just
enough to eam another trip o
Augusta National.

The Masters extended invita-
tions Monday to players in the
top 50 who were not already eli-
gible. Others who qualified were
John Daly and Rory Sabbatini.

That gives the Masters an
expected field of 89 players.

Kuchar first played the
Masters in 1998 as the LS.
Amateur champion and dazzled
the galleries with his everlasting
smile and strong game. He tied
for 215t to earn another invita-
tion, then tied for 14th at the U.S.
Open.

His two-stroke victory in the
Honda Classic, where he one-
putted the last eight greens and
closed with a 66, give him a two-
year exemption on the PGA Tour
and an unlikely spot in the field
for the Masters, which will be
played April 11-14.

Daly returns to the Masters
after failing 1o qualifying last
year for the first time since his
breakthrough victory in the 1991
PGA Championship.

*You get into those tourna-
ments and you think you're
going to be in there for the rest of
your life;” Daly said. "I always
said, “Well, I've got next year,
I've got next year' That year
runs out. And it was pretty
tough.™

Daly started last year out of
the top 500 and made an incredi-
ble rise to No. 51, narrowly miss-
ing an invitation that goes to the
top 50 at the end of the 2001 sea-
son. His only goal this year was
to get into the top 50 by
Monday's deadline. He was at
No. 43,

Daly tied for third in 1993, six

strokes behind Bernhard Langer,
although he has always felt the
course was ideal for him because
of his length. Golf's longest hit-
ter the past 10 years, Daly has
been playing a slight fade off the
tee and is curious 1o see how his
game will fit the vast renovations
at Augusta, which include nearly
300 additional yards.

“I heard the golf course is
even more perfect for me now,
and it will be interesting to play
Augusta with a cut,” Daly said.

Sabbatini finished at No. 45
and will play the Masters for the
second straight year. He missed
the cut last year.

The other criteria was top
three on the PGA Tour money
list after the Honda Classic. Brad
Faxon, Chris DiMarco and

Kevin Sutherland already had
qualified. The only other way to
get into the Masters is to win The
Players Championship next
week.

The Masters changed ils crite-
ria three years ago, putting more
emphasis on the world ranking
and eliminating the previous
qualification of winning a PGA
Tour event.

Western Kentucky stll can't
seem lo get any respect.

The Hilltoppers, the nation's
I8th-ranked team with only
three losses on the season, drew
the No. 9 seed in the Midwest
and a date with Stanford in the
first round of the NCAA tourna-
ment.

It didn"t matter that they beat
then-No. 4 Kentucky on the
Wildcats® home floor.

It didn’t matter that they own
an 18-game winning streak and
claimed the Sun  Belt
Conference regular-season and
tournament championships for
the second straight year.

Western Kentucky  coach
Dennis Felton was diplomatic in
assessing his team’s disappoint-
ing draw.

“1 didn’t think we'd be any
lower than seven,” he said. 1
really thought we'd kind of set-
tle in at No. 7. It's surprising, but
it isn’t surprising because I've
been trained to accept those
kinds of things from the NCAA.

“We've been the underdogs
for four years and that’s where
we're comfortable. We're just
happy to be included in the
party, and we're anxious to get it
on.”

Western Kentucky (28-3)
will take on the Cardinal (19-9)
Thursday in Saint Louis, The
Hilltoppers earned a bid for the
second straight year and the 18th

time in the program'’s history,

“They're the team with the
real tradition here in the last 10
years,” Felton said of the
Cardinal, who fell 1o USC 103-
78 in the first round of the Pac-
10 tournament, “There hasn’t
been & program in the country
any more successful than
Stanford.

“I's going to give us the
opportunity and the stage to do
something very special if we can
find a way to beat them.”

Should the Hilltoppers get by
Stanford in the first round, they
likely would face the Midwest’s
top seed, Kansas (29-3), in the
second round,

“We've been the underdog
for a while, but that's just the
tournament,” said senior center
Chris Marcus, who was injured
much of the season but had two
double-doubles in the
Hilltoppers® three Sun Belt tour-
nament games.

