A three-judge panel of the
state Superior Court has thrown
out a central Pennsylvania
man’s indecent exposure con-
viction stemming from his pen-
chant for doing yard work in the
buff,

Charles Stitzer, 63, was
charged with indecent exposure
and disorderly conduct in
September 2000 for wearing
only shoes and a watch while
gardening in his back yard in
Pleasant Gap on a summer
night.

Stitzer, a retired mechanical
draftsman, said he often shed
clothes to do yard work and beat
the summer heat in the town of
1,700 about eight miles north of
State College.

A neighbor, Pam Watkins,
and her 15-year-old daughter
reported him to police when
they saw him gardening without
clothes. Stitzer said he wanted
to persuade Watkins to dim her
outdoor floodlights that shone
on his property.

Stitzer was sentenced to two
years of probation on the
charges.

The Superior Court last week
ruled that Stitzer's situation
wasn't covered by the state’s
indecent exposure law because
his backyard is private and his
offended neighbor lived too far
away, 65 yards.

B CHELSEA, lIowa — If you
call Chelsea home in the next 12
months, it can be yours for free.

In a blatant attempt at self-
preservation, leaders in this
small central lowa town are giv-
ing away three ready-to-build
lots to anyone willing to build a
house here.

Mayor Roger Ochs said the
homespun giveaway is the cen-
terpiece of a strafegy to revive a
hard-luck community desperate
for new blood, a broader tax
base and a new lease on life.

“We just want to get some
new people in here,” Ochs said
of the city-owned lots, which
offers a sweeping view of the
Iowa River Valley. “If it takes
giving away something to do it,
then the City Council felt it was
worth it.”

After watching one family

after another move away, many
after the lowa River flooded the
town in 1993, Ochs and the
council decided it was time to
do something to reverse the
trend.

In 1997, the city council
bought seven acres of land on a
hill north of the city for $25,000,
subdivided it into 15 lots and
paid to install sewer, water and
electricity.

The nine lots remaining are
selling at discounted prices,
between $7,500 and $8,500,
well below the cost paid to
install utilities. They'll go for
free as long as the new owner
agrees to begin construction
within six months and finish the
home within a year.

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House revises manufactured home bil

FRANKFORT — A bill aimed
at getting “manufactured housing™
into more city neighborhoods was
gutted in the Kentucky House on
Monday.

Under prodding from the
Kentucky League of Cities, the
House deleted the heart of the bill
— language forbidding zoning
regulations that would autormati-
cally, exclude manufactured hous-
ing from residential zones,

Majority Leader Greg Stumbo
proposed the redaction. He said it
was to allay the league’s fears that
local officials would lose control of
their own communities,

In its present form, the bill
would allew local governments
with zoning to set “compatibility
standards™ for manufactured hous-
ing — standards for ensuring the
structures would blend with their
neighbors.

The bill was passed 71-27 and

retums to the Senate, where it orig-
inated. The Sendte version would
have prevented communities with
zoning from excluding qualified
manufactured homes from residen-
tial zones.

The changes stll didn’t satisfy
everyone in the House.

Rep. Charles Miller, D-
Louisville, said two “double
wides™ could be put together and
called a manufactured home. He
said there are some very nice sub-
divisions consisting of manufac-
tured home, but said it wasn't pru-
dent to put those homes in estab-
lished residential neighborhoods.

*“1 have a notion the people here
would object to a manufactured
home being put beside their of their
subdivision home,” he said,

Rep. John Adams, D-
Hopkinsville, said safeguards
would keep areas from being
“invaded by a housing product
they won't be proud of.”

The houses would have to meet
zoning regulations generally

apphicable o single-family
dwellings. plus the standards the
local government draws up to
ensure the two kinds of housing are
compatible.

Rules and standards would
include permanent foundations,
minimum  20-foot width, roof
pitch, square footage and exterior
materials. Senate Bill 197 would
apply only to houses manufactured
after July 1, 2003.

Rep. L.R. Gray, D-Benton, said
manufactured homes meet rigid
standards, and the lower price
allows some families to reach their
goal of homeownership.

Other bills passed by
the House would:

M Let volunteer fire depan-
ments merge with no immediate
loss of training money. The bill
(SB66) was passed 98-1 and
returns to the Senate to consider
House changes.

B Require the state Office of
Education  Accountability 1o

review personnel policies in school
distncts whose minority student
population is at least 8 percent but
whose staff of minonty teachers
and administators falls short of
that mark.

The bill (SB166) passed 95-0
and goes to Gov. Paul Patton.

B Create a one-year “‘condition-
al certificate” to give time for new
teachers who fail to pass the certifi-
cation exam on the first try, The
vote was 95-2. The bill was
amended to give the Education
Professional Standard Board's
executive director access to records
and subpoena power for investiga-
tions of teachers, administrators
and counselors.

The bill (SB192) retums 1o the
Senate.

The Senate approved legisla-
tion that will let the widely
despised vehicle emissions testing
program in Jefferson County
expire in November 2003. The bill
now goes to Patton, who intends to

sign it.

The Senate version of the
budget would take the $9 mil-
lion for spending elsewhere and
suspend the public financing
law altogether.

Patton, who took public
financing in his 1995 and 1999
campaigns, said he was opposed
Lo its repeal.

“It worked. It was poorly
administered by the attorney
general, but it still worked,”
said Patton.

To get the match,
though, a candidate must agree
to that spending limit and par-
ticipate in statewide televised
debates. Only candidates who
reach a certain minimum limit
of fund-raising qualify for
matching funds.

Kentucky faces
changes under new
federal school law

FRANKFORT — A new fed-
eral education law will require
Kentucky to make changes so
that districts, individual schools
and the state itself can be held
accountable for closing the
“achievement gap,” officials
said Monday.

The gap refers to differences
in  scholastic attainment, as evi-
denced by test scorgs, among
different groups of students —
white, minority, disabled, low-
income and those with limited
English proficiency.

Narrowing and eventually
eliminating gaps is the right
goal, however difficult,
Education Commissioner Gene
Wilhoit said.

“We're pushing it down fo a
level where everyone has to deal
with it,” Wilhoit told reporters at
a Kentucky Board of Education
meeting.

But the task is complicated in
Kentucky hy the fact that the
education system is based in
part on local decision making,
not on mandates being handed
down from on high, as the feder-
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al law seems to envision,
Wilhoit said,

“Do we follow our instincts

. and hold them accountable

but trust them to make right
decisions at the local level?”
Wilhoit said,

That is among many policy
issues and potential conflicts
needing to be worked out with
the U.,S. Department of
Education, Wilhoit and board
Chairwoman Helen Mountjoy
said.

