and llood watches and lhsh llood warnings were 1ssucd lor 
sonw areas. 

Boyd, Caner, Greenup and Lawrence counties were under a 
flood watch overnight Rockcastle County was under a Oash 
Oood warning into the night Friday. ll1e weather service said 2 
to 3 inches of rain had fallen in the v.cstern part of Rockcastle 
County and another inch was possible. 

No tornado warning had been issued before the reports of a 
tornado possibly hitting Laurel County. Michael Lewis. science 
and opt:rations oflicer for the National Weather Service at 
Jackson. said no tornado appeared on the agency's radar. 

The readings were archived, and the weather service "will 
look back to see if there's something we could have seen," 
Lewis said.

It's unclear whether any safe 
ty violations led to tlw blaze, 
department spokeswoman Holly 
McCoy said.

~pplications to butld more electric power plants in Kentucky. A 
~ill approved by the 2002 General Assembly gives the state 
more control over the location of the plants and abo provide~ for 
local input in that decision. 
~ Patton took the right step lust June when he imposed the 
moratorium on new .tpplications for electric generating plants. 
At the time, applications had been filed to build 29 pov. cr plants 
in thr state. 

All but four of those plants were for "merchant plants'' which 
would sell pO\\ er on the open market and were not regulated by 
the Public Service Commission. In fact, at the time. Kentucky 
had virtually no regulations gL,vcrning the plants. 

There was n:al concern that dozens or small power plants 
would be built across the state that could cause environmental 
problems. overhurdcn the state's power grid system and become 
neighborhood nuio:;ances. \\ hilc provichng few jobs and selling 
most. if not all. of their elecLricity to out-of-state entities. ll1e 
momtorium was a necessary "tunc out" while the state had time 
to impose reasonable regulation<.;. 

Those regulation'> were included in a law enacted by the 
recently concluded General As~embly. Since the bill included an 
"emergenC) clause," it became law as soon as Patton signed it. 
The law set~ numerou<; conditions for plant location~ and creates 
a new state board to judge "'hcthcr proposed plant sites are 
appropriate 

Many of the 29 application for plant~ Y.erc filed speculative­
ly. Thirteen applications -specifically. application~ for air­
quality pcm1its- actually arc pending. according to the Natural 
Resources Cabinet. 

Just hecause the moratorium has ended docs not mean compa­
nies again will soon be lining up for pcnnit~ to huild merchant 
power plants in Kentucky. A sagging U.S. economy may havl! 
slowed the rush for such plants. 

However. the new l.tv. assures that when permits for new 
plants arc submitted. the state will have more control over 
whether they arc approved. The law was one of the good things 
to come out of the 2002 session.

The church: 
Love it or 
leave it

The sheltering of pedophile-priests by 
the Catholic Church is lamentable of 
course but not particularly surprising. I 
say this not as a Catltolic or a Protestant 
or a Jew, hut as a political observer. 

The Catholic Chun:h, more than most 
religious organitations, is mlcd by a 
secretive and authoritarian hierarchy. 
given to inl~tllihle judgment~. When in 
human history has such a body willingly 
exposed itself to publit' censure or dilut­
ed its authority ~y admitting to wrong­
doing? Almost never. Reform is simply 
not in the nature of the beasl. 

Bill Keller. the fine columnist of the 
New York Times (who refers to himself 
as a ''collapsed Catholic"), last month 
compared the church under Pope John 
Paul II to the Communist Party. "One 
paradox of the Polbh pope," he wrote. 
"is that while he is rightly revered for 
helping bring do\\ n the godle~s 

Communists. he has replicated some­
thing very like the old Communist Party 
in his t'hurch. Karol Wojtyla ha~ shaped 
a hierurchy that is intolerant of dissent, 
un::t't'ountable 10 its members, "ecmtive 
in the extreme and will-
fully dueless ahout ho\\ 
people lh·c .. . Like the 
Communist Party circa 
Leonid Bretlrnev, the 
Vatican exisL'i first and 
foremost 10 preserve its 
own power." 

In this environment, 
~aid Keller. reform is 
difficult if not impossi­
ble:" ... like the 
Communists, John Paul 
ha!> carefully constmcted 
a Krernhn that \\ill he 
inhospitable to a 
reformer. He has strengthened the 
Vatican equivalent of the party Central 
Comrniltl'C, called lhl' Curia, and popu­
lated it with reactionaries. 