“A lot of teams are playing
bigger schools that they can’t
beat. But we can beat some of
those big schools and that’s what
we hope o do.”

Last season, Western
Kentucky-the No. 14 seed in the
South-led third-seeded Florida
by as many as 11 early before
falling 69-56 in its first-round
game at New Orleans.

Prior to last year, the
Hilltoppers hadn’t eamed a spot
in the NCAA ournamem field
since a three-vear run from
1993-95.

LEXINGTON - A construc-
tion company owner said former
University of Kentucky
Athletics Director Larry lvy
gave him twa basketball season
tickets. for some free construc-
tion work done to the school’s
soccer field.

Jerry Woodall, owner of
Woaodall Construction and a UK
sports booster, said he did about
$125,000 worth of work to the
field for two lower-arena 2000-
2001 season tickets, the
Lexington Herald-Leader
reported.

The tickets came from the
athletics director’s stack, and the
newspaper said it isn’t the first
time a UK athletics directors
traded tickets for services at the
school

Woodall also said that his
company charged lvy a reduced
rate for digging the basement of
Ivy's $500.000-plus house off
Tates Creek Road in Lexington.

Ivy began building the house
after buying the property in
1999,

“Larry Ivy is a friend of
mine. We play golf together — 1
mean, I've known him for a
long time.” Woodall said. T did
the work at his house just
because I wanted to do it.”

He would not say how much
of a discount he gave for his
work on the house, and the
newspaper could not reach lvy
for comment,

Those sorls of ticket deals,
the relationships behind them
and the rumors that follow have
UK President Lee Todd worried.

Ivy stepped down from his
position last Tuesday after Todd
confronted Ivy with what the
president said were “several
things ... relative to Larry,”

Acting on the recommenda-
tons of a group he appointed 1o
investigate UK athletics. Todd
on Tuesday also cut the number
of tickets under the athletics
director’s conirol from more than
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165 to eight.

“All these rumors | was hear-
ing (were) very difficult to track
down, bul very open,” Todd said.
“If you tighten down on tickets,
then you kill the mumor mill,
because you Kill the possibility.”

Under the current system,
fans wanting choice seats must
contribute to the athletics depart-
ment’s Blue-White fund to have
the opportunity to buy. But
Woodall said his conversation
about tickets didn't revolve
around the Blue-White,

*They said they had this work
that 1 could do in-kind, and after
I did the work, then | could get
two seats,” Woodall said. “T don't
know how much checking
around you've done, but two
good seats in the lower arena,
three or four rows up from the
floor — they get $100-$200,000.”

The tickets don’l represent an
NCAA problem. The collegiate
SpOrls governing organization
doesn’t have any regulations
about athletics officials distribut-
ing tickets, NCAA spokeswoman
Jane Jankowski said.

Stll, Todd has ordered a
review of how some people gol
their seats in recent years, with
the possibility of recalling tickets
if they were given out in ways
that went against the spirit or the
letter of school rules.

The newspaper reported that
some others got UK basketball
tickets for the work they did for
the school.

A construction salesman, Tim
Condo, said he got his pair of
Rupp Arena seats not by doing
work, but by assisting others in
getting jobs. Former Athletics
Director C.M. Newton — who
retired in June 2000 - gave him
the tickets for his helping UK
athletes get summer jobs, Condo
said.

Condo's boss, David Harrod
of Harrod Concrete and Stone,
got new basketball seats for
2000-01: four from the athletics
director’s allotment, according
to UK records,

Harrod, like Woodall, gave
thousands to the Blue-White
fund last year: at least $10,000
came from Harrod and at least
$2.000 from Woodall, according
1o UK documents,

Asked who let him use the
seats, Harrod said. “To be hon-
est with you, I don't remember.
And to be honest with you, it's
really not your business.”