Some of the federal require-
ments do not kick in for years,
but the state must spell out its
plans by May, when it applies
for renewed federal education
funding

Other issues  involving
assessment and accountability:

—Students  with  limited
English skills must take part in
comprehensive  assessments
annually, which means after a
single vyear of schooling.

Lessons unieamed

It appears that some higher education officials leamed nothing
from the death of 19-year-old Michael Minger in a 1998 dormito-
ry fire at Murray State University.

In 2000 the legislature honored the memory of Minger by
approving a bill that was supposed to help prevent the loss of
more young lives on the state’s college campuses.

Minger’s mother, Gail, campaigned tirelessly for the legisla-
tion. ...

The Minger Act requires university officials to immediately
report fires that occur on campus to the state fire marshal.

This provision of the law stemmed from Mrs. Minger’s con-
tention that her son’s death could have been prevented if Murray
State officials had asked the fire marshal’s office to investigate a
suspicious fire reported in Michael’s high-rise dorm five days
before the fatal blaze. Authorities believe arson caused the fire
that killed Minger.

Mrs. Minger learned recently the new law, while well-intended,
is not self-enforcing.

Murray State officials waited 12 hours before reporting a Feb.
4 fire in another dorm. The fire resulted in the activation of the
sprinkler system and the evacuation of the building.

President King Alexander said the fire wasn’t reported earlier
because it occurred after normal business hours and didn’t cause
serious damage or injuries.

The same description could have been applied to the Hester
Hall fire that preceded the fire that killed Michael Minger.

Assistant State Fire Marshal Carvon Hudson told The Sun
campus safety officers are supposed to call a toll-free number in
Frankfort to report fires. A fire marshal is sent to the scene to
investigate any time during the day or night.

Hudson said most schools have reported fires within 30 min-
utes. However, Western Kentucky University officials did not

-report two recent fires in dormitory trash bins until a third fire
occurred, he said.
- If universities violate the Minger Act by failing to report fires,
they can be fined up to $2,000.
“The lawsays campus authorities “‘shall immediately'report
“each fire.” This part is unclear to Steve Homer, attorney for the
misnamed Public Protection Cabinet. “The law needs to be tight-
.ened up to include a precise definition of immediate,” he said.

“Immediately” is clear enough for Gail Minger, who noted the
dictionary definition says “without delay, instantly, at once.”

In all likelihood, the meaning of immediately is clear to the

-parents of students who live in university dorms in Kentucky, too.

It’s worth wondering whether the lawyers for the Public
Protection Cabinet and the Council on Postsecondary Education
would be parsing words if their children were living in dormito-
ries where fires were belatedly reported.

The assistant state fire marshal says time is critical is determin-
ing whether a fire was accidental or deliberately set. Delays in
reporting fires can result in the destruction of valuable evidence.

Officials at one private company that
helps parents re-arrange their tuition
payments or get loans said they got
17,000 more calls from parents in
December than they did in December
2000, an increase of 25 percent.

You might be wondering why 1'd
spend so much time talking about this
striking indication of the economic diffi-
culties biting at middle- and upper-
income people. But my point is this; If
the economic recession is blowing this
hard among those who were well-off and
had resources, what is happening to
those who even in the best of times were
at or near the bottom of the economic
ladder? The answer is that they now find
themselves caught in a perfect storm.

That particular phrase, of course,
comes from the recent movie (and the
earlier book), “The Perfect Storm,”
about some New England fishermen who
perished at sea in a “perfect storm,” a
convergence of several ferocious weather
systems. That imagery reminded me of
the terrible jam America 's working peo-
ple have been trapped in since the terror-

ist attacks sent the nation’s economy,
which was already ensnared in a reces- &
sion, into a deeper tailspin.

Just think of all the hostile forces that
have converged on the poor. The stiff
recession which has thrown millions of
low-wage workers out of jobs, especially
in the hotel and travel industry. The
looming federal deficit that’s due in pan
to the tax cuts that favored the wealthy
but sent nary a dime to low-wage work-
ers.

The financial squeeze on states faced
with declining tax revenues and rising
bills for unemployment compensation.
Do you know that two-thirds of jobless
people in Georgia, for example, aren't
even eligible for unemployment compen-
sation because they work part-time, or
haven't worked long enough to qualify?
To make matters worse, looming federal
time limits are tossing people off the
welfare rolls and into a very soft labor
market.

One study, released last month by the
Milken Institute, a private research
group, said that the Sept. 11 attacks
alone had resulted in the loss of 248,000
jobs thus far, and would eliminate anoth-
er 1.6 million by the end of 2002.

The nation’s overall unemployment
rate reached 5.8 percent in December,
and many economists expect it to peak at
6.5 percent in the early summer. That

college binge drinking remains steady

BOSTON — More college
students are living in substance-
free residence halls, and fewer
recall drinking to excess while
in high school. Yet binge drink-
ing on college campuses is still
as common as it was in the early
1990s, a new Harvard study
shows.

The survey by the Harvard
School of Public Health found
44 percent of college students
admitted binge drinking within
the previous two weeks — the
same percentage found in a

1993 study.
“It's part of the American
college culture,” Nicholas

Pasquale, 20, a sophomore at
Boston University, said Sunday.
“I don’t know of any college

where a large part of the student
body isn't drinking on week-
ends,”

However, the survey also
found that universities had made
efforts oyer the past decade to
change that culture,

About 65 percent more col-
lege students said they were liv-
ing in substance-free residence
halls and being exposed to alco-
hol awareness education. Also,
fewer students said they were
members. of fraternities and
sororities, where reported binge
drinking rates have been the
highest. A growing number of
students said they abstain from
drinking altogether — 19,3 per-
cent, up from 16.4 percent eight
years ago,

Kelilah Miller, 19, a Boston
University freshman, said she
doesn’t hang around with people

who drink and guestioned how
much of a public health issue
binge drinking is.

“What's society’s responsi-
bility to protect people from
themselves?" she asked.

The Harvard survey ques-
tioned 10,000 students at 119
four-year colleges, and defined
binge drinking as four or more
drinks in a row for women, or
five or more for men,

Out of the traditional college
students who drink — 18- to 23-
year-olds not living with their
parents — seven out of 10 said
they had met that definition of
binge drinking in the past 30
days.