"He has put H stamp of papal infalli­
bility on the issue of ordaining women, 
making it more uiflieult tor a successor 
to come to terms with the issue. Ill' has 
trained bbhups that the path of advanl'c­
ment is obsequious obedience to him­
self." 

Indeed he has. And now, as he 
approaches the final days of his papacy 
- for surely he is a very old and ... ick 
man - he is a sured that he will be suc­
ceeded by omeone much like himself. 

someone whose allegiance is to the past, • ' 
not the future. 

The vision of a "modern" Catholic 
Church that emerged from the Second 
Vatican Council convened by Pope John 

XXIII and continued 
by Pope Paul VI- one 
that wa<> responsive to 
the changing needs and 
de.~ires of its member~ 
- has become a fading 
memory. 

The residue of this 
is the disgusting spec­
tacle of a hierarchy that 
urges its members to 
emulate the life of tit 
Jesus, yet covers up for 
child abuse!"$ within the 
church and keeps mov-
ing these abusers from 

parish to parish so that they can practice 
their deviance on other unsuspecting 
children, all in the name of avoiding 
scandal. 

No thought. apparently. is given to 
the well being of rhe children that 
Catholic parent!'! place in the protection 
of these men.

Breaking from the mold, some 
black ministers openly welcome 
gays and lesbians into their flocks

In one-on-one chats and 
resounding sermons. the Rev. 
Kenneth Samuel is trying to lead 
his 6,000-strong congregation 
on a path few black churches 
have trod: wholehearted accep­
tance of lesbians and gays. 

After convincing himself lhat 
homophobia should be combat­
ed as ;~alously as rac1sm. 
Samuel severed his Victory 
Church's links with black and 
white-led Baptist organizations. 
He plans to affiliate next month 
with the liberal United Church 
of Christ. 

Grateful for Samuel's 
encouragement. some gays and 
lesbians ha\ e risen to leadership 
posts at the church in Stone 
Mountain. Ga., but many con­
gregation members remain dubi­
ous of the changes. 

"We're still working through 
it." Samuel said. "You can't just 
get up and say, 'OK. that seules 
it.' I'm trying to get the message 
out there that any kind of exclu-

~ sion of persons - based upon 
their color, their gender. their 
sexual pcrsua~ion- is wrong." 

Within the diverse spectrum 
of Afncan-American churches, 
Victory Church is a rarity. 

While some new, alternative 
churches have formed in rl!cent 
years, only a handful of estab· 
lished black churches- mostly 
in big cities - have sent a clear 
wekome me~sage to gays. Most 
black ministers. like many of 
their white counterparts. believe 
the Bible condemns homosexu-

·~ ality. 
The coolness toward gays 

remains widespread even 
though many black churches. 
overcoming initiaJ reluctance, 
ha\e cnlbted in campaigns to 
fight A IDS. In a ne\.\ly released 
survey of more than 2,500 black 
gays and lesbians. 54 percent 
said their church or religion 
view homosexuality as "wrong 
and sinful .'' 

"Sunday sermons preaching 
against our very existence are 
still commonplace," wrote the 
authors of the Black Pride 

• Survey. 
Donna Payne works \.\ ith 

black churches as a field orga­
nizer for the Human Rights 
Campaign, a nationa.l gay-rights 
advocacy group. She describes 
homophobia in those churches 
as "a sile nt disapproval. sending 
a message to black gays and les­
bians that they're not welcome.'' 

.vl11cre are no policies in the 
African Methodist Epi:-.copal 
Church that acknowledge that.'' 
she said, referring to one of the 
largest black denominations. 
" It 's not something they would 
write down. so there's not some-

~ thing thcrl.' you can challenge." 

Though some white denomi­
nations arc more explicit in their 
condemnation of homosexual 
activity, churchgoing white gays 
and lesbians generally have 
more options than their black 
counterparts in finding an 
accepting church. Paynl! said. 
The result, she said. is that blad.: 
gays often stick with the church­
es the) were raised in- even if 
anti-gay scmimenl occasionally 
surfaces. 

"To separate from that. and 
just try to be gay, means you're 
into a whole 'nother world that 
you're not familiar with, the 
white gay world,'' Payne said . 
"It's so differenr. you'd rather 
go back and hold on to your 
African traditions.'' 

An African Methodbt 
Episcopal minister in Boston, 
the Rev. Ray Hammond, con­
tended many black churches are 
becoming more welcominp to 
gays even though the pastors -
himself included - balk at 
upproving their sexual relation­
ships. 