Stockton leads AP all-state
team for second straight year

LEXINGTON - For the sec-
ond straight year, Glasgow's
Brandon Stockton led all vote-
getters to top the list of
Kentucky prep players named to
the 2002 Associated Press all-
state boys basketball teams,

Stockion is joined on the first
team by Preston LeMaster of
Bourbon County, Ryan Cochran
of St. Mary, Michael Bush of
Male and Maurice Hampton of
Russellville.

Jeff Hall, who guided tiny
Rose Hill to a 27-4 record
before the team fell to Ashland
Blazer in the 16th Region cham-
pionship game, was the choice
as coach of the year by the
state’s sports writers and sports-
casters.

Glasgow coach Bart Flener
said Stockton, a S-foot-11 light-
ning-quick guard who was cho-
sen on 14 of the 16 ballots sub-
mitted, is the prototypical point
guard.

“If someone gave me a pen
and paper and asked me to write
down every trait I'd want in a
point guard, I'd be describing
Brandon,” Flener said. “He can
shoot, he can get the ball to his
teammates and he's a wizard
with the ball in his hands.

“But [ think the thing that
stands out the most about him is
his composure no matter what
the situation. He wants the ball
in his hands at crunch time and
won't hesitate to take the big
shot. He has ice in his veins.”

Stockton, who will play at
Kentucky next season, averaged
26.2 points, 5.1 rebounds, 4.1
assists and 3.1 steals this season.

“I can’t even describe what
he meant to this basketball team
this season and over his career,”
Flener said. “He's done it all. |
might be biased, but [ think he's

going to be great at the next
level.”

Cochran, the son of profes-
sional golfer Russ Cochran, has
started at St. Mary since his

Smith says Fitch benched

LEXINGTON - Kentucky
guard Gerald Fitch did not play
during a first-round loss in the
Southeastemn Conference tourna-
ment because of a curfew viola-
tion, Coach Tubby Smith said
Monday.

Following Kentucky's 70-57
loss to South Carolina on Friday,
Smith said it was simply a coach’s
decision not to play Fitch, the
team’s most consistent player until
disciplinary problems kept him
out of three late-season games.

During a teleconference with
SEC coaches participating in the
NCAA rtournament, however,
Smith admitted Fitch violated cur-
few at the team's Atlanta hotel.

“We just wanted people in their
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rooms, and it's as simple as that,”
Smith said. “So we sat him out. |
made it bigger than what it was,
probably, because of the other

him.”

Fitch and teammate Erik
Daniels were suspended for the
team’s game against Arkansas on
Feb. 23 afier atempting to use

fake IDs 10 get into a Lexington
night club. Both were reinstated
but neither played in the Wildcats’
next game, an 86-73 loss at
Vanderbilt.

Fitch also missed the Wildcats'
64-61 victory over Tennessee on
Feb. 19, after getting into a scuffle
with a teammate on a team flight
back from a loss at Georgia.

Twenty-one
years later,
Rodney Rowe
returns to Rupp

BUCKLEYS CREEK - Ok,
so it took him a while. Shoot
him.

The last time Rodney Rowe
walked off the floor of Rupp
Arena was 1981, when his
Virgie Eagles had just lost a
tough one to eventual state-
champion Troy McKinley and
the Simon Kenton Pioneers. He
was a high-school senior, and
had just played in the Sweet 16
for the third time.

Talk about a charmed life; he
led it. He was the quick little
guard who ran first with Mike
May and then with Todd, and
what a supporting cast they had.

If you could play basketball
at that time and were anywhere
near it, you wanted to play for
Virgie High,

When his playing career
ended at Pikeville College, he
entered the coaching profession
and had to naturally assume
more of Rupp Arena was in his
future,

And then came the wait.

Last year, finally, was to be
his year. Not only were his
Shelby Valley Wildcats the
odds-on favorite to win their
first regional title, the lourna-
ment was held in his very own
Sports Center.