“That’s a staggering num-
ber,” said Henry Wechsler,
director of College Alcohol
Studies at Harvard School of
Public Health and lead investi-

Study: Px_'gﬁeflgvels of calcium can
lower risk of some types of colon cancer

WASHINGTON — Among
people with low-calcium diets,
even a modest increase in the
nutrient appears to lower the risk
of some types of colon cancer by
about half, researchers report.

In a study appearing
Wednesday in the Journal of the
National Cancer Institute,

researchers at Harvard evaluated
the diet and colon cancer history
of 135,000 men and women in
two large health surveys. They
found that those who consumed
700 to 800 milligrams of calci-
um daily significantly reduced
their risk of left-side colon can-
cer by 40 to 50 percent.

“We did not study high levels
of calcium so we do not know
what to recommend for higher
doses,” said Dr. Kana Wu, a
researcher at the Harvard School
of Public Health and the first
author of the study.

She said the results of the
study need to be confirmed by
other research before a recom-
mendation can be made regard-
ing dietary calcium and colon
cancer, but it is clear that “it is
good to avoid very low calcium
intake."

Monika Kraus, an oncology
dietitian at the Washington
Cancer Institute of the
Washington Hospital Center,
said the study is important
because it suggests that adequate
calcium in the diet has a benefit
beyond building strong bones,

“This is important because a
lot of people don’t get it and
there needs to be more emphasis
on calcium,” said Kraus,

She cautioned, however, that
the Harvard study needs to be
confirmed by other researchers
and that people should not go
overboard on taking calcium
pills.

“I wouldn’t recommend over-
dosing on calcium,” said Kraus.
“The study showed that more
than 700 mg a day did not
improve the effect.”

Kraus said getting calcium
from food, such as lowfat milk
or dairy products, should be the
first choice, but “if one can’t get
it from food, then a supplement
(pill) might be beneficial.”

In the Harvard study, the

authors identified 626 colon can-
cer cases among the 88,000
women enrolled in the Nurses
Health Study, and 399 men with
colon cancer among the 47,000
in the Health Professionals
Follow-up Study. Both of the
large studies monitored the
health habits and diet of the men
and women over many years
starting in the 1980s.

By evaluating diets of those
who developed colon cancer and
those who did not, the
researchers found that adequate
levels of calcium in the diet sig-
nificantly reduced the sk of
cancer on the left side of the
colon, but had no statistically
significant protection for other

types of colon cancer.

The left side of the colon
includes the last segment of the
large intestine. The right side is
higher up the gut and attached to
the small intestine, Wu said the
incidence of cancer in the differ-
ent parts of the colon is about
equal.

Wu said it is unknown why
the cancer-calcium data was dif-
ferent for the sections of the
colon, but said “there is some
evidence that there are two dif-
ferent tumot types” in the colon.

According to the American
Cancer Society, colon cancer is
diagnosed in more than 90,000
Americans annually and causes
about 47,000 deaths.

Large increase in eye disease
predicted for United States as
haby hoomers grow older

WASHINGTON — The
aging of the large baby boom
generation could mean a dou-
bling in the number of blind
Americans because growing
older is a major factor in devel-
oping eye disease, a National
Eye Institute study says.

Regular eye exams could
help to prevent much of that
vision loss, the leader author of
the report, Dr. David 8.
Friedman, said Wednesday.

“If nothing is done and we
just go on the way we're going
now, we're going to have a mas-
sive increase in the number of
visually impaired and blind in
America,” said Friedman, a pro-
fessor at the Wilmer Eye
Institute of Johns Hopkins
University.

Dr. Paul Sieving, director of
the National Eye Institute, said
that “the longer we live, the
more likely we are to develop
one of these eye diseases.”

Health and Human Services
Secretary Tommy Thompson
said in a statement that regular
eye checkups are essential to
prevent vision loss.

The study lists four primary

threats;

B Diabetic retinopathy, a
common complication of dia-
betes in which blood vessels in
the retina break, leak or become
blocked, impairing vision over
time, It affects nearly half of all
people with diabetes to some
extent and risk increases with
age. There are approximately
5.3 million Americans currently
affected,

The report said laser surgery
and a procedure called a vitrec-
tomy are effective in treating
diabetic retinopathy.

B Age-related macular
degeneration currently affects
1.6 million Americans. It pri-
marily affects the part of the
retina responsible for sharp cen-
tral vision. There are two forms
of this disease — dry AMD and
wet AMD. AMD is the most
common cause of legal blind-
ness and vision impairment in
older Americans.

Currently there is no general-
ly accepted treatment for dry
AMD, Laser therapies to
destroy leaking blood vessels
can help reduce the risk of
advancing vision loss in many
cases of wet AMD. Research

“Before, we didn’t see posi-
tive trends at the same time as
the continuation of the binge
rate,” Wechsler said Friday, “We
didn’t see this kind of illogical
presence of trends that should
lead to lower rates and a contin-
uing high rate,”

“This, to us, indicates very
strong forces are continuing to
support this level of drinking on
campus,” he said. “Those fac-
tors need 1o addressed in poli-
cies that colleges take.”

The University of Vermont in
Burlington, one of 10 colleges
taking part in an American
Medical Association-led initia-
tive to curb binge drinking,
found when it joined the pro-
gram in 1997 that 65 percent of
all students admitted binge
drinking, said Andrew
Flewelling, director of the uni-
versity’s program. That number
is now at 64 percent,

“Until the environmental fac-
tors are tackled, you can't
expect any change,” Flewelling
said from Atlanta, where repre-
sentatives of the 10 schools met
Friday. “Alcohol is similar (to
tobacco) in the way it is so firm-
ly entrenched in our society.”

Another school in the AMA
program, Georgia Tech, said its
binge drinking rate decreased to
34 percent from 43 percent in
1999,

The Atlanta school succeed-
ed by making its policies clearer
and easier to enforce and involv-
mg students in forming and
implementing those policies,
said dean of students Gail
DiSabatino.

The school also started
informing parents when students
racked up repeated citations.

*“All the data that has come
back has shown us students are
aware of the policies,”
DiSabatino said.

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Former employee sues McDonald’s over strip-search

On behalf of a Lawrence
County couple, Todd and Renee
Chapman, the Kirk Law Firm has
filed a complaint against the
McDonald’s Corporation in refer-
ence toa strip search of Renee that
led to charges of sexual abuse.