"If the church is going to be 

true to its biblical roots. it can­
not endorse the lifestyle and 
cannot endorse sanll'-sex mar­
riage," Hammond said. 

Hammond. who switched to 
the ministry after earning a med­
ical degree at Harvard, has 
engaged his Bethel A.,\1 E. 
Church in the fight against 
AIDS. both at home and in West 
Africa. He acknowledged that 
some black churchl!s were slow 
to join the anti-AIDS crusade, 
hut said this W<ls often due to a 
general skittishness toward sex­
uality rather than outright dis­
dain for gays. 

"There ob\ iously i~ homo­
phobia, in communities of color 
like anywhere else. and it needs 
to be rooted out," he sa1d. 

But Hammond complained 
that some gay-rights acti\ ists 
are quick to allcgl! homt)phobia 
in cases where black ministers 
speak out against same-sex mar­
riage.

said. "The black community has 
tried to compensate by being 
homophobic - we have so few 
black men eligible to lead, to 
provide for families, that we 
need to make certain we don't 
lose any more to same-sex 
unions."

religions, Catholicio;m included, 
are voluntary associations. 
Those Catholics who are gen­
uinely upset about what's going 
on in their church can do some­
thing about it. They can protest. 
They can withhold financial 
support. They can take a walk. 
Or, if none of those things 
appeal, they can continue to put 
up with it, bow their heads and 
keep their mouths shut. 

Which a lot of them will do. 
Many American Catholics are 
very conservative, people who 
hated Vatican II with its English­
language masses and talk of 
women priests. They are perfect­
ly happy to endure the abuse of 
their children and grandchildren 
to protect and maintain the 
church they grew up in and love. 

As I said. it's a free country. I 
don't understand it - I am. as 
you mny have guessed by now. 
not religious - but it's their 
right. 

For other Catholics. however, 
I think it's time to ask whether 
people raised as free citizens in 
an open society can continue to 
give their allegiance to a church 
whose outlook is defiantly 
medieval. 

If the answer is no, then they 
must challenge the power of the 
church in a serious way. 
Challenges to power are the only 
thing authoritarian organizations 
respond to.

the Vatican and is certain that 
judges will throw out such bids.

Foal illness 
still evident 
but not at last 
vear's levels

LEXINGTON Duncan 
Taylor watched helplessly last 
spring as a mysterious illness 
killed dozens of foals on his 
family's thoroughbred farm. 

Some ltved only for hours, if 
at all. Other mares miscarried. 

"It was one of those things 
where you kept telling yourself, 
'[t can't get any worse.' Then it 
kept getting worse." said 
Taylor. prestdent of Taylor 
Made Farm. "The fact that it 
was going on aiJ over the 
region and nobody knew what 
was causing it 
made it even 

show a sharp decline in the 
number of dead foals submitted 
to its Livestock Disease 
Diagnostic Center this year. 

From April 28 through 
Saturday. 173 foals of all 
breeds were delivered to the 
center for examination, down 
from the 385 brought in during 
the same period a year ago. 
About 120 of those submitted 
this year have had characteris­
tics consistent with the illness, 
Mare Reproductive Loss 
Syndrome. 

"A lot of the farms I work 
that had a lot of problems last 
year haven't had any deaths 

year, and that's 

more frighten­
ing." 

Taylor is far 
less anxious this 
year, knowing 
the illness is not 
as bad as it was 
in 200 I, when it 
claimed nearly 

"We're having a

Scientists still have not ideo· 
tified the cause of the illness, 
although a likely culprit is the 
eastern tent caterpillar. 

The fuzzy, black-and-yellow 
caterpillars, abundant across 
central Kentucky each spring, 
feed on cyanide-laced wild cher­
ry tree leaves, which are poiso­
nous to horses. Scientists believe 
the caterpillars and their drop· 
pingc;, called frass, may some· 
how be pas. ing toxin to the hors­
es reeding on contaminated 
grass. 

Experiment~ conducted by 
Kentucky's College of 
Agriculture show there is a like­
ly correlation. 

In the study. 29 pregnant 
mares housed at the university's 
research farm were exposed to 
different levels of caterpillar 
infestation over I 0-day periods 
in small pens. More than 70 per­
cent with exposure to caterpil­
lars or frass lost their pregnan­
cies. 