But the dream most predicted
a potential sweep of both the
boys and girls tournaments
turned into a nightmare when
the hosts were ousted on the first
two nights of the week.

some people decided Rowe
must be responsible, For a cou-
ple of days, he had to defend
himself and his program as if
he was on trial, as if he had
been in that fight.

That whole fiasco was hard-
ly put behind him when this
week’'s tournament began.
Shelby Valley handled
Prestonsburg in the first round
on Monday, and then went
home to practice. A matchup
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with an underrated Johnson
Central club awaited it, and
work was to be done.

On Friday, Shelby Valley
jelled. Josh Goad was tremen-
dous, handling everything the
Golden Eagles threw his team’s
way. Goad carried the Cats to
the finals and a matchup with
Paintsville.

Tiger coach Bill Mike
Runyon came into last night’s
contest with a perfect work-
sheet * seven regional finals,
seven championships. But on
this night, the sun shined on a
different shade of blue and
white, and for the first time in
the 12-year history of the
school that combined Virgie
and Dorton, Shelby Valley was
going to the Sweet 16,

In the midst of last night's
postgame pandemonium, Rowe
said winning the 15th Region
crown was a little sweeter this
time around. “1 think I'm a lit-
tle more mature,” he said. “I
know a little more of what it
means this time.”

Rowe has proven himself a
champion as a coach, just as he
did as a player.

They don't come with more
class than Rodney Rowe, and it
was a sweet scene o see him,
as the clock ticked the final
seconds of another season of
15th Region basketball away,
hugging his brother Do¢ Doe,
one of his assistant coaches.

“I wouldn’t trade my assis-
tant coaches for anything."

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First sign of
warm weather

In exactly one week, it'll. be
official: spring will be here.
Hopefilly. the calendar and the
weather will get all synchro-
nized this year, and warmer
temperatures will see fit to
return to the mountains on
schedule,

Time was, though, when
coal camp kids would pay lit-
tle attention to the date and
simply rely 100 percent on
how hot or how cold it was.
While Mom would insist 1
wear my shoes to school (*No
c¢hild of mine will ever set foot
on those school grounds with-
out shoes on his feel.”), at the
first sign of warm weather,
five minutes after Mr.
Chandler (Garfield Chandler
was the principal of the H. S.
Howes Community School)
would ring the bell to dismiss,
there wouldn't be a shod kid in
Muddy Branch. Although I'm
sure we'd have a little cold
snap now and again, once they
were off, they pretty much
stayed off until summer’s end.

Now that ["ve reached the
age of (modern) maturity, my
primary care physician (that’s
how my insurance company
refers to my family doctor)
insists I pay attention to the
care of my feet. Fifty years
ago I, nor any other kid 1
knew, associated the condition
of one’s feet as a determining
factor as to whether or not one
was healthy. To our way of
thinking. about the only thing
that could be unhealthy to a
kid was an attack of appendici-
tis or a case of crippling polio.
1 never knew anyone who con-
tracted polio, but anytime I'd
get a stff neck from a crick,
caused by sleeping crooked,
Mom would go into a semi-
panic, mash around on my
neck and shoulders, and vow
to “watch it closely for a day
or two.”

Anyway, except for when 1
went to school, church, or
town, my shoes were discard-
ed-about this time of year
Consequently, for at least six
months I was nearly always
sporting a bandage (an old rag
soaked in turpentine, and held
in place with an old sock) on
one of my feet. Plastic had not
yet been invented—at least if it
had. it hadn’t found its way to
Silk Stocking Row—and all
bottles were made of glass.

Then we headed for
the market so we could whip up
a “mess o' beans ‘n greens” for
our own table.

New England’s culinary tra-
ditions resist being glamorized
by a glitzy chef, but this region
offers fine bean eating, too.
Consider its famous, tangy
baked beans, cooked slow as
molasses in winter, preferably
in the traditional, round-bel-
lied, brown crockery pot.

This seemingly modest
soup, a quicker choice, is as
flavored as a salty Down
Easter’s richly-inflected “yee-
up.”