According to the suit filed in
Lawrence Circuit Court, the

Chapmans have filed a complaint
against a local McDonald’s fran-

chise operated by Bob and Tom
Hutchison, as well as McDonald's
employee Linda Johnson and
manager Robert D. Clark for
alleged distress suffered by Renee
Chapman when she was strip-
searched by Clark on May 18.
According to the complaint,
Chapman, who had been working
as a cashier, was advised by
Johnson that she had been accused
of stealing change from a cus-
tomer's purse by an officer of the

Drug dog demonstrates
skills at elementary schools

Students at McDowell
Elementary were (reated with a
visit from Nitro, the Floyd
County Sheriff Department’s
canine unit, on Monday.

As a part of the DARE pro-
gram, Sheriff John K. Blackburn
has been taking Nitro to elemen-
tary schools in the county to
demonstrate the dog's ability to
seek out drugs. Nitro also visited
Osborne Elementary on Monday
and was at Betsy Layne and
Allen grade schools last
Thursday.

Nitro, a Laborador retriever,
lives with Deputy Bobby Caudill
and his wife Joanne. Caudill
went through an |1-week train-
ing court with Kentucky Vehicle
Enforcement which taught him
how to work with Nitro.

To demonstrate Nitro's abili-
ties, Caudill had four boxes with
various items in them placed
against the wall. While he went
to get Nitro, deputy Terry
Chaffins had a volunteer take a
box with a targeted scent and
place it among the boxes. The
fifth grade classes were delight-

ed by the demonstration of
Nitro's talents when he came in
with Caudill and went straight
for the box with the targeted
smell.

Caudill explained to the stu-
dents how a dog's olfactory
glands are much stronger than
those of a human, He said that
when a person smells beef stew,
he thinks, “l1 smell beef stew,”
However, when a dog smells
beef stew, it thinks, I smell beef,
carrots, potatoes...”.

Blackburn said that the goal
was to show students dogs have
the ability to smell drugs that are
hidden so they would think twice
before bringing them to school.

He said it was one more way
he hoped to inspire kids to “just
say no” while also interjecting a
little bit of entertainment into
their day.

Blackburn' said that the sher-
iff’s department will be handing
out T-shirts and trophies at a pic-
nic for DARE participants in
May, He said that he sends his
officers for training to obtain
certification to teach the DARE
program and that he plans to
continue the program as long as
he is sheriff.

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was allegedly on the telephone.
When Chapman denied the
charges she was allegedly taken to
the back office and left alone by
Johnson with Clark, who strip-
searched her allegedly at the direc-
tion of the officer on the telephone.
Clark allegedly demanded that
Chapman strip completely and
while repeatedly threatening her
with arrest if she did not comply,
he allegedly touched her inappro-
priately while conducting the
search, the complaint says.
Chapman stated that Johnson
locked the door as she left the
office and held paper up to block
the window in the office door.
Clark was later arrested by the
Louisa Police Department and
charged with a sexual abuse,

which is still pending.

The lawsuit alleges that
Johnson and Clark were supervi-
sors and representatives of
McDonald's and therefore the cor-
poration was liable for the emo-
tional distress and abuse suffered
by Chapman.

The suit states that the treat-
ment of Chapman was “unreason-
able, oppressive, fraudulent and
malicious.” The Chapmans are
suing for intentional infliction of
emotional distress, sexual abuse,
false imprisonment, sexual harass-
ment, constructive discharge, neg-
ligent hiring, retention and super-
vision, hability under respondent
superior, punitive damages, assault
and battery. and loss of consor-
tium.

Joe lones, Floyd County
Board of Education architect,
was present at  Monday
evening’s meeting o provide the
board with an update on school
construction projects.

According to Jones, the city
of Martin has proposed a plan
that will allow the Opportunities
Unlimited High School to
remain in  Martin. Mayor
Thomasine Robinson is current-
ly awaiting state funding that she
hopes the city will receive this
week.

Jones reported that “the pro-
ject should move ahead once
funding 1s in.”

school athletic programs.

Burchett also noted another
student, Randy O’Neil, who
attended private elementary
school and is now excelling in
athletic programs at Allen
Central High School. O'Neil
also was allowed to participate
in county athletic programs dur-
ing his years in the private
school system.

Burchett said he feels any
decision to exclude private
school students from public
school athletic programs would
be a decision that would eventu-
ally harm the future relationship
of the private and public school
systems,

“Don't view Mountain
Christian and Wesley as your
enemy. Look at them as your
partners,” Burchett said. “Don’t
exclude the private schools. It is
important not to divide the
school systems into *public’ and
‘private.” To do so would be a
short-sighted decision.”

Burchett urged the board not
to exclude children who attend
private schools from participat-
ing in their athletic programs.

The board held the first read-
ing of the proposed policy on
Monday evening, but can take
no action until the second read-
ing, which will be held at a later
date. However, approval of the
policy has been recommended
by central office staff, reportedly
because of equity issues and
public concern.

In another athletics-related
matter, a group of students, par-
ents and coaches from Allen
Central High School were also
present to address the board on
the issue of the Allen Central
High School football field,

The issue had been brought
up earlier in the evening by
board member Glenna Slone,
district 5, who reminded the
board that “1994 was the last
time anything had been done to
the Allen Central field.”

Michael Moore, who serves
as coach at both Allen Central
High and Allen Central Middle
schools, told the board that there
is “no excuse” for the present
condition of the school’s foot-
ball field.

“We had a child who was
injured just last year,” Moore
said. **He fractured his ribs play-
ing on that field. Last year we
had coaches and referees who
refused to come back to play,
because that field is in such bad
condition, and we had our chil-
dren out there, We are concerned
for the safety of our children.

“I understand that we are try-
ing to build locker rooms and
money is short, but we need to
do something about this field,
There is no excuse for it.”

Robert Patton, a parent of an
Allen Central student, also
addressed the board on the issue.

“What I want to know, * said
Patton, “is what makes these
children different? Five years
now. will there even be a foot-
ball team at Allen Central? Give
these boys the same opportuni-
ty.

Finances were brought up as
a concern by board member
Carol Stumbo, district 4,
Stumbo told those present that it
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would not be possible to “reach
parity with Prestonsburg field
without going outside the gener-
al fund.”

Glenna Slone, district 5 rep-
resentative, replied, “Well,
someone needs to help us, or we
need to find a way to make it
right. It's not been right for a
long time. If the city of
Prestonsburg would help us, I'd
appreciate it. I'd buy my stuff at
Prestonsburg. We don’t need to
have what Prestonsburg has, we
only want a decent field.”

Slone suggested that volun-
teers could help lay the field’s
sod and that would reduce the
total expenditure for the school
system. In addition, she also
informed the board that Floyd
County Judge-Executive Paul
Hunt Thompson has said he
would allow the use of county
equipment for the project.