·'That's been the first trial in 
which \\e've actually been able 
to replicate the illness,'' said uni­
versity agronomist Jimmy 
Henning, who oversees environ­
mental ~ampling on 13 farms. 
"We haven't been able to do that 
in any of our other tesL<;. I'd say 
that makes it a little more than 
coincidental." 

Henning, however, is not 
ready to blame the caterpillar 
yet. He and other researchers are 
looking at toxins in pasture 
grass. molds, bacteria and fungi; 
other cyanide sources such as 
clover; and abnormal weather 
patterns. 

Taylor said many farms, 
including his own. have taken 
!>teps to protect against the ill­
ness. 

Taylor Made sprayed for 
caterpillars. chopped down some 
cherry trees and is one of the few 
farms to muZ7Je mares before 
they are sent out to pasture for 
exercise. 

"From the things I've heard, 
the farms that are having the 
most problems are the ones that 
did very little as far as preventa­
tive management," he said. "We 
went into this year with a plan 
and tried some different things. 
To this point. it's paid off for 
us.'' 

Still, Taylor said, it will be a 
long time before Kentucky's 
thoroughbred industry 
approaches the breeding season 
without caution. 

"Until \\C figure out exactly 
what caused it and how to tight 
it, it's going to be a threat," he 
said.

Tent 
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nylon. 
Such material may be water­

proof, keeping rain out, but that 
means the moisture in the occu­
pants' breath can't escape when 
they are closed up, either. These 
tents are prone to having water 
vapor from respiration of 
campers condense on the inside 
roof and walls, forming into 
dropleb and eventually "rain­
ing" back inside. 

These "unbrcathable" tents 
remain dry inside only if they 
can be well vented, with win­
dows and even doors left open. 

Tents with a separate rain fly 
are more likely to keep rain from 
coming in whik letting water 
vapor from respiration out. 
Better-functioning tents are 
those that have waterproof walls 
and lloor. but an uncoated, per­
meable roof :;cction that allows 
vapor out. 

Even a quality tent may dou<;e 
its occupants if its scams are not 
scaled. Most tents come with 
scam~ that arc not factory sealed, 
although many provide a sealant 
in the box for the buyer to use 
for that purpose. 

A scal<tnt, usually a silicone­
based liquid in a wick-type 
applicator tube. should be spread 
along the scams wherever sec­
tions or lent material - roof. 
walls and rloor- arc joined. Best 
usc is to erect the tent and ~eal 
the seams on both interior and 
exterior sides. 

If tent carnpL·rs are unfonu­
nate cnou£h to incur heavy rain­
fall during an outdoors stay. they 
can learn by miserable experi­
ence that mere unsealed needle 
holes from stitching in a tent 
roof can introduce enough water 
to float a small canoe - or soak 
multiple -.lecping bags.

Paul Tracy anives at the U11ck 
expecting to go faster.

Barry Green brought his three­
driver team to the Indianapolis 500 
fully expecting to contend lor the 
title. It still could. 

But with only Friday and 
Saturday to practice, there isn't 
much time to work out the kinks. 
The last of the three qualifying days 
for the May 26 race is Sunday. and 
there are still problems to be 
solved. speed to be found. 

Tracy has barely cracked 224 
mph this month, and teammate 
Dario Franchitti has struggled. too. 
Neither has yet made the 33-car 
starting grid. 

The team's othl!r driver, 
Michael Andretti. ha.s qualified in 
the 23rd spot of the tcntati ve 24-car 
field, putting him in danger of 
being bumped from the race. Nine 
spots remain open. and Team 
Green is wonied enough about 
Andretti's qualifying speed of 
226.780. that it's preparing a back­
up car. 

"Dario, we were very disap­
pointed with his qualifying run. we 
felt he could do a lot better than 
that." Green said. "Michael. we're 
not too concemed about, but we

need t1> be watching qualifying 
Sunday and we need to be ready 
with his backup car." 

Then, thcrc's Tmcy. 
I lis inexplicable lack of speed 

finally got to him Saturday. Instead 
of being patient. m; he knew he 
should on the 2 112-milc oval, 
Tml'y challenged it - and lost 

During Saturday morning's 
practice, he spun in tum two and hit 
hard against the new '·soft'' wall. 
rear first. Tmcy was not injured. but 
his C"<lr was badly damaged and he 
wa ... starting all over again. 