Boston Bean Soup

1 cup dried pinto beans, or
two 15-0z. cans cooked pintos,
drained

2 medium tomatoes, seeded
and chopped

1 rib celery, sliced

I medium onion, chopped

1 bay leaf

1 can (15 oz.) reduced-sodi-
um, fat-free beef broth

Salt and freshly ground

black pepper, to taste

If using canned beans,
ignore this step. If using dried
beans, place in small Dutch
casserole. Add 3 cups cold
water. Cover and bring to boil.
Remove from heat and soak |
hour. Drain well.

In medium pan mix together
beans, tomatoes, celery, onion,
bay leaf and broth. Cover and
bring to boil over medium-
high heat. Reduce heat and
simmer until vegetables are
quite soft, 66 to 75 minutes for
dried beans, 20 minutes for
canned. Let hot soup sit,
uncovered, 20  minutes,
Remove bay leaf.

Puree half the soup in
blender. Recombine with
remaining soup, Season (0
taste with salt and pepper.

Makes 4 servings.

number of reasons,” Wheeler
said, “number one. they are will-
ing 1o step in and help us when-
ever we need it; number two,
they host at least two, and gener-
ally three blood drives a year;
and number three, school is not
disrupted by the blood drive -
they have worked out a system
where everything runs smoothly
throughout the day. They are
just a pleasure to work with and
we appreciate everything they
do for us.”

According to Emie Walker,
media technician at the school,
the students and staff have

worked together to coordinate a
system whereby ‘“‘everyone
knows what to do and when to
do it." Days in advance of the
blood drive, students pre-regis-
ter to donate and are given a pre-
set appointment time. On the
day of the blood drive, the stu-
dents are escorted to and from
classes by student members of a
volunteer committee. “Once
they get here, they are checked
off, and the donation process
runs smoothly,” Walker said.
The school holds its blood
drives in their library, where sta-
tions are set up for registration,
identification, and vital statistics
checks.

Q. You haven’t
mentioned telephone
companies. Aren’t
they traditional

dividend payers?

A. Standard & Poor's now
places telephone companies in a
separate  category  called
telecommunications services,
rather than among the utilities.
In this sector we favor the so-
called Baby Bells, including
SBC (3.4%), Bell South (2.07
percent) and Verizon (2,74 per-
cent).

Q. What's the appeal
of dividend-paying
stocks right now?

A. Other things being equal,
dividend-paying stocks can be a
little more resilient and a little
less volatile during difficult
market periods. When the mar-
ket gets unsteady, as it has for
the last two years, these stocks
may provide some cushion
against declines. That's because,
when the market is weak or tur-
bulent, investors get defensive.
They pay closer attention to fun-
damentals and gravitate to more
conservative choices—real
companies paying real money.
Investors are also more patient
with companies that pay divi-
dends because of the cash
income that shows up on their
statements or in their mailboxes.
They're being paid to wait, so to
speak, until prices stabilize. So
they don't sell as readily.

Dividend-paying equities are
unusually tempting today,
because so many stocks are pay-
ing a higher curréent yield than
most short-term investments are
offering. So people who are
worried about shriveling returns
on their savings can look at the
stock market and find good
stocks with cash yields that
match or exceed what their
money is earning. At the same
time they can be adding growth
potential—albeit with some
risk—where they had no
prospects of growth before.

Q. Does concentrating
on income-producing
stocks limit your

choices?

A. Yes, but that can be a good
thing. From an analytical stand-
point, confining ourselves to
dividend-paying stocks tends to
mean that we are concentrating
on higher quality companies in
terms of their balance sheets, the
stability of their cash flows and
the predictability of their earn-
ings. Not that all non-dividend
payers are unsound or of poor
quality. There are lots of good
companies with solid fiancial
structures that could pay divi-
dends if they chose to, Overall,
though, we find that companies
with the discipline of paying out
a regular dividend are a little
higher grade.

Q. What else do
dividends tell you

about a company?