“The football field is a habil-
ity to the board, and we need to
fix it,” Slone said.

Slone proposed a motion that
the central office staff prepare
the necessary paperwork to out-
lay funds for sod and an irriga-
tion system for the Allen Central
field.

“I want it put in the form of a
BG-1 and I want it at the next
meeting,” she said.

Slone’s motion was seconded
by Jeff Stumbo, district 3, and
supported by Dr. Chandra Varia
who said, “This is an important
thing — that every child should
be equal.”

Stumbo questions
paying for services

Automotive repair and grass
cutting service expenses were
questioned by board member
Jeff Stumbo at Monday
evening's meeting of the Floyd
County Board of Education.

Stumbo said that he had had
several people approach him
with concerns about the amount
of money being spent on the ser-
vices, which he said Stumbo said
he feels should be handled by
school system employees.

Stumbo requested paperwork
detailing the exact figures of
these types of expenditures by
the school system.

“I. don’t know, but [ think it is
in the neighborhood of about
$40,000 every six months,”
Stumbo said. “That sounds like
an awful lot, especially when we
have about six or seven schools
who don’t even have a lot of

grass.

“Would it not be better for the
Floyd County school system to
look at maintenance to take care
of that? We would be out money
for equipment, but in the long
run, we would save.”

But board member Carol
Stumbo  questioned  Jeff
Stumbo’s suggestion, saying, “I
think we have too many (mainte-
nance) needs to pull people
away to cut grass.”

Supt. Paul Fanning echoed
that concern, saying the work of
grass cutting and weed trimming
would require “start-up costs
and the relegating of staff,”

But Jeff Stumbo persisted,
saying, “1 think it's a problem. I
wouldn’t have received so many
complaints if it wasn’t.”

According to Matt Wireman,
board finance director, the board
has until the first meeting in
May to take action on the matter
if they so choose. The board cur-
rently has a contract for lawn
care services that will expire on
June 30,

The matter will be addressed
again at the next regularly
scheduled meeting.

damage to the optic nerve that
carries visual information from
the eye to the brain. Because the
loss of vision is not noticed
until significant nerve damage
has occurred, as many as half of
all people with glaucoma are
unaware of it.About 2,2 million
Americans age 40 and older
have been diagnosed with glau-
coma, and an additional 2 mil-
lion do not know they have it,
the report said.

Most cases can be controlled
and vision loss can be slowed or
halted by early treatment, bul
any vision already lost to glau-
coma cannot be restored.

The report was released by
the National Eye Institute, part
of the National Institutes of
Health, and Prevent Blindness
America, a volunteer eye health
and safety organization.

*This kind of liver damage
appears to be extremely rare,”
said FDA supplement chief Dr.

The FDA beganinvestigating
the blockbuster-selling herb
after a previously healthy 45-
year-old woman used kava and
suddenly required a liver trans-
plant.

“WHEREAS society owes a
debt of gratitude to physicians
for the sympathy and compas-
sion of physicians in minister-
ing to the sick and in alleviating
human suffering: Now, there-
fore, be it

“Resolved by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the
United States of America in

Congress assembled, That -

“1. March 30, 1991, is desig-
nated as “National Doctors’
Day™; and

“2. the President is autho-
rized and requested to issue a
proclamation calling on the
people of the United States to
observe the day with appropri-
ate programs, ceremonies and
activities.”

This was the culmination of
the efforts of auxilians across
the country, led by SMAA
Presidents, Mrs. A. J. Campbell
and Mrs. Jim Barnett. The
enactment of this law enables
the citizens of the United States
to publicly show appreciation
for the role of physicians in car-
ing for the sick, advancing med-
ical knowledge, and promoting
good health.

Kava is sold under a variety
of names, including ava, awa,
intoxicating pepper, kava root or
pepper, kawa, kew; Piper
methysticum,  rauschpfeffer,
sakau, tonga, wurzelstock and
yangona, the FDA said.

In a letter to physicians, the
FDA said it will soon provide
them as much scientific infor-
mation as is available to help in
advising patients wondering
whether to take kava.

The FDA also urged doctors
and consumers to report any
possible kava side effects by
calling 1-800-332-1088 or via
the Internet at
www.fda.gov/imedwatch.

Under federal law, no one has
to prove dietary supplements are
safe or work as advertised
before they begin selling. And,
unlike in other countries, the
FDA must prove one is danger-
ous before it can halt sales.
Reports of kava users suffering
liver injury suggest a link, but it
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will take more research to prove
il the herbal sedative actually
causes injury, Taylor said.

She wouldn’t say how many
ill American kava users are
being investigated because the
number changes slightly each
week as FDA reviews more
medical records. But as of last
month, the agency was examin-
ing about 38.

By making it clear that the
Jury’s still out, FDA's consumer
alert was “a prudent and an
appropriate precautionary
move,” said John Cordero of the
industry’s Council for
Responsible Nutrition.

The consumer advocacy
group Center for Science in the
Public Interest had pushed FDA
to issue the warning for months.
“We urge consumers to sleer
clear of kava altogether unless
directed otherwise by a physi-
cian,” said Bruce Silverglade of
the center.

Kava is promoted to relieve
anxiety, stress and insomnia. A
member of the pepper family, it
has long been used as a ceremo-
nial drink in the South Pacific;
until recently its biggest danger
seemed to be in drinking too
much of the sedative before dri-
ving. Then, about two years ago,
kava in pill form suddenly
boomed, bringing in about $30
million in sales — and Europe
reported liver damage.

Herb experts say it's possible
that if kava is dangerous, it
might be only to certain people.
That's because some of the
European patients already had

some liver damage before using
kava or used alcohol or other
known liver-harming substances
in addition to the herb.

The controversy is the latest
bad news for the $16 billion
supplement industry, which
reported sharp sales declines last

The patients were treated by
geriatric teams that included 4
geriatrician, social worker and
nurse. A geriatrician is a doctor
trained to focus on the common
conditions and special needs of
the elderly.

‘T think it's extremely
encouraging,” said Dr. James
Fanale, a geratrician in
Worcester, Mass., and board
chairman of the American
Geriatrics Society. “This study
demonstrates there clearly is
benefit.”

The study was reported in
Thursday’s New  England
Journal of Medicine.

The researchers picked 1,388
patients age 65 and older who
were sick at one of 11 veterans
hospitals. They were randomly
split into groups for geriatric or
regular treatment, while they
were in the hospital and after
their release.

By the time of release from
the hospital, the group treated
by inpatient geriatric teams
showed a range of advantages in
physical and basic living capa-
bilities. After one year, howev-
er, those advantages evaporated,
except in the categories of pain
and mental health.