"We were making changes. 
basically. We were throwing darts 
at a dart board to try and get speed 
out of the car;• Tracy said. 'That's 
not the right thing to do. That was a 
mistake on our part." 

Compounding the problem has 
been the !>ehcdulc. 

Rain washed out the l!ntirc day 
of qualifying Sunday. the tirst time 
that had happened in 12 years. The 
track was closed Monday and 
Tuesday. giving Tracy and his 
teammatl!s lhn.•e days to find

No luck. After going no faster 
tlt;m223.301 on Wednesday, crews 
were still working on Tracy's car 
Thursday morning - when more 
tltan 30 other drivers were on the 
trc\Ck. Like Tracy. Franchitti's car 
and Andreui's backup also were in 
the garage area. 

"''m about ready to start look­
ing for a cliff to drive off." Tmcy 
said, smiling. 

1ltc good news is Tracy and his 
teammates believe the) are strong 
enough to contend on mce day. The 
bad nev.s is tltey still have to get 
thcrc. 

"We could run those kincio; of 
speeds all day long. That's a good 
rac.:c pace." Tmcy said. "We just 
can't get the qualifying speeds." 

With all the troubles. all the 
questions and all the consternation 

in the gamge, there's only one cer­
tainty- things are bad. 

"We are surprised at the )>itua­
tion we find ourselves in," Green 
said. 'This place is all about putting 
you to the test. Sometimes. it picks 
on one team, but all you can do is 
dig deeper and work harder."

AAAreports 
gas prices hold 
steady since 
mid-April 

ORLANDO. Fla. -
Nationwide average gasoline 
prices have remained stable in the 
last month, down just l.l cent per 
gallon since April 16 to $1.40 per 
gallon for self-serve regular. 

Consumers should be cheered 
that gasoline prices leveled off in 
the early Spring and have failed to 
reach the record high prices of the 
last two years, AAA said. 

In May 2000. the nationwide 
average price was $1.465. In May 
200 J, the nationwide average price 
was $1.718 per gallon; the highest 
nationwide average price ever 
recorded hy AAA. 

Gas prices declined slightly in 
most regions since April. Prices 
declined an average 3.9 cents per 
gallon in the Midwest to $1.368. In 
the Southeast prices dropped 1.9 
cents to $1.341. Prices dropped 
less than a penny in the West, 
Great Lakes, and Southwest; down 
0.4 cents in the West to $1.483, 
down 0.3 cents in the Great Lakes 
to $1.411, and down 0.2 cents in 
the Southwest to $1.358. 

Prices are up 1.3 cents per gal­
lon to $1.421 in the Mid-Atlantic 
region and up 1.5 cents per gallon 
in New England to $1.431 per gal­
lon. 

1\ationY. ide, the price of self­
serve, mid-grade averages $1.487, 
a decrease of 1.1 cents per gallon 
since last month, but 32.7 cents 
Jess expensive than last year.

In Dolph Spam's first novel, 
"Hardscrabhle Days," we are 
taken through the cluldhood 
journey of Joey Spencer, a lx>y 
growing up in Depression-era 
North Carolina. Wh1lc his jour­
ney may not always he smooth, 
it is never unintercstmg, often 
amusmg and always heartwarm­
ing. 

"Hardscrabble Days'' is told 
m enes of v1gnettcs: each chap· 
ter 1s de\ oted to a hfe-altenng 
mc1dcnt. Wriung m such a man­
ner leaves the author open to 
crcaung a d1dactic sort of "look 
at the lcs~on Joey learned" type 
of narration. However, Mr 
Spain does not fall into that trap. 
Each chapter, while a complete 
story in its own right, is a neces­
sary cog 111 the wheel of the nov­
el's operation. 

In the prologue, set in the 
present day. the narrator visits 
w1th his aging mother while she 
tells h1m hundred-told stones of 

her youth. As he hstcns, he 
promtses her that he will write 
them all down, Ius gtft to her as 
she truggles through her final 
days. 

From the moment Chapter 
One begins, the reader is thrust 
tnto un earlier world of racist 
lynchings. outhouses, home 
births and grocery trucks. While 
the day-to-day details of life 
may be foreign to contemporary 
readers, its universal themes are 
not: pride, betrayal. lust and all· 
encompassing love. 

Spain has created a moving 
memorial to the hard knocks 

that life can throw at you when 
you're growmg up. His stark 
story telling avoids sentimental· 
ism while still evoking empathy 
from the reader. In short, this 
book IS true to the heart.