A. Companies send impor-
tant signals about their financial
health and earnings prospects by
way of their dividend policies.
For example, we feel greater
confidence in a company’s
financials and the reliability of
its cash flows if it has a history
of increasing its dividend.
Dividend increases show that
management has a positive out-
look on the company's future,
while reductions often imply the
opposite. Managements fre-
quently accompany dividend
increases and decreases with
announcements that explain
why they are taking that action.

Q. How do dividends
play into your
management
approach?

A. Our income objective is to
deliver a net yield—taking into
account fund expenses—that
exceeds the yield on the S&P
500 Index, which has no
expenses. We test ourselves
every quarter by comparing the
yield on the Fund's Class A
shares to the yield on the Index.
We have met our net yield
objective ever since the Fund’s
inception,

We buy only U.S. stocks, pri-
marily large cap, familiar names
that investors can feel comfort-
able with. To be selected, a com-
pany has to be paying dividends
at rates that we consider reason-
able relative to its cash flow and
earnings. Dividend policies
should also reflect a balanced
corporate strategy. We avoid
companies that are paying out
too much of their earnings, and
perhaps penalizing growth by
doing so. And we won't buy
companies that have to borrow
to meet dividend payments.
Within those guidelines we try
to find the best companies.

We further refine our choices
by looking for companies that
have raised their dividends at an
above-average rate for the last
three to five years, compared to
others in their industry. Looking
for companies that are increas-
ing their dividends is a conserv-
ative way to pursue growth,
because a rising dividend tends
to go hand in hand with earnings
growth.

Q. So where does that
leave you, in terms of
sectors and

industries?
A. The income objective
imposes a certain structure by

leading us to industries in which
companies tend to pay higher
dividends—utilities, 0il and gas
and financial services, for exam-
ple. At the same time our policy
all but closes the door on indus-
tries like technology and
biotech, where very few compa-
nies pay dividends, and then
only at very modest levels, IBM
(2.05 percent of Pioneer Equity
Income Fund as of 1/31/02) is
an exception, and it's among our
top ten holdings. We are also
very conscious of the impor-
tance of diversification.

Q. Can you fill in

some details?

A. Utilities used to be an
automatic choice for investors
seeking dividends. But in the
age of deregulation, stock selec-
tion is key. Along with the
opporunity to grow, deregula-
tion brought with it opportuni-
ties for companies to make sig-
nificant mistakes. We also
weigh the regulatory climate in
individual states. We were able
to steer clear of California, for
example, and we avoided ener-
gy-trading companies,

As things stand now, electric
utilities and gas and water com-
panies have been tarred with a
single brush, a circumstane, that
usually means opportunity for
alert invstors. Prices for attrac-
tive and unatiractive stocks
alike have come down to rea-
sonable levels, so yields are
higher on companies that we
like. Our choices, including
Duke Energy (2.09 percent),
American  Electric  Power
(1/29%) and Allegheny Power
(1.28 percent), should respond
postively when the economy
turns around and demand for
energy expands.

Q. Where else are you
finding stocks that
meet your

requirements?

A. There is attractive value
among energy stocks, and we
remain bullish on the sector,
although it's out of favor just
now. Oil and gas prices are in a
slump that can be traced to slow
business conditions here, and
sluiggish demand around the
world. We think the four or
five-year price outlook is posi-
tive, and that demand for ener-
gy will increase as world eco-
nomics move out of recession,
Also, any disruption in supply
caused by political instability
could propel prices higher. As
for companies, we have stayed
with the larger international
names like Phillips (1.53 per-
cent), Chevron Texaco (4.45

percent), Exxon Mobil (3.24
percent) and Conoco (2.04 per-
cent).

Financial services compa-
nies represent one of our largest
commitments. We took advan-
tage of price declines last year,
when loan quality came into
question and underwriting rev-
enues dried up, Better econom-
ic conditions could heal both
those problems for companies
like Wells Fargo (1.31 percent),
Mellon Financial (1.34 percent)
and Washington Mutual (0.45
percent). Over the years, we
have also found good yields and
opportunity among regional
banks.