Geriatric  treatment also
failed to help patients live
longer.

Two decades ago, there was
little special training in geri-
atrics. Today, with an expanding
percentage of elderly in the pop-
ulation, there are more than
9,500 certified geriatricians,
and the American Geriatrics
Society predicts the need at
nearly four times more by the
year 2030,

The required extra year of
training and low Medicare reim-
bursements are among the
field's drawbacks,

A 1984 veterans study found
a distinct survival advantage for
patients with geriatric care.
Specialists said the latest study
may show no such comparative
benefit because regular care has
improved under the influence of
the geriatrics movement.

Study leader Dr, Harvey Jay
Cohen of the Veterans Affairs
Medical Center in Durham,
N.C., predicted the findings will
bolster geriatrics programs
because they show modest ben-
efits at no increased cost.

“Many older people would
much rather have a good quality
of life than extend life if quality
of life weren't going to be
improved,” he added.

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Boone wants to stay
healthy for once

SARASOTA, Fla. - The sliv-
er of bone rests at the bottom of
a. saline-filled jar in Aaron
Boone's medicine cabinet, a
reminder of how his last two
years have gone.

“You want it?” Boone said.
“It doesn’t hold much sentimen-
tal value. If you can find some-
one out there who wants it, they
can have it.”

All the Cincinnati Reds third
baseman wants is one season
without a trip to the hospital.

Boone has had so many
injuries in the last two years that
there' would be no room for
shaving cream in the medicine
cabinet if he kept a souvenir of
each one. He's had two knee
operations, two hand operations,
three broken bones and a broken
nose. He's spent more time in
therapy than in the batter’s box.

*No, I haven't,” he said, pre-

tending to disagree. “Well,
maybe I have.”
What makes Boone so

intriguing is the way he’s man-
aged to return quickly from each
injury and play well, suggesting
that he's capable of a solid sea-
son if he can only stay out of the
operating room.,

“Aaron is an impressive
guy,” said his father, manager
Bob Boone. “He's really com-
petitive. He gets better in tough

situations. That’s kind of his
trait. He’s a grinder. He gets
focused on what he has to do.”

Most of his focus has been on
comebacks,

He hit .295 with 12 homers
and 43 RBIs in only 84 games in
2000, when he kept playing
despite a knee injury, He had
surgery that August for a torn
anterior cruciate ligament in the
knee.

He also suffered a broken
nose when he was hit by a pitch
that season, but missed only one
game, He was hit by pitches a
team-high 10 times overall.

Boone kept getting hit last
season but got more than just
welts and bruises this time. He
broke a bone in the base of his
right hand when he was hit May
14 and had a chipped sliver of
bone removed — that’s the off-
white object stored in his medi-
cine cabinet.

He broke his right wrist when
he was hit in August and returned
only to have his left thumb bro-
ken by a pitch in September. That
injury required another operation
to insert a pin and wire.

Boone tends to lean in as he
swings, but there was no explain-
ing so many broken bones in
such a short span,

“T've never been hit in the
hands like that before,” he said.
“I think they were kind of freak
deals.”

Between the breaks, he

The left thumb bothers him on
occasion, but the rebuilt left knee
is stronger this spring and the
other injuries have healed to the
point that they're no more than a
line on his medical chart.

B Freshman Adam Chiles
was indefinitely suspended
toward the end of the year
Smith said he would re-evalu-
ate Chiles' status after the sea-
son.

B Seldom-used freshman
Josh Carrier expressed displea-
sure with his playing time and
hinted he may look to transfer.

B Freshman sharpshooter
Rashaad Carruth, who missed
several games for disciplinary
reasons, also has said he also
may leave because of a lack of
playing time.

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On bug dust
and cap rock

Al least a dozen times in
the last couple of months,
someone has asked mé a
question relating in some
form or fashion to coal
mining., Most of the time
they seemed surprised
when I didn’t know the
answer,

“I thought you were
raised in a codl camp. How
come you don't know
that?" they’'d say.

Well, while it’s indeed
true that there has never
been an individual who
was more of a coal-camp
kid than 1 was, the truth is,
when 1 lived in a coal
camp, I was a kid. Much to
the delight of my father
(who loved mining, but
didn’t want his sons to be
miners), 1've never set foot
inside a coal mine, except
onge, and then no more
than 25 or 30 feet from the
entrance. When | was
growing up, | knew noth-
ing about mining and the
industry itself, except what
| overheard from conversa-
tions Dad would have with
Mom, or some of the
neighbors, I was much too
busy doing my own
thing—Irying Lo get enough
boys together for a baseball
game, or a swim in the
Number One Pond (so
named because of its prox-
imity to the Northeast Coal
Company's Number One
Mine}—than 10 concern
myself with things that
were best left to the grown-
ups,

Oh, I knew what a car-
bide lamp was, and a slate
dump, and a scab (both
vaneties), and 1 knew that
John L. Lewis was presi-
dent of the United Mine
Workers of America. But
although I heard terms like
bug dust, cap rock, and
drift mouth, I had no clue
as to what they referred. To
me they were just words
that miners used when talk-
ing to other miners,

So, at the risk of being
laughed at by the old-time
deep miners, with whom
these terms have long since
become as familiar as the
backs of their hands, for the
benefit of those who've
asked, as well as those like
me, who didn’t know, but
should have, here's a little
glossary of the terms we've
heard all our lives, without
any idea as to their meaning.

M Bug dust—fine parti-
cles of coal dust.

M Cap rock—a layer of
rock mixed with coal that is
located between the coal
seam and the solid rock roof
of the mine.

B Drift mouth—Walk-out
opening from a coal mine to
the outside,

W Fireboss—Foreman
who inspecis the mine for
gases.

B Mantrip—Rail cars that
carry miners from the out-
side to the work areas.

M Pillar—Coal seams left
as roof support after mining.

M Rock dust—Powdered
limestone sprayed through-
out the pune to eliminate the
explosive qualities of coal
dust.

M Roof bolter—A miner
(or a machine) that places
bolts in holes to support the
roof,

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Managing mole problems in Kentucky

Thomas G. Barnes,
ExTeENSION WILDLIFE BioLOGIST

Moles are remarkable ani-
mals known for their special-
ized abilities for life under-
ground. They are seldom seen
by humans, and are often mis-

taken for pocket gophers, mice,
or shrews. In fact, the mole is
not closely related to any small
mammal except the shrew, both
belonging to the mammalian
order Insectivora. Moles often
come into conflict with home-
owners when they bumrow in

yards.