Chemical stocks currently
look attractive; low energy
costs work in their favor, and.
Dow Chemical (0.39 percent),
DuPont (0.61 percent) and PPG
Industries (0.64 percent),
among others, could benefit
from a cyclical rebound in
industrial demand.

We also hold some old-line
manufacturing companies. One
of them Paccar Inc. (2.69 per-
cent) which makes Kenilworth
and Peterbilt trucks, is a high
quality company that has paid
an above-average dividend for
years. The stock has been out of
favor due to the cyclical nature
of its business.

In the pharmaceutical arena,
we have reduced exposure to
Schering Plough (2.25 percent)
because of pressure on its earn-
ing. However, the company is
still raising its dividend, so we
are being patient for now, Our
drug holdings also include
Bristol Myers (1.9 percent),
Johnson & Johnson (1.58 per-
cent), and Merck (1.47 percent).

Q. What kinds of
investors should
own dividend-paying

stocks?

A. One group that comes to
mind are people whose assets
are tied up in low-yielding short
term instruments. If they can
tolerate some market risk in
return for upside potential, they
should consider this conserva-
tive approach to equities. Also,
portfolios that are sharply tilted
to aggressive growth might
benefit by allocating some
assets to a lower volatility sec-
tor.

Publicity Gampaign for Tort
Reform Based on Myths

(NUE) - *“And what about
that McDonald's ¢ase - 8 woman
spills coffee on herself and gets
$3 million?”

That rhetorical question is
often hurled at attorneys as if it
were the crowning indictment of
our civil justice system.

Big business has succeeded
in convincing many of our citi-
zens that the legal system is
overflowing with frivolous law-
suits and is in dire need of rort
reform.

Amanda Geiger never saw the drunk driver.

Friends Don't Let Friends Drive Drunk.

The famous McDonald's
case, and its aftermath, is a clas-
sic example of the type of mis-
conceptions that are regularly
disseminated about the tort sys-
tem, But, looking beyond the
sensational headlines, did you
know that;

M The 79-year-old plaintiff
who sued McDonald's suffered
third-degree burns over 16 per-
cent of her body, resulting in
hospitalization for eight days
and disability for more than two
years.

M Despite warnings from
medical experts not to serve
beverages in excess of 130 F,
McDonald's sold its coffee heat-
ed to 180 F to 190 F?

M At that temperature,
spilled coffee burns the skin
down to the muscle and fatty tis-
sue layer in two to seven sec-
onds.

W McDonald's did not warn
its customers of the danger of
the excessively heated coffee.

B The plaintiff did not
receive $3 million, She actually
received less than 19 percent of
the total award of $2.9 million,

Since the mid-1980s, the
insurance industry and large
corporations have been waging a
public relations campaign claim-
ing that the proliferation of law-
suits was responsible for a liabil-
ity insurance crisis. Insurance
premiums skyrocketed while
coverage was slashed. Individual
states began to enact “tort
reform” legislation. Some of

these “reforms” included
restricting the rights of injured
victims to sue and limiting the
amounts they could recover in
certain situations,

The tactic of the “reformers”
has been to blame the injured
victims and accuse plaintiffs of
bringing frivolous claims or of
refusing to accept personal
responsibility for their own fates.

The negative images blur the
fact that lawsuits and the contin-
uing threat of litigation have
often caused manufacturers to
make safer products. Lawsuits
have resulted in the creation of
flame-retardant children's sleep-
wear, cribs with bars that do not
trap and strangle infants, and
automobiles with gas tanks that
do not explode upon impact,

It was anticipated that the
new laws would result in a low-
ering of liability insurance costs
and premiums. A study conduct-
ed by the New York-based
Center for Justice and
Democracy for the period of
1985 through 1998 was
designed to test this theory. The
study concluded that there was
no correlation between the tort
“reforms” and the lowering of
insurance rates and costs.

Thus, the drive for tort
reform has been, and continues
to be, based on a faulty premise.