Identification

Moles are not rodents and do
not have characteristic rodent
features such as large, sharp
front teeth. Rather, they have
sharp. pointed teeth (like & cat)

used for catching and eating
grubs and earthworms. The
moleis most remarkable fea-
tures are its adaptations for life
underground. It has greatly
enlarged paddle-like front feet
and enlarged toenails uniquely
adapted for digging. Mole fur is

short, soft, and velvety, and
when brushed, offers no resis-
tance in either direction, These
two adaptations allow moles to
literally iswimi forward and
backward through the soil.

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Other adaptations for this life
include a cylindrical body, a
long, tapered snout, and eyes
and ears so tiny they almost
appear to be missing.

Fully grown moles
measure 4 to 7 1/2 inches long,
complete with a very short tail.
Fur color varies from black to
brownish to grayish, with silver
highlights.

Mole facts and
biology

The eastern mole (Scalopus
aquaticus) is the most common
and abundant mole in Kentucky,
and can be found in a variety of
habitats dominated by loose,
well-drained soil. Moles are
found in suburban lawns, ceme-
teries, golf courses, pastures,
meadows, woodlands, sandy
soils near streams, and light,
loamy soils in the Bluegrass
region. Since they are adapted
for life underground, they con-
struct extensive underground
tunnels, using two types: shal-
low surface tunnels in the
spring, summer, and fall, and
deep permanent tunnels used
year-round as the main avenues
of travel. Nest cavities and home
areas, six inches in diameter and
lined with vegetation, can be
found 12 to 18 inches beneath

the soil surface, connecting the
deep tunnels. Moles are antiso-
cial, solitary animals; they live
alone except to breed. Males and
females come together only for
a brief encounter during
February to mate. In April, after
a 45-day gestation period, two to
five large, hairless, helpless
young are born in the under-
ground nest chamber. They are
about half grown at five weeks
and leave the next week to fend
for themselves. They become
sexually mature in one year.
Eastern moles are active any
time of the day, but are most
active from 4 to 7 a.m,, and 6 to
9 p.m,, all year. Moles must be
very active to meet high energy
requirements, In fact, they can
burrow as fast as 1 foot per
minute. High-energy, mole food
comes as grubs, earthworms,
beetles and beetle larvae, insects
and insect larvae, snails, and
spiders. Moles eat small
amounts of plant parts occasion-
ally. Their appetite is almost
insatiable, and captive moles eat
constantly as long as suitable

 food is put in the cage. If captive
.moles do not get suitable nour-

ishment, they die within several
hours, Thus, one mole can be
responsible for considerable
damage to a lawn or a garden.

Mole

A mole typically travels 1/5
acre. No more than three to five
moles live on each acre; two to
three moles is a more common
number. Thus, one mole will usu-
ally use more than one personis
yard. For effective control, sever-
al neighbors may need to cooper-
ate.

Moles live three to four years
in the wild. Predators such as fox,
skunk, owls, and even dogs and
cats, kill and eat moles. One
method of control may be to get a
good dog.

Burrowing and

tunnels
As mentioned previously,
moles create shallow and deep
tunnels. It is the only animal that
creates a surface tunnel. These
tunnels are usually temporary

feeding burrows. Some may be
used as travel lanes, while others
may be traveled infrequently or
abandoned immediately after
being dug. Surface tunnels are
most abundant after a warm rain
or during the spring and fall,
when moles are actively search-
ing for insects or earthworms.
Underground tunnels are often
deep, and the only evidence that
moles exist may be mounds of
soil (molehills) pushed up to the
surface. They are used as high-
ways leading from cavities to
feeding areas, and are used most
during hot, dry, or very cold
weather when earthworms and
insects move deeper into the soil,

Note: Next week we will
discuss ways in which to control
mole damage.

Food safety stressed
during bad weather,
other emergencies

FRANKFORT - The Cabinet
for Health Services wants to
caution Kentuckians about
some of the dangers affecting
food safety that can arise during
weather conditions such as
floods, tornadoes or severe
storms.

“During disasters, power
outages may cause problems
with frozen or refrigerated
foods in residential freezers and
refrigerators,” said Guy Delius,
manager of the cabinet’s Food
Safety Branch. “Refrigeration
units and freezers containing
foods such as meats, poultry,
dairy products,

butter, cheese, eggs, fish,
and cooked vegetables may not
maintain refrigerated-frozen
temperatures over a long peri-
Od.“

Delius said these foods,
which can be hazardous if not
kept at the proper temperature,
must be kept cold or frozen to
protect the products from

spoilage.

Here are some

general guidelines:

B Do not open the freezer or
refrigerator to check contents,
as cooling loss occurs rapidly
and safe storage time will be
reduced. Cover these appli-
ances with blankets or other
insulating materials to reduce
cooling loss. Modern refrigera-
tors will maintain safe food
temperatures

without electrical power for
two to four hours if kept closed.
Beyond that time, any foods
which are not ready to eat or
which cannot be fully cooked
before eating that contain meat,
fish, poultry, eggs, milk, etc.,
should be discarded to prevent

food-borne illness. Adequate
refrigeration temperatures
should be 45 degrees

Fahrenheit or colder.

B Unopened freezers will
maintain foods at safe tempera-
tures for two to four days
depending on freezer size and
whether full or partially full,
although thawing will occur. If
power is restored during this

time period, transfer thawed
foods to the refrigerator and use
promptly; if power is not
restored, use only fresh ready-
to-eat foods or foods that our
are able to cook immediately,
‘which have not been contami-
nated by leakage of other
thawed foods. Otherwise foods
should be discarded.

B Do not eat potentially
hazardous food products which
have been exposed to tempera-
tures above 45 degrees
Fahrenheit for more than two to
four hours, or if there is the
slightest hint of “off odor.”

B Sealed food containers
such as canned goods that have
been subjected to flood waters
or which have been soiled by
wind, rain, or splash may be
cleaned by washing in soapy
water, rinsing with clean water
and sanitizing in a solution of
household bleach and warm
water, The bleach solution
should consist of one table-
spoon of bleach in two gallons
of water. Containers that have
been washed may rust if not
used right away unless coated
with mineral oil or cooking oil.
Containers with pull-tabs or
screw-on or pressed-on lids that
have been splashed or sub-
merged in contaminated water
should not be saved, as contam-
ination is not easily removed
from crevices under the pull-
tabs or lids.

M Follow the rule, “when in
doubt, throw it out” for any
foods which you are not sure
have stayed at safe tempera-
tures or which do not look or
smell as they should. Other
food items not requiring refrig-
eration should be thoroughly
inspected prior to consumption.

at least 90 days, and may include
custodial care—that is, assis-
tance with daily activities like
eating, bathing, getting dressed,
toileting and transferring. It can
be provided in one’s own home,
a community-based facility,
assisted care facility, or a nursing
home. One may need long term
care if they become physically or
mentally incapacitated.

According to a study by the
Agency for Health Care Policy
and Research, some 42 percent
of Americans who reach the age
of 70 can expect to utilize some
type of long term care during the
remainder of their lives? If nurs-
ing home care is what’s required,
with the cost of a year in a nurs-
ing home averaging $56,000 per
year nationwide, it won't take
long to deplete the assets accu-
mulated over a lifetime. Even
those for whom a less intensive
level of care is appropriate could
find themselves facing big bills.
In 2000, nationally, a severely
impaired person could expect to
pay more than $15,000 annually
for an aide to visit daily.

“But won't the government
take care of me?” many ask. Too
often, the answer is *no.”
Medicare only pays for the first
20 days in & nursing home fol-
lowing a qualifying hospital
stay.

There is a $101.50 daily co-
pay for days 21 through 100.
After that, the patient pays 100

percent of the costs. Medicaid is
only available to those who have
exhausted  their  personal
resources. And the government
won’t help much with newer
forms of long term care. Though
38 states pay for some assisted
living, the programs are minis-
cule, covering fewer than
100,000 poor people. Medicare
covers home care, but just 100
visits in the weeks following a
hospital stay. So seniors increas-
ingly are paying their long term
care bills out of their own pock-
ets.

These statistics underscore
how vital it is that people plan
appropriately for their long term
care needs, and helps illustrate
how valuable long term care
insurance can be.

Equally important to many
are the other benefits long term
care insurance may provide.
Instead of letting a government
program decide where care is
provided, long term care insur-
ance may provide the funds an
individual needs to make their
own choice about where they
receive covered care. Long term
care insurance may help provide
the funds to help pay for that
care, while also helping ensure
that the responsibility for provid-
ing care will not fall to their fam-
ily. These choices may also help
preserve independence and dig-
nity, and those are priceless.

Bankruptcy judge rules
in lawsuits involving
Wilkinson’s sons, wife

LEXINGTON — A bankrupt-
cy judge has dismissed part of a
lawsuit brought against one of
former Gov, Wallace
Wilkinson'’s sons but left the
remaining counts against him
and his brother intact.

Judge William S. Howard on
Wednesday dismissed one count
against Andrew S. Wilkinson of
defaulting on a $460,000 loan
from his father.

But Howard left intact two
other counts against Andrew
Wilkinson involving $1.65 mil-
lion in loans and five counts
against his older brother, Wallace
G. “Glenn” Wilkinson Ir,
involving $2.06 million in loans.

Howard also allowed Union
Planters Bank to intervene in a
separate bankruptcy lawsuit
against Martha Wilkinson, the
former governor’s wife.

Union Planters claims Martha
Wilkinson, who is not in bank-
ruptey, co-signed $8.15 million
in loans for her husband about
three months before he was
forced into bankruptcy by his
creditors.

The former governor, who
listed $418.4 million in debts
and $86.8 million in assets, had
made a series of loans to his sons
and asked his wife to guarantee
loans that a court-approved
trustee is trying to collect for
creditors.

In the cases involving Martha
Wilkinson and her sons, Howard

Andrew and Glenn Wilkinson
had asked Howard to dismiss the
lawsuit filed against them in
January by Trustee Charles J.

Howard said Fayette Circuit
Court could resolve the case in a
“timely manner,” but his court.

the issues, could provide “an
even faster resolution.”

He agreed to dismiss one
count against Andrew Wilkinson
because Wilkinson had sold his
Lexington home and placed
enough money to repay the loan
in a court-controlled escrow
account.

Q: How important is to
choose low-fat dress-
ing? | can’t find one |
like.

A: Your choice of salad dress-
ing depends on how much fat you
get from other foods as well,
Groups like the American
Institute for Cancer Research
advise limiting the fat content of
your overall diet, not of any one
food. Unless your other food
choices tend to be high in fat, the
12 1o 14 grams of fat in a two-
tablespoon serving of most regu-
lar dressings (whether creamy or
oil-and-vinegar type), should fit
comfortably within recommended
levels of fat. Remember, we do

need some fat in our diets. If you
use a lot of other added fats or
very large amounts of salad dress-
ing, then reduced-fat types are a
good idea. You can also tum a
“regular” dressing into a reduct-
ed-fat version. Oil-based dress-
ings can be thinned by simply
adding a little more vinegar or
lemon juice. Creamy dressings
can also be adjusted by adding
non-fat plain (unflavored) yogurt
or sour cream, or fat-free cotlage
cheese that is blender-smoothed
to remove the lumps. These addi-
tions will increase the quantity of
the dressing as well as reduce the
fat content,

Energy is
measured n calories, just as size
is measured in inches or feel

When we consume more calories
than we use, we store the remain-
der as bady fat. Whether a food is
high enough in calories to be “fat

tening™ really depends on the tota
calories consumed and total ener

gy burned each day. Dried fruit 15
concentrated in both calories and
nutrients. That makes It a conve-
nient way to get needed energy or
add extra nutrients. A standard
serving of dried fruit is one-fousth
of a measuring cup, a small hand

ful about the size of a golf ball.
For people who are very active ol
have very high calorie needs, like
children and teens, larger portions
are a nutritious way to add con-
centrated amounts of calories. II
you want to fill up and satsfy
hunger with a small amount of
calories, fresh fruit is a better
choice for a good source of ener-
gy, But if the problem is low ener-
gy due to lack of sleep, stress or
not enough exercise, eating “high
energy” foods will not fix the
problem.

Q: At what age do
children start needing
dietary fiber?

A: Too much fiber is not good
for- young children. but most
researchers belieye that some
dietary fiber, about the amount in
a shice or two ol whole-whear
bread, is good, even for toddlers
Beginning at age three, current
recommendations call for the
grams of dietary fiber equal to &
child’s age plus five. For example,
a five-vear-olds needs 10 grams a
day, which could come from one
or two servings of whole grans,
along with other refined grain
products and several servings of
fruits and vegetables. Fiber offers
the immediate bencfit of helping
children avoid constipation, but &
life-long habit of taking in
enough fiber, helps lower the
risk of some cancers and heart
disease, which tend to develop
Jater in life.
